A friend has called our attention to the
fact that on the morning of the publication
of Rev. Dr. Jenkins’ utterance, on which
we lust week commented, the Rev. gentle-
man, at the Synodical breakfast, expressed -
regret that his words had been misrepre-
sented ; and that what he did say was—
“ We have the same great work to perform
in opposing the pride and assumption of
Hierarchical Prelacy, whether Roman or
Anglican.” In an interview since held
with the respected moderator of the Kirk
of Scotland, we have learnt that his
reference was to those ritualistic assump-
tions by certain extreme men in our church,
which are as repugnant to our own views
as they possibly can be to those of the
Rev. Doctor. At a time when all who
love the Saviour are feeling the need of
closer union in the conflict with evil, we
should deplore the existence of any such
misunderstanding.
