‘,iuch is the wording of a telegram
recetved at St. Joseph’s Couvent, Somer-
set, Oblo, on the 4 b inst., from London.
Though ~ compriced in few words, and
though not unexpected, the announcement
brought deep grief to the hearts of his
brethren avd friends,

The deceased came as & novice to St
Joseph's when but teventeen years of age,
iu eoxupsny with bis cousin, now Rev, A,
A. Durking O P, la 1557 he recelved the
kabit of the Dominican O:der, aud in the
foliowirg year he made profession of his
vows, dedicating himself to the service of
tiae Mastsr among the children of the glor
fous Saint Domtuic. Daring seven years
of faithful spplication tostudy he steadily
advanced in prety and knowledge, and ac
guired the qualities of zeal, fervor and love
tor bie Divice Master. Hercon became the
tdol of the novitiate, Cieerful, light.
Leerted, full of ionocent wirth, at
tbe ¢ame tme faithful in every
duty, be erjiyed the esteem and love of
superiors  sud companlors, He was
ordained priest in 1855 by Rt Rev J A
Watterson, in the cathedral at Columbus,
0. Who that kuew him did not hope
toat his 1ife wonld be proiracted 1o a dis
tant period, and that after diffusiig the
blegirgs of reiiglon, wisdom ani happi
ness, he would iu a ripe old sge gradually
slk to rest, bis people blessing, end by
bie people blest? But alas ! this viston bas
fled, and in iie pluace we behold the pail
aud (he ehroud, A few years of slckness
ard esufferirg, endured with heroic Curis.
tian petience aud wa tyr.like restgnation,
bes viminated too quickly the career that
promised 0 much, Bat is it to him,
thick you, s cause of sorrow that his sun
went down while it was vet day? Now
in the fraition of eternsl jizt—for which
bis priestly life was & prepaiation—he is
far from looking back with licgering re
gret ou what be bas left.  Toe sorrow and
regret are only ours, for we hiave lost a
worihy priest, and a faithiul, geverons
gpirited friend, He wes one of the most
awiale end estlmable of mer—1elight.
ful ju his meuners, h flexible in bis prin-
ciples, and generous iu bis effections,
He bad all thet could charm in euciety, or
attack in piivat; whilit his friends en-
joyed the free aud unst udied convereation
of an intelligent assoclate,  He ever made
a kiod indulgeut aillowance for the fauite
of men, except those of baceuess or
crueliy, egsinst which be manifested most
optn ecorn, What wonder, then, that
we should mourn hisloes ! But he {8 not
losi to ue forever, He is still our friend,
and with God’s permission will watch o’er
us, shielding us from danger, cheering us
in our pilgrimage of duty, and asisting
ue in the hour of virtuous exertion,

The remains were recelved at St
Juseph’s on 8th inst, Oa the following
day aceolemn Mass of Requlem was cele-
brated by Rev. Fatber Duikin, O, P,
sasisted by Father Speucer, O. P, as
descon, and Father Flood, O. P, as a
eubdeacon. The final services, in strict ac
cordance with the Dominican rite, were
performed by Very Rev. F. A, Spencer,
prior of the convent, aesisted by the en-
tire community, Requicscat in Pace.
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A large number of St. Mary’s C. Y. M.
Ciub have succeeded in decorating the
drill shed very handsomely, so that on
euntering you would be struck with the
grendeur of the place. The upper part
of the building is festooned with spruce,
aud & commodious baud stand has
been placed in tke rear of the
building.

applicauts from the Windsor schools
Year after y ear numbers of his pupils pass
the high school entrance examinvations
with esse, and not less fortunate have
been thore whom he has prepared for
second or thi:d class examivations, the
names of which would make quite a long
list, nearly all of whom occupy excellent
positiors either as teachers or in other
landabie avd useful voeations bf honor or
profit.  Aud not by sny meaus the least
of theze are two of his pupile who, while
ugder his tutelage, passed 1he matiicula-
ton exawinatiors, aud arenow prac icing
physicisus of high repute in their respee-
tive localitics,  And while our friend, of
whose learning and ability we write, wae
makicg ccholars out of hiz pupils, he him-
self wes as studious as they, having by
great celf-sicrifice and arduous lator fitted
himscif to pa-s cuccesefully and with high
hovors all the required ¢xaminations to
eutitle him to have conferred upon him
the degree of Bachelor of Arts, which wes
s0 conferred upon him at the receut com
meacemcut exercises of the Detroit Col-
lege, & most excelivnt institution of Jearn-
Ing, under the able mansgement of the
Rev, Fathers of the Soclety of Jeans, Our
friend Coenay s fully qualified in point
of learnicyg end ability to sccept auy post
tion that wight cffer itself tu the line of
educativnal 1nstitations; his saccess as
a tescher Js amply testfied to by
the fact of his having remained so long in
his present poeition.

VISIT OF HIS LORDSHIP BISHOP LORRAIN,

The fifih, tixth eud seventh of July
were red-letter «l.:)h in our puli'«h, llrinp
seful pastoral
vitit from our beloved hishop, Rt, Rev.
N. 7 Lormain, His Lordship arrived iu
ouy parich from Eganville escorted by our
revered paetor, Rev. I, M Devine, and
msey parishioners.  Two beauufal arches
told of the hearty welcome which every
soul of the parish had for onr chief pas
tor; the main street of our little village
was ko decked with evergreens, fl g,
sacred pletures and flowers tnat it looked
like a eccion of the route of & Corpus
Caristl processfon in Montreal.  Of course
these exterior decorations were cutiivalled
by the ornamentation of the intedior of
the church and preshytery.

The sermons on the occesion were
preached by His Lordship, and by Rev,
Father Dowdall, P, P. of Mount 8,
Patrick, and Father Ryan, the secretary
of the Bishop,

On the second day of the visit, at the
occasion of the services for the dead,
there was a procession from the church
to the cemetery, about a quarter of a
mile distant, A more beautiful and
so'emn sight could be but rarely seen,
First came the girls of the parish, and
next the boys all two by.two and ranged
according to size, then the married
women, then the men, followed by the
church choir, and finally His Lordehip
in his Pontifical vestments, with his
aesistants, The orderly manner in
which the procession wae conducted, the
thrilling murmur of the rosary recited
aloud by a whole parish for the souls of
the departed, broken anos by the
toiemn chauts of the choir, shall not
soon be forgotten by those who took
part in this grand public act of religion,

This rame day the children, who were
candidates for confirmation, had been sub
Jjscted to a searching examivation by His
Lordehip, not merely on the letter of the
catechism, buv on various explanations of
the eame; and to one who knows how
easily chiidren are przzled by a little
change ina very elmple question, the ready
aid unhesitating avewers of the Jittle theo
logians were surprising; and we are sure,
bagond the puseibility of adoubt, that the
Rev. Bishop bad not the elightest rcruple
of conscience, when, on the fullowlng day,
hs edmiuistered solemnly the Sacrament
of Cot firmation to these children, What
was particularly noticeable in this cere.

