Diocese of Algoma. It was in obedience to the mani-
fest will of God that I left my home in England and
all dear to me there, to enter upon that important

ise, in which I should have been engaged up
to the present time, had not God orddined it other-
wise and called me through the late Bishop of Huron

to another sphere of labor in this Diecese. In leaving|su

the Indians there to whom we were 80 much attached,
and who, it is well known, were de:sl!v attadhed to
us, it afforded Mwrs. Chance and my
satisfuction to know that we should by such zealous,
devoted, and faithful missionaries of Christ as the
Rev. Mr. Wilson and his truly estimablewife, who,
like ourselves, left all for His dear sake, and who
amidst many difficulties, trials, and bereavements
have nobly and successfully carried on the work com-
mitted to them. Mr. Wilson seems to possess in a
 theasure than any other missi of my ac-
quaintance, the necessary qualifications for that im-
mntbnnahd missionary work in whieh he has
sen more esgocis_lly occupied. The noble Institu-
i which he has established and conducted at
mauch cost and labor for Indian boys and girls, could
not fail under his able management to prove a most
powerful and useful auxiliary -to our Church Mission-
ary work among the abongines, and an immense
blessing to the whole Indian race in that remote part
of the province. I must, therefore, express m‘z ro-
found regret that the invaluable labors of Mr. Wilson
have been so seriously interrnpted, and I earnestly
pray for his speedy and perfect recovery.

THE WIDOWS AND ORPHANS FUND.

DEar Sir,—As the Synod of the Toronto Diocese is
shortly again to meet, and the report of the Widows’
and Orphens’ Committee will be presented, it may
be well for the members of the Synod to consider
whether it be possible to improve the state of this
Fund in any manner, so a8 to put it on a more sub-
stantial footing than it is at the present time.

Without going into its past history, we all know
that it is now in & very weak state, and that the put-
ting on of a few more widows would necessitate the
reduction to a large extent, of the sum of $200,
annually to be paid to each widow, which is much to
be deplored.

It that if a sam of money, now in -
sion :? mhmh could legitimately be used me
increase of the Fund, witlgxout detracting from the
rights of any, it might be accomplished in the follow-
ing manner : Let a number of lives of the clergy be
insured for say $1,000 edch, the premiums being pro-
vided from the aforesaid source, and as they became
deceased, the sum insured ($1,000 each) be paid into
the Widows' and Orphans’ Fund. In this manner,
when ten or twenty of the cle die, there will
$10,000 or $20,000 accrue to the d, the interest
of which would at once be available for immediate
use, Thus, for $1,450 a year, fifty clergy of the ave-
rage age of forty-five years could be insured for
$60,000 ; and when any single death occurred, a thou-
sand dollars would come at once into the Fund, pro-
viding about fifty dollars a year income for ever, to
be appropriated as interest, in favor of future wi-
dows.

In this way the Fund may go on accumulating a
prin , which may eventml.l? , if it were tht::tgght
expedient, provide even more than $200 for every wi-
dow that would be placed on the Fund.

I throw out these suggestions as some that present
themsgelves to my mind in reference to this important
bject, and I hope that something may be acoom-
pli at the coming sitting of the Synod regarding

the same. "

I do not see how any cl can, in the face of
such a mass of useful material for cultivating the
minds of his people, young and old (especially of those
classes which most need such eultivation) refuse to do
all he can to get subscribers for the Dommion
CrurcEMAN. Even putting it on selfish grounds a
little time spent in promoting the circulation of your
Paper, would save an immense amount of time in the
weary drill of planting in details of Church informa-
tion on the simplest subjects in each individual mind,
and it is wonderful what a dense wall.of ignorance on
such matters meets the pastor ev here as he visits
his people. If your Paper were widely circulated in
a parish, the clergyman would find that he would be
met by its readers his parishioners not with a
blank and stupid stare of bewilderment or indiffer-
ence, but with an intelligent and bright zeal for acon-
versstion (not one-sided) on many puints of Chusch
doctrine, ritual, life and work.

It is of course obvious that a Church new
thus carefully fitted for the benefit and edification of
the laity in general, cannot be expected te prove (ex-
cept on that account) personally interesting to an edu-
cated clergy or evey the most intelligent and wide-
spread portion of the laity. The very qualities that
make a newspaper most useful to the Church as a
whole are those which make it personally rather unin-
teresting to the two classes just named.

to con carefully the various items in the alphi or
in the multiplication table.

Oh, then, what should
we do, but as wise husbandmen, care-
fully and seasonably provide ourselves
a surer and more during tenure ?"’

The minds of the audience could not
fail to be impressed by such suitable re-
marks from so venerable and aged a

tor ; indeed, it was the bishop’s en-
eavour in his last year to keep in view

“¢ that house not made with hands,

eternal in the heavens,” and to prepare
others for that change by his last writ-
ings and sermons,which dwelt particular-
ly upon the last things, death and judg-
ment, Heaven and hell.

He spent much of his last years in de-
votion and meditation, lamentidg the
sufferings and calamities of Church and
State. Under all his safferings, he
distributed a weekly charity to a cer-
tain number of poor widows out of the
little which was left him. During his
last illness he evinced extraordinary
patience, and submission to the Divine
will. He was afflicted with violent and
acute pains,which he bore most patient-
ly, till death put an end to all hissuffer-
ings aund troubles.

