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CANADIAN WAR CONTINGENT
ASSOCIATIONS WORK FOR ARMY

Appreciation of Work of
Packed City Halkh.

Mrs. Eleanor McLaren Brown, of
London, England, honorary secre-
tary of the Ladies’ Committee Jf the
Canadian War Contingent Associa-
tion, addressed last evening a ga-
thering of citizens and Red Cross
workers from Belleville and the sur-
rounding district, who entirely filled
the city hall. Her address was de-
clared to be the most inspiring on
war conditions heard in.this city
since the opening of the conflict. Ma-
yor Ketcheson occupied the chair.

Mrs. Brown has the gift of ora-
tory, humor, and gatire, all of which
were exemplified in the course of her
speech. The facts . she presented
came from first hand knowledge.

The War Contingent ASsociation
has two branches—one maintaining
the Queen’s Canadian Military Hos-
pital, and the other for the purpose
of sending out comforts to supple-
ment those sent out by the Govern-
The hospital owes a  great
debt to the people of Canada, of
Belleville and this district. But the
distinctive work of the C.W.C.A. is
in looking after the active fighting
men. The Red Cross has the care
of the sick, wounded and prisoners
of war. If there are 15,000 wound-
ed Canadians, there are 190,000
fighting Canadians, who need look-
ing after.

“We never send out supplies,on
our own initiative. The officers at
the front send in requisitions, which
are filled immediately, We ourselves
don’t cost the people of Canada or
the government one copper. We are
only trustees or distributing agents’’

Mrs. McLaren Brown referred to
the work of the Battalion Guilds,
devoting their work to the units they
know best. This is natural, but work
should "not stop there bécause indi-
vidual men cannot be reached by the
home people when supplies are need-
ed, space and time being against the
senders. Then men are being spe-
cialized and made into special units
r ‘“lonely units.”” Who ever send
parcels to the snipers’ units, the
field bakers, and so forth? Yet
these men need as many or more
comforts. Then other soldiers have
either no friends to gend -gifts or
friends too .poer to send. If‘ one
man in a battalion is neglected his
neglect may endanger others. It
matters everything in the world
whether a unit is over supplied = or
not supplied.

Canvassers for the.Patriotic Fund report
many refusals from young men who. are ‘earn-
- ing good wages and are well able to pay. We
would suggest that these young men be given
am opportunity to pay via the poll-tax route.

It is permissible tor municipal councils to-
ievy a special poll-tax ‘on adult maies, resident.
i the municipality, who are mot otherwise as-
sessed as property-holders, of not less than one
dellar each, nor more than five duvllars.

By placing the limit at the maximum amount
of five dollars it is ‘estimated that from three
tmousand to ‘four thouisand dollars could -'be
raised in Belleville this year. Such an amount
would’ make a handsome contribution to the
Patriotic Fund and ‘help to lighten the burden
on the regular taxpayer.

Many of these young men trequently spend
more than five ‘dollars in a single evening mak-
ing the round of pool-rooms, Chipese réstaur-
ants and danoing halls. They therefore would
have small objection to the taking of one even-|
ing off for the good of the cause.

We trust the city council, at its next ses-
sion, will put the necessary machinery in oper-
' ation for the imposition and collection of this
tax. Those Who are not privileged to go to the
front and fight should at least be granted the
