sia, nor about the many millions of
workmen continually perishing of want
and hunger.

pened had but a small portion ¢f man-
kind ‘followed - the law of love;, while;

by violence. That question cannot b2
told either by experience or. by argu-
ment. The question, is. a religioup-
moral one, and is therefore solved fiot
by experience But:by one’ inner con-
sciousness. Like  all . religious-moral
questions, it is solved not by considér-
ation of what is préfitable, but by what
man considers good or bad, right or
wrons.

They ‘all ask how to arrange men’s
lives, that is t0 say, what to do with
other people; but no one‘asks, ‘“What
must I do wlth‘myue}t?"

The superstition that religion is im-
mutable, which has 'léd people to ac-
cept _as lawful the rule of some men
over others, has given birth also to
another supersfition (flowing from the
first) which more ‘than anything else
hinders’ people from passing from a
life of violence to a peaceful and lov-
ing lfe: namely, the superstition that
some’ mien should and ought to organ-
ize the lives of others.

S0 that the chief cause of men's
stagnation in'a form of life thay zl-
ready admit to be wrong, lles in the
amazing superstition (the outcome of
the superstition of the immutabilty of
religion) that some men not onty ean,
but have the right te, predetermine
and forcibly organize the life of othere.

People need only free themsaives
from ‘this common superstition and it

do when they see a man led out to
execution, or see people being taught
how to slay one another, or factor
hands—men, women and children—be-
ing killed off by unhealthy labor. They
see all this, not only never ask what
they are to do, but themselves take
part in the things; executions, army
service and army training, and the
other things of the kind. But they are
greatly intergsted and disturbed « by
the question of how to deal with a
man who slays an imaginary child be-
fore their eyes. The fate.of that im-
aginary child touches them so nearly
that they cannot admit that one of the
-inevitable conditions of love. is the non-
use of violence. .In reality, however,
what concerns these people ‘who wish
to justify violence is not the fate of
the imaginary child at all, but it is
their own' fate, their own way of life,
supported by violence; and ‘not main-
tainable. if violence is repudiated.

It is always possible to protect’ a
child by interposing. one's own breast
to receive the murdetrer's blow; but
this thought, natural to a man guided
by love, cannot enter the heads of
those who live by ‘violence, for such

Although of New:Englamnd ancestry,
Miss Willard .epent her girlhood in the
west, “'where . she began -her i public
career by teaching in a country scheol.

After graduating from Northwestern
Unlversity, and travelling -abroad . for
two years, she was appeinted ‘Dean of
the Woman’s College  and Professor of
Rhetoric in the University.

In 1874 Miss Willard resigned these
positions, and against the adwvice of
all her friends, excepting " Mrs. Mary
A. Livermore, ‘threw' in' hér' lot with
the Crusade Movement, out ‘of which
evolved the Women's Christian Tem-
perance Union.  Heér decisionr was the
more remarkable, that on'' the"same
day there came to her two letters, one
from Dr. Van Norman, of New York,
offéering her the principalship of a
girls’ school, with a malary of $2,500
per year, the other from ‘Mrs. Louise
Rounds pf Chicago, asking her to be-
come president of the Chitago W. C.
C. T, U.“without salary. So strong ‘was
Miss Willard’s  conviction that 'God
wag leading, that dlthough she was
without pecuniary resources she at
once declined the first and accepted
the latter. y

For nineteen years Miss Willard was
national president (U.S.A.) of the W.
C. T. U. She crystallized the Golden
Rule of Christ into the greatest, most
powerful woman’s organization ~the
world has ever seen.

In 1883 Miss Willard and Miss Gor-
don visited every state and territory
of the Union and spoke in every city
having over 10,000 inhabitants.

T. U. in Canada
was formed in Owen Sound, with Mrs.
Dayle as president, and in 1877 a pro- -
vincial W. C. T. U. was organized ‘in
Toronto,’ with Mrs, Letitia Youmans
as fte first president, The work spread'
to Quebec province, to the Maritime
Provinces, to British Columbla and
to Manitoba, and later on ‘the advise
ability of forming a Dominion union
was considered and accomplished. &

The aim of the union is to unite °
more closely in their work the Chris-
tian temperance women of the differ-
ent provinces and to devise plans for
the general good, these to be largely'
carried out by the provincial unions, . '

“The purposes of the union are the
banding together ,of Christian women
pledged to total abstinence for the Ky
preservation of.the home, the educa- g
tion of the young, the elevation of
public sentiment, with respect to ihe
cause of temperance, the reformation
of the drinking classes by the power
of Divine grace, and the securing of
laws which shall totally prohibit the
carrying on of the liquor traffic im
Canada.”

