) “Elootrio Light.

. The eitizens of Athens were callpd
together by éircular last evening, to
discuss the qnestion’ of ‘lighting the
village by electricity. ~ The meeting
was held in the A. O. U. W. hall, over]
Lambs dental office. - The meeting
wasa thoroughly representative one,
nearly all the leading eitizens being in
attendance. I, C. Algunire Esq. was
voted to the chair and Geo. W.
Greene requested to sct as secretary.
The chairman said that the subject of
electric light had been discussed in the
village for some time past and he
supposed that this meeting wns the
outcomre of thiat agitation, but for his
pert he' was not posted in regard to the
matter or how far negotiations had
goue'in the direction of putting in
light, He would therefore call upon
Mr, Parish to say what been done
thus far, Mr, Parish euid that the
meeting was culled for the purpose of
getting an expression of opinion from
the business men and citizens generally
as to whether we should have the elec-
tric light for the village or not. The
representatives of several electric light
firms had called npon him and nearly
the first question asked was: * Does
your village want the light?”  He had
never been in a position to answer that
question, and therefore thought a meet-
ing wou!d be tho best way to ascertain
the feeling of the ratepayers. He had
a proposition from one firm to furnish
are Jights of one thoasand candle power
each at 15¢. a night, and incandescent
lights of 16, 25 and 50 candle power
at 8, 5 and 10 certs respectively.
‘What we wanted to know was_about
bow many of 1the business men would
take lights. - If a sufficient number of
lights were taken he believed the firm
mentioned would undertake to put in
the plunt immediately. As regards the
lighting of the streets he suid he did
not believe that the council of thig year
would consider the matter, unless re-
quested to do so by a petition of the
ratepayers. After expressions of
opinion fiom nearly all the business
men of the place, who were all favor-
able to the light, provided it could be
put in and maintained at a reagonable
price, a committee were appointed to
canvass {he village and ascerlain the
number of lights that the citizens
would take and repoit as soon o8
possible.

The
chioruses by the young men were well
received, they sang the Marseillaise
Hymn, “The 0!d Oaken Bucket,” and
“The Maple Leaf Forever.” = The
harmony was very sweet in the-quar-
tettes, “Forgive our Tranxgressions”
and “*Rock ot Ages,” sung by Ms.
Kenncdy, Miss Boyce, Mr. Keunedy
and Mr. Wood. The audience was
delizhted with the artistic rendering
of Mrs. Cornell's songs, possessed of &
rich voice of wide compass; this
vocalist never fails to please. The
literary part of the programme was
well sustained by Miss Ricbards, of
the High school, who recited with
telling effect, “The Miger,” by Miss
Stone who displayed her emotionul
power in “Jamie,” and by Mr. Ken-
nelly who amused his hearars with
humorous rendering of “The School-
Master's Guests.”
