December 5, 1915. Uzziah'e Pride and

Punishment.—2 Chron. 26:1-22,

Commentary—1. Uzziah, a king of
Judah (vs. 13). Uzziah, also called
Asariah (2 Kingg 14:21), became king
of Judah at the age of sixteen years.
He continued to reign during a period
of fiftytwo years. His reign was long-
er than that of suny other king of
Judah except Manasseh, who reigned
fifty-five years, and longer than any
king of Israel. The account of his
long reign is comparatively brief. He
came into power after the disasters
that befell the kingdom during his
father’s time, and his work was very
largely one of reconstruction. The
mention of his bulding or repairing
Eloth (commonly called Elath) indi-
cates the importance of that place,
and also presents the young king as
a zealous worker. Eloth was situated
at the northern extremity of the east-
ern branch of the Red SBea and was
important because of its relation to
Judah’'s commerce with Indla, and
also because of its position relative-
ly to the rich mines of copper and
turquoise of the Sinaitic peninsula,

H. His successes (vs, 4-15). 4-7. The
key to Uzziah’s prosperity is indicated
in verses 4 and 6 “He did that which
was right in the sight of the Lord,”
and “he sought God.” *“Ag long as he
sought the Lord God made him to
prosper.” He was a warrior and waged
an aggressive warfare. He Invaded
the territory of the Philistines, the
old enemy of Israel, and defeated
them in their own strongholds. He
also conquered the Arabians, who had
injured Judah in the reign of Jehor-
am, and the Mehunims in the region
of Mount Seir. B8.—the Ammonites
gave gifts—They were in subjection
to Judah and paid tribute to Uzziah.
Name spread—His suoccessful mili-
tary operations became known bey-
ond the régions where he waged war.
Strengthened himself exceedingly.—
“Waxed exceeding strong—R.V. In
following God he became strong to
defend God’s chosen people. 9—Built
towers—He rgpaired and fortified the
walls of Jerusalem where they had
been broker down. Corner gate—At
the northwest corner- of the city
Valley gate—The gate opening west-
ward toward the valley of Hinnom.

1. The occasion of Qaring san. Dur-
ing the reign ot Uzziah the xingdom of
Judah reacnea a condition of prosper-
ity such as it had not known since the
days of Solomon. This was due to
the marvelous help of God. No disaster
or defeat interrupted the current of
his prosperity through the greater
part of his reign. To VUzziah God
gave more than a half century of
power and wealth and toeir attendant
advantages, It seemed as if God
wished, byt the abundance of his bless-
ings, to teach Uxzziah and his peouple
that assuredly their success lay in his
service. Uzelan was one of the strong-
est kings of Judah, a much more able
and energetic ruler«than his father or
grandfather. He sought God's help
and guidance. fle honored God's
prophet. He used his power for the
good of his people and for the pros-
perity and strengthening of the na-
tion. Except that the high places were
not removed, the praise given Uzziah
is unqualified. It was a great advan-
tage to the young king that he had
the loyal attachment and confidence
of his people. IHis sincere piety was
hig safeguard. The virtue of mg
reign is traced to the influence olf
Zechariah. Nevertheless llzziah had |
scarcely reached the acme of his power |
when, as in the case of his predeces-
sors, declension began. He was not
content with his kingly power and
greatnessa, his secular dignity and
majesty. He would be first every-
where. He became filed with ideas
of his own importance. He refiected
with complacency on all the great
deeds that he had done and all the
benefits he had conferred upon the
nation. His splendid .career elated
him and “his heart was lifted up to
his own destruction.” That powerful
temptation which assails the strong
end victorious proved too powerful
for the Hebrew king. He fell beneath
its force. Presumptuous force, which
led him to trample on the law or‘(}o'd
and to violate the sacredness of God's
holy place. In an evil hour he for-
got that though *he was a king he
owed alleglance to a greater King. He
committed the offence when his em-
pire was at the height of its splendor
and himself at the zenltl? of his fame,
when his kingly magnificence was in
full bloom, when he should have bgen
supremely happy and contented with-
out aspiring after more.

