He Favors the Cataract, Board of Control and 
Hospital Site By-laws.

WORK OF A 
BUSY BODY

Is Mayor’s Opinion of Rumors 
of Walerworks Changes.

New Engineer Has High Opinion 
of Mr. McFarlane.

Dog Catchers Got In Half a 
Dozen This Morning.

Mayor McLaren declared this morn­
ing that the talk of reported changes in 
the waterworks department was inspir­
ed by a meddlesome person not now em­
ployed by the city, and that it was be­
ing done for the purpose of beating the 
Cataract by-law on Monday. The cry is 
to vote for the Hydro to spite the 
Mayor for the reforms he has made and 
the reported tinges which he is said to 
be moving for. llis Worship declared 
emphatically to-day that he was making 
no move, and had discussed the matter 
with no one. As far us he was aware 
there was nothing in it.

“We hold the heads of the depart­
ments responsible,” he said. “I think 
the clerks in the City Hall have never 
done better work than they a.re doing 
at the present time. As long as they 
continue to do that they need have no 
fear or waste their time running around 
trying to exert a pull to hold their

Questioned this morning about the re­
ported shake-up in the waterworks de­
partment, City Engineer Macallura said 
it was unlikely that he would make any 
recommendations until he had secured 
a thorough grasp of the situation. He 
is just investigating at present, and find­
ing out what the duties of the various 
employees are. Mr. Macallum said he 
regarded Engineer McFtirlane, of the' 
Beach pumping station, as an efficient 
man from what he had seen, and would 
not likely be in favor of forcing him out. 
He understood that Mr. McFarlane was 
going to resign when he had completed 

j fifty years’ service. That will be at the 
I end of this year.

A new civic office will likely be creat­
ed when the electric pumps are in's balled 

I at the Reach. The idea is to engage 
i an electrical expert who will have gcn- 
| era! supervision of all electrical appar­

atus and matters pertaining thereto in 
which the city is interested. With the 
electric motors at the Beach, the annex 
sewerage plant and the mountain crush­
er. it is thought that there would be 
plenty of work to keep suoh an official 
busy. Then the city is always having

Mayor McLaren's advice to the rate­
payers on Monday is to endorse all 
three by-laws. His Worship has already 
given his reasons for urging the people 
to approve of the Cataract contract and 
this morning he explained why it was 
desirable to carry the Board of Control 
and Hospital by-laws.

“I think a Board of Control for Ham­
ilton at the present time is an absolute 
necessity,” he said. ‘‘.The work this year 
has largely been done by two or three 
men who have time to devote to it and 
who have done so.”

These are the reasons the Mayor ad­
vances in support of the Board of Con­
trol :

‘‘The aldermen have their own busi­
ness or profession to attend to and re­
ceive no remuneration, and cannot af­
ford, nor can they be expected to give, 
the time that should be given to civic 
matters.

A Board of Control would attend at 
the city hall daily at specified hours, 
and the ratepayers and other citizens 
could meet the board and bring before 
it any and all matters within the juris­
diction of the board, the citizens being 
thus brought in touch with men elect­
ed by the ratepayers and who are res­
ponsible to the electorate. In Toronto, 
many citizens welcomed the board for 
this reason alone

Any business any citizen may have

with the city corporation would be ex­
peditiously lone and delay would be 
avoided. At present unless the chairmen 
of the committees devote a great deal 
of time to civic matters, the carrying 
out of the orders of the Council devolve 
entirely upon the officials with such 
supervision as the Mayor and chairmen 
can afford to give time for, but with a 
Board of Control the board would sup­
ervise the carrying out of all orders of 
the Council.

It would be the duty of the board to 
inspect and report to the Council upon 
all municipal works being carried on or 
in progress within the city. The board 
would have absolute control over all 
officers of the corporation. It could 
amalgamate departments , and sub-de­
partments, and have the affairs of the 
city run on a business basis. All reports 
of committees will be revised by the 
board, and overlapping of work of de­
partments will be avoided.

As all departments will be under the 
control of the board, the necessary work 
of the city would be performed in pro­
per order, and there would be less tear­
ing up of streets after new pavements 
are laid.

The committees of the Council would 
be retained and they, would report to the 
Council aa at present, coupled with the 
recommendations of the board. In many 
cases it will require a two-thirds vote of 
the Council to reverse or vary the ac­
tion of the board, but a majority of the

Mr. Glassco has not yet receiv­
ed the offer, but the Times has a 
special wire from Winnipeg, stat­
ing that he was the choice and 
that the offer is on its way here.

MAURICE RYAN
HANGED TO-DAY.

Murderer of Brother Wept and Protested His 
Innocence on the Sea fold.

Required to Keep Order Among Striding 
Italian Laborers on Street Railway.

North Bay, Ont., June 3.—Maurice 
j Ryan, tried in March for the murder 
of his bfother, Joseph Francis Ryan, 
in November, 1907, and found guilty, 
was hanged this morning Hang­
man Radcliffe, in the jail yard here, 
the drop taking place at 5.50 a. m. 
Bishop Scollard, who had been Ryan’s 
spiritual advisor durin- his impris­
onment, arrived at the jail at 5.20 
this morning and remained with the 
doomed man until all was reported 
in readiness by Sheriff Varin. Hang­
man Radcliffe then proceeded to the 
cell and Ryan was led to the scaffold, 
the Sheriff walking ahead while Ryan j 
walked between Hangman Radcliffe i 
and the jailer.

Ryan was crying. Bishop Scollard 1 
walked a few feet in the rear, repeat­
ing a prayer. As Ryan was placed 
on the trap and the black cap was 
about to be put over his head, he ; 
sobbed bitterly, protesting, ‘‘I am in- i 
nocent.”

The bishop still continued praying i 
and while he was repeating “May the 
Lord have mercy,” the drop ‘ took

Dr. Raney, the jail surgeon, pro­
nounced Ryan dead 11.34 minutes af­
ter the drop.

Ryan slept well all night and had 
to be awakened by the Bishop on the 
latter’s arrival at the jail this morn­
ing. Ryan’s crime was a particularly 
revolting one, the man having murder­
ed his brother to secure five hun­
dred dollars the latter had in his pos­
session at the time.

This morning the Street Railway con­
struction work strikers on Barton 
street started in to make things uncom­
fortable for the men who had been hired 
to fill their places just at the time when 
the police were not available. The strik­
ers were at the scene of operations early 
and made a demand that they receive 
the 20 cents an hour and be placed, on 
their jobs again. As nothing was done, 
the men became rather riotous and 
started to throw stones and bricks at 
the men who were working. Not satis­
fied with this, they pulled down the 
scaffold of the mixer and turned the 
wheel barrows upside down. The men

who had started to work had to leave 
off until the police arrived, and in the 
meantime the strikers wer emasters, but 
did not do any serious damage. The po­
lice arrived about 8 o’clock and the 
strikers at once became quieter, and 
when told to go home they were not 
slow in moving. Some of the strikers de­
manded their pay, but were told to 
wait until Saturday. About five or six 
policemen were all that was needed to 
quiet them. As the orad has been dug 
up for quite a piece ahead, the cement 
mixer is kept busy, although the other 
work is practically tied up. During the 
morning Constables Duffv and Campbell 
patrolled the tracks with their revol­
vers drawn, to see that no more rioting 
took place, and they succeeded in keep­
ing things quiet.

OTHER VICTIM.

Body of Harry McEwen Recov­
ered—A Double Funeral.

The body of Harry McEwen, the other 
victim of the boating tragedy last Sat­
urday afternoon, was recovered yester­
day afternoon. Almost remarkable suc­
cess has attended the efforts of the 
friends of the two young men, who drag­
ged for the remains. It is very seldom 
that bodies lost in such deep water are 
recovered until many days after the ac­
cident. McEwen’s body was discovered 
by XV. Ford, his brother-in-law, and B. 
Corner, a cousin of the dead man. Both 
men have kept at the task of dragging 
the bay ever since the accident happened. 
As the spot in which the young men 
were drowned is directly in the path of 
the canal current, it was feared that 
Ihe bodies would have been washed 
through, but the finding of the remains 
of Milburn a couple of days ago reas­
sured them. The water is about 50 feet 
deep at the spot, about a mile out from 
the piers. No inquest will be held, as 
that into the death of Milburn will cover 
both.

The funeral of Milburn was to have 
taken place to-day, but was postponed 
until Friday on account of the finding 
of the body of McEwen. There will be 
a double funeral from J. H. Robinson & 
Co’s, chapel. McEwen was 30 years of 
age, and was the second son of John and 
Mrs. McEwen, of Springs!de, Sask. He 
leaves four brothers: Fred, of this city; 
Frank, Ralph and XX'allace, of Spring- 
side, Sask., and three sisters, Mrs. XV. J. 
Ford, 470 York street, this city, and with 
whom lie resided; Mrs. XV. G. Light heart, 
Millwood, Manitoba, and Mrs. T. Riley, 
of Tait, Sask. McEwen’s body will be 
at his sister’s home, 476 York street, 
until 11 o’clock to-morrow, when it will 
be removed to the J. H. Robinson & Co’s, 
chapel. Mi I burn’s body will also remain 
at his brother’s residence, 142 Main 
street west, until the same time, when it 
will be taken to the chapel, where the 
service will be conducted. They will be 
buried side by side in Hamilton cemetery.

