Evils of Child Labour.

TRENTON, Jan. 21.—The Inspector of Child
Labour in his first annual report says hefound
everywhere that the child Paobour system left
indelible traces of mental and physical de-
generacy in careworn children with dwarfed
bodies, He saw countless young women who
were physical wrecks from being employed at
an early age for long hours amid machinery.
The iliteracy of the children he met in fac-
tories was shocking.  Child labour has in-
creased in a much greater ratio than adult
labour, and the increase has been at the ex-
pense of the latter, as it has decreased the
wages of parents and adults. In many cases
wages have been 30 reduced that parents -are

The bands in-
cluded in the several Indian territories have
for the most part betaken themseives to
their reserves, and a bill for the further pro-
motion of their interests will be submitted to
you, as well as a measure applieable to the
whole Dominion, for the purpose of encourag-
ng the more advanced Indian communities
%o assume the responsibilities of self-govern-
ment.

The bill laid before you last session for the
representation of the people in Parhament
and the assimilation of electoral franchises ex-
isting in the several provinces has now been
before the country for a year. The measure
will be reintroduced, and I commend it %o
your attention.

I would also urge upon youn the expediency
of providing for the regulation o?efactory
labour and the protection of the workingman
and his family. The measare submitfed lust
session, with some amendments, will be laid
beiore you.

The rupid progress of ths Canadian Pacific
railway has been maintained throughout
the past year. Of the 2833 miles
of the main line between Pembroke and Port
Moody, 1,738 miles are now constructed, and
thus render practicable the completion of
that great work within the next two years,
aithough the time within which the railway
company is bound to finish the road will notex-
pire’until 1801. My Government has thought
1tof the greatest importance for the settlement
of the North-West and the development of
our trade that its completion from sea to sea
should be hastened, and the com-
pany enabled to open the line
throughout by the spring of 1886. With
this view, and in order to aid the company
in procuring sufficient capital for the purpose
by the disposal of its ansold shares, the Goy-
ernment agreed to receive a deposit of money
and securities sufficient to pay & minimum
3 per. cent. dividend ‘for ten years
on $65,000,000 of the stock. That arrange.
ment was made in the belief that it would give
steadiness and increased value to tne shares on
the market, A combination of unfavourable
circumstanees has prevented the fulfilment of
these expectations, and the company has not
been able $0 obtain the required capital by a
sale of 1is stock. The best means
of preventing any delay in the great
object of the early completion of
the railway demamds your earnest con-
sideration. Iam pleased to be able to state
that the operation of that portion of the
railway already opened affords the most
gratifying evidence of its soundness as a
commercial enterprise, and of its great value

With respect to. promised legislation, the
growth of our manufacturing industries
necessitates the introdugtion of a measure to
improve the condition of the workimgman,
and thereby improving the condition of the
whole community; I am sure the measure
proposed to be mntroduced to assimilate the
laws regulating Dominion elections through-
out all the provinces will be favourably re-
ceived. It 18 also proposed to legislate with
regard to the Indians, who are our heri

and whom we have succeeded in retaining
as friendly allies instead of our vigorous
enemies, as in the United States. The dis-
appearance of buffalo in our North-West,
owing to the rapid slaughter, has induced
many tribes to give up their nomadic habits
and to become tillers of the soil, and the
reserves set apart for them have to a large
extent been settled mpon. Many of these
are now asking to have some measure of self-
government. conceded to them, and.I am
sure that our emlightened Canadian Parlia-
ment will take & warm interest in im-
proving the condition of the abori-
gmes of this country. The construction
of the Ccnada. Pacific railway has been
prosecuted with an energy unprecedented in
this country. Out of a total length of 2,833
miles, 1,735 are constructed, and 1t must be
gratifying to know that the portion con-
structed and in operation has proved not
only a great success to the operators but a
great advantage to the country. We may
overlook the advantages which that road will
be to this country when it is completed, but
when we recollect that the two American
Pacific railroads are not through lines, but
only pactial through lines, and that ours wilt
be the only transcontinental route extend-
ing from sea to sea under one manage-
ment, and hundreds of ‘‘miles shorter
than either of the other Pacific roads, no
matter what connections they may make, we
must agree that great resunits will flow to this
country from its construction. Upen one ques-
tion I take it we should  be all m:imd.
and that is upon the Canadian Pacific
railway., We should say, * The railway
must be built,” and it will be built. The
Roman Senate once said, and the Romans
re-echoed the fiat, ** Carthage must be de-
stroyed,” and Carthage was destroyed.

Mr. LACOSTE, in rising to move an ad-
dress in reply to the Speech trom the Throne,
touched on the pleasure he felt at the appoint-
ment of Lord Lansdowne as Governor-
General, He regretted the departure of the
Marquis of Lorne, who had evinced such deep
interest in Canada, and paid a tribute to the
