In 1923 Canada produced 16.9

million tons of coal, exported 1.6

million tons, imported 22.1 million
tons from the United States and 0.5
million tons from Great Britain, so
‘that the apparent consumptiom of
coal in C.anada in 1923 was approxs
mately 38 million tons as compared
with 27.5 million tops in 1922 and

31.1, million tons in 1921 according
to the fimal report by the Mining
Metallurgical and Chemical Branch
of the Dominion Bureau of Statis-
tics.

The report tu(!hor states that
nearly 8.75 million ‘tons of Canadian
coal was burned in Canada during
1023; of this amount about one-hah
was consumed in the producing
provinces and zu;prnxinmlely four
n _inter-provincial trade during the
vear. Shipments of Nova Scotia

coal to other Canadian provinces

principdlly New Brunswick, Prince
Edward Island, and Quebec amount
ed to 2,179,061 tons.
