His cry of despair pierces the rocks ; itis
like & death-rattle cleaving the air; at a
distance of thirty leagues it strikes the
ear of Charle.nagne, who feels the hero's
soul passing in it. The horn of Uberon is
mocking, comic and fantastic as it is fit-
ting that the instrument of the king of
the elves should be; all who hear it are
obliged to dance. In Weiland’s ballad,
the Chevalier Huon, surprised by the calif
at the feet of his dauguter, the beautiful
Rezaia, is condemned to the stake together
with his lady-love. But at the o.uent
when the fagots are lighted- Huon puts
his lips to the magic horn that Oberon
gave him. At the first blast the whole
town is seized with-vertigo ; agas, imauws,
muftis, pachas and dervishes, with their
pointed bonnets, begin to turn furiously
and form an imwmense farandole around
the pyre.

In Norway, the genius Fossegrin teaches
the violin, in the night of Holy Thursday,
to any person who sacrifices to hin a
‘white goat and throws it into a cascade
flowing northward, taking care to turn
away his head. The genius then seizes
the right hand of his pupil -and moves it
over the strings of the fiddle until the
blood comes out under the nails. The
apprentice is thenceforth a aster, and
his enchanted violin will make trees dance
and stay rivers in their course.

The reader will remember the magic
power of the flute in the legend of the
piper of Hamelin, so charmingly related
by ‘Robert Browning.

The drum, too, plays a great role in
magical music. The drum of the Thes-
salian witches brought the moon down
fro.n the sky. The drum of the sorcerers
of Lapland sumwmons the soul out of the
body, as out of a tent, and sends it pro-
menading in strange lands on the winged
feet of drea.ns.

According to the Christian tradition,
bells exorcise evil geniuses, who cordialiy

detest them. A quaint Ger.nan legen.i
relates that a Kobold, furioas at seeing a
spire rising in the village where he lived
gave a letter to a peasant anl begged
him to place itin the poor-box of the
church. The peasant examined the
letter curiously as he went along, anl
suddenly noticed some drops of water
fall fron it. The letter gradually opened,
anl fron it there feil first heavy rain
and then cascades an'l cataracts, so that
the peasant could scarcely save his life
by swimining. The evil spirit had en-
closed a whole lake in his letterin order
to sub.nerge the church. This lake
covered an immensze tract of land and
may still be seen near Kund. Sorcerers
and demons also aboainate bells, which
they call barking dogs (Bellgn le Hunde),
At their midnight meetings they use only

little bells to parody the cereinony of'

man.

But the most won-lerful instrument of
the magical orchestra is described in a
Hessian legend, recorded by the brothers
Grima. A man kills his brother while
they are out hunting, and buries the
corpse under the arch of a bridge. Years
pass. One day a shepherd, crossing the
bridge with his flock, sees below a little
white bone, shining like ivory. He goes
down, picks it up and carves it into a
mouthpiece for his bagpipes. When he
began to play, the mouthpiece, to his
horror, began to sing of its own accord :
“QOh, my dear shepherd ! you are playing
on one of iny bones ; my brother assass
and buried me under the
"bridge.”” The shepherd, terrified, took

his bagpipes to the king, who put the
mouthpicce to his lips, when straightway
the refrain began, “Oh! my dear king.
you are playing on onc of my bones; iy
brother assassinated me anl buried me
under the bridge.” The  king ordered
all his subjecis to try in turn the bag-
pipes. From mouth to mouth the
instrument passed to that of the frate.-
cide, and then it sang, “Oh, my dear
brother! you are playing on one of my
bones; it was you who assassinated me!”
and the king caused the murderer to be,
executed.

The new Irich Secre,ary.

The newly appointed -Irish Secretary is
Mr. George Otto Trevelyan, M. P. for the
Harwick district of burghs in Secotland,
and Parliamentary Necretary to the Ad.ni-
rality: Mr. Trevelyan may be called a
born politician. His father is Sir Charles
Edward Trevelyan, Bart., K. C. B., a scion
of the Trevelyans of Nettleconbe, So.ner-
setshire, and son of the late Ven. George-
Trevelyan, Archdeacon of Taunton. The
family were originally Cornish, taking
their na ne fro.n Trevelyan in the parish
of St. Veep, Gornwall. The first baronet,
Sir George Trevelyan, was son of George
Trevelyan, Esq., who sutterod greatiy for
his tideiity to the cause of Charles I., dur-
ing the ciwvil war. The second and fourth
Baronets both represented Somersetshire
sin Parliament, their predilections being
strongly Tory, as are those of the seventh
Baronet and head of the house, Sir Wal-
ter Calver ey Trevelyan. Sir Charles
Trevelyan, the father of Mr. Charles Otto
Trevelyan, spent the greater part of his
early life in the Indian Civil Service an:l
occupied severa high official posts under
the Government. From 1859 to 1830 he
was Governor of Macras, and fro.n 1862
to 1865 he was a financial mewmber of the
Governor General’s Council at Calcutta.
In 1834 he married Tato the Whig family
of Macaulay, hig wife being Hannah Move,
daughter of the late Zachary Macaulay,
Esq., father of the famnous historian an:l
essayist, Thomas Babington, afterwards
Lord Macaulay. From her were born in
1838, the new Chief Secretary and two
daughters, each of whom married into
fa.nilies of note, politically or otherwise,
one becoming Lady Holland, wife of Sir
Henry Holland, K. C. M. G., and the other
William Stratford Dugdale, isq., of Mere-
vale Hall, Atherstone, an immediate de-
scendant of the author of “Monasticon.”
Mr. Trevelyan was sent to Harrow School,
where he was as distinguished for his
eccentricities as for his abilities. Thence
he went to Trinity College, Cambridge,
where in 1861 he graduated B. A. in
classical honors, his position beingsecond
in the first-class of the Classical Tripos.
He proceded to M. A.in 1864. Like his
father, he entered by co.ipetition the
Indian Civil Service, a position which he
resigned in order to throw himself into
English politics. From 1865-8 he sat as
me.nber for Tyneumouth in the Liberal
interest, but was afterwards elected for
the Hawick burghs, a seat which he has
held ever since. His first official position
was in the Ad.uirality, of which he was a
Junior Lord from December, 1868, to
June, 1870. He resigned his post in con
sequence of his not being able to coincide
with the views of the Governinent (Glad
stone) in regard to religious instruction
in Board Schools.  In November, 1880,
he was appointel Parlianentary Secre-
tary to the Adiniralitv, fromn which post
he has been translated to his present
arduous pogition. In politics Mr. Treve-
.yan is an official Radical, opposed to
sudden chauges, but an advocate of most
sweeping reforms. He has even support-
ed the re.nodelling of the arny on a less
expensive and more effective basis; to
his effort is -‘ue in a great measure the
abolition of the iniquitous system of pur
chasing co.nmissions. He would extend
the franchise in the counties by equaliz-
ing the qualification,; would permit
wo.nan suffrage, disestablish the Church,
and do away with the necessity for agnos-
tics an‘l others to take oaths in civil or
wiminal cases. His naval reforms have
been effectual, though not as extensive
as he would have liked had he been un-
hampered by the red tape and old fogy-
is.n which still reign at the Admirality.
His views with regard to Ireland were
drst moulded by his father, whose work
on the “Irish Crisis,” published in the
famine years, was considered revolution-
ary to a degree. They would now be
looked on as altogether behind the age.
Mr. Trevelyan has aiways had the courze
of his opinions, and though his father's
interest as a land-holder in Northumber-
land may have had a 1itt1¥ to do with his
return first for a Northuwbrian and then
for a border constituency, ghere is no
doubt that the boldness of his opinions
and his personal abilities have done more
for him than being the son of his father
has effected.— Exchange.

