Lost in a Labyrinth.

Most penple heard of the cata-
combs of Paris, bat comparatively
few visit them, or are aware of their
vast extent. They were originally
stone quurries. The material used
in building the Cathedral of Notre
Dame, the Hotel Cluny, the older
portion of the Tuilleries, and many
other of the public edifices of Patis,
were derived from that source.
It was not until within the last 100
years that the quarries have served
the purpose and received the name
of eatacombs. Many of the Parisian
churches und cemeteries have trans-
ferred the remains of their dead to
the keeping of the catacombs. These
are now under the care of a regular
corps of workmen, who attend to
the arrangement of the bones, keep
the galleries in order, and are con-
stantly on the watch against sub-
sidences of earth, which would other-
wise be of frequent occurrence.
