Exf)—l'é'iql;s" Scheme

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—May we through the
columns of your valuable paper make
clear some misunderstanding which
seems to have arisen with regard to
a scheme in which a good many of the
ladies of St. John's are at present in-
terested.

At a meeting held in the Ladies’
Reading Room, on Friday afternoon,
last, a scheme was laid befpre those
present advocating the opeping of a
depot where people in poo circum-
stances might at a low cost procure
prepared food, such as soup, custard,
beef tea, junket, etc., for use in their
homes. It is felt that especially in
homes where there is illness, it will
facilitate matters, particularly in the
case of those of too self-respecting
and independent a spirit to desire
charity. Then, too, it is thought that
in many cases where the women are
away at work. all day, getting home
too tired, if not too late, to bother
about preparing a meal, it would be
a great boon to be able to get some
good nourishing food without the
trouble of preparing it. As no one
will be helped without proper investi-
gation, it is hoped that this will reach
a class of people really deserving of
support. In other words, it is not a
mere charity, it is an endeavour to
help those who are willing to help
themselves, a class generally over-
look in most charitable organizations,
as they are not usually those who are
in the habit of applying for ‘help.

It is further hoped that-all inter-
ested in work amongst the poor in St.
John’s will co-operate in what 1s by
far the most important -phase of this

1 undertaking, viz., the working out of

a complete list of the cases helped.
It is felt that this will prove most
valuable in checking the lgmentable
overlapping of unorganized and pro-
misclious charity known to exist . by
those who do most visiting amongst
the poor in this city. The plan is no
new one, being one of the most suc-
cessful points in that recognized bene-
ficial institution, the Charity Organ-
ization ety, which has branches

that properly conducted, such an or-
ganization will not be a new aky
at all, but a-bond of union, through'
which ‘one charity may avoid overlap-
ping the work doneé by another, and
thus more people may be helped and
more good accomplished” with an ex-
penditure of less time and money.

This scheme has been found in other
countries to be the only satisfactory
way of regulating the distribution of
charity, so as to foster the self-respect
of those receiving assistance aad
help them to keep, or regain, their in-
dependence. The invariable experi-
ence of those who have systematically
studied the subject proves that indes-
criminate charity in almost all cases
undermines the self-respect and in-
dependence of the recipient, and. in
this way often does more harm than
good. The more deeply this subject is
studied the more emphatic does it be-
come that the wise dstribution of
charity is a most difficult. problem,
and that indiscriminate giving breeds
a class of professional beggars. =~ In
many cases these are able-to live muc¢h
better on the proceeds of their beg-
ging, than is the self-respecting in-
dependent working man, who would
be ashamed to ask anyone for a cent.

It is hoped to hold another meet-
ing at a later date, of which notice will
be given in the newspapers, and
which all interested are invited to at-
tend.

MR, DEVINE SPEAKS.
Mr. J. M. Devine,—Fellow country-
men your presence here -this evening
in such large numbers is an incen-
tive to us ordinary mortals to take
courage and not be afraid, but the true
essence of the subject which I was
going to speak on has been dispelled
by the wunparalleled demonstration
and unbounded enthusiasm manifested
in this city of St. John’s to-night. It
was a memorable occasion marking
many new eras with possibilities for
the F. P. U. He dwelt for a consider-
able time on the Fishermen's Party
as a political factor and the possi-
bilities of their influence in the House
of Assembly. The speaker said he
remembered four years ago through
the medium of a newspaper telling
the outports that if they wanted their
people and affairs looked after they
should select men from amongst
themstelves. You cannot expect a
Government of lawyers and magnates
to look after your interests so faith-
fully as those from your ranks, pledg-
ed to do so. In choice diction he
pointed out what the Union is doing
for new iarkets for the fishermen's
fish and emphasized the necessity of
educating the sons of toilers. The
speaker said he himself was a fisher-
man and knew what it is to be on
board a fore-and-after on a dirty
night looking out for the land, and
that many a time he tackled a tow of
seals miles off the land, hence he knew
the requirements of the fishermen. In
conclusion he spoke of the\ heroism
:mdl bravery of the fishermen in gen-
eral.

The next speaker, was the President
of the F. P. U, Mr. W. F. Coaker,
When he arose to his feet there was
remarkable outbursts of -applause
from every corner of the spacious:

COMPOSITION ‘OF COUNOILS.

