WASHINGTON, Nov. 20.
Acting under directions of P. M. G 

Hitchcock, the P. O. Inspectors and 
States Marshals in 72 leading cities 
commenced to-day action for using 
the mails to promote criminal medical 
practises, and sale of drugs and in­
struments for illegal purposes. Many 
prominent persons will be arrested, 
including leading physicians and 
wealthy business ' men; also many 
who live by their wits, and are little 
known outside their own circles. One 
is a Chinaman who has preyed on 
women of his own race and those in 
the lower strata of society.

LONDON, Nov. 20.
The new financial resolution of the 

Home Rule Bill was discussed in Com­
mittee to-day. Austin Chamberlain 
remarked that if Ireland 'demanded 
separation she must bear the burden 
of her own financial responsibilities. 
Lloyd George declared that it would 
pay Britain as well to have a pro­
sperous Ireland, as a prosperous West 
Indies or South Africa. - Bonar Law 
pointed out that Britain did not pay 
Old Age Pensions in the Colonies, 
and there was no sound reason why 
she should pay them indefinitely to a 
Home Rule Ireland. Sir Frederick 
Banbury moved to amend the resolut­
ion. providing that payments for Irish 
services should not involve any 
charge on the British taxpayer. This 
was defeated by a majority of 115. 
The resolution was passed by a ma­
jority of 111.

LONDON, Nov. 20. 
Ten thousand sovereigns have been 

stolen from a consignment of 200,000. 
shipped to Alexandria on Nov. 12th. 
On arrival, two boxes were found to 
be filled with lead.

CHICAGO, Nov. 20.
Irving Farrell, aged 23, was shot 

and killed by a policeman, while re­
sisting arrest. He was the third of 
three brothers shot at by the police 
within five months, and the second to 
be slain.

BUDAPEST, Nov. 20.
Servla has yielded to the Austrian 

demand that an official from the For­
eign Office should be allowed to pro­
ceed to Prisrend to investigate the 
complaint made by the Austrian Con­
sul that he had been hindered by the 
Servians In the performance of h.s 
duties. This news relieves the im­
mediate tension between the two 
countries, as an opportunity is now 
furnished for an unbiased examinat­
ion of the grounds of the dispute.

LONDON. Nov. 20.
The Daily Mail correspondent with 

the Bulgarian Army, says: I passed 
tlirough three or four villages which 
the Turks, in their retreat, had given 
to the flames. There is no doubt they 
added to the horrors of the situation 
by foul massacres of Christians. The 
evidences of these atrocities are buri­
ed. but I heard from eye-witnesses, 
whose words cannot be disputed, that 
women were murdered in cold bloo Î, 
then with their slaughtered Infants 
cast into the mud.

SOFIA, Nov. 20.
Turkish reports of victories at 

Tchatalja are officially declared to 
be untrue. This is the only informat­
ion given out as to the three days’ 
operations before Constantinople, ex­
cept yesterday’s announcement that a 
battle had been engaged in at an ad­
vanced point.

LONDON, Nov. 20.
A Belgrade despatch to the Daily 

Express says that the capture of 
Monastir has proved a difficult pro­
blem for the Servian government, 
which is extremely puzzled as to the 
housing and feeding of its army and 
40,000 new prisoners. Fethl Pasha, 
who was among those who surrender­
ed was Turkey’s popular minister at 
sword to the Servian Commander. 
Luxurious apartments await him when 
he Is brought back to Belgrade.

