Draining The Garden.

When 1 speak of a well-drained
zarden, I mean orne from which the
surplus water will drain after every
rain which is heavy enough to make
2 surplus. “Surplus” water is that
which fatls in excess of the amount
which will be held in suspension in
the soil by the power of capillary ac-
tion. " If you pour much water
in the pot of a plant which is well
Irained, the surplus will run out at
the bottom, leaving only what the soil
will suspend. The soil of your garden
should act in the same way, and will
do so if the grade of the land is such
as will permit of it." Where this grade
is absent, you willF have to sink tiles
two feet in the soil, sixteen feet apart,
which form a passageway to carry off
the surplus water regardless of
level of the soil.
