A Test of Endurance.
It would appear that the Entente 

Allies are not ready yet to take the 
great offensive in the West, which 
was talked of during the winter, as 
likely to commence in May. Greater 
preparations are necessary than had 
been expected, and a spècial depart­
ment had been organized to obtain a 
sufficient supply of munitions from 
works in the British Isles, Canada 
and the United States. Curiously, 
efforts are being made in the latter 
country by German interests to buy 
up works= to prevent them supplying 
such munitions, and it is suspected 
also to hamper the authorities there 
in obtaining munitions should the 
submarine dispute eventually lead to 
war. No doubt also the introduction 
of the poisonous gas warfare has 
hampered the entente allies, as they 
have had to prepare to counter-act it 
by such preventives, as our New­
foundland physician, Dr. Cluny Mac- 
pherson, is engaged on at the War 
Office, and to supply themselves with 
the means of carrying on a warfare of 
a similar nature as a necessary re­
taliatory measure. The policy being 
pursued is evidently one calculated to 
wear-down the enemy. In the main 
the Germans are being allowed to 
break themselves on an impregnable 
front in the West and wear them­
selves „out on the mighty armies 
which the Russians are able to supply 
on the East. On the Italian-Austrian 
frontier, the Italians are seizing and 
strengthening frontier posts and at 
the same time making advances in Is- 
tria with a view to the seizure of Tri­
este and Poia and the possession of 
the maritime region of Austria, with 
a view to drive Austria from the sea 
coast, and eliminate Austria from 
maritime warfare entirely, even in the 
way of submarine fighting. Like the 
fighting in the Dardanelles the opera­
tions will be slow, but success can be 
counted on eventually.

Obituary.
CAPT W. H. TICKER.

One of the best known mariners in 
Newfoundland, Capt. W. H. Tucker, 
passed away at Harbor Grace after a 
long illness. For some thirty years 
he was in the employ of the firm of 
Messrs. Alan Goodridge & Sons, and 
paid many visits in the Clementine to 
the ports of Brazil. He was a typical 
seaman, hearty and generous, but 
knowing well how to maintain dis­
cipline with his crews among whom 
he was most popular. Two or three 
years ago he retired to Hr, Grace to 
reside and he became ill over a year 
ago and has been ailing ever since. 
A few days ago his wife met with a 
serious accident, which entailed a re­
moval to the General Hospital. She 
is a sister of A. A. Parsons, Esq., 
Governor of the Penitentiary, and to 
her the blow will be all the greater as 
she was unable to be present at his 
death-bed. One daughter, Mrs. Par­
sons, of Hr. Grace, and one son, Capt. 
John Tucker, First Officer of the S.S. 
Florizel, are left. To these and to 
the sisters, Mrs. J. B. Osmond of 
Moreton’s Harbor, Mrs. J. W. Taylor 
and Miss Delia Tucker, of St. John’s, 
and a brother, Mr. Stephen J. Tucker 
of the Horwood Lumber Company's 
staff The Evening Telegram extends 
sympathy.

Supreme Court.
(Before the Full Bench.)

The case of the King vs. Dewey 
Day was continued In the Supreme 
Codrt yesterday afternoon. After re­
cess Priscilla Greene and Mrs. Cant­
well, witnesses for the Crown, were 
examined.

Head Constable Sparrow was the 
next to be sworn. He stated that he 
was doing duty at Beams’ corner, 
Duckworth Street, on the evening of 
May 19th. He was called to the 
scene. Two constables were with 
him at the time. He sent them to the 
Armoury quickly, and followed them 
arriving shortly after they did. The 
boy Spearns had been sent to hos­
pital when he arrived. Witness ask­
ed of the people around who did the 
shooting. The prisoner came for­
ward and said that he did it. He 
took the boy into custody. He also 
took the gun with which the boy 
stated the shooting was done, (wit­
ness produced the gun which he had 
obtained from the prisoner, and also 
a cartridge of the size used). Wit­
ness said that the prisoner did eot 
hesitate in giving him the gun. When 
doing so he explained that he did not 
know it was loaded.

