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Its total forces are estimated by Ital­
ian observers at two-thirds of the 
Austrian effectives in the field. In 
the lace o£ tills our Allies have struck 
again on the old battleground, famil­
iar from two years of tïtànic strug­
gle, of the Trentino. If they have 
struck with any force and intend to 
go on striking there, the news is 
most surprising.

My principals alqjie have 
paid out over $480,000 and wc have 
now lying round Hie bays add shores 
of the Island about 5,000 Cords of 
wood which we have paid for," but 
which we are unable to find tonnage 
for and which we consequently could 
not ship. There is no doubt that this 
stuff is being stolen,, and from the 
way in which it lias been stolen re­
cently it is doubtful whether there 
will be much of it left to ship. It 
must be remembered that the pit props 
which are lying around the shores of 
the Island waiting for shipment are 
not just the tree trunks lying as they 
have fallen but they are manufactured 
timber. It has to be cut to a speci­
fied length, it has to be barked and 
it has to be sawn (not cut with an 
axe) square at the ends. All this 
means labor, and tile labor has to be 
paid for, so that anyone who steals

Ih all coun­
tries Jlf-om which pit props are ex­
ported the export taxes oh them and 
timber are made on the bill of lading 
quantity, as it is only natural that 
the man that ships the wood is going 
to he paid for the quantity that is 
on board and the Government is 
quite safe in accepting the amount of 
the tax on the same quantity. I think 
it is usual in all countries for the 
taxes to he paid on the Bill of Lad­
ing quantity as signed by the captain 
of the vessel loading same. The ap­
pointment of these surveyors does 
not fiaake any difference to the buy­
ers and It does not affect the meas­
uring in any way. The first boat load 
that I measured for my principals, 
Messrs. Evans & Reid, Limited, was 
measured on railway cars at Lewis- 
porte so that it was impossible for 
this wood to be lost between the time 
when It was measured and the time 
it was shipped. This cargo turned 
out four per cent short, which was 
not unsatisfactory. In 1915 and 1916 
however, we have had some very big 
shortages ranging from ten per cent, 
to sixteen per cent, and I know , of 
other shippers who have had some 
enormous shortages. Messrs. Evans 
& Reid, Limited, bought a cargo ship­
ped per ‘Neath’ in 1915 by the Intake 
bill of lading quantity. This cargo 
turned out over thirty per cent, short.

SOOTHING AND MEALING

Report of Citizens’ | 
Committee

Increased Cost cf Bnildlng:
While the ideal city should be the 

aim of all, that object can be attained 
only gradually. If the Bill as it 
stands should become law, the Com­
mittee is of opinion that the enforce­
ment of some of its provisions would 
cramp development, and intensify, 
for a considerable period, the over­
crowding which all desire to see re­
lieved.

The cost of building material and 
labour has so greatly increased, that 
any enactment which would tend to 
add more to that cost should receive 
the most careful attention.
Certain Dwellings Assessed on Cost:

The Committee does not consider 
I liât the method of obtaining the rent­
al value for taxation purposes, by a 
percentage computation on the cost of 
a building occupied by its owner, is a 
fair one. Surely, appraisers can be 
found to estimate very fairly what 
such a building would rent at! The 
cost of two buildings erected, one at 
tjic beginning, and the other towards 
the end of the same ten year period, 
would materially differ. Yet these 
two buildings would have the same 
market value, and rent for the same 
amount. Why tax them differently?

Land Speculators:
In this, as in other cities, there are 

individuals who own land which they 
have not attempted to improve. These 
individuals wait till the labor and 
money expended on adjoining proper­
ties shall have multiplied the value of 
the lands they U .' L That the Coun­
cil shall have the right to enter upon 
such lands, and improve the same at 
the cost of the owners thereof, is only 
just and fair. The Committee regrets 
that some means cannot be taken to 
force such selfish individuals to dis­
gorge the unearned increment. The 
City should certainly not pay for im­
provements to such property. On the 
other hand, the person who has al­
ready bought a plot of land on which 

-to build, andr-more especially he who 
has already built a dwelling should be 

'treated as have all those in the past 
been treated. The main water and 

' Itewerage lipes and all other ser­
vices ‘provtd'ed by the City, should In 
such cases be paid for, as heretofore, 
by the City.
Absentee Landlords :

