As explained in previous articles
of this series, the business of buy-
ing and selling slaves was practised
by the ancients, but the modern usage
of the term Slave Trade is chiefly con-
r.ected with supplying African negroes
for the Spanish Colonies in America.

_This may be said to have begun as far
back as the year 1442, when some
Portuguese, under Prince Henry the
Navigator, were exploring the African
Atlantic Coast, and an officer of Prince
Henry’s ship having captured a num-
"ber of Moors, was induced by his chief
<o return them, exacting a ransom
from their people. This ransom took
the form of teén negrocs and a quantity
«of gold dust. The trade in slaves may
be said to have been inauguratedfrom
ithat moment, for their cupidity being
I'a.roused by the opportunity of making
easy money, the Portuguese fitted out
1a fleet of ships for the purpose of
icapturing and trading in blacks, and
'huilt several forts om the African
‘Coast, from which they could not only
‘makc raids into the Native Villages,
‘but defend themselves and their cap-
tives when ‘attacked 'by the infuriated
‘inkabitants. From these settlements
‘many negrocs were brought into
!Spain by the Portuguese catchers, and
*the Colonial Slave Trade made its ap-
pearance by the introduction into the
‘then newly = discovered Western
‘Hemisphere of the children of those
‘negroes who were made use of to work
on the plantations owned by Span-
iards. In the year 1510 and later the
Spanish King Ferdinand ordered a
nongfer of-the Spanish African Colony
to ¥gsent to Hispaniolo, or little Spain
nowHayti, the black rejublic.

Prior to this however, Columbus
the’-discoverer of America who had
taken some Carib (as the natives of
the newly discovered land was called)
prisoners, proposed an exchange of his
captives,* the latter to be used as
slaves, against live stock to be furnish-
ed the Hispaniolan possessions by
Spanish Merchants. in order that the
royal treasury would be enriched by
a duty tax on the slaves and the Col-
cnists supplied with breeding stock
without expense. This proposal was
‘nverruled, and the Royal order was
that a policy of conciliation rather
‘than harshness, should be adopted to-
‘ward the docile people of the new
Spanish Colonies.

Under the Emperor Charles V this
policy was changed, and he, says
Robertson, the historian, “granted a
patent to one of his favorites contain~
ing an exclusive right” viz., that of
supplying 4,000 negroes annually to
Hispaniola, Cuba, Jamaica and Porto
Rico. “The favorite,” continues
Robertson, “sold his patent to some
Genoese Merchants for 25,000 ducats,”
(about £12,600, a fortune in those
days). The Genoese with an eye to
business, purchased ths slaves from
the Portuguese, and thus was brought
into existence an “odions gorm of com-
merce between Africa and America,
which has since been carried on to an
amazing extent, imitated by all the
nations of Europe who have acquir-
ed territories in the warm climates of
the New World.”

Shortly: after this, Englishmen be-
gan to engage in this profitable spe-
culation of slaving, the first to em-
bark in the “blackbirding” enterprise
being Sir John Hawkins, of whom wea
shall deal in a future article. Slave
trading companies were also founded
in England, and by the treaty of
Utrecht (1713), Great Britain secur-
ed a contract, previously held by the
Dutch and French, for’supplying 4800
_.megroes & year to the Spanish Colonies

. in the Americas. 4

The bill to prevent the introduction
of Rabies into Newfoundland passed
its third reading, and was sent to the
Legislative Council.

The House then went into Commit-
tee on Supply, Mr. Goodison in the
Chair.

In opening the debate for the Op-
position, Mr. J. 8. Currie (Burin),
Leader, made some criticisms on the
several votes they were asked to pass.
The estimates for last year were $1,-
600,000 lower than those they were
now asked to vote ypon, and he could
not help asking the question, where
we, as a country, stood? Only eight
years ago the budget was less than
half of what it is to-day. We are now
asked to vote about seven million dol-
lars for supply, and he predicted that,
before the year had ended, nearer
eight millions would have been spent.
For the Auditor General reports that
on the 28th of February this year all
money voted last session had been ex-
pended, and in a few days the House
would have to vote considerably over
a million dollars to Supplemental
Supply to cover the amount that had
been expended on Executive responsi-
bility. A policy of economy was
needed. The Finance Minister last

ear had. said so, and the Auditor!

eneral had pointed it out. The vote,
for Soldiers’ Pensions would have his |
hearty eupport, and his only regret!

