We are ready to admit that 
in such an impartial matter as 
this it is to be regretted that the 
Government have not been able 
to introduce the bill at an earlier 
stage, in order to permit the op­
inions of all sections of the com­
munity to be heard. At the same 
time, the statement contained 
in the Manifesto to the effect 
that a measure embodying the 
repeal of the Prohibition Act 
was to be introduced, has given 
to those, who are strenuously 
opposing the measure how be­
fore the House, ample time to 
voice their objections had they 
felt so disposed.

The principle at issue was 
clear even though the details of 
the measure were unknown, and 
we presume it is not a question 
which hinges on the extent to 
which wines and spirits are to* 
be distributed or in what 
amounts they are to be portion­
ed out.

In Quebec, where there Is Govern­
ment control, the convictions for 
drunkenness In 1922 were 7,103, and 
1923 had decreased to 6,260.

WASHINGTON Aug. 8.

Cause of the

OTTAWA, Aug. 1.—Federal statis­
tics on drunkenness seem to bear out 
the contention that prohibition does 
not prohibit. In 1922 the convictions 
for drunkenness in Ontario, where 
there is prohibition, were 10,000, and 
in 1923 these had increased to 11,370.

In Quebec, where there is govern­
ment control, the convictions for 
drunkenness to 1922 were 7,103 and 
in 1923 had decreased to 6,260. In 
1922 there were convictions against 
operating illicit stills in Ontario of 
246 and in 1923 the convictions were 
339. In. Quebec on the same charge, 
in 1922, there were 116 and in 1923 
the number had increased to 281.

Convictions for driving an auto­
mobile while intoxicated rose in 
Ontario, in 1922, from 60 to 144 in 
1923, and in Quebec from 33 to 104. 
Convictions for offences against 
liquor, prohibition and temperance 
acts to Ontario, in 1922, were 3,246, 
and in 1923 were 3,958, while in 
Quebec in 1922 they yiere 954, and 
in 1923 were 1,724.
