France’s industrial consumption of 
raw cotton in 1924, according to fig­
ures compiled by the Exportateur 
Français and transmitted to the Bank­
ers Trust Company of New York by 
its French Information Service, total­
led 284,000,000 kilogrammes, the total 
importation aggregated 302,000,000 
kilogrammes but of that 18,000,000 
kilogrammes were exported. (The 
kilogrammes—2.2P4 lbs.).

The above figures show the recovery 
made by the French cotton Industry 
after the heavy damage sustained dur­
ing the war when factories were sys­
tematically damaged and destroyed by 
the Invading armies. It has been esti­
mated that from 1914 to 1918 more 
than 3,880,000 spindles and- nearly 27,- 
000 loans were destroyed. At the pres­
ent time most of the damage has been 
repaired and the French cotton In­
dustry, Alsation factories Included, 
now numbers 10,840,000 spindles as 
well as 190,000 looms of which 8,000 
only are hand-looms.

During the year 1924 the French 
cotton industry shewed great activity, 
purchases of cotton thread being 4,- 
293,000 kilogrammes and exports 16,- 
029,000 kilogrammes. Purchases of 
cotton woven goods, amounted to 2,- 
871,000 kilogrammes and exports fc 
67,108,000 kilogrammes.

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"Pneumonia le Be most deadly of 
all acute diseases: it Is the type of 
these diseases of the respiratory or­
gans which are the great curse of 
this country now that improved prim­
ary sanitation has brought the water­
borne disease under control. It kills, 
In England and Wales, between thirty 
and forty thousand persons every 
year—much the same number as that 
for which pulmonary tuberculosis is 
responsible," writes "Lens" in the 
New Statesman.

"That takes years to kill: pneu­
monia ten days or so. It kills at all 
ages, but is the enemV of the very 
young and the old: unless, indeed, we 
lake .the view of Sir William Osier 
that It is the old man’s friend. When 
a man is really tired of life, he may 
indeed do worse than make an end, 
swiftly and with little pain, by means 
of this disease. ,

“As the colder, darker, dirtier and 
more deadly halt of the year returns, 
we may properly consider this ‘acute 
lobar pneumonia,’ about which we 
know so much and so little, and which 
lies in wait, with its high case mor­
tality, for so many of us.

“Forty years ago the • bacteriology 
of the disease was worked out in the 
main respects. To-day it is the eas­
iest matter to find, in the ‘rusty spu­
tum’ of pneumonia, the pneumoccus 
of Fraenkel, described by Mm and 
others during the years 1S82-6. So 
much serves tor diagnosis.

“But forty years have brought us 
absolutely nothing, towards the cure 
or the prevention of pneumonia, from 
these bacteriological discoveries. When 
the crisis occurs, and, in favorable 
cases, the temperature drops, per­
haps eight degrees or more in a few 
hours, we must believe that some pro­
cess of immunity has succeeded: and 
we must hope that a chemical product 
should he obtainable, like the anti­
toxin which works such natural mir­
acles in diptheria. But we have none 
such. *

“Of course, we have our orthodox 
armamentarium—antipyretics to bring 
down the high temperature by means 
evidently as different as can be from 
those which Nature employs at the 
crisis; expectorants to aid the cough: 
hypnotics for sleep: cardiac stimul­
ants to whip the sore-pressed heart: 
and also hot poultices and ice-bags 
to relieve the pain in the side, due to 
the associated pleurisy.

“And we have a fine system of ex­
amination, with percussion and aus­
cultation, whereby we can ascertain 
how. far the dullness extends, and 
which lobe of which lung is still un­
affected. The verdict on all this may 
he taken from the greatest doctor^ of 
the age, a lifelong student of pneu­
monia. who knew more about it than 
anyone else. Osier wrote from the 
death-bed. where his old enemy, this 
very disease, was beating him at last, 
that ‘all our bronchial therapy is fu­
tile.’

“In these days wc are at least learn­
ing not to raise the death-rate by 
closing'the windows, and doing all 
we can to reduce the supply of oxy­
gen to the respiratory surfaces, al­
ready dangerously reduced by the soli­
dification of so much of the lung. The 
antlpyretls and sedatives, antlfebrin 
and alcohol and so forth, are used 
with far less freedom. Windows are 
opened. Nature is given a chance. Few- 
er patients are killed by treatment: 
and that is all we can say.

"Such being the meagre record, 
surely a heating should be gained for 
any suggestion towards the preven­
tion of pneumonia—a phrase which, 
except from my own pen, I have no­
where seen. Do J, then, suggest that 
pneumonia is a preventable disease, j 
as many of us have long asserted j 
tuberculosis to be? Yes, indeed I do. i 
I have no doubt that, it we chose, we 
could reduce the death rate from this 
disease almost out of recognition.

