The Young Men's Christian Assecia-

tion Local Convention was held at Fer-
guTlut Thursday, and it id to be regret-

attending. %
AFTERNOON 'SESSION.

The aiternoon session commenced at
half-past two, Mr.Peter Rennie, Presi-
dent of the Fergus Y. M. C. A., in the
chair.  After the opening sarvices were
ov¥er, the Assoclations represented were
called on to render an account of affairs.
Mr. Robertson, on behalf of the Douglas
Association, stated that it had about 20
members, 2 devotional meetings weekly,
and ‘were progressing favorably.

Several
sddressed the meeting on this subject,
after which Mr, Morse made a few very
wvaluable suggestions which will be of
great benefit to the Y. C. A. here.

The Session was then terminated by
the usual exercises, the delegates, and
menibers with & number of the Guelph
Brethren, who had just arrived, pro-
eeeded to the W. M. Church, where an
exéollent tea was prepared by the Liadies,
who take a lively interest in the noble
work. After partaking of the beautiful
supply the assembly adjourned to the
body of the church when the

Works, and S. Mitchell & Teeple, of the
Champion Works, have taken quite a
number of their implements to the
Guelph Exhibition to compete with ont-
gide work. This certainly shows consid-
erable energy on their part.

The late frost has stopped the growth
of all garden vegetables; but these had
fortunately nearly arrived at their full

growth before it came.
