Cloud Burst At
Jacksonville

The Continued Downpour Driyes
Many People Fiom Their
Residencis

Worth of Damage
Done.

Jaeksonville, Fla., May 14.—The rain
which had been falling incessantly since
yesterday about daybreak, assumed al-
most the proportious of a cloud-burst,
and when the citizens prepared to leave
for their places of business many of
them found their homes completely sur-
rounded by water. Many were driven
from their residences or forced to seek
temporary quarters. In all, as much as
one square mile of the town was under
water, and railroad property suffered
great damage. The city is in total dark-
ness tonight. The water was a foot
deep in the electric light power house.
The damage to this plant, which belongs
to the city, is estimated at $3.000. It
will take probably $30,000 to put the
streets and bridges in repair. The rail-
road suffered losses probably amounting
to $100,000. The losses of individuals
cannot @accurately be estimated. Many
bridges in the ecountry were washed
away. The total loss will grobably be
not less tham $400,000.

The New Cable
Steamer Iris

e

Now En Route From Sydney to
Bamfield Creek---Will Lay
New Cable.

Encountered a Cyclone When
Steaming Through the In-
dian Ocean.

The cable steamer Iris, which was
built as a repair cable.steamer for the
| All-Red cable line to run between Bam-
field creek-and Australia, arrived at
Sydney shortly before the steamer
Aorangi left that port from London.
The steamer was to leave Sydney within
a few days of the sailing of the Cana-
dian-Australian liner, and, she will make
a number of calls before coming to Vie-
toria. ‘The Iris, which- is under strict
naval discipline, is conjointly owned by
the Imperial government, the Dominion
of Canada, the State governments of
New South Wales, Queensland, and Vie-
toria, and the government of New Zea-
land, -all of which are represented on
the Pacific Cable Board of London,
which controls operations.

The Iris is now on a three years’ com-
mission, and during that time will be
stationed between Brisbane and Victoria.
The headquarters of the cable repairing
steamers will be Iiji, but an attempt fis
being made to induce the authorities to
select Auckland as centre. She is fitted
with all the necessary gear, and carries
about 400 miles of deep-sea cable, After
leaving Sydney the Iris will first steam
to Brisbane, where electrical stores will
be landed. From there she will pro-
ceed to Norfolk Island, landing stores,
etc., and will next visit Auckland, where
she will be docked for an overhaul. Fiji
will be the next place to call, and while
there a short length of cable will be
laid to ‘connect the two principal islands.
Fanning Island will then be called at,
and stores landed, after which the Iris
proceeds direct to Bamfield cpeek. While
at the last named port she will lay a
¢able, in lieu of the present land line,
which is constantly being interrupted.
After this work has been completed, the
Iris will return to Fiji, the headquarters
of the vessel.

The Iris was launched early last year,
and was taken for her official speed
trials in Oectober last. She was built
for 'the Pac¢ific Cable Board of London
by Messrs. David J. Dunlop & Co., Port
Glasgow, and her principal dimensions
are: Length on water line, 286ft.;
breadth moulded, 40%4ft.; and depth
moulded to spar deck, 25ft. The vessel
has been fitted with four cable tanks—
two forward and two aft of the machin-
ery space. The ecable machinery con-
sists of very heavy gear forward and a
lighter gear aft, suitable for paying-out
and picking-up purposes, supplied by the
Telegraph Construction and Mainten-
ance Company, Limited, of Greenwich.
The propeling machinery, which consists
of two sets of triple-expansion engines,
was designed with a view to secure the
least possible vibration. Stored in the
forehold are large quantities of applian-
ces, gsuch as grapnels, mushrooms, etec.
Four immense buoys, each weighing
3lewt., are carried on the spar deck,
and are supplied with patent platforms
for launching them. The accommoda-
tion throughout 1s excellent, and great
attention has been given to the subject
of ventilation, the ship having been
specially constructed for hot climates.
The officers and electricians’ quarters are
on the spar deck, and the navigating
officers’ quarters are on the navigating
deck: The accommodation for all the
officers is amidships, which is a new
departure in cable ships. The petty
officers are quartered aft. The quarters

Discovery of a Supposed Non-Existing
Reef in the South Pacific.

On the last passage south of the R. M.
S. Aorangi, while in the vieinity of the
Phoenix group, a strong westerly cur-
rent was experienced, and Captain Phil-
lips determined to locate, ‘if possible, the
reef marked ‘ existence doubtful, 1899,”
on British Admiralty Chart No. 780.
The charted position of the reef was
given as Lat. 5 deg. 37 sec, and 174
deg. 2 seec. W. A sharp lookout was
kept, and the reef was sighted some 12
miles east of the charted position. Reli-
able observations were obtained, which
places it in 5 deg. 33 S., and 173 deg.
50 min. W. It was observed to be of
horseshoe formation, extending about
three-fourths of a mile north and south,
entirely submerged, and carrying heavy
breakers. ‘This danger is 20 miles to
the westward of the usual track of the
Canadian-Australian line between Suva
and Honolulu.. The admiral of the
Sydney station, to whom the discovery
was reported, has recommended the
British admiralty to name the reef
Aorangi Reef.

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INDUSTRIAL UNREST.

