SHoOULD TICKRET SCALPING BE
DECLARED ILLEGAL,
i s b
The Bill Read a Second Time—Other Railway
Matters—Papers Coming Down Slowly—Polly
Hamilton.
(From Our Special Correspondent.)

011AWA, March 9.-—The  ticket scalping
bill came up to-day, and was the only
question discussed up to 6 o’clock. Th
acalpers have been distributing fly sheets-
about the house Jately, showing that it 1s
in the interest of the public to allow them to
carry on the business in which they are
engaged. When tho bill was up last time
it appears there were six scalpers in Canada,
but mow there are only two, which latter
have asked assistance from men in the
United States engaged in the same busi-
ness, to defeat this bill. The question was
discussed with a good deal of animation in
the house, as all railway questions now are.

Mr. Kirkpatrick, in moving the second
reading of the bill, said it prohibits persons
gelling tickets without the authority of the
railway under o penalty of $50 and com-
pels the railway to buy unused tickets from
the purchaser. The mover gave as rea-
sons for his bill that excursion tickets
would thereby be more frequently issued
and cheaper ; unwary_people and strangers
would be protected frdm impositions ; and
the speaker read mnewspaper extracts to
show that cases of selling bad tickets were
numerous, accompinied with great incon-
venience to the parties buying such tickets.
Legalizing the business of scalpers tended
to immorality by inciti.ng scal pers to forgery
and conductors toconnive with them to com-
mit fraud. The whole business was illegal
immoral and corrupting in its tendency, &
and it was the duty of this house to stop it.
Scalping tickets was not permitt-d in Penn-
sylvania, Illinois and New York. The
speaker read a circular sent by 8. Abra-
ham .of Montreal to the scalpers of the
United States, asking for assistance to help
to defeat this bill. ;

Mr. Cameron argued that the bill was in-
troduced in favor of the railways, at the ex-
pense of the public and he could not sup-
port it. ;

Sir Charles Tupper spoke in favor of the
bill, and said that a ticket meant a contract
to carry that individual purchasing it from
one point to another, and that individual
only, any one else who uses such a ticket
commits - fraud on  the railway.
The scalping business is a fertile
source of fraud and dishonesty. In many
cases in the sale of a scalped ticket there
are three parties committing fraud : the con-
ductor, the scalper, and the party who buys,
the latter often being in connivance.
This bill is in the interest of the railway,
and also of the public, who were frequently
deprived ot excursion rates. The speaker
would like to see the bill referred to a
committee where testimony might be given
to show the house the great necessity of
putting down the scalping business.

“Mr. Sproule spuke against the bill, and

Sir Albert Smith said there were many
cases in -which the railway company was
evidently defranded.

Mr. Wallace (Norfolk) said if the
railways would regulate their fares on
urinciples of justice  there would be
no raison d’ctre for scalpers. If there was
an injustic» done to the railways by scalp-
ers if was the railway’s fault.

Mr. Guthrie thought the bill should
go to a committee for discussion.
It was a subject for the house to consider
if tickets should not be made negotioble or
trantferable.

Mr. McCuaig opposed the bill.

The bill was read a second time, and on
the suggestion of Mr. Blake was referred. to
the railwey committee.

Severat petitions were read against Mr.
McCarthy’s railway commi-sioners’ bill

An
educated minister besides a good English
education is expected to know Greek, Latin
and Hebrew; all these languages are
taught much better at' University college
than-anywhere else in the proviuce ; and
this simply beciuse there are more students,
ketter paid teachers and a better library
than elsewhere. These divinity schools,
then, being freed of giving their men a
literary training are able to devote all their
energy to theology. Trinity is trying to do
both; with what succcss we  will
not say. But it ill-becomes the Domin-
jon Churchman to taunt the Prfsby-
terians, the Baptists and thé‘i"‘,umr
¢¢ Jisgeuting” clergymen with being ignor-
aut and illiterate. But such is not the
case. And while we desire to'see an edn-
cited ministry it is mo disgrace - that
¢Christes lore and his apostles twelve”
has been taught by men wko may have
been illiterate, but who were possessed of
the central truths of christianity and

A freat question is now. agitating poul- |
try dealers in the Uuited States, those'do-

ing the large wholesale trade bethg spéci-

ally interested, Shall poultry be sent to

market drawn or undrawn—in_which state

does it keep best ? The cooks of New York,

in council assembled, discussed the subject

the other night, and the majority declared

in favor of ‘‘undrawn.” The majority of

the dealers appears to lean the same way,a

fact whizh may suggest that the other way

lies to the interest of the public. Regard-

ing this controversy the Brookiyn Eagle

has the following remarks, which appear

«I¢ stands to reason that gases generate

in the eutrails of fowls in a few days in

winteraud in a much shorter time in’sum-

mer, and the food is unhealthy even if it is
not unsavory.  ltis the experience of the

majority of housekeepers that chickens,

particu arly, have s bitter taste at times
when they appear to be fat and sonnd.

This is due t» the fact that the entrails have
been frozen in the fowls and allowed to re-

wain there for a week o1 ten days perhaps.

Oue, advocate of undrawn poultry objected
to draw poultry because the lungs, if left
in, a8 they are usually turn perfectly green

in a short time and renders the chicken un-

salable. Nothing was said about it being
unhealthful, The dealers will not make
as much money by selling the drawn as

the undrawn poulitry, and they will not see
beyond thispoint. . . . . . In
Philadelphis and Boston drawn poultry is
sold and the poultry market in both cities
is recognized as far supertor to New York.
Perhaps the dealers do not grow so rich but
the health of the public 'is better. 1t is
folly for dealers to insist that they have to
bring their fowls from such a distance, that
ten days is'the usual length of time for &
chicken to be kept of r it is killed. This
is too long a time f.: qltry drawn or un-
drawn to be Kept.
