The Hinallen In Winnipeg.
In Bradetreet’e of the 14th inst,, under 

the above heading, there appears an inter­
esting article written by their Northwest 
correspondent end dated from Winnipeg. 
Vrom it we quote the followiogi

“This yeai mey be called the year of re 
action. The boom in real estate has spent 
itself; rainy firms, led away by the gieat 
butines» they transacted for a few montbe 
during tbe excitement, have gone the way 
of the majority who indulge in overtrading. 
There has also been a fall in wages, in con­
sequence of the city being flooded with 
laborers and mechanics who were attracted 
by the glowing reports sent to tbe east last 
year, and as they have been unwill­
ing to return east a glut in tbe labor market 
has been the result. Carpenters, who last 
year could command $3.50 and $4 per day, 
are now content to work for $2.50 ; brick­
layers last season were paid $6 per day. 
but at tbe present time receive but $2 25 
to $2 75, and ro it ia through tbe whole list 
of employment*. Farm laborers are, how­
ever, in urgent demand. For these there is 
» wide end rapidly growing field, and they 
can count on constant employment at good 
wages. Those accustomed to desk and 
counter work had better remsio away from 
here at present, for it is tbe case here as 
elsewhere that there are generally more ap 
plioants for anch situations than there are 
situations to fill.”
