al wrongs.

% By the.common law of England, and also
of this country, if a person were killed out-
right by an accident, or died from the
injuries received, there was no compensation
to his relatives. For injuries nof resulting in
death there is and always was redress—that
is, the injuréd person could sue for the dam-
age done him. It was long considered a
great hardship that where a husband, for
example, was suddemly killed by the negli-
gence of some geraon bis family, though
deprived of their only meaus ‘of support,
could do nothing towards obtaining any
compensation from the negligent party.

MANITOBA’S BIG CROPS.

A Yield of 20,000,000 Bushels of Wheat
Predicted—Other Grains.

WINNIPEG, Aug. 13.—Joseph McDonald of
the Chicago Board of Trade, who has been
making an extensive tour of Manitoba to in-
spect the grain crop, says that the province
will this year have the most magnificent crop
in its history. He estimates the yield of
wheat at 20,000,000 bushels. The crop in
some portions, he says, will be not less than
40to 50 bushels per acre. The barley and
oat crop is also very large, and the amountof
grain; which should be threshed this year
will be immense.
