Some Interesting Letters Whioh Passed
Between the Premier, Ex-M,.L.A, John
Leys and Col. Leys of Londou—A Cor-
respondence Which Shows the Mr;
.Hyde Character of sir Oliver,

_Col. F. B. Leys of London, who was an
unsuccessful applicant for the vacant regis-
trarship of Middlesex, has furnished The
Mail witha bateh of correspondence, which
turnishes interesting information concerning
the appointment of Mr. Frederick Mowat,
son of Bir Oliver, to the shrievalty of York.

The story begins soon after the death of
Sherift Jarvis, who died on Saturday night,
Ap!'il 16, 1887. His demise left the
shrievalty of the County of York vacant,
aud the correspondence shows that Sir
Oliver Mowat at once determined to secure
the appointment for his son.

April 27 he wrote to Mr. John Ley:!
for an iuterview, and, when he v
propesed his son, Mr. Frederick Mowat, for
the vacant shrievaity. In one of his letters
Nr. John Leys explains how imstantly and
loyally he respondea to this wish, Mr. Leys
thus gave up his right of nomination at the
wish of bis chief, Speaking at Kintore about
four years ago Bir Oliver said that he was in
DO way responsible for the appointment Qf
:h hn'on. .r'tm that it was forced upon him

Y _his party.

Somo.n‘ma before this a vacancy had oc-
curred in the registrarship of the County of
Middlesex. Among the aoplicants for the
position was Col. F. B, Leys, a litelong mem-
ber of the party. The Premier promised
M_r. Leys the office at an early day, and, not-
withstanding the promise to him, to his
hrozhor.. Mr. Jobhn Leys, and others, the
office still remains vacaut, but it is under-
stood that it is now held open for Mr, John
Waters, the member for the North riding.

The Faets in Degail,

Jobn Leys, who was the first minority
Tepresentative of Torouto, in a letter to Sir
Oliver Mowat dated Dec. 20, 1890, com-

ﬂ:ins that the offer of a bursarship in the
Lleville Asylum for the Blind is an insulg,
iand in !n:j Jettell; he upbraids the Premier for
ngratitude in stening to the opposition of
Mr. Waters. Mr. Leys said in this letter:

ment. I called to see you, when vou ask
recommend your son for Sheriff of Toronto.

In another letter Mr, Leys said he was
promised that the contest in Toronto would
not cost him anything, whereas he was “ob-
liged to pay nearly $5000 to square it up.”
Owing to the dissension and opposition of
Hoo. G: W. Ross and Mr, Waters, the ap-
pointment was not filled for some time, and
the correspondence lagged and dragged until
"August, 1893, when Mr, Leys, asked for a

, definite avswer. *“Your refusal to do what I
~ want,” he wrote, “may result in what you
will not like to think of hereafter. This in
all probability may be the last request I will
ever make of you,”

“In Any Evens May God be With You,"

In reply Sir Oliver told him why he
thought the appointment of Col, Leys would
not be favored in Middlesex, and added:

ToronTo, 18th August, 1893.

My DEAR MR. LEvs;—I wish I had-received your
touching note of to-day before the adjournment
of council, Ishould like to have read it to my
eolleagues before the matter- was disposed of, so
far as it has been disposed of ; but I ghall not
nmow have the opportunity. All that I can do
now istoeend herewith what I ‘had dictated
immediately after the meeting, and which had
been written out before [ got your letter,

At my age I cannot, and do not. expect to be
much longer in the world; but you are so much
younger, aod have looked so strong, that it is a
shock to have you speak as you do in your note,
1 sincerely hope that your condition is less
criucal than you say. Ia any event, may God
be with you, Yours very truly,

dress of bis brother.

On February 7 Col. Leys replied: “You
ask for my brother’s address, and say you
would be glad to have an opportunity of
communicating with him. Had you accorded
to him vhe same geuerous treatment he gave
you, when you asked him to have your son
appointed te the very lucrative position of
Sheriff of Torcnto, it would not now be
necessary for you to ask for his address.”

