THE BRITISH ASSOCIATION.

President Sir Douglas @Galton Faints
While Reading His Address.

London, Sept. 11.—The 65th annual
meeting of the British Association for
the Advancement .of Science opened
this evening at Ipswich. It is custo-
mary for the retiring president to in-
troduce his successor, but Lord Salis-
bury, who was president last year,
telegraphed from the Chateau Cecil,
near Dieppe, France, that he required
rest and was unable to attend the
meeting. Lord Kelvin, therefore, in-
troduced the new president, Sir Doug-
las Galton. g

Sir Douglas started in to read a
lengthy address. He eulogized the
late Prof, Huxley and then traced.the
history of the association from its in-
ception, pointing out the benefits it
had conferred upon students and the
public in every branch of science. After
reading aloud three-quarters of an
hour, Sir Douglas fainted. He soon
recovered, but Sir John Evans read
the rest of the address. Dr. Percy
Frankland, professor of chemistry in
Mason College, Birmingham, deliver-
ed a lecture on the work of Prof.
Pasteur, the distinguished French
chemist. He traced Prof. Pasteur's
work and gave him a high meed of
praise for all he had accomplished in
his chosen fields' of work.

The audience numbered 1200 persons,
Including many distinguished scien-
tists.

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'DEFETDER GETS THE RACE

And the Englishman ilasn’t Even a Chance
to Sall the Race Over Again — There
Was a Miscalculation of the Distance
Between the Boats—The Third Race to
Be sailed To-Day.

| New York, Sept. 11.—Both Valkyrie
and Defender were taken from Bay
Ridge to the Erie Basin, at South
Ercoklyn to-day, the last-named to
malke repairs of the damage which
was inflicted by the former in yester-
dgy’s race.
wont to the Basin to make a few
nccessary  preparations for the third
rrce of the series, which is to be sail2d
{o-morrow, a course 15 miles to wind-
ward, or leeward, and return.

Several hours were spent in taking
evidence before the committee, and
fir ally this letter was sent out:

“We beg to acknowledge the receipt
of your letter of yesterday, protesting
| Valkyrie. We have given the matter
our careful consideration and believe
{ that the foul occurred through the
miscalculation of the distance between
the two yachts at a critical moment.
From our observations, sustained by
tLat of others who were in a good
position to see, we find that the Val-
kyrie, in contravention of section 2 of
racing rule 16, bore down upon the
Defender and fouled her by the swing
of her main boom, when luffing to
straighten her course. We also con-
sicer that Defender allowed Valkyrie
sufficient room to windward to pass
clear of committee boat. Your pro-
test is, therefore, sustained.”

In order to remove all doubt as to
the effect of this decision, J. V.
Oddie, secretary of the New York
Yzcht Club, announced that it award-
ed the race to the Defender without the
recessity of its being re-sailed.

Strong efforts were made by the
committee to bring about a mutual
agreement to re-sail the race, but Lord
Dunraven and Mr. Iselin insisted upon
judgment on the protest. This left
the committee only two things to do—-
to decide that Valkyrie fouled De-
fender or that Defender fouled Valky-
rie. It was generally agreed here that
the British yacht was at fault. Lord
Dunraven and his frien held, how-
ever, that his boat was crowded by
| Defender, and that the accident was
unavoidable. The committee gave
each side ample opportunity to state
the case, and took the testimony of the
captains of each vacht and of cthers
who were on board. d

Tue kKule.

The racing rule referred to is-the fol-
lowing: “A yacht shall not bear
away out of her course so as to hinder
another yacht in passing to leeward.”

Section 2 of the same rule says: “A
yacht free shall keep clear of one
close hauled.” .

The rule covering disqualification is:
“If a yacht in consequence of her ne-
glect of any of these rules shall foul
another yacht or compel another yacht
to foul any yacht, mark or obstruction
or to run around; she shall be disquali-
fied and shall pay all damages.”

Dunraven Aceepis the Deciston

Lord Dunraven accepts the decision,
and will have the Valkyrie at the line
to-morrow for the third of the inter-
national races. The Regatta Commit-
tee posted the following notice at the
house of the New York Yacht Club this
evening: ‘““To members of the N.Y.
Y.C.: Your committee beg to state
that before arriving at a decision on
Defender’s protest, they endeavored to
bring about a mutual agreement be-
tween the respective yachts to re-sail
yesterday’s race, but each preferred
that the committee should pass judg-
ment on the protest. (Sgd.) The Re-
gatta Committee.”

