The Detroit Society for the Study 
and Prevention of Tuberculosis has 
issued small pamphlets called “Tu­
berculosis ‘Don’t Cards’," contain­
ing valuable advice to the general 
public on tljè “white plague," which 
should be of value and interest to 
people.

Don’t Get Tuberculosis Yourself !
Keep as well as possible, for the 

healthier your body the harder for 
the germs to grow therein. To 
keep healthy observe the following 
rules :—

Don’t live, study or sleep in rooms 
where there is no fresh air. Fresh 
air and sunlight kill the tubercle ba­
cilli and germs causing other dis­
ease. Therefore have as much of 
both in your'foom as possible.

Don’t live in dusty air. Keep 
your rooms clean. Get rid of dust 
by cleaning with damp cloths and 
mops. Don’t sweep with a dry 
broom.

Keep at least one window open in 
your bedroom at night, and air the 
room, two or three times during the 
day.

Don’t eat with soiled hands. Wash 
them first.

Don’t put your hands, pencils or 
any candy or chewing gum that other 
persons have used, in your mouth.

Don’t keep soiled handkerchiefs in 
your pocket.

Take a warm bath at least once a 
week.

Don’t neglect a cold or cough, but 
go to a doctor.

production of a cheap fuel made from 
papyrus and other forms of i reeds 
growing on and near the upper White

Unless the Germs of the Disease In the 
Habitation, Whether It Be House or 
Tent, Are AJtterly Destroyed Fresh
Air and -Cures” Avail Little.o
"There fa no rare for tuberculosis, 

and probably never will be, accepting 
the word “rare” In the sense of some 
special medicine. A disease prevented 
Is better than cured, for no one Is so 
well off physically or financially after 
any Illness, and particularly does this 
truth apply to tuberculosis. The suc­
cessful prevention of a disease does 
away with any need for its “rare.” 
This is well exemplified In the case of 
yellow fever. We have never succeed­
ed In finding a cure for that former 
scourge of the south, but we have 
done far better. We have wiped out 
the disease bodily, bag and baggage, 
by simple preventive methods.

So writes Dr. F. O. Walsh In the 
Technical World Magazine, and be de­
clares- that notwithstanding the “op­
timists,” the disease Is on the Increase. 
He singles out and lays great stress on 
the fact that consumption Is a conta­
gious disease and on the contention 
that It Is not contracted to any great 
extent through infected milk or even 

*by the using the drinking cups that 
consumptives use or through the “spit­
ting nuisance.” Its spread is through 
the infection of the habitation. Here 
Is one of'his parables:

Drown had moved In the month of 
May Into a house In 'another part of 
the town where he had always lived. 
By fall he had contracted tuberculosis. 
It was discovered later that several 
different families who had occupied 
this same house In succession had lost 
several members from tuberculosis. No 
attempt bad ever been made to disin­
fect the house. Brown went to a far 
western state, pitched his tent on a 
certain spot, and never made any 
change from that one spot until his 
death. ' Note that fact. As a result 
the soli over which he slept night 
after night became saturated with the 
accumulated germs which be expelled 
In coughing, so that he w^s continually 
at night rebreathlng Into his system 

t the very “seeds” which cause the dls- 
I ease. He was repoisoning himself 
I nightly and didn’t know It. His sys­

tem would have been able to throw off 
I the original “germ poison” which It 

contracted, but it was not strong 
enough to withstand a new dose of 
the poison every night- Had he chang­
ed the location of his tent daily be 
could have slept each night In an at­
mosphere practically germ free.

Smith has the disease and goes to 
the west He feels and looks In per­
fect health long before a year Is gone, 
He returns home, satisfied that he la 
cured. In less than four months be la 
again in the tenacious clutches of the 
disease.

There is a lesson In this. The open 
alt treatment Is all right but It must 
be carried out by right methods. All 
early cases of consumption which 
have failed to recover by outdoor 
treatment must lay the blame to 
faulty treatment. Jones, who recover­
ed, you will remember, did change his 
location every day, having no tent to 
bother him, and In doing so avoided 
the fatal mistake of Brown.

How about Smith? The case of 
Smith is of the greatest importance. 
He had recovered, you will remember, 
and returned to bis home feeling fine- 
back to what? To the very same 
plague ridden room in which he had 
first contracted the disease—a room 
reeking witt/tubercular germ life and 
which had been occupied. It was 
learned later, by five different con­
sumptives at various times. The dis­
ease got a hold on him a second time 
for the simple reason that he came 
back to the original source of his dis­
ease. He should have sought new 
quarters, or else the house, and partie-; 
ularly the room tie occupied, should 
have been disinfected before being oc­
cupied by him or any one else. These 
three cases cited are but typical In­
stances. There are thousands upon 
thousands of Browns. Joneses and 
Smiths living and dying this very day 
whose story. If told In its true light, 
would match exactly the simple but 
pathetic history of these three men.

The thing that the doctor brings out 
Is that consumption must be prevented 
rather than cured; that prevention is 
easy and cheap and lies In disinfection. 
This, In the case of the consumptive's 
quarters, he Insists, should be at least 
once a week. The formula is simple: 
“Fumigate every room In the house 
with a vapor given oft by heating 
formaldehyde; wash all the floors, 
windows and woodwork with mild so­
lutions of corrosive sublimate and 
water.” Fresh air, either at home or 
elsewhere, he establishes. Is In Itself 
Insufficient.

He reaches the conclusion that the 
very existence of the hope of a “cure" 
has been responsible for Increase of 
the disease. He urges people to flee 
fropi consumption by killing It in the 
germ that lurks In house or ground.

Reciprocity, and How It Affects 
the Farmer.

