From Yarmouth to the furthermost point of 
the other end of the capo there is a bewilder­
ing panorama of Nature’s beauties. Another 
attraction is the restfulness which pervades 
everything and everybody, and which makes 
the country so especially beneficial to those 
who go there from the atmosphere of hurry 
and drive to which people are accustomed in 
the States.

For sports there is good boating and trout- 
fishing, where an ordinary catch is 100 in n 
day; first-class bathing, and excellent roads 
for walking, driving or wheeling.

The air is so pure and bracing that it is a 
natural tonic, and the man who cannot find 
his appetite in Nova Scotia may as well give 
it up as irretrievably lost. Nova Scotian 
ozone is likewise a sure cure for the worst 
case of malaria.

The steamers of the Yarmouth 8. S. Co., 
during the coming summer season will pro­
bably make five trips a week, instead of 
four, as formerly. The route is to Yarmouth 
by steamer, where connection is made with 
the Dominion Atlantic railway for Halifax, 
St John and all points in Canada. This is 
called the “ Land of Evangeline ” route, and 
travel over it has grown to very great pro­
portions.

The steamers of this line are the Boston 
and Yarmouth, the former being one of the 
fastest vessels of its class in this part of the 
country. These boats sail from Lewis wharf 
Boston, at noon, and arrive at Yarmouth 
early the following morning. At Yarmouth 
connection is made with the celebrated 
“ Flying Bluenose” train for Halifax, which 
makes the distance in less than 10 hours.

There are at least three projected excur­
sions from Boston the coming summer by 
different organizations to various localities 
in the provinces. The New England branch 
of the Acadia College Alumni Association 
will visit their alma mater at Wolf ville. 
Nova Scotia, about the commencement of 
the season. On June 17 a delegation of the 
Society of Colonial Wars will be present at 
Louisburg, Cape Breton, to take part in the 
anniversary celebration of the capture of the 
French fortress on the 17th of June, 1745, in 
which capture the troops of the then colony 
of Massachusetts took a prominent part. In 
July the Massachusetts and Suburban Press 
Association will make an excursion to some 
point yet to be decided upon.

The increasing annual influx of visitor» 
from the States to the provinces has started 
a boom in the building of new and larger 
hotels for their accommodation and in all the 
resorts in Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and 
Cape Breton, the tourists can now find com­
fortable, and in many cases luxurious hostel- 
ries, at reasonable rates. The Grand Hotel, 
at Yarmouth, which has just been completed, 
is one of the handsomest and best appointed 
hotels in either Canada or the United States. 
— Boston Standard.

Funerals were not an exciting novelty in 
Logan; forty-seven souls slept in the little 
graveyard over the hill.

Violent explosions occur when perman­
ganate of potash, glycerine and alcohol are 
compounded in certain proportions before 
the water is added to the prescription. A 
doctor may thoughtlessly prescribe a lini­
ment of tincture of iodine and ammonia, 
which if left to itself, is liable to explode 
with violence. Iodoform and bromine in 
certain combinations, which physicians may 
imprudently order, may explode with dan­
gerous force. A druggist who was putting 
up a prescription of chlorate of potash, com­
bined with one of the ferruginous salts and 
hypophosphite of lime, was seriously wound­
ed by the exploding mixture. Another 
pharmacist, while mixing chlorate of potash 
with saccharine in a mortar, had the morti­
fication of seeing the mixture explode, burn­
ing him badly and shattering his shop.

—The bill to prohibit local government 
officials and employees from voting at domin­
ion elections, which the representative of 
this county lately introduced into the do­
minion parliament, seems to be much more 
sweeping in its scope than was at first sup­
posed. If passed it will exclude from the 
dominion lists not only all officials and em­
ployees of the local government, but all those 
who within two years have >een in the re­
ceipt of money for services performed for or 
held commissions for the expenditure of 
money from that government. If an exact- 
ment of that character were made to apply 
to all those who have received any road or 
bridge money within the last two years it 
would certainly be very far reaching in its 
effects, and would play sad havoc with the 
dominion lists in some wards. The bill ap­
plies only to those provinces where dominion 
officials are now denied the local franchise, 
and is intended purely as an act of retalia­
tion. When the same question was being 
discussed last year we expressed the opinion 
that all such legislation, whether passed by 
our local or dominion parliaments, was un­
wise and unjust, and we have since seen no 
reason to change our views on the subject. 
The bill is being widely discussed by the 
press of the dominion, opinion varying ac­
cording to the political leanings of those who 
discuss it. Just at present there seems lit­
tle probability of its becoming law.

