Conierence of Statesmenw.«as held which led to the founding of the Dominion of Canada.

Elaborate arrangements were made for the suitable celebration of the Fiftieth
Anniversary- in Charlottetown in September, but these were abandoned as the result of the
outbreak of the war of Nations. Preparations having been made for the publication of this
number, we thought it 2 pily to allow so much good material to go to waste, and decided
upon the present issue, feeling sure it will be appreciated by many who have heard of,
but know little about “The Garden Province of Canada.”

Though the smallest in the Dominion Prince Edward Island has the distinction of
being the most prosperous Province. Here the, happy medium of social well-being is
struck, none being abnormally wealthy and none abjectly poor. There is remunerative
work for almost everyone of our population «:d almost everyone works productively. No
less than 85 per cent. of the population is engaged in agriculture and nearly every farmer
owns his farm. Prince Edward Island is the only Province in Canada which produces
enough to feed its own people, and consequently the cost of living is much less than the
average for the rest of theDominion.

The agricultural production for 1914 was: field crops $11,64-8,500, live s*~ck and
live stock products $2.200,000. Total $13,84-8,500.

Perhaps Prince Edward Island is more widely known at the present time for its Fox
and Fur Farms than anything else. Within the past few years, as the result of prolonged
experiments, Prince Edward Island farmers, have succeeded in domesticating and breeding
in captivity the famous Silver Foxes, the Pelts of which bring such enormously high prices
in the London Market. The industry is now valued at nearly $26,000,000, the total
number of fox ranches in 1914 being 372, the total number of foxes of all grades being
about 4.500. The fox industry has proved one of the most remunerative ever embarked
in by any community and has been the means of circulating plenty of money among our
farmers and population generally. More detailed information regarding this very important
Industry will be found elsewhere in this issue.

Oyster culture and fishing is another industry which is peculiar to the Island, the far
famed * Malpeque " having its home in our waters,

more remote seclions coming by special trains. These
visits usually fake the form of picnics and are made
educative as well as otherwise enjoyable, demonstrations
being given in the latest in applied agricultural science
by the Superintendent and the experts attached to the
local Department of Agriculiure.

In January, 1913, the Provincial Government in-
inaugurated a winter Short Course at Charlottetown
which included in its curriculum all branches of agricul
ture, and, in November, 1913, added a Long Course
and also a Short Course in Domestic Science. The
interesi and appreciation of the farmers in these Short
Courses is evidenced by the large attendance of farmers,
farmers' sons and daughters.

Summerside commodious and well appointed agricultural
buildings have been provided. These are used exclus-
ively for agriculfural purposes, such as seed fairs, farmers®
meetings, demonsirations in live stock judging, seed
judging and other branches of agriculiure.

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THE SILVER FOX INDUSTRY

HE rearing of silver black foxes in caplivity,
originally undertaken as an experimental side-
line in agriculture, has within the past few years
developed to such proportions that it has at-

tracted the attention of practically the whole world. The

story of its development from the experimental stage,
when, some thirty years ago, in the western part of the

Province, a few wild foxes were kept in captivity and

their offspring killed for their pells, to the present, with

$26,000,000 in-
vested, reads like ro-
mance. The details
of this wonderful story
have been writlen
authoritatively, the
bona fides of the in-
dustry as a commer-
cial proposition have
been investigated by
the Royal Cominis-
sion which visited
Canada in 1914, and
the evidence submit-
ted on oath by com-
petent witnesses has
been published. This
information, which is
beyond the scope of
the present publica-
tion, is available on
application to the

Provincial Commis-

sioner of Agriculture

or the Dominion Pub-
licity Agent in Char-
lottetown.

Sufficeittosay here
that, in the first stage
of the industry the
problem of domesti-
calion was solved
and the mcdern fox
ranch created. The
production was small
and the rewards were
gathered from the

sale of pells, Beginning in i887 this stage covered a
period of about twenty years. The pioneers made good
profits owing to the excellence of the furs produced.

