Now by the scores,
yes, by the thousands, they are able
to read, and in Bangkok and outside
towns and cities purchase thousands
of our Seriptures and read them.

A few years ago the intelligent King
of Siam abolished slavery in his
country. Now from one end of the
land unto the other there is no legal
slavery. His Majesty, the present
king willed that all born upon his
birthday and after should not be sold
or held in slavery, and now all are
free.
