On the 7th of November I was glad

to have the opportunity of acknow--

ledgiug my obligations, both personal-
ly and officially, to the committee of
the ¢ Colonial and Continental Church
Society.” Five and twenty years ago;
when I commenced my ministry, after
receiving ordination at the hands of
#ood Bishop Cronyn, whose memory is
so fondly cherished in the diocese
which was fortunate enough to receive
him as its first “ overseer,” my stipend
came very largely, if not altogether
from the fundsof this Society,and now,
after so many years,1find myselfstill ly-
ingunder weighty obligationsto it for the
aid given to missionary diocese ; aid
appreciated all the more gratefully for
the knowledge that its income is far
from being commensurate with the
number and variety of its fields of op-
eration. English tourists on the Con-
tinent of Europe, British sailors visit-
ing foreign ports, escaped or manumit-
ted slaves who years ago exchanged
the cotton fieldeof the sunny South for
the clearer, freer ir of Canada ; French
Canadians groaning and sighing for
emancipation from a bondage deeper
than that endured in any dungeon ev-
er dug; emigrants froni England’s
overcrowded cities seeking » subsistence
in one or other of her multiplied coloni
al dependencies ;—all these are objects
of a loving care and sympathy to this
Society, and yet for these and other
branches of work it receives anly the
very adequate auuual income of
about £30,000. Only the mosteconomi
cal and  business-like management
could enable it to cover such an area
of operations with so scanty a revenue,
and for thisit stands indebted to a

small hut influentisl committee presid-
ed over by Rir John Cuoode, K.C.B,,

snd to the indefatigable labors of the
Rev. Mr. MecAnally, the secretary and
his admirable assistant, Mr. Hart. Up
to the present year the “ C.C.C8.” had
appropriated £285 to Algoma to aid
us in eking out the stipends of four
missionaries—this year a further sum
of £50 has been granted. Would
that Algoma were in a position to make
some fitting return for this most oppor-
tune expression of sympathy with our
needs. But “ silver aud gold have we
none,” and eo all we ean offer is our
hearty prayer that God may put it in
to the hearts of English Churchmen
and women, who love the simple, old-
fashioned, but all-sufficient Gospel
which the messengers of this Society
invariably preach, to devise liberal
things 1in its behalf, by legacies, and
present free-will offerings, and so en-
able it to extend, far beyond its pre-
sent limits, the area of its manifold use,
fulness. )

Sir—Among all the missionary or-
ganizations with which I came in con-
tact while in England, I counted most
confidently on the “CM.S. (Church
Missionary Society) as certain to sym-
pathize with our difficulties in the ev-
angelization of the Indian tribes. ‘The
conversion of the heathen I knew to
be their “ speciality.” It was there-
fore with a heart full of hope that I
found myself usheredinto the presence
of the Committe at their headquarters
in Salisbury Square.  As they rose to
receive me, with very hearty greeting,
I said to myself, “ I have but to tell
my story,and & grant will immediately
be voted.” At least fifty or sixty
mernobers were present, listening with
intense interest to some letters recent-
ly received, hy the Secretary from
some of their Foreign Mission stations.
The reguiar course of business was sus.
pended inorder to make room for my.

address, in which I dwelt mainly on
our Indian Missions, and the need of
outside help to aid in their preserva-
tion. At the close, Sir W. Hill, the
chairman, spoke a few kindly words,
expressive of hiz own sympathy, and
that of the Society, with the trying po-
sition which we occupied, but thehopes
awakened by his reply, were soon dash
ed tothe ground by the chilling an-
nouncement made by the secretary
that the Society was unable to meet
ite existing obligations, and ought not
to assume the responsibility of any fur
ther outlay. I bad asked -but a very
small sum, which it seemed to me
could not have been a very formida-
ble outlay to a Society which countsits
ncome by hundreds of thousands ster-
ling. Even £100 would have aided
ius materially, but it was not to be, and
80 it comes to pass that of ten different
societies with which I had the appor-
tunity of pleading the case of Algoma,
for one object or another, the Church
Missionary Society is the only one that
has notextended, in any form, & help-
ing hand.  The disappointment, how-
ever, bitter as it was, had its attendant
alleviations; and was so overruled as
to ¢ work for good.”  One or two lay-
men followed me from the Commiitce
Room_ to assurs me of their individu-
aul sympathy, and promised meeubstan-
tial aid (since contributed), while a
well-known clergyman, ‘feeling un-
happy (a8 he shortly after wrote)
about my reception by the Committee’
kindly volunteered to place his pulpit
st my disposal, and so made an open-
ing through which, what between offer-
tories, =nd responses to my house to
house solicitations, between £400 and
£500 flowed into our Algoma trea-
sury.

