A Christmas in Port Simpson.

(coNCLUDED.)

Christmas snerning about ten-o’clock many of
the villagers, accompanied by the bands and
marching to music come to the mission house
to shuke hands with the missionariés, and wish
them a Happy OChbristmas. Indians find the
word “‘merry” very hard to pronouncs, so in-
stead of that they use the word ‘‘happy.”

At 11.302. m. the church bell rings to call

oll to the morning service, The large chuvrch
ig.always crowded on that day, many extra
seats usually heving to bo.carvied in. Al the
people comme who possibly can and 11 who can
afford it have new outfits for this grand oceassion.
Those too-poor-for this.get on- all they can, to
make themselves look *‘dressed up.”

And the ohurch—transformed it is in&eed.
From the centre of the ceiling ishung a-circular
wreath made of cedar; from that long thick
wreaths. are’ carried to veach the four
corners,then again. to the middle posts and
along the sides in graceful waves; but at -each
end -of the building forming high urches, one-
over the pulpit, the other over the<front door.
Over-the pulpitand underneath thearch were
placed the printed figures cftwo lifesized sugels,
one playing o4 & harp, the-other on the trumpet,
The words *‘Peace on earth, good will to men”
in large white lotters on black thread were ¢ar-
ried out as if the words camie from the trumpet.
Over the front.door'was another painting also
done by Indinns. Along: the middle aisle at
-equal distances wero placed four evergreemwarches
The platform—temporarily enlarged-—was elso
very prettily decorated, light airy paper chains,
relieved the heavy green -decorations. The
organ-and choir have been elevated; the pulpit
stand moved to the:front of vheJarge platform,
has made.room for the choir behind: the minis»
ter.

The members of the brass band, in: uniform,
occupy the front seats.- As wa enter they are
playing “Joy to the world the Lord has coms:”
Then the usual service i8 held. The choir
have two anthems, one in English, the oflier
in their own lJangusge. - At the close
of the-service the bands again plaq;,whsle 211 the
people greet one another:

Duiring the afternoon tlie pecple:enjoy them-

gelves.in various ways. The children: from the

*Home,” whose patents reside in thé village,
spend: the afternoon-at their own homes. The
numberleft in the “Home” is large-enough for
them not to be at all lonesame.

- But the day after Christmas is-the great »uay
for the children, when the-boys from the bhoy's
home and a1l the missionnrics gather in the
large dining room in the girl’s home, which has
been tastefully decorabed. Butb the crowning
piece is thelarge Christmas Tree, and the hearts
of the-children-are made happy by simple gifts
and a real good time, ‘ S. L. H.

METHODIST ORPHANAGE, NEWFOUNDLAND.
" Qur subject is pretty 'wido, evenif we do come
. nearer honie this time. We have wmany thou-
. .sands of Indians living in Britisk Columbia and

. the Northwest. Many huudreds have never

heard the:Gospel. Their lives before: they hear
of-Christ are very dark; the homes are flthy.
The wigwaws ave not very large and the fire is
in tlie middle, the smoke.going out by s hole in
the roof. Theirheathenish dances:are ‘torrible

" and in them the Indians.actmors like wild .an-

imals.than men and womea.

They are-often véry cruel and will kill the
old peopie, when they become too -oldto work
And patents will sell their children and éven
husbands their wives to wicked white men.
However, the poor Indian knowsno better, and
will notif we Jdo not hurry up and do what we
can to send the Good News faster,

Qur Wowmen’s Missionary Society has two

Indisn homes:in British Columbis, one at Port.
Simpson near-the north, and one at Chilliwhack
nearer the'south of the province. There are 33
inmates at Porb Simps*on #nd:26:at Chilliwhack.
Many of these were converted a Fear ago and
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are trying by God’shelp tolive as Christ would
have thom live. Some of them have to struggle
agniust ugly tempers and T am sure oux prayers
will helpthem. If every one of the 6640 miss-
ion bund members would pray every day in
March for-these Indinn givls, how many would
thore bo. And we must not forget that the
missionaries need our prayers, too. They bave
to work hard and-often have many trials thab
we know nothing about. We have six wmissi-
onaries in-this work, one of them is at home
for a year’s rest. But even when our mission-
aries-come hune they do another kind of work,
for they go about to different places and tell the

“people about the work that has been.done. We

might abmost -call them Howe wissionaries.
‘here is a-hospital at Port Simpson besides
the howe, and our Suciely supports the nurse
whocaresforthesick. Bothsheand herpatients
deserve-a large share of our prayers We also
have a committee of ladies who have Indinn
affairs particutarly in their charge and I think
they need our prayers to be guided aright.

And now we must not forget our littla orphan
sisters in-St. John's. Newfoundland. Thereare
27 girls-in the Ovphanage,and we should be glad
that kind people are teying to do something o
help them, now that they are deprived of the
care and love of their parents.

Newfoundland people are generally fisher-
menand they run great risks in getting a living,
Very many 8ad deaths occur every year, and
thenif therewere no one to éare.for the orphans,
would it not'be even more-sad?

The climate in Shidzuoka at this time, isvery
delightful. You.may judge of it when I tell
that on December 9th we took the girlsto spend
their holiday in a lovely orange grove, where
the luscious fruit was dropping round us every-
where. However when you will be enjoying
your pleasant spring, our turn will come for
uncomfortable outdoor and indoor weather.
Even now, although it is very warm in the sun,
we have to wear thick clothes in the house,
which is old and draughty, and here you know,
heating houses is not an advanced science and
art as with us-at home,

Peorhaps it will be as interesting as anything
if I try to give you a brief outline of my duties
in Shidzuoks, T live ata girls' school of which

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Miss Robertson of St. John is principal, whild
1 have charge of the Evangolistic work in that
town and in other outlying districts.

My programme for the day js about as follows:
st six, the bell for rising; at seven, brenkfust;
then I teach one hourin the school, and aftor
that T devote the time until dinnor to study and
preparation for my mootings. Three days i
tho week 1 study witha teacher for three hours;
.on the other days I study but one Irour, ‘as.then
I zo off somewhero by train to hold meetings.
These railway trips veeur about sixtoen: timnes
in a month. Iam uccompamed by one or both
of the Japanese helpers and they are indeed
most valuable assistants, oue is a gradunte of
the Tokio school, the other expects to return to
Tokio next year to §t herself more thoroughly
for her work.

We usualy travel third olass on these journeys
Thisis not very pleasant, for the carsare crowd.-
ed and evorybody smokes, howevor it is cheaper
and also it gives a better opportunity of coming
in contact with the class of people we are anxious:
to reach.

Phe child had never seen a fareigner before
and was awfully afraid of me and begged his
mother to-take him out, the mother soothed him
and told him to look a6 my hat and tell her whab
ae thought of it.

It is very curious-to. o”bserve the en-
mity between the Japanese aud. English dogs.
The former are always the agarassors sud bite
and torment our dogs, but Wlu at once slink
away at sight of Miss Rubertson or myself.

When we reach the place at which the meet-
ing is to be held we try tc induce the children
to come in by singiug for them aud promising.
to tell them stories and teach them to sing.
We get the women too and talk to them and
give them tracts, cards, and small books. They
crowd round us in surprising numbers, and
eagerly-take the boaks, and seem to like the
stories and music. We can only sow the seed,
water it with our prayers-and trust that it may

bring forth fruit.
