A pioneer himself i the Methodism ot
British Columbin, RRev, Josepl Hall was
the deseemdant of oue of the pioneer fae
milles of Ontavio, 1lis  parens  ciive
from Lincolnshire, England, i 1834, and
took up their residence in the southern
part  of the county of Wentworth, at
what afterwarnds  become  known  as
Hall's Corners, sv named from the fume
ily who had b raved the forest primeval,
mnd the dangers associated with early
gottlements from wild animuls and some-
times wilder men, to build up o homwe
for themselves and their children,

In the wake of the hardy pioneer caine
the Mecthodist itinerant, who sought out
every oppurtunity to procluim the gospel
of salvation, in the open, or in the kit
chens of the old log houses, and Iater
in the district school house at the four
coruers,

Under the influence of a godly parent-
ngo und the preaching of these carly
fathers of the church, the subject of our
sketeh was brought to a saving know-
ledge of the truth, and after some years
of teaining in Vietorin College, Cobourg,
ho cntered the Methodist  mimstry in
1864,

The carnest appeals on behalf of the
work in the West led him to volunteer,
wd fn 1871 he eame to Briush Colum-
in, having completed his probation in
that year, and having been ordatned to
the Christian ministry by the late Dr.
Punshon, in the Brudge Street church,
Belloville, Ontario,

His first appointment was to Cariboo,
the famous mining distriet of the pro-
vinee, whose most golden days were then
past.  Ilix predecessor being the now
tong sninted Thomas Derrick.

‘The circuits in British Columbia ¢ven
then wore few  British Colunbin dis-
trict was ranked in the minutes of the
Wesleyan Coiference as a missionary
district with the Red River and Sas-
kntchcwan distriets.

Born in Cornwall, England, in the yenr
18G4, of good old Wesleyan parents, his
early days were spent in an environment
ealenlnted to develop that carnest zeal
and enthusias in the cause of the Mas.
ter, of which he has given such marked
wvidenes through the years past.

lIe was converted to God when but 16
vears of axe, and, nlmost immediately,
was plaeed on the plan of the North Ihill
Cirenit, Cornwall, as a loeal preacher,

Laenving that neighborhood, he went to
Plymont, where he pursucd_h]s studies,
privately, and connecting himselt with
the King Street Circuit, hie labored diil-
gently, and finally became a candidate
for the Wesleyan wmiaistry.

Tlhe rauks of the ministry being very
tull, and bLeing lnpatient of delny in
a matter which was of decp moment to
Wim, the naswer of the Divine Call, he
accepted the invitation to take work In
British Columbin,

Coming to this Province in September,
1889, whence some of his famly had
before preceded him, he was apbointg-d
assistant on the Chilliwack  Circuit,
where he spent two very pleasant years,
Lhree years following swere spent at

7 Fuderby, two years at New \Westmin-

stor, West End, and three years at Vie-
torin West Church, when his luterest in
the “inds” on the ships bore fruit in a
pressing request, by the Wesleynns in
11, M. navy at Esquimalt to conference,
that he should ge appointed their chape
lain.

Permission was so given, and during
the past year our brother lnbored faith-
tully in that department of the work.
s genin), kind-hcartedness, and true
triendliness, have claimed for him the
hearty affection of his people. While his
powers as speaker his tact in dealing
with men, and his good business ability
will stand him in good stead in the or-
ganization and planting of the work, We
wish for him ever increasing success.

The pleture on another puge presents
an oxcellent view of an Institution of «
which Methodism may well be proud, the
Coqualeetza Institute for Indiun boys
and girls at Chilliwack, B. C.

The school work among the Indians at
Chilliwack commomeed in n small way
in the home of the missionary, Rev, C.

M. Tate, 1o the year 1889, and, in due
process of time, suitable buildings were
built by the Woman's Missivnary So-
ciety ot a lot sccured at the rear of the
Mission Houge,  Mise Llderkin, a cone
seernted worker, was the first matron.
The work grew and other helpets were
addude Bug an 1802, by the acdident of
a falling hnp, the Home (n= it was call
ed), was burned to the ground,

The energy and  enthuslaom of Bro.
Tate aml his devoted wife 1.ud helpers
conhl brook no fallure; and immediately
efforts were put forth whict. led to are
rangements being made with the general
board and the W. M. 8, te jointly build
a building more suitable for the work,

The present bullding is bullt of brick,
and s divided inlo two parls, the right
wing for boys and the left for girlg, with
dining room, kitchm, schoolrooms, ctc.,
in the centre,

The Institnte has attached to it some
03 acros of lnnd and everything is being
done to train the children in such pur-
qufts as will be of advantuge to them
in after NHfe, Miss Clarke followed Miss
Ylderkin aa matron, and when the school
beeame the oere  pretentivus Institute,
RRev.

Dominion Alliance Resolutions.

At the annual meeting of the Council
of the Dominlon Allinuce, held in To-
ronto on  July 12th, a scries of seven
resolutions were unanimously  adopted
(1) expressing dissatisfaction at the fail-
nre of the government to cnact a pro-
hibitory measure; (2) re-nflirming that
prohibition must be steadily pressed for:
() nasking that legizlation be fmmedt-
ately cnncted giving a prohibitory law
to those provinces recording n majority
in favor; (1) that such lexisiation shonld
be by the Dowinion PParlinment; (5) that
tallure to do 8o much must be consider:
ed inexcusable diregard and definnce of
the clectorate; (6) that prohibitionists
ought to opposce any government party
of candidates who will not do so much;
andl (7) that prohibitionists are urged to
organize at once to sccur¢ the 'election
of candidates for Prrlinment who wili
carry out this policy.—“Evangelical
Churchman,”

both on the same horse, amt all sorts ot
country folk enme,  Religlous exerciees
vecupied the dny, Iut the afternoon was
the great feast, ‘Those mectings were
often lal by men of splendid taleuts, the
Wesdeyx, Adam Clarke sid others took
their turn.

