ROOT EXHIBITIONS.

|  One of the many suggestions arising

out of our late Provincial Yxhibition was
that of an annual Root Lxhibition at
Halifax. The Tondon * Gardener's

mouth Exhibition as fully as owr
availablo space permits.  Notwith-
standing unfavourable weather, the num-
ber of exhibits was greater than during
the previous year, and, upon the wheole,
the results, although not all that could
be desired, were yet such as to inspire
confidence in the Secicty’s continued
advancement, and to oncourage the
officers and members to  hopeful cffort
in the future We obscrve that the
prizes for the best Jersey eifer in inilk,
and for the best 1 year Jersey Hcifer,
were both gained Dby our active friend,
Charles E. Brown, Esq., Yarmouth, who
gave valuable assistance at the Falifax
Ixhibition, but was ercdited in all our
newspapers as a citizen of Halif. We
take this opportunity to make the corrce-
tion and apolagy.

Last month we selected for re-printing
the criticisins of the various newspapers
on the DIruvincial Exhibition. Our
limited space did not allow of their all ]
being reproduced.

_3 acres of mangels or Swedes grown from
seed suppiied by Mr A, or Swedes grown
from manure supplicd-hy Mr. " Theso
are ysually judged by two or three faam-
ers appointed for the purpose, who will
duly inspect the crop, tlien weigh the
topped-and-tailed  roots from ‘o patch
of ground, and so multiply for the acres.

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These, however, are points that would
often be difficult to estimate, und there-
fore we look upon it that putting before
tho world the weight of rvots that may
be grown by the use of good seed and ar
tificial manures is o matter worthy of en-
couragement.

No less so is the offering of prizes for
the best dozen or so of the beat different
kind of roots, whether of maungels, swedes
or common turnips, which aftonls no ex-
act evidence of the stato of the root crop
in the furm or garden, yet if form or qua-
lity or trusness to sort be taken into con-
sideration, a root show may bo made
highly instructive, and besides, exhibitors
and visitors have an opportunity of com-
paring roots from a distanco, and of see-
ing what may be occasionally attaired to.

But perhaps the greatest goud that
such exhibitions do is to be found in the
fact that the roots sent will, of course, be
choice specimens from different parts of
the country, and, if these L2 made use of
for tho growth of sced, we cannot con-
ceive of a bettter way of improving root
growth, and thus of benefiting both the
seedsman and the farmer; but in award-
ing these prizes, though much may be
said for size and weight, yet form and
correctness to a specified sort are of still
more importance. If, then, attention oe
paid to all these points, one root shown
may serve a great parpose, as there is nc
doubt hut that roots are to be bred like
animals ; and in the one case as in the
other, a good strain can only be attained
and efficiently maintained by care and
attention.

But, further, these shows may be made
useful by the introduction of new sorts ;

to this end prizes should be offered for.

any new sort of root, or any new intro-
duction of a feeding plant capable of tak-
ing the position which roots occupy at
present, or of subserving the same pur-
poses on the farm as do roots
‘We hope, therefore, that these exhibi-
tions will be encouraged, for if they only
tend to indicate the tack and advance
the knowledge of what is desired with
to roots, a great deal of good will
be cffected by their means,

AMERICAN SHORT-HORNS IN
ENGLAXD.

MR, CHENEY’S SALR

The following remarks, from a con-
densed Report in"the Live Stock Journal,
embraco somo points ruggestive to our
farmers. They are written in a soré of
cattle-talk style, but will be intelligible,
we hope, to most of our readers :

The average is beyond precedent, even
when Holker and Underley “ block the
way” to the public’s faculty of astvnish-
ment—£554 odd each for nineteen
females, mostly calves, would haveclectrifi-
ed breeders only ten years ago. Thissale
was the first occasion on which the off-
spring of t.» recent re-importation of
fashionable Short-horn, blood from be-
yond the Atlantic constituted the main
feature of the day, twenty-four omt of
twenty-seven lots being by bulls bred in
America, and in cleven instances the
dams were imported too. This fact
could not but provoke comparison with
cattle offered at other auctions of Short-
horns. -

