Tus Minister of Public Works has decided not.to give permission to

proceed with the Montroal Harbor improvements until a governmont
commission bas decided that the local plans provide sufficiently
against floods on the south shore. This probably shelves the sub-

jpct for another season.

THE sbuare timber cut of the Ottawa lumbermen for the present
geason is the largest yet made. It will reach 8,280,500 cubic feet,
which would represent 165,700 trees cnt down, counting fifty cublo
feot ta the tree, and, at the average current rate of 26 cents per foot,
will net $2,164,100.

HoNEY promises to bo cheap this year, as the California crop wilI
be a very large one. Thore bas been an abundance of rain, and should
there bo some rains in Marci or April to keep the different kind of
trees and flowers in blossom, there will probably be a larger yield than
previously had since 1884.

ENOLISU syndicates are spoken of every where, and thore are few in-
dustries they do not control more or less. But the latest statement that
there is an English syndicate whose business is to lure wealthy young
Englishmen ta Canada for purposes of robbery and murder, is not
very pleasant to ponder on.

Bia preparations are being made by Canadian icemen to reap a
profit out of the expected ice famine in the States. Over 250,000 tons
wlll b shipped by the Maritime Provinces, which should tend to
makce Bhipping lively in the spring. Large quantities have been
shipped from points in Ontario.

TiE citizens of Glasgow havù had every reason to be satisfied at
the action of their representatives in taking over the gas plant for
lighting the city. Lossos by leakage have been reduced one-half, and
the gas is purer and furnished at a cheaper rate. The revenue is
enormous and steadily on the increase.

SoN:E feeling bas been aroused in Winnipeg, more especially among
the legal fraternity, over the disallowance by the Dominion Govern-
ment of the Tax Act. The effect acording to the Mail will be to cause
hopeless confusion in connection with the tax purchases and titles.
It lS diflicult to say where the matter will end.

Shipments for the past two monthe have been 19,000 tons in excess of
any provious year. The returns of the South Carolina railway show
a haulage in January and February this year, of 72,036 tons, against
53,325 in 1889, and 52,642 in 1888.

Tas large English manufacturing concern of which Sir Henry
Hussey Vivian, M.P. for Swansea, is prosident, is seeking incorporation
in Canada. It is one of the wealthiest companies in tlie metal trado,
its product ranging from tin plate to steel armor plating for ironclads.
The company is about erecting large blast furnaces at Sud bury, where
it bas recently purchased soveral mines, and may extend its operations
to Nova Scotia and New Brunswick.

Tium CATTLE QUJoeTIoN.-The Ministor of Agricuiture bas docided
not to permit American cattle ta be exported from Montreal. Strong
arguments were made by shippers lu favor of a systen of quarantine
lu Canada and subsequent shipment and there is no doubt a great im-
petus would have been given thereby to the trade of the port. 'Tho
Minister contended that pleuro-pr cumonia was provalent in the west
ern States and if once the disease obtained a foothold in Canada it
would resait ln our being placed on the schedule list requiring live
stock ta be slaughtered immediately on landing. This decision should
direct more attention ta the dressed meat trade. One American firm
has been shipping largely this year by the Grand Trunk ta Boston, and
maintains an ice bouse at Point St. Charles with which ta supply its
refrigerator cars in transit. There ls nothing to prevent Canadians
from buying and slaughtering cattle at Chicago on a large scale and
shipping the beef through to this port for shipment. Shippers state
that an economy in freight rates can be effected ln this way, as the ex-
pense of feeding en route and the wages of cattlemen are avolded.
There ls alo no loss ta be encountered from live stock dying fron ci.
haustion and injury in the cars, and, consequently, no danger te the
consumer that the flesh of such untortunates shali by any poeslbility
figure in the ment markets.

IT nnw seems certain, from the reports of Washington correspon-
dents, that thore I. no probability of free fiah, iron, and coal for Canada.
On the contrary, thev ail state that a duty will b Imposed on eggs
and other minor farm and dairy products which have hitherto entered
the domains of Uncle Sam duty free.

THE TARIFF CHANGES.
The proposed alterations lu the customs tariff do not seen

to meet with unmixed approbation, in this city, and it is to be
hoped that the Goverment can be induced to modify some of
themvery considerably before they linally becomelw*.. ln fact
so vigorous has -be6nthefopposition to any increase on the duty
on wrought scrap iron that. iis -believed that the Government
bave agreed to-allow it t- ty remain at the present figure and
have abmt doned their original intention to increase it to $6 par
ton,'fearing lestj insteadýof the proposed increase resulting in
any advaritegeeither to thbmselves or to the Canadian makers
of puddle>bars, it would simply'result in killing the importation
ofwrought scrap, and thus entail a Ioss ta themsolves of the
duty nmow paid upon this raw material,without in the least a tim-
ulating the demand for Canadian puddle bars in whose interest
it was to have been imposed.

Previous to the introduction of Sir Charles Tupper's iron
policy, puddle-bars were exclusively used by our nail manufac-
turers ; but some four years ego the Government increased the
duty by $7 per ton, in the hopes of thus forcing the nail men ta
purchase Nova Scotia puddle bars. As usual the attempted
coercion failed utterly. The nail m-n were forced to give up
the importation of puddle bars ; but instead of going, cap in
'aid, to the Canadian makers for their raw material, they siu-

ply remnodelled their plant, imported the requisite machinery.
from -England, and proceeded. ta work up wraught se rap iron
instead ; thus causing the country, to lose the dutig hitherto
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paid upo , puddle bars without in any way advantaging home in-

dîsstrie.. H- id the proposed increase of duty on wrought scrap
been carried out it would not have helped the sale of Canadian

pig or pu'ldled iron. It would simply have forced the nail-

uakers to stop inporting svrought scrap and to once more to re-

model their plant,import puddling furnaces,and puddle their own

pig iron. In other words the Gavernment would lose the duty

of S2 par ton on the 550,000 cwts., of wrought scrap iron' im.

poried into this country, the nailmakers would be put to a very
heavy expense for new machinery, and the Canadian puddlers

would uake nothing out of their move. Under these circum-

stances to have persisted in increasing the duty would have

been simply a blunder, and the Government have wisely aban-
(loned it.

