Considerable revival in Maritime trade is expected ta take
place as a resutlt of President McKinley's proclamation in regard.
ta the duties at the port of Santiago. -Hitherto Spanish goods,
have been adinitted into Santiago under sncb favorable terms as-
practically shut ont other countries. According ta the procla-
mation issued no discriminating duties of any sort will b levied,.
The goods of ail nations wlll be admitted upon eqiîual footing.

The export duties upon tobacco and a few other articles are
retained for the present, but will scoon be abolishec. Very little,
tobacco is likely to be exported fron Santiago, so tit ite ques-
tion of export duties will not be of importance at present.

The abolition of the port charges of one dollar per' ton upon.
nierchandise entering and leaving Cuban ports will make a great.
dilference in the cost of commerce with Santiago. The tonnage
tax adopted iii lieu o these entries and clearance duties Is
twenty cents per net registered toit, and will be, chargei only
ipon entrance and not upoit clearance. There are same local
charges for port imtîproveient at Santiago and othter ports whlid
will not changed for tite present, but will probably be wiped out
or greatly reduced wlien they cati be taken up. This tax a-
Santiago is tweity-ive cents a ton on steamers and twelve and.
one-balf cents on sailing vessels, in addition ta a small license
fec. Similar but different charges are levied tat Guantaunamo
and other ports, whicli vill remain in force until they can be
separately coisidered by the War Department and the Treasury.
The exIsting provisions for low rates on coal entering Santiago,
will remnain in force.

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GROCERY NOTES.
The stocks of rice in hand in Europe are as follows: Bremen,

47,600 tons, against 104,2000 tons last year; Hamburg, 28,000 tons,
against 53,000 tons; England, 15,500 tons, against 39,000 tons.
Thera will very likely be a further decrease for some time
to come.

Mocha coffee has advanced slightly in response to stronger ad-
vices from primai markets.

Aithough the salmon season opened a month ago on the Coast
there will be not more than half a pack this season, and to get

.even half a pack it will be neceassary to have the time extended.
This year's experience shows the absurdity of baginning flishing
on July first. The fisah never run before the fifteenth.

The trading stamp sachene has got ta England, but after trial is
being condemned on every hand, the sane as haro.

California fig-growers say that the reason California fige have
never sold well befora le that they have been from Southern
California, where the climate, being hot, ripens fige and
tougliens them. The fige now being pushed are from Northern
California, and are said to be the equal in every particular of
th-freign fruit. The price ls about the same. The current
crop of California fige will be received before September 15th.
The bulk of the foreign fig supply le shipped in August and
September.

Yokohama advices of 25th ulto say as ta the situation in teas
in tiat market. Thera has beau a large business transacted
since last report dated 15th instant, purchases amounting to
11,U87 piculs, at gradually hardening prices. First Crop leaf le
practically finished and the second picking is now arriving, the
quality of which le fairly good. Prices during the interval have
advanced about yen 3 ta 4 par picul. The market at the close
le quiet with a large stock on offer. Total settlements for the
season to date amount to 114,050 picule against 124,888 piculs at
corresponding date last year. Shipments fron 1st May ta Cana-
da ta date have bean 352,425 Ibs. against 700,137 in 1897-98, and
1,055,440 in 1896-97.

". A new sait package is being placed on the U. S. market, and
in Its way the device le quite novel, and likely ta become favor
ed, It consiste of a strong bag, ta one side of which is attached
a wooden peg by a rubber ring. In the side of the bag is an
eyelet hole, and wien the consumer wislies ta get sait se simply
pierces this hole with the peg and the sait flows out. When
enough has bean taken the peg le placed in the hole.'

Hoeggs canning factory at Fredericton, N.B. which has beau
closed down since last fall, has resumed work on peas.

United States borax firme have combined, and as one rae ult,
e an advance willbe bmade in the article. Inported borax in large

quantities now caste 7?c against 5Y4c previous to the Dingley
tariff which increased the duty fromu 2o ta 5c.

"In all drinking qualities" says a Shanghai latter to a local
ý importer "the crop Of Pingsuey teas are the finest for many

ears, but unfortunately in the effort ta avold 'ecumu' growers
have not succeeded in turning out an attractive leaf.

The cracker biscuit Industry in New York State consumes an-
nually almoat three million barrals of flour,
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The stock of coffee in Elavre is 1,268,000 bags, of which 815,000
bags are Brazillan. The crop movement of Brazil coffee ta date
shows a falling off of 128,000 bags as compared with last year,
and 21,000 bage less for the sane time In 1896. Some of the best
informed operators in the coffee trade express the bellef that Rio
coffee will sell at a premium over Santos coffee during the
present crop year.

The European prune crop it is estimated will turn out 250,-
000,000 Ibe. This large crop it is possible will succeed in keep.
ing Californias at a reasonable level, despite present efforts ta
quote high prices.

Mail reports from Sicily are ta the effect that the crop of fil-
berts promises well and will be a full average one. Holders of
spot stocks are infuenced in thoir ideas by the weakness of new
crop and prices are lower.

Advices received her are ta the affect that a number of the
Columbia 'River packers of salmon will not lie able to deliver
more than 75 par cent of the contracts for fancy Chinook, owing
ta the light run of fish.

Cables recelved from Greece quota 12s Gd for Amalia currante
for August shipment, which le 9d ta 1s lower than last years
opening. The Greek market, according to reports just received
appears to be demoralized to somte extent by the failure of con-
suming demand last year to come up to expectations, and the
prospect of a good crop this season. Up ta the prosent time
there have been no reports of serious damage ta the crop, and ac-
cording to well-informed parties the time j now passed when
any great amount of damage is to be expected, particularly as
the crop is somle time ten days earlier than in previous years.
The quality of this year's product will, it ia said, be exception.
ally fine and the first goods will be ready for shipment about the
middle of August, arrlving her the end of September or first of
October.