Gallleo Galllei was a native of Ples,
Ltaly, and was born on the 8th of Febru.
ary, 1564, Few names have enjoyed
such a remarkable ce'cbrity and strange
to say, the general appreciation of his
character rests on a misconception of his
real claims to distinetion, His true claim
to grestness rests not upon his astronom!-
cal discoveries, but upon bis rcsearchea ia
natural philosophy, and as the founder of
the science of dynamlics. The interest
attachivg to the name of Galileo is con-
nected ia the minds of many with the
suppoeed poeition he holds in respect to
the relation of the Church and ecience.
The lssue of mallclous fiction called
modern blctory, through the fnfluence of
desigring persous, has steadily represented
sclence, in the person of Galileo, strug
slivg  sgalnst the pereecution of the
lomsu church, He i3 even pictured as
sufferivg torture from the Inquisition, and
he ba3 been taught while being racked to
say : “'Ii pur st muove ” (It moves how-
ever), meaniog the earth,

THERE WAS NO TORTURE,

Galileo’s own bicgrapher denles the
etory of torture, Hallam, in his History
of the Literature of the Middle ager, sets
the etory aside; Dr. Whewell, in bis His.
tory of the Inductive Sclences, contiders
the charge an fuvention; also the disin-
genuous ariicle in Chamber's Bocyclopedia
implies that the charge is a fictlon, In
most encyclopediss it is displayed as a
fact, the object belvg to prove the Papacy
cruel aud oppored to rcience. It s also
offered as an argument sgaipet Papal in-
fallibility. The general verdict is that
there is no proof worthy of credit sustaln.
g the charge of torture.

WHY I SEEMS IMPR BABLE

Galileo, after the decree of the holy
¢ flice, was admitted to an audience by
Pope Paul V. He then spoke of the
enmitles and ealumnuies of which he was
the object, Paul V, replied that he was
fully convineed of his right intentions
and slneerity of purpose, aud when Gall-
lep expresied some anxlety lest ha mfght
still be exposed to the ill-will of his
euemies, the Popa desired bim to set his
mind at rest ou this polot, for that both
bimself aud the cardivals of the congrega-
tion of the Iudex had formed such an
opluion as would prevent their giviug ered-
ence lubtly to any calumnies against him.
ul V. eald to him: “As lony as 1 am
elive you may rest in sccurity,” aund he
repeated teveral timee that he would be
seady on ail cocasions to give bim proofs
of his protection, This 1s found in the
works of Galileo, (vol. G page 26.) Iu

623 Cardinol Mafferl Barberiui, who had
celenrated Gallleo’s discoveries in verse,
became Pope, and he, on lesruing that
Gallleo was coming to Rome, sald : ¢l
shall have great' pleasure in seeing him,”
He had six interviews with this Pope
(Urban VIII,) and he wrote to his friend,
Prince Cesi, and epoke of his distinguished
reception hy His Holiness, The Pope
cent a brlef to the Grand Duke of Tue
cany, Ferdinand II. which contaipel the
most flatterivg praises of Galileo. Car-
dinal Hohenzoller promised to speak to
the Pupe In relation to the decree still in
force agalust some of his- writings. The
Holy Father sald: “The Church had
not coudemned and would not condemn
the opinion as heretical, but only asrash,”
The Popes were his personal friends, as
also the Cardinals of the Holy Ofice,
Pope Urban eald of him. “We have

found in bim rotonly Herary dstir ction,
bat also a love of religion and all the
qualities which can meilt our pontificsl
favor.”

OTHERS NOT PERSECUTED

Nicholas Cuss, a priest who was born
at Cusa on the banks of the Moselle, bav.
fng studled in the most famous univesi.
ties of Germany and Italv, became Arch
descon of Llege and in that capacity he
assteted at the Oouncil of Basll in 1431,
He bad written a treatise on Astronomy
nearly two centurles before Galileo, and
at this council he maintained side by side
with Cardinal Cesarini that the true sys.
tem of astronomy should be called not
geocentric but heliocentric and that the
earth and not the sun was {n motlon,
What was the consequence of this bold
step! Was he summoned before an
foquisition? He was eummoned before
Nicholas V. to reccive a cardinal’s hat
and with it the Bishopric of Brizen in the
Tyrol. Copernicus came to Rome from
the bauks of the Vittula and we find him
a humble priest raised to ba a professor in
the Pope’s university and engaged in giv-
irg lectures on the new theory of the
heavens to over 2,000 puplls, and when
be was unable to print his new work,
Cardinal Shomberg undertock the entire
experse of the publication avd when the
great Work was printed it was decicated
to the reignivg pope, Paul III, If the
Roman authorities treated the inventors
of the system (after Pythegorus) so gracl
ouely, why thould they persecute Galileo
Who was merely explaluing the system ?
True, Cusa and Copernicus, although
}"l‘ial-ltl. kept the lll\l‘-‘”lﬂl of rp!i:!f‘n en
tirely aloof from their philcsophical specu-
Intlore, while Galileo reduced the lasue to
a question of ecelptural interpretation, In
1eality it was a fight between two schools
of phllosophy and Galileo rashly inelsted
on a decislon from the Church in the
matter at issue.

THE CHURCH CONSERVATIVE,

The Church cannot attord to leap to
conclusions on a matter of mere science,
There may have been some seventeen
theories of our system since Joshua com-
manded the heavens to stand still, and
the Church under the old or new law
was committed to none of them. A
brominent reason for delay is_the fact
that at that time the system was mot
aufliciently demonstrated, The cele.
brated Delambre said ‘‘that till the velo
oity ot Light was ascertained by Reaumur,
and the aberration of light was calculated
by Bradley, and the laws of gravitation
were established by Newton, all the
Copernicans were reduced to mere pro
babilities,” Macaulay tells us that
Bacon rejected the theories of Galileo,
and so did Descartes, According to
Galileo the sun is without any local
movement whatever, whereas the con-
trary is now established, The Coperni.
can system was wrong in giving the
planets a circular instead of an ellipti.
<al orbit, Vietus claimed that the
Copernican system was founded on false
geometry, Tycho Brahe, though he re.
jected the system of Plolemy, confessed
that he was not prepared to adopt that

i

of Copernicus, Galileo spoke warmly
nanivet he system at first, It is said
tuat even at present the Copernican syr.
‘em fails to explain certain pheno
mena,

As regards the opinione and decrees
of the congregation of the Index the
head of the Church may delegate to it a
portion of his supreme juriediction, but
he cannot communicate to it his infalli-
bility, which is incommunicable, Its
acts are vot absolute. Tae sentence
against (Falileo was that he was not to
teach his doctrine as a demonstrated
fact, and that he was to bea prisoner at
the good will of the court, and that he
was to recite the seven penitential
psalms once a week for three years. He
located himself at the pleasant villa of
Ascetri, s mile from Florence, near the
church of 8t. Matthew, where his two
daughters were cloistered nuns, Here
he lived in happiness and peace,

JUHN KEPLER,

John Kepler was born near Stuttgard
to Wurtemburg in 1571. In order to
ehow the great difference it makes to us
whose ox is gored, I give the story of
Kepler which our histories fuil to men.
tioo,