The Rev. J. Whitefoot, who preached
Bishop Hall's funeral sermon, thus
writes respecting him. ¢ Of late years,
but especially the last, he was sorely
afflicted with bodily diseases, and bore
them with as much patience as hath
been seen in any flesh, except that of
our Saviour; we have heard of the pa-
tience of Job, but never saw a fiirer
copy of it than in this man. Methinks
I see him yet, as he was upon his bed,
how he strengthened himself to confirm
others that sought it, with his fatherly
blessing, as Israel did with the sons of
Joseph.” When his time drew nigh
that he must die, he much longed for
death, and was ready to bid it welcome
and spake always very kindly of it.
This good man welcomed death as if
he had been to embrace a mother or
sister.

English banking heuses. -

nder the Sharter the proposed road
will extend from Caire, in E
sul, on the river Tigris, wi

t, to Mo-
branches

to Jerusalem, Jaffa, Nablus, Beyrout,
Aleppo, Iskenderoom, and Erzeroum, if
it should be judged best to build- them.
In detail the route is described as fol-
lows : Beginning at Cairo, the road runs
northward on the Pelusic branch of the
Nile to Port Said, the northern end of
the Suez Canal. At this point connec-
tion will be possible with the line of
steamers running between the East and
Europe. Turning eastward from Port
Said, the road will pass over the level
plain near the seashore, across the de-
solate tract between Egypt and Pales-
tine. Soon after entering Palostine it
goes through Gaza, Esdud (the ancient
Ashdod), and then to Ramleh. At this
lace the branches for Jaffa and Jerusa-
em will leave the main line, the Jerusa-
lem branch ascending the valley of the
Nahr Rubin and Wa,gi Surar. It reaches
the city from the north and west of the
Gihon Valley, and the station will be at
or near the Damascus gate. It is the
intention of the officers of the road to
push its construction rapidly, as soon as
the 1. e :ssary authority can be obtained
from the Turkish Government. This
authority is expected soon, through the
exertions of the projectors and the Eng-
lish and American Ministers at Constan-
tinople. -

EVENING COMMUNION.

Bishop Doane, in his last Convention
Address, has the following :

“ I must set my face and my advico
against t.” Upon more practical
grounds it isa mistake. The highly-
wrought emotionalism of this service
concentrates the religious devotion of all
Lent, and culminates it before the time,
making Good Friday unreal, and taking
the edge of fervor off the Easter Com-
munion. Itis,in spirit, entirely opposed
to the whole plan of Holy Week,suggested
in the Prayer Book, which, except upon
the last two duys, avoids the commem-
oration of separate events, or the adop-
tion of any arrangement of time. It
gavors rather of the Romish use, in its
melodramatic and sensational tendency,
and is imperfect, without the palms and
the washed feet. It is entirely unau-
thorized by rubric, and is utterly opposed
to the spirit and the letter of Catholic
usage. . . . The Jewish Passover, like
everything in the old dispensation, be-
gan, a8 it were over night. With them,
it was * the evening and the morning ;"
with us, it is the morning, for the day-
star has arisen. And the whole author-
ity for what are called night-Commu-
nions, bears not upon the new-fangled
notions of the Eucharist on the evening
of Maundy Thursday, or on the eve of u
a secular new-year ; turning a vigil into
a feast ; but upon the very early celebra-
tion, following upon the Nativity and
the Resurrection, before it is dawn. If

ple are ready to put themselves out
Y:lg‘this sort of night-service, on Christ-
mas and Easter, I shall be very glad to
join them. But the novelty of Evening-
Eucharist is, to speak mildly, & mista.l.:e.
It is certainly not worth while to be wise
above the universal tradition of the
Church. The claim, that the practice
violates ancient Canon is, of course, un-
founded ; the only Caunon on the spb'pct
not being (Ecumenical, has no lnmimg
obligation. Bat, as an indication of an-
cient, universal, and until recently, uni-
form feeling, it is suggestive, and ought
to be authoritative. My distinct advice,
and it is a godly admonition, is against
the practice. At least, I hope, after
this, that it will not spread in the Dio-
i i B
epi mati . othervday, tha
kge ing Manndy)-'Thursday night with a
celebration is to make the Holy Eucbar-
ist, not the memorial of the Sacrifice,
but a commemoration of an anniver-
wy.”

TilE STAND-BYS.

The simple. presence of stand-bys in
the Churcl? is of itself to every clergyman
a powerful help and encouragement. He
is glad, of course, to see new faces com-

ing in from time to time. The poor mo-

ther, the stand-by at home, who has a
breakfast and a husband and haif a dozen
children to get ready in the morning, so
she herself can come out only now and
then, whenever she does come is seen
with pleasure. The yonng men of his
flock, flowers of the Kingdom, whose
eyes and religious natures open usually
only in the latter part of the day, but
who occasionally under the inspiration
of a new suit of Sunday clothes blossom
out in the forenoon, excite in him, till he
learns better, a gleam of hope. The re-
ligious casual, the small and infrequent
worshipper described by Horace, owning
a pew but occupying it so seldom that
when he does use it, it has to be found
for him by the sexton, is not by any
means unwelcome ; and there is always
an inspiration of some sort in the great
crowd of strangers who appear Sundwy
night when it is advertised that he is
going to speak on the Kingdom of Satan,
or the doings of the devil, or the sowing
of wild oats, or some kindred theme.
But after all, it is the stand-bys. the
men—usually old ones—and the women
living often farthest from Church, who
ure absolutely sure of being in their
places punctually every S:'nday, and the
duay, wgat.ever the season or the weather
or the subject may be—these that he
looks upon with special delight and finds
to be the fountains of his greatest inspi-
ration.