With this broad platform as its
working lines, the Dominion Women'g
Christian Temperance Union of Can«
ada set. sail with the following re-
presentative women of the several
provincial unions as its officers: Pre-
sident, Mrs., Letitia Youmans, Picton,
Ont.; vice-presidents; Mrs. A, C, Chis~
holm.

" AIDS IMPORTERS

WASHINGTON, Oect. 25.— What 1is
regarded as a distinet concession to
importing interests and to France, was
made by -the treasury department in
directing the collectors.of customs at
‘the  various United States ports to
keep custom houses open until 4.30 p.
m. next Saturday, October 30, on which
date the commercial agreements with
France ,Switzerland and Bulgaria will
expire., The wvurpose of the order is
to. give every facility to importers to
enter goods at.theé reduced rates of the
expiring treaties and applies particu-
larly to New York and a few other
cities where the custom houses close
ordinarily at 1 p. m. on Saturday in
deference to local laws or custom.

The order signed by acting Secretary
Hilles follows:

“In view ot the fact that the com-
mercial agreements with France,
Switzerland &nd ‘Bulgaria would ex-
pire with the close of business on Sat-
urday,  the 30th instant, the custom
be kept open'until 4.30
o’clock p. m. instead of being closed
at one o’clock for the usual half holi-
day.

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BIG FORTUNES AND BAD CON-
DITIONS ;

The poor are always with us, and
their presence is a constant challenge:
to the brain and the heart of a pcopie.
But of late there has been a tendency
to reverse the finding and to iiscover
that in the rich that are always with
us there is another phase of the sae
problem. Progress and poverty have
never been out of hailing distance, In
any city there are  usually.ihe two
men of ancient story—the one ricn nud
the other poor. It has seemed rea-
sonable that the poor would not be
80 poor if the rich were not permitted
to'become so rich. Consequently, vari-
ous reform schemes have -been ad-
vanced with a view to setting a Lumit
to the size of the individual holding.

The usual proposal hds been seme
form of punishment for prosperiiy. No
attempt has been made to adjust eco-
nogmic and social conditions so as to
bring’ about a more equitable distiibu-~
tion of the rewards of industry. Men
are still to be permitted to exaruise
their strength and ingenuity in the ac-’
quirement of wealth, 'but after haviug
surfeited themselves they wili be
compelled to disgorge.

We are already familiar with mwild
attacks upon individual fortunss in-
volved in the various forms “f tie in-
heritance tax. This tax almost in-
variably provides for the exemption of

mall holdings and is not therefore a

frect attack upon the principle of in-
heritance. But it is ‘admittedly a fardy
collection of society’s legitimat= share
in the big fortune. It is a practical
expression of the popular belicf that
present conditions permit the strong
man to gather more than lus share ¢f
the reward of industry. We know %o
légal  remedy for the condition, we
have peither the power nje the in-
clination to demand equitable division
during a man’s life. So that after he
is well in his grave we demand partial
payment.

The principle of progressive taxation
has found many ardent advoecates. It
seems -plausible -that men should bear
burdens - in 'accordance with . their
strength. To determine the just pro-
portion is a difficult and delicate mat-
ter. But as a scheme to remedy the
evil of swollen fortunes it does not
differ’ radically from the inheritange
tax. It punishes a strong man for
taking advantage of conditidh§ which
are common to all. )

Mr. Joseph N. Shenstone of Toronto,
a man of dlstln‘gulshgd“abjﬂty and of
pronounced sugcess has, of Jats,’ been
suggesting an individual and voluntary
solution of the problem. Unlike many
sacial reformers he does not fail to
practice what he . preaches. He has,
admittedly, been 'successful in busi-
ness and has acquired an estate of con-
siderable magnittde. He, However,

A COON COMING DOWN

The Washington Post joins strongly
in the protest from the influential Am-
erican press against the proposal to
establish maximum tariff restrictions
against Canadian trade and thus to
court a tariff war in which The Post
predicts ‘‘the United States will get
the worst of it, as we annually export
to that country about $90,000,000 more
than we import from there..” The
Post goes on to say that Ameriean
merchants and manufacturers are al-
ready uneasy at the prospect. “Under
present circumstances they are at some
disadvantage in competing with  the
merchants and manufacturers of Great.
Britain for the Canadian trade, be-
cause of the preference shown the lat-
ter by Canadian customs duties, and if
the duties on American importations
should be increased our merchants and
manufacturers would be driven out of
the market altogether.”