FEEDING HOGS,

The chief expense in rasing hogs is
the cost of feed, and for unt) reason
every effort should be made to secure
all the pork nusalble. ‘fhrowing reed
to hogs, allowing them to takg care
of it, is false economy. In that way a
congiderable part of the feed is wasted,
and the animals are unable to gain as
rapidly or as economically as when
they are properly fed. It has been
wisely said that one day’s poor feeding
offsets two days’ good feeding. Theré
should be regular hours for meals,
Hogs, like any other animal, readily
becomes acquainted with regularity.
The digestive system adapts itself to
recelving food at stated times, and
when the hour for feeding passes the
animal grows restless and worries.
Delay in feeding, w00, causes too heavy.
eating, as well as eating too hurriedly.

The quality of the food is as im-
pcrtant with hogs as it is with the
horse or cow. Sour swill and damaged
or spoiled food are unfit, and should
not be permitted. To have clean ;neat
iur the carcass it is imperative that
wo give clean feed.

It must be admitted that corn is the
Lest fattening food, but care must be
used in feeding it. It must not bLe
entirely relied upon. Quite frequently
farmers are found who feed the swine
wholly on corn, and at the name time
confine them to pens so small that the
animals are hardly able to turn around
in it. The result ig that in such cases
the hogs . become what is known as
“burned out,” gad are unable to gain
a particle. The appetite and digestion
becoming impaired, the animals come
to a standstill, ana it requires some
time for them to overcome the set-
back.

While corn may be considered the
best fattening food, the best results
will be obtained only when the ccrn
is fed judiciously. Hogs not used to
having corn at every feed, or when
they have not hay for a long tlme,
should be fed in small quantities at
first, and the amount gradually in-
creased as the animals become used to
it, until they are able to cousnme a
full feed. g

The proper time to feed corn in any
large quantity ie about a month before
slaughtering. Corn can then be kept
before the hogs ail the time, but in
addition they should be given mill
feeds, alfalfa or clover hay, turnips,

ertichokes, peas or any kind of faod |
| that will put ou fat and inake whcle-)

some meat.

Fat can be pu! on the animal more
quickly and economically by feeding a
variety than by confining the hog to
any single kind.
food is given it does not take jong to

fatten a hog, and the meat is always |

well streaked, juicy and tender. Any-

thing that cheapens the feed will in- |

crease the profit, if it is not done =zt
the expense of the health
animals.

To put fat on a hog at the least
expense, and in the shortest time, the
animal must not be compelled to stand

in a pen with his feet six inches deep .

in mud and filth. There must be clean
pens and clean surroundings.

It is important, too, that there be a
warm, protected place provided for the
animal to sleep in. The hog fezls the
effect of cold weather as readily as
any other animal, although it may
suffer as much by it for the reason
that it has a coat of lard all around it

that helps to add warmth to the body. !

It has been proved that hogs weil

fed, but kept in cold, damp quarters, '

will not make as good gains as hogs

not so liberally fed but kept in warm, |

dry places.

Where several hogs are kept in the
same pen there should be sufficient
room to prevent piling
other. It is natural for hogs to bunch
together when the weather is cold, a.n‘d
If there is room enough they will iay
auietly side by side and secure
benefit of each other’s heat.

The importance of clean water in
putting on fat must not be underesti-
mated. It is surprising the amount of
clear water hogs will drink, besides
that which they get in the sloppy por-
tion of their ration. Water should be
given three times a day.

Charcoal, ashes and salt heip to keep
the animals in good condition,
abling them to make better gains.

ROOT GROPS

Dominion Census Office Reports
On Canadian Conditions.

Potato Crop is Very Poor, Par-
ticuiariy in Ontario.

The Dominion Census and Statistics
Office have issued a report on the
yield, quality and price of the root and
fodder crops of 1915, the acreage and
condition at Oct. 31 of fall wheat sown
for 1916.