STONEJVORK.

Local Cutlers Want a Chance on 
Locals Buildings.

This evening a deputation of local 
stonecutters will wait on Mr. John Hood­
less, President, and other officers of the 
Greater Hamilton Association, and ask 
them to use their influence with certain 
local institutions and architects, with a

from Chicago done here. The men state 
that a large amount of stone cutting has 
been done in the United States for local 
concerns, which would provide employ­
ment for many cutters here.

Steam Column :
Grand Junction, Col., June 3.— 

An immense snow bank, 60 feet 
deep, lying on the dope of Mount 
Elliot, a 13,000-foot peak in South­
western Colorado, has melted with­
in the past 48 hours and an im­
mense column of steam is rising 
from the spot. The cloud of 
steam is visible for miles. It is 
believed that the phenomenon is 
caused by a volcanic disturbance. 
A mine located near the basin and 
worked years ago was abandoned 
because of the intense heat en­
countered in lower levels. The 
deep snow on the mountain side 
prevents close investigation.

After being sworn 
in the jury viewed the remains and al­
ter hearing the evidence of Sheriff Xrer- 
in and Dr. Raney, jail surgeon, returned 
a verdict that death was due to stran­
gulation. The remains will be buried in 
the jail yard, underneath the scaffold.

Ryan was apparently reconciled to 
his fate, and took great interest in 
religious matters. His spiritual ad­
viser, his Lordship Bishop Scollard. 
was in frequent consultation with 
him, teaching him the tenets and con­
solation of the Catholic religion, which 
the prisoner was sadly deficient in, 
having neglected his religious duties 
entirely since being confirmed in 
childhood.

Ryan’s appetite had not been af­
fected by the imminence of death, 
and he ate heartily of the plain 
prison fare. Very few extras were 
sent in to him from outside the prison 
walls. He was cheerful and gave no 
trouble, talked little, and confined his 
conversation to his own predicament, 
stoutly maintaining ms innocence. 
He said : “I will go to the gallows 
like a man, knowing I am innocent 
of this crime, which I know nothing 
about whatever. I should have a new 
trial, and feel that something will 
yet occur to give me a chance.”

He was allowed to emoke, which 
seemed to give him great comfort.

In appearance he had not changed 
a particle since his conviction. Rad­
cliffe occupied a room in the court­
house, taking his meals at an hotel 
near by and his presence in town 
was hardly noted, as he seemingly 
took pains to render himself incon­
spicuous

Postage on Circulars, Etc.

Beach people have a kick. It is an­
noying to them to have to go down into 
their purses and dig up smalTchange for 
the privilege of opening an envelope, 
which they find contains a circular, an 
invitation to a recital or an announce­
ment of the arrival ot new summer 
goods. That is what they have had to 
do because of the failure of Ihe people 
sending the envelopes out to put suffi­
cient postage on them. One lady, who 
recently took up her summer residence 
at the Beach, had one each of all three 
of these letters within the past two 
days—a circular, an invitation and a 
tailor’s card for her husband. In each 
case a one cent stamp had been attach­
ed to a sealed envelope, the sender evi­
dently supposing that the drop letter 
rate of one cent applied to the Beach. 
In each case she had to pay two cents 
extra to get the “letters” she would 
have gladly done without.

All letters going outside the city, even 
if it is only to the Beach, must be pre­
paid by a two cent stamp, unless the 
envelope is simply a circular with no 
written message upon it whatever, and 
sent in an open envelope.

BANKER DROWNED.

Charles Chapman’» Canoe Was Up­
set in Lake Nipiasing.

North Bay, June 2.—This evening

A British Art-Lover Provides 
Money For its Purchase.

London, June 2.—According to an 
evening newspaper, the money neces­
sary to secure Holbein's portrait of 
Christina, Duchess of Milan, for the 
natiou has been provided by a wealthy 
west country art lover. Apart from the 
Government's contribution of $50,000, 
the public subscriptions have amounted 
to only $90,000. Consequently the phil­
anthropist who has come to the rosette 
has had to provide $210,000 to make up 
the price of $350,000.

The famous Holbein portrait of 
Christina of Denmark had been loan­
ed by the Duke of Norfolk to the 
National Gallery for twenty-eight 
years. It was recently sold by the 
Duke for $305,000 to an art dealer, 
but with the understanding that the 
nation might purchase it within a 
month for $350,000. The National Gal­
lery has nu resources, and an appeal 
was made^to the public to prevent the 
picture living the country.

HANGED AT ADANA.

Nine Meslenss and Six Armenians 
Put to Death.

Now Vork, Juno 2—A cable des- 
patch to the Herald from Constantinople 
says: A telegram from Adana to-day 
announces the hanging of fifteen per­
sons who took part in the recent mas­
sacres, nine Mussulmans and six Armen­
ia ns. Nevertheless, according to news 
which has reached the Armenian Pat­
riarch here, the persecution of Armen­
ians continues.

I he Constantinople press announces 
that a fresh outbreak occurred in the 
environs of Konia. Eight hundred 
.Mussulmans invaded two Armenian 
villages, but, thanks to the interven­
tion of troops, order has been almost 
established.

A telegram to the Levant Herald 
announces that an attempt was made 
to blow up the house of the Governor 
of Lebanon at Beirut with dynamite. 
No one was hurt.

Some disquieting symptoms are 
visible in Macedonia, where the> ap­
pearance of a number of armed bands 
is causing considerable anxiety to the 
Government.

Toleration and Medical Inspection 

in Montreal.

Archbishop Bruchési Had “System” 
Put an End to.

Montreal, June 2.—Evidence was 
given at this morning’s session of the 
Royal Commission by Chief Campeau 
and Captain Hebert that the police 
authorities had tolerated the social 
evil in the city, and that in July last 
year, at the request of Mr. Recorder 
Dupuis, a system of medical inspec­
tion was begun. Later on this in­
spection was suspended. It, has been 
stated to-day that information of what 
was being practiced reached the ears 
of Archbishop Bruchési, and that he 
nt once took measures to stop what 
was referred to this morning as “a 
system.”

In the course of his evidence Chief 
Campeau made a statement on the 
subject which was in harmony with 
the remarkable declaration made from 
the Bench by Recorder Dupuis some 
weeks ago. The Chief was of the 
opinion that the social evil could not 
be stopped in a city like Montreal, 
and he said the judgments of Mr. Re­
corder Weir, which condemned the 
women to prison, had resulted in re­
moving them—the police did not know 
where—except that they must be in 
private families and pirnding the

Further damaging evidence was 
brought out in this afternoon’s meet­
ing of the Royal Commission. Two 
applicants for positions cn the police 
force were introduced by an ex-con­
stable to Notary Bouvier, to whom 
they paid $150 for his influence with 
Alderman Proulx. As Messrs. Bouvier 
and Proulx are partners, it was ex­
pected that for $150 there would be 
something forthcoming. The men 
grew dissatisfied with their long wait 
and demanded their money back. Ow­
ing to their incessant demands this 
was granted.

Chief Campeau gave further evi­
dence regarding disorderly houses, and 
acknowledged that th« system of med­
ical inspection was abandoned owing 
to the active interference vf Arch­
bishop Bruchési, who disapproved of 
t’.iJ system.

The Ottawa River is in flood, the 
water not having been so high since 
thirty-three years ago, when the "great 
flood occurred. Ten thousand men arc 
out of work at Montreal, and almost all 
steamers and freight boats are tied up.

THE EYE-OPENER
Sir Frederick Borden’s Libel Action 

Stands Over.

Case Against Walter M. Carruthe rs 
of Kentville, N. S.

Halifax, Jun-j 2.—The case of the 
King against Walter M. Carruthers, of 
Kentville, who was committed for 
trial shortly after the last Dominion 
election, on the charge of having cir­
culated in King’s county during the 
election campaign the “Eye-Opener” 
newspaper, which contained a libel 
charging Sir Frederick Borden, Min­
ister of Militia, with immorality, 
goes over until the next term of the 
court. The case came before the 
Grand Jury at the June sittings of 
the Supreme Court, at Kentville. Mr. 
Justice Drysdalc, who piesided, called 
the attention of the Grand Jury to 
certain portions of the publication, 
which he said contained libel, and af­
ter a short deliberation a true bill 
was found against Carruthers. This 
afternoon Carruthers was formally ar­
raigned, and a lengthy written plea in 
answer to the charge was read and 
filed on his behalf by Mr. J J Rit­
chie, K.C. The effect of the plea was 
first, that he was not guilty, and, sec­
ondly, that the libels complained of 
were true, and that they were pub­
lished in the public interest. To utis 
plea replication was read and filed 
by H. H. Wickwire, who . as acting 
for the Crown, denying the facts set 
out in the plea of the accused and 
asking permission to further prosecute 
the indictment.