WasniNeToN, May 9.—Arguments upon
the defendant’s bill of exceptions in the
case of Guiteau began this morning
before the supreme court ofthe district
of banc. Corkhill and Davidge appeared
for the government, and Reed for the de-
fendant. The prisoner was absent.

Reed discussed the question of jurisdie
tion of the court below, arguing that the
crime was not indictable in this district
bécause the offence was not completed
hére, death having occured in New Jer-
sey.

Chief Justice Carter suggested that the
act of felony was co.npleted when the
murderer was finished with his vietim.

Reed admitted that Guiteau mighs in:
dicted and (if found sane) convicted in
this district of assault with intent to kill,
bat held that he could not be tried for
murder. He said congress has not pro
vided a mode of punishment in Just such
cases as these.

Carter—thenyour defendant cannot be
punished.

Reed—If such is law, then I am satis-
fied. Iam only giving the law as it is.
He argued the sentence of death is void
because the day fixed for execution is
not authorized by law. Under a proper
construction of the district execution
should have been fixed some day within
thirty days after the fourth Monday of
October. He then passed to a general
review of & hundred or more exceptions
contained in the bill, and before he con-
cluded the court taok recess till to-mor-
row.

The “Great” Basse.

It isa terrible thing to be an exoces-
sively large man ; and yet large men age
sometimes men of genius. Witness Lab-
lache, for instance, both in size and musie
—how immense may be gathered from
the following anecdote told by an ol
associate. Lablache died at Naples em
Jan.'y 23rd, 1858, and at the age of sixty
three, in the villa now inhabited by his
son-in-law, Thalberg. We shall never
seo his like again. The Jove-like head
planted on a colossal body, seemed the
incarnation of every priestly attribute,
when the grand old Druid Orevoso ‘trod
the stage. © Who that ever saw or heard
him can forget the majesty of his Jogk
and the thunder of his veice ? Rossini,
writing an account of the Purifuna im
Paris, to a friend infthe Boulogne, naively
declared it was quite unnecessary for hisa,

tgay anything about the duet “Suons

la Trowbs,” between Lablache  aud
{ Tamnburini, for i qulte sure it was
heard alf oved the dotintry. There never

was, and probably hever will be again in
our time, such a marvellously toned bass
voice as that of Lablache. M private
life Lablache was a wost delightful com-
panion, full of anecdote and repartee.
His power of -facial expression’ was re-
markable. I have seen him portray a
coining storm, every phase of a tempest,

and the return of fine weather, by the

mere changes of his countenance— Grisi
sitting opposite to the different phen-
omena. His traveling about was always
a serious matter. No ordinary vehicle
was safe to hold him. His enormous
weight rendered it necessary for his
servants to take about a chair and bed-
ding for his especial use. It was difficuls
to find a carriage the doors of which were
large enough for him to pass. On one
occasion the rehearsal at Her Mauestv
theatre terminating sooner than was &
pected, and before his broughan had
come to fetch him, a street cab was
ordered.

HE YORK ELECIION FOR H=E
COMMO iS.

The York election for the House of
Commons is exciting a goo deal of atten-
tion just now. On Thursday evening the
Globe said :

It is reported that the issue has been put
squarely to Hon. John J. Fraser that he must
run for Ottawa against Mr. Pickard, or no
Judgship, the understanding being that,
elected ordefeated, he would be appointed to
the .rst vacaacy. Up to yesterday Mr.
Fraseraffected not to have made up his.miad.