After the applause had subsided,
Mr. Coaker, the President of the
Fishermen’s Union, proceeded /'to ex-
plain the features of the organization
which has created such a stir through-
out our northern bays. He explain-
ed to the meeting, which was compds-
ed of Union and non-Union sealers,
the constitution, the ‘working, . the
aims and objects of the Union. As to
its constitution, he said it was com-
posed of three kinds of Councils; loc-
al, district and supreme. The .local
council was composed of Union mem-
bers of a settlement or settlements
who paid an entrance fee of 50c. and
5¢c. a month dues to keep them .in
good" standing. They elected as ofy
ficers @ chairman, a vice-chairman, a
secretary and a treasurer. The du-
ties of the local council are to in-
terest themselves in public, social,
commercial and political affairs of the
settlement, but in no way to meddle
with any matter affecting religion. .

BENEFITS OBTAINED.
After explaining the Constitution,
President Coaker proceeded to set
forth the benefits which its members
had derived from the Union during
the past year. He referred first of
all to the rise in the price of fish and
oil. He showed that by united action
and by the power and the prestige of
the Fishermen's Union, he had been
able to raise the price of fish to what
the market would bear, viz.,, from $5
to $7 a quintal. He had met with a
similar success in raising the price
of cod-oil from $90 to $128 a tun.
The second benefit on which Mr.
Coaker dwelt, had been the opening
during the past five or six months of
five cash stores at which the members
were able to purchase goods at St.
John's at wholesale prices. The turn-
over during that period had Dbeen
about $70,000.

The third benefit which Mr. Coak-
er mentioned  had been the purchase
of $150,000 worth of provisions whole-
sale in St. John’s during the fall, and
their distribution at prices advan-
tageous to the members of the Local
Councils.

FISHERMEN'S ADVOCATE.
Another advantage had been the in-
corporation of the Union Publishing
Company, Ltd., for the publication of
The Fishermen's Advocate, so that
fishermen would have an organ of
their own to advocate their own cause
and publish. news and views which
were especially in the interest of the
Fishermen’s Union and of the fisher-
men generally of Newfoundland.

A fifth advantage was the incor-
poration of the Union Trading Com-
pany,» which was promoted for the
purpose of importing goods for the
supply of the stores which were at
preésent in. existence, and for the
twenty additional stores which were
about to “be enterprised. Mr. Tem-
pleton was at present in England
buying goods for this Company, and
his purchases were due to arrive here
at the beginning of next month.
As the sixth benefit, Mr. Coaker
emphasized the Sealing Agreement
which he had been able to arrange
with the owners of the sealing steam-
ers. This agreement was a matter
of congratulation, as it would affect
their comfort during the present voy-
age. It especially illustrated the ad-
vantage to be derived from unity of
purpose, and showed the strength of
union among sealers. The owners
had agreed to sheath the inside of
the ships with wood, and the deck
with three inch plank, and where pos-
sible this year, and in all casés by
1913 to fit the ship with portable iron-
frame berths, to board in the compan-

The
statement that 700 were present is
false, for over 1,200 tickets were is-
sued and hundreds were admitted
without tickets, Every available inch
of space in the building was occupied.
Upon the platform there = was not
room even for the speakers, as some
of them had to stand throughout the
meeting. There were no interrup-
tions. There was a continuous cheer-
ing, and when 1 was speaking I asked
the audience repeatedly not to cheer
or applaud as I would not get half
through with what 1 wished to say
if' they continued to occupy so much
time  in cheering the points scored.
No person present called for a cheer
for Mr. Blandford or.for any other
mian in‘public’ life.. The . statement
that Mr. Blandford: was cheered is a
deliberate falsehood. About 500 start-
ed from.the Institute, and by the time
all the men had fallen in from -the
diftérént ships ds -arrafiged, the par-
ade contained 2,000 ‘sealers. The pro-
¢ession extended from Waldegrave St.

An Uniust Scheme.

So far as the Pension Scheme to-day
is an enlargement of the principle of
the Old Pension Scheme in which
Canon Pilot took such an int: st
we agree with it. In so far, however
as it calls for the same premiums
from teachers of tke same age, nc
matter what their salaries may be
and provides pemsions according to
For in-
stance, under this Scheme -there 1aay
be two male teachers cf thirty, one
receiving $300 a ycar, tae _otaer
$1,500. Both are called upon to pay
the same premium, $10.84 per annum.
Now if at sixty the .two teachers
maitain the same average salary as
mentioned above, viz., $800 and $1.500,
the former is ¢ntitled a pension of
$200 a year and the fatter to a pen-
sion of $1,200, yet both have coniri-
buted equally. What justice can
there be in such a scheme.