LONDON, Nov. 20.
The Salonikl correspondent of tli 

Times says that relations between the, 
Greeks and Bulgarians are far Irons 
amicable. That more serious devtiloo- 
meuls have not occurred is due to 
the Bulgarian minister to France, Dr. 
Stancieff, who is now attached to the 
staff of Crown Prince Boris. When 
the Greeks entered the city, three col­
umns of Bulgarians had approached 
within striking distance. On Nov. 
8th the Bulgarians began the battle 
with the Turks at Aivali, and pursued 
the enemy, within two miles of Salon­
ika An envoy, sent to demand sur- 
rendc r, found the Greeks in posses­
sion, and they refused to allow the 
Bulgarians to enter the town, with the - 
result that the Crown Prince and his 
brother, Prince Cyril, were compelled 
to sleep under the Bridge of AiValL 
The Bulgarians then sent an ultima­
tum to the Greeks threatening to en­
ter the town forcibly. Twenty-four 
hours later the Greeks abandoned 
their opposition, and King George per 
mitted the Bulgarians and Servians to 
filter within the walls. The allies 
have also quarrelled over the occu­
pancy of the Mosque of St. Sofir by 
the Bulgarians. On two occasions the 
Greeks attempted to seize the Mosque 
on the grounds that the Bulgarians 
wish to dedicate it to their Church. 
The later, however, declared they on­
ly wished to use it as a barracks. An­
noyance has also been caused by the 
appointment of Prince Nicholas as 
military Commandant. The Bulgar­
ians desired only to recognize the au­
thority of their own general. The two 
occupying armies are about equal a 
strength.

LONDON, Nov. 20.
The Daily Chronicle's correspond­

ent, telegraphing on Monday, from 
Hademkrevi, says:— The battle has 
been one of the bloodiest in the pre­
sent war, both sides sustaining fear­
ful'Jesses. Magnificent courage was 
displayed by Turkish officers of the 
higbtest rank, who exposed them­
selves to the Bulgarian fire with un­
equalled devotion, in order to set aa 
example to the men. The battle- is 
still raging with unabated fury. The 
Bulgarians are directing their fire 
against three forts west of Hadem- 
krevi, attempting to break through 
the Turkish line. The Turks are hold­
ing their ground, disputing every inch, 
and desperately making the most 
heroic resistance.

SOFIA, Nov. 20.
Tlie Bulgarian troops before the 

Tchatalja fortifications have received 
orders to cease fighting, and merely 
to hold (lie positions won, as negotiat­
ions for an armistice have begun, at 
Turkey's request.

LONDON, To-day.
War shifted for a time from field 

arms to that of diplomacy. May be 
the war la at end. Plenipotentiaries 
for belligérant powers met at the vil­
lage of Hademkui, a few miles out­
side the Capital for preliminary dis­
cussion of terms of armistice; mean­
time Turkish, Bulgarian and Servian 
commanders ordered cessation of hos­
tilities. Although cannonading, which 
Nazim Pasha reports unimportant, oc­
curred. Sweeping terms which the 
allies are said to have demanded, as 
basis for armistice, appear not to 
have been advanced but 'plenipotentiar­
ies may not have known level and 
platform until they meet for discus­
sion It is almost certain It will be 
on the basis of the Balkan States 
holding all the conquered country un­
til permanent treaty of peace is sign­
ed. What vestiges of his former pow­
er they are prepared to concede to 
the Turks depends largely upon two 
factors—strength and supplies. Al­
lier armies threatening the gates of 
Constantinople. The extent to which 
the cholera spectre has embarrased 
plans is not certain but great trans­
port difficultés hamper the Bulgarian 
army on account of the distance from 
its base and rough roads. Cholera is 
counted on by the Turks to weaken 
the Bulgarian ambition for triumphal 
march into the Capital and celebration 
of Mass in St. Sophia. ■

NEW YORK. To-day.
In widely separated parts of Brook­

lyn two tragedies resulting in each 
case in the suicide of the mother and 
death of her child occurred almost 
simultaneously yesterday. Mrs. Fred 
Kauffman. 25 years old. took her 5- 
year-old daughter to bed with her 
after turning on the gas, the pair were 
found ephixiated by the woman’s hus­
band. She left a note saying she de­
spaired of outcome of an operation 
which she was about to undergo. In 
like manner Mrs. Catherine Herriling. 
widow, who had been ill for several 
months, and her six-year-old son met 
the same fate and were found asphixi- 
ated by neighbours.