The next witness was Dr. Knight, 
House Surgeon at the General Hospi­
tal. He was leaving his house on 
Queen’s Road, about 7.30 on the even­
ing of May 19th, when a man named 
Nose worthy approached him to come 
to the Armoury on King’s Road, as a 
boy had been shot. He hurried to 
the scene and upon arrival found the 
boy Spearns lying on the floor of the 
Armoury about 4 or 5 feet inside the 
door. The head was bandaged. Up­
on removing the bandage he found a 
wound in the forehead between the 
eyes, and about an inch above. He 
took the boy to the hospital. The 
boy’s pulse were weak, and he was in 
a semi-conscious condition. He saw 
the boy again at 11.20 p.m., and no­
ticed that he was throwing about the 
left arm and left leg, his pulse was 
stronger, but he did not move the 
right arm or leg. The boy had a 
special nurse that night. Witness 
examined the boy at 9.15 a.m. the next 
day, and noticed that paralysis of the 
right side of the body was evident 
and that his temperature was above 
normal. He visited him hourly dur- 
tthe after of that day, and noticed 
that the pulse became more rapid. On 
Friday . coma became more pro­
nounced. Later he was able to an­
swer the nurses’ questions, but made 
no remark on his own inittiative. On 
Saaturday at noon an operation to re­
lieve the pressure on the brain was 
performed. At midnight the patient 
was restless but on the following day, 
Sunday, the pulse was better, and the 
temperature lower. Witness then 
stated that a gradual improvement 
was noticeable daily until the next 
Friday when the temperature started 
to rise, and drowsiness became evi­
dent. At 4 p.m. Sunday the patient 
showed improvement, and it was 
though advisable to have a deposition 
taken fearing serious developments 
would occur. The boy was in the 
opinion of the witness mentally capa­
ble at the time. He answered the 
simple questions put to him but wan­
dered a little towards the end which 
was probably due to fatigue. On 
Monday the patient was worse, and 
on Tuesday he showed considerable 
irritability. The abdomen became 
distended, the palate paralysed and 
the right pupil dilated. He died on 
Tuesday, June 1st, at about 5 p.m., 
from abscess formed by the poison of 
the bullet.

Upon cross-examination by Higgins 
witness said that he did not think an 
attempt to remove the bullet when 
the patient was brought to the hospi­
tal would be successful. The boy. 
Dewey Day, had given him informa­
tion voiuntai ily at the Armoury on 
the evening of the shooting and was 
quite candid in answering the ques- 
ttions withness asked him.

Dr. Keegan was the next witness 
sworn. His testimony was in the 
main similar to that of Dr. Knight 
and had reference to the patient’s 
condition while at the hospital. Wit­
ness described the operation per­
formed, and explained the object in 
view, viz., the removal of pressure 
from the brain. In his opinion, any 
operation to remove the bullet would 
have meant the death of the patient, 
as the bullet was situated in the back 
lobe of the brain, and to reach it, it 
was necessary to cut through about 
an inch and a half of brain sub­
stance.

The next witness was Dr. Rendell, 
who conducted the post mortem ex­
amination. Upon being sworn, wit­
ness said that he attended the hos­
pital on June 2nd and held a post 
mortem on the body of a boy aged 
about 13 years. He found a wound 
on the front of the head which wound 
he judged to be some days old. A 
second wound was found at the back 
of the head and from which was 
oozing semifluid material of a pink 
color. The latter wound he judged 
had been mdde to relieve pressure pn 
the brain. Having probed backwards 
for about 4 inches from the first 
wound he found a piece of metal, 
which he then produced. On remov­
ing the top of the skull he found tne 
bullet of a 22 calibre rifle.

The lungs bore evidences of old 
pleurisy and early consumption, and 
the other organs were perfectly nor­
mal. In his opinion, as gained from 
the post mortem examination, the
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operation at the hospital was very 
skillfully performed.

In the cross-examination by Hig­
gins witness stated that it was always 
dangerous to interfere with the brain, 
and that the administering of stimu 
iants might possibly set up injurious 
effects in the brain.

Herbert E. Knight, J. P„ was next 
sworn. He stated that he took a de­
position from the boy Spearns at the 
Hospital on Sunday afternoon, May 
30th. He read the deposition to the 
Court.