Great Britain has by Acts of Par­
liament recognized, to a certain ex­
tent, the truth of the contention that 
those who use property are best en­
titled to the lawful profits arising 
therefrom. The “dead hand” still, 
however, claims a share, and often 
more than a fair share is exacted. 
Many years ago men—long since de­
ceased—by their ability brought their 
property up to a certain value. Their 
descendants now receive, on the fall­
ing in of leases, a rent far in excess of 
that value, and are being paid a profit

on the .labor and money expended by 
the lessees and by the community gen­
erally. For this additional profit they 
give absolutely no return. The Com­
mittee recommends that the difference 
between the rental value, when the 
original owners ceased to use the pro­
perty, and the present rent exacted be 
taxed, at a special rate, for the good 
of the whole community. If our local 
Legislature should pass such legisla­
tion, the British Government could not 
in justice veto it, in view of the fact 
that the British Parliament, even be­
fore the war, itself taxed the unearned 
increment. There are provisions in 
this Charter giving tenants a claim on 
the improvements they have effected 
on such property; but these do not 
touch the value of the improvements 
made by the community generally, 
and by the City Council in particular. 
Merely to increase the taxes would 
penalize the tenant and through him 
citizens who deal with him. No law, 
and not even the sacredness of con­
tracts, should stand in the way of jus­
tice to the community.
House Owners to Pay The City Tax:

The Committee has sincerely tried 
to find a method of raising taxes by 
other means than that popularly 
known as the water and sewerage 
rates, and recommends that all who 
enjoy any civic privileges or services 
should help pay for the same. The Poll 
Tax is :\ step in the right direction; 
but it shoul.1 be made clear that ten­
ants of taxable property ought not to 
be subejet to it. The payment of the 
city tax by the house owners only will 
safeguard the city against losses such 
as it has suffered in the past. The 
tenant should, however, be protected 
against unnecessarily large increases 
in the rent on this account.

Poorer Houses Taxed Two-Thirds :
The Committee strongly recom­

mends that a discount of 33 1-3 per 
cent be allowed on taxes on dwelling 
houses which rent at $100.00 a year 
and !ess, and that a surtax of 33 1-3 
per cent be added to the taxes on 
houses renting at $500.00 and over. 
Conciliation Board:

In these troublous times, when the 
nations of the world are making laws 
to control the cost of producing and 
distributing food, it must not be for­
gotten that rent forms a large propor­
tion of the expenditure of the majority 
of our citizens. This necessity re­
quires, in many cases, some control­
ling authority. We prevent cabmen 
from asking exhorbitant' fares by 
making flat rates. This cannot be 
done in the case of rents, but a Board 

| of Control might take each case into 
consideration, and, by acting fairly 
between landlord and tenant, see that 
each performs his duties in regard to 
the other in the spirit of the Golden 
Rule. iiîS

Tenants May Buy Out Leases:
The relations of landlord and ten­

ant have been discussed in all their 
phases by the Committee. The duty 
of tenants to keep the premises clean

and of landlords to keep them in good 
repair is clearly dealt with in the Bill. 
The right of lessees to buy out leases 
on payment of a lump sum based on 
twenty annual rentals has worked 
well elsewhere. The Committee wel­
comes the application of this prin­
ciple to St. John's, and hopes that the 
powers of the Conciliation Board may 
be so enlarged that monthly tenants 
may obtain a similar privilege, and, 
further, that some means may be de­
vised of safeguarding tenants, es­
pecially those in poorer class houses, 
from exhorbitant rents.

The Housing Problem :
This is a matter of pressing im­

portance. Neither good soldiers nor 
good citizens can be expected from 
over-crowded slums. The health 
and morality of the community 
should have consideration above all 
other matters. The Committee con­
siders that the Civic Commissioners 
have made some good suggestions as 
to how this matter should be dealt 
with. They propose to deal with it 
by Bonus, Municipal Ownership and 
Building Societies.
Bonus:

A bonus of ten per cent, of total 
cost is allowed in the case of houses 
costing eight hundred dollars or less. 
The Committee thinks this should be 
extir led to include houses costing 
one thousand dollars or less. 
Municipal Ownership:

The Council may build and sell or 
let houses for the working classes. 
If properly managed, this would cost 
the City practically nothing.
Building Societies:

The sections relating to Building 
Societies have been carefully consid­
ered by the Committee as well as the 
Form of Guarantee, and, with a few 
amendments as to detail, been ap­
proved. This should cost the city 
nothing.
Unfinished Houses:

Provided that water and sewerage 
appliances are installed and the

ladies of Carbonear to the visitors and 
delegates at the close of the first ses­
sion will be a pleasing memory.

Temples and the power of the priest; 
the best way to reach the natives is 
to build mission churches in the cen­
tre of the towns to enable a compan­
ionship to be made and so influence 
the people. The beautiful city of 
Konazawa where she has been work­
ing is the centre of Buddhism and has 
a student population of 40,000. The 
childhood of Japan makes a point of 
contact with the parents, and kinder 
garten work there is important as an 
evangelistic agency. The Japanese 
do anything for their children and as 
they are an educated people if we 
plant Japan knee deep in literature 
we can have great success in the fu­
ture.