Theén there was the salary
of the Judge of ' the "Central Court.
Last year it was increased from
$2,400 to $3,600 and it was now in-
creased another 15 per cent.,, or to
$4,140 a year. The Government En-
gineer, who last year had a nice sum
of '$700 ‘added to his salary, was to
havé another $600 added, making his
salary 94,600 per year. The High
Commissioner’s Secretary at London
also had the nice fat salary of $3,500
a year, or higher than that paid the
Premier, .and fifty per cent. higher
than those of the Colonial Secretary
or other departmental heads. The
Bay steamship service was then dealt
with, ‘and he showed where an in-
creased subsidy was paid the Reid
‘Nfid. Co. for the Notre Dame Bay
service of $26,000, or double what the
contract called for. The change of
the service was not in the interest
of the people, but only in the interest
of one business concern operating
at. Port Union. It was also a breacn
of the contract with the Reid Co. The
Government also allowed the Reid
Co. to increase the freight rates and
the passenger rates, the latter in di-
rect violation of the contract. He
drew attention to the fact that in the
estimates there was no provision
made for the salaries of the Ministers
of Militia or Shipping or other staffs,
which was not, he thought the right
thing. He asked that a report be re-
c¢eived. from the Minister of Shipping
and laid on the table.

The Minister of Finance and Cus-
toms, in reply, said that the Auditor-
General’s report could not be taken
seriously in relation to overdrafts, es-
pecially since the war started. He
gaid when the war started some wise-
acres held up their hands in holy
horror about the expense of sending
the first five hundred men across to
fight. /

Mr. Currie—I was not one of those.

Mr. Cashin—I don’t know.

Mr,.Currie—You had better look on
your own side of the House for them,
they are sitting behind you.

Mr, Cashin said Mr. Currie had pic-
tured blue ruin for the country, but
he forgot we had twenty ‘millions in
the Savings Bank belonging to the
fishermen. He was asked by Mr. Cur-
rie if he intended to take that out, to

Bowrings’ had not receiv-
ed any increased subsidy.

The Minister replied that they had
made no application for any increase;
and it was not the Government's
place to suggest it. He justified the
increases to the Judges and the Gov-
ernment Engineer. by - explaining the
superior work they were called upon
to do. .In speaking of economy he
said the Auditor-General talked of it,
but he, himself, was asking for an in-
crease and got it, too. He was c¢x-
pecting the departments of Shipping
and Militia to go out of existence
soon, therefore the need of placing
their votes in the estimates was mnot
apparent.

Mr. Moulton thought that as all
Civil Servants had been given an in-
crease, that the Pensioners should be
given the rame consideration, and
asked the Government to give these
poor men some favorable considerz-
tion, as they were a deserving class
of, retired -civil servants.

Mr. Currie replying to the Minister
of Finance said that he had been
somewhat misrepresented by the Min-
ister, He was advising the Minister
to be cautious in expenditure of mon-
ies, and quoted the report of the Ma-
rine and Fisheries Minister to .the
effect that our prosperity was excep-
tional, and that a year of bad fisher-
ies and bad prices would have a bad
effect on the country. He pointed out
to the Minister the absurdity of some
of the votes, and quoting that for leg-
islation predicted a large overdraft,
because ‘it was absolutely inadequate.
He asked the Minister how he could
justify the payment of Sessional pay
last year to the Hon. 8.7D. Biandford,

Mr. Coaker—I was there attending
to the Trading Co.'s business. Fle
gaid the Northern Districts had awak-
ened, and would not be dictated to by
St.. John’s. He , complained of the
newspapers criticising and perseca-
ting him, the Union and the Trading
Co., and asked for fair criticism.

Mr. Currie congratulated him on bé-
coming the apologist for the Reid-
Nfid. Co., and said it appeared that
with Mr. Coaker and hig criticisms it
all depended on which side of the
House he was sitting.

Mr. W. J. Walsh (Placentia) con-
gratulated the Finance Minister and
Mr. Coaker on becoming politieal bed-
fellows, but reminded them that ft
was not always so. In speaking of
the votes they were asked to pass, he
criticized the salary of the Secretary
to the High Commissioner, but
thought. that the occupant of the po-
sition was a good man for ‘the job.
He thought the salary was altogether

too great. The Pension Board sal-
aries, amounting to $14,710.00, he
thought somewhat high, especially
when the chairman pulled down

Haye in St. Mary's Bay. Mr. Walsh
then made a particularly strong plea
for the consideration of his district
by the Government, and told of the
needs of roads and bridges, ferries,
etc. The grants were altogether in-
adequate for the needs. Western Rd.

On a motion to adjourn, Mr. Jen-
nings gave some .explanation re a
question asked by Mr. Walsh earlier
in' the day about his (Mr. Jennings)
salary as herring inspector, and ap-
peared quite offended over the mat-
ter, but was told by Mr. Walsh that
he had nothing personal against the
hon. member, and that the informa-
tion sought after was legitimate in-
formation for the country, and also
reminded him that when on the Op-
position side of the House no one ob-
jected to Mr. Jennings or the other
members asking questions, and he did
not see why he should object now
that he was enjoying” the luxuries of
the Government.

Mr. Piccott dealt with a personal
matter, after which the House ad-
journed until 3 o’clock on Monday.