"Urban smoke 1s unquestionably a 
casual factor of pneumonia and of 
bronchitis. Tfte relation has been 
known for many years. The Medical 
Officer of Health for Salford, in Ms 
latest - report, published diagrams 
showing how the denthrate rises after 
togs in that borough. The same has 
been repeatedly shown in London. 
Citizens who regard me as a fanatic 
may reflect, when next wc have two 
or three days of fog, that many of 
themselves, just a fortnight later, will 
consequently breathe their last.
‘ <In Pittsburg, four years ago, I was 
told that the pneumonia death-rate 
had been the highest In the world, 
the voit flgures being recorded not 
in the coldest sections on the hillsides, 
but In the smokiest. In our country 
Middlesborough--claim? pre-eminence 
in respect of pneumonia, as all who 
live or visit there may well believe.

“When we cease te burn our coal, 
we ehaH do more to lower the pneu­
monia death-rate than forty doctors 
put together. The elderlr and af­
fluent, of course, haye long ago . prac­
tised the prevention of pneumonia by 
repairing to the Riviera, every winter. 
Give them a villa In Caravan from 
November to April and they are an 
unconscionable time a-dylng. as many 
an expectant heir can attest.

An Etid to Secret 
Diplomacy

In the despatch to-day it is 
stated that the thousandth 
treaty has been registered with 
the League of Nations with the 
filing by Sweden and Norway of 
documents relating to certain 
arbitration questions.

Under Article XVIII of the 
Covenant of the League every 
treaty or international engage­
ment entered into tiV any mem­
ber "of the League must be at 
once registered with the Secre­
tariat, and as soon as possible, 
published by it. Further, no 
such treaty or international en­
gagement is binding untjl it has 
been so registered. *

One of the most fruitful 
sources of mistrust and even of 
open quarrels in the past has 
been secret diplomacy, and at 
ihd conferences held to draft the 
Treatv of Versailles the late 
President Wilson was most em- 
rhatic in his condemnation of 
■ uch methods. So far as the 
members of the League are con­
cerned. this evil has been dis­
posed of. and documents refer- 
’■:ng to any agreements may be 
mspected and studied by all in­
terested parties.

‘At present the membership 
consists of fifty-five nations in­
cluding the dominions of the 
British Empire. Germany is 
about to be admitted, Russia 
still stands aloof, but the United 
States, whose President was lar­
gely instrumental in establish­
ing the League, and who was ope 
of the three original signatories 
to the Covenant, prefers lo do 
nothing more for the moment 
<han hold a watching brief. 
Treaties made with the United 
States are registered, but those 
made between the Republic and 
the few countries which still re­
main outside are not.

Referring to this matter re­
cently in an article in the New 
vork Times, Dr. Nicholas Butler, 
President of Columbia Univer­
sity, remarked:—

"So important is this single and 
authoritative depository of all treat­
ies that it would be an act of decent 
courtesy for the Department of State, 
of its own motion, to register with 
the League every treaty to which the 
Government of the United States may­
be a party.

"It is deplorable that the people of 
the United States do not hear more 
of this patient, constructive and al­
ways humanitarian work, and less of 
the technical political discussions 
that are carried on from time to time. 
Few things could appeal more strong­
ly or more directly to American pub­
lic opinion than the work which the 
League Is actually doing, and if the 
American people understood what 
that work was they would not be con­
tent at having no part in it.

"This act would mark our Govern­
ment’s formal approval Pf. the steps 
taken to put an end to’ secret diplo­
macy, as well as to establish one cer­
tain and complete bureau of regis­
tration for all valid treaties."

It do»s 
not ignore the claims of the congested 
populations of Europe to share in the 
bounties of nature in the tropics, or 
the first and proper claim of those 
who have spent capital and effort in 
development to reap their reward.

“It holds that that development 
should be undertaken in such a way 
as to benefit the people of the country 
equally with others. It recognizes the 
prior claim of the people of the soil to 
the land and its products, so rfa- 
they are required to meet their needs 
and their future expansion.

“It maintains the right of the pro­
ducer to sell his produce in the best 
market and to benefit from the com­
petition, which will assure to him the 
world's price for his commodities, and 
the right of the labourer to sell his 
labour to the best employer, if he de­
sires to do so. <

“The Power which accepts the ob­
ligations of a trustee Is, moreover, 
charged with the duty ot assisting 
the evolution of each native com­
munity, according to the stage to 
which it has already attained, by a 
system of education adapted to its 
needs; by improved methods ot sani­
tation, and measures for the preven­
tion or eradictlon of disease, and the 
decrease of Infant mortality; by intro­
ducing such systems of government ns 
will foster a sense of responsibility 
and public service in the leaders and 
eradicate the servile habit of mind 
among the people.