The week ending with the 9th of May
showed more strikes than any week, it
is eafe to eay, in the preceding ten
years in the United States. In all
about. 100,000 men strick, as compared
with 50,000 in the preceding Week.
Although no statistics are available,
Qanada has presented @ very . similar
state of affairs. Now, every ome of
these ~strikers imagines that he has
struck  because of some particular
grievance against his particular em
ployer, and in his particular trade. Itis
mot so, however. It cannot be so, or
there would mot be a general epidewic
of strikes all over the continent at the
same time. /The strikers are influenced
by some common cause of which they
themselves are profoundly ignorant, and
of which nobody knows much, if any-
thing. The strike bacillus has not been
docated. ‘The Dominion' government has
set two very worthy gentlemen to the
task of locatimg it by investigating
dabor conditions in: British Columbia.
'We wish them joy of their task, which
has so far baffled the most acute econo-
mists and sociologists in the world. But
we can only compare it to the putting
of children with wooden spades and
buckets in their hands, upon the shore
of the eversounding sea, and asking’
them to elucidate the mysterious move-
ment of the tides, and the “silent influ-
ence” of the heavenly bodies thereon.
The roar of the sea is in their ears, and

Now, what would we
think of a créw who shouted, “The
ship’s a-leak—kill' the captain,” or of a
captain who shouted ‘“Dhe ship's a-leak
—massacre the drew,”” or of passengers
who, taking, one side “or the ' other,
added their voices to the pandemonium?

DOWN TOWN CHURCHES.

“Since I came to New York,” says
Dr. W. S. Rainsford, “ below Twentieth
street forty churches have moved up-
town @and over 300,000 people have
moved into that section of the city from
which the forty churches have gone.”
That is a simple statement of fact. An
inerease of population and a diminution
in the number of congregations in the
section where the increase of population
has taken place. It meams that as the
members of the churches moved away
to better parts of the town, the churches
fiollowed themn, in spite of there being a
larger population to draw recruibts from.
If that meams anything at all, it is
either that the ordinances of church
worship have no power whatever te
evangelize those who do mot. attend
church from custom or becamse it is an
evidence of respectability, or that the
churches do not desire to do so. We
should be somry to say that the latter is
the true cause, but Dr. Rainsford does
say it, and in language that cammot be
mistakenr. ‘“That is the great mis-
take,” he says, ‘“the Protestant churches
have made; they are all alike—Presby-
terians, Episcopalians, Baptists, Metho-
dists—their whole idea of church rela
tion is based on the family that cam live
in a twenty-foot house.

Nantes cathedral, and returned to Paris.
The  journey occupied one hour ° and
thirty-six minutes, and the distance
traveled was 23 miles. Aerial naviga-
tion is at present of no practical utility,
and . therefore its development is. con-
fined to France. But when it does be-
come of practical utility will not a great
deal of the credit belong to the French
and itheir active ' interest in scientifie
progress for itself, and not because finan-
ciers can make money and common peo-
ple increase their comforts by it.

THE YUKON OUTPUT.

It is generally the fashion to assume
every year about this time th;Lt the out-
put of gold from the Yukon is going to
be greater than that of the succeg:d-mg
year. We are afraid that there is no
reason for such an assumption. Reli-
able authorities say that the gold output
of the Yukon will this year be less than
it was last year, and that so far as gold
derived from exceptionally rich ground
is comcerned it shows no signs of recu-
peration. Evidently that is the antici-
pation indulged in by the banks. If
‘the columns of the Dawson News are to
be credited there is a pretty severe pro-
cess of credit restriction going on in
Dawson which is very unfavorably: af-
fecting the business interests of the city.
In Dawson there is ~a long period of
credit and a rapid liquidation imme-
diately the clean-up begins, and the
stream of gold commences to flow. This,
it is needless to say, affords a very
profitable “business opportunity for the
banks, and one they would not be likely
to curtail, unless they were afraid that
their = commitments™ were becoming
larger than the output of gold is likely
to liqguidate. In other words, it is only
an anticipated restriction of output
which would lead the banks to restrict
credit to the business community. There
comes a time in c¢very placer mining
country when the rich deposits of gold
procurable by crude meti-ods and a lim-
ited water supply become more or less
exhausted; and that time is, as a rule,
not long delayed, because the object of

-or Tather as a working hypothesis lead-
ihg up to such an explanation, it might
e set forth ehat strikes in an epidemic
form are the reflex action on labor of
the same conditions in industry of which,
declines of Stock Exchange values and
cestriction of credit are the reflex action
on capital.  That, it is true, does not
show what these conditions are, but it
affords a line of research along which,
. we firmly believe, these conditions may
be discovered and guarded against.

Because in the cry of men who
are hurt, and have no garnered resources
to assuage their suffering, there is a
note of human pain which makes their
dignorance d0f the causes of their hirt not
ridiculous, but pathetic. In the face of
goverty and suffering and- the gubmeér-
‘sion of so many of our fellow-beings in
aunillumined misery, we are all ignorant
—oh, how ignorant !—but wumless this
world is Tuled by a malignant devil,
society is mot an artifice to pempetuate
these - comditions, but an evolution,
through the discovery -of their camuses,
to effect their cure. If an undue profit
‘were being extracted at any particular
time from the wages fund, Stock Ex-
change prices would reficet that profis.

THE OPEN DOOR.