On May 14 last Col. Leys wrote Sir Oliver:
“l was surprised to learn from Charles
Stewart, wbo was chairman at your last
jueeting at Kintore, that you had there
‘stated that you had nothing- to do with the
appointment of your son to the position of
Bueriff of Torouto, that it was forced upoun
you by the party to such an extent that you
were obliged to make the appointment. Are

*Admits the Corn,

On May 23 last Bir Oliver Mowat wrote
Col. Leys from Toronto: “I have your letter
of the 14th. I bave mo recollection of what
took place at the meeting at| Kintore of
which you speak, but if Mr, Stewart under-
stood me to say that I had notbing to do
with the appointment of mwy son to the posi-
sion of sheriff, or that it was forced upon
me by the party to such an’ extent that I
was obliged to make it, he misunderstood
e and inferred from the facts more than I
intended. Of cougse the appointment could
nat be made without my coacurrence or ac|
quiesvence, and I certainly would not have
concurred or acquiesced if the appointment
had uot beeu approved of by the party in
the city and by the Reformers iu the House
as representing thecountry. But it would
be absurd to suppose that a father would
noé be glad of such an appointment for his
son if there was no public or party reason
egaiost its being made.,”

Reviewing the Whole Situation,

No answer was given direotly to this letter,

Oliver, reviewing the whole question and
relating thereto:

How Wiman Received the Verdict,
[N.Y. World, June 16|

The Wiman jury was absent from the
court room exactly two hours and five min-
utes, which was nearly two hours longer than
a good many persons who heard the charge
of Justice Ingraham supposed they would be
absent,

A more impressive scene than that of the
rendering of this verdict hasseldom been
witnessed in & court of justice. The foreman
of the jury—Mr. Murray, the proprietor of
the Sherwood Hotei—had evidently nerved
bimself to pronounce the word *Guilty,” but
it seemed to stick in his throat, and there
was apparently a dash of pepper in his eyes.

There was something .in »EZ dttitude of
Mr. Wiman during the two hours the jury
deliberated which left upon the mind an im-
pression that the mechanism of his mental
and moral character had become 1n some
way clogged up.

Under the verdict Erastus Wiman may be
sent to prison for from 5 to 10 years. The
only member of his family present in the
court room to bid him good-bye yesterday
was his son. The scene was, of course,
pathetic, but, search diligently as might be
in the red tace of the defendant, no sign of
adequate appreciation ' of the disgrace
that had befallen him was evident. The
suffering of the son was obvious, but
around, about and all over the person of the
convicted man seemed to stand out in big,
garish letters the words, “Guilty or not
guilty, I am Erastus Wiman.” -

few hours before, when he had spoken of the

Sir Oliver Mowat Now Favors 1ts Aboli.
tion, He Says,

In his speech at Amberstburg, in the hope
of stemming the tide against him, Sir Oliver
Mowat announced that he was in favor of
the aholision of Government House,— This is
what he said in part:

“I have notsaid that the Government
House must stand. The baving of & Gov-
ernment House at all we are not responsible
for. We did not build the Governaent
House; the Liberal party did not build the
Government House. The Conservatives of
the Dominion assigned to the province a
very valuable piece of land as a site for the
Government House and on condition that
the province should build such a house and
maintain it. That was in John Sandfield
Macdonald’s time, and the house was ac-
cordingly built" by his Government with
the sanction of the Legislature, the ma jority
consisting chiefly of Conservatives. it has
been maintained ever since, and, until lately,
without objection.

[ofit. Iam satisfied, after the experience I
{bave had, that there is some considerable
public advantage, but I am not prepared to
say it does not cost too much; and, therefore,
if the people desire that Government House
should be abolished, and if that sentiment is
manifested in this election, and it is now my
own sentiment, I am prepared to carry out
their will in that respect.”

GrAsGow, June 17.—The Anchor Line
8.8. Ethiopia, which sailed from New York
on June 2, arrived Here this noon. She had
collided with an iceberg in the Atlantic and
stove in her bow at and above the water

The Ethiopia struck the iceberg on the
afternoon of the sixth while she was
steaming ahead in a dense fog. ' The
shock was terrific. Everybody who was
standing at the moment of contact was
thrown to the floor.