Lord Dunraven left the club house
after hearing. He declined to talk.
Messrs. Kersey, Glennie and Ratsey
of the English contingent were equal-
ly reticent. After the long session of
the Regatta Committee was ended, Ir-
ving Grinnell, one of the members
of the committee, was asked if there
was any question whether Lord Dun-
raven would race to-morrow, in view
of the published report that he would
not do so if the decision should be
adverse to the Valkyrie.

“No,” replied Mr. Grinnell, “he ac-
cepted the decision as any true sports-
man would. He did say, however, that
he would not race unless the course
was kept clear of excursion boats.Some
of these boats behaved very badly yes-
terday and Lord Dunraven was em-
phatic in his protests against them.”

To-Day's Race.

To-day’s race will be 15 miles to
windwerd and return. The start will
be from Sandy Hook lightship, unless
the committee establish another start-
ing point in order to obtain windward
course of 15 miles. The same rules
that governed the first two races will
prevail,

How Britain Views the Verdict.

Glasgow, Sept. 11.—The Mail says:
The deeision of the committee is sure
to be challenged in this country. It
i3 certain that all Americans who have
the true interests of sport, will receive
the verdict with dismay. Had the
committee declared the race void on
acccunt of a technical breach, few
persons would be disposed to cavil, but
surely they overstepiped the bounds of
fair play in awarding the race to \he
Defeuder. This seriously handicaps the
E itish yacht, and robs future races of
all interest, as international contests.”

The Herald says: ‘“The decision of
the committee will cause bitter dis-
appointment in this country. We can-
1.0t, however, impeach the fairness of
the committee’s decision, or question
their right to award the race to the
vach, which they declared was fouled
by the actual victor. The only question
i3, whether it would not have been
mcre sportsmanlike to have avoided
the race altogether, and that is more
a matter of opinion. We must,
ever, accept the decision with the best
pcssible grace.”

London, Sept. 11.—The Yachting
World in its first leader on the sub-
ject, written before the decision, says:
“Two races have been sailed. The
Valkyrie lost ane actually and the sec-
ond virtually. Whatever may be the
committee’s verdict it is impossible to
doubt that the American champion
acvhieved a moral victory. There
seems to be small doubt that Mr. Her-
reshoff has again designed a yacht
that is exceedingly well adapted to
the purpose for which she was built.
Therein we must seek our consolation,
for, were he handicapped by haviug
to design a vessel which, first of all,
has to brave the Atlantic, it is more
than likely that Mr. Watson would
turn out a shell capable of turning the
tables. Yet, our challenges are is-
sued with full knowledge of the hard-
ness of the conditions governing -the
contest, and there is no use of grum-
bling afterwards, but, for the sake of
cheering up our despondent pride, let
us imagine that the Yankees challeng-
ed for the Royal Victoria Gold Cup.”

The Chronicle says: We tonfes we
see no reason in the decision of the
corpmittee awarding the race to the
Defender. The foul occurred before
the starting gun was fired, and be-
fore the line was crossed. The De-
fender might have backed out, but
she elécted to race. Had the Valky-
rie wilfully fouled the Defender dur-
ing the race the penalty could not
have been greater.

Canada’s Answer to the Cheese Lie.

The charge made by .The North Brit-
ish Agriculturist that ”imitation” or
filled cheese made in Canada is being
sold in England, has caused consider-
able perturbation on both sides of the
Atlantic. At the instance of Sir A. P.
Caron, Acting Premier, a communica-
tion was sent to the High Commis-
sioner informing him that the state-
ment of The Agriculturist is distinctly
libelous and requesting him to de- |
mand authority’ for it. The following |
message was also sent to the British
press: The Canadian Government,
through the Department of Agriculture,
authorize the publication of the fol