For the first time in the last half cen­
tury the matter of refusing or accepting 
Reciprocal Free Trade with the Ameri­
cans is within the power of the Canadian 
elector. The American Congress has 
approved of the pact and it is now up to 
us to decide whether we will accept the 
boon of free access to the great American 
consuming centres, or whether we will 
commit the folly of passing it by and 
placing ourselves within the power of 
the trusts and combines now forming in 
Canada. No man will deny the advan­
tage ot two open markets instead of one. 
The open market of England where we 
compete against the world, and the free 
market of the United States together 
would give us ample room to dispose of 
all our produce to a Better advantage 
than relying on the British markets en­
tirely.

What Reciprocity means to ns, is that 
should the American markets be better 
than our own, and statistics will show 
that on the average they are, then we 
can turn our produce into American 
channels or compel the Canadian buyers 
to pay equally high prices: It is in this 
way that the two markets will benefit the 
producer and will put him outside the 
control of the Toronto or Montreal inter­
ests.

The following table will show the lead­
ing articles affected by the agreement, 
that are produced by the readers of this 
column, snd shows how much duty will 
be removed in each case :—

The following shows the difference in 
the prices in the American and Canadian 
markets on commodities" affected by the 
pact. This list is compiled by the De­
partment of Labor and is a report taken 
from the daily markets of Canada and 
the United States, and coyers a period of 
five years.

A few of the most illuminative figures 
in the report may be cited in this brief 
summary. In regard to grains the 
average of yearly prices from 1906 to 
1911 shows the following comparisons :

Spring wheat—Winnipeg, average per 
bushel, 95c; Minneapolis, #1.04. Oats— 
Toronto, average per bushel, 40c ; Buffalo, 
46c. Barley—Toronto, average per bush­
el, 57c ; Winnipeg, 47c ; Buffalo, 76c ; 
Duluth, 61c. Rye—Toronto, average per 
bushel, 71c ; Buffalo, 88c.

In regard to fodder, the comparison, 
covering the average of the five and ene- 
half-year periods, shows the following

Hay—St. John, per ton, #12.87 ; Mont­
real, #12.98 ; Boston, $19.69 ; New York, 
$21.89 ! Toronto, #12.57 ! Buffalo, #16.30.

In dairy produce average prices as 
compared for the varions cities show on 
the whole a fairly stable equilibrium, 
with market prices sometimes slightly 
higher on one side of the line and some- 
times vice versa, but the general average 
about the same on both aides.

In regard to live stock the comparison 
of average prices for the period covered 
shows the following :

Cattle—Toronto, export steers, per 
cwt., $5.51 ; Buffalo. #6.48 ; Winnipeg, 
#4.22; Chicago. #7.04. Hogs—Toronto, 
per cwt., #6 96 ; Buffalo, #7.35 ; Winni­
peg, $5.60 ; Chicago, #6.99.

This comparison shows wherein the 
agriculturist is to benefit and should 
direct him in casting his vote at the 
coming election. Whether to work for 
his own interest or whether to work for 
those who keep down the price of 
Canadian produce, should be the ques­
tions that guide each elector.

INSURING A NATION.
How It Is Proposed to Wipe Out Want 

In England by Legislation.
Over in England 14,000,000 workers 

are now expectantly awaiting results 
from a bill of great proportions re­
cently submitted to the House of 
Commons by Lloyd George, Chancel­
lor of the Exchequer. The bill stands 
great chances of being passed, and 
when that is done it will mean that 
Great Britain will become the dis­
burse! of nearly $100,000,000 a yea? 
to the working people, for it id a 
scheme of insurance that the bill en­
compasses.

In England the conditions of the 
working people are not as good as they 
aie in this country. Often they are 
poorly paid and are forced to h tinge r 
and perhaps starvation when illness 
or accident takes them from their la 
Sors. It is this condition which Lloyd- 
George is attempting to ameliorate, 
and the national insurance scheme, it 
is believed, will help conditions great­
ly.

According to the bill every workman 
and work woman who earns less than 
$800 a year will be compelled to pay 
a premium of 8 cents a week. Added 
to this the employer will pay six cents 
a week . for every person who works 
for him and the state will contribute 
four cents a week. Then, when the 
person become. ill and out of work, 
from the fund he will be entitled to 
the free services of a doctor and. a 
money benefit of $2.60 a week for 
three months. After that time he will 
receive half that amount for another 
three months.

Then there is another phase of the 
working life of Great Britain which 
Uoyd-George's bill will touch. The 
death rate among children of the poor­
er people of England is abnormally 
high. This is due to the fact that 
mothers, because- of poverty, are forc­
ed to go back to work, sometimes a 
week after their children are born, 
thereby bringing about a condition of 
artificial feeding. Seldom is there en­
ough money to buy good milk. Often 
the babies die of starvation ox of neg­
lect. To provide against this there is 
to be an insurance by which a price of 
$7.50 is to be placed on the head of 
every infant and this will be paid on 
its birth, provided the mother stays 
away from work two weeks.

Then there is to be an insurance 
against non-employment—a tentative 
provision which is to be,,tried in two 
-trades, engineering and building, and 
limited to 2,500,000 workmen. The em­
ployers and the employed are to pay 
five cents a week apiece, and then, 
when the worker is unemployed, he is 
to receive $1.50 a week for 15 weeks.

Many of the manufacturers ot Eng­
land are fighting the bill; others are 
strongly in favor of it.

England is not the first to use the 
national insurance. Germany for some 
time has had in effect a law which 
covers practically the same territory 
and it has been a success there. New 
Zealand, too, has tried the scheme 
with good results.