—The report that Hon. Edward Blake 
will retire from the Imperial House of Com­
mons at the expiration of the present par­
liamentary term will cause no surprise among 
his friends on this side of the Atlantic. As 
a member of that House receives no pay for 
his services a seat there is somewhat of a 
luxury, and a rather expensive one at that. 
Mr. Blake probacy sees that the cause of 
home rule, which is what drew him into 
English politics, is now at a pretty low ebb, 
the future of that cause appearing now dark- 
than it has at any time for the last few years.

—Councillor Elliott must certainly 
have misunderstood “ the greater powers 
that be,” as he expresses it, as it can scarcely 
be true that “ there is not a cent of money 
'* in the treasury, or under the command of 
41 the finance department for the assistance 
44 of an old road or the opening of a new.”

The Financial Returns show that there 
was spent in this county during the year 
ending Sept. 30th, 1894, the sum of $2,209.05 
out of the amounts borrowed under the Road 
Acts of 1889 and 1890. The returns do not 
show the amount yet unexpended of the 
sums credited to this county under those 
acts, so we are not able to give the exact 
figures; but at the time of the last local 
election it was repeatedly Stated on the hus­
tings that there were a good many thousand 
dollars of such money still remaining to the 
credit of the county. Either these state­
ments were gross exaggerations or the ex­
penditure of $2,209.05 has by no means ex­
hausted the entire amount. However, we 
shall look up the matter and give the facts 
in our next. If there is, as we believe, sev­
eral thousand dollars of that sum still unex­
pended, upon which the county is receiving 
no interest, we still believe it bad policy for 
our councillors to spend the $1,000 from the 
Railway Fund as ordinary road money. In 
view of the fact, too, that last year our roads 
received the benefit of the ordinary road 
grant, the statute labor, and $2,209.05 of 
special road money they can scarcely be in 
so bad a condition now as to call for this 
extraordinary expenditure. If they are, 
then we do not see how they are to be kept 
up in years to come when the provincial 
government stops borrowing road money, 
as it surely must some day, and the ordinary 
road grant has grown smaller than at present, 
as it seems now to be doing year by year. 
In being “ decidedly opposed to taking the 
thousand dollars ” until he “ found we were 
in a dilemma ” Councillor Elliott’s first 
thoughts were assuredly his best ones. He 
should have fully assured himself that we 
really were in a dilemma before changing his

—If Newfoundland's big debt should ulti­
mately prove an obstacle sufficient to pre­
vent the proposed union between that island 
and the dominion we fancy there will be lit­
tle regret felt among the people of this pro­
vince. The result of the negotiations look­
ing to a union, which have recently been tak­
ing place, has now been made public, and 
the one obstacle of the island’s enormous debt 
seems to have proved too great a stumbling 
block to get over. The Canadian commis­
sioners offered the island very liberal terms, 
too liberal by far, many will think. They 
offered to assume $10,000,000 of the island’s 
debt; to give a yearly subsidy for local pur­
poses of $500,000; and to assist in complet­
ing the railway across the island, to the ex­
tent of granting a subsidy of $6000 a mile to 
the unfinished portion of it. On the other 
hand the Newfoundland commissioners want­
ed Canada to assume the entire debt of the 
island, which is somewhere in the neighbour­
hood of $15,000,000; to grant the yearly 
subsidy of $500,000; and to complete the 
unfinished railway entirely as a public work, 
which is estimated to cost $5,000,000 more. 
In the one item of subsidy the terms offered 
are much more generous than those granted 
to any of the other provinces on joining the 
dominion. This province with a population 
of 450,000 receives a subsidy from the domin­
ion treasury of but $432,813 yearly, and a 
little over $52,000 of that is for interest on 
funds to the credit of the province at Ottawa. 
Newfoundland has a population of about 
200,000, and she has been offered a subsidy 
of $500,000 yearly, or much more than this 
province gets although possessing more than 
twice the population.

But the island’s enormous debt seems to 
present an insurmountable obstacle to the 
union. This now amounts to about $75 per 
head of her entire population. The $5,000,- 
000 more which it would take to complete 
their railway system would bring their total 
debt up to an average of $100 per head. 
That is, the Newfoundlanders are willing to 
throw in their lot with us providing we will 
at the very start assume obligations for them 
amounting to an average of $100 for every 
man woman and child in the entire bland. 
They want thb in addition to a subsidy 
nearly twice as large per head as that now 
given to the other provinces. Most of our 
readers will agree with us that union with 
Newfoundland upon such terms would not 
be at all desirable, and they will no doubt 
learn without any regret whatever that the 
negotiations for union have terminated with­
out any result being likely to follow..