The second stage of the industry began about 1909,
when the demand for breeding foxes became so insistent
that the owners of foxes rather reluctantly concluded to
sell them alive, as they were able to do to a limited
extent, for about $3,000 per pair, some pelts being also
sold at good prices. In 1910 the price of silver pups
five months old rose
to $4,000, and in
1911 to $6,000 per
pair. Thus far the
business was wholly
in the hands of indi-
viduals and partner-
ships.

In 1912 the first
fox companies were
chartered and prices
rose to $10,000 per
pair. The flotation of
companies was found
to be profitable and
a period of specula-
tion and inflation set
in. The frade in op-
tions became exten-
sive and in 1913
prices went up to
$12,000 dollars and
in some instances as
high as $15,000 per
pair. During 1912
and 1913 many
companies paid very
large dividends to
t heir shareholders,
averaging S50 per
cent, yearly over the
entire industry, and
rising in some cases
to 100, 200 and
300 per cent

the largest in the history of the industry. nearly 1,500
being born and raised. From the beginning of the year
prices showed a tendency o fall off a little, yet a fair
number of options was disposed of at $10.000 to $12,-
S00 per pair. The war which broke out in August,
with its crippling effecls upon the financial world, caused
somewhat of a slump Many purchasers of options were
unable to carry out their agreement. The companies
were left with unsold foxes on hand and could not pay
the handsome dividends their shareholders had confi-
dently expected.

In all about $1,200,000 was paid in cash dividends
in 1914, equal to six per cent. on the $20,000,000
actually invested in fox breeding, of which |
$15,000,000 is Prince Edward Island mon-
ey. The actual earnings of the industry for
the year were fully sixteen per cent. of which
six per cenl, as staled, was pad to the the
share hoiders, and the balance of ten per cent
is represented by additions io the breeding
stock in the ranches.

Of the $15,000,000 invested in the in-
dustry by the Island people it is conserva-
tively estimated that $10,000,000 was made
up of profils re-invested in the enterprise,
their first investment being about $5,000,-
000. The large additions made to the
breeding stock last year will have the ellect of
greaily increasing the producing capacity of

the ranches, while proportionately reducing the capital-
ization per pair, both very desirable {eatures,

The numerous companies are financially on a solid
basis, there having been no failures among them, a fact
that contrasts strongly with the many reverses and col-
lapses in other lines of corporate activily. The shares
being paid up and nonassessable and the companies
having no bond indebtedness or other considerable
liabilities excent their capital, they are in a position to
carry on production and even to pay moderate dividends
whether the war shall continue or not.

Those engaged in the fox industry count coniidently
on a quick revival when the war shall be ended and
the fur market resumes normal conditions. For the
present there are no pelts to sell,

FOUNDATION OF FOX INDUSTRY

é‘r‘c adly speaking, the Silver Fox Breeding Industry
may be divided into four periods:

First, the discotraging slage of solving the different
problems thal presented themselves to the pioneers in
the indusiry. Roughly, this period lasted until 1898,
during which time little money was made, as practically
all the young animals died. This period lasted 15 years.

Second, the period from 1898 {o 1909, previous to
which latter year no foxes were sold ior breeding pur-
poses. During this period the problem of rearing the
young was carried to a successful issue and tke pioneers
amassed a small fortune from the sale of silver fox pelis.

Third, the period from 1909 to the early summer of
1914, when silver foxes were sold for breeding purpos-
es, when prices went up in leaps and bounds and when
a few speculators made large fortunes. This may be
called the period of frenzied finance.

Fourth, the preseni period when saner ideas as re-
gards the industry are taking possession of the minds of
the people.
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THE SILVER FOX INDUSTRY
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It is foreign to the purpose of this arlicle to deal vith
the first and third periods which have been dealt with
on a number of occasions by various wrilers.

What the pioneers accomplished during the second
period and the fact that they made a large amount of
money during that time, from the sale of pelts alone, is
the {rue foundation of the whole business.