Within two hours after I left Salis-
bury Square, I was addressing the Com

mittee of the ¢ Society for promoting

ways proved itself a staunch and liber-
al friend of our Missionary Diocese,
not in exactly the sane line as the
“ ¥ P4, " but in others equally impor-
tang, the latter aidiug, though by no
menns exclusively, in the support of
the living, duly conmnissionod messen-
ger ; while the former cares, partly for
the ercetivn of churchesy, to be conse-
crated to the delivery of the message,
and partly, for the translation and
transwission  of the Inspired Volume
that contains it, this latter braneh of
the Socicty’s operations being supple-
mented by our enormous circulation
of Prayer Books, Sunday-school buoks,
Tracts, and other furmsof religious lit
erature. Among many characteristic fea
turesit possesses,there isone peculiarity
inthe wadus operandi of the ‘S P.CK?
which deserves special attention, and
which differentiates between it and all
the societies round it. Tt sends out no
deputations to make eloquent appeals
in its behalf from either pulpit or plat-
form. Confident of the justice of its
own claims, and the readiness of Eng-
lishh Churchmen to extend their sup-
port to any cause thatshows itself, by
its works, deserving of support, this So
ciety contents itself with two instru-
mentalities for the periodic replenish-
ing of its treasury. First, it exhibits
no small amount of legitimate worldly
wisdam in the management of its publi-
cation depurtment, which has now
grown to very large dimensions. This
branch of its vork was a few years ago,
a heavy drain on its income—nov,
thanks to the thoroughly businesslike
principles on which it is conducted, it
has become a prolific source of reven-
ue, the sum of £6,000 or £7,000 be-
ing transferred from it, not seldom,
to the general fund, as an assessed pro-
fit. Apart from its other merits, a
fact like this should go farto com-
mend the SP.CXK. to the support of all
zond business men. But the second
help which the Society usesis better
stil], and knows nothing of the fluctu-
ations of which even the most skillful-
ly managed business must now and
then have experience. The Commit-
tee are firm in the belief that 1 -
work they are doing is God’sown
work, that the great Head of the
Church has given it to them to do, and

that so loag as they do it as uato Him,
they can lean with implicit prayerful
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trust in that divine presence which has

been pledged to the Church, “ always
even to the end, ” and which may be
most legitimately intorpreted as apply
ing not only to the enrichment of her
wpiritual life, but to such common secu
lar things as “ the silver und gold. ”
Nor has this trust ever failed them.
It has filled the society’s cofferssuttici-
ently to keep it abrenst with even the
weaithiest of the sister societies in
their respective efforts to supply what
was lacking in the needy out-lying por-
tions of the Church’s missionary field.
Algoma is only one among u host of
dioceses that the S.P.C.K. has luid un-
der weighty obligations, such as may
be, nay, must ever be gratefully ac-
knowledged, but never can be repaid.
During the lifetime of the first Bishop
of Algoma, her benefactions towards
the erection of churches amounted to
nearly £1,000. Since 1882, £1.000
has been voted towards the endowment
of the diocese, £100 to aid in the pur-
chase ¢f a Missionary Boat, £30 each
for two theological students, and for
chureh building several sans ranging
from £50 to £10 ; and all this in the
same loving spirit of large-hearted
catholicity already alluded to as char-
acterising the action of the sister soci-
ety,the “ SP.G. " Our other grant of
this Society, thelast made Lefore my re
tarn to Canada, deserves a special
mention of its own. It consisted of
the sum of £40, halt of which wasto
be expended in the purchase, at very
reduced prices, of large type Bibles
and Prayer Books, for use in churches
erected in needy districts, and the oth-
er half in Prayer Books, Tracts, Sun-
day School Literature, &e,, tor tree ais-
tribution, where necessary. A piftlike
this, and it has not been the first,. is an
incalculable boon in a diocese such as
this, where the members of the Church
are often unable to purchase the lux-
ury of a prayer book, and the presen-
tation of one us a gift furnishes, in
many a case, even to those outside
her communion, whose prejudices have
hitherto kept them ut a distance, a tok
en of regard and religious interest very
gratefully appreciated. ’

the death of Joseph Kalpog, a form-

-er pupil of the Shingwauk Home, who

fell asleep in Jesus on the morning of
the Istof July. T visited Joseph se\ -
eral times during his illness, whiel
Insted about nine months. At each vis-
it, I road the scriptures, and prayed
with him and ocenssionally administer
ed the Lords Supper to him. After
every visit T felt assured that he wus
preparing for his latter end.  His
Bible, Prayer Book, and hymn bovk,
were constantly by his side. I often
furnished him with papers, such as the
« Dawn of Day,” “ British Workmen,”
“Leisure Hour, " and the Soldier of
the Cross, ” all of which he read gladly
and profitably. The most impressive
visit was on the 26th of June, it was
my last visit to him.  As poor Joseph
got very deaf during his illness, se
much so, that he could not hear, no
matter how loud he was spoken tu,
I often had to write on paper what I
wished to say to him. T was anxious
to ask him two questions, which, if he
answered correctly, I would fesl very
thankful.

Qn 1. was us follows, “ Do you be-
lieve and uust in Jesus Christ as
your Savour ?"  He answered quickly
in writing, « Yes with allmy heart and
soul. ”

Qn 2« Do you believe that He will
take you to Heaven byeand bye, ” He
answered, “ Yes, I hope so. ™ .