A Steveston Note,

Circumstances have this year prevent-
o a continued stay of any of our mis.
sionaries to the Chinese at the canneries.
But we were able to arrange  for five
three-days visits,  In the last week of
the season 1 was at liberty to accom-
pany our missionary, Chan 1J, Tan, 1o
the grounds, T had the pleasure of half
an hour's conversation with Dr, and
Mre, TLarge. Part of the afternoon [
spent in getting acquainted with the lead-
ing Chinese shop-keepers. Water street,
in Steveston, for the most part, consists
of the narrow simmit of 1 dyvke, The
walking along it. and the feat of pnss-
ing people without tumbling off takes
one back to China and Chinese high.

ways. Some six thousand Indians, Ja-
panese and Chinese were about the
place. Our evening meetings  for the

Chinese are held in the open air in the
Chinese quarters. T noticed that we
were not able to gather anrthing like
the crowds we do at such meetings in
Victorin, Waestminster . and Vancouver.
The people are very excited over their
fishing and gains, and it is not possible,
ag at other times, ta collect them: nor
to hold for any time those who ave
eathered.  All ahout is a langhing., fro-
licksame crowd. Even the Chinese, when
ont of their boats in the evening, un-
bend to the adage, “Dulee eost  dls-
civere in loco,”

The gaming houses during the night
are crowded. The hard working fisher-
men part easily with their gains, The
large amount of carpings intoxicates the
toilers with joy. This season the aver-
age gaing of each was £200. T heard of
one man who had lost every cent of hig
wages in & Chinese gamine house, 1
saw dollars scattered abont, with the
ereatest  freedom, People seemed to
think they had =0 many that they micht
snend any number and have plentv left,
Alas, that means for many a poor fellow,
an empty purse and the dld pant’s pocket
still to put it in, at the close of the sea-
son. : i

In China pnblic readoers of novels and
plays are an institution. Our workers
adapt the idea in Steveston. During the
day “the missionary takes his place in
one of the eating houses and reads
aloud from the New Testament to the
peopls.  No doubt much good seed is
sown in this way.

Native Christiang working at the can-
neries are helped and strengthened by
having the Gospel preached in their
midst. The conversion of non-Christians
upon the ground may not be.common,

but they hear the truth presented, und
upon thefr return to our cities, in calme-
er motuents, the words heard will recur
to lh(:m and lead to bringing some of
them finto the class of inquirers. Next
year 1 would hope to be able to arrange
for t_he bresence of one or another of onr
uussionaries at the eanneries during the
cntire season, D. 8.

FROM THE FRASER IMISHING
CAMPS,

{Rev. T, Crosby.)

A word about the 30 or more camps
and different ennneries at the mouth of
the old Wraser, 1 spent four Sabbaths
there, with an average of seven services
f-nch Sabbath, and a good number dur-
ing the week,

the Iast, ’

There are not nearly so many Indians
on the river as formerly. T suppose the
inerense  of white men and Japs ac-
counts in part for it, and then, by re-
ports, they have mot always been very
well treated in rocent years; indeed, all
the fishermen complain of that, And
tl.mn. thongh T nm told the sanitary con-
ditions have been improved, yeot it is stilt

had onqm:h in many places, Bad water,
no drainace, miserable, dirty, filthy

places, .whoro they are camped. caused
much sickness and death. We lost one
of our hest men from Chillivwvack by the
bad water he and others were forced
to drink,
. But the worst of all is the dreadfully
immoral conditioen  of things  about
Steveston, Manv nights yon could not
sleep on ncenunt of drunken Indians, and
more degraded  white men caronsing
around with noor, delnden women, In
the day time, towards the last of the sen-
son, ¥ou could hardlv walk the streets
withont meoting white men staggering
slong drink. and usine shameful lan-
runge, One follow comes along with his
face all bleeding.  Another poor fool,*
:,vith 200 fish in his bont, selling theni at
20 cents, no sooner gets them sold than
he is off to one of the holes where 1i-
quor is sold. and is soon rid of the mon.
oy, nnd.in a drunken quarrel has hig
hoa.d split open,  Two JTaps, with their
desire after Hanor, have a quarrel with
a bartender, and hoth get their heads cut,
and the doctor is callled in to sew up
the wounds, ‘So, that, take it all in all,
it need not be wondered if the friends of
the natives nrze every one they are ac-
quainted with, to keep away from ‘the
Fraser fishing camps. S
Most -of them would be better off if
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they stayed at hote altogother.  Fhey
could take eare of their own places ana
work for the farmers, ete, near thor
vwn homes, which would be much bet-
ter in the end.

It was tov bad to see many from the
Notth, who for years hd Kept away
from Sabbath work, going out with their
boats to fish with the mrowd at 6 o'clock.
Phe temptation was too geeat, They had
s of them vome 500 or GO0 miles, and
they thought they had to work, as they
sy, “that is the law”

I think the vestraint of having  ser-
viees in the eamp, along all the branch-
e of the Feaser, is good, and a moral
lielp to these who wish to do vight, And
it would be well if there were more mis-
stomaries than there have been this year,
to thus help gow by all waters,