Thero would probably be various opin-
ions as to the position this collection
(now dispersed) is entitled to hold. fut
it seems to us impossible to deny that
(among the heifers especially) there was
great beauty, and substantial merit too;
and also that, as a rule, the bull calves
were, though stylish and of good color
and hair, inferior as a lot to their sisters.
The sire (9th Duke of Geneva) being
himself read and white, this color was
general ; and it takes a far better shaped
animal to look well in a parti-colored
Jjacket, than it does to cut a good figure
in a whole red, or in a whole white, or
in the universally admired roan coating,
‘What may bé called ¢ Kotton colors™
(white patches on the face and vver the
hips, white undes the belly and between
the fore legs, and up to the hocks of the
hind ones) were displayed on the larger
part of the lots forsale. Those that were
red or roan were generally most admired,
and the objects of strongest competition.
It is a curious feature of this bull’s
getting, that, if put twice in succession
to the same cow, tho second preducs is
is smarter than tho firsk Witness the
two offspring of 13th Lady of Oxford, of

Seraphina 22nd, and of Old Princess
(from Wolviston, who (an exception to
the rule), thungh English bred and born,
contributed four of the most sought-for
animals of the day in $wo daughters, o
son and grandson. It i plain the Bates
men are beginning to cousider (o8 their
prototype did before them) that a Prin-
cess introduction is o desirable innova-
tiun to the usual scquence of Duchess or
Red Rosg bnlls. One day, perhaps, it
may coms to be admitfed that the
Gwynne bulls are likely to be of setvice
among Bates cattle, just as tho heifers of
the tribe have Jlong been accounted
among the most useful members of the
Bates herds whenever the sale of bull
calves is a frequent occurence.

One and all displayed that overy care
had heen taken of them; while good
land to graze on, and to give quality to
the hay and corn, had put within the
reach of their manager great advantages,
and these had heen liberally wsed. It
transpired that lot 1, as given in the
catalogue (a fuur-year-old Duchess cow),
had ealved and lost her calf,-and in
consequenca she was withdrawn from
the sale, and her dam substituted
in her place. This cow (said to have
cost 810,000 in America) was heavy
in calf, and when she made her
appearance in the ring, there was—after
a little talk and some fencing as to who
should begin—a first bid of a thousand
guineas. The cow was somewhat leggy,
but with good head, ribs and color, and
she readily ran up to 1,700 guineas;
there sho stayed, and the buyers name
was declared to be Mr. Mntosh, of
Havering Park, near Romford. The
Waterloo cow was on a shert leg, and
somewhat short herself, and of a curious
color (with white face, recalling a Straw-
berry Hereford, or ¢ Buchan Hero” in
an carly volume of the Herd Book).
This, with her heifer calf, seemed cheap-
er than most lots, for the t-ibe isan
admirable one with any crossing. The
red heifer of this descent (lot 11), was
about the smartest animal shown—sub-
stance, form, color, hair and head all be-
ing good. Princess of Geneva was put
up at 200 guineas, and ran briskly up to
860 guineas—a price quite warranied by
her own looks and that of her son (3nl
Earl of Leicester), who, although not
quite straight at present, was on a very
short leg, and had beautiful hair and
style, and should do good service to his
new owner; she was half gono in calf
again to her own sire. Her sister (not
served) was fiercely fought over, and Mr.
Sheldon, in getting her, got one of the
best animals in the sale.  The Seraphina
pair were worthy of their relationship to
Lord Sudeloy’s Scraphina Bella 2nd.
(the heifer calf prr excellence of 1873,
being very shapely, and thick fo boot.
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For Duchess of Gloucester, of a rich rved
{not too dark a shade, as was the red on
some of the animals of Princess descent),
and with pretty white spots in the funily
placcs—heauty spots, and worn like
patches by Georgian belles—there was
great competition, and had sho been
without pedigree, she would have been
pronounced *“a very sweet hoifer.”  She
was put up at a thousand, and quickly
ro30 up to 1,500, then more slowly to
to 1,750, when she was knocked down
L Sir Curtis Lampson ; but a dispute
occurring us to who was the lagt bidder,
the glass was once more set running, and
thirty-five more guincas had to be
promised hefore she was allowed to be-
long finally to the gentleman whose name
had been given as her buyer. The elder
Oxford heifer should hardly have been
allowe{ to be shown, for she evidently
was one of the ‘“misfits” which occur
in all cstablishmcats, if she was quite
svand.  Lady Elizabeth, a yellow-red,
and a tall, had been uween with her dam
and her younger brother (lot 8 among
bulls) in the paddock before the sale,
and theso (the dam's fine udder especially)
were points in her favor. She was the
fitst of the American-bred Princess calves
sold (and another, Rosalie, got by an
American-bred Princess bull, was coveted
by a good many spectators, running up
quickly from 250 to 700 guineas). This,
too, was of a very nice shade of red, hav-
ing, moreover, white underpart and
charming fore-quarters. Lady Wellesley,
of similar origin, was alsoa very good
calf Geneva’s Minstrel (of Princess
tribe, but Gwynne family) had the star-
ing red and white, with hind legs look-
iug gs if dipped in lime-wash, which is
an orthodox Teeswater color, yet not a
popular mixtare ; she scewned one of the
cheapest lots of the day.