The intended increase in the bounty upon Canadian pig iron
is of course no detriment to the trade, and as any attempt to in.
crease the duty vould have aroused most vigorous opposition,
,f was the only method in which any further aid could be given
to our already heavily protected iron industries without bring.

ing a hornet's nest about the ears of the Government. Whether
the increase is to be to $2 or $2.50 per ton is not yet known,but
it means simply that the taxpayers of this country must pay
that amount in order to allow Canadian founders to maire a
profit without crippling our iron users. Further help the iron
industries muet have, and as it could not be given at the ex-

pense of other and equally important branches of industry, it
follows that it must come from the country at large.

The alteration of the present ad valorem duty upon linseed
oil te a specific duty of 25 cents per gallon seems also to be
objectionable to the trade. At current rates the present duty
amounts to about 18 cents per gallon, and a deputation has left
for Ottawa not only to protest against any advance but to urge
the placing of this cil on the free list. It has of course appre-
ciated the cost of lin seed ail, and the marchant who two weeks
ago purchased 200 barrels of raw linseed ail at 61 cents par gal.
lon would be doubtless only too delighted could he repeat the
transaction to-day. The advance in the duty on pig lead from
fl0ths to 1 cent per pound has not aroused much comment;

and the proposed increase upon cernent was rendered necessary
by the pressure of Western makers.

What other tariff changes the Premier intends to suggcst is
not yet known ; but the general impression seems to be that
they will noL be drastic in theircharacterand thatSir John fully
recognizes the evil effect any disturbance of the already de-
pressed iarket vould have. Until the trade of the country fa
in better shape it would be extremely poor policy to introduce
a disturbing element in the guise of an alteration in duties. The
prosent tariff is, on the whole, a fair' imd just one, giving equal
protection to manufacturer and consumer. It would be well
to leave it as ndisturbed as possible unitil sone more favorable
opportunity for its amendment arrives.

THEI DECLINE IN LOCAL SPECULATION

The continued absence of the specuslative public fromn Our
local Wall street has so seriously curtailed the profits of the
stock-broking fraternity that it is' doubtful if many of them
bave aven earned their office expenses in genuine commissions.
On all banda wehear complaints that the public will not adven-
ture in speculative stocks as it formerly did,and that consequent-
1y stock speculation is nowadays limited to the brokers them.

selves, and to a amall ring of professional operators who are com.
pelied to live upon each other iu the absence of the guileless
outside speculator who formerly furnished cheerfully the neces-
sary profits for their emolument. When an upward move-
mentis astarted the public does not rush in to buy and prolong
its duration by the infusion of their margins, as they once
would ; and consequently when a depression is inaugursaed
timidspeculators can no longer be frightened or squeezed out
of their holdings. In fact they hold rigidly aloofand the 9 street"
can only put its hands in its pockets and wonder gloomily how
long it is going tolast.

Of course every broker has his own idea of the cause of this
marked absence of outside speculation. Somae hold th at it is
due to the increasing interest taken in wheat, pork, corn, etc.,
and that the public prefer to take a flier in wh ont or ail; others
blame it upon the present depre3sion in trade and the fact
that but few have sufficient money to rub alon g with, let alone
a margin to use in speculation; but all seemi to ignore the fact
that during the time.when the public were still willing to dab.
ble in stocka the street was so skilfuilly and scientifically
c milked" that tboughtful men grew tired of playing against
loaded dice. When any clique of speculative directos, or
brokers, wanted to unload their stocks, official news Ieaked
out of the most encouraging character, the public re ceived hints
that now was the time to get in upon the ground floor, stocks
went up and the outside speculators rushed in to buy. When
the interested parties had duly unloaded and became le short,"
it would be discovered that the roseate reports so confidentially
circulated had proved to be unfounded. Stock a would drop ;
the public would rush to get out ; and just at the lowest point
the clique would buy in again, stocks would once more go up,
and the public were invited tostep in again and assist the upward
movement. Naturally speculators have grown to understand
these methods, and now prefer to go into somae Oher forin of
gambling where the odds are not so heavily against them.

This is the tiue cause of the present condition of St. IFrancois
Xavier St. W-ere it due to the preference of the public for
speculation in wheat or ail ve should find those brokers who
make a specialty of this branch of trade flou rishing,whereas it is
well known that they are doing very little more than the stock-
brokers. Were it due to the fact that the public had nolonger
money to speculate with, we should not find e very description
of lottery or sweepstakes so liberally patronized. The fact if
the public are well aware that in the case of a lottery there is
a definite percentage of chances in their favor, wh ile in the pre.
sent famished condition of the street any " lamb" who might
venture to play the role of a " bull" or a I bear" would stand a

first clase chance of being shorn to the bone. They conse.
quently leave the dangerous venture to the pr àfessional opera
tore; whojust now are living on each other. If the publicthought
that they had a fair chance of succeas, they would uncloubtedly
frequent the street as freely as ever, but their c onfidencQ. has
been rudely shaken, and, until it bas been restored, stock spec.
ulation will be confined ta its present limita.
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BANKRUPTCY.

A casual onlooker will probably say that those engaged in
business seem to get along very well without the Bankruptcy
Law, which the Boards of Trade made such a strenous effort ta
obtain a few years ago. ft was best, said Sir John A. Macdonald
and otiers, Lhat nothing should intervene between a Debtor and
his Creditor,-he saould be compelled to pay his honest debts
or go undischarged.-The farmers in the rural districts have no
Bankrupt Act and therefore the traders should have none, said
the French members of the Iouse. And so it cornes, that such
powers to deal with Insolvents and theirEstates, as can be given
by the Legislative Assemblies of' the Province of Ontario and
Quebec, have ta be depended upon, in the absence of legislation
by the only power competent ta deal effectively with the sub.

ject, namely the Dominion Parliament.
'l'he effect is, as ie apparent La any tboughtful observer, a de-

baeed standard of' business morahîty prevails, and honest com-
petent traders, with capital enough to conduct their business
successfully under any ordinary conditions, are pushed to the
wall.