-IN a recent Issue we quoted from a Detroit Journal, statis-
tics of the population and bonded debt of Detroit and a number
of Amorican cities. The figures given under the headIng "par
cent bonded debt" should be read, "per head bonded debt." Thus
Detroit has a l'onded debt amounting ta $10.32 par head, Cleve.
land $26.79 per head and so on through the list. A correepondent
eays, "all those cities would be bankrupt if they owed sa much
money." They certainly would ba in a very impecunious con-
dition, Indeed if a debt, averaging a trifie over $50 per headmade
them bankrupt. There are numbers of cities and towns in danada
with debts proportionately equal ta those of the American citias
we quoted, but they are flourishing and increasing lu wealth.
Our correspondent need not distrese himself over the debts of
A.merican cities beling so large as to threaten then with bank-
ruptcy. They could double their debts without feeling any
marked distress.

i'I
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ously fron Canadians, who purchase from their
southera neighbours not only more than they do from
any other country, but, when the population of Canada
is taken into account, they furnish a market for United
States products "superior to that possessed in any other
part of the world." The eminent Bostonian referred
to compares Canadian purchases of American merchan-
dise with those of other countries. Last year the re-
spective ainounts per head were, Canada, $11.50 ; Ger.
many, $1.90; France, $1.25; Mexico, $1.90; Venezuela,
$1.60; Argentina, $1.15: Brazil, 80 cents. Canadians
buy per head from the States six times the amount of
the purchases of its largest continental customer, and
over ten times the average of South America. We
have a far greate buying capacity than the people of
the SouthAmericau republics to increase whose cus-
tom the United States -bas made considerable conces--
sions of a reciprocal nature. The expanding effect of
reciprocal trade relations is shown' by the average
annual sales of American products in Canada prior te
the reciprocity-treaty of 1854 being between 9 and 10
millions of dollars, while after that treaty came into
force the annual average was over 25 millions. During
the eleven years of treaty period the exports from
Canada to the States fell short of her imports from
that country by about 33 millions. Looking then at
the effeet of reciprozity in action, not merely as a

> policy based upon estimated results, the United States
j have substantial reasons for desiring it -to be re-

established with Canada. Since that treaty was abro-
gated in 1866--not 1869 as the Boston merchant
stated-there have been great changes made in the
traele conditions of Canada. The speaker we have
under notice described the effeets of reciprocity from
1854 to 1868 as follow

"The Canadian dealers in grain, vegetables, dairy
supplies, fish, hides, etc., coming to the United States
for the purpose of arranging for the sale of their goods,
found bore many opportunities for purchasing goods of
our manufacture w hich were bef ore unknown to them,
and which but for the reciprocity treaty they never
would have discovered. Our dealers in furniture, hard-
ware, textile fabrics and the like found during that time
a great many customers that they never had before, and
many that they lost when the reciprocity treaty was
cancelled."

Such resuits would not be repeated were a reciprocity
treaty re-established. There are no American manu-
factures now "unknown" to Canadians, and, Ameri-
can " dealers in furniture, hardware, textile fabries

&'and the like," have now competitors in Canada who
can-hold their own with those of any country. Not
only so, but, by virtue o« the preferential treatment

wbich Canada lias decided to grant to British goods,
those of the same class inported from the States will
be handicapped by practically an extra duty of 25
per cent. We believe the movement which, has com-
menced in the States in favour of reciprocity vitLh
Canada has been inspired by apprehensions as to the
effect upon their exports to Canada of the new
discrimination against tbem, and in favour of goods
from Great Britain. For a number of years the
imports of English goods into Canada decreased,
between 1893 and 1897 they declined from $42,529,340
to $29,401,188 a decrease of $13,128,152. In the
same period the imports from the United States into
Canada rose from $52,389,796 to $57,023,342, an
increase of $4,683,546. At the same time we were buy-
ing a gradually lessening amount from Great Britain
weiere sending more to the old land, on the other
hand, while we were buying more from the States they
were purchasing less from us. The figures respectively
for our exports and imports to Great Britain and the
States for 1894 and 1897 are as follow :

The inroads made by the United States upon Great
Britain in the markets of Canada, and the shutting out
of Canadian goods from the markets of the States made
the question of reciprocity an unpopular one with our
neighbours, as the course of trade under a McKinley-
Dingley tariff was regarded as favourable to their
interests. The Bostonian shows in his address that lie
and his fellow merchants at the " ub," are awaken-
ing to a sense of there being danger ahead. He remarks
with a touch of sarcasm :

" I Because we still have some timber lands in this
country, and because when potatoes and eggs have
been on the free list Canadian farmers have sold in a
year some hundreds of thousands worth of the articles
in this country, therefore. a market in which we have
been annually been selling nearly $60,000,000 worth·of
American goods is placed in jeopardy. England has
seen lier Canadian trade slipping away from ber and
has naturally been willing to conciliate the Canadians
for the purpose of maintaining it, and has adopted a
policy of conciliation at a time when Canadians have
been receiving their severest rebuffs froni the United
States. It is only natural for a man to buy of a trades-
man who receives him affably, and it is only natural
that lie should hesitate and decline to purchase of a
radesman who receives with Mcks and cult,"
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Tariff "kicks and cuffs" Canada has borne with long
enougli, but ber chastisemnent would have been inde-
fihnitely prolonged lad not "the Canadian Government
announiced that it intended to impose discriminating
duties in favor of those countries that favor by their
customs regulations the trade of Canada."

Our American friends in framing their tariff have
forgotten the old saying: " One good turn. deserves an-
other," they are now beginning to sec that the result
of Canada acting upon this principle, " will be that
instead of Anierican goods supplanting and replacing
English goods in the Canadian market English goods
will supplant and replace Anierican goods to the
distinct disadvantage of all of the manufacturing in-
dustries of the United States."

After looking at this reciprocity question fron the
Canadian standpoint, by the light of existing condit-
ions, the Boston merchant very naturally concludes the
sketch lie macde by asking, "Is it not time to meet
our best customers upon a fair and friendly footing ?"
The question is not put to us, but we take the liberty
of replying that it is always the tinie to be fair and
friendly to custoners, and Canada in this respect lias,
tbroughout ler whole career, set the United States an
excellent but unfortunately an unappreciated ex ample.

BIIITAIN'S FOOD SUPPLY.
The question of Britain's food supply will not "down."

The Ilockade of Cuba with the capture of many mer-
chantmen by the vessels of the United States lias
raised this question into proiminence. The pooh-pooh
style of treatiment lias failed to lessen its interest. The
cornering of wleat by Mr. Leiterwas an object-lesson
on the probable effect of the withholding of wheat sup-
plies during war tinie. If ane ian's operations could
create a scmiii-famine in Europe what might not be
done by a conbined effort of lier eneimies ta shorten
Britain's food supply? Sucli reflections are beginning
to give serious conccrn in the old land. The question
is being asked how is it that the capacity for feeding
the people on bread miade from home growln-wheat lias
so materially decreased in recent years and is still de-
creasing? Land once devoted to corn-growing is fast
being devoted to other uses.