The celebrated astronomer Kepler was
condemned by the Theological Faculty
of Tubingen, in 1596, for confirming the
identical scientitic truth, which thirty
years later caused the dispute of the
schools with Galileo, The great major.
ity of Protestants are, without doubt,
ignorant of this interestivg case, The
historian Menzal says, “He was perse.
cuted only in bis native country, where
he with difficulty, saved his mother from
being burnt as a witch, He flad thence
to the Catholics, and notwithstanding
his Lutberan principles, was tolerated
by the Jesuits, who know how to value
scientific knowledge.” John Kepler re
flected no less credit on Protestant Ger.
wany than Galileo on Catholic [taly, He
discovered the elliptical form of plane
tary orbite, and settled the truth of the
Copernican eystem on an immovable
basis, He was foiced to lay his system
before the Academical Senate of Tubin.
ger for their approbation, without which
it could not be printed, The unanimous
decision of the divines composing the
genate was that “Kepler's book con
tained & damnable heresy, because it
contradicted the teachings of the Bible
in that paseage wkcre Josbua commands
the sun to stand still.” To this Kepler
replied : “That as the Bible addressed
itself to mankiad in general, it spoke of
things in the life of men as men in gen
eral are accustomed to epeak of thew;
that the Bible was in no respect a
manual of optics or astronomy, but had
much higher objects in view; but it was
& blameable abuse to seek in it for
apswers to worldly things; that Joshua
had wished to have the day prolonged
atd God had responded to his with; how
this had happened was not a subject for
inquiry.” Such an answer as this might
ai ieasi have been expecied to make an
impression on a body of theologians, the
very reason of whose existence was in
their religious creed ¢ flirming the right
of every one to explain the Bible tor
himsell, (Note thc inconsistency !) Had
not the Duke of Wurtemberg interposed
to protect Kepler he would probably
bave sutlered, He quitted Wurtemburg
and fl:d for refuge to the Jesuits of Gratz
and Ingoldstadt, who honored his
great talents, and received him with
open arms, because of the service he had
rendered 10 sciecce. On the death of
I'ycho Brabe he received the appoint
ment of Court Astronomer to the Em
peror Rudolph 1L —Philip O'Neill,

THE REYOLT OF THE CELT.

The Saxon Must go.
——
GRANT ALLAN, IN THE UNIVERSAL
REVIRW.

Our once Teutonic Eogland pauses now
for a brief breathing space on the very
eve of passing, more or Jess tranquilly,
through her own much mitigated French
Revolution, But she only draws back
pour mieux sauter. ‘The minor scenes and
episodes of the drama, of course, as in
most other adaptutions from the French,
will be greatly modified. The proper.
ties and Rccessories will be planned on
a far less sensational and imposing ecale
than in the Parisian original, There will
be no guillotines, no tribunes, no rum-
bling tumbrils, no copious shedding of
theatrical blood coram populo, Oar Cam
tlies will sport no gay tricotor rosettes;
our St, Justs will array themselves in no
becoming puritanical costumes; our
mwonds of St, Giles’s will never march
in triumph with waving flags along the
road to Windsor, But at bottoms, as
everybody now admits, the French
Revolution represented the final victory
of the Celtic element and the Celtic
ideals of the populace in France over the
Teutonic element and the Teutonic
ideals of the old nollesse. And what I
want to point out in this present paper
is the corresponding fact that the
modern Radical movement in England,
now for the first time fairly beheld in its
true proportions by both sides among
the combatants, is & movement for the
fubstitution ot the Celtic element and
the Celtic ideals of Scotland, Ireland,
and the northern and western counties,
for the Teutonic element aud the Teu.
tonic ideals of the true restrioted Saxon
Logland in the south and east. The
opposition is not merely, as most people
vainly imagine, an opposition of rich to
poor, or of class to class; it is an opposi
tion of race to race. The battle to be
fought out is not merely social and econ-
omic; it is far more fundamentally ethnic
as well. A return wave of Celticism 18
re-conquering Eagland from the hands
of the seadogs. And Eagland, [ venture
parenthetically to believe, will emerge
much better from that just re-conquest,

The history of Eogland down to the
reign of Llizibeth is almost exclusively
the history of the Teutonized and ecivil-
izad southeastern half, From that day
onward, the Celt has slowly been making
himselt felt, Gaining from age to age in

weight and numbers, to day he is all but
mester of the situation, Three things

have contributed to this revolutionary
result. In the first place, as the out.
lying Celtic districts have been gradually
awalgamated, the Celt has learned the
English laoguage, sand becoma to sll
intents and purposes an English citizen,
In the second place, the widening of
franchises ;n the present day has made
over political power from the dominant,
predatory, and idle Teutons, to the sub-
jeot, induetrial and hard.working Celts,
In the third place, a great return wave
of Celtic population bas surged down
from the mountains and across the nar.
row seas to flood the markets of the once
Teutonic regions, I will not dwell at
length upon this point either, already
well kncwn in its eftects to pPoliticians,
One has only to look at the way the High
landers have prured into Glasgow und
Edinburgh; at the influx of Irish into
London, Birminghsm, Southampton and
Newcastle; at the Welsh in Liverpool and
the metropolitan distiict, to wee how
largely this return wave of Celts bas
moditied and reversed the political posi.
tion. The entire adult laboring popula-
lation of counties like Devon, Dorset and
Cornwall now moves eastward at about
the age of twenty to seek work in London
or in the great trade centres, The Celt
bas worked back upon the conquered
region.

Put briefly the etbnical aspect of the
question, then, is simply this : For sev
eral bundred years after the first Teu.
tonic invasion of Britain, the Teuton
kept pushing ever westward, settling
and Teutonizing wherever he went. For
the last 200 years or more, this move.
ment hes in the main been checked, and
the Celt, who increases faster than the
Teuton, has begun to pour back his own
surplus population upon the previously
settled and Teutoniz:d regions, Eog
lich-speaking as the Celt now is, the pro-
cess goes on very eilently, but it goes on
none the less surely and rapidly for all
that,

This extraordinary but unnoticed
transference of power from the hands of
the conquerors to the hands of the con-
quered entails, of course, a correspond-
iy substitution of Celtic for Teutonic
social ideals, The springs of action are
innste in the blocd, The Celt, thers
fore, beginnivg to feel his newly gained
power, 18 now gradually in eourse of re-
asserting himself, In Ireland, in Wales,
in the Scotch crofter districts, nay, even
in Cornwall, we may hear him asking,
with no uncertaia voice, for that measure
of justice which the dominant Teuton
naver before had the wit to allow him
More than that: he bas friends in the
Teutonic camp itself ; he is everywhere
now supported in his demands by the
vast Celtic substratum that interpene.
trates and undgrlines the most English
and Teutonic part of the community.
Not only are the Irish in England with
us ; not only are the scattered Welch
and Scotch with us, but the so called
English workingmen are with us in great
part also. We see the country to day
divided into two camps, in one of which
are the Teutonic masters and to some
extent the servile Teutonized populace
of the Southeast; while in the other stand
the ever unassimilated free Celts of the
North and West, and the free-minded
Celtic or semi Celtic laborers of Eogland
generally, On this hand we see the
plunderers with their flunkeys and their
serfs; on that we see the workers with
their sympathizers and their guides,
From the day when the vast Celtic West,
teeming motuer of millions, was first
incorporated un-Teutonized into the
British Empire, the result of that cor.
test was a foregone conclusion,

THE CELT MUST INEVITABLY SWAMP THE
TEUTON ;

peaceful Celtic 1deals must inevitably
replace the predatory institutions of the
rapacious Germans, In the new Gododin,
it 18 the Saxon whose fall must be sung
The folk who evolved feudalism and
snobs must give way at last to the folk
who evolved the fraternal clan system
and the Plan of Campaign.