Even on the right and wrong of the
business, The Post iz with Canada. It
says:

“The maximum \feature of our law
was adopted as a retaliatory measure,
Congress seemingly ignoring the fact
that tariff retaliation is a game that
two can play at. If in customs mat-
ters we should give a preference to
goods from the Philippines or from
Porto Rico, we  would quickly
resent an  effort. on the part
of any other country  to pun-
ish us for such preference by in-
Creasing the tariiff on our products.
Then how can we blame Canada for
any resentment she may show under
like circumstances? We are having
much trouble as it is in convincling
Germany and France that the new law
is not' a discrimination against those
countries, and if we add: to: our trou-
bles a, tariiff war with Canada our
hands. will be full. The future com-
mereial prosperity of this country de-
pends upon ‘maintaining closer com-
mercial relations with ail countries
where we can sell our surplus, and
anything that will interfere with such
close and amicable relations will prove
injurious.”

Meanwhile Canada is not worrying.
It is not looking. for trouble, nor dread-
ing it. It wants to live at commercial
peace with its neighbor—would wel-
come conditions permitting a more gen-
eral and equitable exchange of com-
modities.

Byt the British budget i interesting
not only for the clear discussign it’
provokes but for its radical propdsals.
Mr. Balfour calls these proposals S0~
cialistic, and  socialistic they’ un-
doybtedly are. This will be one of the
arguments against the government in
the approaching elections. It is very
possible it will play a larger part in
the campaign than the question aof
tariff reform. Mr. Balfour will do all
in his power to keep that in the back-
ground. And it4s true that the forces
of radicalism and socialism are
'stronger in the present government
than in any other in the history -of
English speaking peoples.

Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman was
more inclined toward extreme’ radical
views than his successor, but Camp-
bell-Bannerman wag old when'he came
to office, he was also beloved of the
extremists in the party and they did
everything in their “power to make
smooth the path of his declining
years. They have admiration but no
affection for his successor and are
determined to drive the government
forward like a steamer driven by the
screw at the stern, Asquith being the
figure-head at the bow. Lloyd-George,
Churchill and Birrell are able and
popular in-the country. Churchill will
always  be in ' the lime-light; Lloyd
George is an enthusiast and a dreamer
whose heart is filled . with sorrow over
the sufferings of the. down-trodden
and the poor, and who has taken the
popular mottos of the Socialists and
translated them into action by the
financial proposals of the Government;
Birrell is an able lawyer and enter-
taining speaker with a pleasing sense
of humor and a mam, who having put
his hand fo the plough will not - go
backward.

At present the English Liberal party
are clearly at a parting of the ways.
Mr, Asquith calls the new. proposals
mere “‘extensions” of old Liberal prin-
ciples, and again he refers to them as
“incursions®nto new territory on  old
Liberal lines.” But they are neither.
The parting of the ways is very clear-
ly marked and the Liberal party, for
better or for worse, seems eommitted
to proposals which bid fair to carry
England far forward 'in the way of
socialistic legislation,

Public opinion seems to be ready for
a sacrifice of individual rights, a nar-
rowing of the circle of individual lib=
erties in the interests of all .the peo~
ple. It is an age“of collectivism. The
people are being led: from' the indi-
vidualism of the past century and they
are looking' to ‘the state for.the de-
struction of some of ‘the finequalities
by ‘which great '‘wealth and great
power is concentrated in the hands of
a few, with the irritating contrasts of
vulgar ostentation ‘and great poverty
side by side. The time for such legis-
lation had to come.: Statesmen could
not always calm the storm by sitting
on ‘the barometer. There is a passage
in- a famous speéch of Chatham’s in
which with compressed eloguence he
proclaimed the charter of an English~
man’s liberty: *"The poorest man may
in his cottage bid defiance to all. the
forces of the crown. It may be frail;
its roof may shake; wind may blow
through it; . the storm may enter; the
rain may enter; but the King of Eng-
land cannot enter; all his forces dare
not cross the threshold of that ruined
tenement.” But. itis the Lord and the
Duke who guote this ssage' today
when they find that both King and
Parliament - can enter not the cottage
of the poor but the castle of the Duke
and can wait even after his death as
Rosebery said in his-Glasgow speech:
“Like a yulture gria jcdmp:followér to
See if the deceasefl has:left any ef-
fects behind.” This change in England
is’coming abofit under trandd and able
leaders. * It was pssential that it should
come. A general election may defer it
for a time, but it -cannot be defydred

for long. It .is well that it is coming;

ANOTHER REFORM FOR THE
I.C.R.

The Amherst News, hithsrts. a
staunch Liberal paper, whose (uyiiiy
to the best interests of its party has
never been questioned, invites excom-
munication into utter darkness . slpag
with The Sun by venturing to criciuise
the present system of management {
the.

quired wealth in its service.