Root and Fodder Crops.—Root and
fodder crops in Canada, consisting of
botdtoes, tursnlps, wangolds, ete., hay
and clover, alfalfa, fodder corn and
sugar beets, occupied this year a total
area of about 8,977,000 acres, as com-
pared with 9,067,000 acres in 1914, acd
their estimated value, subject to revi-
sion, is $230,370,000, as compared with
$226,227,000 last year. The docrease
in area is principally in respect to hay
and clover, and the increase in total
value is due to the larger yield in the
tame crop. Hay and clover yield 10,-
953,000 tons from 7,875,000 acres, or

1.39 tons per acre. as compared with
10,259,000 tons trom 7,997,000 acres or
1.28 tons per acre last year. The yield

In other provinces
Lhie potate yield is also poor, excepting
in Alberta and British Columbia. In
| the former province the total vicld is
1 5,155,000 busheils from 27,300 acres, an
i average of 188.8 bushels per acre, and
| in the latter the yield

i of 247 bushels.

IFor
all Canada the quality is 84 ver c¢ont.
of the standard, as compared with 90
rer cent. last vear; but in Ontario the
' quality is down to 66 per cent.; as com-
| pared with 101 per cent. last year. In
Prince Edward Island the quality is
81 per cent; in Nova Scotia it is 76,
and in New Brunswick it is 3S per
cent. In Alberta the quality is good
with 91 per cent., and in Britisa Col-
umbia it is 84 per cent. The average
price per bushel to the grower works
out to 57 cents for Canada, 76 cents for
Oatario and 33 cents in Alberta. Pota-
toes are very generally reported as
affceted with rot and blight, especially
in Ontario, and the indications are that
the keeping qualities this ycar will be
very poor.

Acreage and Condition of Fall
Wheat.—The area sown of fall wheat
for next year’s harvest is estimated
to be 1,100,800 acres, which is about 16
I:er cent. less than the arca of 1,204,
600 acres sown in 1914 for 1915. The
decrease is principally in Ontario, and
is due to the heavy rains of August,
which prevented the working of the
goil in time for seeding. The area
sown to fall wheat in Ontario is esti-
mated to be 820,600 acres, as com-
pared with 1,043,000 acres sown in 1914,
the decrease being 222,400 acres, or
over 21 per cent. In Alberta there is
an increase from 230,000 acres in 1914
to 260,500 acres in 1915, the plus dif-
ference representing 13 per cent. In
Manitoba there is a decrease from 10,-
90¢ to 9,400 acres; in Saskatchewan
there i8 no change from the estimated
area of 4,100 acres, and in Pritish
Columbia there is a small increase of
200 acres, making 6,200 acres sown to
this crop. As regards conditions on
Oct. 31, the figures are 88 or $9 per
cent. of the standard for Canada and
for Ontario and Alberta. Tn Manitoba
the conditlon is 69, In Saskatchewan
98, and in British Columbla 95. For
Ontario and Alberta the figures of eon-

dition are less than in either of the
two previous years, when the condi-
tion on Oct. 31 was over 90.

BEEKFEPERS
CONVERTION

Heard Interesting ;Papers On the
Wintering of the Colonies.

Directors Elected By the Ontario
Association.

Toronto. Report.—Methods of pre-
tecting the cclonfes of bees during the
winter season were considered in two
of the principal papers read at the an-
nual meeting of the Ontario Beekeep-
crs’ Association at the Carls-Rite Ho-
tel vesterday. The subject was intro-
duced by the address of !?.ﬁ G. Stbbald,
of Toronto, on “Outdoor Wintering,”
and was further discussed by Dr. E.
F Phtllips, who has cnarge of bee
culture investigations ror th2z United
Staves Department of Agricultures

Mr. Sibbald sald that the protlem
of caring for the bees in winter was
the rock wupon which many an
aplarist's ship came to grief. lie as-
serted that he allowed FEis bees to
winter themselves, but he made
elaborate preparitions: for their pro-
tection during the cold weatner. He
first assured bimself that each hive
contained a full colony, with plenty
of young bees and a young and
vigorous queen. He took care that
the colonies were provided -vith an
adequate tupply of food. He ‘then
packed the hives carefully in four-
hive outdoor cases. If preparations
were made, he sald, the low of stock
in winter was reduced to an almost
1neghgible quantity.