When the case was called for trial
Wipi-wire, nn behalf of the Crown, 

intimated to the court that in con­
sequence ot the importance of the ; 
matter and the lengthy nature of .the 
plea which had been filed, the Crown 
would not proceed to trial until the 
next term of the court in October 
next.

Judge Drysdalc replied that this 
was the Crown’s right, and admitted 
Mr. Carruthers to bail.

ahue and Arthur Mann, two men ar­
rested Tuesday by the police as vag­
rants, wore foudii to have in their 
possession $45 worth of goods stolen 
from the barber shop of George Par­
ker. The police did not know of the 
robbery at the time of the arrest. 
Both Donahue and Mann made an 
attempt to escape after their arrest. 
Donahue grabbing Sergeant Ketchabaw 
by the throat, p. C. Kirkland, how 
ever, appeared and prevented the es­
cape of the prisoners, who will get 
a hearing to-morrow.

Synopsis of Canadian North- 
i west Land Regulations.

VNY person who Is the sole head of a fam­
ily, or any male over 18 years old, may 

homestead a quarter-section of available 
Dominion laud iu Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant must appear in per­
son at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub- 
Agency for the district. Entry by proxy may 
be made at any agency, on certain conditions, 
bv father, mother, son, daughter, brother or 
siner of Intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months' residence upon and 
cu’tlvation of the land in each of three years.

WRIGHT IN THE WRONG.
Because the power contract stipulates 

that if differences arise in adjusting the 
price of power to 90 per cent, of the ; 
Hydro charges they shall lie referred to 
the Railway Board or to three arbi­
trators. therefore “Alfred .1. Wright" in 
a circular alleges that the agreement 
provides "not for an automatic decrease 
to 90 per pent, of the Hydro-Electric 
charges, but for long, tedious, costly and 
Involved arbitration.” We can only sus­
pect who put that bright idea into 
Wright's head—or rather into his cir­
cular. Rut Wright is wrong in this 
matter. Wright, let us suppose, agrees 
to do a certain amount of work, or sell 
certain goods, for so much money, tie 
would call that an “automatic” arrange­
ment (at least the producer of the pre­
cious circular which Wars Wright’s 
name would). Rut suppose there was a 
difference of opinion as to the service;

* what then? The courts would be ap­
pealed I o. Might it properly lie said 
that his agreement was not “automatic," 
but provided only for “lon£. tedious, 
costly and involved" litigation? Wright 
as an author is a joke. Ware he not, lie 
wonld appreciate the fact that the pro­
vision to make the Railway Board arbi­
trator in ease of possible differences is 
a protection to the city and guards 
Sgainst litigation and costs. With the 
Hydro contract the city would have no 
say. but would have to pay the bills and 
keep mum; it could not even sue the 
commission to have its rights decided 
upon by the courts! And yet Wright 
touts for it! There’s a loyal Hamilton­
ian for you!

ada is not seeking to take upon her own 
shoulders the burden of the unfit and 
unadaptable of the old world. We are 
not bidding for that sort. To the man 
who is able to take hie place in the 
country and make a living, without re­
quiring somebody else to hold him up, 
we offer welcome; we do not invite po­
pulation for our poor houses, asylums 
and jails.

The result will, he 
thinks, tend to disoourage ‘‘assisted fam­
ily emigration.’' Perhaps. That will not 
be an evil to Canada, if those who come 
are a better class of people, free from 
physical and mental defects and crimin­
ality, and able to fit into our society 
and become self-supporting, law-abiding 
citizens of the country. He is inclined 
to reflect on the Salvation Army, and 
to tax it with ‘‘conducting assisted im­
migration on a pretty large scale.” but 
he is constrained to compliment it for 
the care which it makes in its selection of 
immigrants. The Self-Help Emigration 
Society found only % per cent, of its 
selections deported, a result which he 
regards as excellent, and which shows 
that much of the complaint against Can­
adian restrictions has been unreason­
able.

Canada, he feels sure, would welcome 
newcomers who bring "capital in muscle 
and cash”—farmers, farm hands and 
domestic servants: at present, he says, 
“mechanics, artisans and clerks are de­
cidedly not wanted.” To such no official 
encouragement is given. Family emigra­
tion has in the past been made possible 
in Ontario, owing “to the existence of 
such towns as Hamilton, where the fac­
tories employed the younger members 
very readily.” The immigration from 
the United States appears to meet the 
demands of the people better than that 
“of the ‘difficult* Ismdoners and town- 
bred Englishmen,” who, he asserts, “are 
certainly not liked in Canada” ; from 
which he reasons that there is danger 
ahead for Canada, if

scheme expenses, and the participating 
municipalities be made to pay it in the 
price of their electric power Under the 
Hydro contract they could not object.

The circular advocating the more cost­
ly Hydro power signed by “Alfred J. 
Wright” contains a great mass of wrong. 
For example there is the allegation that 
the Cataract Company “is already within 
six per cent, of its maximum allowance 
of water” from the canal; therefore it 
may not be able to supply all the power 
we need. Hie statement is untrue, as 
Wright might easily have ascertained. It 
is using within about 60 per cent. of. its 
present allowance! What is to be said 
of a campaign founded upon such reck­
less untruth?

The St. John, N. B., Standard, the 
Tory organ, now alleges with regard to 
the Lajidry Commission report, aimed 
at Hon. Mr. Pugslev, that “the only 
statement which was made public in the 
campaign was that of an accountant. 
That was not a report of the Commis­
sioners, or a statement of theirs. It 
had not been in their possession or un­
der their control, and they had notlüng 
whatever to do with it.” Is this an 
indication that the scandal-mongers arc 
beginning to hedge already, just a* 
Pugsley is forcing the matter into court?

Hon. Mr. Hendrie is quoted as saying 
that Hamilton’s "honor” is at stake in 
this power matter; that Hamilton “went 
into the scheme” and after the other 
municipalities are pledged to a $3.000.- 
000 transmission line quits it. That is 
not true, Mr. Hendrie. Hamilton did 
not go into the scheme. Hamilton waa 
told she would have a chance to vote 
on it with the facte and definite figures 
before it. That chance was not given 
to her people. The Ontario Government 
forced some other places into it too by 
validating legislation of the most arbi­
trary kind. Hamilton is Under no obli­
gation to the scheme or to the Power 
Union—and you know that, well!

MURDER OR SUICIDE ?
Evansville Doctor Found Dead— 

Relatives Say Rabbery.

Chicago, 111., June 3.—Dr. John T. 
Binkley, of Evansville, Jnd., 82 years 
old, was found dead in a room at the 
Wellington Hotel here to-day, and his 
son, Dr. John T. Binkley, jun., and oth­
er relatives are certain lie was murder­
ed by a robber. The police and the ho­
tel authorities think it was suicide.

Dr. Binkley waa found sitting upright 
in a chair.

000 was paid. In 1892 an inventory of 
the Canadian Express Company’s pro­
perty showed that it was worth $60,000. 
Then the valuation was $212,719, and 
now it is valued at $500.000. There was 
nothing to show that any more money 
than $27.520 had been put in. He 
claimed that the true basis on which 
the profits should l»c figured was the 
valuation of $212.719. and the railway 
company’s property used in the busi­
ness should not be added, as it was 
shown they had 50 per cent, return on 
their investment. In seven years the 
profits had been 83 per cent.

With reference to the Dominion Ex­
press Company, Mr. Buell cited these 
figures: The company was incorporated 
in 1882 with a nominal capital of $1,000,- 
000, of which $100.000 was paid up. The 
company's total property was valued at 
$592,239. For accommodation on the C. 
P. R. $181X000 a year was paid. In 1908 
the company's net profits were 92 per 
cent., and, exclusive of money orders. 75 
per cent. Property worth nearly $000,- 
U00 had been accumulated.

As to the Canadian Northern Rail­
way Express Company, Mr. Buell stated 
that it was incorporated in 1902 with 
a capital of $1,000,000, of which amount 
$300,000 was issued. Only $5,0(X) was 
paid in, and the remainder, $295,000, was 
retained by the vendors, Messrs. Win. 
Mackenzie, 1). 1). Mann. Z. A. Lash, K.C., 
Roderick Mackenzie anti one or two 
others. The property account showed 
the value of the express property to be 
$38,393. The average net earnings were 
about 100 per cent, on the value of the 
property. Mr. Buell could not find any 
evidence of a contract between the Cana 
dian Northern Railway Company and 
the Canadian Northern Express Com­
pany.

The Grand Trunk Pacific Express 
Company, ns quoted by Mr. Buell, in 
a statement of earnings, showed a net 
profit of $725 since Oct. 27, 1908.