The News of the same date conte.n-
plated with satisfaction the possible salva-
tion of York from “Gritis.u” by Mr.
Fraser, and yesterday morning the Sun
gave publicity to the following:

We understand that Attorney General
Feaser has intimateg to his colleagues in the
Government the probability of his carly re-
ticement from New Brunswick politics. We
have reason to believe that Mc. Fraser will be
a candidate at-the next general election for

the Commons, for York County, and we do |

not doubt that he will be elected. (
The matter must be pretty well settled,
or the Sun, which eught to be informed
upon thesubject and may be supposed to
speak with authority, would hardly go as
faras it has done. The peonle of York
may therefore regard Mr. Fraser as the
opponent of Mr. Pickard in the Ottawa
election. In entering the field of Do.ni-
nion politics it is well understood that
Mr. Fraser only does so at, we might

. almost say, the commnand of the Tories

at Ottawa, and the reward for his candi-
-dature is to be a judgship, whether he
wins or loses. A great deal of surprise has
been expressed because the Tory leaders
are so_determined that York shall be
captured fron the Liberals. It is only
one county, they say, and what is one
among so many. It seems at first sight a
little curious that they should take this
position, but several things combine to
lead them to do so. In the first place
they feel that it is important that their
strongest men should take the field in
every constituency, and Mr. Fraser is un-
questionably the strongest man in their
party in York. The temper of Ontario is
such that every seat must be secured in
other Provinces which it is possible to
secure. In the second place,Sir Leonard
Tilley wants some little evidence that he
has a following. in New Brunswick. A
man who aspires to be premier naturally
wants to put his best foot forward, and if
York could be won fromn its old-time alle-
giance to Liberalism it would be quite a
spoke in the Finance Minister's wheel.
Besides this, Mr. Pickard has taken strong
ground against Sir Leonard, and on more
than one occasion has not hesitated to
condemn his whole career as characterized
by a lack of a true regard to the interests
of the Province. For this he must be
punished, and the best way they can do
this is to bring out Mr. Fraser as a candi-
date against him. Those who have been
accustomed to hold up Mr. Fraser asa
pattern of honor and integrity will be
somewhat surprised that ho should lend
himself to such a purpose. As a staunch
Tory says, “What claim has he upon us?
he supported Mr. Pickard at the last elec-
tion.” The electors of York wiil not be
slow to understand that he is a candidate

- simply because it is essential that he
should be to further his own interests.
He would not of his own accord oppose
Mr. Pickard. He has never expressed
any desire to see a change in the repre-
sentation of York at Ottawa; but has at
every election cast his vete in favor of the
man is now going to oppose. That the
electors will rally to the support of a can-
didate who comes forward under these
cgreumstances we do not believe. York
County has not yet sunk so low in spirit
that its dlectors are mere puppets, to be
moved at will by the wire-pullers at
Ottawa, and although Mr. Fraser will be
a candidate against whom many persons
will unwillingly vote, they will do so be-
cause of the principles. which his candi-
dature represents. ;

Mr. Pickard comes into the field as the
exponent of Liberal principles, :nd the
freedom of tho electors from the influence
of the Ottawa Tories.

Mr. Fraser is the champion of Toryism
and Ottawa -domination. Under his rule
our local government has been reduced
to the position of a mere appanage of
the Dominion ministry, and the closing
act of his political career, for it will be
the closing act “by a large majority,” is
an evidence that even he, a gentleman
who has been honored and trusted in
New Brunswick as few men have been,
who has been held up as a pattern of
everything which was delectable in hu-
manity, will, for the sake of a promised
office, abandon all pretentions ‘to inde-
pendence and display himself to the
constituency as the acknowledged tool of
his Ottawa-masters.

Lan Iry expects to get the Tory nomina-
tion in Westworland on  Tuesday, and
will thereupon resign. Mr. Wedderburn
has his julgship in view. No depart
.uental chiet' is left except Mr. Adams,
and he also looks towards Ottawa. Mr.
Perley is known to be weaker than ever
before in Sunbury. Mr. Marshall will not
be in the (overn.nent after the elections,
even if he is returned. Mr. Hanington
therefore becowmes the pivotal man ; but
he also has to run the risk first of build-
ing the government up again and sec-
ondly of getting elected. We do not say
that everything will develop as indicated
above. These are simply the possibilities
of the case and they are sufficiently
serious to cause a great deal of anxiety

| in the Govern.nent ranks.: The adjourn-

wment of their session is probably due to
the fact that they are awaiting advices
iro.n Ottawa, and the action of the West-
morland Tory convention which meets
on Tuesday next. We are very much of
the opinion that if Mr. Fraser retires the
Government will' fin1 itself obliged to
resign in a body, in which event a very
strong a lministration could be for.ned—
one which would nerit with the approval
of the people generally and which would
be sufficiently liberal and progressive in
its views to meet the peculiar require-
ments of the Province at the present
time.

After having been held the Gazelte back
a day was issued this morning. It con
tains siply the formal prorogation of
the House until the eighth of June next.
This of itself indicates the serious char-
acter of the difficulty in which the
Government finds itself. Evidently it
was their intention to publish some im-
portant notices and to decide upon the
date of the elections. Up to last night
mewmbers of the Executive said that the
date of the elections would be fixed
before they seperated ; but as we have
seen nothing was done. It was not a
very edifying sight'to see the Attorney
General and Provincial Secretary with
troubled . countenances pronenading
Queen street b. tween the Council Cham-
ber and the W. U. Telegraph office ; but
it indicates that this Province is being
virtually governed from Ottawa: There
will be a day of reckoning soon when the
people will show tife time serving admin-
istration which has mismanaged affairs
so long that they expect independent
government, and not that the local Ex-
ecutive shall be a simple machine to
register the decrees of the Tory leaders

at Ottawa.

Respectability
never yet was an objection toa candidate
in York County, neither isindustry, nor
the fact that he is a business man.