Then as to provisions, the owners
‘had ‘agreed to ‘proVide soft bread,
three times a4 week, whenever prac-
ticable.. Beef, pork, potatoes and pud-
ding would be provided for dinner
three times a week. Stewed beans
would be provided daily for breakfast.
Onions, potatoes and turnips were fo
be ingredients of the pea soup sup-
plied on Saturday’s, The -alloWance
of butter was to be continued, and the
fat taken from the boilers by the cook
was to be used in the puddings. Bet-
ter accommodation had also’ been
agreed upon for those who became
sick or were disabled during the
sealing voyage.

It had been agreed also that the
owners should endeavour, where pos-
sible, to effect insurance on the
share of the crew ‘on the voydge, tak-
ing the premium eut of the men’s
share ol the voyage.

As the meeting was a meeting of
sealers, the President of the Fisher-
men’'s Union paid considerable atten-
tion to this benefit, which was natur-
ally the topic of the hour.

INCREASED WAGES.

A seventh advantage had been a rise
of wages in outports. Mr. Coaker
stated that at Catalina, Bonavista and
Twillingate, pay had gone up from 70c.
a day taken up in trade to one dollar
in cash. In the last place 12c¢. an
hour was paid for over-time.

They were also desirious of obtain-
ing free and compulsory .education.
They were insistent that their children
should have a better chance than they
had. They wanted to fit them better
to fight the battle of life. They would
in no way attempt to interfere with
denominational education.

A third subject in which the Union
would insist was a Reduction in
Taxation on the necessaries to
make the conditions of life more tol-
erable.

Having set forth the advantages de-
rived from the establishment of the
Union, Mr. Coaker passed on to the
formation of the Umion Party, and its
object, and dwelt particularly on the
Platform of the Union Party.

In connection with the Platform of
the Union Party, he emphasized that
they took a firm stand for the stand-
ardising of fish, so that a man might
get out the value of the cure he
put into the fish.

He explained also that it was the
intention of the Unmion.to raise a fund
to be loaned eventually to the fisher-
men for the purchase of supplies
The fund would be derived from the
discount the Union received from the
wholesale purchase of butter, tobac-
co, 0il clothes and tea. They had
hopes that these discounts would
amount to $30,000 a year. These
discounts would be put .in a Trust
Fund until they amounted to $250,000
When this sum was reached, the loan
system would be  inaugurated and
would doubtless ~evemtually. destroy
the present objectionable credit sys-
tem.

Mr. Coaker explained how he came
to publish the statement which gave
rise to what is known as the Coaker
Libel Suits. The information had
been given to him by -a person inter-
ested in timber deals, and he had
acceptcd it and published it in good
faith. He had evefitually found that
ths statement was in many particulars
gr: ssly inaccurate, and he as in hon-
ou bound had withdrawn it, and
ap logized for making it. He gave
whet _he had been now assured were
the correct facts of the inecident.

TIMES ARE CHANGING.

Mr. Ccaker showed that times were
changing and the workers had every
hope now of coming to their own
These were not the times when fish-
ermen had to go cap in hand, fingérs
in their mouths, and the nunney bag
on their back and beg for supplies to
keep them alive. They had railways
and steamers, and would make us< of
them to get out of the country. if
they could not get as good a living
here as elsewhere. The object of the
Fishermen's Union and the Union
Party was to make it possible to get
as good a living here as they could
get by going out'of their native land.
They were not satisfied to go to the
Labrador and come back to get $2.40
a quintal for their fish.. If they could
not get a good price, they would not
go to the Labrador. They would get
out and leave the schooners to rot at
their anchors anfl the traps to rot im
the store. They would look for $4 2
quintal for their Labrador fish o1
they would rot go and catch fish the
next season. Mr. Coaker impressed
upon the fishermen that these changes
could not be brought about rapidly
or by violence or revolution, They
could only’ be brought about by de-
grees, by slow steps, by quiet, fixed
and stern detefmination.: They must
all pull together. They must all aim
at the same object, and theéy would
make good and win out by Union.