MANCHESTER, To-day.
The Guardian discussing the pro- 

liability of Canada offering thirty mil­
lion. for naval purposes, hopes since 
it involves the principle which many 
Candaians will certainly dislike, will 
prove to be Borden's own idea and 
not the result of any suggestion from 
the Home Authorities; they ought to 
make it clear to Canadians that the 
idea of benevolence is as repugnant to 
us as it can be to them, adds the 
Guardian.

MONTREAL, To-day.
Because of the recent riots between 

McGill students and the Montreal 
police it has been determined by the 
civic authorities to pass a bye-law 
forbidding undergraduates to parade 
the streets. In future this privilege 
will only be granted to religious or 
patriotic organizations.

QUEBEC, To-day,
( apt. Lindsay, wreck commissioner, 

gave his decision at Quebec yester­
day morning in the investigation held 
of the grounding of the Bengore Head 
Capt. Hoy was suspended for three 
months; second officer, who commis­
sioner charges with incompetency, 
was suspended for 9 months.

According to him, the 
national emblem should be of rich 
dark green linen with a Celtic harp on 
its folds; “such a device on a square, 
net an oblong flag is Impressive and 
artistic, has no obscurity about it, and 
is admittedly national in the fullest 
sense of the.term.”

ed my twenty-fourth birthday." 
xvrites Packey McFarland in the Chi­
cago Tribune. “In two month I shall 
stick the padded mitts away, for I 
have determined to leave the ring for­
ever. 1 am not retiring as champion, 
but that is through no fault of my 
own, for the man who holds the title 
in my class refuses to meet me for the 
championship.

“1 realize that few fighters ever 
have retired when they were only 
twenty-four years old. I have been 
lighting eight years, and in those eight 
years 1 have gained success and the 
financial reward that goes with it. i 
was a pugilist because I discovered 
early in the game that boxing was 
the field for me. I could do better in 
it than in any other occupation that 
I knew.

In those eight years of ring work I 
have earned a fortune amounting 
close to $200.000. I have bought a 
home for my folks, so that they will 
be comfortable for the rest of their 
days. The money that 1 have made 
out of pugilism is enough to Insure 
my brothers and sisters comfort as 
well. When I quit the ring I intent 
toi enter some business, it probably 
will be the commission business in 
the stockyards district.

'There are many who believe that 
the average fighter lias brutal instincts 
but I do not believe it. In all the 

■ I have been fighting there never 
has been a time when 1 saw I had 
tfly opponent beaten or outpointed that 
I had any desire to punish him fur­
ther or cut him to ribbons’, as they 
say. There have been many fights Ju 
which I had beaten my man and knew 
he did not have a chance for victory 
,iid asked the referee to stop the 
tight. I always felt that I was clever 
■nough to protect myself, but I also 
could see that the other fellow could 
aot protect himself and that meant 
certain defeat for him.

“There are two reasons why I am 
to leave the ring. One of them is the 
act that l have made all the money 1 
teed, and the other, which also is an 
important one, is that I am tired of 
the training grind incidental to fight­
ing. It means road work every day, 
work with the gymnasium appartus. 
punching the bag and boxing half 
a dozen rounds with a sparring pati­
ner. That isn’t the worst of it. The 
ttoxer who must make a required 
notch on the scales must diet and at 
times even is not allowed to drink 
water, which is about the hardest 
thing of all to leave alone.

“In the time that I have served in 
the ring I have heard many things 
about this fighter and the other one.
I have heard them say that Packey 
Farland never carried a knockout 
punch I only want to answer that by 
saying.

What’s the difference?” I have 
been clever enough to win my battles 
end the record books will show that 
there have been a good many knock­
outs to my credit.

"What is the difference whether a 
man wins on points or whether he 
wins with a knockout? It is the aim 
of every fighter to win by fair means, 
for- that means not only the glory of 
victory but the financial returns and 
that in the end is all that any con­
testant seeks.

“It is generally believed that I was 
nicknamed “Packey" because 1 ouce 
worked in a packing house at the Un­
ion stockyards. That is not true. 1 
never worked in a packing house. 
When I was a hoy my little sister gave 
ne that name. She was so little that 
ihe could not pronounce Patrick, so 
she did the best she could and called 
me “Packey.” That name has stuck 
ro me ever since, and 1 guess It al­
ways will."