In answer to a question asked by 
Higgins, counsel for the defence, wit­
ness stated that he noticed no emo­
tion on the part of the boy Spearns 
in the presence of Dewey Day.

Capt. W. H. Rennie was next called 
and sworn. He has been connected 
with the musketry training of the 
Volunteers, since the starting of the 
force. He knew the prisoner, Dewey 
Day. His father, John Day, was one 
of the instructors who worked with 
him. The prisoner had been em­
ployed at the Armoury looking after 
the rifles, targets and ammunition. 
He did not think it possible for a 
person to take aim without bringing 
the foresight and back sight in line 
(This in answer to question by Hig­
gins).

Mr. Doyle, Registrar of Births, etc., 
was also called to give testimony as 
to the prisoner’s age.

Mr. W. B. Sclater wa snext called 
and sworn. He explained the duties 
of the prisoner about the Armoury.

Const. O’Neill was next sworn and 
examined. His evidence consisted of 
certain measurements of distances in 
the vicinity of the Armoury.

Adjournment was taken at 5.50 p. 
m. until 10 a.m. Friday.

FRIDAY MORNING.
When the court opened to-day Har­

vey Thomas, orderly in charge at the 
Armoury, was called and sworn. Wit­
ness said that prisoner had charge of 
rifles and ammunition at the Armo­
ury. There were some other rifles 
not kept in the cupboard that would 
likely be lying around. Witness de­
scribed the style of cartridges used, 
and identified a target produced. Wit­
ness said that the prisoner was able 
to use a rifle, and showed some ap­
titude in shooting. The prisoner had 
often shown the volunteers how to 
stand when shooting and how to hold 
.the gun. Witness said that the pris­
oner had sole charge of the ammuni­
tion and held the key.

Upon cross-examination by Mr. 
Higgins witness said that he had nev­
er seen a person with any knowledge 
of shooting, aim without bringing the 
foresight in line with the backsight. 
Witness said that boys around the 
Armoury interfered with the shooting 
and that prisoner in telling them to 
go away was fulfilling a part of liis 
duty. Witness recognized the rifle 
used by the prisoner. He stated that 
on Saturday, May 15th, at about 5 p. 
m„ when approaching the Armoury 
had heard shooting. Two volunteers 
were there and were using spare 
rifles that had not been locked up. 
On two or three occasions witness 
found a live cartridge in a rifle when 
he was cleaning it. This was some 
time before the prisoner was em­
ployed.

On being re-examined by the Atty. 
General witness said that the “pull 
off” on the rifle produced was in bad 
condition as it was not much used. 
In all there were four rifles that 
were not much used. This closed the 
evidence for the Crown.

W. J. Higgins then states the case 
for the defense.

The prisoner, Dewey Day, is sworn 
and examination by Higgins. The 
prisoner was engaged at the Armoury 
looking after the guns and ammuni­
tion used by the volunteers. He was 
using Mr. Winter’s gun on the even­
ing of May 19th. Prisoner left his 
house about 7.05 on that evening and 
reached the Armoury about 7.15 p.m. 
He put on the lights and opened a 
window on the second story to venti­
late the room. He then went down 
stairs to fix the targets for the night's 
shooting. While he was down stairs 
he heard a noise as of boys playing 
around the armoury. On going up­
stairs again he heard the noise in­
crease, and went down to investigate. 
He found two boys in the armoury, 
Fred Crow.e and Henry Sawyers. 
He told the boy Sawyers to go out. 
Sawyers refused, and the prisoner put 
him out. The noise still continued 
and a number of boys starting shout­
ing out. The prisoner stated that he 
went to a corner of the building and 
took therefrom one of three rifles, 
and went to the window to frighten 
the boys away. He leaned out of the 
window, pulled the trigger of the 
rifle. He did not point the rifle at any 
one, nor did he take aim. He was 
surprised when the rifle went off. He 
looked down the street and noticed 
the boy Spearns lying on his back 
near the fence. He hurried down, 
and when he reached him he noticed 
that he was bleeding from the fore­
head. He was frightened and ran off 
for a doctor. He went first to Dr. 
Macpherson’s surgery and rang the 
bell. While waiting there a man came 
along and told him that Dr. Macpher- 
son was away. He then ran down 
Prescott Street to Dr- Mitchell’s sur­
gery. He saw Dr. Mitchell, told him 
that a boy had been shot and asked 
him to come right away. The doctor 
asked him several questions about the 
bhooting, some of which he answer­
ed. He told the doctor he had not 
time to tell him all about it and ask­
ed him to come right away as the 
iboy might be dying. The doctor said 
he had an appointment and could not 
go. The prisoner then took a cab and 
drove to the armoury as quickly as 
possible. When he arrived the boy 
Spearns had been taken to the hos­
pital.