Wednesday afternoon a Round Ta­
ble Conference was conducted by Mrs, 
Fenwick and some very fine papers 
were read and enjoyed.

may permit persons to inhabit hous­
es which cost eight hundred dollars 
and less while such houses are in an 
unfinished condition. A guarantee, 
however, is demanded that such hous­
es shall be finished within two years. 
The Committee thinks this should ap­
ply to houses costing one thousand 
dollars and less, xthat the time be ex­
tended to five years, that the security 
be reduced from $200 to $100 and that 
the term "completed" be made to ap­
ply to the exterior only, water and 
sanitary appliances being installed 
immediately after the mains have 
been extended to the vicinity of such 
houses.
Building Regulations Unworkable:

The Committee regards the Build­
ing and Housing Regulations as un­
workable in their present form, and 
recommends that a Commission of 
experts be appointed to draft a series 
of regulations which can be put into 
effect by Bye-Law of Cue Council. The 
present regulations should be regard­
ed as temporary and when the Com­
mission shall have reported they 
should cease to form part of the Act.

W. M. S. Convention 
at Carbonear

The second annual convention of 
the Newfoundland Branch of the Wo­
men’s Missionary Society was held at 
Carbonear last week and from all re­
ports it was very encouraging to note 
a marked progress in the work of the 
Society during the year which has 
just closed. The meetings were held 
in the splendid hall, which was very 
tastefully decorated for the occasion 
by the ladies of Carbonear.

At 3.30 Tuesday afternoon the first 
session opened and the chair was 
taken by the Branch President, Mrs. 

Delegates, district organi­
zers and officers all were in attend­
ance, with the exception of Mrs. Cur­
tis, Hon. President, who, we regret, 
was unavoidably absent through ill­
ness. Mrs. Matthews in a few well 
chosen words delivered the address of 
welcome introducing Miss De Wolfe as 
a returned missionary warrior. The 
great attraction of the whole conven­
tion is centered on Miss De Wolfe, a 
returned missionary from Japan, and 
who during the last eleven years has 
boon giving her best in the land of the 
Rising Sun, and now being on fur­
lough honoured the Branch with her 
presence. She is a Nova Scotian lady 
of excellent faculties and a very 
pleasing speaker; her charming per­
sonality appeals to all, and to know 
her is to love her.

Mrs. A. S. Adams read a very bril­
liant paper : “The Delegates Oppor­
tunity” and told very beautifully a 
story of a circle girl who was helped 
through the little mother’s prayers at 
home to make the best of passing op­
portunities.

Mrs. J. Duff afterwards sang very 
sweetly, and the official reports were 
read, showing rapid progress in the

year. Total amount raised for the 
year is $4,750.05, an increase over 
last year of $773.20.

The reception tea given by the

Mission Band won the first Banner 
and Wesleyville second. Miss De 
Wolfe again addressed the audience on 
the “Kindergarten Work in Japan.” 
Japanese children must be taught 
courage, for the Japapesc as a peo­
ple do not value life.

The Temple Re­
ligion teaches “Dying, not living, is 
honorable.” Kindergarten teachers are 
privileged to enter homes as purely 
evangelistic workers are not. They 
give Bible lessons first and English 
after. In this way the Japanese are 
taught to sec the Light. Japan is 
calling for moii- light, physically 
mentally and spiritually, who will 
help? %

Loss of the S. S. Njord
Abandoned Off St. Pierre Island Sun­

day K ight.
The following message was receiv­

ed last evening from St. Pierre: — 
Special to Evening Telegram.

ST. PIERRE, This Evening.
“The British steamer ‘Njord,’ from 

Sydney to St. John’s, coal laden, afire 
and abandoned forty miles off St. 
Pierre Island, June 10th. The master 
and crew of 21 men, landed here.”

The Njord was a wooden barque- 
rigged steamer, built in Arendal, Nor­
way, in 1886. She was 522 tons gross, 
254 tons nett, 152.7 feeet long, 30.5 ft. 
beam and 17.2 ft. deep. Some five or 
six years ago this ship and a sister 
ship, the Jacobsen, at present engaged 
in the local trade, were outfitted by 
their then Norwegian owners and 
prosecuted the sealfldhery in the Gulf 
with poor success. The next two suc­
ceeding years they were again out­
fitted in Cape Breton by the same

owners for the sealing voyage, which 
on each occasion proved a failure. 
She and her consort were then en­
gaged running in the coal trade be­
tween the Sydneys and St. John’s. In 
the early part of last year she met 
with a mishap and lost part of her 
tail shaft and was towed into tiiis 
port. While awaiting repairs the 
Njord was purchased by Messrs. 
Baine, Johnston & Co., who had her 
thoroughly overhauled and repaired 
and prepared for the 1917 sealfishery, 
which was successful. The ship op­
erated north in charge of Capt. Ran- 
dell and brought in over 17,000 heavy 
seals. Since then she has been ply­
ing in the coal trade and was on her 
way from Sydney to this port in 
charge of Capt. Turner when she met 
her fate. Though no particulars are 
yet to hand, the assumption is that 
the vessel struck the land during a 
dense fog on Sunday night last and 
inflicted such injury to herself that 
she had to be abandoned. With the 
tonnage question so acute just now 
the Njord will be a great loss to the 
local mercantile marine fleet.