“On the economic side the preserva­
tion ot forest resources, instruction In 
better methods ot agriculture, im­
proved varieties ot crops, Improved 
means of transport, better Imple­
ments, and better preparation of pro­
duce tor the market, must go hand In 
hand with research for the destruction 
of Insects, pests and fungoid diseases 
of plants.

“Prospects of railway and harbour 
construction and ot irrigation, and the 
demand for wage labour for European 
plantations must be limited to what 
can be reasonably met without harm­
ful reenlts to the native population. 
The prosecution of these alms should 
be outside the sphere of polemics ln 
order to maintain a consistent con­
tinuity ot national polley."

BILLIARDS.
The Stance.

The Stance—or how to stand pro­
perly—is perhaps the hardest point 
for the beginner to acquire. Indeed, 
the reason that quite fair players miss 
absurdly easy strokes to a defect in 
standing. It Is quite easy to place 

|l j one’s ball at the right angle for any 
stroke and then miss It through stand­
ing wrongly. One wpuld naturally 
think that if he can get a half-ball 
angle right he will make the stroke. 
But as a matter of fact strokes are 
made with the feet almost as much 
as by the arm. The body must be 
fairly behind each, and one can get 
fairly behind a stroke only by plac­
ing the feet in the proper position. 
If you are playing for strokes at the 
left hand side of the table the body 
should he swayed slightly, and very 
slightly to the right. ' It strokes are 
on the right hand side the body should 
be swayed ever so slightly to the left.

In taking a position at the table 
care should be exercised not to have 
the feet set too far apart and they 
should always be turned towards the 
table. When making a stroke the left 
foot should always be pointing as 
nearly as possible In the direction in 
which you wish your ball to travel. 
The body must be behind the stroke 
and too much stress cannot be laid 
on this particular point. After a while 
^ur body will automatically take the 
proper position but the beginner at 
first must always think about It 
Evsey alteration of the position of the 
ana In elating must be accompanied 
by a corresponding alteration for the 
position of the feet and body. The 
next point In standing to te hare your 
left foot well forward and your left 
leg, slightly bent to ensure ease ot 
position. The right foot should be at 
a fair distance off—say a foot and a 
halt—with the right leg bending a 
little, according, - of course to the 
stroke yon are playing.

Th« facte that have appeared from 
time to time during the present sea­
son that there has been a great lps- 
provement In the cure of fish exported 
from the Labrador coast is new being 
borne out by the buyers on the for­
eign markets.

Mr. Jose Marsal, who to still resid­
ing in St. Jotin’s, approved of the 
quality of the fish when, it left here, 
and his firm In Valencia were so 
pleased with the quality arriving that 
they intimated at once that their ef­
forts would be given wholly for tiie 
sale of our fish in preference to any 
other country this year.

The announcement in our last Issue 
that Mr. Gherardi of Genoa, one of the 
principal firms In that important cen­
tré; endorses these facts in no uncer- | 
tain way and praises the quality of 
the Labrador fish now reaching that 
market notwithstanding the pessimis­
tic utterance of our northern contem­
porary.

Similar news also reaches us from 
Greece, where the consumption of fish 
is extra good this year, and it Is look­
ed upon as the very cheapest food ob­
tainable for the large Influx of their 
population from Syria and Turkish 
territory.

Our announcement last week that 
an important group were nefw or­
ganizing efforts for a still greater im­
provement in onr cure for next year 
and their determination to make 
plans for a better standardization of 
our fishery products has met with 
general approval from all quarters.

The last attempt was merely on pa­
per and being under Government con­
trol it was seen at once to be a whim 
of the moment.

To Improve the cure of our fish and 
standardise Its export cannot be a 
private organisation conducted for the 
benefit of a few, hut It muet be done 
for the greatest benefit of the majority 
and on a solid foundation for the good 
of the whole country.

The Government were led Into such 
quixotical measures for the control of 
shipments and prices and met with 
such defiance that it Is useless to ever 
expect politicians to take part In this 
again.

The movement muet come from the 
fishermen themselves, backed up by 
the exporters and the organisation 
through the Board of Trade and sup­
ported by the Government.

The Chicago Board of Trade has 
made a wonderful eucce«s with their 
system of Inspection In wheat and 
food products, io that the world to­
day practically follows their lead both 
for standard* and dally price values.

Difficulties will occur and schemers 
will try to outwit the officials, but 
such .treachery In our midst should be 
stamped out in no uncertain way. The 
Trade Review to here to back up this 
group now being formed to take up 
this good measure, and we can assure 
them that they will have the whole­
hearted support of the country.

The vaine of their accomplishments 
will be Increasingly apparent, an no 
peraon can expect a revolution In such 
an old established trade in a day, but 
we all recognise that we are now at a 
standstill, and this country must pro­
ceed with the times.