The United States is expected to join
with Great Britain and Japan in advo-
cating the “open door” policy in Man-
churia and China generally. Such ac-
tion will come Wwith special grace from
the United States of America. The
policy of monopolization of trade pur-
sued by Russia fades into insignificance
compared with the monopolization of
trade pursued by the TUnited States
where ‘it has an opportunity. The Unit-
ed States took Porto Rico and Hawaii
and shut them up tight as a drum. So
far as the Senate could, it tied up the
trade of Cuba exclusively to the United
States. In the Philippines, the United
States gave the world as solemn a prom-
ise of the open door as ever Russia did
in Manchuria, and then proceeded shame-
lgssly to violate it by trick and artifice.
The United States is not a believer in
the open commercial door unless i{ is
someone else’s door that is to be kept
open. Whether the policy which
America has adopted in regard to her
possessions is the right one or not
whether it is the best one or not, for
either the people of the United States,
or for the people in these dependencies,
Russia has certainly as much right as
has the United States to shut the door
of any territory she has acquired by
force or fraud. We imagine that pro-
tests from the United States will lack
convincing power. The United States is
quite as big a sinner as Russia is ever
likely to be. Its one idea of foreign
possessions is to sweat them for the
benefit of the United States. If Russia
is a pot, the United States is certainly
a kettle, )

Americans may adapt
and develop new ideas quicker than Brit-
ons after they have made up their minds
that they have a utilitarian value, but
their attitude towards new ideas regard-
ing which they have not so made up
their minds, is as sneering and contemp-
tuous as that of the Britons, if anything
more so. Inventive genius is probably
found in individuals of all races in about
equal proportions. A nation need not
oride itself upon the individual inventor.

THE INEVITABLE.

It is an astonishing thing how the ac-
tivities, opinions, resentments, and ideas
of human beings repeat themselves:
‘Given the same circumstances and the
reaction upon these circumstances of any
set of human beings you like to name,
and you will get exactly the same re-
sults. It is not very complimentary to
human individwality perhaps, but it is
inevitable to human nature. At the
Gamey investigation. there has been pre-
cisely the same trouble in respect to
the newspapers, which is appearing in
the investigation before a parliamentary
committee in British Columbia, and that
again was preceded by precisely the
same trouble during the sittings of the
Parnell commission some years ago in
London. We may go further and declare
that it will crop up in every parliamen-
tary or political investigation which ever
takes plaee in the future. - Some people
make it a ground of complaint against
the province, that our legislators consti-
tute a peculiar and special brand of leg-
islator. It is very strong evidence to
the contrary that during the conduct of
such an investigation as the present, they
take the same objections in almost the
same language to the proceedings of the
newspapers in connection with the inves-
tigation, as their contemporaries in To-
ronto and their predecessors in London.
It is quite evident that there must be
a fundamental common cause for such
a similarity of conduct. What is it?
The reason is that in the newspapers the
politicians see themselves' as others see
them, and not as they see themselves.
Politicians are greatly gifted. The
press is the power of which Burns spoke
which- enazbles them to see themselves
as oth'rs see them. Under ordinary cir-
eumstancex they eannot -resent it, and
they put the portrait down to prejudiee
and misrepresentation, But under special
circumstances, such as a semi-judicial in-
vestigation, ‘where prejudice and misrep-
resentation would be even more highly
improper than at any other time, they
can and do resent even the most faith-
ful portrayal. Any portrait of their
words, and actions, and attitudes, which
does not represent them as saying, do-
iing, and being exactly what, in their
imaginative egoism, they think' they say,
do, and are, is to them, journalistic as-
sassination. It is journalistic ‘assassina-
tion, but all that is assassinated is that
false picture of himself which every man,
as well as every politi¢tan, carries in his
own breast, Every reputable newspaper
regrets exceedingly any breach, however
slight and unintentional, of the respect
Yue to proceedings of a grave and impor-
tant character, and no reputable nmews-
‘paper deliberately colors news. The good
newspaper man is the man, in passing
through whose brain, the news he- re-
produces, receives the smallest amount

of refraction. Most politicians, how-

Some of these de-
scriptions were . very ' superficial . and
valueless, but others showed evidence' of
painstaking efforts to get at facts and
impress them on the British public.
Naturallysa good deal of the display has

Of him it can be said with-
out injustice to his fellows (he was the
representative of the Leeds and ¥York-
shire Mercury), that he has displayed
more aceuracy of observation and sym-
pathetic comprehension of Canadian af-
fairs than any of the others. Not con-
tent with newspaper articles, he has
taken to the platform, and with illus-
trated eloquence ‘is forcing upon the:
Yorkshire people the lessons he learnt
in Canada. Nor is British Columbia
forgotten. The short report of liis most
recent lecture which we have before Jus
states that “ the lecturer devoted a con-
siderable part of his address to the
province of British Columbia, where, he
stated, -he met more Yorkshiremen. than
in all the other Canadian provinces put
together. In addition to showing a great
variety of superb pictures of mountain
and forest scenery, the peaks: and
glaciers of the Selkirks, the lakes among
the clouds, and the canyons. of the
Thompson and Fraser rivers, Mr. Lums-
den illustrated the manner in which
cities spring up in a few years in the
gold and copper mining distriets. Every
stage in the process was illustrated upon
the, screen—the staking of claims, the
rufh of miners and storekeepers, the
clearing of the. forest, the laying out of
the “townsite,” to the evolufion of fine
towns like Nelson and Rossland. The
scenery along the Columbia river, the
Arrow and Kootenay lakes, entirely new
to audiences in this country, was greatly
admired by the audience.” We venture
to think that such work as is being done
by this relatively obscure journalist, is
worth more than very many much more
pretentious agencies are accomplishing,
and that in British Columbia at least
there is no lack of warm appreciation of
his services to the province.

ASSAYING OF GOLD.