Thought She Would Sink,

At first the officers feared that the vessel
would not float and the captain ordered
that the boats be lowered. The excited
passengers crowded up to the deck, most
of the women weeping and the men
asking the usual questions. The pumps
were manned just after the captain ordered
down the boats, but no water was found in
the hold.

The order for the boats was then counter-
manded and something like confidence was
restored among the passengers,

the preacher’s stopping place and the church
which he attended was two, three or four
miles. The inconvenience of  getting about,
however, was mitigated by the use of cabs
and other vehicles. These were liberally
called into requisition by the clergymen in
cases where private conveyances had not
been placed &t their disposal. Twenty-five
vehicles wers counted at the morning service
of the Metropolitan.

The clergymen, thoss who interpret the
will of God for us, yesterday deprived scores
of men of their Sabbath rest, and made the
sweat pour forth from tons of horseflesh.
This they did for their own personal conveni-
ence. We don’t object to their conduet in
this matter; and, furtbhermore, if any of
them paid their drivers fifty cents conscience
money (a practice adopted by one well-
known city preacher to square bimsalf for
violating the sanctity of the Sabbath) we
think they were doing what was quite un-
necessary fro=: a business or religious point
of view. A

But- what we do object to isthat these
clergymen should refuse to give, others a
chance to admiuister to their perJounl con-
venience. To the workingman the minister
says: “I forbid you and your little 6nes and

your wife and your aged parents from leav-

ing your house during the 24 sacred hours of
the holy day.” Our modern ‘minister not
only says that, the original Jewish Sunday
law is binding upon us, but he goes further
and says that his interpretation of that law
is binding upon us.

In regard to himself he interprets the law
ina way that enables bim to escape tbe
sultry rays of the sun and to avoid the dis-
comfort of walking through the hot streets.

In regard to others he interpretsitina
way that forbids the sick from partaking of
a more potent medicine than buman physi-
cian has yet prescribed, and the weary
workerfrom enjoying tho recreation he is so
justly entitled to. |

How much longer, fellow-citizens, are you
going to allow this tyranny to exist?

There is 1n the Provincial statutes a Sun-
day observance law that applies to the city
of Toronto alone. No other -city and no
town or village in the province is amenable
to this tyrannous enactment.

We say that so-called law is a fraud. Itis
po law at all. The Legislature has no power
to make one law for the people of Toronto
and another law for the people of Ottawa,
Just as reasonably’ and as legally might the
Domipjon Parliament make stealing a crime
in and nb erime in Montreal.

T le are not supposed to obey par-
tial and@eyrannous enactments. 1f the Sun-
day law that has been imposed upon Toronto
is good enough for us it is good enmough for
Hamilton and. London.

Phe law is a fluke sneaked into the statutes
by fanatics. If it were carried to the
Supreme Court or to the Privy Coun-
cil this law would be thrown out
without argument. The Toronto Rail-
way Company has been subjected to
an illegal condition which it is not bound
to respect. The company ought to putona
Sunday service at once #&nd  make the re-
strictionists defend their so-called law which,
with the connivance of that disturber of the
peace, Sir Oliver Mowat, was sneaked into
the statutes.

1f the Toronto Railway Company won’t
take this sensible view of the sitwation then
we can tell them that before long another
company will be in the field and that it will
def_v. the restrictionists to do their worst.
They cannot stop the busses from runniog on
Sunday. Neither can they prohibit a car