|

ol- |
lowing statement: The cabled report |
of The North British Agriculturist,
stating that a considerable proportion
of cheese from Canada is made from
separated milk, fattened with oleomar-
garine, is absolutely without founda-
tion. Canadian cheese are made from
pure, whole milk only. Not 6ne box
of filled or oleomargarine cheese is
made in Canada. In 1893, when it was
rumored that a foreign firm proposed
to start a factory in Canada to make
filled cheese, Parliament immediately
passed a prohibitory law forbidding
manufacture or sale under heavy pen-
alties, going up to $400, half of the
fine being payable to the informant.
Not one case has occurred since then.
The manufacture and sale of oleomar-
garine was also prohibited, the penal-
ty for violation being a heavy fine or
imprisonment. The law forbids the
manufacture or sale of imitation or
unwholesome dairy products. Impor-
tation is also prohibited. Use of
brand ‘“Canadian” is restricted by law
to cheese and butter made in Canada.
Canada is the only dairy country where
cleomargarine and manufacture or
importation of imitation cheege are
wholly prohibited. :

Alaska Surveyors Return.

Messrs. Brabazon and Cote, leaders
of the last of the Canadian field par-
ties in connection with the Canada-
Alaska boundary delimitation,returned
to the city to-day. The two surveyors
were engaged for several weeks in
territory east of Mount St. Elias, lying
between Cape Fairweather and Yaku-
tat. The United States commission
has one party in the field working in
southern Alaska. Commissioner King
and his staff atsheadquarters here
will be busily engaged from this time
out unt ilthe end of January in pre-
paring their report for submission to
the governments of Great Britain and
the United States.

The Toronto University Club of Ot-
tawa is making vigorous efforts to se-
cure the election of Hon. A. R, Dickey
as a member of Senate of Toronto
University.

Prof. Sannders’ Return

Prof. Saunders, director of Experi-
\mental Farms, has returned from a
prolonged tour through Manitoba,the
Northwest and British Columbia. The
director has been absent from Ottawa
for seven weeks altogether, and re-
turns to his duties imbued with a
strong sense of the greatness of our
western country and of the magnifi-
cence of its resources. Besides inspect-
ing experimental farms in the west,
Mr. Saunders spent some weeks in
Okanagan district, a fertile fruit-
growing valley in British Columbia.
While there he says there was con-
siderable excitement over reported gold
discoveries. In the Kootenay district
the output of gold was great and sev-
-eral mines changed@ hands at very
high figures. The fruit-growing  in-
dustry of British Columbia has de-
veloped rapidly. The cultivation of
plums extended more than any other
kind of-fruit. The apple crop was very
good. Mr., Saunders stayed over at
Calgary looking Into the irrigation
work there an dthe effect that it had
on the crops. His report to the de-
partment will be favorable on ques-
tion of irrigation.

storage service for butter and other
perishable food products at Vancouver,
Calgary and Winnipeg. He will stay
off at Winnipeg only on his return
journey.

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* THE DEMERS MORDER TRIAL

Evidence That the Crime Was Commitfed |

in the Early Morning—The Defence
Outlined.

Montreal, Sept. 11.—It has been hint-
ed for some time back that the de-
fence in the Demers murder case
would spring a bomb-shell upon the
Crown when the trial was under way,
It is currently believed in court house
circles that a good hint as to what this
sensation will be was pointed out. to
the jury at the time of their visit to
the Demers’ house, This. discovery
consists of some spots of blood found
upon the inside of the blinds in the
bedroom of the murdered woman. The
defence, it is stated, will produce medi+
cal evidence to show that these spots

were caused by human blood and are

in the shape of an imprint made by a

hand in the act of pushing the blind |
from the inside to open it. This leads

to the belief that the defence will
claim tat the murderer, whoever he
was, left the house after, the tragedy
by this window, which opens on the
platform. Mr. Desmarais’ close cross-
questioning of Mr. Beaudry, the civil
engineer, as to the measurements of
the passage way and its immediate
locality leads to this belief,

Miss Sauves Evidence

Miss Sauve, the woman who was
seen in the vicinity on the day of the
murder, was on the stand ali day, She
did not impress those who heard her
very favorably to her own advantage.
She denied any intimacy with the ac-
cused and said that she had only gone
out with him once and that was to
a nearby drug store. She had not ac-
companied him to Sohmer Park, but
had gone with his brother. After de-
scribing at length how she called at
the house on the day of the murder
and found the front door locked and
'hud gone round to the back and rap-
ped without receiving any reply, she
said that she had called ‘again at 3
o’clock and found it still locked, She
met Mrs. Nantel and the latter énter-
ed the house by the rear, discovering
the dead body. She had not heard the
child crying.