The present generation of Newfoundland’s 
politicians b responsible for about all of the 
bland’s present financial troubles. These 
men have livailed the prodigal son of Scrip­
ture in their extravagance and recklessness, 
thinking no doubt that when the end of it 
all came they could thtow themselves, debt 
and all, upon the dominion. Sir William 
Whiteway’s recent declaration, that he was 
always in favor of confederation with Canada 
seems to leave little doubt upon that point. 
It would have been better for them had they 
discovered their mbtake a little earlier, be­
fore their affairs became quite so desparate 
as they now appear to be.

In the meantime the question of what is 
to be the bland’s future b one yet to be 
solved.

Queen Victoria’s Anniversary.

Day after to-morrow will witness the anni­
versary of the birth of our most gracious 
Queen Victoria. For fifty-eight years thb 
date has been associated by the most of us 

ity and pleasure. Ever since that 
day 58 years ago when Alexandria Victoria 
was crowned Queen of England, the twenty- 
fourth day of Slay has bee 
public holiday by the entire Britbh nation. 
If Her Majesty is spared to rule over us for 
two years more she will have held the sceptre 
longer than any other English monarch. 
Only one is ahead of her now, namely, her 
grandfather King George III, who reij 
60 years, Oct. 25th, 1760 to Jan. 29th _ 
For the last ten years of his reign, however, 
he was insane and not capable of handling 
the affairs of the nation, so that in reality 
Queen Victoria is the longest reigning sov­
ereign in history.

At an early hour last Thursday morning 
the ware rooms of L. O. Neily & Co. were 
discovered to be on fire. Strong efforts were 
made to extinguish the flames, but to no 
avail.

After the fire the safe was taken from the 
ruins and the books found intact.

The building owned by L. 0. Neily, and 
formerly used as a canning factory, was also 
destroyed. In the south end of this build­
ing was a pump factory, operated by James 
Cochran, whose loss of tools, etc., is over

The total loss is estimated at $8,000. On 
the wareroom there was an insurance of 
$1,000 and on the canning factory $500. 
The stock of implements, flour, fertilizer, 
etc., had no insurance.

The building of the Aylesford Creamery 
company near by was saved only by the most 
strenuous efforts. The upper part of L. O. 
Neily & Co.’s warerooms was fitted up as a 
hall and used by the Valley brass band as a 
practice room, and a number of instruments 
belonging to the band were destroyed.

The origin of the fire is unknown. With 
their well known push the firm are. already 
making preparations for another building in 
which to carry on their business. Since its 
establishment, about five years ago, they 
have worked up one of the largest agricultu­
ral implement establishments in the western 
part of the province.

Upper Granville.
The question of the adoption of a more 

expressive national emblem than the present 
dominion flag has been discussed somewhat 
during the past year.

most a unit in favor of the maple leaf.

Lady Aberdeen has been consulted in the 
matter and she warmly approves of the idea. 
Enquiries are now being made as to the most 
effective way of carying out Sir Donald’s 
>roposai It will be necessary first of all 
or our government to approve of the adop­

tion of the flag and then to seek a fiat of the 
college of heraldry in Great Britain. In or­
der that its use may be legalized on Canadian 
ships the approval of the imperial govern­
ment will be necessary and a warrant must 
be obtained under her majesty’s hand. The 
matter will be submitted to the Hon. Mr.

will SPRING OPENINGLet Us Stick to Capital Punishment.

The Dominion of Canada with a popula­
tion of nearly 5,000,000 people scattered from 
Newfoundland to the wild frontier of the 
unexplored Northwest Territories, has had 
less than five murders for each 100,000 popu­
lation during the past 10 years. Michigan 
with about 2.C00.000 inhabitants, nearly 
every one within a gun shot of aschoolhouse 
and a church, has had over 23 murders for 
each 100,000 of her population during the 
same period.

In 10 years Canada has tried 223 people 
for the crime of murder. Michigan, with 
less than one half the population has tried 
484 people for the [crime during the same 
period.

Canada in 10 years has hanged 49 people 
for murder. Michigan has hanged none.

Under the Michigan system of punishing 
murder, the State has during 10 years at 
great expense to herself, preserved the 
worthless lives of 122 convicted murderers. 
As an offset the State has mourned the un­
timely end of over 300 more victims ol the 
crime than would have been murdered if the 
Canadian ratio of less than five to 100,000 
population during the period had prevailed 
in Michigan.—Detroit Tribune.