The writer of this article had many unique opportun-
ities of observing what those pioneer fox breeders ac-
complished from 1898 to 1909. He practised as a
physician for a number of years at Alberton, P. E. 1.,
the cradle of the silver fox breeding industry. Besides
the intimacy that a trusted fa:mly physician brings, he
was consulted on many occasions, upon many problems
which these men were called upon fo solve; this at a
time when the greatest secrecy prevailed and the in-
dustry was surrounded by a mystic halo. The evidence
he is able to give is first hand for he was on the spot to
observe things which were then unknown to the outside
world. Without doing into details he saw morigages
being paid off, new houses with all modern: conveniences
being buill. He saw all those pioneers surrounding
themselves with many luxuries which only the rich
could alford. In short he saw men who were hitherto
in very ordinary circumsiances in a few years become
rich, Besides accumulating a number of prime silver
foxes he knew each of them to have a comfortable bank
account. They did not make the great fortunes that
some have made in the last four years, but the fact re-
mains that duning twelve years, from the sale of pelts
only, year after year, they made a sieady and rapid ad-
vance from comparatively small means, to wealth.
There is no other industry, certainly none here, in which,
with such a small outlay and so liltle money tied up in
a manufacturing piant, such a result could or can be
achieved as these men obtained.

Like many men of limited education and narrow out-
look they thought to keep a monopoly of this great and
profitable industry in their cwn hands by refusing to seil
any live animals for breeding purposes o outsiders.
Though there were three rival camps, between whom
the greatest jealousy existed, for {welve years they stuck
to this resolution not o sell live animals. At last, how-
ever, so many facls leaked oul as to the amount of
money they were malung that two or three times the
price of the pells was offered them, and in 1909 they
yielded to the temptation to sell live animals.

Then the flood gates were opened and prices of live
foxes went up with a bound so that a slump was bound
to conie. These towering prices were doing the indusiry
an incalculable amount of harm in the minds of {inan-
cial men who regarded the whole thing as a wild-cat
scheme to gull the unwary. Bul, after all, as happens
in the infancy of every industry of great possibilities,
this was but a passing episode, and, with the foundations
now so well laid and with the greater knowledge of
breeding these animals in captivity than the pioneers
possessed, there is no doubt that greater results than
ever will be achieved.

Interesting Views of the Fox Industry

A holiday by the sea shore is the form of vacation
most appreciated by thousands of people from the in-
land centres.

dollars. Deep sea fish include lobster, macl-
erel, cod, herring, hake and haddock: in the bays and
rivers oysters, quahaugs, clams, smells, tomcods, eels,
alewives, salmon and trout are o be found, cach in ils
scason, The relative values of these different hisheries
may be seen from the following official table recently
published and representing, approxunately, the average
yearly market values:

The other variclies, in les-
ser values, make, with the
above, the lotal average of
aboul one and a quarter mil-
lions.

Thelobster business, which
up to the present is the most
valuable of all the Island fish-
eries, employs about 5.000
persons, including women,
girls, and boys in the canner-
ies, of which there are in all
about 200, valued at about
$175.000. and using some
400,000 lobster trags, valued
at about $325.000.

Theoysteriishery has,dur-
ing the past few years, becn
atiracting special atlention.

This luscious bivalve a-
boundedin almost allthe bays
and rivers of the Province,
and for many years afforded profitable employment to
hundreds of fishermen. No eiforts were made to con-
serve the industry and the constant reaping without
sowing had theinevitable result.  Total extinction threat-
ened the much prized oyster. The rale of dezline in the
annual oyster harvest willbe seen in the fact that the total
catch in 1882, which amounied 1o 57.042 barrels,
valued at $3.00 per barrel, had in 1912 1sue~ {0 8,835
barrels, valued at $7.50 per barrel.

Successive provincial administrations had grappled
with the subject with a view to preventing the extinclion
of this valuable shelllish. Jurisdiction over the inland
waters of the Island had. according 1o an interpretation
of the British North America Act, been somewhat
vaguely divided between the Federal and Provincial
Governments and a satisfaclory solution of the conserva-
tion problem seemed impossible. If was not till 1911 that
definite steps were taken when an agreement was con-

cluded betweer the present Dominion and Provincial
Governments by which the laiter was entrusted with the
sole administration of the oyster areas.