After these satistactory answers, I
wrote a few lines again with a thankful
and joyous heart, and said, “ I am glad
to know that you believe and trust in
Jesus Christ as your Saviour. He will
assuredly take you to Heaven bye and
bye, ” Joseph read the lines with a plea
sant smile on hisface, and said, I feel
thankful, Iam happy to kuow that
Jesus has saved me, and that I shall
be with him bye and bye.” I then
administered to him the sacred em-
blemws of his dying Savour’s love. which
he partook with a very thankful heart.
That was my last visit w dear Joseph
Kahgoz. The next day I went to my
other mission at Kettle Point which is
30 miles away, and on my return home
on the 1st of July he had fallen asleep
in Jesus. Just before he passsed
away, he told his uncle and aunt (Mr.
aud Mrs. Jackson) “ I see a large com-
pany coming for me, I an ready to go,
follow me, I am. going to Jesus to Ish-

We
then proceeded to the beautiful ceme-
tery, a mile into the iuterior, where
the remains of good Joseph Kahgog
were laid to rest “ earth to earth, dust
to dust in sure and certain hope of
the resurrection to eternal life.”

Indian Boys at the Semi-
Centennial.

On Friday Ju.e 27th David Min-
ominee, Joseplt Chebena, and me start-
ed to go to Toronto to see the exhibi-
tion. Those two boys David and Jose
ph come from Parry Sound, and my-
self from Manitoulin Island. Those
two boys had just been a year n the
Shingwauk Home and they cannot
talk good English and myself I have
been three years. A lady asked us to
go down to Toronto and to stay at her
house. We went duwn on the Pacific
and we gotdown to Collingwood at
one o'clock in the afternoon Sunday,
and we went to service, and David and
Joseph they saw the Salvation Army
and they were playing at drums and
waving handkerchifs and four women
were preaching.  We stayed at & ho-
tel all night, and on Monday started
to go to Toronto at 10 minutes to 6.
And when we came to Toronto we
didn’t know where to go. We asked a
policeman where the street was, and
he told us to go westward, and we keep
on to the west, and we ask another
man and he told us to turn to the
north, and he told us to ask at the

t

And we were looking for 84 street and
we didn’t know what 84 meant.  And
we went into a house and asked them
where the lady lived and they told us
it was the nest house.  The lady was
not there and we had to wait till she
came back, she was down looking for
us at the Union Station. I never saw her
before myzelf, but thuse two other hoys
knew her before, she was their teacher
at Parry Sound about three years ago;
and we had our dinner, and ia the after
noon  we went to ree the exhibition,
We stay on the sidewalk and waited
for half an hour, there were lots of peo-
ple and policemen riding on horse-back
and then there camea band, and we .
saw waggons with four horses pulling :
and there were pictures and men and
women dressed up, and after the wag- |
gons there were soldiers, I think about |
a thonsand suldiers, !

On Tuesday July 1st we went all
day to sec the exhibition and we tuok
our lunch with us and we went to the
Park where all the soldiers were, and
we heard cannons go off twenty times.
And all the soldiers were marching
around and playing bands, On Wed-
nesday we went to see the college, and
in the evening there were fire works
and we had to pay 25 cents each to go
in the garden, and three five ballonns
went up. It was nearly one o'cluck
when I got home. And enthe way
home a man was preaching in the
street and I listen to him, und those
twvo boys went straight on and I luse
my wayand and I ask a man which
way college street was and he said it is
half a mile behind me, then T went
back and found the street. On Thurs-
day we went to the Normal School,
and we saw all pictures of old people,
ahd after that we went to see 2 very
little woman and it was 10 cents each
to goin. She was on a high hench
walking about and she talked but I
couldn’t understand her. We saw two
Sioux Indians dressed up. And the
man put the little woman down on the
floor and give her toa child about two
years old, and the child was afraid of
her, and the little woman take the
child by the hand and walk about the
floor. She was only 44 Ibs weight,
and 22 years of age, and another ¢l ild
about three years old take the little
woman in her arms likea doll. Inm the

it was the best think we saw.  On Sat-
urday it was raining and we stayed in.
side the houze allday. On Sundny we
went to church and in the afternoon we
went to three Sunday Schools.  Oue of
them was Bt. Peter’s Sundny School
where Joseph is supported and the chil-
dren were very plensanttoseaus; there
were about 200 childven. 'The ludy
asked me to speak, and I just said afew
words about the Shingwauk Houme and
about Neepigon, and Jacob and Joseph
sang an Indian hymn.  On the next
day, Monday, we wens to see the guol,
there were about 400 prisoners and we
saw the factories where they make
brooms and washboards. In one room
there were about 50 men, they told us
they could make 200 dozen brooms in
aday. We also visited where they
make the stoves and we saw where
they wmelt the iron.  Then we went to
see the animals.  We saw three lions
and one grizzley bear weight 1200 Ib-,
and 3 black bears and one buffale and
a seal and about six monkeys and one
tiger, and we saw an eagle and a talk-
ing bird, and there was awhiteox from
India whicg they worship, and 1wo
wolves and seven foxes.

The next day David and Joseph
went home to Parry Island, and I went
back to Collingwood and went back to
the Shingwauk Home on the Campana