When the sale of the bulls hegan, the
difference in value between the two
sexes in this strain of blood made itself
more than commonly evident. Fifty
pounds for a first bid (and no advance
on that) took the place of hundreds, shift-
ing from one to two, and two to more,
with wonderful rapidity. It must be
admitted that the bulls or this occasion
{though some were gay, stylish calves)
did not so much flatter their descent as
did the heifers ; they were little in de-
mand, in comparison with some sales.
The bids came slowly, and reached no
high lireit. The general public does not
care t0 go to three figures for a bull, let
the pedigree be ever so long, and the
relationship to highly priced lots he ever
s0 loudly vaunted. Duke of Goscote
(lot 2) was no discredit to the very use-
ful tribe of the Darlington, and Lord
Blanche, though ugly in his color, Jiad a
better middle than some ; yet these two
together did not ruake a hundred ; while

Mr. Sheldon’s two bulls (put into the
sule) did not even equal the price of this
pair, though one (Duke of Cherisia) was
of similur breeding to Cherry Queen (the
highest priced lot at Underley) and to
Mr. Torr's Cherry Queens, which have
made (and will again) great sensation in
show yard and sale ring. ‘Lhis bull had
been badly ‘‘done by,” cither from
accident or oversight ; and no one knows
better than Mr. Lynn (who bought him)
bow to remedy the consequences of both,
and get out of the bull the real value
that is certainly inherent in his bluod.
Mr. Pavin Davies sent four Kirkleving-
ton females, one of which (the oldest,
heavy in calf) was as thick and good a
cow g8 man can wish to own, and the
youngest as stylish a heifer of the strain
as can be found. They averaged about
£400 apicce, and quite sustasined the
character of the cow, descended from
Mr. Maynard's stock, which gave birth
to the ancestresses of three or moro fine
families now greatly sought after by
Bates breeders. One of this tribe was
sire to the unbeatem Queen Mary. Lord
Garlund (Mr. Sheldon’s second bull) is
descended from a knightly tribe, and
was probably as good a bull as was
shown to-day. But after all, it must be
said, beautiful as are some of these
animals, and generous as is the tratment
of the general visitors on oceasions of the
kind, these sales of Bates cattle at cnor
mously high rates are not to be regarded
wholly as business transactions, 1t would
be simply ruinous for cattle breeders
generally, who look to get their money
home again from the butcher or the open
market, to accept the decisions arrived at
at these auctions as safo guides as to
what should be sought after to consume
the ordinary, produce of the furm, and
themselves to enter into consumption in
their turn!

From the North Sydney Herald, Oct.14,1874.

The Exhibition just closed was the
most successful thing of the kind ever
attempted in our province. With more
imposing ceremonies, than ever before on
a gimilar occasion, it was opened by ovr
worthy Governor with 2 Guard of Honor
of ote hundred men trom the 63rd Vol-
uuteer Battalion, and the opening and
closiug were honored with the presence,
besides that of our most influential men,
of His Houor Governor Tilley and Lady
of our sister Province. The introductory
spcech of Governor Archibald carefully
traced the progreso of Agricultural in
Nova Ecotia, from the time when « Agri-
cola™ first penned his eloguent and forei-
ble letters on the subject that turned the
attention of the thinking men thereto,
down to our last Provincial Exhibition.
‘The strides we have made are wonderful
indeed. The incentives to yet further

exertion arc strong and in no point is
there a discouraging fact or feature that
should cause us in any way to take a
retrograde step. The farmer’s employ-
ment is a noble oue and he should honor
and digunify it by placing it on an equal
footing with the professions and vocations
that are so rapidly, in thess modern
times, increasing the sphere of their
labors aud extendiug the prerogative of
their rule.