There are doubtless contributory causes ta the existing tone
of business morality, such as the looseness with which credit to
storekeepers je dispensed by wholesale dry goode merchants,
and the long term of credit given, so pungently referred ta by
the President of the Toronto B3ard of Trade in his late annual
address. But alfter ail, the greatest injuryis dose by the readi.
ness with which traders are enabled to divest themselves of
their embarrassing liabilities, by naking compositions with their
creditors, being re.instated in their estates irrespective alto-
gether of the causes of their failures, again obtaining credit and
repeating the operation ime and again.

Bankruptcy has ceased ta have any disgrace and ow terrors
for the ordinary trader.- Why have you failed ?-What bas be-
corne of yourassets ?-What have b3en your habits?-Have you
kept au accurate record of your transactions ?-Ilow long have
you continued ta trade after knowing you were Insolvent ?-are
questions which if asked at all, are seldoni the subject of rigor-
als investigation, the principal enquiry being, Iow much can
you psy ?

'Too nuch ble muet al be placed upon the creditors for
this, because however willing, they have no law under which an
insolvent Debtor can b punishod for what is fraudulent and
dishonest,-public opinion would not sustain theni if prosecu.
tion were attenpted in ordinary cases, and the office of public
prosecutor is covoted by none of them.-Easier far ta write off
the debt, and leave the Debtor ta involve some other set of
creditors.

Very different is Lite state of allairs in England, where the
principle is recognized that the public bas a vital interest in the
bankruptcy of overy trader; and the olicial Receiver, appointed
by the (Government) Board of Trade, is bound to investigate
and report upon theconductof the debtor, ta ascertain whether
he lias commnritted any act whiclh constitutes a misdemeanour
under the Debtors Act,-to prosecute any lfraudulent debtor,-
and even a composition or schemie of settlement, cannot be
carried through without being tiret approved by the Court,
alfter hearing the Report of the Ollicial Receiver thereon. And

public opinion is all in favor, of sucli rigor, which bas had a
miarked eff'ect in decreasing the number of bankruptcies and
increasing the dividends, in spite of mny predictions as ta the
excessive cost of oflicialdoni.

h'lie consequences to tie neighboring solvent trader are still
more important. 'l'le heart is less frequently knocked out of
the saving, industrious, comupetent man, who imakes an honest
effort ta trade within his means, and to pay his debts in full,
for lie secs his reckleds rival, held up ta scorn, his recklessuess
and extravagance exposed, and lis bislopric given to another.

Saidl a prominlent importer lte other day, " My work for the
past, few years bas bleei to make mnoney for the Bank,-It
the Lion, and the Jackal, ."-Tere is, il e fear, some truth in
the staiutent.-Coiild the losses of the iuiporters by failures be
reduiced one-half or evan one-fourth, it would place a n2ew com-
plexion aon the average Balance Sheet. But what are the great
najority of' the distributors iemselves doing to improve the

situation ? lucreased inports, extended credits, and lax deai-
ing with bankrupts are scarcely specifices ta the desired end,
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BUSINESS PARTNERSHIP INSURANCE.

The foresight which, not many years ago, led to the placingof an insurance policy for $20,000 on the life of a St. Paul street
merchant recently deceased, calls attention to the systern et
life insurance for business purposes which is becoming increas.
ingly popular in this city. No better plan for the perpetuation
of a well,.established mercantile bouse could probably be de.
vised than that by which a policy of insurance paid promptly
after death, should make up for the withdrawal by the heirs of
the deceased of whatever interest was possessed by him in its
affairs. Everyone who is compelled ta start in business for
himself will recognize that there is something in a namte, parti.
cularly when trading on credit is so largely in vogue, and to
sustain a good name and reputation in, of course, the aim of ail
wide-awake men with an eye ta the future.

That the death of a partner with a large interest should cause
the dissolution of a great firm scems a decided mistake and
there are many who have occasionally heard of the disappear.
ance of a great name in business with a sigh of regret. With,
out pursuing this phase of the question ta any great extent,
who cannot imagine the years of labor and painstaking industry
required to build up a business, however small, while not a few
bouses have spent a fortune in advortising themeelves and their
wares to the world. That ail this should go for nothing when
there is a remedy seems absurd and we eau scarcely wonder
that many firms are paying premiums on the lives of their part.
ners and that others are more disposed ta give ear to the repre-
sentations and'solicitations of the industrious agent than they
were sone years ago, when this plan of insurance was in a more
experimental stage. Some houses will not admit a partner
until a life policy i drawn out, the premium of which is regu-
larly paid by the firm and in the event of death the amount for
which insurance is effected reverts ta the firm or ta the remain.
ing partners in the proportion agreed upon Who will deny
that tIis reduces the bazarde of business, or that the ime is
approaching when the death of a merchant prince will no longer
give the faintest cause for a panic on the street or in the ex-
changes? We a're not aware what proportions business partner.
ship insurance bas attained in the United States, or in Great
Britain but doubtiess the figures if compiled woul de bsurprisingly
large.

In another direction insurance among business men bas
grown and is being vigorously pushed, ve refer to the endow.
ment plan. The class chiefly affectsd are young mon of busi.
ness and clerks and book-keepers with good prospects. To
these a fifteen year endowment policy presents alluring features
and promise of future wealth- Agents do not speak very hope.
fully of the family-man just at present. The times are far from.
prosperous and few men with families are inclined to incresse
their liabilities, either in the direction of insuring, or of increas-
ing the amount of insurauce already taken. The women-folk,
who are the chie? beneficiaries from insurance, are far from
being warm allies of the insu rance canvasser as might be ex-
pected, at least such is the experience of several well known
agents who have recently expressed opinions on this point.
These stated that they would have wrltten up additional insur-
asce on soma lives if the ladies had not objected, claiming cur.
rent expenses of the household were already high enough.
Spring bonnets and dresses no doubt entered into the calcula
tions of the fair ones, at least, so say-, but we will not mention
numes.