Up to the end of George IVth's reign no wheat was
inmported into Enîgland. Ton years later only one
seventeenth of the population of England and Scot-
land was fed on foreign wheat, and Ireland toolk noue.
In 1842 Sir Riobt. Peel gave the annual home wheat
production as 22 million quarters, which, according
to the preselt average consuinption, vasan ample sup-
ply. Except then to neet shortages fromn bad larvests
the people of great Britain grew whcat enougli for
their own needs. Even Mr. Cobden, who vas proue to
exaggerate the deficient supply, stated in 1843 that the
home production was 20 million quarters, which left
the shortage much less than 2 million quarters need-
ing to be made up by foreign imports. Ten years later
whien wheat was poured in owing to the repeal of the
Corn-Law, the hoie production fell to 11,795,087,
one million of whichi was required for seed. A writer
in the Saturday Review points out thiat the wlieat sup-
ply, home and foreignm, was less aifter the Corn-Law
vas repealed than wbile it was iii force. In 1855 the

price of wheat was 74s. Sd pcr quarter, the bighPst
price it had reached since 1818, yet, in that year, 185D,

England's vhieat harvest was exceptionally large, the
average yield per acre being over 35 bushels. The rise
in price of wheat from 38 shillings per quarter to 74
shillings was caused by the Crimean war which eut off
the supply of Russian wheat., Ilad there been a bad
harvest in England in 1855 there would have been a
bread famine in the old land.

Prior to the repeal of the Corn-laws Great Britain

provided from 90 to 100 per cent of lier supply of
wheat, this home-grown svpply is now only about 17
per cent. [lad the effort becn made the wheat fields
of England could have been so far enlarged as to have
kept up the home supply close to the home consunip-
tion, but now the Britishpeople are actually dependent
upon foreign harvests for 73 per cent of their supplies
of daily bread. In other words, the hone supply of
wheat in Great Britain is only enough for about two
ionths' consumnption, and for a third month the sup-
ply iust be drawn from Canada, Australasia.and
Inidia. If then conditions were to arise from war
which kept back the imports of wbeat into England
for even a short time the price of wheat would be
boonied up to unprecedented figures, and the people
would be thrown iito great alarmn as it is known that
for soine months prior to each harvest the supply of
vheat and flour seldom exceeds six weeks' supply, and
af ter harvest, apart fron imports, there is usually in-
sufficient to last until Clristmas. The chance of being
caughît in such a position when war vas interfering
with imports of wheat is certainly not one a nation
should run.

The proposal is made to establish State granaries hîold-
ing from 8 to 10 millions of quarters of vbeat, a plan
which lias been adopted in Russia. If it is demnon-
strable that such a precaution is necessary, it is the
raiiest folly to object to such a schemîe on Free Trade
or otier theoretic grounds. If the granaries are decid-
ed not to be necessary to guard against the chance of a
shortage of food, then economical arguments are wast-
ed as they are irrelevant.

The situation in this respect lias changed recently.
The friendly relations established between Great
Britain and the United States ensure a regular supply
of wheat to the old country, let wlatever powers be at
,war with lier. America would not suffer its wheat
ships or British wheat ships to be interfered witli on
their way to Eugland. Tlhey would be protected by
convoys of United States war vessels. It must be
remnembered that England is not alone in needing
foreign wheat supplies. The Leiter operations were
disastrous to France and Italy. It would be necessary
for those powers to have the roads kept open for food
supplies fron this side the Atlantic. Any attemnpt
then to stop food supplies reaching British ports would
inevitably meet vith opposition fron the conibined
fleets of Great Britain, the United States, France and
Italy. We are unable to conceive of any combination
of other European powers against England which
would dare toinstitute a food blockade wben threatened
by such formidable opposition.

It is a black stain upon civilisation for supplies of
food to be stiLl beld, "contraband of war.1

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THE HARBOUR IMPROVEMENT PLANS.

Whilst the decision of the City Councilat its special
meeting on Thursday of last week is looked upon by
some as a final settlement of the liarbour question and
all its difliculties, the more reflecting of the parties in-
terested take an entirely different view of the position
as it now stands. The position the City Council has
assumed in this matter is not one to command the
re spect of the citizens of Montreal or of the country
at large, nior, as was evident from the uneasiness of the
members when the question was discussed, was it at all
satisfa ctory to the aldermanic mind which is popularly
supposed to be case-hardened to ordinary scruples of
conscience.

The decision arrived at approves of the radical
changes from plan 6 of the million dollar by-law to
plan 12 a 2, but provides in effect, under the skilfully
prepared resolution, that the city shall not be coin-
mitted to any expenditure in connection with it until
the money is forthcoming froni the proceeds of a
future loan or some other source when the city would
have the option of carrying out its portion of the
joint work by its own instrumentality.

The meaning of this resolution is quite clear to those
vho heard the debate in the Council or even those

who read the report of it in the French press. It was
admitted then practically that the contention of the
JouRNAL or CoMMERCE for months back that no part of
the much talked of million dollars for flood protection
or harbour improvements is now nor bas since 1894
been available for the purposes for which the loan was
authorised, was strictly correct. Of that million over
$121,000went for discount on the bonds, something over
$300,000 was expended legitimately for works provided
for in the by-law and something over $560,000 was as
we have repeatedly stated, mis-used,-probably with the
best of intentions, that it would be replaced-for the
payment of expropriation awards. It is now admitted
that the collection of the money so paid out is so
doubtful of being collected from the properties in so
nany streets supposed to have been specially benefitted

that the only resource the City Council has to fall
back upon to obtain the money for the works ap-
proved by adopting plan 12 a 2 is to obtain froni the
legislature a further extension of the city's borrowing
power for that and other purposes which will likely be
coupled with it. If that extension of power is as vigor-
ously opposed at the next session of the legislature as
it was in past ones, it may not be granted. In view
of that possibility what will follow? If the city lias
not the money on hand to appropriate for the work,
the resolution of the council is such that the aldermen
will not illegally attempt to vote it, and within eighteen
monthus it may be, that a large proportion of the
present aldermen will cease to have seats in the City
Council.