And what, now, are these common
underlying Celtic ideals? Well, the free
Celt, I euppose, has four great cardinal
notions or emotions implauted ineradic-
ably in the very fibre ot his nature, all of
whom are wanting in the alternately
servile or lordly Teuton: The love of
individual freedom, the right of owner.
ship in land, the sanctity of personal
property, and the equality of all men in
their capacity as citizens of the free
state, Kvery one of these statements, [
know, is a rank paradox ; because hither.
to the lion has never been allowed to
paint his own portrait killing the man ;
1t is the Teuton’s side alone that we have
yet heard. Let us examine each briefly
in detail, and see whether the apparent
paradox is or is not, as usual, a truth,

First, the Calt loves individual iree
dom, He 1s eelf.moved, He is an in.
dividualist. Tne law-loving! Teuton
delights, after his kind, in calling hiw
lawless, And so, indeed, he is, To him
the policewan's iruncheon is no divine
sceptre, The disgrace of being known
a8 a law-abiding folk could never be cast
in the teeth of the Welsh, of the Irish, of
toe Highland Scots, The Teutons, in
the lump, cling, to this day, to the prin.
ciple of authority; the Celts,in the lump,
insist rather on the principle of pufticient
reason, Look at them on the continent
of Europe as a whole, The Giermans,
intelligent, docile, obedient, heavy, sub
aiit to be ruled by the iron hand of the
sternest Bismarck or Moltke they can
tind; no watchward of liberty, of private
lnitiative, of the public right; in their
place, those scrvile parrot cries, our
Kaiser, our Fatherland, our despotism,
our despot. Like whipped dogs, your
Germans lick the hand of the man ot
blood and iron who holds them tight in
his cruel leash, On the other hand, the
French, the most purely Celtic people in
Europe, have the instinct of individual
freedom deeply innate, A Napoleon
may make himself Emperor, by a coup d’
etat, may dance at the Tulleries and hunt
at Uomplegne, but he cannot change the
profoundly democratic sentiment of the
nation as & whole, Every Parisian is a
republic in himeelf. The French reject
the priuciple ot authority, the divine or
hereditary right of one man to interfere
Wwith another man’s movements; thay
have borne within them the sentiment
of liberty and the doctrine of government
by the sufficient reason, They are in.

dividualist Celts, not despotic or des:
potically governed Teutons,

Jn Britain the same.profound charac-
teristics come out still. It is our Teu:
tonic equires and major-generals and
parsons who eay emphatically, “Hang it
all, eir! why doesn’t the Government
put this nonsense all down with a strong
hand ] String up every Irish agitator in
a row; give 'em a doge of cold lead in
Trafalgar Square ; cut down your Brad-
laughs before they get into the House;
dragoon everybody who's insubordinate
anywhere.” Itis these people who know
of & short way with the Lewis crofters;
who talk about “putting the law in
force’ against the starving peasantry of
Skye or Connemars; who justitied Eyie
for hanging Gordon; who blew sepoya
from the guos in the great uprising of
outrsged India, Roysal Ulster, law.abid.
ing Ulster, Teutonic Uister is all for the
principle of authority in government;
its notions are summed up under the
flawer in Col, Saunderson’s frock coat
button hole. It is the law; let that suf-
fice; the ruling classes bave so decided
it ; the duty of the ruled is to starve and
be quiet. Deceased wife’s sister, or tithe
or Church rate—while it is the law you
must obey it. As though bad laws ever
got changed save by many men boldly
and openly breaking them !

The Celt is certainly not built that
way. This fetish of the law, the S8axon-
made law, appsalls him not, He bows
no knee at the epotheoris of Robert
Even in peaceful Methodistical Wales
he is by nature a rebel—a dissenter and
a radical, He “wants to know, you
koow ;” and he will have his answer,
He will not blindly accept the creed or
the statutes that King and Parliament
impose upon him from above, Clause
twenty-seven never strikes him as
peculiarly sacred, The Teutonic or Teu-
tomzaed pensantry of the eastern coun.
ties of Sussex, of Hants, of Eisex, of
Leicesterstire—poor dowuntrodden folk
—will endure whatever wrongs equire
and parson may choose to work upon
them, But the sturdy Welshman is a
law to himself. He has in him the stuft
to make Rebecca rioters; he will not pay
toll and team to alien authority whenever
demanded ; he will not bring tithe un
summoned 10 a foreign church; he will
fish for his salmon in hisown free rivers;
he will wander where it lists him oa his
own free hills, And the same thing is
true in like degree of the Scotch High-
lavder and the Iiish Celt, Tae iron
beel of Sixon deepotism has never
crushed those Fenian spirits down. Our
Eoglish Teutons, alternately lords aud
slaveg, but never truely free and equal,
were cowed successively by Dane and
Norman till they lost the very iaste for
persontl freedom, and became instead
ingrained snobs, that is to say, williog
woishippers and adwmirers, in all mean
waye, of the powers that be, of princes
and of property. They not only
acquiesced : they learned to hug their
chaing; they fell dowa on their faces
with awe and joy before the faca of a
lord. They acauired what Mr, Da
Maurier well calls “the British (he means
Eoglisb) passion for inequality,” The
feudal despotism of Willam the Con-
querer, the centralized despotism of
Henry the IL, the personal despotism
of the Tudor, produced on successive
generations their due eftect, At the
present day, the true Teutonic English-
man may almost be picked out in any
Metropolitan first-class carriage by his
stolid, equare.cut, prosperous build, his
babit of reading lusciously about lords
and ladies, and his re:olute devotion to
the skirts'of the peerage,

And eince the slave, reveraed, bscomes
the tyrant, the Tenton tyranniz:d over
the Celt wherever he went. In the
Teutonized districts he reduced the
Celt almost to his own unwholesome
image, it is hard to find how any linger-
ing trace of Celtic freedom or C>ltic ia-
dividuality even in preponderatingly
Celtic English counties like Dorset and
Surrey. But where the Uelt was marely
incorporated without being Teutonized,
he retained his own lawless, insubordin-
ate, self governing habits, The Crom
wells and the Wades swept over the
land, but they left the people in posses.
sion of their huts, and the people kept
true within them to their native in.
stincts, In Wales they were Chartiste;
in Cornwall, Radicals; in Ireland, land-
leaguers; in the Highlands, recalcitrant
and insurgent crofters.

THE BAXON A NATURAL FLUMKRY,

Second smong the ingrained Celtic
ideals comes the surviving balief in the
right of ownership in land—the idea that
God made the eartb, not tor dukes, but
for every man Jack of us, The servile
Teuton nas no sense of any claim to the
80il he dwells upon. He pays rent
gladly; he accepts to the full the famous
Eoglish doctrine that the earth is the
landlord’s and the fulness thereof It
you try to explain to an ordinary
benighted Eoglish peasant the obvious
truth that *3quire” nas no more original
and natural right to the soil of the parish
than he himselt has, he opens
his dull eyes at you in blank
astonishment, and replies that of
ccurse the land is * Squire's,” because the
parish has always belonged in “Squire’s"
tamily. He is too great a fool to know
he has been cheated, If you try to put
the same self evident truth, in language
suited to his muddy intellect, before
the square.out Teuton on the Metropol-
itan Railway, you will find him just as
stolidly impervious to right reason as the
veriest hin¢®in a Suffolk cornfield. To
the Eoglishman, with his irrational habit
of accepting the actual and acquiescing
in every display of brute power from
above (within the constitution), the mere
fact that law and authority vest the land
in such and such a person seems a
sufficient title, withouv any thought of
inquiry into the original right and justice
of the arrangement. The man has got
his equare miles of dirt, and wky on
earth shoulda’s he have it as well as any
other fellow? 'I'he late revered Jaremy
Bentham has said he ought to be allowed
to keep it, and would you run couater
to the late revered Jeremy Bentham’s
judicious opinion 7  Even' the natural
cupidity of humaoity seems in this case
insuflicient for the propagandist of the
true faith to work upon, “Three aeres
and a cow” tall tlat on deaf ears, Though
you point out to the English laborer that
when the spoilers are forced to disgorge
he himeelf ought to come in in the end
for a fair share of the recovered spoil, he
only gapes his vacant mouth at you in

Germanic surprise, and responds with
bis queer iuverted taste for natural in-
justice that the land is “Squire’s,” and
the park, and the pheasants, and he
dosen’t see why on earth it should ever
be taken away from 'un, He thiuks it
would be very hard on “Squire;” he
never for & moment appears to reflect
that it is a sight harder now on Poll and
the babies .