“Dismissal in the circumstancesy,”
says 'the News, “savors too much oi
star chamber methods to receive the
appraval of the Eastern Provinces. o
man should be condemned unheard
and without a trial. It\is not British
Justice or . British. fairplay to .dismiss
men from the road who have.geown
grey in its service. Both of them.we
belleve: were  entitled. to superannua-
tion, but their financial standing would
not permit them to retire. This does
not look to us as if théy. were rohning
the road. We are frank to confass that
the more we learn of the doings of tiwe
Railway Commission the less- inerit
that body has in our eyes.

In this connection, however, we be-
lieve that' there is room for important
reform in the Intercolonial system. The
practice -of allowing conductors to col-
lect fares as well as to manage their
trains, and of spying upon them at re-
gular intervals by means of spotters,
is open to many objections and is be-
ing abandoned by the most up to date
railroads. On the Harriman roads, for
instance, the conductors’ duties are
limited to the management of the
train, for the running of which and for
the safety of whose passengers he is
responsible, He is not required or
allowed to collect fares, his duties in
this connection being confined to keep—
ing an accurate record of the number
of passengers and the distances they
have travelled. The llecting of
tickets and money is left to regular
train auditors, this being their sole
duty, These auditors have their re-
gular daily runs and their distinctive
uniforms, the same as any other train
official, and it is the practice to change
their routes very frequently. TUnder
this system the conductor and the
auditor form an automatic check upon
each other, and the plan of changing
the auditors round at short intervals
prevents the poseible formation of cor-
rupt combinations. The system is re-
ported as working with excellent suc-
cess and we believe that the Interco-
lonial . Commission would do well to
consider a change in this direction.
Although, as we have stated, we
cannot endorse this complaint of
The News, possibly because we are not
in as full possession of the facts of the
case, we agree with our Amherst con-

tending to popularize government oper-
ation. What criticism The Sun has
offered the present system has been
solely from a public standpoint,- but |
there is also ground for protest politi-
cally from the standpoint of the Lib-
eral party. The government must ac-
cept full responsibility before the
electors for all of the Commission’s ac+
tions, and we doubt if there are many
Liberal members representing counties
through which the Intercolonial passes
who' would cheerfully welcome a call
to meet their constituents at the pre-
gent time.
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THE I. C. R. AND THE WEST
INDIES

The Halifax Chronicle makes the
sensible and ‘timely proposal’ that 'the
Intercolonial should assist and par-
ticipate in the development of Canadi-
an trade with the West Indies by es-
tablishing an up-to-date line of steam-
ers connecting its road with West In-
dian ports. 'This, says The Chronicle
“is a project which waquld be distinct-
ly advantageous not merely ;. from a
Maritime point of view, but from a
national point of view. If the Inter-
colonjal Railway were to supplement
its rail service with a steamship line
running - to the islands of the South,
it would give to Mentreal vastly more
desirable communication with the West
Indies than'by means of ‘a’ steam%hip
line up the St. Lawrence, It would ef-
fectually do away with any proposal
to that end, it would, moreover, obvi-
ate the necessity of paying a Federal
subsidy to a private teams?lip com-
pany, whica from the restriction of
capital would not be in a position to
promote the fuilest developmient 6f the
trade.” "

While the primary object of the pro-
posed preferential arrangements with
the. West Indies is the broadening of
trade relations,The Chronicle points out
that subsidizing one private line would
give that line a monopply and so' tend
to restrict trade. “On the other hand,*
the Intercolnnial Railway being a na-
tional enterprise could be utilized to
forward intercoionial and possibly- in-
ternational trade relations, for there
are other fields for exploitation outside
©f the British Tslands in the  South.
Given its own steamship connections,
with fhe Wesl Indies, the Intercolonfal
could dsliver fruit at Detroit in' com-
petition with all ‘other existing trans-
portation lines, and could develop
the tourist business, southward in win-
ter and northward in summer, to a vol-
ume altogether beyond the power, pres-
ent or prospective, of any purely
sleamship concern. And all this could
be done without paying a dollar of
subsidy out of the Federal treasury.”