Dr. Phillips in Lis paper on “Out-
side \Wintering Moblems.” gave the
asscciation the benefit gf the results
of his investigations 1e cited scien-
tific data to show that preparations
were absolutely nacessary if the col-
onies were to survive the winter. Dr.
Morley Pettit, the secretary-treasurer
of the assoeiation. in his report upon
the work of the past, indicated the
importance of tha subject when he es-
timated that the winter loss is 1914-
15 in Ontarfo amounted tofinore than
16 per cent. of the enlonies.

Dr. Pettit in hir report zaid that the
sales of cholece hehey had been brisk,
and that the reeommoaied prices had
been realized. As sceretary treasurer,
he reported a balance of $224 to th=
cr-dit of the assnelation at the close
of the vear ended Qet. 31 last.

GROWING RICH

Vodlaless Russia is Accumulating
Wealth—Social Centres Needed.

Stockholm,  Cable.-——(Cérrespond
ence of the Associated Press).—Vod.
kaless Riss is unbelievably prosper-
cus, even in the midst of war, writes
the editor of the Dagenus Nyheter after
a long trip through the Russian prov-
inces, but there is still a great dan-
ger, for the peasant has as yet found
nothing to take the place of the saloon
as a centre of recreatign and amuse-
ment. Stories are teld of cases of
suicide owing to the dullness of life
now that the “dear little water” has
been put out of reach.

“In the towuns,there has never been
80 much prosperity as at present.” re-
marks the editor. “Beggars have dis-
appeared from the streets and the
masses are better fed and better clad
than ever before.

“It is, however, in the villages that
the blessings of teetotalism are most
apparent. The hundreds of millions
formerly spent in the spirit shops now
remaln in the pockets of the peasants.
Millions of working days, formerly
wasted in drinking bouts adn their
after-effects, help to line the pockets.

“The net result is that the Russian
villages, so to say, roil iu money.
Meat, formerly eaten once or twice a
year, i8 becoming part of the daily
fare, and dwellings and farming uten-
sils and decent clothes are being pur-
chaged out of savings Ly the agricul-
tural population.

“The one danger with the increase
of economic strength is the possibility
of a decreasing of moral strength.
Vodka filled a void in the empty and
lustreless life of the peasant. ITe
wonders now how he shall spend his
free time and his saperflous money,

“The teetotalers are alive to this
danger, and already, in certain dis-
tricts of Russia ‘people’s houses’ are
being provided, equipped with librar-
ies, tea, lecture and reading rooms and
cinemeatographs. [

“All thig is to the good, but a big
effort is essentlal in order to raise
the intellectual and moral level of
the nation If Russia's teetota’ vear is
to be more than a little episode in
her history.”

DETECTING FORGERY.

Extraordinary Ingenuity of Meth-
ods Now Employed.

Extraordinary Ingenious means are now
employed in the detection. of forgery. It
is a very cleaver forger indeed who can-
deceive the up-to-date expert in chir-
oirnphy. .

t haa been pointed out by BSandberg
that the expert may put a juror to the
proof that out of a doszen s tures of
his own name no_two will be alike in
general form. Thén the expert may turn
to the authentic and forged signatures
in almost any case, and show to theclay-
man that the first question of forgery
arose from the fact that these two llf‘-
natures are at first glance identically
alike almost to the minutes detall. The
forser has been too skillfull. He has
hel to the o principle of copying
the authentic sinature in every propor-
tion. the more readily can the forgery
be detected.

A most significant fact upon which
the expert may base his investigationa of
possible forgery is that every one has his
“pen scope’’. This technical term de-
scribes the average stretch of paper that
one may cover without lifting the pen
from paper and shifting the hand
continue the line;

In the case of signature, it should be
one of the easlest and least studled
group of words that the writer should
be called upon to put upon paper. In
writing a letter, for {nstunce, the pen
scope throughout may exhibit an avers
age stretch of one inch for the text of
the letter,- while in the signature the
whols ln%%_ot the name, twice as long
may be ‘covered. But the writer
covers the full stretch of his name in this
way, the expert may prove by the short-
er ‘neu scope of the copyist that the
studied copy 1is a forgery on its face.
for, however, free of stroke the forger
may naturally be, his effort to produce
a facsimile of another’s signature will
render his scope shorter than that of the
original signer.