Previous to the citation of figures by 
Mr. Buell a lengthy argument on behalf 
of the express companies had been made 
by Messrs. C'rysler and LeFleur, who 
contended that the tolls charged by ex­
press companies' and their practices in 
connection with the carrying business 
were reasonable and satisfactory to the 
public. Mr. Shepley on behalf of the 
commission claimed that the express 
oompanies were public concerns, should 
give through rates and should havo a 
joint tariff.

THE BIBLE’S SIMPLICITY.
A Non in the Chicago Musical Leader 

and Concert Goer :
Apart from its transcendent sacred 

qualities, the Bible is valued of all men 
for its marvellous literary value.

Some years ago the late Frank Nor­
ris (author of “The Pit,” a native born 
^’hicagoau) made in our hearing a glow­
ing eulogy of tho New Testament. Sup­
pose, for instance, said Norris, the New 
Testament was all unwritten and «,i o 
of us were called upon to tell the v«rld 
that Christ was born, to tell how we bad 
seen Him, that this was the Me*anh. 
How the adjectives would marshal upon 
the page, how the exclamatory pna->ns 
would cry out-, how we would elaborate 
and elaborate, and how our rhetoric 
would .flare and blaze till—so we should 
imagine—the ear would ring and t;"* 
very eye would be dazzled, and i*v< n 
then we would believe that our words 
were all so few and so feeble. It is be­
yond words we should vociferate. So 
it. would be. That, is very true—words 
of ours. Can you not see how we should 
dramatize it ? We would make a point 
of the transcendent, stillness of the hour, 
of the deep blue of the Judean .Mid­
night, of the liplapping of Galilee, the 
murmur of Jordan, the peacefulness of 
sleeping Jerusalem. Then the stars, the 
descent of the Angel, the shepherds— 
all the accessories.

Bertram Benefit Association Com­

pletes Successful Year.

Dnndas. June 3.—The Employees’ Mu­
tual Benefit Association of the John 
Bertram & Sons Co. has just completed 
the fifth year of its existence, and dur­
ing that five years has been very suc­
cessful. Its object is to give all moral 
and material aid in its power, and to 
establish a fund for the relief of the 
sick and distressed members. The mem­
bership, which now comprises about 
three-fourths of the entire staff, is open 
to all persons in the employ, but is not j 
compulsory. No initiation fee is charged, 
but each member is assessed 40 cents 
per month, and receives $4 per week in 
■ase of sickness or accident, and this 
may be continued for thirteen weeks in 
any one year, if necessary, and even 
then the executive committee may grant 
special relief if deemed advisable. The 
affairs of the association arc governed 
by a lioard of management. The officers 
and representatives are elected by bal­
lot at. the annual meeting of the rnenv 
liers, in whose hands is the entire con­
trol of the association. About $3,500 
has been collected from the membership 
since the inception of the association, 
over $3,000 of which has hem paid to 
beneficiaries. There is " at the present 
time about $300 to the Association's 
credit in the bank, which amount is the 
maximum that can l»e carried, for when 
that it reached the assessment cease 
on all memliers who have been in 1 he 
association six months or over, until the 
amount drops to $200, when all assess­
ments are resinned, thus preventing the 
accumulation of a large fund, yet keep­
ing a sufficient amount in the treasury 
to meet all requirement®.

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EXPERTS ON 
MILK PROBLEM.

Dr. J. A. Amyot and Dr. Chas. 
Sheard on Pasteurization.

Dr. Casgraiu New President of On­
tario Medical Association.

Patent- Medicine Evil Condemned— 
Officers Elected.

Toronto, June 3.—Experts locked 
horns At the Ontario Medical Association 
yesterday on the question of the pa etc ur­
ination of milk. Dr. J. A. Amyot, the 
director of the Provincial Board of 
Health laboratory, and Dr. Chas. 
bheard, Medical Health Officer for To­
ronto and Chairman of the Provincial 
Board of Health, represented the oppos­
ing factions. To put the matter iu a nut­
shell, Dr. Amyot took the position that 
while absolutely pure, clean milk was 
the desirable thing, yet the natural dif­
ficulties m the way were so large that 
the attainment of that perfection could 
hot be accomplished for many years. 
Such beiug the case, he advocated that 
by the adoption of proper scientific me­
thods of pasteurization some of the dan­
gers of the conveyance of disease 
through the medium of milk might be 
avoided, lu short, his position might be 
summed up in the old proverb, “Aim 
at the moon and you may hit the

DR. SHEARD S CRITICISM.
Dr. Sheard, on the other hand, ad­

vanced the statement that the pas­
teurization of milk reduced its food 
value, and, what was most important, 
led to carelessness among both produc­
ers and consumers who considered that 
the milk so treated was rendered im­
mune for practically a long time. His 
chief point was that milk was easily 
reinfected after pasteurization, and 
the difficulty, owing to the needs of 
early distribution, to consumers, of the 
establishment of a municipal system 
as advocated by Dr. Amyot. In sup­
port of his contention lie quoted the 
opinions of medical officers of health 
of Boston, Rochester, Buffalo, and 
other large cities, who condemned 
pasteurization as a compromise with 
dirt. At the same time lie did not 
minimize the danger to public health 
arising from impure milk, and was in 
agreement with Dr. Amyot in so far as 
the rigid inspection of the source of 
supply was concerned.

Dr. T. H. Machell also contended 
that clean milk in the first instance 
should be their objective. If they ac­
cepted pasteurization as a * substitute 
they would lie no further in twenty 
years’ time. It would be simply edu­
cating the farmer to be careless. At 
the same time he was in favor of 
pasteurization iu the summer months 
to prevent bacterial growth.
FOUR HUNDRED BABIES KILLED.

Dr. C. .1. O. Hastings thought that 
only Dr. Amyot had really touched 

•the point. Their object should be 
the saving of human life, and he rc-

fretted Dr. Sheard's attitude. “If,’’ 
e said, “we arc not one in this, then 

we had better give up or else throw 
up our positions. Doesn't the Health 
Officer of Toronto tell the people to 
boil the water because he’s afraid of 
typhoid r1 and yet he's not afraid of 
that advice standing in the wav of 
the construplüuz-nf a filtration plant.” 
Pasteurization was a safeguard thev 
should not neglect while aiming at 
purity of supply. Four hundred 
babies were poisoned last summer by 
bad milk.

Dr. Amyot, iu reply, said that clean 
milk was wanted, and it was Dr. 
Sheard's job to see that it was got. 
In the meantime why neglect other 
precautions? Milk was the only food 
they took raw, and why should that 
not be cooked? “Dr. Sheard.” he 
said, says that the milk is distribut­
ed at 4 o’clock in the morning. It 
comes in at 12 o’clock the day be­
fore, and that, would give plentv of 
time for treatment.”

On the motion of Dr. R. A. Reeve, 
seconded by Dr. G. S. Ryerson, the 
following resolution was also adopt 
edr “Owing to the cases of perm­
anent blindness recently under ob­
servation and to statistics of such 
cases in the United States, due to the 
drinking of even small quantities of 
wood alcohol, the Ontario Medical 
Association should memorialize the 
Provincial Board of Health to take 
all possible measures to prevent such 
deplorable accidents and give wide .pub- 
licity to the danger.”

PATENT MEDICINES .
Hard whacks for the patent medi­

cine quack were administered at the 
meeting of the association yester­
day. Dr. John Ferguson, in his paper 
on the "Nostrum Evil,” started off by 
saying that Ponce de Leon should have 
apparently waited 400 years for a pat­
ent medicine instead of seeking the 
fountain of youth in Florida. He ad­
vocated that the labels of/ all pat­
ent medicines should bear the formula 
and quantities of its contents, and 
that the use of drugs requiring a. medi­
cal certificate should he prohibited for 
these preparations. No mixture should 
be sold containing a habit-forming 
drug, more than five per cent, of al 
rohol, or dealing with sex questions. 
He would prohibit; newspaper fed’ 
vertisements, setting forth extravagant 
claims, while the post office should re­
fuse the privilege of the mails to secret 
remedies. Dr. Ferguson also thought it 
would be well if a Royal Commisssion 
were appointed to investigate the whole 
question.

Mr. Montague Re-Elected Grind 
Recorder of the Order.

Toronto, .lune 3.—Mr. Alexander Mor­
ris, the recently appointed sheriff of 
Renfrew County, was last night elected 
by acclamation as Grand Councillor of 
the Canadian Order of Choaen Friends 
at the biennial meeting of the Grand 
Council, held in the Temple building. 
Mr. Morris will preside over the des­
tinies of the order for the next two

Mr. E. T. Essery, K. C., of Jxmdon, 
the retiring Grand Councillor, presided, 
and in his address reported that in the 
twenty-two years of the existence of the 
order they had paid out to widows and 
orphans $2,676,000, and for sick benefits 
$233,319. Special appreciation was ex­
pressed of the services of Mr. W. F. 
Campbell, Grand Organizer, who had 
just completed his twenty-one years’ 
consecutive service in the order.