Tae Forests or Euvrope.—The Journal
of the Societe des Agriculture de France
publishes some interesting particulars
with regard to the forests of Europe, and
the rapid consumption of the timber
which they contained. Sweden and Nor-
way, which doa large export trade in pine
are now compelled to buy their oak in
Poland ; and in Russia the forests along
the shores of the Baltic, in Finland, and
in the southern provinces, are so rapidly

| thinning that the forest acreage of the

empire is now only one in ten. [Chere
are abont 34,000,000 acres of forest in
Germany (of which 20,000,000 are in
Prussia), bringing in an income of $50,-

000,000 per annum. The State forests
are taken great care of in all parts of
Germany, in Prussia alone $500,000 being
spent evety year in replanting. The im-
ports in timber exceeds the exports by
over two million tons. Austria and Hun-
gary hawe upward ‘of 43,000,000 acres of
forest; but in Austria proper the State
does'not possess more than 7 per cent.
of 'the wooded area, and Austria is now
obliged to buy most of her timber in Bos-
nia and Montenegro. Servia and Rou-
mania have some very fine forests, but
Italy, though her forest area extends
over nearly 14,000,000 acres, does not do
much in the way of a timber trade, as
the roads leading to the forests are so
bad t,hét,il; is almost impossible to move

the timber when cut. Much the same is
the case of Spain, which has 8,500,000
acres of forest; while Portugal, which
has only a million acres, finds a good
market for her timber.

MR. FRASER'S RETIREMENT.

Mr. Fraser has for.uerly announced his

retirement fro.n local- political, thereby
making good the prediction of the
HeraLp of so.ue three months ago. He has
enjoyed office for a number of years, and
we readi.y a'lmit that he has discharged
the ro itine duties of the several positions
he has filled with much industry and
eare. As Provincial Secretary and At-
torney General he has been hard worked,
and although his administration of affairs
has net marked by any high order of
states.nanship, but on the scontrary has
been. characterized by a want of appre-
eiation of the necessities of the country.
and been temporizing and vacillating
throughout, he has kept faithfully at his
post and been ever ready to discharge his
official duties. While he held the office
of Provincial Secretary, although he kept
his own hands clean, the public chest
wasiplundered after a fashion which was
= disgrace to the Province. At this time
the :uonstrows frauds upon the revenue
which characterized Mr. Kelly’s adminis-
& ation of public works were committed.
The public can scarcély have forgotten
those transact.ons, which created such a
feeling of indignation throughout the
eountry, that Mr. Fraser, when he found
himself about to assume the premier-
ship, felt it to be necessary to purchase
Mr. Kelly’s retirement from office by a
seat in the Legislative Council. For four
years the Department of Public Works
had gone on throwing money away right
and left, and Mr. Fraser, as Receiver
General, came down to the House, session
after session, with a- financial statement
framed 8o as to : onceal the illegal expen-
di ures. His plan was to estimate on
ten month’s revenue only, and then by
erediting himself as Receiver General
with a full year’s revenue, bring out an
apparently favorable balance on the
year'’s op’zions. It was in the session
of 1876 that he was challenged with do-
ing this in the public press, and although
be indignantly protested in the House
that he had done nothing wrong, he al-
tered his method of making his financial
statement the very next year, as the
Journals will show, and then the affairs
of the Province were seen to be in such
a position that Mr. Wedderburn, on tak-
ing office, excused himself for his first
unsatisfactory exhibit, by saying that the
Province had been going behind year
after year. The public accounts will
show that the years when Mr. Fraser was
Receiver General were the most disas-
trous to the finances of the Province of
any since Confederation. For four years
he has been Attorney General. During
this time he has prosecuted few,if any,
€©rown cases;’and the cost of the Crown
Business has amouynted to many thous-
ands of dollars. The legislation during
the latter period has been of a very poor
eharacter. The House accepted him as
its guide in such matters, as was right
and proper, and the result has been that
the laws for the collection of debts have
Been co.npletely unsettled and rendered
most unsatisfactory. Although nominally
Premier he has not been the Leader of
the Government. It has been asserted,
and never denied, that he secured Mr.
Adams for Surveyor General, by pro.nis
ing him the full control of the Crown
Lands.- When the guestion of the Capital
was under discussion he consented that
it should be an open one an1 his Govern-
ment divided upon it. As a local mem-
ber his record is not very edifying. Take
ene matter, that of a bridge across the
mver at Fredericton. With full power to
procure a grant sufficient to build this
bridge if he wished, he has not done so;
but has even gone so far as to say in his
p'ace in the House—it was in the session
@” 1881 —that he did not think York was
entitled to a brige. True at the last ses-
sion, after the Herarp had demanded a
bridge and Mr. Blair had brought the sub-
Ject up in the Housc, a section was tacked
upon the Subsidy Act to give a grant to-
ward a bridge here ; but the amount is
so small that the people will have to put
their hands into their pockets if they
want to secure a bridge.

We have no desire to withhold fromn Mz,
Fraser any credit which belongs to hi.n ;
but on the eve of his retirement from local
poiitics and his entranze. into a larger
sphere, it is fitting that his record should
be examined: This may be snmmed up
as follows. He has shown himself to be
ml st ous in office; but he counten-
anced during the years when he occupicd
a subordinate position frauds upon the
revenues of the country, to which the
history of the Province furnishes no paral-
Iel, and his premiership was inaugurated
by a sacrifice of political principle, and
eloses with a complete submission to the
dictates of the Ottawa ‘Tories. Giving
him every credit for personal honesty
and goodness of heart, his career on the
whole has been disastrous to the Prov-
vince financially and morally, if sucn an
expression ean be applied to politics.

TORY PROMISES.