For the 
new knight, in his flurry and agita­
tion, is so likely to do strange or un­
suitable things in the presence of roy­
alty that the amusing tales about him 
have become legion to the general 
public.

Of the really true ones, however, 
the following a're some of the best. 
Who can forget the contretemps which 
occurred when Queen Victoria was 
about to knight a certain prominent 
citizen of Leamington, a man whose 
name remains enshrined to-day in tt.i- 
town as one of its most benefactors: 
But, just, as the Queen was about to 
knight hhn. so agitated did he become 
that he forget what ought to be done. 
He rose too soon, and left the room, 
turning his hack on her all the way 
and not actually knowing but that the 
ceremony was over! Needless to sa., 
he was never really knighted at all 
and right to the day of xhis death 
Leamington to felt much aggriieved at 
the mishap.

Then was there not that occasion 
when Mr. John Thomas, af Bucking 
ham, was included in the birthda- 
honors? Mr. Thomas, who is a well- 
know paper manufacturer, was niadi 
a knight. But the similarity of his 
name (together with no mention oi 
his town) to that of the famous musi­
cian who was for so long the royal 
harpist, led many people to a. very 
irobably error, and Mr. John Thomas 
he fine Welsh harper, received mon 

: hail 1.000 congratulatory messager 
from friends far and near who took 
lim to be the lucky and worthy re­
cipient of the King's favor.

On those occasions flu 
Queen was very rapid in her move 
nents. and his lordship, having sunl 
on one knee to be invested, hefori 
inyone present hail grasped the erroi 
and could interfere. Her Majestj 
touched him with the sword and gavi 
:im the honor of knighthood! Shi 
herself overlooked the fact that she 
had actually knighted him only twe 
years previously.

The celebrated war correspondent 
of The iÆndon Times. Mr. W. H. Rus­
sell, had a physical fram nearly- ae 
small as his mind was large. Heme 
his familiar friends used commonly 
to call him "Little Billee;" and one cl 
the best and most valued of suck 
friends was his late Majesty, King 
Edward.

Very touching and delight fill was 
the. scene when Sir William Howard 
Russell came forward to be knighted 
by the sovereign whom he had known 
so long and served so faithfully, and 
whose steps as a vonçg man he had; 
guided over the battlefields of the 
Crimean War when the then Prince 
of Wales visited that interesting spot 

The famous journalist's small frame 
and physical infirmities would have 
made it a trial for him to kneel down 
before the King. The kind heart of 
Edward VI1. grasped this at once, as 
he knight in embryo came forward.

"Don't trouble to kneel, Billie! 
Stoop!" whispered the ‘monarch with 
a sweet smile.

Russell's eyes filled at this kindly 
thought of his King and friend, lie 
"stooped," the sovereign touched his 
shoulder very lightly, and then said 
just a word in congratulation, as the 
new knight, will full heart, affection 
ately kissed the royal hand.

Few Premiers have ever been more 
cynical than was Disraeli, afterwards 
Lord Beaconsfleld.

Before his exposure, Johnson had 
signed a contract for $50,000 to fignt 
Langford and McVey in Australia.

Johnson's disgraceful deeds became 
public.

The ring has been guilty of many a 
shady, even criminal, transaction, but 
it is refreshing to note the unanimity 
with which it bars Johnson.

He has everything a champion 
needs save weight properly distribut­
ed.

Palzer is the logical champion. He 
is a youngster, game" and willing. He 
will never be a Jim Corbett. Bob Fitz­
simmons or Kid McCoy, but there is 
no reason tf by he should not be the 
reincarnation of Terry McGovern and 
Battling Nelson.

He is q giant in the bright flush of 
youth. A clean-living virile man- 
mountain weighting 200 pounds with 
six feet three inches of dynamic acti­
vity and force.

He possesses the undaunted coin­
age of Nelson with the irresistible 
awe inspiring rush of Terrible Teddy. 
He loves to get close to an opponent 
and exchange pile-driving blows until 
one drops for the fatal ten.