What War Will
Do tor Peace.

Inventions Which are Being Perfect' 
ed as a Result of the Hostilities. 
War is at best a dismai, wasteful 

business. Yet there is one thing 
about it. It stimulates the brains of 
inventors, and chemists and scientists 
in all the countries involved are work­
ing at high pressure.

Some are busy about purely mili­
tary inventions, some to evolve sub­
stitutes for materials of industry, of 
which the import has suddenly ceas­
ed, others again are working for the 
benefit of the sick and wounded.

It was the Boer War which taught 
us the value of anti-typhoid inocula­
tion. Nowadays, not only soldiers, but 
travellers and explorers and all those 
who may have to ' risk drinking im­
pure water go in for this inoculation 
which in the long run will probably 
put an end to the ravages of one of 
mankind’s worst enemies.

The present war has already seen 
at least three most important new 
medical inventions, the most valuable 
of which is undoubtedly the new ser­
um called Coagulen.

Stops Bleeding at Once.

Coagulen is the invention of the 
great Swiss surgeon, Professor Koch- 
er. It is in the form of a powder 
which, before use, is mixed with wat­
er. Applied to a wound, it almost 
instantly coagulates the blood and 
stops the bleeding, whether external 
or internal. It shortens surgical op­
erations and makes them less danger­
ous. The French medical headquar­
ters speak most highly of Coagulen. 
It will, no doubt, come into general 
use in all surgical operations.

Professor Frauhel, an Austrian doc­
tor, has discovered a preventive 
against typhus. It is a mixture con­
taining anisol, which almost instant­
ly destroys the hitherto invulnerable 
insect which transmits the infection 
of spotted typhus.

The odd thing about this discovery 
is that it came by chance. The pro­
fessor’s assistant was told to use 
anise oil in the mixture which was 
being prepared. Instead, he put in 
anisol.

A third invention which will be al­
most as' useful in peace as in war is a 
method for taking almost instantan­
eous X ray photographs. Hitherto an 
exposure of many minutes has been 
necessary for many X ray photos.

The searchlight has hardly been im­
proved since 1886, when the first per­
fect parabolic mirror was produced 
The chief disadvantage of the search­
light has been that it could not be 
used in a ship that had not an elec­
tric installation.

This has now been changed. A new 
searchlight has been evolved in which 
a mixture of acetylene and oxygen is 
burnt, and the flame played on a 
small pellet of ceria. which emits an 
amazingly powerful light. The outfit 
is quite light and portable and can be 
carried and used by two men. It will 
be most valuable both on sea and 
land. *■

Bombs to Put Out Fires.
Water wireless is another product 

of this tremendous struggle, which 
will probably in the future save 
thousands of human lives from col­
lision ta sea.

At present it is being used for the 
detection of submarines; in the fu­
ture passenger vessels will find it ill­
usions at sea.

The French have a new air bomb 
which, when it bursts, produces cold 
so intensé that the aviator who first 
used them in November last has 
placed it on record that he distinctly 
felt the chill at a height of 800 feet. 
It is suggested that a modification of 
these bombs will prove extremely 
useful in fire fighting, and will en­
able firemen to get to close quarters 
with the intense flame produced by the 
burning of oil wells or chemical fac­
tories.