The following report of a special com-
.mittee on the assaying of gold at Vie-
jtoria wias then read, the resolution sug-
gested carrying unanimously:

Until the last few years it was the
practice to send all gold dust to San
Francisco—either to the government
|mint there or to the Selby Lead & Re-
finery Ceo.

Under these conditions the miner!
bringing out geld dust, could either seil
his gold dust here at the best price ob-
tainable, which was, of course, below
what was expeeted to be its net value,
or he could hand it to one of the 'banks,!
and the bank would forward to Sam
Francisco and disburse proceeds when
received. ’

The miner had, therefore, to aceept
less than its mint valwe for his dust, or
remain in Victeria mumtil proceeds were
received from San Francisco.

At the time when gold dust first be-
gan to come out of the Klondike
Targe quantities, Seattle made strong
representations on the subject to the
federal government, and endeavored to
have & mint established at Seattle.

The federal government were not will-
ing to establish @ mint at Seattle, in ad-
dition to the one at San /Francisco, but
they met the views_of the Seattle men
by agreeing to establish an assay office
at which gold would be received on the
same terms as at San Francisco.

This arrangement involved the re-as-
saying of the gold, when it reached a
United States mint, the cost of sending
it to such mint, and loss of interesr.
These expenses the federal government
agreed to cover by-a speciai appropri-
ation which was made by congress.

Miners found it was a great conveni-
ence to be able to get mint value for
their gold at Seattle without losx of
time, and many of them made a practice
of going to Seattle, who would other-
wise have come to Victoria.

After the lapse of some time, the Ot-
tawa government were asked to estab-
lish a mint in Canada, and agreed to
do so, but this mint is mot yet in oper-
ation, and through the efforts of Mr.

With respect to the appropriation of
the two famous blocks to the British
{IColumbia Southern, the -witness stated
that he had mot been present at the
meeting of the executive at which the
grant was made; he was unaware way
the change had been made, mor could he
say that it had been at the instance o
the raﬂway‘ company.

He declined to discuss the hypotheti-
cal’ question as to whether, admitting
the agreement as alleged between the
British Columbia Southerns and the
ICrow’s Nest Pass Coal ‘Co., the tranafer
of these blocks: from British Columbia
Southern to Columbia & Western sub-
sidy ‘would not make it-possible for the
coal company to be defraunded out of its
right to select 10,000 acres. Not know-
ing of the agreement in question, the
witness did not think He should discuss
its effects in the manner suggested.

It might or it might not be regarded
as morally fair to insist wpon the rail-
way company taking valueless lands if
they ‘were contiguous to the line. Pos-
sibly if the railway company showed a
disposition to live fully up to its obli-
gations to the government, the govern-
ment on the other hand woul?! dn the
right thing by the railway compauy.

Mr. Brown had first spoken to wit-
ness as to the non-delivery of the grants
a.ft.er the opening of the session, and he
\witness) had gone to the premier, Mr.
Dunsmuir, about it. Witness thought
the recision jorder-in-council was pass-
ed d‘}LI’jllf: his presence at the executive
meeting of the 18th March, of which he2
had received mo motice. At that meet-
ing Mer. Dunsmuir had said, turning to
Mr. Wells, “Tell Eberts, now, what you
told me.” ™Mr. Wells then gave his ver-
sion of the Taylor interview.

Witness’ conception of bill 87 was
purely that it gave the company the
lands to which it was entitled for sec-
tion 4. To Mr. McPhillips, witness
said that he did not draw bill 87—his
deputy did. Pressed to say whether or
not the words “signed, sealed and duly
executed,” as in the original bill, as it
appeared in the House, were not more
sweeping than the terms “signed and
sealed but mnot delivered”—in which
form the measure passed—the witness
asked to be excused from answering a
strictly legal question.

Asked as to whether there had not
been actual delivery of the grants, in his
opinion, the Attorney-Generai again de-
clined to express an opinion, He had
not given an opinion to the government
on this particular point. He did mot
contend either that the gramts had or
had aot been legally deiivered. He had
not been asked for am opinion on this.

He had neither spoken mor voted for
bill 16 of this session. He had mot be-
lieved in that bill. It was #n his view,
ill-timed legislation. The bill had been
discussed dn the executive. Asked
whether he agreed to the presentation of
bill 16, the witness declined to discuss
what had transpired in executive, Press-
ed as to whether he accepted responsi-
bility as one of the ministry for bill 16,
the Attorney-General replied. “I am a
member of the government.” His own
opinion 'was that bill 16 expressed an in-
justice. If the company had had a right
to these grants, it was eutitled to de-
fend that right in the courts. If it had
had no right, the courts would have so
decided. and the position of the ZOovern-
ment been honorably maintained. The
government had no right to take away
the property of any subject, great or
small, without recourse; nor had the
Zovernment or Jegislature a just right to
dpmr.ive any person or corporation of dts
right to maintain ite property rights in
the courts of law. Thic was what bill
aimed at. The legislature mig!
trample upon those rights, but that was
his view of the matter.

He bimself haa been ia favor of in-
tervention when the case arose hetween
the Columbin & Western and the man
Rogers. If he had been asked. for
opinion as to how to get rid of the
grants, he would have said, “Attack the
grants in the courts.”

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CUT HIS THROAT
WITH A RAZOR

George Furnell Committed Sui-
cide Yesterday Morning in
Fields Near Jail.

(From Sunday’s Daily.)