service,

The Consumptive Sanitarium,

The medical profession ought not to throw
cold water on Mr. Gagp's project by naming
excassive figures as to cost of building and
maintaining the proposed consumptive sabi-
tarium. It is staved that $150,000 will be
required to erect the building, and $50,000
nyuu;?ir maintaining the iustitution. No
such ge sum as this is necessary to start
with. 1o the first pilace the city ought to
grant a site of five acres in High Park. We
do not think much of the proposal to locate
the ‘institution on the General Hospital
grounds. The sanitarium, as we under-
stand it, is to be ‘a place where consump-
tives in all stages of the disease may be
treated. 'he General Hospital has not
the outsiue accommodation that will be
found effective in treating the disease, es-
pecially in its ‘early stages. . The patients
will be subjected to outdoor treatment, and
for this purpose at least five acres of land
ought to be attached to the sanitarium. If
the city will grant such a site the sanitarium
could be started on the cottage plan. There
is no doubt in the world that funds would be
forthcoming to increase the accommodation
from year to year as.fast as it was required.
Mr. Gage and some others, we understand,
have come forward with thejr good inten-
tions and their money. They ‘ought to be
met in the friendliest spirit possible,
and no obstacle shguld be put in the way
of the establishment oﬁ\so commendable an
institution as the one\ proposed. In the

PREY

Two Grand rta on Saturday—The
Buliding Orowded to the Doors at
Both Entertainments,

Saturday afternoon at the Massey Music
Hall wagdevoted to selections by the child-
ren of the public schools, under Mr. Cring-
an’s baton, and the Orchestral School under
Mr. Torrington. Interspersed throughout
the program were interesting solos by Miss
Lillian Blauvelt and Mr, Arthur Friedheim,
and a duet by Miss Blauvels and Mrs, Carl
Alves. The pretty soprano, late prima
donna of the Royal Opera House, Brussels,
gave as her first number Gounod’s grand
valse, “*Mireille,” and was rapturously en-
cored. She smilingly responded with the
simple and ever popular—what a certain
Hielander in this city calls the *Grand ould
hot Scotch”—*‘Comin’ thro’ the rye.” Mr.
Friedheim had had a good rest aud appeared
as fresh as a daisy. He was in one of his
most favorable moods, and .gave a splendid
juterpretation of Liszt’s ‘‘Rhapsodie Hou-
groise, No. 2,” the most popular of the
geries of pieces which the composer
wrote for his own particalar
school of pianists. It has  two
themes, the first being slow and mourntul,
while the second is in lively dance tifne il-
lustrated with many fantastic effects. On
its conclusion the great pianist was enthusi-
astically encored, and tbe audience would
not be denied. Toe doey, “Dun Ccenr que
Taime,” by Gounod, sung by Miss Blauvelt
and Mrs. Carl Alves, was transposed oun the
program in order to allw Mrs. Alves to
eatch the New York train, her engagement
baving been concluded. The two singers’
voices blended beautifully, and especially in
the forte passages were they heard to full
advantage.
The Orchestral fchool Selections.

The Orchestral School, assisted by several
memibers of the Festival ‘orchestra, did re-
markably well, considering the youth of
some of the performers, Their first selection
was the “Martha” overture, rendered
capitally. They also played the brilliant and
ever popular ‘‘Semiramide” overture and the
overture to “Tannhauser,” inall of which
the orchestra stowed evidences of the care-
ful training received from thair conductor.

Mr. COringan deserves more than
passing credit for the excellent results
be has achieved with his juvenile chorus.
All of the choruses were sung - with a preci-
sion of attack and admirable adherence to
time that was truly astonishing, The most
pleasing numbers were “The Maple Leaf,”
in which a pretty and appropriate offect was
produced by the simultaneous waving of
sprigs of maple at the concltision of the last
verse; the *'Iire Brigade, in which a perfect
imitation is given of the sound of the hose
reel and bell and the galloping of the horses;
the solo, **Angel of Hope,” with humming
chorus; Mr. Torrington’s “Capada,” which
is a tine composition and more stirring even
than the “*Maple Leaf”; the chorus in uni-
son, *He Shall Feed His Flock,” and solo,
“Come Unto Him,” from the “Messiah”;
Geibel’s pretty waltz soug, ‘‘The Oars Are
Plashing Lightly,” and the old pursery soag,
“Cockey—Ridey—Roosey.” All of these
were rendered admirably, and called forth
much applause and several eneores.