To Mr. Desmarais, counsel for the
defence, she denied that she had worn
a blue dress with white spots on that
day and that she had gone to the
woodshed. She wore a light blue dress
with pink spots. Mrs. Demers was
much stouter than witness, The Crown
had evidently intended to prove that
it was Miss Sauve who had been seen
going to the woodshed on the day of
the murder at 1 o’clock and not Mrs.
Demers. Their contention is that she
was dead long before that hour.

DBemers’ Cut Finger

Madaime Nantel, the washerwoman
who found the body, was on the stand
all afternoon. The important point in
her evidence was that on the first oc-
casion she washed at Demers’ house
he was at home with a wounded fin-
ger, and the defence rely on this to
account for blood stains on his cloth-
ing. L]

The Priest Thought Her Long Dead.

Rev. Cure Reme Descarroes of St.
Henri, who was called in on the dis-
covery of the body Mrs. Demers,
was examined at leng He was call-
ed about 10 minutes to 3 o’clock. He
described what occurred in the room
and what he saw, his evidence being
of great importance to the Crown, as
he was of the opinion that the woman
had been long dead. Taking hold of
the hand, he felt that it was exceed-
ingly cold and the left arm was com-
pletely rigid. She seemed to have been
long dead. The blood on the wounds
was clotted and dry, as well as the
blood on the chest. He ‘then asked
Mrs. Nantel to place her hand on the
heart of deceased, and she did so, and
sald that it was cold. In answer to
Mr. Archambault, he sald from his ex-
perience he believed she had been
dead several hours when he saw the
4body. '

Evidence of a Struggle.

From the appearance of the bed, it
seemed as if some one had been walk-
ing over it. He had seen several per-
sons who had suffered violent deaths
by bleeding. The footsteps on the bed
led him to the belief that there had
been a struggle. He came to the con-
clusion that she had not committed
suicide, because there was no blood
on her hands. The woman never movs
ed after she had her neck cut; she was
either brained or her hands were held
by some one; the head or body mnever
moved after falling on the  floor; no
instrument was found; the strongest
reason of all was the presence of the
two wounds; it was impossible for a
person to inflict on one’s self two
such terrible wounds,which cut both
carotid arteries.

Lived Under Demers—Heard No Noise

Miss M. Deguise, who, with her
‘aged father, lived under the Demers’
tenement, testified to seeing Demers

dn a shed in the rear of his house at
4.30 that morning, and to wondering
what he was doing about so early.
The 13th of June, being a holiday,
she and her father went to 5 o'clock
mass at St. Cunegonde Church, and
she did not return until a quarter to
6. Her kitchen was just under Mrs.
Demers’ bedroom, ad she had heard
the sewing machine working the even-
ing previous, and the baby crying. On
the morning of the murder she did not
hear Mrs. Demers walking about.
There was an extension being built
to their house in the rear and car-
penters were at work on it from 7 a.m.
till 2 o’clock p.m. that day.

The Crown evidently intend to prove
that the murder was committed by
Demers between the time the Degui-
ses left for early mass, about 4.45,
and 5.46 a.m, If anyone had committed
the murder at a later hour they would
have been seen entering the place.

An ANdress Sent to the Pope—A Speciaf
Memorial Chapel Erected.

Montreal, Sept. 11.—The members of the
“ Union Allet,”” or Oanadian Papal Zou-
aves, are sending an address to Pope Leo
XIII., on the occasion of the approaching
celebration of the 25th anniversary of the
taking of Rome by the Italian troops. They
rotest agalnst the Itallan celebration of
éept. 20, and inform the Pope that they
have chosen that date for the inauguration
of the special chapel which the have
erected in the new cathedral of Montreal,
as a standing protest against the spolia-
tion of the Papal domrain. The address is
signed by Recorder de Montigny, in his
quality of president of the Unlon Allet.

Mr. De Montigny sends the address
through the medium of General-Pe Char-
ette, representative of the ex-Papal Zou-
aves. In his letter*to the general, Mr. De
Montigny Informs him that the chapel re-
ferred to is erected over the tomb of the
late Archbishop Bouriet, swho himself in-
augurated the Papal Zouave movement in
Canada, and he adds that the inauguration
will be a solemn religious ceremony, pre-
sided over by Archbishop Fabre. The et-
ter winds up as follows : *‘ The abov. will
itell you, my general, that we are with you
and “the whole regiment around you on
that memorable date of Sept. 20, and our
children also, and we await the order
which -circumstances may suggest.’”