STM0N6 ê WHITMAN'SThe long wharf at Richmond with the 
freight shed and immense coaling pier were 
totally destroyed by fire last Sunday morn­
ing. An alarm was struck at 2 30 a. m. 
The fire originated in the cattle shed and 
was the work of an incendiary, 
head of cattle belonging to J. A.
Co. were burned; their loss is estimated at 
$4,400. The coal pier which is 60 feet high 
and a quarter of a mile long caught next. 
As there are numerous shoots and tracks it 
burned fiercely and the three wharves were 
soon also on 6re. This made a sheet of flame 
a quarter of a mile long and 300 feet wide 
which brilliantly illuminated the north end 
of the city.

The firemen were simply witnesses of the 
conflagration, watching the flames for nearly 
three hours and saw $200,000 go up in smoke. 
The coal pier alone cost some hundred thous­
ands of dollars and was repaired recently at 
the cost of $57,000. It was an immense 
structure and when once on fire all efforts to 
save it were of no avail.

PRESENCE OF MANY TELEPHONE WIRES.THE RESCUE OF AC.P.R. OFFICIAL’S WIFE. Mr. Meehan on Pear Culture.

“A general impression prevails that pear 
trees are long time coming into profit. There 
is a saying current here, ‘He who plants 
pears plants for his heirs,’ but there never was 
one more erroneous than this. Taking some 
of the well known early fruiting kinds, such 
as the Bartlett, for example, fruit will ap­
pear in four years from the graft; I have 
known trees but three years old to bear some 
fruit. No one looks for vpry much on small 
trees, but when once a tree starts to bear it 
should produce rather more every year than 
it did the year before. I have found the 
following a good list of sorts which begin to 
bear while the trees are young and all are 
of the best for this section of the cbnntry. 
Clapp’s Favorite, Bartlett, Lucrative, How­
ell, Sheldon, Kieffer, Lawrence and Anjou. 
I have arranged the list about as they appear 
with us. VVe gather our Cfapp’s the first 
of August The Kieffer is ready toward the 
close of October, the Anjou soon afterwards, 
while the Lawrence can be had towards 
Christmas or after, if kept in a cool place in 
the house. In more northern districts than 
this, the three-named last, together with 
the Sheldon, become real winter pears and in 
the South they are autumn pears and ripen 
before the approach of cold weather, but 
by keeping in a cold room it can be kept 
from ripening until its proper season has 
gone by. The most profitable pears in 
our market have been Bartlett, Seckel and 
Kieffer. I did not mention Seckel .in the 
list given above, as it was but a liat-of early 
bearing ones, and Seckel is a late bearing sort. 
It is not uncommon for this variety to become 
ten years old or more before it bears fruit at 
all. Notwithstanding this, it is the best of 
all for quality, and, in the Philadelphia mar­
ket, where, on account of this city being 
birthplace, it is well known, no kind sup­
plants it in popular favor.

“ This reference to the late bearing char­
acter of the Seckel reminds me to say that 
sometimes varieties which usually bear early 
are an unusual time doing it. I have in 
mind a Lawrence which grew and grew, but 
never the sign of fruit on it for nearly ten 
years. The lady in whose garden it was 
asked me to tell her what ailed it and I 
then went into her garden and saw the tree. 
It was a beautiful tree. It had found con­
genial quarters, and besides, had been well 
fed by kitchen washing. I told the lady she 
must decide whether she preferred the tree 
growing larger for the sake of its shade to 
its fruiting. As it proved the latter was her 
object, I had the tree root pruned. This 
was in the spring, before the buds had burst. 
In the summer the tree formed many flower- 
buds, flowering and fruiting the season after­
wards. The plan of root pruning can be 
followed on all trees that appear to be going 
beyond their time for blooming, and the 
check this gives brings about the desired re­
sults. While trees grow excessively, all 
their energies are taxed to keep it up. Stop 
this, and fruiting starts. This, of course, 
applies to flowering trees and shrubs of all 
kinds as well. The way to root prune is to 
dig a trench in a circle around the trank, say, 
three feet away from the trunk in the case of 
a ten year old pear tree. Dig deep enough 
to sever the largest of the roots met with; in 
fact, as the digging of the trench proceeds, if 
a few quite large roots are met with and chop­
ped asunder, there is no need to continue 
further; the trench can be refilled.

Bargain Sales.There is a somewhat widespread impres­
sion that the use of so much wire for tele­
phone and other electric purposes, in the 
cities and towns, largely increases the dan­
ger of lightning strokes. The notion is bas­
ed open the.concentration within limit of a 
great quantity of conducting material which, 
it Is assumed, attracts the electricity, and 
thereby increases the danger from It.