Under this agreement steps were at once taken to
converl the depleted and barren areas into oyster farms.
Richmond Bay. by far the wealthiest oyster section in
the Province, was surveyed and laid off into measured
areas. Of the 30.000 acres in the Bay 14,000 were
reserved for public fishing and the remainder offered to
lessees at a rental of one to five dollars a year per acre.
Five thousand acres were taken up by componies dur-
ing the first year and the work of development was
commenced in earnest. Botloms were cleaned up.
young oyslers planted and already there are many indi-
cations that the original wealth of this magnificent Bay
will not only be restored but that there will be greater
production than ever. Other areas in dilierent parts of

the Province have been and are being surveyed, and
oysler culture promises shorily to form one of the most
lucrative industries in the Province.

The fishing business of the Province, which has been
seriously handicapped by the rehandling made necessary
on account of the Island’s insular position, will be given
a new impctus by the Car Ferry which is new under way
anc which will unite the Prince Edward Island and Inter-
colonial Railways. making it possible to ship carloads {o
any point on the continent v .out breaking bulk. This
Car Ferry. which is now nearning completion and which
with the sfandardizing of the gauge of the Prince Edward
Island Railvay is estimaled to cost in the vicinily of ten
million dollars. will be a boon not only 1o the fishing inter-
esis, but {o all the activities, commercial and induslrial, of
the Province, making it a part of the Conlinental Railway
System and eliminating many transportation difficullies
which hitherto have hampe.ed the trade of the Province.

States.” The lerry steamer will be equipped to
over~rome the difficulties arising from ice con-
ditions in winter, and, it is hoped, will be able to
maintain continuous cornmunication for pass-
engers, mails and freight at all seasons of the year.

When the car ferry is established and the
gauge of the Prince Edward Island Railway
made of slandard width, cars will go through
from the point of production to their destination
without breaking bulk or re-handling their conients,
which is now a great impediment to transportation to
and from the Island. For this great work a sufficient sum
was voted by the Dominion Parliament during the Sess-
oi 1913, The constrnction of the piers at Carleton Point
and Tormentine is now well under way, the ferry steamer
is about complete, and the ferry, it is expected, will
shortly .be in operation.

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THE CITY OF CHARLOTTETOWN

HREE rivers flow into Charlotieiown Harbor. They
are named the Easi, West and North Rivers from
the direction in which they reach up into the sur-
-ounding country. They unite in a spacious

harbor. On the northeast side of the harbor, bounded by
the East and North Rivers, is situated Charlotletown, the
chief city and the capital of the Province. s location is
decidedly pituresque, and the City is laid out on gently
tising ground, which streiches smoothty back from the
harbor. The streets are wide and all run at nght angles to
each other—the advantages ol which are obvious. The
City has been planned on a generous scale as regards
space, for in addition to the wide'sireetsthere-are a num-
ber of large squares interspersed among the rectangular
blocks of houses and business buildings. The largest of
these open spaces is in the cenire of the Cily—known as
Queen Square. Here are situated the Provincial Building,
where theets the Legislative Assembly oi the Province
and where the local Government offices are located; the
Supreme: Court Building: the Post Office Building: and
the Market House. The Government Buildings are sur-
rounded by trees and flower gardens and in summer
Queen Square is a most aftraclive spot. The market is
open on Tuesday and Friday of each week, when in the
building, and the surrounding portion of the square, the
productsiof the country are brought to be sold. And here
ilimay be said it will be hard {o find anything to surpass in
quality the meat, butter, ish, fruit, vegelables, eic., brought
in on market days to be sold. Everything is deliciously
fresh and of the best: and the market invariably attracts visitors during the tourist season, who regale themselves
with the good things offered for sale.