Fully seven thousand people are sup-
posed to have visited the KExhibition
Grounds the first duy. Everythiug has
been arranged in most perfect order, and
the Committee of Muanagement deserve
credit for the expeditious and harmonious
mavner in which so many varied depart-
ments, were, by their foresight, opeued to
the gaze of the public. kvery section of
the Province, if we except Cape Breton
and one or two counties in tho Province
equally as Jethargic iz relation to our iu-
dustrial affuirs, appears to have been re-
presented by the produce of the farm in
someway. Stock or vegetables, horses,
cows, bulls, pigs, sheep, turnips, potatoes,
beets, grains, apples, pears, &c., all found
a ready welcome, and upon the hundreds
of strangers, especially Englishmen who
blindly talk of “bleak Canudinu suows,”
made a good impression of the agricul-
tural resources of our Province aud the
almost inexhaustible cupabilities of our
soil. As we run our eye over the list of
prizes and find ccunties really inferior to
our own in every respect, stepping to the
front and winning the laurels that we
should bear of7 did we possess the same
erterprize, we feel ashamed. We get,
as farmhers, half a dozen big potatoes, a
large horse-radish, or a wonderful hen’s
egg, and on our own dung-hill we make a
terrible ado thereabouts—but when asked
to compete with our feliow-farmers in
other sections of the Province and com-
pave the results of our industry and toil
with theirs, we are in the background and
will allow a large Provincial Exhibition
to pass by, without sending to it as 1auch
as a billy-goat.” Tie, farmers, awake
up and improve more than heretofore the
wouderful means a kind Providence has
placed in your hands. The alarm note
we sounded in your ears months ago and
bid you to prepare for this very Exhibi-
tion, in which your brother agriculturists
throughout the Province have outatripped
you. This year no excuse conld be made
for want of trausportation. Modes aof
conveyance were at your very doors,

“Your stock, roots, grains and your preci»

ons bodies, for a mere trifle, could in a
few hours have been placed on the Ex-
hibition Ground. There is na excose;
self-condemnation naturally follaws. But,
will you be advised? Will you at least
try to gain the rank in an agricaltural
point of view that, we believe, a little
trouble and exertion will give you? The
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remedy is with youraelves. You must
by local or county Exhibitions incrense
the interest in your noble employment
and give an impetus to farming, that o
keen competition may be excited smony
yourselves in your vocation, as to who
can raisc the best stuck, till tho ground
sothat,all things being equal,it will produce
the Iargest and finest roots and plants,
und, in $ine as to who is the best practical
farmer in the county and whose farm is
the model farm on the Island of Cape
DBreton. It remains with yoarselves;
whick. course will you take ?

From the Morning Chronicle, 1th Oct., 1874,

Tt must have beeu appaient to all,even
at the first glauce, that Nova Scotia has
indeed progressed of late years und is
rapidly developing her great agricultural
resources. The display in the first hall

is proof sufficient that our paesition among

fruit growing countries has improved.
The numberless varieties of the different
kinds of fruit shown, and the beauty of
the samples, gave some idea of what are
the capabilities of many parts of our
Provipee, and especially of the favoured
Annapolis Valley, while in roots and
vegetables, in grain and field seeds, the
resulta are fo the full as satisfactory.

But, we imagine, the most mavcked pro-
gress is to be seen in the stock depart-
ment, one of the finest of the show and
one quite capable of sustaining favourably
a comparisow with exhibitions of a simi-
lar nature in the Provinces of Quebec and
Ontario. The efforts of recent yea
have borne gooil fruit, and the breed'o
cattle, of sheep, of pigs has been vastly
improved.” In whatever else the present
exhibition may be lacking, it certainly
does not fall short of the expectations
entertained by many that our farmers
and cattle raisers would be able to send
superb specimens of animals.

As much caonot, perhaps, he said of
the section of horses, although here also
progress may bo noted. Further atten-

tion must be paid ‘to the breeding of

horses, so that at the next exhibition we
may be able to point to credituble animals
raised in the Province.