THE POSI'IOIN OF SUGAR,

'Tlhre~cai be no doubt that a larger quantity of re fined sugar
lias changed bands duríng the past few weeks, than for some
Lime pst, but a contemporary rather over shoots the mark
wheu it places the purchases of one tirm fromx a refinery here
at somae 34,000 bris. representing as it says, an outlay of between
$450,000 and $5010,000. Such a purchase would easily cap the
record but it must be classed among those things the refineries
would like to see, rather than among those which have iappily
comle ta fruition.

Toronto, far western as Well as near-by buyers have contri-
buted to swell the total and purchases have been chiefly for con-
sumlption rather than on speculative account, the experience
of speculative holders of refined in l889 laving been unfortu'
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nate. The long continued downfall in sugar has for some

months caused buyers to purchase sparingly and country store-

keepers hive bean almost bare of stock. A tendency towards
higher prices, consequently, called out a wide-spread demand
and speculative features in the movement, if there are any,
have not been very pronounced. Both our large refineries are

actively employed and the fire in the Canada refinery was not
serjous enough to cause a material check to the output. Stocks
of raw on spot are light and in discussing the present appear-
ances of the market it must not be forgotten that our refineries
have a wide sweep and that their tracte practically extends
aeross the continent. True the lower province refineries have
shown ability to secure a market and the Pacific province is
bent on having a refinery of its own, but for years to come Mon-
treal is likely to be the centre of the. sugar reflning industry.
The recent demand has been chiefly for low grades of yellows,
granulated selling to a more limited extent.

Despite the fact that the sugar crops of the season 1889.90
are currently reported to be the largest on record, the foreign
markets have of late shown unexpected strength. So far the
advance has been principally confined to cane, but heet has
surprised its friends by following suit to some extent. A lead-
ing importer in expressing his opinion on the situation 'said:-
" Notwithstanding the excess of beet production it looks as if
we are to have a repetition of last year's high prices up to June
or July." No doubt the result willmainly depend on the efforts
of the foreign specualators, but it cannot be denied that the
cheapness of sugar in England has caused an excessive con-
sumption and the previous large stocks have been much
reduced. In Brazil there is a marked deficiency in the crop.
Only one or two cargoes have been secured for Halifax and it is
stated that instead of an export of 60,000 tons to the United
8tates thera will not be 5,000 tons. In the Phillipine Islands on
last market day, Friday of last week, thore was a brisker move-
ment and a cablegram to a Montreal firm reports an advance
of 5s per ton. In the United States it is estimated that the
distribution last month was nearly double the same month last
year and the two months of 1890 lead 1889 to the amount
of 72,210 tons. The stock at the four principal ports on the
first of the month was exceptionally light, 1,901 tons, but the
imports during February reached the large total of 100,722 tons,
against only 54,621 tons the previous year. The consumption
in January is placed at 113,671 tons and in February at 97,628
tons and the average par month was 105,649 tons, against an
average of 69,651 tons in 1889. These figures would indicate
that business has been good in the neighboring republic, or that
buyers had confidence enough in the market to anticipate future
requirements and buy ahead.

The increase in the production of beet sugar is somewba
remarkable. IL has risen from 2,210,973 tons in 1885-86 to 3,
550,000 tons in 1889-90, a gain in five seaons of 1,330,027 tons
or 60, par cent. The cane crops have been on the whole sta
tionary, but it is estimated that the current crop is 111,950 ton
below the yield of 1885-86. The latest estimate of the suga
crop of the world is as follows : -

INSOLVENCY LAWS.

The working of the provincial laws and fragmentary stat-
utes bearing on the important subject of bankruptcy have con-
tinued to demonstrate the soundness of the views expressed in
these columns some months ago under the title of I Insolvency
Legislation," alse in a recent issue under the caption (Prompt
Action in Insolvency."

There are few wholesale merchants and financiers whose
trade extends into all the provinces wha would not prefer,
after past experience, to see the best features of the
existing acts incorporated into a statute applicable to the
whole Dominion. At present the operations of the Aban-
donnent of Property Act in this province are needlessly ex.
pensive, as not only is a curator and inspector called for but
tedious proceedings have to be taken in court calling for vexa-
tious delays and law costs. It has often been stated that the
act was passed in the interest of lawye rs and it cannot be
denied that court expenses and lawye ra' fees made it unprofit-
able to wind up estates, and especia 1ly moderate or small ones,
under its provisions. The absence of a clause providing for a
dischârge has found its admirers not only bore but in Ontario ;
however creditors not unfrequently ail sign ofl rather than
incur endless expenses and get little or nothing in the bargain.
We know of one recent case where some of the creditors wore
extremely reluctant about signing but decided to accept 30
cents on the dollar after pressure, the probable alternative
being 5 cents on the dollar or nothing at all. In this case,
however, the lessor who is privileged under Quebec law, had a
large claim ready to eat up the assets. A singular feature of
our provincial act is the provision that a trader who lias ceased
bis payments cannot make an abandonnent unless he bas
been arrested under a writ of capias or unless 8o required by a
credit or for $200, whose claim is unsecured. Quite recently a
small trader who owe s some $800 to $1,000 and has been falling
behind in his payments in this city had execution taken
against him for a small sum. In this dilemma lie summoned
a meeting of creditors when it was found there was no indi-
vidual claim which approached $200 and no legal means thora.
fore of putting him into insolvency. An accountant who was
consulted, expressed reluctance at taking the post of curator
aven if the caEe was put into inEolvency, as certain privileged
costs would have to be met firet, the sale of sone of the
stock would be opposed by consignors, and unpaid vendors,
and his own expenses etood little chance of being paid out oi
the estate.