This is the serions position the citizens, the aldermen,
and the Harbour Commissioners have to face in con-
nection with this work. It does not follow that this
should prevent the work on the first pier being con-
menced. It will undoubtedly take all next year to
bring that up to the low level height. Before that
the legislature will have met and disposed of the bor-
rowing power question and the Harbour Board, as
guardians of the interests of the shipping trade of the
country, may then feel called upon to decide upon the

policy of the low level as was at first contemplated for
the enlargenient of the harbour before the City Council
so unfortunately blocked the improvements in 1889.
Should the high level works once be commienced-
Couite que Coute,-they must be continued even if the
trade in the harbour has to pay the piper. We all
know what city councils are all- the world over, and if
that of Montreal is blocked in Quebec not many of the
inembers would lament if the work that they profess
to believe necessary for flood protection should bc done
at the expense of the trade of the country if thereby it
would avoid the placiig a special tax on the citizens.
We know that such ideas exist even if they are nlot
openly expressed. We must say we have no sympathy
with them. They are not creditable to us as citizens
of the commercial metropolis of the Dominion. In all
the discussions of late years it lias been stated again
and again, that the city is contributing $1,000,000 for
these harbour works, whereas as a matter of fact the
city, even with the vhole amount of the million, would

not contribute one cent for the harbour but only for
its own protection froni floods.

As citizens we might, rejoice at flood protection
works being obtained withont cost to the city but it
would be at the expense of civie honour. That is a
work that the trade of the country has no special in-
terest in, and should not be called upon to pay for.
This will doubtless be guarded against by the con-
stituted guardians of those interests.

In looking back at all the controversies of past years
we are convinced that the arrangement of the piers on
plan 12 a 2 is a decided improvement on plan No. 6.
It provides spacious piers and easy access which, will be
of advantage to the large vessels of the present and
future that vill use them and this advantage will comn-
pensate for the delay that lias talcen place.

The Minister of Public Works has been roundly
abused for persisting in his opinion on this point but
in the end le will be justified. He was alvays in favour
of the low level and in his letter to the harbour Board
of the 12th inst. lie repeats his preference, but grace.
fully yields that point vith reluctance as lie says in de-
ference to the expressed wishes of the Commissioners.
Should the high level eventually be begun and inter-
ruption of trade and confusion ensue the lon. Mr.
Tarte will assuredly be held blameless.

OUR NEXT GOVERNOR GENERAL.
The Earl of Minto is reported to have been selected

as our nexù Governor-General in succession to the Earl
of Aberdeen. He is well known to many in Canada as
Lord Melgund, who served as military secretary to the
Marquis of.Landsdowne. This we believe is the first
instance of one vho served on the staff of Rideau Hall
being made Governor General of Canada. His lordship
bas seen active service in Afghanistan and Egypt, and
in a milder fori in the Northwest. He held a lieuten-
ant colonel's commission in the Canadian militia. We
may look forward to a regime more after that of Lord
Stanley than of any previous Governor-General.
The Earl of Minto though no politician, in the ordinary
sense of that much abused word, is known to be thor-
oughly well informed in all matters relating to the.
domestie life of Canada, and ber relations to the
mother country, and the United States. We need
hardly say ho entertains strong convictions in regard to
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the desirability of ail Imperial ties being strengthened,
and the necessity of this Dominion ever recognizing its
dignity, its privileges and its responsibilities as an
integral section of the British Empire. Though not
a demonstrative person, as soldiers rarely are, he is
affable in manners and though we shail have no elo-
quent speeches from hiln, he will be found capable of
effectively expressing good sense and appropriate
sentiments. The Militia will no doubt feel lis in-
fluence for good, lie knows well what such a service
ouglit to be, and what policy is needful for its thor-
ough development and efficiency. The Earl of Minto
knows the people of Canada, and no doubt anticipates
what he will certainly receive, a generous reception,
and appreciation of his services as representative of
our beloved Queen.

The title is a Scotch one, and the holder of it is also
a Baronet of Nova Scotia, dating from 1700. The
family naiue is, " Elliot-Murray-Kynynmound." It
lias always had representatives in the British army,
one having distinguished hinself at the siege of
Gibralter. The seats of the Earl of Minto are, Minto
Castle, county of Roxbro' and Melgund, county of
Forfar. The family motto is, " Suaviter et fortiter,"
which may be read, " mildly and firmly," which is an
exceedingly appropriate one for a Governor-General.
Over the crest is another iotto, froin Horace, " Non
eget arcu," which inplies that le wlo is faultless
needs no weapon, which is also a befitting one for an
ofciiial who is debarred by etiquette froin self defense,
or reprisais if attacked.

AN IMPORT DUTY FALLACY EXPOSED.
The missionaries who labour in heathen lands are

often discouraged by finding their converte still hold-
ing pagan ideas which have not been eradicated by
their higher faith. Even in lands which have been
christianized for centuries there still linger supersti-
tions -whici have been handed down from remote an-
cestors. A parallel case is seen in the political sphere.
Tu spite of denionstrations, of the ircefutable logic of
facts, we find some who cling to fiscal superstitions as
tenaciously as the illiterate do to a belief in ail manner
of omens of pagan origin.

A singular display of this was made by one of the
leading journals in Ontario a few days ago. One of
the superstitions of Free Trade which lias been exposed
over and over again, is that the cost of any article
made in a country is enhanced by the amount of the
duty imposed on the saine class of article wvhen im-
ported. It is notorious, it is a matter of daily observa-
tion, that almost prohibitive duties eau be placed on an
article of foreign manufacture, and the same class of
article is sold in the country vhich imposes such a duty
as cheaply as in the one wliere the foreign article is
made, the home price not being enhanced by the small-
est fraction of the duty on the imported. It is also
notorious that by admitting certain goods free of duty
the home price of the articles may be increased. Our.
contemporary ridicules this, andecalls it "taxing dovn
the price," when it is proposed to stimulate the home
production of an article by taxing those .imported of a
like kind. We contend that the price of an article
may be taxed down by such a policy. This is a ques-
tion of fact, not of a superstitions theory. A certain
article, for instance, is made in Canada, it is made more

cheaply here and can be sold in competition with the
saine article made in the States upon whicl there is
placed an import duty. That import duty is removed
and the article comes into Canada free. The American
manufacturers thereupon form a combination to
capture the Canadian market. Tirey sell the article
here at a sacrifice in1 order.to destroy Canadian com-
petition. They are so successful in this policy that
the Canadian manufacturers abandon their enterprise.
There is no longer any Canadian made article compét-
ing with the Anerican. Thus the United States made
article lias secured a monopoly, and at once the price is
put up far away above what the home-makers charged.
This lias been done over and over again in Canada, and
is being done to-day, so that the removal of a tax, or
duty, on an imported article lias actually caused it to be
muci dearer than wlien the foreign article vas taxed.
Now, if this tax or duty were re-imposed the native
factories vould re-open, and they would then sell tbeir
products at prices much lower.than they were when
such goods came in free of tax. Thus, "taxing down
the prices" is a fact of experience, wyhile the ridicule of
it is the mere display of a superstitions preference of
an exploded theory to a scientific demonstration of its
unsoundness. When a duty was imposed on foreign
made binder twine it was cheaper thau it is now wlen
there is no duty placed upon it. That fact punctures
the vind blown theory thatan import duty enhances
the price of the home-made article, and the people of
Canada would finîd other articles now made in this
country advanced in price vere the protective duties
removed by vhich the manufacturers are.now unable
to turn out goods in competition with foreigners and
with each other. In business matters we must, if
wise, take men as we find thîen, and not assume they
are-angels because our theory requires them to be.
Combination is the feature of the day, not individual
enterprise, and a policy which vould be perfectly
sound if individual enterprise were the rule is a rotten
one when a combination exists, or is likely to be
organized.