Not g0 the Celt. He never accepted
the feudal systew; he never made him
self any lord’s man; he never willingly
or knowingly allowed his native claim to
the use of the soil, by force or fraud, to
be taken away from him, Begioning at
a very early period, the Teutontic Eog-
lish permitted their kings to turn fojk.
land into bookland, to bestow ¢ast
estates that belonged to the people upon
particular persons on millitary tenure;
to alienate the earth from the tiller who
earned it in favor at first of the feudal
lord, and later still of that mere useless
and hungry mouth, the landiord, The
man has there so long been divorced
from the soil, that even plain reasoning
fails to make hin see his natural claim
to it. In the Celtic communities, on
the other hand, the soil was ever practi
cally for the people, The clan or the
cultivator held the title in usufruct, and
it was only under the influence of Eng
lish lawyers (hos tu Romane caveto) that
the head of the clan at last usurped the
nominal freehold. 8o deeply rooted is
this Eoglish prejudice in favor of an un
just division of the soil, indeed, that I
have even seen thatunhappy imalversa
tion of the land in Scotland and Ireland
quoted as a precedent for the similar
majversation whereby the Indian zamin
dar, a mere farmer of the revenue over
a given district, became traunsformed
under our pauperiziog rule into a land
lord collecting rent from the riots, his
tenants, To the Ce:lt, all that wouid
have been frankly impossible, Even
after our Eaglish or Lowland Scotch
system was nominally introduced into
Ireland avd the Highlands, the Ceitic
cotter still lived on in what was prac
tically bis ancestral farm, on much the
same customary terms as ever, [t has
only becn of very recent years indeed
that “the Law,” that squinting idol of
the Saundersonian grade ol intelligence,
has begun to be put in force in all its
rigasr by the Winan’s and the Qlanri
curdes, the crowbar of the evictor and
the devouring torcu of the legalized in
cendiary, Oa the otaer hand, as soon
as the clear and vivid

awakening to the practical world in which
it now lived, began to understand the
condition of inequality and injustics
sanctioned by Teutonic law and custom,
it was inevitable that there should arise
& reactionary movement—the movement
which finds its various concrete expres
sions in the Land League, in the Crofter
League, in the more general cry for land
nationalization. The soil for the people
is the Celtic idea. Oone man has no
more right than another to the free use
of all natural powers, materials and ener
gies, Gravitation does not belong to the
Duke of Rutland, Coal was not Jaid
down by Lord Dudley and Lord Durbam.
Either all bave equal claims to hght and
air and earth and water, or nobody has
any claim at all to any of them. Thaat is
the simplest patural logic, the funda.
mental basis of all social ethics, In
France, the great Revolution settled ihe
question off hand, in a rough and ready
way, by transferring the soil from a few
headlees thousands of Teutonic nobles to
a few toiling millions of Celtic peasant
proprietors. That was all very well as
far as it went; but it was unsystematic
and incomplete; it did not provide for
the artisans of the towns, nor adequately
guard against the periodical recurrence
of the agrarian question. Tae land
nationalization schemo of Henry George
(» Cornish Celt by descent), Alfred
Russel Wallace (a Welsh Celt by des.
cent), and Michael Davitt (an Irish Clt
by actual birth), presents the more
philosophical form of the same deep
seated Coltic aspiration. Earth, iron,
coal, water, for all ofus ! No monopolies
of fresh air, no right of royalties on soil
or sunlight! At the present moment,
in Ireland, Scotland, Wales, and Corn-
wall, the land question is the buarning
question ot the day; in Eogland, among
the more Celtic haif of the community
1t smoulders slowly, before breaking at
last into a consuming blsze of artisan
opinion,

The third profound Celtic ideal is the
sense of the sanctity of personal pro.
perty, In this the Teuton is absolutely
deficient. 1le can understand that
“Squire” should own his acres and his
manor house, his horses and his asses,
his men-servants and his maid.servante,
and all this is his, because “Squire,” of
course, has a claim to most thicgs; but
he cannot understand why he himself
should ever own the product and out
come of his own hands or brain, [e
has no conception at all of what, in ulii.
mate analysis, constitutes property,
For property, by its very etymology, as
well as by the common consent of. all
uneophisticated mankind (I omit the
lawyere), is proprum, a man’s own, that
which he made or shaped himself by
exerting his handicraft on the common
stock of raw material open to all. An
acre of land, or a square mile of sea, or a
waterfall, or a river, or a coal mine, or
an oil well, or a human being, black or
white, are not, and cannot conceivably
be, property, Did the Duke of Suther.
land make Sutherlandshire ? But g
stone hatchet, a shoe, a coat, a ship, a
book, a picture, a statue, a tune, are, and
must always be, the property of the man
who made or shaped them, unless he
freely gives or sells or barters his right.
in them to some other person, The law
—that is to say, the will of a real or
political majority, and for the most part
the will of a dead majority, often an
ignorant and prejudiced medismval ma-
jority—may happen to bestow them,
against all common equity, upon some-
body else, just as the law may happen to
deprive Knglish authors of American
copjyright, or to sanction the holding of
the man himself as a slave or serf, or to
decree the existence nf an hereditary
czar or despot, or of persons possessing
an hereditary right to legislate over
their even Christians, or any other
equally wicked form of rank injustice,

ut as a question of natural right, there
can be no doubt among adult males of

sound mind and capable of passing the
third standard, that all wealth is by
nature the property of its creators, To
take it from them by fores or fraud, by
Iaw or lawlessness, is sheer robbery. And
of thnt. truth, simple as it seems, the
Teutonic intellect Apnears as yet not to
possess the faintest or remotest glim.

For that, the irdustrious Irish
tenant has long beea battling, hitherto
mostly In vain; the Toutonic msj ity bas
aided aud abetted the lezy laudlord in
ruthlessly confiseating the labor of the
tenants’ hands,  With a hard fizht he hs
gained the priviloge not to be robbed with-
out appeal; tenant right, we call it, - It
means a legal recoguition of a man’s pro-
perty, to a certain extent, in that which he
himself has made or done. It is a Celtlc
idea, the fi:st to be realizad {a ssme small
degree of these our four Calticideals,

equality of all men 1n their capacity as
eitizens of the free state, That equality
the Celt fells strongly.

HE WAS NEVER A SNOB AND NEVER A FLUN-
KEY.