Naturally The Chronicle favors Hali-
fax as the terminus of this line, in
spite of the fact that St, John is much
nearer both the Canadian and the Am-
erican markets. But. that is a side is-
sue. The propogal ,apart from that, is
an admirable one and merits the care-
ful consideration of the government,

Bernard Shaw-gaid’ that the school
did well if 1t did ‘pot’ interrupt ‘educa-
tion, and the man who values knowing
4 few things well is lable to regard
his words as true when he remembers
that we have always with us thoge
who seek to Ioad the educational Sys-
tem: with everything they think desir-
able. It fs not ‘8o important that we
give the boy a smattering of many
subjects as it is that we get his mind
working with enthusiasm and zest.
Once that is done all other things will
be added. He will accomplisa an «“u-
cation then by grazing at large any-
where,

There are many things worth knowing
that you cannot include in the curricu-
lum. The' course of study should not
be made a “rag-bag” for so many dif-
ferent subjects as at present, When
we realize that, we will be content to
emphagize a few things and make
them a’fixed possession of the pupil’s
mind. To do this it is just possible that
we should raise the standard in some
cages and create new incentives to in-
duce the bright children to move
through the high school course more
rapidly. At present the pase is set by
the dull or mediocre pupils. When that
ig the case the bright ones simply mark
time or drift through the course, tak-
ing a year or more longer in it than
they might otherwise. They not only
then miss the real benefit that a school
should confer, ‘but by golng along In-
dolently they form habits of dawdling
that cling to them through life, The
high school should be cofsidered as
chiefly useful for the bright lad. In-
stead .of asking him to walk in lock-
step with the dullard we should do
everything to accelerate his 8peed, The
dullard gets little benefit from it any-
how and the puplls: to whom it should
be dedicated almost exclusively do not
recelve the bemnefit at all commensurate
with the time and expense,

In arranging the course. .to carry
along a mass of dead wood our re-
sults are spread out thin and the am-
bitious boy is discouraged because it
takes so long to get anywhere. He {is
not allowed to break the'ranks. He is
under no’ stimulus to exert himself and
do his best. No provision is ‘made at
present for promoting the bright child
rapidly.  He must give the  full timo
to the eourse, und the courke Ras been
arranged with gn eye, alomst entirely
to 'the dull boy. Certainly if we are
looking ‘for the g.\eral educational ef-
fect thiis course is going 'to have on-the
tommunity. the case is ‘different. Bui
if we are looiking to the high school to
develop and encourage those who can
afterwards giversome adequate return
from the training, the.course needs teo
be revised, To make silk purses you
must raise and train silk. worms. You
cannot depend upon any other animal
or source for this product.

But perhaps the one item Jn which
our schools fail today raost completely
is in teaching the pupils to speak and
write . their thoughts well, and._ cleariy.
A8 a people we have grown wonderful-
ly caréless in this matter so that today
the gocial conversation of the ordinary
man or woman is iittle m»-o-than gim-
fan chatter beeause:we lhava failed. to
reaiize that speech is living .and. vital
and is' always-to a large extent an in-
dieator of.the "life. We » think /that
borabast and loudness is  farce, whiie
it' 18 always a confession of -weakness,
Now, to speak well cannot be learned
from a school-master- nor aequirad
from a: book. 8impligity of:speech de-
vends on simplielty of life, and the only
way to. avoid vulgarity in speech is by
being honest ‘in thinking and living.
"The florid, pompous, vulgar style of the
average novel may. be largely respona-
ible for our failure in the use of gentle
speech, 3

One is reminded of the rebuke admin-
istered by a judge to.-the son of re-
spectable parents who was convicted of
the theft of some poultry: ‘Young
man, you were blessed with a noble and
cxemplary fatlier, who inculcated in
your mind the principles of honesty and
virtue, and a plous mother who nightly
offered up pravers for you: instead of
which you go around stealing ducks.”
Our language is rich, in wholesome,
racy, good Anglo-Saxon words. We be-
lieve our schools should give very much
maore time to a study of their' mean-
ing and to encouraging their uses,

A BUSINESS PROPOSITION

It is quite natural that when a fan
is obviously attempting to dr¥ve a close
bargain, as Mr, Durant is doing in bis
proposition for the construction of‘a
sugar reflnery -here, there should be a
disposition on the part of those with
whom he is dealing to make a good
bargain from their standpoint, But
those who have this matter in hand for
the City should not permit their cars
for present pennies to blur their vision
of future dollars. The execution of
Mr. Durant’s scheme means much for
St. John in many ways, and while lis
demands at first were obviously impos-
sible, the matter seems now to be sim-
mering down to a basis upon which he
and the City can meet reasonably and
fairly and make a deal profitable to
both. !