A common means of reproducing a
signature 13 to place the original sig-
nature on & plece of glass, lay another
piece of glass on top of it, and fasten
the paper that is to receive the forgery
on top of that. Then by holding ths
glass strips to a bright light the origl-
nal signature casts a shadow through,
and this may be traced in pencil. From
this the ink forgery is made. ‘When,
however, a forgery accomplished by this
means i8 placed under a strong magni-
fying glass it will not pass muster.

If the origlnal has a strong down
stroke on the capital letters the move-
ment will be free and will leave the pen
lines with smooth edges. The individual
who is tracing such letters cannot trust
himself to the same free movement of
the pen, and the result shows, under
the glass, hesitancy and uncertainty.

A new means of detecting forgery has
been suggested. A physiclan has ad-
vanced the theory that the pen in the
kand of a writer serves in a modifiel
degree the smune end as the sphygm. -
graph, which traces the heart’'s actioi.
and that \in a person’s handwriting ons
can see, by projecting the letters grea -
ly magnifjed on a screen, the scarcel.
perceptibi® turns and quivers made in
the lines by the action of that person
peculiar pulsation.

To, demonstrate this an experiment was
made at Charing Cross Hospital, in Lon-
don. A number of persons suffering
from heart disease wrote an exercise in
their ordinary handwriting, The - dif-
ferent manuscripts were then taken anid
examined microsopically. By throwing
them highly magnified on & screen th -
jerks or involuntary motions due to the
patients peculiar pulsation were distinct-
ly visible.

The handwriting of persons in normal
health does not, however, always show
their pulse-beats. What one can say
is that when a document purporting
to be:- written by a certain person con-
tains traces of pulse-beats apd the nor-
mal handwriting of that person does not
show them, then clearly the document
is a forgery. ¥

Thanks for your kindness in altow-
ing me the privilgge of appealing at
this Christmas time on behalf of the
Hospital for Silk Children, Toronto.

In the 40 years of the Hospital's ex-
istence there have been treated within
its walls 26,108 children as in-patients;
231,768 as out-patients; a grand total
of 267,876 in and out-patients.

In 1914 there were 394 from 210 places.

In the orthopedic department
of the 2,838 in-patients, 264 were
treated for deformities, 21 Pott's dis-
ease of the spine, 10 lateral curvature
of the spine, 10 bow-legs, 57 club-feet,
17 dislocations of hip, 42 tubercular
disease of knee, hip, ankle, wrist and
elbow; 76 infantile paralysis, 8 wry
neck, and 21 miscellaneous.

Our battle is never-ending—is one
that will continue while the world lasts,
for it is the fight between the armies of
life and death, to save the child life,
the sick little ones, sons and daughters
not only of our soldier men, but of
the fathers and mothers still in this
home-land province.

The Hospital is beating back dis-'
ease and death, the enemies that as-
sail the lives of little children as the
British Empire is beating back Ger-
many, Austria and Turkey, the ene-
mies that assail the life of liberty.

So we appeal to the generous people
of Ontario not to forget those so near
and dear to us, who lie in the beds and
cots of this great charity.

DRUGS AND POISONS.

Popular Delusion of the Safety of
the ‘‘Purely Vegetable.

“Of all pecullar delusions as to
drugs and cnemical compounds,” sald
a prominent chemist, “perhaps the
most harmful is that concerning medi-
cines that are ‘purely vegetable.’