Tile Committe on Credentials report­
ed the presence of 408 representatives 
and 23 grand officers and committeemen, 
one of the largest gatherings in the his­
tory of the order.

Major H. J. Snellgrove, Cobourg, pre­
sented the report on the state of the or­
der, which was a most encouraging one 
and was under discussion all day. Dur­
ing 1908 over $314,000 of insurance funds 
had been received from the members. 
There had been 230 deaths and 03 disa­
bilities, upon which $25,04)0 had been 
paid out. The general fund showed a 
balance on hand of $327, as compared 
with nit overdraft of $676 last year, 
which the committee regarded as highly 
satisfactory, in view of the fact that the 
expenses of the organization department, 
were paid front this fund. The guaran­
tee fund showed over $1,000 on hand, 
mid the losses only totalled $144 last 
year. Some $220,000 of the insurance 
and sick fund had been invested in good 
municipal debentures, netting 4 1-2 per 
cent. Near 10,000 approved applications 
for membership had been received dur­
ing the two years.

The report, commended the work of 
the grand officers and was sustained by 
tin* council.

When the council adjourned at 11 
o’clock last night the balloting for the 
officers had not been completed and will 
U' continued this morning. Those elect­
ed, in addition to the Grand Councillor, 
were: Grand Vice-Councillor, Mr. K. .1. 
Fitzgerald. London; Grand Recorder, Mr. 
W. F. Montague, Hamilton; Grand 
Treasurer. Mr. Samuel Broadfoot, 
Guelph : Medical Examiner, Dr. .1. H. 
Bell, Kingston; First Grand Representa­
tive, Mr. A. W. Adams, Toronto.

On the completion of the elections this 
morning the proposed changes in the 
constitution will be discussed, the most 
important item probably being the rates 
to l»e charged, many claiming the pres­
ent, schedule is not sufficiently high.

SET CARS ON FIRE.
Mob Attacked Strike-Breakers in 

Philadelphia.

Philadelphia, June 3.—The attempt of 
the Philadelphia Rapid Transit to oper­
ate its cars to-night with strike-breakers 
imported from other cities resulted in 
the first serious rioting which has occur­
red since the strike of the street car men 
began on May 29. In the Kensington 
district, where many mills are. lo­
cated, the feeling ran high. Mobs uf 
men, women and children pulled the 
nmtormeu adn conductors from their 
curs and beat them sewrely, Iu 
many instances cars were set on fire 
and in other cases thrown across the 
tracks. The police were powerless to 
control the angry strike sympathizers. 
When they charged the mob it separated 
only to form again in the vicinity of 
another car.

One policeman was shot and prob­
ably fatally injured; another was 
ducked in a. water trough, while nearly 
a hundred persons were badly battered 
either by the police or by strike sympa­
thizers.

MURDER IN WOODS.
Twe Galicians Accused of Killing 

Their Camp Male.

Winnipeg, June 2.—The preliminary 
hearing of two Galicians, Nikola Koman- 
tik and M. Pidhoney, for the murder of 
their campmate in a lonely wood cabin 
near Sandilands on the night of March 
1, opened this morning. The men have 
been under arrest since the commission 
of the crime, but the authorities have 
been busy on the oust- ever since in an 
effort to secure something more than 
circumstantial evidence. The man who 
was killed was Metro Hewka. His 
throat was cut with a razor. Witnesses 
on the stand to-day told of a fight which 
had occurred on the . night previous to 
the murder, in which the dead man 
worsted one of the prisoners. X

The Crown is l>elieved to have a subf 
witness yet to come, as it is expected a^ 
third man who has been under suspicion 
«ill turn King’s evidence to-morrow. He 
has placed his confession in the hands 
of the police.

CONFERENCE.
Minuter» Talk of the Theological 

Teits.

Rev. F. J. Grout, Who Went to De­
troit, Granted Lelters of Standing.

London, Ont., June 2.—At the min­
isterial session of the Metholist Con­
ference which began this morning 
there was some discussion over «he 
case of F. J. Grout, who was sta­
tioned at Northwood, where he was 
getting $400 a year, and who left the 
London Conference and went to De­
troit, where he joined with the Meth­
odist Episcopal Church. It was final­
ly voted that his request for a letter 
of standing be granted.

The controversy really began this 
afternoon when the name of Chester 
McRoberts, first on the list for or­
dination, was proposed. No reflection 
was thrown on Mr. McRoberts, but 
with the submission of his name came 
the assertion from several members 
present that the examination of can­
didates for ordination, some time ago 
discontinued, should be now resumed. 
On top of this came Dr. Gundy’s 
motion. “We used to be sure of the 
soundness of the teaching in our col­
leges,” he continued, “but it is dif­
ferent now. Wc are a little doubt­
ful about some of those recently ap­
pointed to the faculties; wc want to 
let the college know that the rank and 
file of our churches arc sound in 
their doctrine; wc want to let them 
know that the ministry is sound —at 
no time more than the present should 
this be emphasized.”

Rev. Dr. Chown addressed the ses­
sion on tho opium traffic, the cigar­
ette question and the white slave 
traffic. “Five years,” he said, “is the 
maximum penalty for injuring a tree 
to the extent of $5, but for selling a 
young girl into a life of shame five 
years is the extreme penalty.

NO HOSTILITY.
Great Britain and Germany Are 

Rival», Not Enemie».

New York, June 2.—Count Von Bern- 
*torff. the German Ambasasdor, who 
<aine to New York to-day to receive an 
honorary LL. D. at the Columbia Uni­
versity commencement, took occasion in 
the course of an interview this after­
noon to pooh-pooh the talk of impending 
or probable war between England and 
Germany. “England has no need to wor­
ry about the likelihood of war with my 
country,” lut said. “The jingoism of a 
few easily excitable persons in England 
will soon pass over. Between the two 
Governments there is no misunderstand­
ing or enmity, and the sentiment of the 
two peoples toward one another is not 
hostility or bitterness, but a healthy, 
temperate, good-natured rivalry.

“Germany is very proud of the pro­
gress which Count Zeppelin and our 
other aeronauts have made. But the 
English yellow journals arc of course 
wrong in their efforts to make war talk 
out of our efforts to conquer the air. 
We arc building no secret fleet of war 
airships, and we have no scout balloons 
hovering over the English const.”

CZAR AND KAISER.
They Will Meet This Month In 

Finniih Gulf.

St. Petersburg, June 2.—A meeting 
between Emperor William and Emperor 
Nicholas has been arranged and will 
take place in the waters of the Finnish 
Gulf. The exact date of the meeting 
will be decided upon later, but it prob­
ably will be June 17. The German Em­
peror will arrive on the imperial yacht 
Hohenzollern, while Nicholas will lie 
aboard the Standart, accompanied by 
M. Iswolsky, the Foreign Minister, and 
Admiral Voevodskv, the Minister ot

The news of the proposed interview 
between the sovereigns, coming so soon 
after the settlement of the Balkan crisis 
has aroused eager speculation among the 
diplomats at St. Petersburg. It was 
supposed in some quarters that German 
mediation, which had ended the crisis, 
had left an inheritance of bitterness 
which would estrange the two monarch» 
and lead Russia to identify herself more 
closely with Great Britain’s continental 
policy.

The meeting, which, according to some 
reports, has been arranged by the initia­
tive of Emperor Nicholas, is taken, to 
mean that Russia prefers an amicable ar­
rangement with Germany to the doubt­
ful issue of an antagonistic policy. It 
Emperor William also meets President 
Fallieres, as reported from Berlin, the 
European situation may be regarded ns 
entering upon a decidedly peaceful phase.

R. Duval, of Winnipeg, the retiring Mod 
eiator, and read by Dr. Patrick, of Win­
nipeg, was a masterly plea for church 
union, and was listened to with intense 
interest. The text was John xvi. 12 ami 
13:

“I have yet many things to say unto 
you, but ye cannot hear them now. 
Howbeit, when the spirit of truth is 
come, he will guide you into all truth.”

I meditate on this passage with rev­
erence for the deep and tender concern 
of Jesus for hie disciples. They were 
about to begin the greatest work ever 
undertaken for humanity. He would 
flood them with knowledge, but he 
knows the laws of the soul. He under­
stands that fixed correlation between 
the teaching mind and the unfolding 
capacity of the pupil to take in truth. 
Therefore, He looks sympathetically on 
them and says: “I have yet many things 
to say unto you, but ye are not yet able 
to liear them.”