When Sir Leonard Tilley brought down
his protective tariff it was promised by
the Tories that an era of good times was
to be thereby inaugurated and that peace
an | plenty should hereafter be the lot ot
all Canadians, as long as, by their votes,
they kept & Tory government in power.
The new tariff was introduced at a
critical moment. - All the world over a
depression had been upon business.
Failures were reported by hundreds and
markets for almost all kinds of produc-
tions were flat. There were not wanting
those political econoinists, who, looking
at the progress of events, foretold that a
limit had been reached in the expansive-
ness of trade and that it was more than
doubtful if the world regained for many
years the vigor and business hitfe which
characterized the years before the
depression. This feeling of despondency
spread to Canada, and the fact that there
was only a limited dewand for our staple
products abroad blighted trade to a
degree which was well nigﬁ alarming.

At this mowment the Tories came forward

with their panacea for' all commercial
ills; a policy of taxation, and it was
promised that it would lead to the estab-
lishment of factories by the hundred, that
labor should be more abundant and that
there should be a home market for every-
thing the farmers could raise. Upon the
strength of these promises the people
gave them a large majority at the polls.
Even at the very moment these pro.iises
were being made signs of a revival in
trade were becoming apparent. Be

fore the tariff had begun to have any
effect whatever the reaction had set in
abroad, and the prophecies which had
been made of a long period of depression
were being proved to be fallacious. ' The
renewed business life of other countries
of necessity had its eftect upon Canada.
The demand for grain, lu.nber and cattle
increased. The exp(;rts of the country
began to swell and every department or
trade felt the reviving effects of the new
life. Meanwhile what were the effects of
the protective tariff? Foreign trade had
increased at a rate sufficient to meet all
the legitimate requirements of the
revenue at a much lower tariff. The
consequence was that millions of dollars
were paid into the treasury in excess ot
what could be spent, even although the
Tories were most ingeniously extravagant;
the cost of the necessaries of life was
greatly enhanced, and some lines of trade
almost annihilated. A few men who
had money to invest in highly protected
industries were enabled to amass wealth ;
but npon the masses of the people the
effect of the great unnecessary increase
in the tariff has been to diminish the
good results which would otherwise have
come from the generally improved tone
of business everywhere. The promises
of the Tories have not been fulfilled.
The only thing which would render
taxation endurable. namely  work
provided for our people at remuner

ative wages because of it, has not been
realized, but un the contrary a steady
stream of people have passed out of the
Dominion. Let the farmers who in a
very few weeks will be called upon to
cast their votes for or against a gifern-
ment candidate ask themselves the
question, what has the taxation policy
done forus ? and let them vote accord-
ingly. Committees, packed for the pur

pose, may report whatever they please.
Newspapers may theorize whatever they
will ; but the fariners themselves know
that the taxation policy has done thein
no good, but on the contrary, by lessening
the purchasing power of their produce,
has worked the.n a great deal of evil
They will not be deceived by the specious
stories of what the future has in store for
them. This dose of future prosperity
has been administered a little too often.
For fifteen years they have been told of
what thismeasure and that policy and
the other project were going to bring
about, but to-day they are no nearer a
fulfilment of the bright promises than
they were wien Sir Leonard asked them
to listen an 1 perhaps they wmight even
then hear the whistle of the Intercolonial
railway trains as they sped down the
Keswick Valley.

THE FARMERS AND THE N. P.

On' Friday Messrs. Burpee and Irvine
spoke a few words in Parliainent in refer-
ence to the N. P. The occasion was the
resolution imposing 12 cents per cwt.
duty on all fine salt gnd 25 per cent. on
the bag. Mr. Burpee pointed out that
the effect of this tax was to place a bur-
den upon Maritime Province farmers,
who were under the necessity of using
imported salt. After discussing the mat-
ter in hand, he took up the general effects
of protection, pointing out that the pro-
wises that protection would give a home
market had not been fulfilled, and thatthe
only effect of the taviff upon the farmers
was to trammell their intercourse with the
United States, where their chief market is.
My Irvine attacked. the duty on salt and
the tariff generally. Sir Leonard Tilley
does not appear to have attempted any

reply. Indeed during the-whole session

the Tory chiefs have contented them-
selves with listening to the arguments of
the Liberals and, if they anwered at all,
confining themselves to personal abuse.
It would, however, be useless for Sir
Leonard to pretend that his tariff is any-
thing else but injurious to the farmers

of these Provinces, who pay heavily into
the revenue and do not receive the

slightest compensatary return.

The
practice fell. into disrepute principally
because it is a disgraceful und cowardly
way of conducting a paper. If an' editor
has anything to say the manly course i
to publish it in the columns, which are
understood to contain his opinions, and
for which he is known to be responsible :
but for him to write, or allow one of his
staff to write,communications is,tosay the
least of it, reducing journglism to & pretty
low state. Such letters always bear interna’
evidence of their origin. They lack the
spontaneity of a genuine communication.
and often the wr ter betrays himself by
forms of expression which smack so
strongly of a newspaper office that no
one can for a mo.nent doubt the place in
which they were written. The anony
mous co.nmunication is well enough in
its place. and that is in the discussion o’
public guestions; but it is entirely out o”
place in the discussion of. public men.
One of our contemporaries is very much
given to this weakness of putting under
the head of correspondence what ought,
if it should be published at all, to appear
either in its editorial or local columns.
It does this for two reasons. One of them
is that its editor desires to keep up a

SHAMELESS SPECULATION.