Speaking of aircraft, this war has 
in ten months done more for flying 
than ten years of peace. Although we 
are not permitted to give details, a 
British inventor has, since the war 
began, perfected a machine which, 
while heavier than air, is able to rise 
from rest and to hover. It has, weight 
for weight, immensely greater lifting 
power than any aeroplane, and is also 
far safer than any other form of fly­
ing machine.

It is, without doubt, the future 
means of locomotion.

FRESH FRUIT The Crescent Picture Palace To-DayReadjusting One’s Sett, AND
Ob' THE ZEPPELIN’S END.

Northern France, June 10—A mem­
ber of the staff of the Northern 
France journal, Le Telegramme, had 
the good fortune to meet Lieutenant 
Warneford after his return, safe and 
sound,, from his successful attack vp- 
on the giant Zeppelin in the air be­
tween Ghent and Bruges. Warneford 
was delightfully modest and prefer­
red not to say mu.ch about his exploit, 
which he said was just a piece of 
good luck.

“A most charming young gentle­
man, this Sub-Lieutenant Warne • 
ford,” says the French journalist, in 
a brief penpicture of. the hero. "He 
was most prudently reserved and 
spoke as men of action do; with no 
wealth of words.

“He said that he and two compan­
ions, J. P. Wilson and J. S. Mills, set 
off the night before on an air recon­
naissance. They started in the dark 
with only their compasses to guide 
them. About 3.30 in the morning 
found themselves north of Brussels. 
Coming down a little lower they 
were able to distinguish the big Zep­
pelin hangar at Evere.

Hit Zeppelin Hangar.
“ ‘My companions, Wilson and 

Mills,’ said Warneford, ‘then rose a 
little higher until they were exactly 
over the hangar. Then, one after the 
other, they let fly their bombs. Sev­
eral found their mark, and I saw a 
long flame shoot out from the hangar 
jetting up in the air to a great height. 
But whether there was a Zeppelin 
inside or not, I could not say. I lav-’ 
mg thrqwn their bombs, my compan­
ions continued their flight, turning 
ligh in vthe air and making for their 
own camp.

“ T reserved myself and my am­
munition for further adventures. I 
proceeded on my journey at an in­
creased height. It was jiist 4 o’clock 
n the morning, when all of*a sudden 
i perceived on the horizon, about- 
midway between Ghent and Bruges, a 
Zeppelin flying fast, at a height of 
vbout 6,000 feet. I immediately few

The Turks Fled

WHEN THE ALLIES DASHED INTO 
’ FORT. .1

Paris, June 14.—An official note 
given out to-day presents a summary 
of the operations in the Dardanelles 
from May 15 to June 1, as follows:

“Heavy fighting has taken |>lac'e 
during this time. To-day our pro­
gress is somewhat slower than it was 
in the beginning, but every inch of 
ground gained has been organized in 
such a manner as to permit of the re­
pelling of counter-attacks, and each 
advance has been held. The physical 
aspects of the country make fightjng 
extremely difficult and dangerous, as 
the battle front presents the form of a 
triangle.

“During the second half of May 
there were attacks on the Turkish 
line of entrenchments in front of Ker- 
eves, and the redoubt called the ‘Dou- 
chet,’ which we took May 8. All the 
Turkish counter-attacks failed com 
pletely.

“Our position being assured here 
we endeavored to capture a small for­
tress situated on the extreme left of 
the enemy’s line, on account of the 
strategic position of this fortress it 
was impossible to take it in the ordin­
ary way by an artillery attack follow­
ed by a bayonet charge. Such a me­
thod would have resulted in heavy 
loss of life.

“The attack had to be a surprise. 
On the night of May 28, a mixed 
company composed of thirty-four 
white and thirty-two negro troops, all 
volunteers, under the command of a 
Lieutenant, received orders to slip out 
of our first trench, one by one, and 
crawl on their hands and knees to the 
opposing trench. Here they were to 
surprise the occupants and kill them 
without firing a shot. Two other com­
panies bringing up the rear were to 
go at once to the assistance of the 
first company if the plan failed.
. “At 11.45 p.m. our men, having gone 
forward in accordance with instruc­
tions, rushed over the embankments 
of the enemy trenches. The Turks 
were completely surprised. They dis­
charged their guns into the air and 
immediately took to flight. Thanks to 
the rapidity of our attack our only 
casualty were one sergeant and two 
men wounded.