George Faurnell, of Hillside avenue,
suicided yesterday morning by cutting
his throat with a razor. He left his
home on Hillside avenue at 7 o’clock as
was his daily custom, seemingly to go
to the dockyard at Esquimalt, where he
has been employed, and three hours later
his -lifeless body was found in some
bushes near the Provineial jail by Er-
nest Sprague and L. Leary, two boys
who were gather:ng wild flowers in the
vicinity. The remains of the unfortun-
ate man were coatless and hatless, and
the boys seeing the blood were alarmed.
Sprague told his father, resident on
Third street, whe hurried to the place,
and he found that Furnell had been
most deliberate in his aet of self-destruc-
ion. His throat was cut across, leaving
a wide_ gash, and the bedy was covered
with blaod. The dead.man lay on his
back, with his waisteoat beneath his
head, rolled up as a pillow. Nearby lay
the blood-stained - razor: where it had
fallen from the unfortuhate man’s hand.
Sprague was convinced that the dead
man had deliberately taken his own life,
and he telephoned to the police station
to that effeet.

Constables Harper. and Blackstock
hurried to the bushes at the head of
Third sstreet, and they had the remasains
of the dead man removed to the morgue,
where they now lie on the marble slab,
pending the coroner’s inquest, which !
will be held at the City Hall on Monday
by the coroner, Dr. Hart,

Furnell leaves a widow and two chil-
dren to mourn his tragic death. No
cause can be assigned by his relatives
and friends for his rash act, and as far
as the police can learn no letters or
writing of any kind has been found to
glve any reason for his having taken
his life. He left his residence intend-
ing, it was thought, to go to his em-
ployment at Esquimalt, but instead of
doing so, he seemingly went off into the
bushes and with .the razor, with which
be had provided himself, he took his life.

The Victoria branch of the. Provincial
ining Association held a most success-

ful meeting at the City Hall last even-

ing, there being a splendid attendance
and a most instructive and entertaining
programme of addresses and songs.
President Machin opened the proceed-
ings by referring briefly to the objecis
of the meeting, and invited the follow-
ing gentlemen to seats on the platform:

Mayor McCandless, W. M. Brewer, Mr.

Robertson, John Steel and Mr. Bolton.
Mr. W. M. Brewer was glad that or-

ganizers of the Provincial Mining Asso-

ciation had taken such a brdad view as
to enlist such representative interests
embracing all classes of the community.

He dwelt upon the importance of the

various local associations in educating

al] localities as to the mineral resources
and demands of the mining industry. He
adverted to the fact that every mine in
the province was being operated by out-
side capital. In referring to the mineral
resources, he pointed out that all the
prospecting had been conducted in the
vicinity of deep water, and that the cen-
tral portions of the Mainland and Island
had hardly been touched. The numerous
bays and inlets on the Coast provided
transportation facilities of a most ad-
vantageous character, In alluq.mg to
the coal measures of the province, it
was impossible to make any estimate of
quantity without an exhaustive geologi-
cal examination. He drew a distinction
between prospectinf and development,
and he commented favorably on the sys-
tem of development adopted and work-
ed on the Tyee mine at Mount Sicker.

A closer distinction should be made be-

tween the term ‘ore in sight” and a

promising prospect.

The Mount Sicker distriet comprises,

as™well as Mounts Sicker and Brentou,

Mounts Skirt, Malahat and RBichards,

and contains a large number of mineral

claims which should be classed as prom-
ising prospects. From the standpoint of
the geologist, there is every reason to
look for satisfactory results from syste-
development work, if done on
many of those already located. The dis-
trict is undoubtedly one of great prom-
ise, but the development work so far
done, outside of the Tyee and Lenora
mijnes, has been insufficient to warrant
the expression of any more optimistic

opinion than that there are many very

promising prospects,
possibilities, and which may
develop into mines.

found an ample supply to furnish ore
sufficient to keep iron furnaces of large
capacity at work for some years to come,
and he believed that the establishment
of such an industry, on the Puc'm_c
Coast, which for commercial reasons it
might be more desirable to establish on
the United States side, would prove to
be one of the most profitable undertak-
ings capital could be invested in.

In conversation with visiting geolo-
gists, they had expressed astonishment
at the great superficial area of copper
deposits on the Island.

1898, when he went to Dawson as the
first Methodist missionary. A self-sus-
taining charge was soon established in
that eity. Mr. Turner’s health gave way
and after two years work he was obliged
to seek rest and health in the more con-
genial climate of Southern California,
and went to visit Ireland and the scenes
of his boyhood days. Two years ago he
returned to the province, and has been
on the list of superannuated ministers,
yet has preached as opportunity and
necessity required.

For Strikers

Australian House Enacts Severe
Measure Dealing With Labor
Troubles.

Quitting Work Without Notice
Subject to a Fine of
$500.

Melbourne, May 14.—In the legislative
assembly today, Premier Irvine made a
speech on the subject of the strike. He
said_the country faced a long meditated
revolt against established authority, The
issue concerned every country. The
strike had thrown the state imto confus-
lon, and it would be a fight to a finish.
The Premier then moved the second
reading of a bill providing for the sup-
pression of strikes. The bill is not re-
trospective, and will remain in force af-
ter the termination of the strike. It
provides that an employee leaving  his
work without giving four days’ notice is
to be assumed to have joined the strike,
and will incur the penalty of $500 ine
or a year's imprisonment with loss of
pension, and will be ineligible in the
future for government employ. The bill
forbids interference with employees, the
collection of strike funds or encourag-
ing the strike in .any manner. The bill
further empowers the police to destroy
documents encouraging the strikers, mak-
ing, printers thereof offenders against
the law, and declaring a meeting to be
unlawful if four strikers are present. All
persons refusing to disperse are liable
to arrest without warrants, and the
police are empowered to forcibly enter
meetings. An amendment expressing re-
gret at the strike and promising that
parliament would consider the grievan-
ces of the railroad men if they returned
to work, was defeated by 49 to 50 votes.