Singing From Manual Sigas,

Mr. Cringan gave an exhibition of the
pupils singing from manual signs, and to
show that the trial was a perfectly genuine
one be called upon ‘Mr. Johnston, singing
master in the Hamilton .Pablic schools, to
give the children some manual sign exercises,
which were practically readings at sight, It
is certainly a wonderful and most efficient
inethod of teaching young children to sing,
and has brought about very remarkable re-
sults. Great credit is due Mr. A. W, Hughes
for his excellent arrangement of the accom-
paniments to the children’s songs.

The fifth and last concert of the Massey
Mugic Festival opened before the- largest
audience that has yet appeared within the
walls of the new auditorium. Tae first nam-
ber was the well-known overture to Rossini’s.
«“William Tell,” rendered in a brilliant man-
ner by the orchestra. Io this piece Mr. A.
Russell of Hamilton took the difficult oboe
solo in’ & highly creditable manner. The
second orchestral number was the andante
con moto and finale of Beethoven's Fifth
Symphony, which portrays the struggle of
the individual with fate, the alternations of
hope and déspair, and the final triumph of
the former. The orchestra gave a pleasing
interpretation of this and received a hearty
encore.

A serenade. in andante cantabile move-
ment, by Tschaikowski, for strings alone,
was also rendered creditably. 1s is distia.
guishedsby its mood of profound melancholy
which prevails throughout. The melody is
original and striking, and a unique effect is
produced at the entry of the second theme,
where a pizzicato accompaniment in de-
scending semi-tones adds a weird intensity to
the mournful song of the first violin.

Mr. Arthur Friedheim was in a particu-
larly felicitous mood, and in his first number
—“Ktude ” G flat, valse C sharp minor, and
-+ Barcarolle,”by;Chopin—immediately made
friends of his audience, who demanded to
bear him again. His second program num-
ber was Liszt’s Concerto in H flat and was
rendered in masterly style.

Mies Juch in Fine Voice,

Miss Juck gavea grand rendering of the
aria, ‘“[oou Halls of Song,” from “*Tann-
hauser,” and was vociferously encored. Her
pext pumber was to have been a group of
songs, but by special request she substituted
the jewel song from ‘‘Faust” instead, and
rendered it in & manner never before ap-
proached in this city, save, perhaps, by
Albani. 1

Ever charming Lillian Blauvelt added
fresh laurels to those already garneredin
this city by her fine rendition of the aria
from Bemberg’s ‘“Nymphs et Sylvain,” and
received a recall. Her other number was
the Bolero from Verdi’s *‘Sicilian Vespers,”
also sung beautifully. No soprano who has
ever visited Toronto has given such general
satisfaction as Miss Lillian Blauvelt.
Petite, pretty and possessing a glorious
voice, it is to be hoped it will not be long be-
fore she again visits us.

Herr Hofmann, the Detroit cellist, was
obliged to leave the city early, therefore his
solo, which appeared very near the end, was
transposed 1o allow him time to catch his
train. He gave Golterntann’s concerto No. 2
in D minor with fine exscution.

Herr Yunck’s violin solo, ‘*Adagio,” from
F sharp minor concerto by Vieuxtemps, and
“Rondo Papageno,” by Ernst, wagthe clever-
est and best work he has done héf's yet, and
the audience recognized the fact and recalled
him with as much enthusiasm as the heat and
late hour would permit.

The Detroit Philbarmonio Club’s number
was a quartet in E minor, **Aus Meinen Le-
ben,” by Smetana, the late Bohemian pianist
and composer, whose works are comparative-
ly unknown iu this country.

Herbert Olarke’s *‘Lost Chord,’’

It was decidedly late and most decidadly
hot when Herbert Clarke at length stepped
forward to play the *'Lost Chord.” A great
many of the audience had gone home, but
those.who stayed out the interminable pro-
gram were exceediugly glad that they did,
for Mr. Clarke never played Sullivan’s beau-
tiful soug better, and with the greatest ease
reached the aititude of that high note at the
end which has been the despair of innumer-
able cornet soloists.