He says
he has 400 Chicago men who are
pledged 'to go to Cuba, and that $75,-
000 has been subscribed by three
wealthy residents of this city for the
fitting out of an expedition, the pay-
ment of recruits and the landing of
them in the island. The recruits are
to be joined by two batteries and a
regiment of infantry, to be recx:uitgd
in Kansas City. “Uncle Sam” will
not bother us, said Captain Andrews,
“ we are going into Mexico. The
Mexican Government Knows of our in-
tention, and favors it. We will drill
vobably in Chihuahua, then go to the
coast and thence to Cuba.

WE CAN AFFORD TO BE MAGNANIMOUS®

The committee in charge of the in-
ternational yacht race have decided
to give the contest of Tuesday to De-
fender, notwithstanding the fact that
Valkyrie was the first to cross the
finishing line. 'We have no fault to
find with the decision of the commit-
tee, although it might be said that
the accident, which more or less inca-
pacitated Defender, ha,ppened before
the boats crossed the starting line,
and by the further fact that Defender
was more or less responsible by her
tactics for the mishap. Nevertheless,
while the contest may be viewed as a
mere petty matter of sport, it has an
international significance, and the
characteristic of Englishmen, we are
glad to know, points in the direction
of magnanimity in this as in all other
international affairs. Englishmen,

to be magnanimous. - We cannot say
the. same of our neighbors. They are
| inclined, as we know from long ex-
perience, to take advantage of sharp
practices and to be, “smart” before
they are magnanimous or generous in
sporting contests or diplomatip trials-of
skill. They are, however, coming to the
views of Englishmen in matters of
sport and in other things, and we can
safely trust to time to see them imi-
tate more and more the conduct of
their kin beyond the sea. Everyone
can recall the recent international
rowing contest in England, where Cor-
nell took advantage of a mere techni-
cality to claim a race, “We are glad
to notice that the English press, so
far as it voices English opinion, said
yesterday that they preferred that the
English yacht should claim nothing or
take advantage of nothing, rather
than be declared a winner through a
technicality, and not through merit.
‘We are very much inclined to take
the same view, and, therefore, to con-
cede the race to our cousins, who un-
doubtedly up: to date have the best
sallers in their own waters, if they
have not the best constructed boat.
In all these contests so far, English-
men have been building a boat that
was swift, but also at the same time
that was seaworthy. We cannot quite
say this of our neighbors, who were
striving to construct a boat that pos-
sessed the one merit of at least being
fleet in its own waters. If English
yachtsmen must beat the Americans,
they may have to adopt American
methods and construct a boat that has
more possibilities of speed and no
great resistance to the exigencies of
the weather and the sea. If this is
the case, let them do so, but until
they come to this point they can well
afford to allow to the Americans such
advantages as they no doubt possess
in the superiority of boats like De-
fender over boats built on the model
and style of Valkyrie, And yet there
is just a faint hope that in the next
race the English boat may come out
ahead; but if it fails in the final race,
as English yachts have failed in pre-
vious contests, we must simply ac-
cept the situation and trust to the fu-
ture for a final triumph.

PRAIRIE FIRES AND FROSTS IN
4 NORTHWEST.

' There is no use in hiding the fact
that the ravages of frost constitute
the great danger to the future of the
Northwest as a wheat growing coun-
try. The settlers have had a very good
crop this year, but it was only by the
skin of their teeth, so to speak, that
the farmers of that country have reaped
an excellent crop this year. Even as
it is, quite a number of farmers have
suffered great losses through damages
from frost to the wheat fields. Sir
Mackenzie Bowell in one of his
speeches the other day referred to the
fact that Ontario and the other East-
ern provinces in their early stages suf-
fered similar yearly damage from sum-
mer frost; but went on further to say
that, as the provinces in the East were
more thoroughly cultivated and drain-
age was resorted to, the dire results

of early frosts gradually disappeared.