While it ie true, says the Philadelphia 
Time*, that the increase of conducting mat­
erial increases the attraction,' ft Is not true 
the* it-increases-the danger. As a matter of 
fact, it decreases the danger, for the more 
surface over which to spread, the more read­
ily and quietly is it carried to the earth. A 
house with a metal roof may attract the 
electricity, it also gives it room to spread out 
and its force is thus dissipated.

The fact was demonstrated by Franklin 
with his kite long ago, and lightning rods 
are put on buildings to give storm clouds a 
means of discharging their electricity into 
the earth. This discharge takes place with­
out the report that we ctil thunder, for 
electricity makes no noise unless it meets 
some resisting medium.

It is a well-known fact that there is less 
danger from lightning in cities than there is 
in the country, and this is due to the general 
use of iron, steel and other metals in city 
buildings. The buildings are tall and would 
seem, therefore, to be especially attractive 
to the lightning; indeed they are often struck 
but the metal in them dissipates the force of 
the fluid and carries it harmlessly and quick­
ly to the earth. The effect of telephone 
wires upon atmospheric electricity has been 
under official investigation, by the German 
department of telegraphs, and statistics from 
lightning strokes is four times as great in 
towns that do not have the telephone as in 
those that have it. The conclusion of the 
whole matter, therefore, is that an abund­
ance of wires give protection from lightning, 
instead of increasing the danger.

CRABB’S POLE FENCE i'!
How to Care for Furniture.

Old furniture may be made handsomer 
than new if much care is used. Scrape away 
every particle of the old varnish with an old 
case knife or a bit of glass, then use coarse 
sandpaper. Dust off well with a brush be­
fore applying new varnish. After this vyipe 
with a soft rag. Now move the article to 
another room where there is no disturbed 
dust. Never stain the wood. If you do not 
wish the polished surface, rub it down with 
rotten stone and oil to a dead satin or egg­
shell finish. Here is an excellent mixture 
for cleaning of old or new furniture: Pure 
raw linseed oil, a quart; spirits of wine and 
vinegar, half a pint of each; butter of anti­
mony, 2 ounces; spirits of turpentine, half a 
pint. Shake well before using. Use a rub­
bing pad made by rolling up a 2 inch strip 
of woolen cloth.

Several applications will be needed for 
new furniture. Where the varnish has be­
come old and tarnished, dissolve 4 ounces 
best gum shellac in 2 pints of 95 per cent, 
alcohol. Add to this 2 pints raw linseed oil 
and 1 pint spirits of turpentine. When well 
mixed, add 4 ounces of sulphuric ether and 
4 ounces of ammonia water. Mix thorough­
ly. Shake well before using and apply 
lightly with a sponge.

For mahogany that has first been scraped 
off and sandpapered smooth, apply a coat of 
furniture oil and let stand over night. In 
the morning hammer some fine red brick 
into powder, which put in a cotton stocking 
and sift over the. work. Then wrap a square 
block of iron or wood in a piece of carpet and 
rub the brick dust powder with it, rubbing 
the way of the grain of the wood, backward 
and forward, till a good gloss appears. If 
not sufficient, or if the grain remains at all 
rough, repeat the powdering, being careful 
no. to sift on too much dust, as this and the 
oil should form a paste. When the surface 
is perfect, clean it off with a wad of carpet, 
and, if you can get it, some fine mahogany 
dust. The surface made by this process im­
proves with wear.

KEROSENE EMULSION.

For insects the kerosene emulsion is most­
ly used. Shave one pound of hard soap in 
half a gallon of boiling water and when the 
soap is dissolved remove the boiling water 
from the fire and add half a gallon of kero­
sene, churning briskly with the force pump 
of the sprayer for fifteen minutes until the 
mixture has the appearance of thick cream. 
Kerosene will not mix with water, bat will 
form an emulsion with the soap. Now add 
slowly, stirring well, from ten to fifteen gal­
lons of water, according to the strength de­
sired. It will keep any length of time, and 
destroys insects on trees and plants, as well 
as fleas, lice, etc., and does not injure plants 
like unadulterated kerosene, being also 
much cheaper. A gill of spirits of turpen­
tine will improve the emulsion if added at 
the time of adding the kerpsene. An effi­
cient sprayer should throw a fine, mist-like 
spray, and the spray should spread over a 
large surface, so as to enable one to do the 
work quickly and thoroughly.