HE TOWN OF KENSINGTOMN, population
600, is beaulifully situated on the Prince Ed-

During the summer months all the tidal
rivers of the Province are inhabited by vast
numbers of the beautiful Greenland trout
(Canada salt water troul). These fish, whose
flesh is very firm and of a bright reddish pink
color and which when cooked is delicious,
are very gamey and their advent is hailed
with joy by every sportsman. They vary in
weight from one half o three pounds, occas-
ionally one of even greater weight being taken.
The following are some of the best fishing
places with the approximate dates at which
sea trout malte their first appearance :-

Fishing on the Dunk
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SHOOTING

N the summer the shooting season
commences on August first with the
turkey curlew and upland plover,
which are often seen in very large
They are usually nuinerous on the

flocks.
north shore at the easlern end of theProvince,
about eight miles from Souris, and also at Mal-
peque and the barrens back of Alberton.
Next comes the duck and shore bird season,

which opens on August 20th, Black ducks,
the finest birds of the duck famuly, are becom-
ing very numerous. the protection imparted
to them by the Fish and Game Association
having worked wonders. They aretobejound
in all the marshes, rivers, ponds and lakes, as
well as in the salt water lagoons and lakes. Besides the
black ducks there are a number of other species of the
duck family, such as mallards, green-winged and blue-
winged teal, pintails, American golden eyes, mergansers,
cockawies, coots and shell ducks, which are fairly
plentiful.

Shore birds, including the golden,
beetle-head, ringneck, killdeer. and
pipingplover, in addition {o the greater,
and lesser yellow-legs and about 135
kinds of sandpipers, flit in clouds along
all the shores, rivers and pondsides,
providing the gunner with good sport.
On September 1st, the snipe and
woodcock shooting commences.
Snipe can be found in almost all the
swamps and marshes on the Island,
while cock-covers abound in all paris
of Prince Edward Island. Partridges.
which were nearly extinct in the year
1905 have, under judicious conser-
vation, wonderfully increased in num-
bers; they are now equally distributed
throughout the Province. The open

The larger ships were usually launched
i in the Fall. loaded with producc. chivfly oats and pork. and then sent to
England or the West lndics ur the United States. Many of them were
clipper shups of phictumenal specd. such as the “Witham Cousins” bult
by Ephraii Read whill at the tune of the Amenican Civil war carned
contraband between New York and Texas.  For a quarter of @ century
this trade continued to bring gun o the Town, but received its death-
blow when lumber began to get scarce and the iron steamer to supplant
the wooden vessel.

Some idea of the cxport Mrs. Neit McLeod
trade of the town may be gathered from the
iact that onc firm alone., Joseph Read & Company, Linuted, shipped during the six
months cnding last December 200,000 bushe!s of oats, 50.000 bushels of potatoes,
1,000 tons of hay. and other produce amounting to over $40,000.00.

When prosperily dawned on the town and the family savings began to overilow
the china teapot on the shelf, the Summerside Bank was staried in the present Y. M.
C. A. building, its first President being'dohn Rhodes Gardiner.  The late Robert McC.
Staveri assumed the management about 1870 and continued successiully to conduct
the aifairs of the Bank until ils amalgomation with the Bank of New Brunswick,
which in ‘ts turn has becn rccently merged into the Bank of Nova Scotia.  This
laticr and two others, the Royal Bank of Canada and the Canadian Banik oi Com=

moerce with their sub-branches now cater to the financial nceds of the town and
county.

Early citizens of Summerside rcceived their mail from the hands of Mr. Pat Power

John L. McKinnon through an open window in a small building opposite the “Journal” officc. The next
Founder of **The Plonccr®
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g postmaster was Mr. Harry Green, who today at the age

of ninety-eight is still alert and vigorous o a remarkable
degree. The "Journal” is the oldest newspaper, having
been begun in 1805 by Joseph Bertram assisted by our
esteemed townsman Mr. Charles W. Strong, and in
1880 it passed into the hands of its present owner Mr.
W. A. Brennan. lis rival was the "Progress™ of which
the best known editor was Mr. Henry Lawson, ils chiel
financial backer being the late Mr. R. T. Holman.,  This
paper was succeeded by the "Pwneer” which had
previously been starled in Alberton by Mr. John L.
McKinnon who moved the plant to Sununerside in
1880.

head of Granville Strect, occupied by Mr. William Clark,
and is the handiwork of one John Baker, a mechanic
in demand all over the counly in those days for the
building of houses and colfins. Next in point of years
come two well preserved buildings the present Reclory
and the home of Mrs. Reid, which was Summerside's
carliest hotel.  All these houses were built by sons of
Daniel Green, a loyalist who reccived from Governor
Fanning a grant of land on which Summerside is built.