It is impossible, of course, within the
limits of this articlé, to deséantat all fully
upon the werits of the one class or the
other, Lut’ it is proper to establish the
fact that we have every reason to be
proud of the Provincial Exhibition of
1874. When it is borne in wind with
how many difficultics of all sorts agricul-
turists have had to contend, and when it

is remembered of how very recent growth |

15 the, geseral interest in such matters,
there can be but one expression of opin-
ion and but one verdict in regard to the
show—that, as far as‘it'goes, it is decid-
cdly a sucoess. - - o
Many will be jnclined to regret, and

indeed the regief lias found voice, that

manufuctures were not also included and
the range of the Jxhibition greatly ex-
tended.  ‘The regret is a very mutural
ong, as it would have been most interest-
ing to compuve, especinlly at this time,
the standing of our munufacturers with
that of their competitors in other Provin-
ces of the Dominion. But, perhaps, it
would net have been possible to do fuli
justice both to manufactures and agricul-
tural products. As it is wo find the
spacions premises already filled to over-
flowing and no one who yesterday visited
the Exhibition could have desired to see
the show of fruits, flowers, plants, or
grains in any way rednced. ‘The promo-
ters of this Exhibition can justly be con-
gratulated on the completeness of their
success and on the response they met
with from agriculturists ; had they includ-
cd manufactures, they might have had a
more voried display but, it is possible,
~nt 50 thorough illustrations of the capa-
bilities of the Province as an agricultural
country. At all events wo feel quite
satisfied with malters as they are; a
Manufacturers’ Exhibition, we think,
would be highly desirable, believing, at
the same time, that it will he all the bet~
ter for being a special one like this.

The public evinced yesterday a great
deal of interest. Fo many of the visitors
it may be that certain depantments did
not appear as satisfactory as to others,
for which fact an easy reason may be
given, viz., that everybody is uot equally
able to judge of a flower and of a prize
bull, but we are certain that the popular
opivion was that the Ioxhibition, as we
have already said, is a success.

From the Halifux Evening Express.

The Exhibition has been after all a
greater success than we believed it would
be. Woe are quite willing to admit that
our fears proved toa certain extent (after
the first day and night which certainly
Jjustified them) to be without solid foun-
dation ; and we are very much gratified
at the success of the Exhibition. Weare
particularly so, since we have witiressed
how exceedingly hard the various man-
agers and committees bave been working,
how well all the internal arrangements
work, how complete the drganization for
keeping order is, aud how considerate of
the public convenience all the arrange-
ments are. We should be glad to dwell
particalarly upon the labors of the Offi-
cers, but as they are patent to all,—
praise may become naturally saperfluous.
Yesterday auw immense crowd of people
wag present. They thronged all the
rooms and all the parts of the grounds,
snrrounded all the articles, grew enthusi-
astic over the most admirable, wiity over
the odd ones, aud patriotic over the great
natural prodactions of the country in the
vegetable lime. The more one sees of
the exhibition, the more ona’becomes

convinced, in spite of the familiarity of
the articles, thut the display is greatly
creditable.

It is simpiy impossible to do justice to
the nierits of many of the classes of arti-
cies exhibited. ‘Lhe exlubition really in-
cludes a great number of branches of in-
dustry, and many persons will wonder
why, wlien so much expense was incurr-
ed, und such high prices charged for ad-
mission, greater efforts were not mado to
make the exhibition more general. But
it is far more easy to find fuult than todo
Jjustice on an oceasion of this kind, and as
the genoral voice accords te the exhihi-
tion itself the medal of success, we have
no niggard desire to withbold our own
more qualified approval,

From the Eastern Chronicle.

‘The weather throughout was most pro-
pitious, the display ot Live Stock, graius,
roots, vegetables, munuinctured articlés,
&ec., was on the whole very good, and all
arrangements appeared to have been sat-
slatisfnctnrily carried out. The Ialifax
papers which have devoted most space to
publishing interesting details of the Fix-
hibition speak of it as a success, We
notice that the greater proportion of
prizes for fruit and for thorough-bred
stock go chiefly to the West Counties in-
cluding Halifux and Colrhester. Pictou
County has, however, taken a respectable
number of prizes.

From the Halifax Evening Reporter.