IL is not to be supposed that the lawyers are incapable of de-
vising a remedy to put a man into insolvency under such ci-
cumstances, such as giving a note to a friend, etc., but in this
case the estate did not present an encouraging outlook for
costs. The debtor's recourse was to allow his seizable stock to
be sold under the execution, his creditors being unwilling to
compromise, and to start business again under cover of a part.
nership name to avoid execution on old debts. In this case if a

r creditor for over $200 had appeared and the abandonment had
been made the execution against the debtor's effects would have
been suspended, in consequence, and the curator could have
taken possession of them in theinterest of the mass of the credi-
tors. The abandonment would not have benefited the debtor,
but it would have allowed each creditor to sliare. The result
simply was that the creditor lio took the execution was paid
and the other creditors got nothing, the latter not demanding
to have the money proceeds of the sale under.execution dis-
tributed among all by the court on account of the expense. The
effect of abandonment is thus tersely stated by the Quebec act :
The abandonment of his property deprives the debtor of the
enjoyment of such property, and gives his creditors the right to
have it sold under execution for the payment of their respective
claims. The abandonmerit of his property discharges the debtor
from his debts to the extent onlyof the amount which his creditors
have been paid out of the proceeds ai the sale of such property.ir
The over-burdened debtor is thus effectully debarred from look.
inig to the insolvent court for relief in this province. So far as
the laws in Ontario, Manitoba and the Jower Provinces are con.
cerned we have already pointed out their good and bad fea.
tures. In Ontario the systen of chattel morigages seeins tobe
largely availed of by merchants to secure themselves from pos.
sible lose at the present Lime, and it is necessary for outside sel.
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lars and creditors to understand the workings of this branch of
law. In the lower provinces undue preferences are a glaring
abuse which give cause for dissatisfaction in almost every buai.
nese failure of consequence.

Fron present appearances there is no probability of an irisai-
vency set being passed at Ottawa this session and perhaps it is
hoped that the glaring defects of the old law shall die out of all
remembrance before anything is attempted in this direction.
''ho Dominion government bas practically abandoned one of
its chief prerogatives to the provinces. Those especially with-
in its cognizance relating to commercial affaira as provided at
confederation are as follows :-The regulation of trade and con.
merce, navigation and shipping, currency and coinage, banking,
bills of exchange and promissary notes, interst, and not lenst,
bankruptcy and insolvency. A great deal of stress was laid at
confederation on the benefits ta resuit from the abolition of eus-
toms laws and other restrictions between the provinces, but of
late years not only are questions of language, race and religion
dividing the various sections of the country, but advantage has
been taken of the inaction of the Dominion government to in.
troduce petty provincialism intocommercial dealings as evinced
by the legislature of Ontario in passing the fragment of a fatute
which practically gave the administration of insolvent estates in
Ontaria to resident icountante, even aithough the bulk of the
liaibilities may be oving in Méontreal and the Montreal merchant
naturally wisies his interests ta bo protected by accountante
whom lie known and trusts in ibis city. We need scarcely say
that no dividing linos are necessary or sbould be permitted in
commercial deaiing from one end of the Dominion to the other,
if we cannot have one civil law and one language for the whole
country, we should at least have one commercial law and one
criminal law, and most of us were of the opinion that the wisdom
of Our statesnen had secured these ta us, Our commercial in.
terests would certainly iot suffler from an insolvent act, simple
and just and inexpensive in its vorkings, and applicable ta ail
parts of the country.

TITE INCREASE OF FORGERY.

lie struck the key-note of business nacessity who said:
The thoughtful man of business, whatever be his religious

bolief, doe not fail to porceive that there is commercial, as well
as spiritual danger in everything which unsettles the confidence
of man in Man, and tends to overthroiv that faith in right and
truth which must b the foundation of ail legitimate transac.
tions." As one of our own writers has said, business men
depend upon I commercial honor and sincerity for very life, in
a financial sense." It ls not enough to gain s customer, he must
be retainced, if a merchant ito build up Lis business.

Finance is the wvarp of the web of commerce. The credit
system, somotimes carried too far, is, nevertheless, wlien res.
trained within proper linita, neccessary ta the cominunity, and
can be made most useful only by the enforcement of the strict.
est honesty betweon businos man.

Among the evils to whicl the credit system is liable is that
of forgery, a crime which Mr. Justice Baby says is e considerably
on the inrease," a sid statenit h which is borne out by the fact
that no fewer than eiglit individuals were awaiting the decision
of the Grand Jury on indictuents for that crime this tern.
It is a crime thait uidermnines the whole fabric of commerce, and
cannot, be too strictly gucarded against. To one vho is on the
verge of bankruptcy it ls an iqni fatuas which allures him
with falso hopes that he may escape ruin and , take up " the
notes ho lias forged, withiout being detected. While it excites
our synipathy to hear of the struggles of ien financially cor-
nored, while even their frll fi-m rectitude kindles our pity, ve
muet not forget that Justice ias well as Love is blind, nor falter
in meting out aueh penalty as May preserve the purity of busi-
noes inethods and eventually arrest the growth of a crime that
strikes at the very roots of that confidence whicli mian must put
in man, in commercial matters.

AN AlERICAN OPINION,
Sinco certain orgau and individuiss in this country are aivo

cating the adoption of the national bank system of the United
States in the maf ter of the bank note issue, it is unfortunate
that that systema is being bitterly attacked in that country and

seems unlikely much longer to outlive the war that gave it birth
The Washington correspondent of the Philadelphia Record has
condensed the reasons into a paragraph convenient for quota.
tion -

Sleavy tariff taxes and the great prosperity of the countryhave gradually filled the Treasury, reduced the debt and with.
drawn the basis of the National bank circulation which was
originally authorized for war purposes. The country must have
a new bâsis of curreincy."

Without referring to other reasons, it is surely enough to
draw attention to the ephemeral character of the National Bank
systen in order to demonstiate its unfitness for the Dominion
of Canada.

THE FISHIERIES PROTECTION SERVICE.