An interesting illustration of the power of high
duties to lower prices is just now being afforded by the
extremely low quotations for barleyin the States. The
American farmers objected so strongly to the competi-
tion of Canadianu barley that the duty was made practi-
cally prohibitive, as it now is, yet the lone-grown
barley of the States bas now only half the value it hlâ
when Canadian barley was admitted. There is ne
nystery in this, it is simply a case of over production

stimulated by a monopoly of the market, but it makes
havoc of the theory that high duties necessarily en-
hance the cost of goods to the consumer.

A JINGO CONVERT.

In the winter of 1888-'89 an address was delivered in
Boston by Mr. W. H. H. Murray, of Adirondacks fame
as a descriptive writer. We admit his eloquence, but
his judgnent in those days was puerile. When deliver-
ing-that address lie carried a large audience vith him in
sympathy. In it lie pleaded with passionate earnest-
ness for steps being taken to secure the annexarion of
Canada to the States. lu urging this policy he declared
lie was, "voicing the .prophecy of Geography, of coi-
mon blood and language, . kindred institutions, like.
laws, comuercial necessities &c, -&c. I-e called, the.
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boun'dary of. Canada "a fool's line." He demanded, - O
"What sound.reason is there for sûch- disnemberment,- so

such. -dislocation of natural members, such absurd sa

partition of a noble wholel?" He declared that the s
demand for the annexation of Canada "brooks no re- h
f usal" and he implied.that the seizure of Canada by force r
of armswould-justify enormous expenditures over what f
we -regard as an enterprise more infamous than was ever t

proposed to be undertaken. Mark! Mr. Adirondacks 1
Murray in 1888 wished the United States to seize Cana- i
da by force, a nation which he described as of "com- p
mon blood, having kindred institutions, and like laws" t
to the country lie was urging to capture it. The idea *r
that we Canadians were entitled to govern our own i
country seems not to -have occurred to him. This s
same Mr. W. H. H. Murray has been deliver- b
ing an impassioned address -at Chautaugua, c
on Cuba. With characteristie eloquence,- 0
eloquence much too florid for British taste-he de- i

nounced the idea of annexing Cuba in scathing terms.

He swept the vocabulary of denunciation clean in con- s
demning so routrageous a scheme as adding new
territory to the United States by. force. For poor
Canadians in 1888 lie had not one word of pity, they

were,.ie implied, the lawful prey of the American eagle,
but to compel Cubans, who are aliens in blood and
language, to come under control of the Republic, lie
egarded as unutterably abominable. Although we

regard Mr. Murray's address to have been manifestly
inspired.by the natural antagonisn of a member of the
Democratie party to the war policy of the present Re-
publican administration, rather than a-statesmanlike .
judgment upon the requiremients of the situation, we
are glad to find his Jingoism bas cooled down. His
voice, though decidedly not that, as lie claimed of
"Geography" &c., &c., is a power for good or evil in the
States, where eloquence is very much over-rated in
political life. We trust to have the pleasure of hearing

7 Mr. Murray as an adv ocate of the further developinent
of friendly relations between the United States and
Great Britain. His ideas in regard to the annexation
of Canada have evidently passed away as time and.cir-
cumstances, and the expression of Canadian loyalty lie
'evoked in 1889, have shown him their folly.

LOCAL SUMMER EXCURSIONS.
T,%facilities enjoyed by residents of Montreal, and

its visitors, for enjoying excursions for health and re-
creation are not exceeded by those existing in any other
city in variety, in charm, in all the attractions which
render excursions enjoyable. and. interesting -for the
time, as well as pleasant to reinember, and anticipate
in wintry hours. On the. St. Lawrence, Ottawa,
Richelieu and other local rivers, with the lakes to
which they are tributary, 'rips may be made as de-
lightful, and es refieshing to health as on waterswhich
need-a long journey to reach. Those wh'se business
engagements, or whose.liuiited means confine them to
the city during the heated term, have less to mourn

rer.thiah'the denizens of other cities'who are similarly
circuinstanced. Admitting the unrivalled fascination
of the sea, as we do, we still claim that air as fresh, as
tonic, as exhilerating, and scenes as pleasurable to 'the
eye,-can' be enjoyed'by those in this city-who can only

1' spare. brief . periods of: relaxation; as by those who
spend large sums.at distant fashionable summer resorts.

f course such places have their -special attractions of a
ciety character, but against these we niay put the
tisfaction and the- comforts of .home, and all who
pend summer away, realize that, "there is no jlace like
ome."- One drawback -to several of the excursion
outes f rom this city is the great lack of available in-
ormation as to the localities and objects seen on the
rip. Pleasant as is a sail up and down our rivers and
ikes, the pleasure would be greatly:enhanced if we had
nformation at hand of the names of places, topogra-
hical features, buildings, and their historical associa-
ions, which are brought into view in the moving pano-
ama. There is far too mpch taken for granted, or
gnored, by those to whose enterprising arrangements
uch excursions ars due. The Richelieu and Ontario
oats from Lake Ontario to this city are provided with
opies of a chart on which are marked the naines, &c.,
f the points passed. To strangers one of these charts
s Most interesting en route, and for years afterwards.
We prefer not to particularize, but we could mention
everal river trips which would be mucl enhanced in
charm were something- done to satisfy the curiosity of
passengers about the topographical and other features
of the route. It is tiresome to catch sight of a distant
town, or mountain, and be unable to learn its naine. It
is very disappointing to have to pass spots which, by
reading, we know to be of great historic interest, but
which we have no means of identifying. -Every boat
which invites passengers to sail up and down our charm-
ng rivers and lakes should' be provided with a- cheap
chart of the route,with pithy items of intelligence as to
the interesting facts of eaci feature. It is tantaliz-
ing to tell us we pass such and such places and in
sight of suchi points of interest, and be left without
any means of knowing which is whicli. Another point
which is worth attention is the wholly inadequate way
in which sone of the excursion routes are advertised.
It would almost seem ini, respect to one of the most
beautiful day trips that can be made from this city,
that there .was no desire to secure patronage, so scanti-
ly is it advertised, and se entirely ignored in the ads.
are several most attractive points in the management
of the bout. Our excursion routes would be far more
liberally patronized were the companies which own the
boats engaged in this traflic to wake up to' the advant-
ages they might reap froin attention to the above
points by catering to t.he mental tastes and needs of
the public, as weil as they provide for their physical
enjoyment..