True, he often prides himself greatly
on his family, but it is with the honest
pride of being descended from worthy
ancestors, not with the mean pride of
being second cousin toan earl’s brother-
in-law, That honest pride is common
among working folk in Wales; in Eogland
it is almost unknown, even 1n the better
artisan circles. It is a pleasure to hear
Welshman talk together, to mark the
natural absence in their conversation of
that servile snobbish note which runs
like a false tone through most Eoglish
speaking, The Celt feels the dignity of
his manhcod. Brutal Saxons sneer at
his Eisteddfod, generally because in their
insular ignorance they don’t know how
to pronounce its name; but to the Welsh.
man the Elsteddfod is the outer and
visible sign of the universal love of cul.
ture and individuality in the Caltic
basom. Where mean things are not
meanly admired, worthy things will be
worthily aimed at, Small Eoglish
grocers and drapers and farmers would
think it beneath them to compete for an
English prize eseay, or take partin a
contest of harp playing or glee
singing; they would ~think it be.

It fs this. I began by saying that the
world is immeried in gelf consclousuees.
It is material, unbelieving, soulle ; ard
this canonizition fs one more of many
witnesses that the Holy See {s continually
giving—and will give to the last day—
sgalnst the materialism, the unbelief, the
groesness of the world in which we live,
It fe, as it were another ray of sight from
the unseen world to bring men back sgain
to the belief in Gud, aud in His Com.

THE POLICY OF MURDER.

Dr, Ridley, the physician who attended
Tuilamore jail while Mr, Mandeville was
confined there, committed suicide in
order to avoid giving evidence as to cruel
treatment inflicted on the prisoner. The
powers of derkness seemed to be
lesgued together for the protection of
the Government, Just when Col, Ming-
Harman became troublesome on account
of the narrow esoape of the Government
from defeat on the question of paying
his salary, he died and delivered them
from that trouble, and now Dr, Ridley
puts hiraself out of the way with a sim-
ilar ohject in view. It is stated that the
papers of degeased contain a confession
that the harshness of Mr, Mandeville’s
treatment was prempted. from high
quarters, and though the coroner has
taken possession of them it is believed
that Mr, Balfour will take measures for
their suppression, The Dublin Fiecman
says : “Had Ridley been a worse man he
would have faced examinatior, but not
being dead to human feeling he ended
bis life in & moment of overwhelming
shame,” However, sometimes even the
powers of darkness overreach themselves,
and it may so happen on this occasion,
Very possibly there will be sufficient
evidence to bring the guilt of the mur-
der home to the Government even with-
out Dr, Ridley, Daniel Goulding, a
warder of Tullamore, ggve evidence at
the irquest which has already caused a
great sensation, He deposed that on
the evening of November 22ad, the
governor of the jail said he had received
orders to etrip Mr, Mandeville ; that he
(witnese) and the other fivea warders
entered the prisoner’s cell and found
him sleeping soundly ; that the chief
warder shook the prisoner rudely and
aroused him ; that Mr, Mandeville re-
sisted but was soon stripped naked, and
that he cried, “For decency’s sake leave
my shirt,” whereupon the warder gave
him his shirt, in which he lay the rest of
the night, refusing to put on the prison
garb. The witness said he was aware that
Mr. Mandeville had been punished for
periods never recorded in the warder’s
book, It may be hoped that Mr. Blunt’s
evidence will be taken as to Mr, Bal.

It will be learned with great gratifica.
tion that the Churchin Mexieo is rapldly
gaining ground in the sffections of the
people.  Under the administration of
Juarez it was made penal for a priest to
appear with his cassock on the streets, the
schools were made secular, and the pro-
perty of the Religious Orders was
sequestrated, but though these laws are
stillin force, they have become a dead
letter to a great extent, owirg to the
strength of popular affection for religion.
The Rev. Samuel P. C:aver, a Presby-
terlan clergymen, writes a long letter to
the Independent, in which he states that
thereis a most decided reaction among the
people in favor of the Church. Wrlting
from a Presbyterian point of view, of
course it 1s to be expected that he would
consider the advance of Catholleity to be
a return to “blicd fanaticlsm and super-
stition,” and he 8o expresses himself, but
his testimony is all the more valuable on
this account. Hisletter ls, bowever, much
more mild than is ueual with Protestant
mi:slonaries who write upon the Catholic
Church, and we feel a pleasure in making
an extract from it. We may, under the
clrcumstances, very fairly cherish the hope
that Mexico may become once more Cath.

THE COERCION COURTS,

Mr. Balfour’s Resident Magistrates, or
Removables, as they are dubbed by Mr,
Jobn Morley, have received snother
severe rebuke from the Exchequer
Court. Messrs. Heaphy, David Bairy and
Daniel Lynch were charged at Castle
martyr Petty Sessions with unlawfully
taking part in a criminal conspiracy to
compel certain shopkeepers at Killeagh
not to deal with members of the Royal
Irish Constabulary force doing duty on
the Ponsonby estates in the County of
Cork. They were of course sentenced
to impriscnment for one month, The
case was brought to the Exchequer
Court for review, The Chief Baron said
that “there was absolutely no evidence
to justify the magistrates in convicticg
the defendants,” and he ordered them to
be diecharged, Baron Dowse and Judge
Andrewe sgreed with the Chief Baron,
Baron Dowse remarked that in Finlay’s
History of Greece the following passage
occurs which states the real foundation
of English liberty, The passage 13 as
follows: “Where true liberty exists,
every agent of the Administration from
the gendarme to the Finance Minister”
(acd he supposed this would include a
resident magistrate of whose legal

The Grand Jury of Clare imposed upon
the taxpayers of the County a special
tax for compencation to the widow of
Constable Whelihan, who was killed in a
midnight raid which he planned with the
informer Cullinane on the house of
farmer Sexton in the meighborhood of
Lisdoonvarna some months ago. This
unjust tax has been universally resisted
by the people, and it costs the Govern-
ment about twenty shillings for every
shilling collected by distraining. It is
now reported that the Goveroment has
given up the effort to collect it. The
same should be done for the ever more
iniquitous, tax which has been saddled
upon the people of Mitchellstown to
compensate constable Leahy for in
juries received at the brutal attack
made on the people who were assem-
bled in public meeting. The Govern-
ment has no thought of compeneating
the families of the men, Lonergan,
Shinnick, and Casey, who were mur-
dered without provocation by the
police, Such a tax as this would not
be resisted, but it is mnot surprising
the people should revolt against the
impoeition of a tax for compensation
to the murderers for injuries received
while perpetrating their outrage—and
the tax is the more oppressive as it
was imposed by a grand jury of land-
lords of the County of QOork, on an
unwilling tenantry, It is to be hoped
that the report from Clare that the
tenantry are victorious may prove true,

DEATH OF REV. FATHER EUGENE
FUNCKEN, GEN. COUNS., C. K.,
ETC.

The parlsh of St. Agatha and the neigh.

generally were filled with sadness at the
unexpected report that the good and plous
Father Kugene was dead.

1f the priest is called to go like Josus
and to teach, to lead and to sanctity, be
it by offering the holy sacrifice or by dis.
pensivg the holy sacraments, and to go
through life doing good to mankind, then
this man has followed his vocatlon and
many, very many, will remember their
faithful shepherd in their life’s pilgrimage
and especially at the hour of their death,

He was born at Wanckum, Ruenish
Prussia, November 25:h, 1831, At the
age of four years he addressed the Duke
of Splegel, Government School Inspector,
when visitiog his father's school with verses

When twenty years of age he stood at
the deathbed of bit mother, whose favorite
he had always been, on account of his
deep plety and kindness of heart, and
helped her to a truly Christian death—just
as the kind hearted aud devout Faunher
Kloepfer assisted him at his last hour
Thus Gud repays whatever we do for our
parents.