In view of the size of the project and
of its value to the City industrially,
and as a guarantee of vastly -improved
trade with the West Imdies, whence the
raw ‘material will: be : brotight . by
steamers which will naturally s:ek r‘e—

. wedge in the industrial’ boom. for which
St, John has long been looking, The
Sun believes that the Comnmon Coun-
cil is justified in'making these concess
gjons and will serve ‘the public inter-
est thereby. ~Fhe qx'(;gyertylj reguired
from the City is of little present value,
and we doubt. if at:‘any time In the
near future it could be devoted to a
better purpose than this. The transfer
would be to the disadvantage of a few
scow and schooner men, but the ‘ad-
vantage to the.City generally would fa;
more than offset this. The Intercolo-
nia might object, as the proposed
change means the loss of part of their
wharf space and the removal of their
present trestle . across the slip; but
that is a matter between Mr. Durant
and the government, which the pro-
moter is confident of arranging.

There is no doubt but that Mr, Dur-
ant can get concessions fully as great
from other ports. Haifax for instance
has given larger concessions to sm_aller
industries. St. Andrews is also in the
field, though its competition it prob-
ably not so serious a factor. And
there is no room for doubt that the
location of this industry here would
be a big thing for St, John, directly
and Indirectly. The only question
seems.to be the price St. John should
pay. And while The Sun approves the
action of the aldermen in dealing with
the matter in a cautious business way,
it believes that we should get the busi-
ness and can get it on reasonable
terms,
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INDIVIDUALISM V5, SOCIALISM

The extreme proposals rf Socialism
do not alarm the average citizen. He
may-examine tliem with sufficiant care
to find them quite undesirable, hut he
invariably comforts himself vith the
observation tnat they are utterly im-
practicable. His ovil int:nze indivi-
dualism is not unique, and its preval-
erce ig ‘' the wunanswerable argument
aguinst the Socialistic programmea.

But it is impossible ‘o avold the con-=
ciusion that' the individualism of the
average man s not fixed and nralter-
able, The conspicuous social changes
of the present day do.aot '¢nd to en-
large the power of the individual. In
fact, on every hand there are indica-
tions of a pronounced willingness to
gain the advantages of co-operation
even at the exp2nse of individual lib-
orty. Men seem quite -apable of
merging their interosts wha2e ¢ .ch ac-
tion is either necessary or advantage-
ous.

No more striking example of this
tendency can be found than in the
rapid growth of the modern business
corporation. Not many years ago men
took considerable pride in the fact of
private ownership and control. But
the promise of larger returns or the
threat of unbearable competition hgs
forced men to relinquish the joys~of
private ownership for the sure com-
forts of corporate control. The indi-
vidualist has been converted by the
gospel of -dividends to a limited denial
of his .own powers and liberties.

The task of government is no longer
a matter for individuals. No one man
wins any significant election. No one
man controls any imyportant govern-
ment. Popular government as we
now understand it, would be an utter
impossibility if men were not prepared
for united action in support of common
interests. Moreover, the administra-
tive functions of modern governments
clearly demonstrates the practicability
of certain forms of social- control, No
‘modern husiness enterprise exceeds in
importance the post-office. And in
thig - extensive administrative task
there is remarkable efficiency combiped
with the wutter absence of private
ownership and control.

Combinations of capital are not more
remarkable nor more Instructive than
combinations of labor. Both have to
their account grave errors of omission
and commission, But both give ample
evidence of the fact that when men
canl combine with advantage they are
quite prepared to surrender the senti-
ment of individual liberty. If the
closed shop ' is ‘an “irritation to the
owner, the inability to maké his own
bargain ig oftimes an irfitation to the
workman, but he is willing to endure
the annoyance for the sake of larger
gains.

The astonishihg feéature of our mo-
‘dern life is not its intense individual-
ism, but the remarkable capacity of
the people for all sorts of enterprises
which involve a complete denial or a
very serious ' limitation of individual
control. When there is the clear recog-
nition of common interests, there is the
speedy creation of some sort of social
‘machine to serve these Interests. In-
!dividuals do not stand in their dignity
when ‘invited to enter such ' partner-
ship. ’

It is utterly futile to expect that the
schemes of the Socialist will be vetodd
by ‘the people simply because they in-
volve a denial of individual liberty.
The cuestion is not one of aentimen{
but one of hard, common sense. Will
this comprehensive and all-inhclusive
partnership be profitable?

Socialism is not an issue in Canada
‘today, but no one can have serious re-
gard for the trend of modern thought
without being firmly convinced that
Canadians will, before many years,
have to' reckon with that radical pro-
gramme of wreform. We need place
no reliance upon the intense indivi-
dualism of the people. If we do not
guard the interests of the individual,
he is quite prepared to effect combina-
tions sufficiently strong for his own
protection. Consequently our best
‘protection against, the extreme pro-
posals of Socialism is a vigilant regard
for the lot of the average man.  For
the average man everywhere fears
poverty, but he does not fear any form
of, social co-operation -that promises
greater freedom .or greater profit.