“Now, as a matter of fact, not only
has the question of whether a medi-
cine is vegetable or mineral not the
slightest relation to its poisonous or
nonpolsonous qualities, but in practical
medicine it would seem that most of

Take strychnine, aconite, opium, alco-
hol, digitalis, hyoscine and ecocaine.
Every single one of these is ‘purely
vegetable,” yet most of the deaths by
chronic poisoning come from one of
these. The most powerfu! poison
known, ‘ricine Kobert,” one five-thoi-
sandth of a grain of which will kill a
grown man, 1s made entirely from the
castor oil bean.

“On the other hand, many minerals,
so far from being poisonous, are not ;
only harmless, but soothing. Bisinuth,
a pure mineral, is given In quite large
quantities even to small babies for tho
purpose of allaying inflammation,
while iron is one of the most comfon
tonics.

“Soda i3 not only one ot ¢he mest
uriversal and harmless of minerals,
but it is also largely used in our focds.
Sait a pura mineral, yet it {s uot
«nly necessary to life, but one of the
greatest cleansers and  preservatives
known. Without it bacon and hasm
would. be impossible and the luscious
dill pickle unknown.

“Of course, there are minerals tha:
aro highly poisonous, such as mareury,
arsenic and potassium in ecertain com-
binations, but they are neither more
deadly or more numerous than the
vegelable poisons. This also may he
said in favor of the mineral poison. It
is considered by many physicians that
its action is much more certain than
its vegetable Dbrother; rather, 1ege-
table poisons area much more uneartain
i their action upon the human svs-
tem.  Hence death by overdose Is more
ltkely to occur from a vegetable than
o mineral poison when taken maedi-
cinally,

“Iust how the public ever got tha
dolusion  that the ‘purely vegotable’
vas a. badge of harmlessness 1 do not
know, but the fact remains that such
fs the common belief."—Washington
Star.,

MINIATURE TREES,

Simple Plan by Which Plants May
bée Dwarfed in the Growing.

For many centuries the Japaneése have
clesely guarded the secret of growing
miniature trecs. Indeed, until recently
they did not allow the trees to be taken

out of the country; wealthy people keep
them as art treasurers. Now ,in Ameri-
ca dwart trees brmf a

plants

good price and
are used as_house and table dec-

orations. By following the plan here
described almost any one can raise di-
minutive trees with little trouble.

Get a few large, thiok skinned oranges
and half them, Remove the pulp and
cover the outside of the skin with thick
shellac. That will keep the skins from
shriveling. F'ill the skins with fine, rich
s0il, and plant therein a seed of whatever
tree you wish to raise—or rather two or
three seeds to insure at least one good
specimen.

Make a stand .of some kind so that the
growing tree can be kept in an upright
vosition and set the plants where they
will get plenty of sun, but do not keep
them in a room that is llkely to become
overheated. ~Water them regularly, but
not too profusely. After a time the
roots will begin tg come through the
orange peel, When that happens cut the
roots off flush with the outer surface
or the orange peel, but be careful not to
injure the film of shellac.

It is the cutting of the rocts that. stunts/
the plant. When the tree has reached
maturity you can transfer it 1o a more
attractive holder. Conifers such as
cedars, pines and cryptomerias can be
readily stunted; so also can other ever-
greens, as flex and Citrux trifoliata.
Some dwarf cedar have been kXnown to
live more than 500 years. - Fruit trees,
such a< the orange and plum, blossom

Swedigsh merchant/sailors who have
been in Germany declare that there is
a panicky feeling in the smaller ports,
particularly at Weichselmunde and
Sassnitz.

| Sassnitz has - been fortified. The
Weichselmunde forts fired in the
morning dusk at one of their own sub-
marines, and wounded two sallors.
The Germans profess to have an in-
fallible way of protecting against tor-
pedoes large merchant vessels, but
they admit that this makes the vessels
go so slowly, and that there is no
chance of getting out of the range of
submarine gunfire.

8tockholm and Copenhagen newspa-
pers continfie-to_publish accounts of
the British and ‘Russian submarine
bases, sometimes with details which
would probably mislead the Germans,
as they are inconsistent and often fan-
tastic. One newspaper story is that
the base is at Bomarsund, another
that it is among the islands of the
Guldkronatjord, south of Abo, in Fin-
land.