The more deeply 1 study this truth the 
more am I impressed with the beautiful 
harmony existing between the under­
standing of Christ and the creation. He 
•Iocs not show the slightest shade of that 
fanatical cast that so often rests on 
merely human reformers. He is the sub­
ject. of no impractical idealism. He is 
bound by no traditional error. He shows 
a purely spiritual rationality. He seems 
to walk in His Father’s realm, and about 
His Father’s business, with a clear scien 
tific insight into the conditions of the 
souls upon which He has come to labor. 
He is ready to accommodate His truth 
io the capacity of men. He has corné 
thaï, men might have life and have it 
®nre abundantly; but He recognizes 
that men are cultivable, progressive 
erealures. He cannot press upon unde­
veloped minds a mass of untimely dog­
mas, inarticulate to the understadning. 
Hie earth is constantly fed from lieav- 
Pn- Die sun is the constant source of 
all physical power ; and behind the sun 
ls the constant source of all spiritual 
power. And-there is a happy correlation 
between the growing subject and nur­
turing power, physical and spiritual. The 
budding vine reaches up and is met by 
another slat of the trellis placed there 
by superior foreordaining intelligence. 
The vine by some inherent tendency 
reaches upward, is drawn by the. sun, 
waving in the wind, discovers and 
clutches the stay, wo foreordained, and 
ls strengthened thereby.

So the growing subject is bidden to 
Icok each day for daily broad from God. 
The pupil is led consecutively from 
arithmetic to algebra, and on to the 
higher mathematics, by the superior 
mind, as it grows into ability. So the 
Father of our spirits send the Holy 
Spirit to guide us into all truth.

The failure to recognize this fixed cor­
relation between the growing soul and 
the guiding Spirit has been the source of 
interminable troubles in the world; it 
persecuted the prophets) rejected the 
Fight of the world, repressed progress, 
alienated reason from religion, burned 
the Alexandrian library, turned fields of 
faith into intellectual deserts, and left 
souls to grope in superstitution, and 
rage in fanaticism and blood.

The adaptation of religion to tile sav­
age differs from its adaptation to civ­
ilized society. Its adaptation to a quiet 
pastoral people differs from its adapta­
tion to those in a rushing commercial­
ism. So its adaptation to the scholar 
must differ from its adaptation to the 
vulgar mind. That is what a living 
preacher is for—he is to rightly divide 
the word. A moderator is to moderate. 
A child can look at a clock and ring a 
hell on the nick of time, and rudely call 
down a gentleman in the midst of a 
glowing peroration. But that is not 
moderating; it is mechanical murdering 
of eloquent vitality. So the mechanical 
uttering of dead, dry, dogma that is not 
articulate to the understanding, is not

g preac
no more in harmony with tiie mind of 
the living God than it is with the de­
mands of true science.

I think you will agree with rtie that 
the church needs to lend its ear to the 
guiding wisdom and love of the Spirit to 
meet the increasing needs of the grow­
ing age.

This is an age of critical mind, of 
agonizing commercialism; an age that is 
consequently seeking relief in sensuous 
indulgence and vulgar display, forget­
ting the hidden man of the heart. It 
is an age of compound difficulties, of 
struggle for the mastery between capi­
tal and labor; an age that gives oppor­
tunity to men without principle, like 
lurking thieves in the din of bat le to 
plunder the field while the fight is going 
on. It is an age when some politicians 
play every game of the gambler, every 
trick of “bluff” and “cover” to deceive 
the people ; an age in which the press is 
not always free, sometimes purchased 
and used to Cover villainy; to abuse and 
ruin, if possible, any soul that dares to 
oppose their crimes. And yet, thank 
God, it is an age that is not content 
with itself. This is a hopeful sign, a 
prophecy of go<xl. Men are struggling to 
free themselves from ills they cannot 
clearly define. These demands will not 
bo met by reiteration of dry dogmas. 
The system of public education has 
taught our children to reason. The pew 
is pushing mere traditions out of the 
pulpit. The world is trying to analyze 
the mystical and to realize the pro-

This guidance of the Spirit is exer­
cised upon men in general, through such 
as are able to bear it, through those who 
are qualified: by nearness to God and 
likeness to God to manifest His will. 
The old scripture is right: “God spake 
in time past through the prophets.” The 
idea that this text is a promise of some 
general afflatus seems erroneous, and 
has led to untold evils. It has led 
hare-brained and even immoral people to 
assert that they were led by the Spirit. 
It is only the pure in heart that can see 
God—only those who do Ilis will can 
know of the teaching whether it be of 
God.

The spirit of God has an orderly 
function in creation and providence. 
He is the executive of the Godhead. 
Whatever God does, He does by the 
Spirit. Matter is not intelligent. When 
God works on matter to build it up 
into organisms, He works through the 
Spirit. The Spirit brooded over chaos 
to bring forth cosmos. He garnished 
the heavens. The psalmist says: "Of 
all living creatures, ‘Thou sendest forth 
thy spirit, they arc created.’” He is 
the source of intellectual life. “He 
tcacheth us more than the beast* of 
the earth, and mnketh us wiser than 
the fowls of heaven.” He qualified 
Itezaleel with wisdom and understand­
ing for the fine work of the tabernacle. 
Moses for a law giver, the prophets for 
their messages to men. He applies the 
grace of God inredemption. He rested 
upon Jesus without measure and quali­
fied the holy apostles for their work. 
And it does not appear that our I/ml 
was alluding to any revolution in the 
economy of the Spirit’s work when He 
told His apostles that the Spirit would 
guide them, as they were able, into all 
truth. And that ability consists in de­
velopment of mind, the purity of heart 
that sees God, and that obedience to the 
will of God that lifts men into experi­
mental knowledge of His teachings. As 
they grew into proper media for the 
manifesting of God’s truth, that truth 
would be unfolded to them. But never 
would the pearl he cAst beneath the 
foot of the non appreciative swine. 
Through all the ages that spiritual 
economy has obtained which is set forth 
in the 91st Psalm: “Because he hath
sot his love upon me .............. [ will
show him my salvation.” Men must 
rise to a rich and deep appreciation of 
God l>efore they can become the reveal- 
ers of His will or the servants of His 
power. The. subliment drama ever 
written—that of Job—shows us a soul 
able to bear, capable of holding to God 
through darkness ns well as light, 1 
through storm and stress to the loss of 
all—to the breaking of the heart ; but 
bv it he became the revelator of the 
clearest theology of his age. Abram 
could leave home and kindred to pursue 1 
the high purpose of God, and so be­
came the revelator of a blessing for all 
nations. Moses could turn from the 
glory of Egypt and prefer to suffer 
affliction with the people of God; but 
through this ability, so to liear. the 
Spirit made him the lawgiver of the 
world. Isaiah could be sawn asunder 
for the truth of God, and so became the 
prince of the prophets. Jesus rose to 
the subliment devotion to the Father’s 
will, and for its sake endured the most 
cruel agonies of the cross, but shined 
out in a new revelation that was the 
“Light of the world.” Paul could count 
all things lost for the excellency of the 
knowledge of Christ Jesus, his Lord, 
ami set the church ablaze with mis­
sionary zeal. These nil were media 
for the revelation of God, by the Spirit; 
because they had souls able and will­
ing the bear the burden of revelation. 
So your Savannrolas, Tinsses, Luthers, 
Calvins, Knoxes, Livingstones, and as 
many as laid their lives on the altar 
of God. they have paid the price of 
revelation and excellence in God, by 
dying to the world that they might 
bring something more of heaven to 
earth. The Spirit guideth them and 
spoke through them, as they were able 
to bear. The bickering scribe, the tradi­
tional Pharisee, the metaphysical dis­
putant, never emitted a ray of prophetic 
light. The Christ needed to drive 
away their clouds, lx*fore He could let 
shine the title light of redeeming love. 
We should bow our heads and veil our 
faces before this great truth. What 
Hjc church needs to-day is ministers 
who are able to take the guidance of 
the Spirit into all truth. The earth is 
still fed from heaven—all physical 
growtli by the sun, af! spiritual by Him 
who lights the sun. We need men cap­
able of being in such sympathy with 
His who is behind the sun as.to bring 
His reserves of spirit and payer to 
ennoble the chawctcr» of men, as the

sun beautifies the flowers that are be­
neath their feet.

Are we doing our best to put such 
men into the office of the ministry— 
men capable of bearing the guidance of 
the Spirit into all truth ? We must get 
away from the idea that God acts arbi­
trarily in calling men to the ministry. 
We sometimes use accommodating 
language about God’s qualifying man 
and being with the mouth of Moses 
and Aaron. But the historic fact is that 
the men who have done the great work 
of God in the world "have been men of 
great natural force, stimulated by cir­
cumstances—aP of which is the way 
of God’s working as much as any arbi­
trary action.

Men are to be bred for such great­
ness. Would you think like a man, stop 
and listen to the heart throbs of 
Jochabed, as she leaned over the infant 
Moses, whom she saw to be a goodly, 
fair-proportioned child. Listen how 
she poured into his ear the long sore 
sufferings of his mother’s people—how 
she sought to kitadle a fire that water 
oould not quencm Would he grow to 
be a deliverer? Tnlat is the way great 
souls are set to the\ mould of efficiency. 
If we have gotten arv and shallow and 
uncertain about th»-~Verities df our re-’ 
ligion, then we nfust husk off the dry, 
traditional,-^, ritual emptiness, and dig 
deep into its reality, its scientific worth 
in lifting the soul ; and then by all the 
value of the soul and the general well 
being of man press its claims upon the 
children of men. When there is a great 
cause, a tangible need for heroic 
actions, our young men volunteer hv 
thousands.