The Capital calls a remark in the
Herarp that if Mr. Fraser were elected
for Ottawa he would be out of politics in
a few months, “Shameless speculation
about the lives of our Judges.”” The
Herarp never had any such contingency
as the death of a Judge in view in making
the remark, and if the Capital man knew
anything, which -he does not, he would
know that there are other ways of a
vacancy being created than by death.
But since that is our contemporary’s view
of the matter we are able to understand
its real opinion of - Mr. Fraser’s course in
resigning his Attorney-Aeneralship in
order to be made a Judge. If it was-a

MASUFACIURGS AnD 1 HE N, P,

To hear the Tories talk one would think
there had never been any manufactures
in Canada before the policy of taxation
was inaugurated. The censusof 1871 tells
us that ip that year the products of our

manufactures was $221,000,000. and that’

189,000 nen were employed in their pro-
duction. There is no doubt whatever
that any increase which has taken place
since is not greater than would have oc-
cured if there had been no attempt to
establish a system of protection. It ought
perhaps to be admitted that the
cottan and sugar interests have developed
moré rapidly than they otherwise woulg ;
bat this has been at the expense of the
country at large. The Doniinion is none
the better off because the cotton and
sugar lords ' ave added a few millions to
their already well filled purses. Under
the old tariff the manufacturers of the
country were growing steadily with the
country, and this is all that true states-
manship would seek to have them do. It
is safer to trust to the laws of supp'ly and
demand than to attempt to bolster up
any line of business. The result of such
a policy is shown in the United States.
There the manufacturers succeeded in
getting protection, and now, when it is
universally admitted that they are able
to compete with all the world in manu-
factured goods, the power of the privilege
class, which high duties have created, is
so gredt that it is able to continue a tax
of many millions a year upon the people
a part of which finds its way into the
treasury of the United States, but the
nost of it, that is the part which is
paid in the enhanced price of manufac-
tured articles, goes directly into the
pockets of the capitalists. Such a state
f things may exist in Cana«a one of these
lays. It is even now imminent. The
luty of the people is plain. It isto come

out at once and crush the political party |

which labors to build up monopolies and
!ays heavy burdens upon the people.

The resolutions
adopted denounce the Dublin assassination,
but near the close of the meeting the follow-
ing amendmenthyMajor Horgan was adopted.
It reads :—*‘ That while it may be deemed a
matter of expediency to express regret for the
slaying of Cavendish and Burke, we, the
Ivish exiles of New York, in mass meeting
assembled, express our” greater regret that
England should still continue her old time
practice of murdering our people in'Iraand,
by buckshot, by bayonet and by starvation,
and it is deemed more becoming that we, the
representatives of the Ivish race in this great
metropolis of America, should express our
sympathy with Gladstone’s murdered vic-
tims of eviction than by pandering to the
wishes of the Lord Norths of to-day, who are
the worthy descendants of the butchers of
the Wyoming and Cherry Valley massacres
in our own fair land, and Droheda and Wex-
ford in the land of onr birth.”

The Czars.

Apropos of the approaching coronation

of the Czar at Moscow, the followingitems |*

Russia had three successive capitals
before Moscow, namely Novgorod, on the
Volkhoff; Kieff, on the Dneiper; and
Valdimir, on the Kliasma. Moscow was
founded in the twelfth century by Prince
Youry Dolgorooky (Long-armed), and in
the fourteenth century, when all the
small, independent were annexed to the
Muscovite State, became the capital of
Russia. In the fifteenth century. Ivan
HII. ot Moscow married Princess Sophy,
the neice of t'onstantine, the last Em-
peror of the Eastern Roman Empire.
Sophy lived in Rome, and when she came
#o Moscow she brought along a number
of Italian artists. One of these, the archi
tect Aristotel Floraventi, immortalized
his naipe by building the Czar’s palace at
Kreuml, the church tower of Ivan Veliky
(the Great), the highest'in Russia, and
the Uspensky (Assumption) Cathedral.
From that time to the present day all the
Caars and Czaritzas of Russia have been
erewned and annointed in the Uspensky
Cathedral in Moscow.

Although
be was elected by the National Assembly,
even the first Romanoff Czar preferred to
eall himself an autocrat by God’s grace,
instead of by thewill of the people, as he
was in fact. Seventy years later, two
€zars were crowned at once in the Us-
pensky Cathedral—Ivan, & youth of 16,
weak in mind and body, and Peter, a boy
of 10. The young Czars were ruled, along
with their country, by their treacherous
sister, Sophy, whom Peter, when he ob-
tained his seventeenth year, putinto a
eonvent for life. This was Peter the
Great. His grandson, Peter the Second,
was the last male ruler of the Romanoff
family, and he died when only 14 years
ad. :

Four female autocrats have been crown-
e in the Uspensky Cathedral, of whom
enly two only were of the Romanoffhouse.
€Catherine 1., the wife of Peter the Great,
who ruled after her husband’s death, was
@German by birth, and of low origin.
Catherine 115 the murderess of her hus-
band, was a German princess of Anhalt-
Zerbst. Anna, the wife of Czar Ivan,
snatched the imperial crown with blood-
stained hands. It was-she who was ac-
eused of poisoning tha boy Czar, Peter II.
BElizabeth, the daughter of Peter the
@reat, was crowned after having thrown
into prison the baby Czar, Ivan VL, the
som of a prince of Brownschweig. With
the death of Elizabeth in 1761, the house
of Romanoff was extinguished. The son
of a prince of Holstein, Gottorp, who mar-
ried Anna, the daughter of Peter the
Great, was crowned under the mame of
Peter III. He wore the crown only six
months, when he was dethroned and
killed by order of his wife, Catherine the
Second. His son, Paul I., though a born
idiot, was crowned as autocrat of All the
Russias. Four years afterwards he was
strangled oy conspirators, one of whom
was his own son, and who was then
crowned under the name of Alexander 1,
called the Blessed. Next came Nicholas

there the list of the anointed Czars of
Bussia at present ends.

In the whole civilized world there is no
monarch possessing such sweeping auth-
mity as the Czar of Russia.  Article 1, vol.
E of the law says:

“The Emperor of all the Russias is an
amtocrat and has an unlimited power ;
whom God himself ordered to be obeyed,
not only for the sake of fear, but also for
the sake of conseience.”

Article 47 of the same volume says:

“The Russian cmpire is governed by
wirtue of laws, institutions, and instruc-
tions issued by the autocrat.”