“The Turks attacked twice without 
success, and dawn saw us firmly es­
tablished in our new positions.”

Send of! for Dernburg.
(From the New York Herald.)

The tears that will be shed when 
Herr Dr. Dernburg benefits America 
by quitting its soil to-day will be only 
German tears. It might be fitting to 
bespeak him a hearty welcome in Ger­
many.

He has been the rallying point in 
the United States for nearly ten 
months of German editors and Ger­
man agitators, who have called them­
selves German-Americans. Most of 
them came to this country to escape 
the oligarchy of Prussia, its caste, its 
military service, its favoritism of the 
few at the expense of the many, and 
yet the instant Germany became at 
war with other nations they assumed 
an attitude which showed that in 
their hearts they would gladly im­
pose these things upon free America. 
These agitators, headed by Dernburg, 
have kept the German Government 
constantly misled as to the sentiment 
in the United States and have almost 
brought the two countries to war.

The worst of it is that while Dern­
burg goes the so-called German- 
Americans continue their work. As 
the Chicago Journal says:

“German editors have not been con­
sent with taking sides with Germany 
againSt the Allies; that was natural 
and proper. They have taken sides 
with Germany against the United 
States, which is treason. They have 
viewed every public question in Am­
erica through German spectacles. 
They have heaped indignities on the 
President of the United States which 
in any other country would have 
planted them in jail."

Commenting on this, Colonel Henry 
Watterson whites in the Louisville 
Courier-Journal :

"They cannot be both Germans and 
Americans. They cannot be for Ka.i- 
serism without being traitors to re­
publicanism and democracy. They 
cannot be true to the Stars and 
Stripes with a side glance at the 
Cagles of the Hohenzollern."

This spirit, which is still being dis­
played in the German press, and es­
pecially in the German press of the 
Middle West, can be laid at the door 
of Dr. Denrburg. He sowed the har­
vest of dragon’s teeth. No class will 
suffer quite so much in this country 
as the citizens of German descent in 
ease of war between this country and 
Germany. Happily a large majority 
of them have refused to follow the 
torch of Dernburg and his crew.

The astounding part is that with 
the handwriting clearly on the wall 
as to American sentiment these edi­
tors go on preaching TREASON.

I am an Englishman myself. The 
first Newfoundlander I saw for three 
months, was Alan Sceviour, my old 
St. John’s friend, I might say. We 
were the only two from St. John’s 
who came to Portsmouth. It was a 
surprise for me one morning ouc to 
sea; we were stopped by an armed 
trawler for some special orders; I 
was standing on the aft deck when a 
package of Gem cigarettes fell down 
near me. On looking up I saw my 
old friend waving his cap as our ship 
steamed away. I was glad to get the 
cigarettes, especially because they 
came from Newfoundland. The New­
foundlanders are well treated over 
here and get a good name as seamen. 
You will find them over here in the 
smallest trawler to the largest battle­
ship. Some have lost their lives 
bravely in serving their King and 
country. I hope their places will be 
filled ~wijli some .more Newfoundland 
sailors.

PONDEROUS PERSONAGES — ROB- 
. ERT MORRIS.

By GEORGE FITCH 
Author of “At Good Old Siwash”
Robert Morris was an imported pat­

riot who is not sufficiently remember­
ed by his busy country. Morris came 
from Liverpool, where he was born 
in 1734, to Philadelphia, and went in­
to the banking business, where he 
speedily acquired a fortune. It was

* about enough money to buy the auto­
mobiles of a modern captain of indus­
try but it was a big sum for those 
days and let us see what Robert did 
with it.

Robert was a rich man, but he did 
not tear his hair and yell about the 
ruin of capital when the colonies re­
volted. He went into the Continental 
Congress, signed the Declaration of 
Independence and got the job of finan­
cing the war. It was harder at that 
time to sell a government bond than 
it would be to-day to sell stock in a 
gold mine in Indiana, but Morris suc­
ceeded in borrowing many millions of 
dollars in Europe and in floating the 
revolution at a time when the Ameri­
can army consisted of a small num­
ber of patriots equipped with chil­
blains and two rounds of ammunition 
apiece.