Labor Troubles
Commission

(Continued from Page Three.)

The principal evidence given before
the commissioners on Friday was that of
Capt, “L'roup, giving his version of the
now famous agreement with the B. C.
S. 8. Witess handed into the com-
nission a Dotice lately posted up at
Juneau and brought down to him by the
purser of the Princess May on her Jast
trip. Tle notice is signed Greorge Estes, |
and throws cons.derable light on the |
motives of the present strikes on Van-
couver Island. Other interesting evi-
dence was given by Messrs, R. Hall,
M, P P, A T. Goward, R. B. Mec-
Micking, Jeshua Kingham, J. D. Me-
Niven, J. W, Bolden, John Hammond,
and Wm. McKay,

' The commissioners took their seats
punctually at 11 a. m. Albert T. Gow-
ard, manager of the B. C. Electric Rail-
way Company was the first witness
called, He said that the company em-
ployed about 100 men in Vietoria.” The
company recently made a profit sharing
Aarrangement with their employees on
the following basis. After a dividend
of 4 per cent. had been paid to the
shareholders, one-third of the remaining
profit to be divided equally amongst all
the employees who had given one year’s
Service. The first division would be
made on 30th June next. Witness
thought that the general manager in
Vancouver probably had a signed agree-
ment with the men to this effect, but
there was none in Victoria, The com-
pany have had no strikes during the
present management, or since the union
of their men was formed. Witness
thoughit the wages paid by the company
as good as any, viz.: 20 cents an hour
up to 25 cents after five years service.

R. B. Micking, manager of the Tele-
phone Company, was the next witness.
He employed about 12 or 14 men, and
22 women. The employees were not
unionized. He had been 22 years man-
ager and had no trouble. He believed
in good sense and fair dealing, and the
golden rule *‘Live and let live.” Five of
the company’s employees, who were
union men, stayed away about five
weeks on a sympathetic strike with the
Vancouver men recently, but that was
when there was nothing to do, and the
company Wwas not inconvenienced.

Richard Hall, M. P. P., said he was
a member of the coal firm of Hall &
Walker, which had the sole handling in
Vietoria of the coal from Mr. Duns-
muir’s collieries. The firm was sup-
plied with all the coal they wanted this
Yyear until shortly after the strike at Ex-
tension. Nince then it had gone short.
The firm previously handled 700 to 800
tons a month during about five months
in winter. Since April the first they
had received not more than 150 tons.
The loss to their business was not as
great as it would have been had the
strike taken place in ‘the fall. They
were now oblLged to get household coal
from Seattle, but it was poor stuff, most-
ly slack. " They had to pay about the
same price for it, and sell at the same
price vhough it was necessary for them
to clean it themselves. During strike
they must buy from Seattle, = Fernie
coal was "too expensive., They had in-
creased their rate for coal 50 cents
since the strike, and it was now $6.50
a ton, yet they made less profit on it.
Witness thought there was steam coal
coming from Japan for the C. P. R.
but it was not much good for household
purposes. Witness considered that
Washington would derive the chief bene-
fit from the Ladysmith strike. It was
having a serious effect on Victoria. The
Chief Justice asked if witness had any
suggestion as to the general settlement
. of strikes, Witness replied that that
was going inte the political arena. He
believed in the Hon. Mr. McInnes con-
ciliation bill now before the House,
which ought to be followed if necessary
by a compulsory. arbitratien bill.

He held no office
in jt. He had pot bad much to do with
-strikes, 'There were no non-union print-
ers in Vietoria, and few on the Coast.

John Hammond, secretary of the Car-
penters’ .Union, was then ecalled. He
explained the execeptional benefits which
the union enjoyed  from their ~many
funds, including an arrangement practi-
cally amounting to an insurance against
loss of tools

Capt. J. M. Troup was the next wit-
ness.  Examined by Mr. Bodwell he pro-
duced a notice which ‘had been brought
to him by the purser of the Princess
May on ‘her last trip down the Coast.
The purser had found it posted at Jun-
eau, and had turned it over to witness
on the 7th May. It follows:

NOTICE TO ALL UNION MEN.

The United Brotherhood of Railway
Employees, the ’Lrongshoremen’s Union
No. 211, the British Columbia Steam-
shipmen’s Society, and the Teamster’s
Union of Vancouver, are inyolved in a
strike with the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way. The U. B. R. E. has ordered out
the members of that organization in
Vancouver, Revelstoke, Calgary, Court-
ney, Rossland, Winnipeg and Fort Wil-

liam, :
This strike was due to C. P. R. trying
to destroy unionism on its lines.,
The three above-named organizations
have struck in order to assist the United
{ Brotherhood.

The Western Federation of Miners
will be asked to stop the mining of coal
on Vancouver Island in order to deprive
the C. P. R. of fuel, and they will strike
witlin the next few days.

If vou are a union man, or if you
are friendly fo unionism, stay away
from British Columbia, and ask your
friends to do likewise as this is a figh*
to a finisl, and the C. P. R. must give
in, or the U. B. R. E., with the assis-
tance of the ather organizations will
carry on the battle indefinitely.