He predicted that the same thing
would happen in the Northwest. We

have good reason for agreeing with

him to this extent, that improved

drainage will do a lot for the North-e
west and that time also will do a

great deal in developing a wheat that

will mature in sufficient time to es-

cape the early frosts of August. But

The Free Press of .Winnipeg says

something further is still necessary,

and that is that means must be taken

to counteract the prairie fires which

ravage great portions of the North-

west every year. Up to the present

the settlers of the Northwest have

been unable to prevent or exterminate

these fires, and the result is that

yearly vast stretches of territory are

burned to a black waste, and the cov-

ering which- nature provided for the

soil in the grasses has been burnt off,

leaving the land without moisture

and much more liable to an attack of

frost. The Free Press contends, there-

fore, that some means must be devised

whereby the prairie fires may be con-

trolled and prevented. The only hope

it has of this lies in the wider-settle-

ment of the country and the adoption

of such means as will keep these fires

under control. If this is the case, a

vigorous immigration palicy is the

first and most essential step to this

end. Thick settlement is the best

preventive of sweeping fires.

IMPROVE THE WATER DELIVERY.
Several complaints have reached this
office about the delivery of water
throughout the city. Some residents
say that they have received no water
from the carts since Monday, and up
to last night no water had been deliv-
ered at the Separate schools. The
Board of Separate School Trustees
must accept the blame for this, as they
would have been supplied with water
the same as the Public Schools had
the trustees acted with the same alac-

rity as did the Public School Board.
The matter has now, however, dome: to
the notice of the €ity Coungil, and a
proportionate number of watering
carts should be set apart for the Sepa-
rate Schools.
.day it was a positive hardship for
children to go without water, and this
is what they had to do, as the water
from the taps was wisely denied them.
The City Engineer promises that we
will have water within the course of
a few days. This is only the greater
reason why the Acting Mayor should
bestir himself- and increase the num-
ber of vehicles conveying water around
the city, and also increase the num-
ber of puncheons that are located at
different street corners. Complaints
have been received that these have
been empty for hours at a time, and as
the number of yisitors in town is enor-
mous .this part of the service should
be put in better shape the very first
thing this morning.

BETTER ENTRANCE FACILITIES NEOES-
SARY.

The Industrial Exhibition Associa-
tion ought to make better accommo-
dation for the sale of tickets and the
passage of large crowds into the Fair
grounds. The number of turnstiles
should be doubled as well as the num-
ber of ticket-sellers. Yesterday was
an exceptional day, but on almost any
of the principal days of the Fair there
is a jam at the entrance that seems
o reflect bad management on the part
of those in charge of the Exhibition.
The same thing prevails in regard to
the sale of tickets for the grand stand
within the grounds. Yesterday many
people had to crowd around the ticket
sellers fully an hour before they could
get tickets, and the capacity of the
entrances into the grand stand were
taxed even more severely than the
three stands at which the tickets are
sold. These latter on several occa-
sions had to shut down business for
fifteen minutes at a time until the
crowd to whom the tickets were sold
were enabled to get into the stand. It
seems strange such unbusiness-like
methods should be permitted to exist,
when the expenditure of a few dollars
would avoid all the Iinconvenience.
The sale of tickets down town does
not apparently afford the relief that
should be forthcoming. We trust
by next year that these suggeéstions
will be acted upon.

ONTARIO’'S UNDERTAKERS.

Proceedings of the rwelfth Annual Con-
vention of Funeral Directors.

About 100 members of this business
and fraternal body met in conclave
morn, afternoon and night yesterday
in St. George’s Hall.

Mr. James Muir of Port Elgin was
president. Although the. association
had not secured incorporation, he hop-
ed to see state boards for interments
in Canada on similar lines to those
that exist in the United States.

Secretary W. H. Hoyle of Canning-
ton stated in his report that there are
435 members of the association; and
Treasurer J. B. McIntyre of St. Cath-
arines reported receipts $538, expendi-
tures $264 and balance in hand $273.

President-Elect S. Maynard Rogers of
Ottawa gave an address on the objects
and progress of the association.

The meeting considered clause by
clause the proposals of the Provincial
Bcard of Health for the transportation
of bodies in connection with contagi-
ous diseases. Some clauses were dis-
arproved and amended ones drafted.
A committee was appointed to confer
with the Provincial Board and also
with the Ontario Government, and to
urge the passing of an act in accord-