The schoolboy of today who is critical of drinking
cups and requires much physical exercise on the base-
Lall dramond of the High School would have looked
askance at the primilive appointments and cramped
Juarters of the Summerside School that his father first
allended. 1t was built about 1853
and has of late years been known
as the “Webber Building.” The
first teacher was Mr. W. D. Stewart,
still living, and well remembered n;
connection with the passing of the
Education Act of 1877. His suc-
cessors were Mr. R, McC. Stavert
and Mr. Neil McKelvie, both of
whom afterwards left the teacher's
platiorm for the banker's desk.
VWith the old “Grammar School”
are connected the names of .John
L. McKinnon, well known as an
educator and journalist and Mr.
Peter Gunn who was alterwards
editor of the "Summerside Journal”
By 1877 the population had so
increased that in addition to the
Western, Eastern and Grammar
Schaols already owned. the Trus-
ices had found it necessary to rent
Clay's. Monigomery's and St.
Charles Halls. Then it was that
the Davies’ School, now the High
School. camc into bemg. and all
the others with the exception oi
the Eastern and Western Schools
were discontinued. Its first Princi-
pal was Mr. Neil McLeod who held
the position for fiiteen ycars and
who organized the Summerside
Schools as they now exist. The
present High School grounds arc
considered among the finest in the
Maritime Provinces and a move-
ment is on foot 1o crect a new
building on the site and thus con-
salidate all the schools.

Religious work in the Town
was begun about the same time
by Presbylerions and Roman
Catholics. In 1S53 Rev. Robert
Patterson of Bedequc preached
first in a small building on the front
of the present Hospital grounds.

In 18064 the present
Presbytenan Church was built, with Rev. W. R. Frame
as first pastor, so thal last year the pcople of this
denonunation celebrated their “Jubilec.” 1n 1853 also,
St. Paul's Pansh, Summerside, was founded by Very
Rev. James McDonald.  The first church building was
hauled from Indian River and set up on the sile of
Holiman's gardens, the porochial house being the house
now occupied by Mrs. Holman. The Convent was
opened in 1808 and the Brick Church begun in the
following ycar. The present parochial house was haul-
ed across ihe ice from Mont Carmel and placed where
it now stands. The Episcopalians who now own a neat
brick church in the centre of the Town also worshipped
in the Webber Building until their church was built in
1850 with Dr. Reid as Rector. Ten years later the
Methodisis ecrected their first church (now St. Paul’s
Hall) with Rev. W. W. Percival as resident clergyman.

The most historic building perhaps in the Town is
the "Kirle.” M is the Joseph Popce house. built in Bede-
que sver 2 century ago and was the birthplace of J. C.
and Thomas Pope. the latter of whom was the most in-
timalce fricnd of Newman at Oxiord.  For the last twenty-
five years it has been used as a place of worship by the
adherents of the Church of Scolland.

The first store, O'Halloran's, stood on the sile of the
dournal Building, but methods of salcsmanship have
changed much since the doys when a customer would
ask “Is it good tea you have, Mr. O'lHalloran ?” to be
met with the invariable reply “There it is: it's iwo-an'™-
cight o pound an’if ycdont fakc it ye can lave it™ The
leading merchants of the carly sixties were J. C. Pope,

dames L. and Rober! T. Holman, James Muirhead and
Colin McLlennan. The two latler also built ships, went
into politics and took a leading part i the public life of
that day. Passing by the names of many merchants
familiar {o an older gencration we come to those who
fill their places in the Town today. and in no beiter way
can we realize the changed conditions that have arisen
since the time when even paper bags were unknown
and when a customer who camc to buy tea or sugar
was expected to bring a bandanna handkerchief to wrap
itin. The oldest of these houses is of course the one
founded by the laie Mr. R. T. Holman, but since an ex-
fended notice of this firm apncars on another page it
need only be mentioned here  The senior merchant of
Summerside today is Mr. F. W. Strong, who in 1873
along with hisfather the late Hon. W. G. Strong purchased
from J. C. Pope the store which he has ever since oc-
cupied. The following year saw the inception of another
well known firm —Sinchir, Minto and Stewarl—which
began itslcareer in
the small one-story
building now occu-
pied by Dr. McLel-
lan as a Drugstore.
Mr. Minto with-
drew in 18685 and
Mr. Sinclair in
1908, the year
that saw the com-
plction of their fine
new brick building
and the incorpora-