It has often been remarked that a
county is judged, and sometimes very
unfairly, by those of its inhakitants whom
we chance to meet—secldom a true repre-
sentative of the whole country; and in
the present exhibit of the productions of
out country, although they are certzinly
of a very high order, it is not safe to take
them as = criterion of the capabilities of
the country for raisivg the various kinds
of fruit, vegetables, &c., which we believe
might still be very conside.abiy improved.
Nor are we at all sure that Nova Scotia’s
best, either in the productions of the soil,
or the live stock, is to be seen at the
present Exhibition ; for during the last
few days we have heard it remarked from
various quarters that several of our
worthy farmers were deterred from ex-
hibiting simply from the fact that the ex-
hibition was held in IIalifax, to which
place they found it difficult to bring their
stock and fruits, ete. Whether this feel-
ing is very wide-spread or not we cannot
say; but, taking all things into con-
sideration, we think the capital of the
country is preferable for a gathering of
this kiud to any other spot, if for nothing
clse than to cngender and maintain =
mutual interest and good feeling between
our citizens and their country {riends,
wmany of whom will go back to their
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homes, we feel assured, as much benefited
and pleased with their sojourn amonyg
Haligoninus, uud the hospitality extend-
ed, as with the Iixhibition itself.

Although, however, as remarked above,
the display is not what it might be in the
various departments, there is still quite
enough to occupy very profitably a cou-
siderable time in a visit to the Exhibi-
tion ; and quite cnough really good fruit,
noble horse &ne cattleand clever handi-
work to give the heholder no mean idea
of the Proviuce of Nova Scotinand the
taste and ability of its inhabitauts.

EXHIBITION OF THE YARMOQUTH
COUNTY AGRICULTURAL
SOCIETY.

The Seventh Annual Exhibition of the
Yarmouth County Agricultural Socicty
was held on the Plarade grounds aund in
the Court House, at Yarmouth, on
Thursday, the Ist October. The urrange-
ments of the Managing Committee—
Moessrs, Lo E. Baker, Benjamin Killam,
and Geo. B. Doane—were, as usual,
ample and complete, but the postpone-
ment from the previous day, and the un-
favorable indications of the carly morn-
ing, muking it doubtful whether a furth-
er postponement ‘wowld not become
necessary, oceasioned a delay in  the
p'3cing of articles on the grounds, and
an extension of time, frum nine to eleven
o'clock, had to be granted.  The various
Committees then got to work, ond
though they performed their duties with
all possible despatch, were only able to
complete the same in time to allow visi-
tors to be admitled to the grounds at
twelve—two hours later than nsual

The weather in the afternoon was all’

that could be desired, fine and pleasant,
and large numbers of people from all
parts of the conntry were in attendance.

Except in Class 1, Horsss, and sub-
division 1, Class 2, Short orns, the
number ot cntries exceeded those of last
year; the total number was largely in
excess—598 ag against 450 in 1873—
and larger than any pr ‘ous year, ex-
cepting 1860—tho swocping assertion
that “as the Lxhibition becomes less a
novelly the interest seems gradually to
dimish,” to the contrary notwithstand-
ing. The number of entries in classes 2,
3, 6, 7. 10, show a large and increasing
interest in these most important depart-
ments of the Exhibition. ¢ In such use-
ful articles as carpets, homespun cloths,
socks,” the number of entries, although
comparatively small, was 16 as against
14 in 1873 ; total number in class, 61 as
against 44 ; while in class 6, Vegetables
and 'Roots, it is conceded on all hands
that the show has rarcly been excecded.
The exhibition of potatoes in variety and
quality was particularly fine,

The work of the year, so far, shows
the number of members 160 us ngainst
156 in 1873 ; nmount of subscriptions
$330, against S348.50 ; 104 exhilntors,
wuinst 103 ; cutries HU8, against 450 ;
No. promiums awarded 303, ngainst 271;
amount of premiums awarded. $448,
against $406.25 ; and amount of adnis-
sion fees to the Court llouse $57.11,
agninst 867.20. ,

There is further couse of gratulation
in that the Society is gradually o end-
ing its usefulness, and receiving more
general support from the farming portion
of the community ; the supply of the
usual vacancies, cnused by the with-
drawal of former moembers, and the
addition of new, being almost entively
from this class, and from sections hereto-
fore scarcely represented.

In view of theso facts it is submitted
that this Exhibition compares most fa-
vorably with, and but for the unpropi-
tious state of the weather would have ex-
celled, those of previous years, although
to those argus-eyed, farseeing individuals
who yearly visit the TParale grounds
(nover the Court Ilouse) and on every
oceasion wmake the wonderful discovery
that ¢ the present Xxhibition is not
equal to the Iast ; the Socicty is fast go-
ing to the dogs,” the above may seem
overdrawn.  Possibly a free adimission to
the privileges of the Exhibitiun, the non-
requirement of the dollars now necessary
to a wmembership in the socicty, would
become to such a perfect eye-opener—
would enable them to sce through spee-
tacles of ‘quite another hue.

sions.