Canada's fleet for the protection of the fisheries, consisting
of four vessels, captured only one vessael during the fiscal year.
This, we presume, indicates that American fishermen have
learned that Canada intends to enforce her rights and are dis-
posed to conform to our fishery laws. That the importance of
the isheries has not been lessened in the eyes of the United
States fishermen is sufflciently vell indicated by the fact that
the modus vivendz bas been more largely taken advantage of than
last year. Out of 252 United States vessels which called at
Canso during the year, 153 Lad licenses.

The similarity between the vessels of the United States and
Canada, and the faet that not ail of our country are registered
has caused sOmo confusion, to obviate which lieut. Gordon
recommended that a Canadian vessel, in order to'receive the
tonnage bounty, should, in the interest of the more efficient
working of the fisheries protection service ha compelled ta carry
either on her stern, foresail and mainsail, sone distinctive mark,
such as a large diagonal cross made of brown tanned cotton and
stitched on both aides of the sai, the cross ta be of suflicient
size to be easily distinguished at a distance. But it must not
be forgotten that trespassing United States vessels are not un-
likely ta deceive a cruiser and prevent her from making a very
undesirable investigation,

That vessels of Our southern neighbor eau do without Cana-
dian ports la not likely. There are' certain kinds of fishing that
cannot be profitable unlesa, to quote the words of the report
" they can use either our ports or those of Newfoundland for
purposes other thn the four guaranteed to them under the
treaty of 1818." To this class belongs the fresh halibut fishing
on the Grand Banks, which cannot be made profitable unless
Our ports are accessible for bait and ice.

The report drvws attention to the declination of lobsters and
mackerel, and urgea the Government to adopt nessures for the
protection of these. The present regulations are difficult ta
enforce, but were the lobsters to be protected otherwise than
by limiting the size above which they may be taken, better
results might be obtained. The report suggests the abolition
of purse seines, the shortening by ten days of the packing seas-
son, the confiscation of all unnarked buoys, and the artificial
culture of the crustacean. The abolition of purse seines is
advocated also for the protection of the mackerel, of which,
during the season under review, 82,074 barrels were caught,
17,704 fallng to the lot of the United States fishermen. Lieut.
Gordon suggests the passing of a law similar to that in force in
the United States, but e xtending over the whole area, and advo-
cates that arrangements be made with the United States ta
extend the prohibitive terni in that country to the whole twelve
months..

Since the United States is taking a paternal interest in the
seals of Behring Sea, it should be prepared to do all in its power
to aid Canada in any desirable way in protecting the mackerel
on the Atlantic coast,

To-day thero are thousauds of

householdere where it forma an indispensable domestic appliance.
Similarly fifty years ago the New York Life was not in existence.
To-day uearly 250,000 persons are covered by its policies. Pro-

gregs in each case lias been equally extraordinary and in each

beasa testimony ta the fact that their excellence and fitness for

the purpose they are designed for have been fully appreciated by the
publie.

A CELEBRATED CASE.

The Eastern Townships Bank has won its cause for the recovery
of the price of the Pioneer Beet Root Sugar Company. When this
concern went ta the wall Messrs. MoDougall, Beard and others inter-
ested went to the Eastern Townships bank, which had a claim against
the company for $50,000, and proposed to the manager, Mr. Farwell,
tiat the bank should buy the property at the eherii's sale wilich Was
to take place on the 12th January, 1883, and that they would pay the
claim of the bank in full if they would purchase it on their behalf and
turn it over to themr. The property was supposed to ho Worth $150,-
000. Tho sale came off and the bank bought the property for $1,400.
They then made up their caim against the company, adding the price
they lied paid, and deducting the amount recovered by the proceeds of
the sheri's sale. On the nineteenth of January, 1883, Mr. McDougall
stated tiat he did not want to appear in the matter as buying the

propeity ; so he put up his bookkeeper, Mr. Rough, to bny it, and the
two gave bonds jointly and sevorally, ta carry out all the obligations
of the sale, the price fixed being not the value 0f the property but the
amount of the claim of the bank against the company, amounting in
round figures ta $49,500. Of this sum $9,500 was paid in cash, and
the balance $10,000 in six months that s on the 12th July, 1883
and the remainder, $30,000, in six yearly instalments of $5,000, with
inttrest at the rate of 7 per cent This sale included al the collaterals,
warehouse receipts, etc., lield by the bank or the company. Before
the first yearly instalment lied come due, the Hochelaga bank, which
was creditor to the company for over $10,000, instituted an action to
set aside the sherifi's bale to the Eastern Towaships bank on the
ground oi Informalites in the sheriff's notice, and secondly on the
grouud of collusion by McDougal, Beard and others ln buying the
property which they claim to be worth $150,000 for very much belor
ifs velue. MoDougall lu the meantime found that the bargain was
not so good a one as ho had expected, and he refused to psy the
anount due to the bank, on the ground that hie possession of the
property was threateued owing to the action which the Hochelaga
bank hald taken to cancel the sale of the Eastern Township bank, and
clained that they never had any title to give him. Ho thon took
an action through hie agent, Rough, ta cancel the sale to the Eastern
Townships and ta recovor what he had already paid. The bank, in
turo, sued for the. balance of the purchase money and have just won
their canse. Judge Taschereau before whom the cause was tried, held
that the transaction was simply a business one on the part of the
bank, and condemned McDougall, Rough (who has since died) and
Beard jointly and severally for the balance of the purchase price,
amounting ta $31,600, with interest since July, 1885, at the rate of
seven per cent.

THE HOME SAVINGS AND LOAN.

The increasing business of thie company has rendered necessary a
further issue of capital stock, and at the eleventh annual meeting re-
cently held lu Toronto the directors were authorized to take action in
the matter. The shareholders approved of the conduct ef the board
und its officers in every particular, and the former directore were re-
elected with the Hon. Frank Smith again president. A glance over
the statement presents satisfactory resulte. After paying a dividend

At the rate of 7 per cent for the year, salarles, commissions au loans,
and al expenses, there reizained a net balance of $14,132. The re-
serve fond ls brought up to $100,000, and there l $24,000 to the credit
of contingent acc ount. The payments on mortgages received during
the year were $95,000 and the new tons 'effected rcacbcd a total of
$188,000, a handsome increase of $93,000. The company has upwards
of six thousand open Depositors' Account as. The authorized capital of
tle company je $2,00 0,000, of whicb $1 ,500,000 has been subscribed.