THE SWIFT DEL1-VERY STAMP.
There is general dissatisfaction and disappointment

felt over the postal regulation in regard to létteis for
swiftdelivery. It was'announced and understood that'
a 10 cent stamp would be issued which, being attacbed
to a letter, woild ensure its imnediate délivery inde-
pendently of the ordinary deliveries on city routes.
Tlere lias been an oflicial notice issued thàt iu addition
te this 10 céni stanip, the' ordin-y 2 'cent one mustalsö
le attadhed toî'a letter calli'ng for pronpt d-elier',utls
makiig th'cà of this 1rice 12 cît1 This is quite
as mu ch as the àvèrage chargé of the special niessenger
service. I this city 'the, bóys who .will' delivýer the'
letters'hlaving a 10 'and a 2 :cent sthinp on them can
easily deliver. 3"or 4 leiters every hour, thus earning for
the PostOffice from 36 to, 48 cents per hour. If the'
new seivie 'develops, as is expected, these'boys will f.re
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quently earn the Post Office 50 to 60 cents each hOur
out of whici a very large profit will he made, if, as ve
say, the new service is as much called for as anticipated.
Such a service ought to be completely self supporting
as it is of the nature of a luxury rather than a necessary
business convenience lik<e that of the ordinary postal
service. IL is, however, we fear doubtful whether the

postal authorities will find many of theselO cent stamps
called for now lb is known that they mnust be accom-
panied by an additional 2 cent stamp. As a matter of
convenience it would have been much more appreciated
had a swift delivery letter required only the 10 cent
stamp. The niessenger service which already is well
organized and patronized will no doubt not sec its busi-
ness talken away witbout an effort to retain it. One
advantage il has is, that one of its messengers can be
suimmoned by telephone and at once dispatcied with a
letter, for whicli a receipt is given, whereas the postal
service will require any letter requiring prompt
delivery te be handed in bo the Post Office. Should
the new systen call for a receipt to be given for each
letter dispatched, tiere will be delay, and the incon-
venience of sending it from a business office to the
Post Ollice, will in a large number of cases, be
highly inconvenient. The Post Office should at once
place a box specially for this class of letters, as if they
are thrown into the ordinary receptacles the swift
delivery service paid for will frequently not be
rendered.

FOREIGN WAREUOUSES.

The U. S. National Association of Manufacturers
bas taken a stop the outcome of which will be vatched
with great interest. IL is somewhat on the lines ad-
vocated in this journal soine tine ago, in regard to the
icans requisite for bringing Canadian goods more

prominenitly before the ßritisi public. The intention
is to establish warehouses in a number of foreign cities,
which are intended, says our N. Y. nanesake, to afford
a continuous display of sanples under conditions which
will, lb is believed, ensure careful attention from intend-
ing purchasers. They will serve as headquarters for
representatives of the exhibitors who nay visit Great
iriutin or the Continent for the 'purpose of selling

goods or investigating the market. To such represen-
atives the facilibies of the warehouse will render in-
valuable assistance ia the shape of information and
advice concerning trade natters. The wvarehouses will
also aid materially in the collection of information of
valute to tobe who desire to do business. It will be
wibhin the province of the warehouse management to
gather complete and reliable data upon such lines as
these: Selling prices of various articles; cost of these
goods; where they are purchased; their quality as con-
pared ivith Anmerican goods; customs duties; freight
rates; how goods should bc packed; the extent of the
possible trade; names of leading responsible amerchants;
information regarding the standing of buyers and any
other information whici experience may suggest.

Samaples of goods wibh prices wilI be also exhibited
with which Amterican ones will have to compete. These
warehouses will act as bureaus of information on all
inatters relating to local business. It appears that one
such establishment in Venezuielais nearly ready, the in-
auguration of which will be a function discharged by
General Andrade, the new President. Following this

it is expected tiat warehouses will be opened in Buenos
Ayres,the Argentine RepublicJapau and Ilamburg. T he
U. S. Manufacturers' Association considers that with
a chain of warehouses covering a dozen or more foreign
markets and bringing the actual goods of their mnann-
facture before the foreign buyers they will have a
leverage for forcing entrance into foreign markets
whose practical value cannot be over-estiiated. More
can be done in a few months with actual samples for
examination by intending buyers than in a year of
hard work without such advantage.

THE CANNED GOODS SITUATION FOR 1898.

It may be said that the season of 1897 was one of profit to
Canadian packers owing to the unprecedented high range of
prices for tomatoes and other vegetables, which bas been so
well maintained up to the near approach of the present
packing season of 1898. Perhaps no period in the history of
the canned goods industry in Canada has manifested so
many hopeful sigans. Starting in on a bare market, with rul-
ing high prices in this country, as well as in the neigiboring
republic-where prices were infiated by the increased de-
mand for army supplies,-everything looking to an increased
expansion in the general trade of the country stimulated
confidence in the minds of those most competent to judge
that the present year would be one of profits.

Adam Smitb, the great political economist, claimed that
scarcity and high prices make for prosperity, and while ad-
mitting se, "packers should be governed by prudence as to
too high prices," as ib places an embargo on their product
which thereby ceases to become popular, with the "million."
Canned goods " vegetables" of late years play a very impor-
tant part in the sustenance of mankind, and too high prices
for tomatoes, corn and peas wili restrict their consumption
and consequently decrease the output of the packers. How-
ever supply and demaud are in all cases the telling factors
as regulating and governing prices in all commodities.