By means of his spiritual poetry he
exercited & benlgn ivfl zence far beyond
his immediate sphere of labors, and many
asad heart drew consolation and j)y from
his devout songs, His “Immanuel,” a
ceries of Kuacharistic poems, is & master-
piece of poet1y, and may be soon published
n one volume,

Towards the mombers of his Congrega-
tion he wes kinduese personificd and he was
endowed with a large share of spiritual
wisdom and discernmert, so that Father
Liyuls used to say: “The man has saved us
from many a foolish step,”

In 1562 he recelved from the Propa-
ganda ot Rome the title of a Vicar Apoas-
tolic; in 186! he was appoloted Pro-
vincial of his order in America, and
in 1879 Bishop Crinnon appointel him
& member of the Diocesan Council
and Vicar General, He celebrated the
25th  mnpiverssty of his ordination
to the piiesthood in the year
1852 ; was appointed member of the
General Council of his Qongregation in
1587, He died of apoplexy July 1Sth,
1585, He retained his consciousness
almost to the end. Although suffering
very much, he never complained. Whea
Father Louis administered Extreme
Unction and expressed his sympathy in
his sufferings, he said : O ! what does it
amount to anyway ! The martyrs surely
had to suffer other tortures.” And so
he breathed his last, at peace with God
and man in the presence of his brother,
Dr, L. Funcken, Father Wm, Kloepfer,
Rev Dr, Elena and Fosrster and a few
orphans, May he rest in peace.

A PEEP AT THE NEMINARY OF
NICOLET,

REMINIECFNCES OF BISHOP PLESIS—A
CHARLES TENTH CLOCK —MUSEUM CURIOUS
~—LIBRARY TREASURES—A MILE OF PARK
—ARTIFICIAL LAKES—A NEW KIND (F
BIRD —8T, JUSEPH'S LILIES—ADIEUX,
The sun was bigh in the heaveos on the

afternoon of a glorlous day in July, when
we, a parly of four, drove into the ambi-
tious little town of Nicolet, Nicolet, the
chicf town of the county of that name, is
situated on the eastern bavk of the river
Nicolet, & small tributary of the S.
Lawrence. It can boast of & population
of nearly four thoueand, who, “far
from the maddening crowd,” till their
land, guide thelr ssw-mills and pursue
their various avocations {n peace and con-
tentment, The chief hoetelry of the
town, an old-fashioned and comfortable-
lookiog house, was our first stopplng place,
There we confided our faithful -ueg to the
tender care of mine host, and rested our
stiffened limbs, and smoothed down our
rufilsd plumes, before starting for the
semivary, to visit which we had driven ¢o
far in the dust and heat of that summer’s
day.

Before conducting my readers through
the portals of the seminary gatewsy, I
shall give them o short resume of the nis-
tory of this old eeat of learaing,

In the year 1750 & young priest, named
Louis Marie Brasesrd, was named cure of
Nicolet, which parlsh, in connection with
that of the Bay du Febvre, he faithfully
served until the year 1500, when he died,
leaving his house and iand to Nicolet, to
be need for & parish sehool, 1n October,
1805, Monseigneur Denaut, Bishop of
Quebec, erected into a little semivary the
elomentary school founded by the Cure
Brassard. This institution was half-way
between two great reats of learning, the
grand seminsries of Qaebec and Montreal,
and Myr, Plessis, wno succeeded Mgr,
Denaut in the Sse of Quebec in 1506,
believed that it would be an assisiance
aud a source of strength to them both,
In the year 1507, he wrote concerning
Nicolet:

“I bave nothing more at heart than to
see these different houses propagating the
relgu of God in this part of the world;
and it is posible that the growing school
at Nicolet may become, through God's
own mysterious ways, 8 means of suppli-
menting the other two; which, being more
known and more lmportant, are more
likely to excite theenvy of the enemies of
1eligion

lo 1807 Mgr, Ples-is added a new wing
to the old house of the Cure Brasssrd, aud
up to the day of his death the college was
to him an objct of epecial interest and
affection. Hs drew up the rules, traced
out the course of study, and from hie own
pwse purchased for it additional land.
He execised a sort of paternal super-
vision over its various departraents, and
received from time to time notes of the

progrees aud couduct of the scholars, so
tuat be might jadge as to whether ar not
they were worthy 1o receive the sacra
ment of Holy Orders. ;

That bis careful supervision was at
tended with happy results is shown by
the number of distinguished bishops
and priests wbo have emanated frowm
the College of Nicolet.

It was with a heart full of grateful
thoughts ot one of these, a part of whose
youth was spent within the precincts of
the seminary, that the writer followed
the other members of the party through
the massive gateway, along the drive
and up the fl ght of steps leading to
what 18, I believe, one of the parlors of
the college, but whigh, anywhere but in
the province of Quebee, wo 1ld be termed
an entrance hall. Fronting the door
way is a painting in oils of Bishop Plessis,
1 which the clever and bandsome face
of bim who, next to the princely scion
of the house of Laval de Montmorency,
was the greatest of Canada’s prelates, is
faitbfully depicted,

Nohody answered the electric bell—
by-the.bye, a wonderfully modern inven.
tion to be in use in 80 remote a little
place as Nicolet—and we, in search of
somebody to act as guide, made our
way into the long corridor at the back
of the houee, All was tenantless and
silent as the grave, when suddenly a
door opened and a priest in soutane and
calotte appeared, and bowed out a visi
tor whom he bad been entertaining,
Now this priest had a very attractive
face, expreesive of refinement, sympathy
and talent, or as they say here plin
d'esprit. He sppeared to be a person ot
hign office in the seminary, but never
thelees your correspondent ventured to
approach him and humbly supplicate
the favour of a guide to visit the house,
Tue reverend gentleman, who spoke
faultless English, was extremely polite
and at once acceeded to the request,
proceeding in stentorian tones to call a
youog ecclesiastic, whose black robhed
form loomed in the distance. While
this distant Levite was, apparently witn
much reluctance, making his way
towards ue, the priest, whom I have
since diecovered to be the procurator,
gave us some information as to the foun.-
dation of the school, ate, While answer-
g one of his questions regarding the
distant home of one of the party, the
eye of your correspondent fell upon a
rare treasure, a priceless gem in the way
of an exquisite old elock—nothing less
than a Coarles X., one of the tour known
to be still in exwstence! There it was
upon a velvet background, over the
quuintly carven mantel shelf, its enam-
elled face fresh and fair as when in the
France of the white lilies and the
Bourbouns its maker had inscribed upon
it, m delicate black tracery, the letters
Charles Koy~ As an object of art and a
tressure 1 the eyes of a lover of the
antique, this beautiful old clock was by
no meansalone in the tastefully arranged
parlour of the Rev. Abbe Proulx, with
whose permission I took a hurried
glance at wany rich ane rare curiosities
of which he is the possessor But we
were to visit the college wherein the
Bishop of Charlottetown had once
been & professor, we were to
peep  into  its  famous museum
and scan the shelves of its more tamous
library—and time was passing, *‘(—-"
called the Rev, Abbe,and yet the reluc
tant youth came not. But there ap-
proached a youug gentleman also in

soutane, and to whom the Abbe said in a

sympathetic tone: “Is the pain better 1"