Woodiand near Tslip,
‘Liong ISIa.nd a week ago the crime
was dlscovered when her bleached and
charred skeléton was found, with noth-
ing to indicate its Mentity but Ther
jewelry and a bill' of sale from a Ger-
‘man_ shop; ‘three days later, through
the policé of Hamburg, Germany, her
identity was established as Anna Li-
ther, though the cables first carried
the name as Latter; last night her hus-
band, Frederick Gebhardt, was caught
in Astorla, Long Island, ahd tonight
he confessed over his signature that he
is the murderer. The confession is as
follows:

“About December, 1907, I first met
Anna Luther. We were married in
,February, 1908, and went to Europe to
live. We returned April 6th, 1908. She
went to Henry Wertupp’s, in Newark,
N. J., to spend a day or two. On the
pretense that I was going to rent an
apartment for us to live in I returned
to my home and wife in Astoria.

“I met Anna again on Auril 8 Iin
Newark and we went to.an address in
34th street, New York, and then to Ja-
maica. We- stayed at Jamalica until
next day.

“April 9 we went to Bay Shore, &nd
we walked about and I showed her
some property. I got into an argu-
ment with her about some money mat-
ters, and I turned away and wanted
to go back. She followed me up,
screaming, and I shot her in the head.
I didn’t look at her, and do not re-
member whether I shot her more than
once.

‘Tmmediately after I went -to the
Islip depot and took-a train for home.
It was nearly dark. On the way homie
on the train I threw the revolver out
of the car window,

“I want to state that I did not kill
Anna . Luther for her money, as the
newspapers have stated. My original
reason for marrying Anna was that I
didu’t care to live with my first wife
any longer, but as she (my. first wife)
had glven. me & child, my desire to

to my first wife and child.

In 1880 he was’appointed pre-
mier and minister of the imperial
household department. He was creat-
ed a count in 1884 and prince at the
conclusion of the Russo-Japanese war,
which he did his utmost to prevent.
During this war Ito remained without
a stated office, though often consulted,
and entrusted with important missions
by the throne,

Cond2mued fo Death—Smashed Mediclne
Man’s Drum and Walked Away, While
Indians Stood by Petrified.

NEW YORK, Oct. 23.—Alonso Skin-
nr of the Anthropological Bureau in
the American Museum of Natural His-
tory has just returned here from ad-
ventures among the Ojibway tribes on
the ‘southern shore of Hudson’s Bay.

This was Mr. Skinner's second trip
among theese tribes. He says-they are
particularly hostile to white men, and
among the least civilized of all the
North American Indians.

From the first several tribes refused '
to make friends with him, and one set-
tlement om Cat Lake proved particu-
larly resentful of his studies. This
was but one instance of hostility among
many, another tribe not far away
sending him word, when it was re-
ported to them early in June that he
had returned, that if he did not leave |
the section, at once they would kill
him on sight.

THEY FEARED GHOSTS.

Knowing their superstititons, he sent
word in reply that, though they might
kill his body, they could not kill his
soul, and if they did kill his body he
would haunt them for ever. This mes-
sage ‘Bo ‘unnerved the savages -that
when he finally reached their village
he found them more friendly than ever
before.

The* éxtreme hostility of the Cat
Lake’ village, however, was traceable
in a.measure, Mr. Skinner thinks, to
the resentmient which. the women .of
the settlement manifested toward him
for taking photographs of them. They

CONDEMNED TO BE SHOT.

The enmity of the men, however,
soon ‘manifested itself in a threaten-
ing form. Led by the chief mediigne
man of the:teibe ,the braves held a

PETRIFIED WITH AMAZEMENT.

The effect on the braves, with their
rifies cocked and at their shoulders
ready for the old man to give the sign
to fire, was even more pronounced.
They had never in theéir wildest
‘dreams imagined that anyone would
have the courage to do such a thing
to the mdn whose weird powers they
all 'feared so much, so they stood like
statues, their rifles ‘still at their
‘shoulders.

It was not until 3 p. m,
today that life savers from the’ Seal
Cove station were able to man’ their
boat-and reach the stranded steamer.

McMahon

Long Standing Feud — Kansas Man Slays
Two Sisters and Brother-
in-Law,

KANSAS CITY, Oct. 26.—James Mc-
Mahon today confessed that he mur-
dered his sisters, Miss Rose McMahon
and Mrs, Alonzo,Van Royen and the
later’s husband, on a farm near
Kansas City, last Tuesday. 4, long
gtanding family quarrel caused the
tragedy. McMahon killed Van Royen
in a wood and later went to the Van

Then I waited until I knew my
intended victims would be in the right
positions for me to kill them and get
away. On Tuesday Rose went to visit
at Van Royen’s and Lon went to the
woods. To make sure he was not at
home I went to the house and learned
where he was. 1 found him and shot
him in the head. He fell and I fired
six shots into his back. T always hated
him. I dragged. his body across a
c¢reek and then prepared to finish the
daed.