The voutk who is appealed to as Moses 
was, is apt to try to do as Moses did.
I am compelled therefore to believe that 
there is something wrong with the con­
duct of the church to-day, that she does 
not attract the noblest of our sons to 
her standards. Is she presenting a cause 
in all point; worthy to atraot? I have 
been worried at times listening to church 
courts talk of increasing "the pay of stu­
dents in the mission field, one or two 
dollars per week, as a means of getting 
young men. Brethren, our students are 
human and need bread, they have brains 
and need books, they have self-respect 
and do not like to appear as paupers— 
which they sometimes are compelled to 
do, when some little, split-up field fails 
to pay for their bread and bed' and 
clothes ; but for all this no money con­
sideration can bait a great soul. *

It is time the church was seeking to 
free itself from its abnormal position. 
When any oppression prevents a plant 
from lifting its head heavenward, it will 
branch laterally in manv directions 
seekiilg the sun. So the church not be­
ing permitted to lift its head heaven­
ward in the Reformation, put forth 
rnany branches abnormally. Nobody saw 
this more clearly than the great Cal­
vin. In reply to Cranmer's invitation 
to a general council of Protestants he 
wrote: “The body of Christ is torn 
asunder, because the members arc sep- 
arated. So far as I am concerned, if i 
can be of any use I will readily pass 
over ten seas to effect the object in 
view. If the welfare of England alone 
were concerned. I should regard it a suf­
ficient reason to act thus. But at pre­
sent, when our purpose is to unite the 
sentiments of all grave and learned men 
and so, according to the rule of scrip­
ture, bring the separated churches into 
one neither labor nor trouble of anv 
Rind ought to lie spared. ’’

O Calvin, willing to he led to the 
.Spirit into all truth through the storm 
ami stour of your time, would God you 
were living now to breathe on us! The 
Jew. confirmed in the letter that killeth 
refused to be guided by the spirit which 
inaketh alive, has ever since wept, uii- 
eonsoled, by the broken walls of Jeru­
salem. The old Roman unity, declining 
to hr led by the Spirit of God into the 
purifying of itself, like an old wine skin, 
was burst asunder by the new wine 
working within. Providential economies 
did not cease with the Reformation. As 
Protestants, we need to ho led by the 
.Spirit into higher generalizations of 
thought, into wider, deeper, richer, 
Christian ethics. And we need to be 
guided, according to the rule of Scrip­
ture, as Calvin says, in bringing the sep- 
niatc churches into one, or wo will fail 
in power before the world. Instead of 
childish rivalries, the world is demand­
ing a church full of zeal for the amelior­
ation of human conditions. Instead of 
bolstering these petty rivalries by gath­
ering up scores of incompetent men to 
hold contested fields, the world is a.sh 
ing to send men deeply cultured in all 
truth, and competent to lead into amel­
ioration. We are only trifling with the 
mighty problems that burdened the 
heart of the Son of God. And it is time 
to put away childish things and follow 
His Spirit into the wider, deeper, richer 
thoughts of world-redeeming love. This 
alone will lift men out of the bickering 
criticism of the letter that killeth, into 
the atmosphere that maketh alive.

Tt is therefore laid on us to review 
our work, eritieise our economy, and 
know of a truth whether we are adjust­
ing ourselves to the needs of the ace or 
not.

Canada occupies most advantageous 
ground for a forward movement of God’s 
kingdom. A part of the New World, she 
is happily free from many unreasonable 
traditions that bind tlie Old World. 
Younger and less populous than the 
Lmted States, she is more mobile. She 
comes into international relations under 
circumstances 'peculiarly her own that 
enable her to be a leader in moral and 
religious life. But if she fails to know 
“the time of her visitation” another 
shall take her glory. What your action 
may be, whether towards union, federa­
tion, or remaining ns you are, 1 charge 
you to be sure that you so net ns to be 
able to say, “Master, thou knowest that 
I hnve devoutly and earnestly labored 
to do my best in following the guidance 
or Thy Spirit into all truth.’

Dr. R. Campbell’s prayer constituting 
the Assembly as the supreme court, of 
the church was very beautiful in its dic­
tion and chaste. "We thank Thee, 0 
God, for our mountains and oiir prairies, 
our rivers and valleys. Here in our be­
loved land we have all tilings that make 
great in the physical world. Wo ahank 
Thee also for giving us the honor to be 
put into the ministry of Thy Word and 
sacraments, and the government of Thy 
Church. Thou hast • borne with our 
manifold shortcomings, yet Thy Truth 
and Love still shine around and over us. 
We bless Thee, too, for the seals whom 
Thou hast given n« seals of our minis­
try. and the favors manifested upon all 
the various operations of the church. 
We pray Thee now to help us. We are 
ready to do what lies in our power, be­
lieving that * willing mind is accepted 
for what it liafi’ and not for what it 

i hath not. May the spirit of truth, there­

fore, guide unto all truth. For the Re­
deemer’s sake. Amen.

DR. LYLE NOMINATED.
Dr. Ratcliffe was on his feet with the 

first tick of the Assembly clock. As a 
neighbor minister for thirty-one years, 
during the who-le of Dr. Lyle’s pastorate, 
it was at once clear what name he was 
to nominate in succession to Dr. Duval 
as Moderator. He looked his brethren 
right in the eyes—and the well-known 
St. Catharines minister has a “command­
ing” countenance—as much as to say, 
“let us waste no time over this matter, 
of course Dr. Lyle is going to be your 
choice.” He did not use these words, but 
acted them. He said the Church should 
honor ]>r. Lyle because of his distin­
guished place in this city as a pastor; 
secondly, because of his eminent services 
to the whole Church, especially as con­
vener of Augmentation, and, thirdly, it 
would also through him be an honor to 
tire past and present history of this con* 
gregation. Thus his speech was in pro­
per textual form.

Rev. A. J. McGfillivray, of Vancouver, 
as a former London minister, and now 
in touch with the West, seconded the 
motion. He said: “I have come 2,800 
miles from the “last West,” and I know 
that the election of Dr. Lyle would be 
received with great delight from ocean 
to ocean.” It was an optimistic speech, 
and naturally *o, if for no other reason 
than that the brisk young orator saw 
every day how men’s calculations in 
real estate were abundantly rewarded. 
And when the vote was taken it looked 
as if every man in those 2,800 miles said

On Sunday afternoon, May 30, a spe­
cial senice for the Loyal Orange Lodge 
was conducted in St. John’s Anglican 
Church by the Rev. Mr. 1/mke, who de­
livered an eloquent and impressive ad­
dress to over 80 Orangement from Mug- 
ersville L. 0. L. No. 51, Erie L. O. L. No. 
128 and Port Dover L. Ü. L. No. 928. 
The members marched in a body from 
the Town Hall to the church, where they 
listened with rapt attention to the 
thrilling sermon delivered. Special mu­
sic was furnished by the choir, and was 
very ably rendered. The seating capaci­
ty of the church was taxed to its ut­
most, and many people were forced to 
remain outside.

By way of introduction the speaker 
said watchwords had been used at a 
vety early date, and referred to the his­
torical Grecian command to “Return 
with thy shiedl or on thy shield.” The 
uppermost thought during the Crusades 
was, “Remember the Holy City.” Nel­
son’s stirring words at Trafalgar were. 
“England expects every man this day 
to do his duty.” To-day Canada expects 
every man to do his duty. But, ringing 
like a clarion note above them all was 
the ancient watchword of the text, “The 
sword of the Lord and of Gideon.” He 
told of how Gideon’s army was reduced 
to 300 and how that army was victor­
ious. The weapons of defence were a 
pitcher containing a light. With one ac­
cord the watchword rang out, and 301) 
voiocs shouted as they broke their pitch 
tvs, “The sword of the Lord and of Gid­
eon.” In closing he urged his hearers to 
load lives worthy of the noble teachings 
of the order.

Fewer Immigrants From Europe 

But More From States.

Ottawa, Ont., June 3.—The total im­

ORTHODOXY 
OF STUDENTS.

London Conference Minuter* Not 
to Examine Candidate*.

Examination in College and Pii- 
trict Considered Enough.

Move to Have Press Reports Cen­
sored Objected to.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
London, Ont., June 3.—The minister­

ial session of the London conference 
this morning practically put the closure 
on the discussion of the Carman-Jack- 
son controversy by deciding by an al­
most unanimous vote that the young 
men coming up for ordination should 
not be examined by the conference con­
cerning the orthodoxy of their beliefs.

A motion presented by Dr. Gundy and 
Rev. T. T. George that the candidates 
be examined was amended by Dr. Cooke, 
by suggesting that the candidates ap­
pear, before the commission instead.