Article 42 says :

“The Emperor is a Christian sovereign,
is the supreme- protector and guardian of
doetrines and of order in the State
Church. In this sense he is héad of the
Chyrch.”

In short the Czar is the sole legislator,
the sole supreme Judge, and the unlimit-
ed administrator ot the sixth part of our
globe, populated by 100,000,000 of his

Bill for the Repression of Crime in
Ireland.

Loxpow, May 11.

In the Commong, to-night, Sir Vernon
Harcourt, Home Secretary, introduced the
bill for the suppression of crime in Ireland.
The bill provides that in places where the
ordinary law is not observed, special tribu-
nals, consisting of three jndges, may be ap-
pointed by the Lord Lieutenant to try cases
without a jury. The judgment of the Court
must be unanimous. Appeal can be made to
the Supreme Court, the judgment of-the lat-
ter to be given by a majority of judges. The
Supreme Court may diminish but cannot in-
crease the severity of sentences. Parlia-
ment will be asked to provide a special re-
muneration for special judges. The bill also
gives power in search for sccrét apparatus
of murder, such as arms, threatening letters,
ctc., power to en‘er houses by day or night,
under warrant of the Lord Lieutenant;
power to arrest persons prowling about at
night and make them ¢ive an account of
themselves, who are to be dealt with sum-
marily ; power to arrest sirangers, as crimes
are ‘generally committed by foreign emis-
saries, the hospitali.y of England not being
for such persons as agents of O’Donovan
Rossa, and power to remove foreigners con-
sidered dangerous to the place. The Gorv-
ernment therefore intend to revive the alien
act; seerst societies are to be dealt 'with
summarily and membership thercof will con-
stitute an offencé under this act. Cases of
aggravated assault arc to be treated ina
summary manner. Power is given to repress
intimidation and unlawful meetings, the lat-
ter to be dealt with summarily. Newspapers
containing seditious and inflammatory mat-
terare to suppressed and their proprietors
required to enter into recognizances not to
repeat the offence.  Justices can compel at-
tendance of witnesses about to abscond.
The Lord Lieutenant can appoint additional
police where necessary, at the cost of the
districts concerned.  Compensation for mur-
der and outrage will be required of the dis-
tricts where they oceur, the outrages to be
dealt with summarily by courts to consist of
two Stipendiary magistrates.

“I would feel that I have neglected my duty
if I permitted your remarks to pass un-
answered, For the opinion you express of
the sincerity of my condemnation of the
murders, and for your belief that Parnell,
Dillon and myself are guiltless of alliance
with the assassins, I am thankful.” In an-
swer Lo the ., tandard’s request to come for-
ward and make a clean breast of the infor-
mation that would throw light on the mur
der, Davitt recalls the fact that he came out
of Portland prison at 3 o’clock on Saturday
p- m., after having been confined in solitude
for 15 months without seeing a newspaper or
article that did not pass through the hand of
the governor of the prison. He rebuts the
implication that he and other leaguers must
possess in‘ormation to track the assassins.
He declared that Parnel and Dillon cannot
lend any more assistance in bringing the
agsassins to justice than that given in their
manifesto.

When the resolutiors subsidizing the
exter sion of the N. B Railway and other
moads were he’ore Parliament, Mr. King
spoke at considerable length. He said
that he fe!t that speeches at this period
of the session might fairly be considered
out of order, but the proposition now sub-
mitted wasone that deeply affected his
constituents and was so maaifestly unfair
to them that he could not refrain from
entering his protest at this time. Appli-
cation had been made by himself and the
hon. member for Sunbury for aid for the
Central railway. The hon. Minister of
Railways and Canals refused on the
ground that the Government had no
precedent or authority for aiding a local
line. It was argued at that time that the
work was one that had been recognized
by the late Govern.nent as an important
feeder to the I.C. R., but without avail
Later on, a memorial, signed by 120 inewmn-
bers of the House, was presented to the
Government asking aid for the northern
and southern extension of the New
Brunswick Railway, representing it as a
work inter-provincial in its character.
An agreement had been entered into
among members interested to sink party
politics in dealing with so important-a
question, and he had every reason to
suppose that now that the Government
were about to take a new position in
dealing with works of this kind, this ap-
plication would be fairly dealt with. Bat
it now turns out that while every Pro-
vince in the Dominion is provided fof,
New Brunswick has been wholly ignore.
It is proposed to give aid to one of the
extensions of the New Brunswick Rail-
way, and the hon. Minister of Railways
has attempted to show that thisis being
done in the interest of St. John. He
(Mr. King) was not selfish enough to
object to the aid proposed to this line,
but he would favor the, House with the
opinion expressed by the organ of the
Minister of Finance, the St. John Sun, in
which it was pointed out that the build-
/ing of the northern link would be ruinous
to that city. . He could wish that the
Hon. Minister of Finance was for one
hour free from the responsibilities of
office, untrammclled by the ties which
bind him to his adopted party, in order
that he could, if he would, in his eloquent
and forcible manner. point out the in-
Jjustice that is' contained in the measure
now before the House—a measure, which
on the face of it, shows unfair treatment
o the Province from which he comecs,
and the county in which he had the
honor to be born. Provision has been
made for railways in Nova Scotia, Prince
Edward Islani, Quebec an1 Ontario. The
hon. Minister of Railways and Canals has
lnoked carefully after the interests of his
county, first in an expenditure of millions
for & marine railway, and next, by provid-
ing for a line froin Oxford to New Glas-
gow. Not one of the arguments adduced
by him in favor of that line but will
apply with equal weight to the Central
Railway. Quebec has just got $536,000
for the St. Charles line, and now it is pro-
posed to give another half million or
more for local lines, while i#0ntario it is
praposed to give $£660,000 to aid a road
which is8 to be a feeder to the
Canada Pacific, a road which has already
been too largely aided by the money of
the people. It may be said that the hon.
Minister of Finance has looked carefully
after tho interests of St. John, and that,
therefore, we have no reason to complain.
He (Mr. King) would remind hon. gen-
tlemen that St. John was not all of New
Brunswick. It was quite true that St.
John was to have a dry dock, but hasnot
Halifax also been provided for? St. John
was to have improved railway buildings,
but is not Halifax still ahead in that
respect? 8t. John is, it is said, to have a
bridge across the falls, but is not this
alsoin the interest of Halifax, the people
of that city themselves being judges?
Has not Halifax this year an appropria
tion for an extension of the I. C. R.
amounting to several thousand dollars.
It is true we are told St John harbor is to
be placed in comunission, but has not
the Minister of Public Works already
informed the House that the Govern-
ment or conmission weroc getting con-
trol of property which is known to be
good value for every dollar expended.
The minister of finance must surely have
pointed out to ‘his colleagues that this
Central road for which we are nowasking
consideration is the self same line which,
in order to cany Confederation, he
assured the people would be built. Can
it be possible that now, ason a former
occasion, the hon. gentleman had to
succumb to Quebec an 1 Nova Scotia, in
giving them the lion's share ; or is it to
be supposed that the hon. gentleman'’s
attempt to show that his native Province
was getting morc than her fair sharc of
spublic moncy has influenced the Govern-
inent in dealing with the question? He
could characterize it as nothing short of
an outrage upon his native Province, and
the vaguo promise which hon. gentlemen
opposite were now forced to make, would
not be acceptcﬁ by the peopls whom he
represented. They might, as he believed
they were already doing, hold it up be-
fore the people in order to win their
support, but he would assure them that
the Hon. Minister of Finance, who ought