Of late we have been too busy can­
onizing great financiers who have 
floated trusts until they drowned in 
their own stock to pay much atten- 
tion to the feat of Morris's. But it 
makes all modern finance look triv­
ial.

While Morris was busy scaring up 
money for the government the British 
took Philadelphia and Congress mov­
ed out, leaving him behind to pass 
bills, wind the clock, sign checks and 
run the government in general. Mor­
ris did this for two months with great 
success, this being the only time this 
country was ever run by one man, 
opponents of T. Roosevelt to the con­
trary, notwithstanding.

After the war Morris helped write 
the Constitution, was superintendent 
of finance and was a general high- 
grade patriot. However in an evil 
moment he speculated in town lots in 
the new city of Washington and 
bought several thousand of them, 
agreeing to build twenty houses a 
year. Presently he failed and spent 
three years in prison for debt.

This shows us how times have 
changed. Morris got millions for the 
government. To-day financial gen­
iuses get billons for themselves and 
shriek with deadly pain while paying 
$678.34 income tax to the U. S. of A.

LONDON, To-day.

The public inquiry into the sinking 
of tlie steamship Lusitania by a Ger­
man submarine, ended this afternoon. 
A short session in camera will be held 
to-morrow to take further evidence 
as to whether Capt. Turner observed 
fully the Admiralty’s warnings, but 
none of this will be made public. The 
feature of to-day’s session was the 
ruling by Baron Mersey, President of 
the Court of Inquiry, that the question 
of speed had nothin gto do with 
the catastrophe. When the attorneys 
connected with the case, were asked 
their opinions, Mr. Edwards, M.P., 
representing the Seamen’s Union, 
said it was obvious that if a zig-zag- 
ing course was an element of safety 
as an Admiralty expert had testified, 
then the captain and owners of stea­
mers showed grave culpability. The 
evidence shows the torpedo suddenly 
came into the side, was Mersey’s 
comment. How would the speed of 
the vessel have affected that catas­
trophe? The only question on which 
Baron Mersey (Jesired light, was the 
statement of Thomas Coal, operator, 
that while the first and second class 
passengers were calm and the stew­
ards and stewardesses brave and 
helpful, the steerage passengers were 
in confusion.

IT PAYS

THE RUSSIAN RETREAT.
LONDON, To-day.

Another twenty-four hours fightini 
in Galicia developed nothing to sten 
the Austro-German advance towari 
Lemberg from the west and north 
west. Last night Berlin claimed tha. 
the Russians are retreating over tlieii 
own frontier toward Tamogrôii 
about four miles from the Galiciai 
border. This means the invasion o. 
Russian territory at a new point, bu' 
according to military observers here 
it may spell advantage for the Rus 
sians, as a general Russian retire­
ment northward into Poland wouli 
divert General Von Linsingen’s at 
tempt to crush the Russian centre 
near Zurawna district along the 
Dneister. According to Berlin, the 
Austro-German forces have batterev 
through Niemerow, thirty mile 
northwest of Lemberg, and are ad 
vancing towards Jawarow, which ,i: 
only 25 miies west of the Galician 
capital. Three great masses ofiAus- 
tro-Germans are thus sweeping iron- 
tlie San toward the capital city. The 
prediction is made that the decisive 
battle, if one is to be fought, will 
take place in the vicinity of Grodek. 
where British military observers 
consider the Russians should benefit 
by the lake country. British news­
papers though not minimizing the 
importance of the Austro-German 
successes in Galicia, acclaim what is 
styled Grand Duke Nicholas’ elusive 
strategy in shifting from the nortn 
and south to northwest and southeast. 
This manœuvre, it is asserted, has de­
flected the Austro-German blow to 
some extent. It is strikingly parall­
elling with the Allies’ retreat in the 
west last fall, which culminated ill 
the Allies’ victory on the Marne. The 
struggle along the Dneister before 
Lemburg, it is considered here, must 
determine which side is more astute 
in the present monoeuvres.