We ask the aid and co-operation of
all unions in helping us to make this
struggle a success, and in the end the
wvictory must be ours.

Witness stated that he was manager
of the C. P..N. Company during the
trouble with Estes. The B. C. 8. §
did not join the strike at first.” On the
5th March the men on the Gllz}rmer_had
first refused to handle ‘“scab” freight.
It was ditficult for him to determine
what was scab freight, There was a
dispute about baggage brought down
from station to steamer. It was a very
fine point what was ‘‘scab” baggage.
If brought direct from train to steamer
it was not regarded as ‘“scab,” but if it
got into the baggage room where non-
unionists were employed, it became
“scab” baggage. After the secon.q loag
somebody called attention to ‘scab
baggage. The men said- they must  go
out, told to do so I think by Mr. New-
man. The office=s of the ship discussed
the matter Wil s+ men up town, and
eventually the _scn returned, and the
steamer sailed. In the meanwhile Mr.
Newman wired over to Mr. Thompson
(14th March) ‘“‘war declared—order out

couver and held a meeting with New-
man, Bulley and S. Thompson. I said
I was rather “ m of the way thl[}gs
were going. Fiaa-ty they agreed to give
me 12 hours nouce of any strike. I
agreed to give them 12 hours notice of
carrying “scab” freight. I told them
if they saw any “scab” freight to tell
me so, and net let it be got on board,
and then strike. I issued Jnstructions
accordingly. ‘On Sunday night I was
anxious about vhings, and sent further
instructions re "scn'b;(; fltl‘elght. Bguollgi
and S. Thompson sai ey were going
to stay 0\'erp there, and I felt there
would ‘be tromble. On Monday I had
Capt. McCroskey’s assurance that noth-
ing should go on board in any way
“scab.” He went to Thompson and
brought him over, and told him to say
if anything was ‘‘scab” and it would
not be handled. I think Estes was on
the wharf.« It was agreed that the
freight was all right. They got away,
Estes and all on board.. On ths way
over a barrel of oil or sognetbﬁng scab
was discovered. How it got there I
can’t say. I knew Kstes was coming
to Vietoria that night, but I had sucl
confidence in the men’s assurances that
I went home to bed. About 11 o’clock a
man came and told me there was to be
a strike. 1 did not believe (him, and

not that night. My next information
was about 1:30 a. m., when I was in-

sajd they might strike tomorrow, but '

l

formed that the crews on all the boats
had had struck. Mr. Bulley had told
his man on the -wharf to tell my infor-’
mant. The Danube could not sail that
night. She might have gone out if she‘
had a crew. I at once telephoned to |
certain on the whaf to get hacks and.|
go and get captains and mates and engi- |
neers I knew. of in the eity to ask them !
to lend. me a hand. I was chief stoker
myself that night. We got the Charmer
out. At Vancouver we managed to se-
cure men from reserve crews to do work.

From the very start we had tmuble}
in getting men to take the place of the |
strikers. Before the Charmer got away
strikers came down on to the wharves.
I then took possession, and prevented
them going on board. Next night [
wasg bothered again by these men per-
suading my men to leave, and from go-
ing to work, . We engaged men, but
they failed to turn up. I did police
duty myself till 12 or 1 a. m. I even
found one of the strikers down in the
stoke hole talking to a new man, and
had him put off by the police. After-
wards threats were made. We shippe®
men from Vancouver, but lost them
here. The chief engineer of the Tees
came to me and said the strikers said
they would have the crew out whether
or mo. They did not prevent assaults.
One man ran into my arms with his
face all covered with blood. The ser-
geant of police said he was doing all
he could. I went to the authorities and
said if the eity could not pay for ade-
gyate policing, we would. One man,
McBride, ‘was punished next day. There
was general intimidation going on until
the cases were dealt with in the police
court.

Witness attributed the influence of the
strike to HEstes. If the B. C. S. S. had
been left to themselves they would not
have struck any more than the long-
shoremen did. He never knowingly vio-
lated his agreement. He knew of many
men who did not want to go out on
strike, and did not in consequence go
to the strike meeting,

The Chief Justice thought that the
unions would like - to examine Capt.
Troup, and they would have to be given
an _opportunity,

The last witness was W. C. McKay,
a stone cutter by trade, mezaber of the
Journveymen’s Stonecutters’ Association
of North America, and vice-president
of the Trades and Labor council of Vie-
toria, who gave information on labor
matters founded on long experience, to
the commissioners.

The commission then adjourned until
Monday morning at Ladysmith, it being
given out, however, that another sitting
at a later date to he announced, would
probably be held in Victoria for any
other witnesses who wished to be heard.

Joseph Chamberlain Strikes
a New Note in Emplre’s
Politics.

Deprecates Popular Interpre-
lation of Doctrine of
Free Trade.

London, May 15.—Addressing his con-
stituents at Birmingham tonight, Col-
onial Secretary Chamberlain made an
important speech, which seems to fore-
shadow the direct raising of the ques-
tion of free trade vs. protection at tha
next general election.

In the beginning of his speech, Mr.
IChamberlain referred to higeSouth Af-
rican tour, and to his return home. to
find the minds of the people filled with
local questions. He made light of the
difficuity he had been told assailed the
‘Unionist party. For him, these local
Jquestions were comparatively unimpoir-
tant 'beside the great Imperial policy
upon which the fate of the Empire de*
pended, namely, “whether we stand to-
gether one free nation against @ll the
wonld, or whether we shall fall into sep-
arate states, selfishly seeking their own
interests amd losing the advantages that
unity alone can give.”