fion of the firm
under new man-
agement The

growth of the town
is well illustrated
by the fact that
fhus in less than
forly years this
business should
have increased
from the dimen-
ions of the modest 30x4-0 place of beginning tofill cvery
corner of their present three story building, and now -e-
presents an annual turnover ol over a hali million doi-
lars. Another firm which has hod phenomenal success
and has also done much fo improve the appearance of
fhe business scction is Brace. McKay & Co. Lid. s
quariers have also changed irom a small building on the
present site of the Bank of Nova Scotia {o the magnifi-
cent brick structure fimished in 1905 and it has also be-
comc an incorporaied company with business connec-
tions exicnding over the whole of Conada.  The young-
est member of the irafernily is Mr. W. J. Lidstonc. who
with traditional Summerside cnergy 15 building up a
successful trade in the David Rogers Building,

So much for the present types of the oldlime general
store. Bul. arising out of conditions undreamed of by
carly seltlers new lines of business have sprung up which
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space does nof permitl even to mention.  With the van-
ishing of the town pump and the tallow dip have come
the plumber and the electric light; the carpenter does
not now make doors or sushes; the blacksmith is not
expected to fashion farming implements or the country
tailor clothes for the fashionable youth ; one dealer ships
the products of the sea, another the farmers' treasures
of sced grain: the farmer's wife herself brings her “Circle”
eggs and goes over the way to choose her new sewing
machine or player-piano. Business ways have changed.
The day ol long credit is over, and the cash-carrier
thumps into its socket with a cheery ratile of coin.  Time
was when every fence on the approaches {o the Town
bore legends such as “Roll up. tumible up, anyhow to get
to Archibald’s bookstore,” Now we have artistic cata-

logues; window dressing, full page ads ; “promotion edi-
tions.” Summerside with ils “go ahead” spiril has often
been compared 1o the typical American fown, but it s
safe to say that on the whole American continent there
are few towns of the same size its equal in appcarance.
It is busy and progressive, but is above all a place of
beautiful homes. For the last twenty years the standard
of architecture has been steadily nsing and the great
firc which In 1900 swept a merciless swath through
the centre of the town destroying three churches and
many homes, has proved ihe proverbial blessing in dis-
guise. The burnt area has all been rebuilt; hiner church-
es and more artistic homes havc aiizen. and most im-
portant perhaps of all a complele system of waterworks
and scwerage has becn installed which adds much safe-
ty and sanitation. And side by
side with the increasing desire of
its citizens for tasteful houscs is the
appreciafion of the value of trees
and grassy spaces. From a little
distance the town in summer ap-
pears to be set in a bower of green
and its wide lawns, frec rom fences
of any kind. give an air of neigh-
borliness and hospitality that ac-
cords well with the character of its
people. It is provided with most
of the requisitcs of modern town
life- -pure water, inspection oi meat
and milk, all-night light and telc-
phonescrvice, goodsidewalks and a
newandwellequipped hospital. The
tourist finds here a convement and
restful place for a hohday. with
comforlable and homelikc hotels.
pure air, facilitics for driving. bath-
ing and boating and casy access
to good trout streams. Its people
are democratic and there 15 an
almost complete abscnce of the
class distinclions and snobbishness
usually found in larger communi-
ties. 1tis a prosperous fown set in
a prosperous countlry, where there
walks no Dives in purple and iine
linen and no beggar sits in the
galc.