Owners of choice stock Jo not care to drive
them to the fair with the risk of exposure to
the chilly rain storms of Oclober.

If the usefulness of the Yarmouth County
Agricultural Society is to continue and in-
crease—and that its uscfulness may be -
creased from year to year s the incemive
which prompts its leading members at no
little expenditure of time and moncy to keep
up the organization—it would appear that
provision should be made for the purchase of
a lot of land, and for the. ercetion of perua-
nent horse and cattle sheds and other strue-
tures for protection from exposure to the wea-
ther of the articles brought to the Iixlibttive.

1t is evident uow firom the large aunber of
visitors, that our Annaal Exhibition miskt be
profitably continued to 2 seeond or third day,
the greater part of the first being naw re-
quired for the entry and proper arrangement
of the large variety of articles worthy of a
place in it, which our County is now abls to
produce ; and many other attractions which
characterize Agricultural Exhibitions in
Great Britzin, the United States and other
partsof the dritish Provinces, might be here-
after added as now and interesting features
to ours. .

CONSCRIPTION OF HORSES.

Le journal & Agriculture practique
publishes the text of a late law of the
French national assembly relative to the
conscription of horses. An :annual cen-
sug in each commune, under the authority
of the mayor, is to enroll the number of
horses and mares six years old and up-
wards, and of mules four years old and
upwards. A mixed military aud civil
commission is tc inspect these animals,
and to select such as are fit for the mili-
tary service. ‘These arc subject ‘to
authoritative purchase by the govern-
ment, at its own discretion. Severa! ex-
emptions of this right of purchase are
specified, such as horses belonging: to the
chief of state and to some other public
functionaries, post-horses, approved stal-
lions, mares with foal or specially adapted
to gestation, animals absolntely necessary
for army-transportation iv. time of war,

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&o.  The minister of war fixes the quota
to be farnished by each region in such
manner as to avoid embarrussment in
pussing from a state of peace to one of
war. The owuer of a conscripted animal
has the privilege of exvmption, provided
he can securo o substitute of the same
category satisfactory to the commission
of removnt. Horses drawn are classitied
according to the requirements of different
brauches ot the service, and the prices of
cach class are fixed by law. Propriclors
who refuse or neglect to comply with the
reguisitions of the law are subject to a
variety of penaltics for cach offense, rang-
ing from 5V francs to 1.UVO franes. Itis
the duty of the owner to deliver cou-
scripted animals to the designated author-
ities.

FALSE AGRICULTURAL PHILO-
SOPILY.

‘The partial failure of the wheat-crop
for three seasons in England has caused
somo English farmers to suppose that the
land has become “sick ” of small-grain
culture, and that it nceds the rest of a
long fallow to recuperate. The Mark
Lane Express thinks that the failures of
the past-thres years are Jargely due to
improvident culture, and cspecially to
the Inck of fertilization. The fine yicld
of 1874 is cited- us sufficiently cxplosive
of the old idea of “ sickness of the land,”
an urgricultural superstition dating back
to the comnencement of the Christian
era.  Columelly, a Roman writer of the
first contury, wrote against the cronkers
of that day, who tormented themselves
and the public with this absurd chimera.
e charged the failure of crops upon the
slothfulness and ignorance of cultivators.
It is astonishing how old errors constant-
ly reproduce tl emselves.  Inspite of the
advance of scieice and the diffusion of
intelligence, mer who hiave opportunities
of knowing het.er surrender themselves
to childish delusions, and gravely pro-
pound the most fanciful hypotheses to
account for facts they do not understand.
In the present case, however, the truth
lics near the surface.  Common sense
shows sufficicut cause for the late crop-
failures in the incompetence or listless-
ness of farmers themselses.  These sharp
criticisms find a legitimate application on
this side of the Atlantic.