.GREY (joTToNs.-The quartorly meeting of the Dominion Grey
Cotton Association was held at the Windsor Hotel on Wednesday
last.. Mr. A. F. Gault, the president, was lu the chair, and the follow-
ing representatives were present:-Mr. R F. Parker, Nova Scotia
Cotton Co.; Mr. John M. Paiks, of William Paths à Son; Mr. William
Carry, Windsor Cotton Co., Mr. Williams, Gibson mill; Mr, John

Cockshutt. Brantford; Messrs. D. aloiris and James Jackson, Hoche-
laga Cotton Co. ; and ir. William Hobbs, Coalicock. The report
showed stocks to be Oin gcod sbape; in fact differing very littie from
that reported at last meeting. Next in order came a discussion upon
the advisabilty of a reform in the present terme of credit, and a pro-
posai to soel in future only at sixty days or to allow a cash discount
of 2 per cent was vigorously argu cd, but resulted in its receiving the
three months hoist and being laid over until the next meeting. It
was then decided that the varions mille should close down for two
weeks from the first of April and after some discussion, an advance of
l cents per pound on light weight goods, to keep pace with the rise
in raw cotton, was agreed upon before the meeting adjourned.

Many a merchant bas lost his grip
by changing the locality of his store because an already high rent was
put higher. A manufacturer connected with the grocery trade in au
American city bas several retail stores. Two have been opened
recently, but only one bas thus thus fer proved a profitable invest-
ment. He pays bigh rente, but the cheapest rent he enjoys is the
highest, vis., $19,000 per annum for a first floar and basement. When
asked how he could stand such a tex, ho replied : "Why, that le
nothing; that store je a perfect mine." Were he to move around the
corner et one-quarter the rent, the change would ha ruinous. Now ho
je on the line of travel, where the people he is desirous of serving
muet pass and repass. His main store la in the midet of the current.
It is a mistaken notion that a retailer can turn the tide of travel in
bis direction. " Go with the tide," and do not stop ta argue or rea-
son, but " swim with the current," are axioms in Wall street. Look
well to your location, and if it la in the right place be wary of
making a change.

Tasas are one or two rumours current about a recont failure in
this city that will probably b cleared up at the meeting of creditors
next week. One ia to the affect that in addition to a near relative of
the proprietor ranking on the estate for a suma over $10,000 for ser-
vices rendered, this person bas reccived a payment of $4,000 to $5,000
witbin a short time, and the other la that the same persan bas been
granted a lease of probably the most profitable portion of the building
for a terni of years. Whether theso statements are reliabie romains
yet to be seon.

It is also used as a substitute for, and an adulter-
ant of, olive ail for cooking and table use, and in medicinal prepara-
tins. It is employed instead of the more expensive animal and
vegetable oils in mining ragions for the miner's lampe. There are 125
mills in operation with a capital invested, in the south, estimated
at $25,000,000 ; 12,000 bands receiving $24,000 per day are employed.

Of these losses three were due ta death by
accident liad the policies which became claims averaged no more
in sanot than the average policy lu force, deducting re-insurance,
the los would have been but $73,200. The law of average will cor-
rect and equalize any temporary fluctuation of this character. In.
proportion to the number of policles in force, the number of claims
by daeath during the year compares favorably with those of other

Canadien companies, several of which report a greater percentage.
The expenses ai the Company ta amount of new msurance written and
to amount lu force evidence the care and economy exercised in its
management Policy holders of the Company have every reason to
be satisfied and pleased with the results In thoir behalf, as the prin-
cipal portion of the premium Income for the year was returned to
them in dividends and in payment Of death claims. All of the accounts
of the Company covering the. Items enteriug into the finanoial state-
ment have been examinad lu every particular and verifid by the audi-
tors, whose certificates are submitted herewith. The accompauying
statement of assets and liabilities as on Dec. 31 last shows, exclusive
of the large amount of our uncelled guarantee capital, a surplus of
$60,777 for the security of poiicy-holders, or $156 of assets to every
$100 of liabilities ta them. Taking into account the nominal liability
of paid-up capital, there was at that time an impairment, due to the
peculiarity before mentioned in connection with the amounts of the
policies which becanie claims in that year.

Such a largo amlount of assurance on well-solected lives
la a good foundation ipon which to build from year to year a substan-
fial ad prosperous business Though fluctuations in mortality or
in the average riotnta of policies, 'falling claims may and will oc-
cer, thei operation of natural laws will in due course equalizo such
irregularities. The excess over the average policy of those unler
which losses occurred during tle year caused a temporary encroach-
ment upon capital, and although the surplus over reserves and other
liabilities gave ample, and moro than the usuai, security to policy
holders, certain of the directors have snce contributed an amount
mOre than ulitlcient tu cuver such impairment. Their ouly object in
doing this wasl to give expression to their confidence i the present
and future of the company, that no person may bo misled by the un-
fair and unjustifiabl representations sometimts made by competitors
for businesi. It in not necessary for me to cali your attention to the
incolo, increased reserves and the large resources for security to policy
holders shown in the report now in your hands, but I may add for
your information that the business of the new year is of a satisfactory
character, and tle mortality lighter than for the corresponding months
of last year.

The business at Brandon
bas bou opened out and will be continued by
Somerville & McKelvie, who have made an
arrangement with the Durchasers of the stock.