IL was the jobber or middleman who made the most profit
out of last season's pack, having bought early in the season
at low prices before any one could judge of the growing Y
crop, which proved to be short of the wants of the country.
This bas taugit packers a useful lesson, and in consequence
a marked change has taken place in the disposal of the pack
for the present season. Most of the packers are feeling their
way with caution before rushing into the market and selling
futures below the cost of producing them or knowing what
the next crop will be. Already suflicient knowledge of the
growiig crop ias bea gained to warrant the packers from
selling at low prices-unfavourable weather during the plant-
ing season for tomatoes and corn, cold nights in the first
week of June followed by an unbroken spell of dry and hot
parching weather bas stunted the growing crop in all sec-
tions of the country, which from now forward under the most
favorable circumstances cannot be improved. The east and
parts of the west have been visited by an unusual frost whici
eut down acres of sweet corn. The peas promised a large
crop up to the time of being husbanded, but owing to dry
waather accompanied by excessive heat, dried them on the ty

vines prematurely before they could be picked, and acres had t
consequently to be abandoned for seed, and packers say the
pack is smaller than last year. Ib is understood that only a
very small amount of this year's pack has been sold for
future delivery, and those packers who having done so may
have reason to regret it.-CoiMNiuxcATrED.

A letter from Sicily reports the market on almonds firm but
quiet. Regarding the Spanish crop, it Is generally understood
that there will be a fair crop, but in the absence of cable infor-
mation nothing definite ca be said.
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A RECENT FAILURE.
There is mourning and lamentation in the tents of several

of our wholesale bat and fur merchants. They are weep-
ing for their goods which are not-where they should ie,
and for proceeds of sales which have gone-no one knows
whither. A retail dealer in these goods comrnnenced business
two years ago on a leading thoroughfare. By paying partly
in cash, and the balance on short time, he won the confidence
of wholesalers, who regarded him as doing a nice little pros-
perous business. This week he called bis deluded creditors
together ta treat them ta a surprise party. He announced
bis liabilities ta lie $6,500 and bis assets $1,500, consisting of
a stock of old hats, articles which, thouglh when worn are
confortable ta the head, were, as assets, distressing to the
hearts of the creditors. Being asked where $1,700 of fine
furs purchased within 30 days had gone, lie explained
that an uncle of bis had loaned him $1,000 on theml
With excusable curiosity the creditors asked what he liad
done with the $1,000? To this the innocent nephew blandly
replied that lie had used the $1,000 ta pay somae obligation
ta another uncle. " 0 ! my prophetic soul, my Uncle," was
the exclamation of one who knew his Shakespeare evidently
better than he had done bis customer. One of the creditors
of a plilosophical turn of mind, whose business cares are
relieved by bis love of humour, writes ta us asking: "Cannot
you quote a piece of poetry as a baln ta the broken hearts
of the bereaved victims?" Certainly-this seemns ta fit the
case like a glove ;

"Can such things be,
And overcome us like a summer's cloud,
Witlout our special wonder "

The wonder excited in us is, why prompt steps are not taken
ta recover those furs, and failing that, to place the man of
two uncles in cold storage, where creditors cease from
troubling and weary storekeepers, who order goods when on
the eve of failure, would find rest-and a diet of skilly.

There are other features of interest in the case which need
not be enlarged upon bere, e. g. the alleged provision for or
discharge of one or two promissory notes not yet matured,-
and another (alleged) in which the payee is the saine
naine as the maker. Of course thera is no law ta prevent a
man's making notes payable ta himself ! It harms no one,
-like the gigantie costermonger whose little better-half
used te belabour him with lier fists-as he remarked-"Ilt
pleases she, and don't hurt ."

OUR ASPBALT PAVEMENTS.
The City Counil has decided ta repave Craig street xvith

asphalt. This material is no doubt very suitable for the
purpose. There is a very heavy -wbeel traffi along that
street which will be increased when the new 0. P. R. sta-
tion is completed. The street is exceptionally situated, as it
is a dead fiat with nearly all the streets running trom it on
both sides on a rising grade. This causes a larger flow of
water on Craig tban any other street in the city, and con-
sequently the pavement of Craig St. is kept wet much longer
than other streets. Under snch conditions no mnaterial could
ha less suitable than wood for the pavement of such a
thorouglhfare, and stone blocks are also objectionable as
water gets under themi, and disturbs the satting. The in-
fluential aldermen wlion so strongly recommended wooden
block pavement for Craig street a few years ago have
tauglt the citizens a costly lesson. Asphalt
being impervions ta water sheds it rapidly, and is not in-
jured by inoisture, it is therefore especially suitable for a
street which is a natural water course. These advantages
however, are wholly contingent upon the asphalt baing of
first class quality, and well laid, for poor asphalt, unskilfully
laid, makes one of the worst pavements known. On St.
James and St. Lawrence Main streets there are hundreds of
boles of varying size and depth in the asphalt roadway.
Many of these holes are several yards square, and have been

fllled np with ashes, so that the street looks as thoug h it bad
been subject ta a vertical fire which had spotted the road
witli deep marks. As to St. Lawrence Main it is a very
dangerous street to drive along, as many of the holes are
close ta the car track and are traps for wheels in which we
have seen vehicles caught at the imminent risk of life and
limb. If the City Council permit such a wretched apology
for asphalt with its dangers ta traflic to be laid on Craig
St. it will be guilty of criminal negligence. No conceivable
excuse can be made for a defective pavement except one
which would prove the aldermen ta bave been subsidised by
the contrantors. Unless they are auxious ta have the citizens
so judge them again the meinbers of the Council will take
such measures as will ensure Craigstreet being as well paved
as are asphalted streets in other cities where the best work
is demanded from contractors, and such conditions iuposed
as make it ta their interest ta provide the best materials and
worknanship.

THE GIEIG FAILURE.
We have ta chronicle this sveek the failure of the firm of

Robt. Greig & Co. with liabilities of somae $95,000. This bouse
succeeded that of W. S. Kennedy who came here from Phila-
delphia somae few years ago ta engage in business as agent for
several large European firms, manufacturing grocers' special-
ties, and who, on the pretence that bis business was capable
of greater expansion, with a corresponding increase of profits,
persuaded Mr. Robt. Greig to go into partnership with him
in 1894. Mr. Greig had the books examined by a firm of
cbartered accountants who reported favorably, and.so in due
course he signed the partnership deeds and place a in the
business the amount of capital agreed upon; but unfortun-
ately for himself he did not at once take bis place in the
office of the firm, not being at that time free trom bis former
position, and when lie did get there he found that the firm
name had beau signed ta paper, mostly renewals of notes for
old liabilities, not appearing in the statement which Mr.
Kennedy had given of his affairs, nor in the books, and in-
stead of the business being in a healthy condition, it turned
out that it showed a deficit of somae $25,000 or sa. Mr.
Greig was at the time strongly tempted ta go into liquida-
tion and suifer this loss, but on consultation with bis father
who offered ta help him, lie decided to face the situation, and
but for the failure of Tester & Co. who owed him a large
amount-this also being a legacy of Mr. Kennedy's-he would
have succeeded, as it is claimed that now, notwithstanding
this last inisfortune, the assets equal the 'liabilities. The
sympathies of bis friends, who all know hiow bard lie bas
worked ta get bis business out of its difliculties, are heartily
with Mr. Greig and also with his fatber,Mr. Wm. Greig, who
bas so faitbfully carried out bis promise to do all lie could ta
assist, and which he did ta the extent of somae $36,000. The
liabilities are as follow: Unseeured Mr. Wm. Greig, 36,000;
Boyd & Co. $9,611; and about $10,000, mostly amounts under
$500; mortgages $2,012; privileged $1,593; indirect
(Molsons Bank)$9,300-The firn of The Greig Mfg. Co. is not
ta be confounded with that of Robt. Greig & Co., as it is
entirely distinct, and will not be affected in the slightest
degree by the failure of the latter.