| “On” yes,” was the answer, “Are you

able to visit the house!” and on a
cheerful “yes" being given, off we started.
Now, the little conversation that we had
overheard was not reassuring, and our
scruples weie augmented when we heard
that “the pain’ was from an ulcerated
tooth which bad that day been extracted
with sundry miefortunes in the way of
breakage of fangs and forceps, leaving
the sufferer very wesk and ill,” However,
with a ready courtosy he intisted on being
our escort, and there was nothing for us
to do but gratefully follow him, though
we wondered why compassion had not
arisen in the breast ot the oft.called
“C ,” wbo came not, nor made 1e.
sponee. Along the broad and airy corridor
three hundred feet in lergth; and up a
staircase we followed the Rev, Mr, G—-,
who first introduced us into the museum,
where there is a fine collection of many
things wherein your correspondent is
not learned—slectric batteries and
wheels, for instance, snd various woods,
and specimens of rock and precious
stones, and birds and beasts and fishes,
and the microscope, with its many
wonders, and coine—a rare and rich
collection—and graceful antlers and
curiously wrought paddles, and all the
various odds and ends that go to make
up & museum of eighty years’ existence,
us is the one of the college of Nicoler,
From the museum to the library, where
in divisions and sub.divisions, all duly
classified and arranged, are eighteen thou.
sand books, and this irrespecuive of the
hibrary of the college bays,

In a cureory glance it isimpossible for
a lover of books to take in much of the
extent or value of alibrary, but it seemed
to me that the historical section of
Nicolet S minary is rich indeed. There
is & wonderful number of old pamphlets
which have been collected lmrbound in
small, easily-handled volumer; there is
also a collection of bound manuscripte,
smong which I may mention the diary
of Bishop Plesris’ voyage to Europe in
the years 1519 20, written from dicta
tion (s0 I was told) hy his secretary,
Of many valuable works there are here
duplicates for sale, a fact which coilec-
tors would do well to note. A feature
of this Jibrary is its catalogue—not a
long divided and sub-divided list—but a
collection of small boxes, with backs to
simulate books, all lettered and num-
bered, und each one full of tickets, tell
ing you the number, locality, position,
size, shape and color of the bock you
desire to find,

From the library we went to the
chapel, wiere ilere are some very
realisucold oil paintiogs, which possioly
are among those that Canada received
from the Abbe D egjardiuvs, Grand Vicsire
snd Arcondeacon of St, Genevieve in
Paris, a friend of Bisbop Plessis, who, at
the time of the eecking of monasteries,
convents and churches during the
Frencn Revolution, purshased at suctin
for a mere tiifla, 8 pumber of tine works
of art which te sentout to his brother,
then chaplain of the Hotel Dien at Que-
bee, After a peep at the class rooms,
whereln two hundred boys receive in
struction &t the hauds of eight priesis
and twenty ecclesinstios, we deaceuded
the staircase, and regaining our starting
point left the college by a door vis a vis
10 the oue by which we had entered and J
which led to the grounds of the semin-
ury. Acroes a broad court yard, through
a little gate, and we found ourselves
at the edge of a bewutiful wood,
Through this wood run many broad road-
ways, and under the grand old traes the

brushwood has been cut away so that the
delicate little wildfl ywers peep turough
their leaves in all directions. The
avenue through which our guide con.
ducted us led t0 & lake, across which a
rustic bridge is thrown, made of inter-
laced wood, without one single nail; in
the lake are fairy islets, and on theisleis
8now-white statues of angels; here and
there was moored a tiny boat,
A graceful white birch bent in byacinth.
like admiration of its own fairnese,
green ferns grew aliround the margin of
the lake, and trailing blue vetch climbed
over the railing ot the little bridge,
Altogether it was a fuiry scene—a lovely
spot, As we walked on new beauties
developed—grand and shspely trees,
delicate shrubs, dainty white blossoms,
speckled berries, and then another lake,
and another bridge, Oa this latter were
seated some young men and maidens,
for on Sunday the park is thrown open to
the public. “Do you admit lovers?”
asked a lady of our party to another
young ecclesiastic who had jiined us,
*‘Lovers,” said he, “what is that; isit a
kindof bira”" In this second lake, upon
& veraant isle, green as that of his adop-
tion, stands & statue of St. Patrick in
full canonicals, which would scarcely be
convenient were the eaint present in the
tody in this arcadean spot. On abother
islet is a statue of our Lady—indeed
there are several of her placed in dif-
ferent parts of the park—and it was very
pretty 1o notice the recollection witn
which our semi-clerical escorts always
dofled their virettas in passing them by,
Tnere is also a statue of the Bonne Ste.
Anne and one of St, Joseph, Inthe heart
of the forest fa a tiny Swiss chalet a sort of
wminatore Versailles, its various rooms for
recreation prettily furnished with muei
cal instruments, easy chalrs, pictares, col-
ored drapery, etc. Over the door s a
beautiful statue of the Sacred Heart.
From the chalet we bsth took a rosd
leadiug through a bright parterre of wild
{l,wers, battercups, dasies, whnite stars,
conoolull, and feathery ferns, which
Lrought us to a crcquet ground, theunce
we proceeded along in the shadow of
some centenary ploes untll we emerged
into an open play ground, where a brass
band was discoursing sweet muasle.
Up the steps, through the corrldor, with
its tremendous vista of one hundred and
fifcy feet on either eide—by-the bye, there
{3 jast one foot and a half of space for
each boy; corainly ampls for “elbyw
room”—and we regalned the entrance
hall.

This present college was built In the year
1830,and s an enormous!y large structare,
with epacious and well-aired appartments
for teachers and pupils. Ouar most cour-
teous guides conducted us to the garden,
where bloomed a dazz'ing array of St,
Joseph’s lilies; hundreds upod bundreds
ot these blossoms, for which in Montreal
we pay a dollar a stem, here raised their
lovely heads and scattered their deli-
cate fragrance over the green
sward; and in  their midst =
clear, cool fountains threw out its fairy

jots of water, glittering like so many
diamonds in the sunset glow. The
lovlinese of this garden of lilies was such
that it reemed s sacrilege to break any of
them off for ue; however, those most gen
erous eccleddastics insisted on our each
accepting a branch

I muet not forget to say thit the entire
work of the lsyirg out of the park, the
building of the bridges, making of the
roads, and even the constructioa of Ver
sailles 18 the work of the students snd
ecclosinstics of the iustitution, dome In
thelr bours for exercise,

In the garden of the lilies we bid a
gratefu! adieux to the Rev, Messrs P eemme
and G——,of whose self encrificing polite-
ness we shall ever entertain the moet
pleasing recollection, #bd then we passed
under the old linden trees and along's
thady street to visit the convent of the
Staters of the Arsumption, of which more
io & future letter. A M, P,
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Father, Wagoer spent Sunday, the 15 h
inst., with that isolated portion ofebis
congregution residing on Pelee Island,
He returned to Windsor Sunday uight,
owing to the bappy chance of an excut.
sion party calling at the island, other-
wise he would bave to remain on the
island until the weekly boet returned on
Thursnay, with the dangerous alternative
of rowing, in open boat, eight miles on
Luke Erie, across to Put in-Bay [sland,
where Datroit steamers call daily, The
necessity of more frequent communics
tion between the inuabitants of Pslee
Island and the psople on the main land
appeals very ttrongly toour Government,
We hope to see in the near future a tri-
weekly line of boats ruuning between
the river and lake portsand this beauti.
ful vinevard island,