“For an. hour L wa
planning. Then I wal into the
house and found my sisters. My first
shot probably killed Mrs, Van Royen
as she sat in a chair. She screamed
and fell. Rose started up to speak to
me and I shot her down.,

With the two women virtually dead
I was free to take my time. I fired
two more shots into the bedy of Mrs.
Van Royen and Rose’'s body. I did
not hurry away. I was not unduly ex-
cited. It was the culmination of my
only thoughts for months.

“I searched the house and ' found
some rings and other wvaluables. )
took all of them and my revolver and
hid them in corn shock. .Later it
dawned upon that I had committed a
crime. I had to keep to it in a secret.
Something told me I must tell. all.

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RIFF TRIBESMEN WHOM
SPANIARDS ARE FIGHTING

Some FacIs About the llnconquered Natives Around Melilla
—A Moroccan Gibralfar.

Despite all attempts at peaceable ex-
ploratiop, Melilla remains as yet, for
the Spaniard, a kind of Moroccan Gib-
raltar,_and for its garrison the neigh-
boring district of the Riff is still as
much foreign territory as is ‘Spain it~
self for British troops at Gibraltar.
And not merely foreign,, but hostile
also—hostile all along that period of
four hundred years or so during which
the forces of his Most Catholie Ma-
jesty have been in possession of this
strip of Mussulman soil.

The inhabitants of this district, forti~
fled on every side by Nature herself,
are one of the few unconquered peo—
ples of the earth, the only race, per-
haps without a place in history. Many
a conquerer has passed through the
Riff, from the Carthaginians to the
Arabs, and they have succeeded, more
or less, in modifying the religion and
language of the tribesmen, but so far
none has been able to touch their po-
litical organization—or rather, disor-
ganization! Each tribe, each village,
each family even, exists in an indepen-
dence which is absolutely anarchic.
They -have a religious veneration for
the Sultan of Morocco, and, when oc-
casion arises, are ready enough to Send
him substantial gifts in exchange for
his “baraka” (blessing); but®they will
suffer neither his interference in their
sessions; nor will they tolerate in their
midst the soldiers of the ‘‘Maghsen.”

BORN FIGHTERS.

The people, whose every tribe of free
and equal units obeys only its chosen
chief, after the manner of ancient
:Greece, have retained to this day the
title 't “Barbarians’’ bestowed ' upon
them by the Greeks and Romans; for
they are still known to the Arabs as
“Braber,”” and to us in Europe as
‘“Berbers,” although their name among
themgelves is “Imaziren.” Their lan-
guage is Tamazirt.

Of middle height, but of great mus-
cular power, the Berber of the RIiff is
of fair complexion, with the light hair
and blue eyes of Southern France. He
is essentially a warrior, and cannot
exist without fighting: his courage and
his daring are marvellous. To this ig
superadfied by the Islamism, derived
from his ‘Arab corquerors, that relig-
ious fanaticism which ‘sends men smil-
ing to a martyr’'s death, and which to-

wipes out all tribal feuds and unites
each clan as onz man beneath the
sacred banner of .a holy war. This
makes of him a formidable enemy for
disciplined European troops, and, only
their lack of artillery can give the
Sraniards the advantage over them.

The women of the RIiff enjoy a great-
er degree of freedom than do their
other Mussulman_ sisters, They go
about unveiled, working in the fields,
and going to market with their dairy
produce, clad in  thick woollen gar-
ments, barefooted, 'but laden with
nany silver anklets, and wearing
ardund their nezks a quantity of orn-
amental chains and amulets—though
this_ liberty is acquired only with ad-
vancing years, for all the younger wo-
men, gspecially such as have any claims
to beauty, are jealdusly hidden from
public view.

THE WHOLE DUTY OF MAN.

At home they exsercise an authority
to which even theilr husbands submit
with all the doeility of which - these
flerce and free-born warriors are ca-
pable. Albeit in public, and in the
presence of other men, tha2se tyrant
womenfolk become a negligible quan-
tity, mere cattle in fact; and even at
times they are harn:ssed to the plough
side by side withh the ox and the ass,
to whose category, as they sustain the
arduous labors of the field, they would
seem to belong. .

To the man appertains the nobler