“I don’t like going back to the dark 
ages,” said Rev. Jas. Livingstone, ‘‘and 
I don’t believe you will gain anything 
by this sort of enquiry/

Rev. S. J. Jolliffe expressed himself 
as sorry that the speeches yesterday 
had seemed to throw some doubt on 
the orthodoxy of the young men. They 
have been examined by the district 
meeting and found satisfactory, and he 
did not think they should go farther.

Rev. J. F. Knight, who was put 
through a severe examination at Goder­
ich two years ago, spoke very strongly 
on the question. ‘T went to my cir­
cuit,” he said, “under a strong suspi­
cion of heresy, and you have no right 
to place a man under that disadvan­
tage.”

Rev. G. F. Sal ton, of Stratford, said 
that when a man had been examined in 
college ajid before his district, lie could 
find no authority in the discipline to 
warrant any farther examination. It 
Î8 absolutely unfair to them, he said, to 
put them in a sweat box when they are 
not expecting it, and it is unbrotherly to 
the district who recommended them.

The motion was finally lost.
Rev. G. N. Hazen moved that the 

newspaper reports ought to be censored 
by the president of the conference.

Rev. M. L. Pearson thought that the 
conference could do nothing that would 
dishonor them more than to take this 
action, and the conference echoed his 
opinion by defeating the motion.

members of the Council may refer back 
to the board any report or question for 
reconsideration.

The board would nominate all officers, 
regulate all salaries, control . all ex­
penditures, fix the estimates and rate 
of taxation, award contracts and re­
port all matters to the council. While 
the auditors would not he dispensed 
with, the board could examine into and 
pass upon all accounts and pay lists.

Much of the detail work of commit­
tees would be performed by the board 
and thus make the work of the aider- 
men lighter.

The Council may assign to the Board 
such other duties as to the Council 
may seem meet.

The members of the board form part 
of the Council, and Vote thereat in same 
manner as aldermen.

The Defendenls Say 'Meter Was 
Fraudulently Interfered With.

Judge Teetzel Fixes Damages in 
Webb vs. Box.

Mr. Justice Teetzel held an evening 
•easion of the non-jury High Court last 
night, to make up for the afternoon hav­
ing been “off” to allow His Lordship to 
attend a June wedding.

When court re-opened at 8 o’clock the 
fiction of Webb vs. Box et al. was contin­
ued. The lawyers had failed to reach 
an agreement during the afternoon, con­
sequently it fell to the Judge to settle 
the question. Great amusement was 
created by the discussion as to the value 
of three horses. 1 bese horses were sold 
at auction by defendants for $1.25, $2.25 
and $3.25; they were evidently bought 
for speculation purposes, as the pur­
chasers disposed of them again at a pro­
fit of about $1 each. Une of these was 
sold a third time for $11, the vendor 
took a note for the amount, which was 
no good. Evidently these horses got 
into the hands of professional horse deal­
ers, who made a nice little profit out of 
them, so that nwsus are sometimes valu­
able after their working days are over. 

Court adjourned at 10.45.
After some discussion the judge held 

that the valuation of goods by plaintiff 
had been too high, this morning held 
that, the sale was illegal. After careful 
consideration and taking into account 
the counter claim he allowed the plain­
tiff judgment for $164.60 and costs. The 
amount of the sale was $464.60, allow­
ing defendants $300 for damages done 
to property by plaintiff. He fixed the 
costs at $175.

The next action was Ontario Pipe 
Line Co. vs. the Simpson Prick Co. The 
plaintiff claims that at the request of 
the defendants on and prior to June 30, 
1008, they supplied to the defendant 
2,028,000 feet of natural gass, the pro­
perty of the plaintiff at 50 cents per 
1,000, amounting in all to $1,014, which 
defendants refuse to pay. The plaintiff 
claims $1,014, with interest from June 
30, 1908, with further and other relief, 
as the nature of the case may require.

The defendants deny the plaintiff's 
claim, and say that the sum of $507 of 
the said amount represents the penalty 
for failure to pay the balance of $507 
within the time allowed by the plain­
tiff’s regulations, and submit that if the 
findings of the court be that the balance 
of $507 is owing that it be remitted on 
the following grounds: On the 1st day 
of September, 1906, and from time to 
time thereafter, the plaintiffs installed 
several meters on defendants’ premises, 
known as the Aberdeen Brick Yards, 
for the registration of the quantity of 
gas since which time, up to about the 
17th day of August, 1908, the plaintiffs 
have supplied gas to the defendants for 
manufacturing purposes at their yards, 
and from time to time during the said 
period, there has been fraudulent man­
ipulation of the said meters by the ser­
vants and agents of the plaintiffs, and 
that owing to such manipulation the 
meters were frequently made to show 
a much larger quantity of gas than 
was actually consumed. They claim that 
from time to time they have been com­
pelled to pay much larger sums for gas 
than was right. The defendants also say 
that three men in their employ, Sam­
uel Thompson, George E. Be van and 
John Pearce, discovered an employee of 
the plaintiff, whose duty it is to read 
the meters, altering and manipulating 
the meters with intent to defraud the 
defendants, and that the defendants im­
mediately informed P. V. Byrnes, man­
ager of the gas company of the occur-

The defendants claim that the plain­
tiffs have been supplying them with gas 
as aforesaid, which cost $1.25 to $1.45 
for burning 1,000 bricks. From informa- | 
tion obtained by them from prominent 
brick makers throughout Ontario and 
elsewhere, who are using gas for brick- 
making, they believe the cost of burning 
1,000 of brick should not exceed $1, and 
that the large amount used by them can 
only be ascribed to fraudulent manipula­
tion of the said meters.

By way of set off the defendants 
claim against the plaintiffs the sum of 
$250, being an equivalent to a reduc­
tion of 33 1-3 per cent.

Mr. J. W. Nesbitt, K. ( .. appeared for 
the plaintiff, and Geo. H. Watson. K. C., 
of Toronto, for the defendant.

The bookkeeper of the plaintiff was 
first called, but had no personal knowl­
edge of the items. He merely made en­
tries in the books of reports made to 
him, but could not vouch for their cor­
rectness.

Mr. Pye was next called, but had no 
knowledge of the readings except that
of May 26.

J. G. Carruthers testified that he shut 
the gas off on the 2nd of June. It was 
registered at that time at 2,025,000 feet 
and that the defendants later turned the 
gas on without any authority. The Gov­
ernment's stamp was on the meter used 
at that time. Being cross-questioned by 
Mr. Watson, he said he had shut off 
the meter, and had not given instruc 
lions to anyone to turn it on. None of 
the employees of the company would 
turn it on without his orders.

He was asked why he broke the seal 
on the meter, and said he didn t know 
that he had broken the seal. He had 
not broken any government seal, lie 
was asked what he did with the seal 
on June 5, but said he did not know 
whether he was there on June 5; if he 
were there he probably cleaned the 
meter, but did not break the seal. He 
■aid that at no time had he changed the 
readings of the meters, nor had he evei 
been asked by Mr. Byrnes as to breaking 
the government seal. So far as he could 
remember Mr. Byrnes had never spoken 
to him with respect to the charge made 
by Messrs. Thompson, Bevan and Pierce. 

Mr. Watson—Was there a seal on this

it from being moved.

Mr. Watson—Once the government 
seal is on it cannot be tampered with? 

Witness - No.

Witness—1 did not move it.
Mr. Watson—Did you ever break

Witness—No.

Mr. Watson—I am instructed that 
you changed the meter in June. 

Witness—I deny the charge.
Court adjourned at 1.15 with this case 

still in progress.

THE RIOT IN 
PHILADELPHIA.

A Hundred Wounded Under Treat­
ment in the Hospitals.

Police Cells Crowded With Persons 
Arrested For Rioting.

Trouble Caused by Running Street 
Cars After Dark.

Philadelphia, June 3.—Conditions out­
wardly were peaceable tihs morning in 
Philadelphia, following last night’s rio­
tous outbreak in certain sections, when 
the Philadelphia Rapid Transit Co. 
put into effect its order to run cars 
after nightfall, something that has not 
been attempted since the strike of its 
motormen and conductors began last 
Saturday.

All those injured in last night's seri­
ous rioting will recover. About 100 are 
under treatment in hospitals. The sta­
tion houses were filled to overflowing 
with persons arrested for rioting. As 
illustrating the ugly feeling engendered 
by last night’s rioting there were more 
minor disturbances this morning, pro­
bably than at any time since the strike 
began. Nothing serious happened how­
ever, the strike sympathizers merely de­
voting their energies to the harrass- 
ment of the strike-breakers, and others 
who are running the comparatively few 
cars that are on the street.

Four hundred additional sub-police­
men were sworn in this morning.

Timothy O’Leary, assistant superin­
tendent of police, who has been in active 
charge of the policing of the city since 
the strike began, declared to-day that 
if necessary, to preserve order, 1,000 ex­
tra men will be enrolled for police 
duty.