to know the people of Queens, mistook
their temper if Lo supposed he could
induce them to make a sacrifice of
principles by holding this vague promise
before them in ¢he chape of a bribe,

POOR DOCUMENT

Mr. Burpee said he wished merely to
emphas.ze what had been said by the
members for Queens and Kings. Dis-
gu.se the resolutions as you way, they
are larzely local in their nature. The
only road which asked for aid which was
of an inter-provincial character is the
Uentral road in New Brunswick, and they
have ignored that as to the eastern por-
tion of the same. It is on one of the
routes of the proposed Intercolonial rail
way before Confederation, and of such
i uportance was it considered that had
the river counties not depended upon
its being built hy this route, Confedera-
tion would not have been carried. The
Government now have refused to assist
the eastern end and subsidized the west-
ern portion by which St. John will lose a-
portion of the trale of the Upper St.
John which will entirely be transferred
to Quebec or Montreal and refused aid
to the eastern portion, which would de
velop a large portion of country in
central New Brunswick, assist materially
the trade of the city of St. John and be
co.ne comnpensation for the loss of trade
n the upper portion. On this road
there are extensive coal fields suffering
tor want of means of transportation. Iron
was in that vicinity to be found wanting
development, besides other large indus
tries. The coal mines of Nova Scotia
were encouraged in every possible way ;
ours were negleeted. Why was this so?
By these resolutions every province in
the Dominion was assisted in local roads
but New Brunswick. He complained
bitterly of such neglect. The Govern-
ment have been fully informed of these
facts by the meinber for Queens and
myself, yet they refuse to aid us in a road
so vital to the development of the re-
sources of New Brunswick. I can’t
understand why this neglect. A memo-
rial sigge 1 by over 120 menbers of this
House, irrespective of Politics, asked for
aid to thisroad. The Governinent were
assured of the support of the House.
They have, they say, ample funds. The
merits of the road, in my opinion, are
superior to any of the roads proposed to
be subsidized, and the facts were fully
set before the Government, and I must
protest against this neglect. It is a
grievous wrong done New Brunswick. A
delay may be dangerous to the interests
of this road as the Local Governinent,
who considered the road of such im-
portance as to give a subsidy of $3,000
per ile, but coupled with such restric-
tions as may render that subsidy doubt-
ful to be ha l one year from this ti.ne.
Besides, we may have another House of
Commons next year, who may look upon
this matter differently. For this reason
he regretted that the Government had
not considered g0 reasonable a request.

A striking example of snobbishness
occurred recently in London, when the
Duke of Connaught, having lunched at
the Mansion House, shook hands with
Lieutenant Skey, the co.non crier, and
Major Campbell, the marshall, on leaving.
Both gentle.nen are retired officersof the
British army, a fact which un:er ordinary
circuinstances would entitle them to
much social consideration, but the Lord
Mayor in ormed them that he objected
to his servants shaking hands with
royalty.

We have what is called a weekly delivery |.

every Friday forenoon, but it so happens at
th\c discretion of the mail contractor that it
may he entering on the second week before
we are favored with our mail bag. Sub-
scribers and readers of gour well conducted
WeekLY® HERALD feel disappointed in not
getting it by the regular course of mail de-
livery, more especially as you have been so
congiderate as to have it published on Thurs-

-day to suit the country postal arrangement.

There has heen a waut of punctual delivery
for some months past, and especially the
last to deliveries, one came late in the
afternoon, and yesterday’s bag came go-day
(Saturday, the 18th insw) by private mes-
senger. It appears the mail contragtor, to
suit his own convenience, takes a different
route, throws off the Kingsley Bay at Estey’s
bridge,to be taken up by any merciful gscape-
goat that may carry his sins to this office.

Being allowed a weekly mail, we are surely
entitled to a punctual delivery; and if the
mail driver is not now bound to deliver the
mail at this office as formerly, why should
there not be a person appointed to take the
responsibility where his endg, rather than be
at the mercy of any one who may have o
fancy to appoint himself to “ller Majesty’s
Service'”” as an intermediate letter carrier,
without being stamped with responsibility.