In a passing weference to Home Rule,
Mr. Chamberlain said that if separa-
tion began with Home Rule, the Em-
pire would dissolve into its component
atoms. But if he could believe that the
opposition party frankly had abandon-
ed Home Rule, he would be the first to
sinig “Nunc dimittis.”

The I(Coloniai Secretary proceeded
strongly to urge the necessity, in order
to preserve the Great Kmpire, that the
trade of the Colonies should be
secured. '‘Canada had offered _ex-
ceptional advantages, he said, which
Great Britain .did mnot dare to ac-
cept, because of the narrow interpreta-
tion of the doctrine of free trade, the
policy of dictation-and interference by
foreign powers. Mr. Chamberlain said
he was justified by the belief that Great
Britain was so wedded to its fiscal syse
tem that it could not defgnd its Col-
onies, This was a position not intend-
ed by the piomeers of free trade, who, if
they were alive today, would agree to a
treaty of preference amd reciprocity
with the Empire’s children.

The speaker said he believed that an

entirely. wrong interpretation had been
placed upon the doctrine of free trade,
but ‘that the country eught not to be
bound by this, and it should mot hesi-
tate to resort. to retaliation if necessary
wherever the interests between the
colonies *and the home country were
threatened. p)
Mr. Chamberiain avowed himself a
free trader, but he objected to the arti-
ficial and narrow interpretation of free
trade; he pointed out that Cobden had
made, and that Bright had approved a
preferential treaty with France, and
said: ‘“There are two alternatives before
yvou, first to maintain the free trade
policy in all its severity, although it is
repudiated by every other nation and your
colonies; -second, to insist that we be
not bound by any purely technical de-
finition of free trade, while we seek the
one chief object, the free interchange
of commerce between ourselves and all
the nations of the world we will never-
theless recover our freedom, resume the
power of negotiation, and if necessary
vetaliation.”

In conclusion, the Colonial Secretary
said he desired that the discussion of
this subject should be open. It was an
issue graver in its consequences than
mere local disputes, A mistake in leg-
islation could be corrected, he said, but
a mistake in the Imperial policy was
irretrievable. Personally he did not
think a general election very mear, but’
whether near or distant, the issue would
depend on whether the people have it
in their hearts to do all that is neces-
sary, even if it occasionally went against
their prejudices, to consolidate an Em-
pire ‘which could only be maintained
by relations of intere{t as well’ as by
relations of sentiment?

Horrible
Barbarties

Practised By Russians in Exe-
cution of Edict Against
the Jews.

Eye Witnesses Describe Horrors
Attending Recent Murders
Bessarabia.

London, May 16.—The Standard this
morning publishes a letter from Kieff,
European Russia, describing the pitiful
scenes witnessed there daily which arise
from the operations of the expulsory
edict against tite Jews. This edict af-
fects 37,000 persons. The Jews were
given six months’ grace, but hoping for
a respite, a majority of them remained
in Kieff yntil the “end of this time, when
they were obliged to sell their property
at ruinous prices and depart hurriedly.
The Jews will distribute themselves
mostly through the various centres in
Southern Poland. These rcities and
townships are yearly becoming more and
more seriously congested. “Hence,”
concludes the writer of the letter, “ths
cause of the ever increasing emigration,
especially to the United IStates, which
the emigrant aid societies represent as
a land of promise.”

New York, May 16.—Dr. Doroschew-
ski, the head physician of the national
‘hospital at Kishineff, after examining
the dead and wounded, has given the
following epecific instances of hideous
cruelty, says a despatch from Kishineff
to the World:

A Jewess named Sara Fonarschi was
brought here with two nails, seven inch-
es long, driven into her brain through
her mose. Ome Jew was brought in with
one hip, both ankles and wrists broken,
his severed hands and feet dangling by
the skin. A Jew had lost his upper
and under lips, after which his tongue
and windpipe had been pulled out
through his mouth with pinchers. The
ears of a Jew named Selzer had been
cut away and his bead battered in
twelve places. He was a Taving
maniac.

A carpenter was surprised at work and
both of his hands nvere sawed off with
his own saw. A Jewish girl was as-
saulted by several brutes who then cut
her eyes out with a pocket knife. Ome

Clara E. Amnenburg and her ten rela-
tives, all in Kishineff, and formerly -of
Toledo, escaped death during the Jew-
ish massacre in Bessarabia. In a let-
ter received today and mailed on April
16, Mrs. Anenburg describes the horrors
of these massacres, saying in part: ‘“Our
escape was due to the fact that we
were in the house of a Russian Gentile
when the murders were being commit-
ted. Corpses lay mumburied throughout
the streets. Jewish girls were assaulted
by Russians, who looted the city. One
little girl was assaulted by fifty brutes.
She died a few minutes afterwards. In
companies of 200, the Russians marched
the streets, destreying houses and barns
and killing ‘all Jewish men, women and
children they found. When the massa-
cre was well under way the govern-
ment and chief of police encouraged
the robbers and murderers, crying to
them in Russian, ‘Hurry mp and finish
your: work.’ Saloons and wine cellars
were Taided and the gutters flowed with
iguor. Wealthy men were beggars in
an instant. Vineyards and farms were
laid waste. The entire financial loss
was over $5,000,000.”