HE lirm of Brace, McKay & Co. Limited had
its orgin in 1889, when Messrs J. A. Brace and
W. K Maciay formed a parinership under the
firm nome of Brace, MacKay & Co. Shertly

afterwards Mr James Mcleod was admutied. Beginn-

ing in a modest way. in a wooden building on the site of
the present Bank of Nova Scotia building, the business

confinued with this personnel until 1892, when W. K.

McKay resiwined and the business was continued by

Messrs. J A Brace and James Mcleod. The entire

staif al that time was four.

In 1893, Mr. J. A. Brace purchased the site occupi-
cd by Mr. B. L. Woodside. and moved to the opposite
side of the street where the present store is located.

In 1897, a brick building 40 x 80 and three stories
high was erecled. replacing the old B. L. Woodside
building.

In 1899, Mr. James Mcleod died and Mr. A. S.
McKay was taken into partnership. Thisi conlinued
untlil 1901, when a joint stock company was formed with
dJ. A. Brace, Mrs. Brace, Creelman McArthur, A. Stirlin ¢
McKay and L. R. Allen as charier members, Mr. J. A.
Brace being ‘president; A. S. McKay, Secreiary and
Creelman McArthur, Direclor. The business which
had been steadily increasing now took on a new lease
and the sales and staff were doubled in two years.

In 1905, these comparatively new quarters being
found to be inadequate, Mr. Brace bought the large
Campbell Hotel which was torn down and removed, and
Summer Stireet, one of the most important in the town,
was opened and an additional brick building was erected
on the hotel site giving the firm the magnificent struc-
lure which they have siuce occupied. From this time,
the business grew by leaps and bounds, every year
showing a subslantial increase over the previous year.

In February, 1914, Mr. Brace retired and the bus-
iness was continued with Creelman McArthur. President;
L. K. Allen, Vice-President and A. S. McKay. Secretary,

IGNISH. the western lerminus of the Prince
Edward Island Railway is a preily little village
of some 800 inhabitants in the midst of a
thriving farming section. It 1s also the centre

of alargefishir < business. The harbor, known as “Tignish

Run.” ailords accommodation for vessels of considerable

size and for ihe large fleet of fishing boats that do busi-

ness in the neighboring waters. There are several
lobster factories situated within a short distance of the
harbor. The village has three large general stores,
those of Messrs J. H. Myrick & Co..

The village began with the
railway and it scon became the distributing cenire for
the country, and although progress has been relarded
by three destructive fires it has now as beautiful and sub-
slantial homes and as well stotked stores as can be found
anywhere ouiside the cities. The population is well over
300 and the monotony of a level situation is relieved by
abundani shade trees. The commeodious new Railway
Stalion is a credit to the roilway and has an annual
revenue of over $20.000. The exporls from the
Stalion of various producis are estimated to have an
annual value of over $250,000. The school building
occupies a commanding sife and is a well-kept substan-
fial wooden struclure. The school was organized in 1896
and one year and a hali later took rank as a “First Class
School." The present enrolment is about 125. The
Fresbylerians have the only church building in the village
but, Baplist, Episcopal, Methodist and Roman Catholic
churches are in the vicinily. Most of the learned pro-
fessions are represented. The Bankt of Nova Scolia has
a flourishing branch in an elegantly furnished building.

Farms are too valuable, and cost too much money.
and such a man, while he would likely come out all
right in the end. if he be industrious and a good pract-
ical agriculturist, would yet start with a burden of debt
for the purchase and equipment of his farm, which

in good stead. The conditions he meels with are fam-
iliar to him, though in a modified and new form. Com-
pared with the land he has left, this province is new,
Here he will find neighbours on every side, within easy
reach of his door. He finds a school for his children,
in which a free elementary educaltion is provided.
Should he desire to give them a higher education he
can do so at small cost. Every setllement has its
church. What the new-comer requires on his farm,
or in his house, he can readily procure. Compared
with other new countries, the population is dense. Com-
pared with Great Britain, or the countries of Contin-
ental Europe, it is sparse.
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View of Grafton Street, Charjottetown
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would be a handicap for years. The island is eminently
adapled for a practical farmer with some capital. who
can buy his farm, and start unburdened with debt
Such a man with a few hundred pounds can scarcely
fail of success.