Tae GRAIN-TRADE OF Lurore.—The
railway-system is producing wonderful
changes in the production aund distribu-
tion of crops in the Old World. Konigs-
berg, in Germany, is rapidly becoming a
great point for the shipment of Russian
and Polish grain and hemp to Western
Europe. The extension of the milways
is annually adding to thes oxport-trade of
that city in spite of the tarill imposcd by

the Russian government, The grainand
homyp brought to this market come most-
mostly from the neighborhood of Orel.
A new article of commerce, buckwheat-
groats, has lately appeared in the trde,
and is largely exported to Holland and
Delgium.  Russia is completing its lines
of transportation from the interior of its
own Daltic ports ; but Konigsberg is but
littie affected by this competition, as is
shown by her annually inereasing trade,

Corrox raNDS IN CavirurNia—It is
estimated by intelligent parties on the
Pacitic coast that Culifornia embraces
over 20,000,000 acres of land suited to
cotton-culturg, or doubls the area actually
employed in the cotton States of the
Atlantic  slope and the Mississippi
Valley, 'Thie land, under proper treat-
ment, may be made to produce from ten
to eleven millions of bales of cotton per
annum, representing a cash-value of about
three-quarters of o billion of dollars. But
a small portion of the California cotton-
lands have been brought under cultiva-
tion,

ARTIFICIAL FERTILIZATION OF FLOWERS,
—1It has been discovered that infertile
flowers may be fertilized by touching
their pistils with camel’s-hair pencils
dipped in honey; oz, still better, in
honey mixed with poljen of a fertile
flower. In the botanical gardens of
Vienna, a Hibiscus Mexicanus under
this treatment yielded a large quantity
of good sceds.  Several fruit-trees yield-
ed fruit from blossoms to which this
application had ucen made, while others,
not subjected to this process, entirely
failed. It is supposed that the honey
merely retains the pollen-grains that full
upon it from the stamens, and secures
their communication with the germinal
organs.

THe Hor-croP 1§ LOROPE.-- -From the
Mark Lane Txpress of Septc.nber 14, the
following concerning the hop-crop is
taken:

The crop of 1874 cannot be so large as
merchants and factors would wish the
world to believe. Under no circumstan-
ces can the amount exceed 272,000 cwt.,
or 400 per acre, on the excessive acreagoe
of GR,000 acres, equal to an old duty of
£136,000. It is simply absurd to think
of any higher figures, for tbero are thous-
ands of acres in Sussex, Mid and West
Kent, Hereford and Worcester that will
yield nothing; thousands of acres will
not yield more than from 1 cwt. to 1}
cwt. per acre, and thousands that cannot
produce 3 per acre. Let it be assumed
that there are 20,000 acres in Iast and
Mid Kent, Surrey, and Hants that will
give an avorage of 7 cwh per acre, or
about an average yiold ; this would make
140,000 cwt. Then put 28,000 acres in
Kent, Hants, and Surrcy, at 3 cwt. per

acre all round, ‘equired to make tho total
equal to 272,000 cwt. * * ®

The best proof that the crop will he
short, not more than halt an avermge, is
that prices are hardening daily, and rangd
from £10 10s. to £13, arcording to sorb
and quality. » * * *

(After carcful examination of the con-

tinental prospects, it scems to bo  cer-
tain that really good hops cannot Lo im-
ported into England and sold under. £13
to £15 per cwt.

Beer-suar 1§ Cavtrornia—The Sa-
cramento buct-sugar fuctory is reported
as under successful operation, the work-
ing-up of ihis year's crop having com-
menced September 29. The crop of
sugar-beets to be worked up amounts to
nearly 10,000 tous. Tho field-ganyg of
45 men is gathering the crop as rapidly
asTpossible.  ‘The factory is worked night
and day by gangs of 45 men ench, relicv-
int each other. The sugar produced is
said to be superior to any other raw
sugar in the market,

PRresERVING 6RAPES.—A French viti-
culturist has lately published a process
by which he Jias preserved the freshness,
beauty, and scent of grapes as lato as tho
month of April, The fruit is left upon
the vine up to the last moment, but must
be cut, before the first frost, at the seecond
or third joint below the cluster, Tho
cut end is then covered with wax to pro-
vent the escape of vegetable fluids, and
then thrust into a bottle of water through
a perforated cork. A little charcoal int
the water preserves its purity. The
cork is then covered with sealing-wax,
air-tight, and the bottles placed in o dry
room, where the temperature never fills
below the freezing-point, and carefully
kept in an erect position, the clusters not
betng allowing to touch cach othor.
Every-imperfeet grape must be removed
as fast as it shows signs of failing. ‘