SomETiiNo NEw ON BÂIOnED WmnE.-The ad-
rotages of barb wire for fencing over the old
btyle of rails or boards are so apparent that,
in spite of serious drawbacks, it bas come into
very general use among railway companies,
fariers and ranchmen. Wire fance allows
the land to bu cultivated close ta it, does not
decay, prosents the Slightest possible surface
to the wind and is therefore more stable, it
forms no shelter for snow to drift, and
thoroughly confines stock; in short, it is
cheaper, more effective and more durable.
The only serious objection that can be urged
against barb wire fencing le that it bas caused
injury te much valuable stock. The bath to
bo of any use muet project a considerable dis-
tance from the cable wire and this forms a
spine so long that stock have often been
seriously torn and lacerated by coming in con-
tact with it. It has beau attempted te re-
medy ibis by using a very short barb, but
experience lias shown that cattle press against
Euch wire breaking it without serious discom-
fort as the barb le imbedded ouly in the hair
without prickhing the skin. Such bar wire le
little, if auy, botter than plain wiro, Rte-
cently, however, a barb wire bas beu invented
and patented that is free from the objection
statet, and yet bas all the advantage of the
long barb. l this wire the barb is as long as
in the ordinary two or four point wire, but is
covered for half its langth by a narrow plate
or shield. If an animal comes in contact
witlh this wire the shield prevents the barb
from entering the flesh, but should the animal
continue te press against the wire the shield
pushes through the hait and the bath sharply
pricks the animal. This Safety Barb Wire, as
it is justly styled, costs no more than the or-
dinary barb wire par pound, and goes a trifle
further. It le manufactured and sold by the
Safety Bath Wire Co., 44 and 46 Princess
street, Toronto ; it i wall worth a trial, as
pronising security in fencing and safety ta
stock.

'lie stock market bas beau duli and unin-
teresting with littlo doing so far as bank stocks
are concerned. As a rule there has been a
tendency to lower prices with the exception
of Commerce, for which thera seeme to be
orders around 124. The trading in banks
bas not amounted ta more than 300 shares,
ther being no disposition to buy or sell. The
outlook le net promising, owing to the diffi-
culty of carrying stocks under 6 per cent.
interest. There is some discussion regarding
the next dividend of the Bank of Montreal,
but the believers in a bonus sam to b waver-
ing in the.r opinion, as the condition of trade
generally sud the large amount of renewals
seem to point te the old policy of the bank
being pursued again. Conservative brokers
think the shareholders witl be fully satiefied
with the usual dividend this year. In the
miscellaneous list, Gas and Richelieu hav

shown decidedly strong undertone and on
fairly active trading both have» scored
advances, Gas selling up te -211 regular
and 205Î ex-dividend which were the lest
sales made on going te press. Richelieu
bas advanced sharply te 61, which was
the last recorded sale. This stock has beau
bammered by the 'beats' during the past two
weeks and wild rumors have been circulated
about soma of the large holders being forced
te sell. The 'bulle' state that one of the
largest interested parties bas taken bis hold-
ings from the street and placed it in bantk,
which, if true, is a strong feature sud does net
look as if the stock would seno offer around
50, according te rumor. There ls no doubt
a 'short' interest has beau crcated, but the
brokers who are selling think a re-action is
in order after the advanco from 53 to 50.
Canadian Pacific has been quite active and
sold from 72J up te 771. The publication of
last week's earnings exhibiting an increase of
$10,000 gives renewed confidence and it is
rumored that soma of the i bulle' who real-
ized on the recent advance are replacing their
stock. The fluctuations at the preseut mom-
ent are governed largely by London and New
York. The raid on the stoek in London last
week le said te bave been on selling orders
from Berlin. Other reports go ta show that
soma of the large operators in London have
sold short' owing te the fact that since its
advance from 56 ta 76, the re-action bas not
beau in proportion te other securities, especi-
ally American. coton stocks neglected, al-
though reports of manufacturing received by
the street are satisfactory. The money
market l easier in -tone in consequence of
lower rates in London where the bank rate
bas fallen from 5 ta 4 par cent., the decline
te-day being from 4i to 4. At the same time
there le not an over-plus of speculative funds
ta be bad on this market. Sterling rates are
8ïf8 7-16 for sixties between batiks, and 9ff
9k for demand; drafts on New York par te a
Smail premium. Counter rates 'à fraction
higher. The 'bull' clique in Richeleu''forced
the price up ta 61 this afternoon, a 5ule beiug
reported at that figure.

Were It not for the wet, unfavorable weather
of the past thre days, the week's trade would
bave shown an improvement over its prede-
cessera. With the nearer approach of Fpring
asd the gradual decrease in the number of
failures, a more hopeful spiritis abroad, but it
le feared that the present sloppy weather will
not only restrict the volume of City trade, but
break up the country roade and.thus render
remittandes worse than they are now.

ditions. Canadian woolleus are from 7J te
10 per cent higher In value than at this time
last year and cottons are Srmly held. In iron
the situation is perceptilly weaker. Buyers
and sellera are still t apart, but the former are
evidentlysmasters of the situation. lu gro-
ceries a more cheerful feeling je manifested.
Fieh are duil and neglected. Leather is quiet
and large buyers could, secure concessions.
Paints sud glass are firm and quiet. Linseed
oit le strong In view of a prospective Increase
in the tariff. Cement is rmer for the same
reason. Heavy chemicals are very strong.
Cheese le quiet, but fairly firm. Wbeat bas
beau active lu the%.States, but in this city only
a local movement is reported. On the whole
thereis certiinly an improvement lu tone and
marchants speak more hopefully of the future.

Cement is stiff and
higher in anticipation of a change In the
tariff.

Woor.-It bas beeu an uneventful week in
ibis lino. Unassorted pulled is worth about
23o on this market. The President of the
Wool Growers' Association, in the United
States, bas issued an address complaining of
frauds in importations of wool in the course
of which he says :-If these fraude and this
low rate of duty continue, the importa will
largely increase. The imports of 90,000,000
pouuds tast year, maostly scoured, were the
equivalent of at least 16 ),000,000 unwashed,
equal to one-fourth of ail the wool consumed
il the United States. This is practically free
wool, and unless the duty la increased those
imports will be largely increased and destroy.
our American wool industry.