Owing ta the pressure upon our columns last week, we

were unable to publish the usual two-page bank statement
which has been a specialty of this journal for many years,
and one much valued by bankers and others, ta whom it
affords a complete record of the monthly official statistics
with all details in the most convenient form for reference.
In this as in other features THE JoURNAL oF COMMERCE iS dis-
tinguished from those ephemeral publications which have
no value beyond the passing moment, and very little then,
as their contents are never relied upon, and never referred
ta for trustworthy information,
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THE NEW STOCK EXCHANGE QUARTERS.
The opening of the new building of the Montreal Stock Ex-

change on Thursday the 21Lst nst was the occasion of a lunch
tendered by the Western Loan and Trust Co. te whose foresight,
in the person of its manager Mr. Barclay Stophens, is te be
credited the purchase of the conmodious and handsome quar-
tors destined te accommnnodate inonbers of the local Wall Street
while ln active session. Complimentary speeches were made by
Hoà. A W. Ogilvie, Hon. L, J. Forget, Mayor Prefontaine,
lio, C, A. Geéoffrion, lion. J. E. Robidoux, Sir William ling-
stonMIr. Gordon Strathy and others. The new promises are
finished li chaste colours and ornate woodwork; indeed the
artistic is so agreeably present, as to make the expression "On
'Change" au aesthetic simile.

DRY GOODS NOTES.
During the six months just closed Bradford-Amerlean trade

shows a decline of $10,000,000, which is feilt the more by the
nianufacturers because of the fact that last year there was an
increaso of $10,000,000 over 1806. Allowing for the stoppage
of ordinary trade conditions entailed by the war, it ls evident
tiat Bradford alone wili lose in the neighborhood of $25,000,000
this year by reason of the Dingley tariff.

A between-seasons dullness now pervades the uptown retail
district, and all the large departmtent stores are slifmly attended
by shoppers. A representative of one of these large depart-
ment stores says: "Tho soason's business bas turned out very
satisfactory, the late spring and snmuer demand lasting longer
than usual. Tho soason opened early and early spring supplies
were freuly distributed, the donand during the month .of April
and May being unusually large. Business fell flat in June and
while the output was smnall it subsequently beneilted retailers
by enabling thein tu secure nuîsually cheap lots, of seasonablO
goods to olier during July. All the large retaii houses took ad-
vantage of this and, with the assistance of good weather, our
sales have showed excellent resuits during a month wheOn the
demuand la usually liglht. Business lhas been remarkably well
sustainied and has enabled us to work stocks down loser.than
usual, With the end of the mionth, comes the tine for the half.
yearly stock-taking and I anticipate a smnaller inventory:than
for many years past, as a result of a good early and good late
seon's business."

"Roady to woar" suits and skirts promise to become a more
popular formi of the retail dry gonds business than ever. Across
the lino, manufacturers are making unusual preparaéion for a
big fall domand. The popularity of plain weaves and of tailor.
made costumos has been of imaterial aid in increasing their out-
put, and many consumers are buying ready-to-wear costumes
who a year or two back patronized only dressmakers. As the
large establisnents, numbering among then department stores,
boy their goods fromt frst hands direct, il will undoubtedly re-
flct li the output amîong jobbers, wlo nust depend upon the
smtallor retailer te market their gouds. Thus do the changes
wrouglt fromn these large establishments go steadily forward.

The carpet trade in the U. S. according te New York advices,
liolds pour prospects for fali business. Prices on art squares and
Smiyrnia linos have boen cut considerably of late, owing te the
increased output, and only goods that show sone novel weave or
design tu coiniend then te buyers are going forward. In nar-
row makes of carpets prices are still on the auction basis, with
no immnediate imuprovoment in sigit. Brussels and velvet lines
are slow.

Yokohama advices on the raw silk market dated 25th ulto.
state. Thore las been a moderate enquiry for silk since lâÏst
clroubir and buyers for Europe have given more attention to the
article lately. The market for new crop silk was opoeied on the
22ntd June and since that date about 33 picula have beon bought
on tie basis of yen 870 for No. 1 Filatures coarso sizes. The
weather of late bas beon unfavorable to silkworm rearing and
dealers now are lowering their estimate of the crop. The
majority'are of opinion that the production is in no way larger'
thian last year, wlilst nany put it it even less. Total settle.
monts fron lst J uly 1897 te date, (including 12,080 pls., direct
shipments by Japanese), 57,780 piculs. Against corrosponding
perod-Season 180-97, 50,162 picole ; against corresponding
period 1805.90, 56,090 picauls; against corresponding period 1804-
De, 51,000.

MONTREAL, Jiuly 2Sth, 1898.
Due to the near going into force of the

discriminatory tariff, the Customs have
applied the rule of passing entries ouly
when cargo is at wharf, instead of doing
s0 upon ship being reported In Canadian
waters. This la done in order to avoid the
possibility Of importations aâbout due
defeating the new duies, hence customs
rOcelpts this week have been les than the
average since the turn of July. Taking
internai trade at largetransactions
throughout the country are of rather a
confined character, farmersbeing actively
engaged In field work ; h4tft la quite ex-
pected that another fortn4iht will see the
fall movement well underivay, Travellers
on the "road"' report tiiaht stocks as a rule
are not by any meanus abulidant, and whilst
dealers have something of an excuse to
make as to the enhanced prices ruling this
year, they will not let this lead them to
make the mistake of delaying too long.
Meantime they are quite wiilPig to let the
wholesale trade carry stocks. In the mar-
kels there is not very much iof note. Bran
is scarce and dearer, hay cheaper, wire
nails reduced 5c at $1.85 base, Canada
plates firmer, good brands being held at
$2.25. Rope lower, turpentine slightly
firmer, but unchanged, groceries quiet and
without special feature.
