TO THE MEMBERS OF THE
UNITED CHURCH OF ENGLAND & IRELAND,
IN THE DIOCESE OF QUEBEC.

Brerurex Berovep iy THE Lorp :
It having pleased the Chief Shepherd to set me in

‘that office, within the limits of the jurisdiction assigned

‘? me, which was established in the primitive days of
Christianity, for the government of the Churches and
the adninistration of their affairs, I have been re-
Quested by your fellow-churchmen assembled recently
at Montreal for the formation of the CuurcH-SoCIETY
In this Diocese, to address you in behalf of that In-
Stitution, The call which T have to make upon you,
in pursuance of this request, has reference to the
condition of the Church in this country and the duty
which lies upon you, as springing from that condition.

Suffer me, then, to bespeak your kind acceptance
of my appeal, while I use the liberty of setting before

| and support: A Church that, when she freed herself
| from the usurped and super-induced power under
| which she had groaned with the other Churches of
| the West, recovered her independence without brea-

in all Churches of the Saints: A Church that, pre-
| serving these blessings, by the sig.nal mercy of God,
in all the changes and convulsions of the world,
dispenses to you the word and sacraments by a title
which nothing but ignorance or wilfulness can call in
question, received down from the beginning and
acknowledged, nay maintained, as so existing within
her bosom, by Jearned writers who .have sifted her
claim in this point, among the Romanists themselves
A Church that, building ber faith upon the pure word
of God, challenges comparison, at the same time, of
her whole system in doctrine, government and worship,
with the writings of the earliest fathers, the records
of the earliest councils, and the liturgical offices of

¥ou, according to the measure of wisdom vouchsafed
to me, as well your duty as Clhyistians, 1o contribute
towards the support of the Gospel, as your duty in
the Capacity of Churchmen, to maintain your proper-
relations with your own particular Church.

The Clergy Reserves which had been allotted for | and the high and strenuous assertion, in all points, of
the endowment of the Church, baving been, in great i
part, diverted from that purpose by a concession of’}

which T shall not here question the wisdom, to the
deg\ands of persons unfriendly to her interests, or
naturally desirous of advancing their own, and the
revenue arising from that portion of her patrimony
which is left to her, being more than absorbed by the
payments which, under the existing arrangements, are
charged upon it,—our main dependence for meeting
all the farther wants of the Church, is the munificence
of the SocieTy For THE PropacaTiON OF THE GOS-
vir 1 Forerey Pamrts. That venerable body,—
be§ides a large and constant expenditure for other
objects connected with the extension and maintenance
of Religion throughout the colonial possessions of the
Empire in all their prodigious extent, supports several
hundred Missionaries in different quarters of the
world, and no less than fifty-one at this moment in
the Diocese of Quebee. It is, under God, upon that
'S?Cie'-y, in conjunction and co-operation with the grand
Sister Institution in the Church, THE SoCIETY FOR
PromMoring Curistiax Kxowrence, which has also
exerted and is exerting a noble munificence in our
»behalf, that the Church in the Colonies depends for
the means of planting and propagating the blessings
jof the Gospel of Christ. Ungrateful indeed must be
the Churchman among us, who does not bless God for
:‘he' bounty of these Societies, and appreciate the
fruits of their labours. Many a spire which points
10 beaven in the wilderness, is a monument as well as
an emblem, of their zeal: many an echo has been
returned from the depth of the forest, of good tidings
Pproclaimed by the messengers whom they have sent
forth: many a help to Christian prayer and praise,

_ and many a lesson of the wisdom which is from above,

many a gift of the blessed word of God, has been
dispensed from their treasuries to settlements whether
ruder or more advanced, from Lake Huron at one
extremity of Canada, to the Gulph of St. Lawrence
at the other,—to say nothing of aid rendered in the
training of youth for the holy Ministry, and of lands
purchased as endowment in oxder to the perpetuation
of religious privileges ameong the people,—with other
works of picty and love. There may have been in-
stances, no doubt, of faultas well as of failure, the
fruits of human imperfection, in the proceedings con-
ducted in the Colony, under the auspices of these
wenerable bodies, and a time may be remembered when
all the efforts of religious zeal were comparatively
languid and ineffectual—but we may look back to the
?)egmning of this century and see then, devoted, and
in t.he truest sense evangelical Missionaries of the
Society for the Propagation of the Gospel, in this
country—foremost among them, him who rose after-
-wurds to the Episcopate of Quebec, whose praise is
in all the churches, and who being dead yet speaketh.

¢ Whatever may have been witnessed in the earlier
life ?f those who are growing grey among us, no tor-
por is now seen spread over the Church of the Empire :
=—our God has awakened a spirit in England which
manifests itself in eforts redoubled from year to year,
for the multiplication of Churches, the augmentation
of the number of Ministers, the circulation of the
word of life, the extension, at home and abroad, to
them that are far off and to them that are nigh, of all
Means and resources for educating the poor, enligh-
tening the ignorant and reclaiming the depraved ;—
efforts which are stamped with what alone can make
them efficacious, faith in the saving name of Curist
and reliance upon the power of the Divine Seirit.
Anfl in Ireland, under the pressure of adverse or even
afflicting circumstances, the Church has risen to new
energy and life, and the Clergy have manifested a de-
votedness which would prepare them to shine as
Martyrs, if called to suffer in the cause.

It is also a remarkable feature, which happily char~
acterizes these great operations, that the principles of
Ecclesiastical Unity and Order are far more clearly

come up, they may teach their children the same. The
day has arrived in which the growing wants of the
Church can no longer be supplied exclusively by
drawing from sources which lie at a distance: the
supply must well forth, and that freely, from the soil,
or much of the rising growth will wither, once for all,
at the root. The number of our Clergy, inadequate
as it is to the demands of the people, bas fully doubled
since the care of the Churches came, less than six
years ago, upon my shoulders—and this has been al-
most wholly provided for from home : but it is impos-
sible to suppose that we can go on for ever, in this
dependent condition, adding burthen to burthen, year
after year, without limit, to those already undertaken
by our generous friends on the other side of the At-
lantic. In fact it is now distinctly expected from us
in that quarter, that we should make some vigorous
efforts for ourselves, and this begins, very justly, to be
attached as a condition to reiterated acts of bounty.
Look then, and with an unshrinking eye, at your po-
sition : consider the responsibilities which devolve
upon you: assume your task with hope and gladness
of mind: confide it to Godin the name of his blessed
Son: remember with thankfulness to Him, how dear
your Church ought to be to your hearts and how im-

the earliest times, to show her accordance with all
" these venerable authorities «=—A Church that, while,
"bll the one hand, she is behind no body of believers
in the restoration of scriptural theology, the procla-
mation of Christ crucified as the sole hope of sinners,

the truth as it is in Jesus, supplies you, on the other,
with her prepared solemnities for public devatiou,
stamps it with all spiritual fervour, clothes it with all
chastened seemliness and reverence, and embodies it
in forms which, whatever may be the failings of indi-
vidual Ministers, or the fuctuations of sentiment in
the world, serve as a guarantee for the dignity of
worship, and a guard upon the soundness of Faith:
A Church whose annals and memorials are seen to
beam with the reflected glories of Heaven whose list
of Holy Martyrs, whose continuous array of learned

divines fill up the perspective of the past, “ and mitred
fathers in long order go,” benefactors of their people,
champions of the truth, burning and shining lights in
the Christian world :=—A Church in our own day ex~
tending herself far and wide over the world, to follow
the limits of the empire, which in the Providence of
God is ordained to open the way for her labours :
carrying the lamp of the Gospel - into the darkened
abodes of Heathens and of Jews, and now planting See
after See in distant and different regions of the earth;
spreading also with an almost unparalleled rapidity in
that branch which subsists in aneighbouring republic:
—Brethren, although I do glory in the Church, I
would not speak in the way of boasting, and God for~
bid that I should promote a hollow reliance upon ex-
ternal privileges alone, or a supercilious disdain of
other Christian men :—I do not say that the Church
has no imperfections, or that her light has never, in
any degree, waxed dull; and as for ourselves, her
Ministers and her Members, we have faults and sins
enough among us to keep the lessons of humility
and fear before our eyes: What I speak of, is our
duty to our Church : our duty arising from our privi-
leges ; the calls upon us in proportion to our bles-
sings; and truly I fear it must abase rather than exalt

us in our own sight, if we ask whether we fully respond

to these calls. This Church of which I have been

speaking is here planted amoug us: and we are made

a portion of the Church-establishment at home : this

country in which we live is comprehended by formal

and solemn acts of the Crown, in the Province of
Canterbury—shall we keep and sball we cherish our

religious inheritance, and seek to pass it down to our

children, or shall we suffer it to languish and decay ?

These are questions which must be answered by our

deeds as well as by our professions; and God be

thanked, we have made a beginning : We are prepared

now with an organized plan to set before you—a plan

exhibiting, together with that variety in the different

departments of Christian exertion which affords free

choice to individuals to appropriate and to confine

their bounty to such objects as they may prefer, that
unity of principle and concentration of means which,
under God, will form the best elements of successful
operation; and the resources which His Providence
has placed at the disposal of Churchmen, being
brought to act in one united current of power, will do
more, perhaps, than we think ourselves capable of
effecting.—Here, then, let me call upon you as
Christians and as Churchmen,—-—admitting no thought
of failure in my appeal,—let me call upon you in

every quarter of the Diocese, nigh or far off, to cowne
forward and do your part. Remembering the comn-
mand laid upon you to honor the Lord with your sub-
stance and with the first fruils of dll your increase :—
let me call upon you as Christians, as Churchmen, as
persons owing a debt of gratitude to the Church in the
mother-country, stimulated by her example and under
obligation to do for your Church what a gracious
Providence enables you, if you would look for con-
tinued help from God or from man,—let me call upon
you, beloved brethren, to manifest your liberality and
zeal in the cause. In the name of Christ let me ap-
peal to you to remember the duty which you owe to
that Church which he bought with His blood—to
remember the charge which came from his own lips :
« Freely ye have received, freely give,” to remember
how superior are the motives which constrain you as
Christians, to those which prompted the free and
abundant offerings of the Israelites for the tabernacle
or for the temple} to remember the question of the
Apostle “If we have sown unto you spirttual things, is
it a great malter if we shall reap your worldly things "
Let me call upon you to consider the general example
of activity and bounty in religious undertakiogs which
characteriges the mother country at this day 3 where,
from those who wear the crown of royalty, through
all gradations of nobility and prelacy, gentry and
clergy, to the yeoman who volunteers the use of his
team to draw the materials of the house of God, we
see a stream of bounty, still flowing with augmented
fulness over the land ; and in particular the munifi-
cence which I have pointed out of the great Church
Institutions in England towards the Colony in which
we live. I could cite to you also some stirring ex-
amples among the members of the Church within the
Colony itself: I could instance the erection of
Churches in different places, at the sole expence of
individuals, and the gift of valuable land for purposes
connected with the glory of God and the good of man,
a kind of benefaction often the most easy to be given
and yet prospectively the most advantageous to the
party benefited. The impulse has been given at the
centre: it has agitated the sleeping waters: it is
spreading, circle after cirele : you will not, you cannot,
remain still and unmoved. Let me charge you, then,
in the name of our common Master, aceording to your
opportunity and ability, to “go and do likewise ;' —
and let me beseech you brethren, to Jook at the field
which is before you : the utter spiritual destitation,
after all that has been done from home, of many tracts
of country, and the imperfectly supplied condition of
almost all; the frightful consequences to be anticipa-
ted from the continuance of such a famine of the word
of the Lord, and the responsibility contracted by all
who can contribute to relieve it; the sadly necessi-
tous condition of a large proportion of our Clergy
and the multiplied evils resulting from the insufficiency
of provision for their maintenance ; the absence of
all provision of a permanent kind, for training a res-
pectable and learned body of Clergy in the country,
or supporting, prospectively, any thing approaching to
an adequate Church Establishment ; the discourage-
mefnts apd difficulties attaching to the profession,
which withhold many parents from turning the atten-
tion of their children to the blessed office of the
Ministry,—the picture, altogether is one which should

surely move you, according as God hath enriched you,
to lay by in store for the exigencies of his Church,
and to be ready to give and glad to distribute for sucsx
an object. \

Brethren beloved in the Lord,—(I address you all
thus—for after the example of the Church in her
public addresses, I assume you all to be sincere be-
lievers in the Son of God,)—our plan is put before
you for the alleviation of these evils, and the gradual
attainment of better things. In the Diocese of To-
ronto the example has been given before we gave
movement to our operations here. We who now oc-
cupy the Protestant Episcopate of Canada, are ap-
pointed, each within the limits now separately assigned
to him, to follow up the work of the first Bishop of
Quebee, who may be said to have laid the foundation
of our Ecclesiastical Establishment, and of his suc-
cessor who enlarged it : the memory of both is con-
secrated in the hearts of Churchmen: we trust, (I
may venture to say for my brother of Toronto as well
as for myuelf,) we trust, although in all humility and,
looking at ourselves alone, in much weakness and fear,
that, long after we shall have been gathered to our

jargon about convenience, and eapediency, and the
Jitness of things. Their's was none of that timid
reluctance to do more than God would seem to
have strictly enjoined by plain and positive enact-
ment. They might bave said, as many would have
said, have we not frequent and pressing calls upon
our bounty? Have not our families the chief claim
upon us? . Why lavish the wealth which might be a
more ample provision for them? But no! they
would not raise any such objections. A desire to
glorify God banished every selfish, absorbed every
prudential consideration.  They addressed them-
selves to the work with hearty good will None
sought to sbift the burden upon his neighbour’s
shoulders. None paused to reflect whether enough
might not be raised without his aid. Each was
forward to spend for the sake of his Lord, and fear-
ful, lest if he tarried, he might find his services no
longer needed. The scale of liberality was graduated
according to the sense of mercies vouchsafed, and
to give was regarded as the poor but natural expres-

us. Not to dwell upon the progress of temperance,
the decline of avowed infidelity, and the discredit at-
tached to wanton blasphemy in the more refined circles
of socicty, it should seem that the machinery of reli-
gion is in higher repute—that the gervices of the
Church are better attended—that the duties of the
Sabbath are more strictly observed—-that religious
books are in more general use—that feligious truth
is less rarely a topic of conversation, and that family
worship is not so unfrequent as it was, and yet—and
yet—a dark cloud will come over my visions of hope,
when I reflect that liberality,—the best and surest
evidence of a Gospel savingly embraced,—does hardly
keep pace with our seeming advances in the march of
moral improvement! Doubtless many there are who,
when directly appealed to, will give some portion of
their substance towards the promotion of religious ob-

jects; but how apt are even they, if they can but save
appearances, to give a mite when they ought to have
given a talent,—while how few are there to be found
who will seek oul oppottunities, and with whom spou-

sion of gratitude to the Giver of all good things.
Hence no cold calculations were suffered to stay the

fathers, the labours which they left to us, and which
we shall soon pass on to other hands, will manifest
their fruit to the glory of God, the credit of the
Church, and the spiritual benefit of her children.
Stand forward, then, beloved brethren, and second ine
in my endeavours within this Diocese :—the season is
precious which is now open for laying the foundation
of an important future in the moral and religious
character of our population :—the aspect of our local
affairs is encouraging, with reference to our unity of
action in religious matters, for, up to this day we enjoy
a happy exemption from all public agitation of con-
troversies among ourselves .—the signs of the times
abroad, are striking and stirring in their character,
and appear to indicate an approaching crisis in the
history of the Church of God, calling upon every be-
liever to stand prepared, and to be found at his post,
doing the work of the Lord. 1
Brethren, the time is shorl, it remaineth that, incom-
parison with the concern felt for these high and holy
objects, both they that have wives be as though they had
nones and they that weep as though they wept not; and
they that vejoice, as though they rejoiced not ; and they
that buy as though they possessed not ; and they that use
this world as not abustng @, for the fushivn of this world
passeth away.

THE CHRISTIAN DUTY OF CONTRIBUTING

TO RELIGIOUS OBJECTS WITHIN THE CHURCH.

A SERMON

PREACHED IN THE PARISH CHURCH o¥ MONTREAL,
ON THURSDAY, THE 7TH JULY, 1842,

IN CONNECTION WITH THE MEETING HELD IN THAT CITY
ON THE SAME DAY, FOR THE FORMATION OF
THE CHURCH SOCIETY OF THE
DIOCESE OF QUEBEC,

BY THE REV. GEORGE MACKIE, B. A,
EXAMINING CHAPLAIN TO THE LORD BISHOP OF MONTREAL,
AND CURATE OF QUEBEC.

They spake unto Mases, saying, The people bring
much more than enough for the service of the work
which the Lord commanded to make. And Moses gave
commandment, and they caused it to be proclaimed
throughout the camp, saying, Let neither man nor
woman make any more work for the offering of the
Sanctuary. S0 the people were vestrained from
bringing : for the stuff’ they had was sufficient for all
the work to make it, and 100 much.—Exodus, Xxxvi.
5,6,7.

True: I may give all my goods to feed the poor
and yet be a stranger from the covenant of promise!
My bounty—it may be a cloke of‘covet'ous?ess. My
seeming love—but selfishness in disguise! My
brethren, it must needs be confessed that the hand
may be opened wide, and the heart be hardened still.
But now reverse the picture. Contemplate the case
of one constrained by the love of Christ, and untaught
to feel an interest in the welfare of his kind, and who
shall fail to recognise the unreal creation of a dis-
ordered fancy; for i8 it barely possible that the love
of God can dwell with him who knows not to love his
brother also? i

In speaking thus, I do not anticipate that any of
you would for one moment deny that it is the
Christian’s bounden duty to be doing good. The
extent of that duty, and the spirit in which it should
ever be exercised,—these are the points to which I
would rather direct your attention, and which have
guided me in the choice of the subject matter
before us. =

Let me, then, beseech you to meditate upon the
incident recorded in the text; and recorded, be it
remembered, for our admonition. And O! that He,
the author of every good and' perfect .gift, may stir
up your wills  to devise liberal things ; that so
abundant grace may, through the thanksgiving of
many, redound to the glory of Godsinut & i

A superficial reader might posslply.xmagme that
the people were «restrained from bringing,” because,
from some desire of idle parade, or of national dis-
tinetion, they had sought to constract a building of a
different hind from that which God had chosen to be
the habitation of his house, and had been more con-

cerned to promote the credit of Israely than to do
honour to Israel's God. But that this could not
have been the case will sufficiently appear, if we
consider that Moses was commanded to bless the
people in their deed. Nor are we warranted in
supposing that God does not delight in costly offer-
ings, as such, if only they b‘e presented in very love.
On the contrary, we find Him approving, in a signal
manner, the vast expenditure which David had io-
curred in preparing materials for the building of the
Temple ; nor can we forget with what peculiar satis-
faction the Saviour regarded the anointing of his
body, though the ointment used was very precious,
such as might have been sold for muc.h, and given to
the poor. In fact, we can well conceive the erection
of the Tabernacle itself to have been a costly under-
taking, respect being had to the circumstances and
situation of the people: Yet, great as may have been
the sacrifices demanded of tlhem, their zeal was not
to be pent up within any limits of strict obligation.
They interpreted the commandment not in the terms
of the letter, but in the spirt of love, and prepared
to act accordingly. No doubt, among those who
thus willingly brought of their substance, some were
to be found stiff-necked and rebellious children, who,
while presenting their gifts, refused to present their
souls and bodies to be a reasonable, holy, and lively
sacrifice unto the Lord, and with whom liberality was
rather a fancied substitute for obedience, than the
evidence of a duteous spirit. But of the people,

generally, it may be presumed that their hearts were
right in the sight of God, and that they therefore
gave much, because they loved much. 'This at least
is certain, that there were few brighter eras in the
history of Israel, as a nation * working righteous-
ness,” than those which marked the erection of the
Tabernacle under Moses, and of the Temple under
Solomon. Speaking, then, of the people in their
collective capacity, we say,—How beautiful the tem-
per and disposition displayed by them! Their's was
not that modern liberality measured out as it were by
rule and line. Their's was none of that utilitarian

current of their bounty. The people gave, not
because they dared not, but because they desired not
to witbhold from the Lord any measure of those
gifts which He bad so freely bestowed, and upon
objects so dnworthy to receive them. - Not ouly did
they refuse to sacrifice of that which did cost them
nothing ; they refused to consider any one thing as
too costly to be thus surrendered.  So.far, in short,
from enquiring at how small an. expense of personal
comfort they might preserve & decent semblance of
regard, their language was,—* What shall we ren-
der unto the Lord for all the benefits which He hath
done unto us "’ My brethren, the more we reflect
upon this so gracious disposition, thus exercised as
to the Lord, the more shall we perceive how that it
is altogether lovely, and shall be led to appreciate
somewhat of the depth of meaning contained in that
saying of Christ, “ It is more blessed to give, than
to receive.!. More blessed to give,—aye, more
blessed. What, though to receive in a spirit. of
humble dutiful submission to the will of God, does |
assimilate us to the Son of Man ministered unto |
in the days of his flesh—to give!l—does it not |
assimilate us to the glorious God, * opening wide

his hand, and filling all things living with plenteous-

pess ?’  In’ the growth of this disposition, we are

transformed as it were from glory to glory, and made

partakers of the Divine nature. He who in depen-

dence of the blessing from above, and because the

Lord would have it so, does minister of the substance |
entrusted to his stewardship, even that man is |
blessed in his deed. He becomes, in an important |
sense, a source of blesseduess to all around him. |
Who can enumerate the benefits of which he is the |
instrument, while thus adorning and commending the |
Gospel of God his Saviour ?  The godly—he pro- |
vokes them to a godly jealousy. The ungodly—he |
removes from them the stumbling block out of the

way, and constrains them to recoguise the beauty of

those principles, which they were fain to despise. |
St. Paul, on one occasion, speaks thus of alavish, and |
what, to hwman calculation, would have appeared a |
reckless bountyy—* The ministration of this service |
not ouly supplieth the wants of the_saints, but is

abundant also by many thanksgivings unto God : |
whiles by the experiment of this ministration theyt.
glorify God for your professed subjection unto the
Gospel of Christy and for your liberal distribution
unto them and to all men.”  Nor does he hesitate to
term such generosity the grace of God, as though it
were 4 someching so unearthly in its character, SO
purely the result of grace, and so identified with it,
as to be in some sort grace itself. But, while the
believer who yields himself up to the generous im=
pulse of a holy benevolence is an instrument of
benefit to others, is he not also a blessing to his own
soul? He is confirming himself in the exercise of
those affections which issue in comfort, and peace,
and joy; and is establishing habits which bring with
them their own reward. Having sought first the
kingdom of God, and IHis righteousness, he finds
that nirtually at least, and in effect, all other
things ¢ are added unto’” him; for, if the sum of his
wealth be not increased, his desires are reduced
within a narrower compass, and his means are ren-

l

dered commensurate with the scale of decreasing
expenditure.

CONSECRATION OF THE COLONIAL
BISHOPS: ' :

(Fyom the London Church Intelligencer, of 31st Augest.)

On the feast of Bartholomew, Wednesday, Augist
the 24th, the high solemnity of Consecrating five
Bishops for the Colonies took place in Westminater
Abbey. And on no former occasion has an event
so highly interesting and important to the Church of
Christ in England ever taken place in Westminster
Abbey. It is true that as many Bishops bave ben
at one time made in the Abbey in times past, byt
they have been consecrated to supply Sees vacated
by death or resignations, while in the present instance
five Bishops have been made to be sent forth, into our
Colonies, four of them to Sees newly erected; The
Church, in all het fulness, will thus be greatly ex-
tended, and over countries which very much need
the. benefits and blessings of the Apostolic ol’ﬁcp
Strictly speaking, however, only two new Sees haye
been created, because the Diocese of Batbadoes has
been di\"ided into three Dioceses, so that the Sees
over which the new Bishops are placed are Barba-
dc:es, A:nigua, Guiana, Gibraltar, and Tasmania (Van
Diemen’s Land). The Clergymen advanced to, the

Provincial  Parliament,

(F rom the Montreal Gazette.)
LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL.

Kingston, Sept. 13.
The Hon. R. Dickson was sworn in, and took his seat.
The Administration— Conflicting state of Parties— Ministerial
Embarrassments, §c. §e. §e.

The hon. Mr. Sullivan had just commenced speaking before

we entered the chamber. He continued :—Honourable gen-
tlemen, 1 hiave mentioned to you, in past, the situation of af-
fllrp! ._:xd have explaived to you that circumstances of great
public interest have d, Weall ber the position
of affairs for several years past, and particalarly in that portion
which was formerly called the sister province; where we saw
troubles and contentions of every description, arising from the
difference of races. and various other causes ; one party holding
power and office exclusively amongst themselves ; and the othe:
endeavouring to obtain an ascendency, either unjustly or through
perversity.  We saw a gradually increasing contention betweer
those who held the government in their own hands, aud those
who ealled rc' Ives the repr ives of a majority of the
people.  We saw the latter party placed in opposition to the
government, bitter and unrelenting, and creating diecord and
disunion in the public mind; aud, on the other L-nd, we saw
the govérnment endeavouring to eurb or conciliate the violence
of the popular branch, and to bring the country back, once
more, to a state of happiness and prosperity. We saw these
contentions, and witnessed their progress, until, at length, the
people became 8o exasperated, that we belield the sword drawn,
and civil war began ; mau’s hand was lifted against his brother,
and blood was shed. 'Then it was that, for the salvation of the
country, and the preservation of both races, the mother coun-
try found it necessary, for a time, to take from Lower Canada
its government altogether, until such time as peace should be
again restored.  (‘Llic hon, member here alluded to the Union
of the two Provinees.) The Union was distasteful to the Erench
Cun.dicm. Muny of them regarded the interference of this
Provinee in their affairs with a jealous eye, and shrunk from
sharing any part of the public burthen which had been incur-
red, as much for their interest end advantage as our own. But
su!\ it opened yilh bappy prospects, and procecded with bene-
ficial effects to all who were not too blind or prejudiced to see
their own interest, Peace wns again restored, and prosperity
:hcd its influence and scattered its blessings over the Province.
To us, the Union offered wealth, ial credit, support,
the assistance of the home government, and a full tide of emi-
gration to clear away our forests, But in the establishment of
the new government, we had much to contend with. After
the Union, and with the strong ohjections which many of the
Canadians entertained to the measure, it was scarccly possible,
nn-d certainly not to be expected, that he who had brought ahout
this mighty chxr_lge should, all at once, have gained the confis
dence and affections of the people who imagined that the Union
had been forceéd upon them and was inimical to their interests.
Qcmeguently lis attempts naturally failed : nay, T know he
did not expect it to succeed immediately. He boped that when
a succeeding Governor shoald come, without personal feelings
or prejudice ugainst him, harmony, peace and tranquillity might
be testored. Now I approach the climax. On the death of
the lamented Lord Sydenlawm, there was but ove opinion
amongst the advisers of the Crown; and that was, that instead
of carrying on the government by means of bare majorities, and
glavishly courting a few leading men, the Administration should
be formed on a broader basis, and liberal offers be made to all
parti_cj to come in and work harmoniously together. We
agreed, many of us, to sacrifice our own private opinions—to
try to forget the aniwosities of the past—and _to look forward
to the future without distrust, in order that the people might,
at least, see that we were sincerely desirous to draw towards
us those who had bitherto been opposed to us, but for whom
we had slways felt the greatest sympatby. 1 had the satisfac-
tion to recommend this policy strongly to his Excellency the
Governor General, and was delighted to find that he received
the advice in the most conciliatory spirit; and, although he
had his own' fears and distrusts, still he had accomplished a
great deal. Many individuals had even gone so far as to forget
old prejudices and animosities,  And further, honourable gen-
tlemen, we went o far as to recommend that those very persons
who had become exasperated, and were pouring obloquy upon
us, should be invited to forget the past, and to come and join
us in the government, not by one’s and two's in the character of
purcbnsed people ; not in order to brand them afterwards as
traitors to their opinion, but to come in that capacity which
would give them real weight with the government, and leave
them nothing to complain of subsequently. We wished to place
them in that situation which would close the mouths of the
people whose feelings they represented ; we wanted to give them
equal and substantial justice; we desired the people not to acs
cept those boons at the hands of us of English race, but imme-
diately from the Lands of their own Representatives, I never
was so vain as to imagine that the people of the other Province
would consent to accept of justiceat my hands ; 1 knew it must
come from some of themselves. Upon this subject there was
no difference of opinion. Various steps were taken, but the
ohjects frustrated—not by members of the government—not by
the newspapers—but the difficulty of conferring favour. 'T'his
has, in many instances, prevented the progress of uscful mea~
sures, until, at last, this eventful Session came on. Now (said
the hon. member, with much energy and emphasis) we wish
to know whether we ave to carry on the government fairly and
upon liberal prineiples, or whether by dint of miserable majori-
ties ; whether by the latter, or by the united acclamations of
the people 7—(hear ! hear!)—whether, in fact, there is suffici-
ent pn(riotism, to allow us to work for the good of the people ?
Such a state of things might have been bronght about, bad
kindly and fraternal affections liad any influence. But they
had not, and I will now acquaint honourable gentlemen with
the exact position of affairs. An hen. gentleman from the
other house was sent for by his Excellency, with the advice of
his Council, and in the most kind manper, invited him to be-
come a member of the government. He wasa gentleman of
considerable talent and influence with his party, and in order to
revent any thing like suspicions in the minds of those whom
e represented, he was invited to not to come in alone, but upon
the most liberal terms.  The government said to nim * it is not
you that we want, but your people ; we wish to shew that there
is rule in the country for them, and we wish to place you in
that situation, that it may not be said you betrayed them.”
He was offered the high office of Attorney General of Lower
Canada, with great emoluments. (The hon. member went
on to detail the several other changes proposed or contemplated
by the government.) So that there were no less than five offices
beld out to them as a pledge that the government was sincere.
1 now come to the conclusion, hon. gentlemen. This morning
a letter the most kind and courteous that ever was penned, was
placed in the hands of the hon. gentleman first consulted, offer-
ing him office—power—rank—emolument—if he would come
in, and—he has refused.  We stand therefore in the same posi-
tion that we stood in liefore, with the exception that we shall
depend upon the patriotism of the eountry. The peace of the
country is at stake, and whether we are to relapse and fall back
upon the old system, whether we are to govern by bare majori-
ties, or whether we are to relinguish the government (if such a
thing were possible) into the hands of that party, are matters
which time bas yet to determine. What T am surprised at is,
that after the satisfactory Speech from the Throne, after the
confidence reposed in us by the home government, and the
Javich offers of assistance, there can be found a party who are
Dbent on destroying Canada. If the measures of the Queen’s
Representative be not listened (o, will not the home government
withdraw ite confidence? Where then is our eredit? Who
will come to a land, rent by eivil dizcord, and plunged in hope-
Jess uncertainty? A great deal depends upon the people them-
gelves; it is for them to say, whether they will stand upon the
refusal of a man 1n whom they bave confidence, and mar the
brightest prospects of the country. It is for them to say whe-
ther they seek the continuance of disunion. A greatdeal.alxo,
depends upon ourselves—upon how far we allow party feelings
and party prejudices to separate us so as to force the Government
into upholding the party opposed to us. Stiould the latter state
of things come to pass, all T can say is, that as far as I am con-
cerned, I am perfectly ready to retire again into private life.
If strife and mortifications are the continual results of a public
man’s undertakings, he has few inducements to remain in office,
and nothing but a strong sense of public Cuty will ever induce
bim to coutinue there. Hon. gentlemen, 1 thank you for your
attention, and have to ask pardon for detaining you so long.
There is no motion before the house—1 make my remarks
merely as a communication.
‘The hon. Mr. Fergusson
one feeling in the house,

said, he was sure there was but
after the eloquent and able state-
ment just made by his lon. friend. It came upon him (Mr.
¥.) like a clap of thunder, but be would not despair. e
should not attempt to follow his hon, friend through the topics
be had explained, but he would cheer him with one hope, with

The bon. Mp. De Blaguiere rose, and seid, honourable
gentlemen, 1 bave passed through a long and arduous life,
but in the course of it I never yet encountered a circumstance
which gave me greater regret than the statements we have
heard from my hon. friend. 1f, Lhonourable gentlemen, the
result of all that is past is to be groundless, and is only to
end in renewed discord, it will be a matter which we must
ever deplore, but I' trust there is too much good sense both in
the Eastern and Western portions of the Province to allow
things to fall back into the old channel. Hon. gentlemen, T
can well understand that feelings of irritation have arisen in
Enstern Canada, from events which have taken place: what-

ever those feelings may be, however, every disposition has been |

held out to them to cultivate feelings of friendship and good-
will ; and I do say, that as Great Britain, as well as Western
Canada, hasbeld out a full participation in all the beuefits of
the constitution, that the man, or men, or party who would
reject such a gredt boon, would incur the dcepest'und'mmt
awful responsibility for the consequences which must inevitably
ensué from such a selfish and exelusive policy. Hon. gentle-
men, 1 augur better things from the people of .Enstern
Canada: but, hon. gentlemen, can it be forgotten in whose
hands the destiny of this eountry is? It would be & most
odious sin to visit the supposed faults of his Excellency the
late Governor-General on his successor. To anticipate con-
demnation, without giving him a fair opponuuity of being
heard, is that the feeling of Britons 2 God forbid! Nor do
1 believe that there is that feeling in Eastern Canada;
there may be a sectional party, but 1 have better hopes fror'n
the majority. We cannot conceal from ourselves that there is
a feeling of envy existing between Western and Bastern
Canads. There has been an assertion made, on the part of
the Eastern Proviuce, that the Union was applied for by
Westery Canada to pay off her inmense debt. Never let it be
forgotten that that debt was incurred, however improvi-
dently—and that a part of it was incurred improvideatly, T
will not deny—for the joint bencfit of the United Provinees :
if the lower Province did not choose to avail themselves of the
opportunity, Western Canada _could pot belp it, 1 spea};
from authority, because I have seern the records; and if
Lower Canada had gone on with improvements the same as
Upper Canada, the debt would easily have been paid. But
the largest part of the debt Western Canada must bave yet.
1 say that without fear of contradiction, as the largest portion
of the duties levied at Quebee fall upon Upper Canada. Those
are, however, details with which 1 will not meddle now. 1
will simply ask, if any set of men shall throw us back upon
the discord and contention which has torn us asunder for the
last four years? Hononrable gentlemen, 1 have no such
fear. But the gredtest caution sbould be observed by ber
Majesty’s Government with reference to them; and when 1
am told liberal offers hiad been made, 1'think it the bounden
duty of those who refuse, to say what it is they do require
beyond a fair participation in the affairs of the Administra-
tion. Hon. gentlemen, 1 will not press that question now,
because if those men will not say what it is they want, 1 say
there is only one way to act, namely, to call on the British
Government for that assistance and protection which is never
asked for in vain. (Hear, hear!) Is the government of the
country to be stopped, because there are a few persons whom
neither office nor any thing else will satisfy ? 1 do trust, hon.
gentlemen, that since this matter has been bronght before us,
this house will not separate until we do declare that we will
stand by her Mujesty’s Representative.

It was then agrecd that the house should go into the con-
sideration of the state of the Province at an carly day.

Mr. M‘Kay presented a petition from Nicholas
Sparks, praying for restitution of land, alledged to have been
illegally taken from him by the Ordnance Department, for the
purposes of the Rideau Canal. Documents were attached in
support of the petition, which, on motion, was referred to a
select committee, consisting of the honourable Messrs. De
Blaquiere, Macaulay and M*Kay.

The hon. Mr. M*Kay also moved that the petition of Henry
Smith, Warden of the Provineial Penitentiary, be read. The
petitioner complaived that he was not sufficiently remu.nernted.
The salary, he stated, was quite inadequate to the duties to be
performed.

The hon. Mr. M*Kay said, he had merely asked for the
reading of the petition, in order that a Committee might be
appointed to inquire into it. He was aware that it was a peti-
tion for money.

The hon. Mr. Moore presented a petition from certain
inhabitants of Kingsey, comprised in the district of Nicolet.

The bon. Mr. Fergusson presented a petition from the Gore
Bank, praying for alterations in charter, &e.

ADDRESSES TO THE QUEEN.

The hon. My, Bruneau rose to move that an address to her
Majesty be prepared, on the joyful event of the birth of a Prince
of Wales. He spoke the sentiments of the French Canadians,
when be asserted that they were loyal to the Queen.  Some
remarks were made by an hon. member (Mr. Sullivan) the
other day, which impugned the loyalty of Lis countrymen,
which it was his intention to have replied to, but as he did not
gee that hon. gentleman present, be should reserve himself for
another opportunity. ~ No set of persons were more strongly
attached to the British Constitution than his countrymen—
(hear, hear).

The hon. Mr.
sent;ments fall from his hon. {riend.
he owed to himself and to his constituents,
the motion.

The hon. Mr. Fergusson conld vot allow the opportunity to
pass without expreseing his satisfaction at the remarlks made by
his hon, friend on the left (Mr. Bruneau). He was certain the
Canadians were loyal to the core—to the heart. They bhad
only to go hand in hand with their French brethren, to reap
the blessings of peace and prosperity.

The hon. Mr. De Blaquiere said, before the motion was put,
he would ask leave to say a few words, in the absence of his
Lon friend, the President of the Council, (Mr. Sullivan). He
was sure that it never entered themind of that hon. gentleman
to impugn the loyalty of any of the inhabitants of the Province,
but more particularly of the French Canadians. On the part
of his hon. friend, he contradicted any such assertion or infe-
rence. - There was only one feeling in the eountry of what was
due to Eastern Canada. If; before the late troubles, there was
one set of men more loyal {han another, it was the French
Canadians— (hear, hear)—and whatever efforts had been made
to sepurate them from theit English brethren, the time was fast
approaching when the good sense of the people would no longer
submit to be led by a tew dexigning individuals,

The hon. Mr. Washburn thanked his hon. friend (Mr.
Braneau) for suggesting the address, particularly at this time.
He rejoiced that such an address would go forth to the public
of Western Canada, coming from his hon. friend, and repre-
senting the sentiments of the French Canadian population.

Messrs. De Blaquiere, Dionne, Macaulay, Goodhue, and
Braneau, were appointed a committee to prepare the address.

The hon. Mr. Bruneau moved for similar addresses to Prince
Albert and to her Majesty, on her Majesty’s escape from the
hands of an assassin,  Referred to the same committee.

ROAD MONEY.

The hon. Mr. M‘Kay moved that the petition of George
M¢Donald and others be read.  The petitioners complained of
the misappropriation of a sum of money granted by the house
for a road in the district of Ottawa, and censured, in strong
language, the conduct of the President of the Board of Works.

The hon. Mr. Fraser defended the Board of Works, and
contended that the money had been judiciously expended.

The Speaker said the subject could not be debated, as no
motion was intended to be made thereon.

LIBRARY.

The hon. Mr. De Blaguiere submitted the second report of
the select committee on the Library. It recommended that a
catalogue of the books be printed for the use of hon. members.
Ordered 1o be received and adopted.

The hon. Mr. Washburn moved for the reading of the
petition from the Municipal Council of Prince Edward, praying
fora protective duty in favour of home agricultural productions.
The hon. gentleman said he did not intend to make any motion;
his object was to keep the matter fresh in their minds.

The Council then adjourned until three o’clock to-morrow.

Messrs M*Gill, Caron, Morris, Pemberton, Ferrie, Knowl-
ton and Walker. Excuses were admitted on behalf of Messrs.
Joliette, Crooks, J. Fraser, Tache, Roy and Moore,

The hon. Mr. De Blaquicre said, with reference to the call
of the house which Lad just been made, honourakle gentlemen
must be highly sensible, that it was necessary that an inquiry
should be made into the conduct of those who had flagrantly
transgressed the rules of the house. He would therefore give
notice of a motion for the appointment of a committee for that
purpose.

NEW APPOINTMENTS.
The hon, M. Suilivan then rose and said, honourable gen-

tlemen, it becomes my duty to state to the house, that since 1
had last the honour to address you, some important changes
and alterations have taken place, at the urgent wish of his
Excellency the Governor General and his advisers, in the com-
position of the Councils of the country. It will not be neces-
sary for me at this time to enter into the minutie or details of
those chianges, as they will be more fully explained to you by
the-corresp in y jon of his Excellency, which will
be luid before you.

lency’s Councils. ~'This is what 1 have formally to state to tpe
house, and 1 have no doubt, after what fell from me the other
day in the course of debate, that the liouse will be prepared to
licar me say, 1 am sincerely rejoiced at the happy termination
of the negociations. The French Canadians will now feel that
they are no longer neglected—that full and impartial justice
will now be dealt out to them— that they at last will be admitted
into a full and fair’ participation of the administration of the
government. Indeed, 1 conceive it practically impusslb]e that
this government can be carried on with tranquillity and advan-
vantage to the Province, unless you give to the Freuch portion
of the country its due share—1 mean its fair Jegitimate weight
—in the councils. 1In this position they now stand; but I can
assure the house that this state of things bas not been accom-
plished without experiencing considerable difficulty. Our
fature prospects depend chiefly on the manner in which that
party will act. We shall now see whether the people_W‘“ rest
contented and bappy, baving obtained full, fair and impartial
justice. A very great deal will depend also on the way in
which the several brauches of the legislature receive this move-
ment, (cries of hear, hear); it will be for them to say, W_hﬂhﬂ'
they will unite their interests together, and work harmomoﬂ!‘y,
or whether they are determined to maintain a factious OpJosi-
tion. Again, a great deal will depend upon this houge—upon
its wisdom—its diseretion-—its patriotism—but 1 feel assured
it will be wanting in none of these qualities, to ensure the
stability and smooth working of the government. 1 do not,
however, wish that any hon. gentleman should blindly adopt
my opinions as true, without inquiring into their truth, but I
feel quite satisfied that no individual who feels, or duly estimates
the full value of peace, domestic happiness and tranqlf'l‘l‘)' » will
ever desert his Excellency in following up the liberal and
enlightened measures which his Excellency bas prl’ll"”"1 for the
consideration of the country.

The bon. Mr. Fergusson said, honourable gentlemen, the
communication which has just been made by my hon. friend,
the President of the Council, is of vital importance and interest.
I'o me, as an independent member of this house, it i$ important
in two particulars. First, with regaird to the nature of the
arrangements which bave been entered into, and secondly, with
reference to the individuals who are concerned in them. 1
rejoice that our French bretbren are to Lave a fair represeutation
and participation in the councils of this great conntrys and I
know not Low to express my bearty good-will to thew on the
auspicious occasion. Except on recent oceagions, who had
proved more loyal to the British Government than French
Canadians? Who saved the noble city of Montreal from the
grasp of the Americans, but French Canadians? (Hear, hear,
bear). Isee in the other bouse, French Canadians of sufficient
talent and experience, fit to adorn any senate; and though they
may not be able to express themselves as fluently as their
brethren in the English language, there are none more truly
loyal in heart, or more sincerely or devotedly attached to
British institations (hear, hear). Her Majesty’s Representa-
tive has come out nobly to cairy out the principles of responsi-
ble government. I thank him for it. L venerate his policy,
because it is at variance with the opinions and principles of that
political party, amongst whom he had been bred and educated.
1 have, in conclusion, only to express my fervent hope, that at
last there will be peace and prosperity in the country, and per-
manency in his Excellency’s councils.

The hon. Mr. De Blaquiere said—hon. Gentlemen, after the
statement made to this House by the bon. President of the
Council, » few days ago, I am aware that 1did express myself
somewhat strongly on the subject. I did so hou, Geutlemen,
because 1 felt that the country, in its present anxious and crit-
ical state, required that measures, and not men, should be the
order of the day, Satisfied, as 1 then was, and still am, that 1
spoke the sentiments not only of Western, but of Eastern
Canada, 1 must coufess that I did view with apprehension and
alarm the course which certain parties were about to pursue,
and the situation in which the country was about to be plunged.
1 did feel mortified that the objectionable course should be pur-
sued, of considering, not how the Government could be carried
on, but who should be the parties to fill the offices. Isay, I
viewed such a course of proceeding with alarm, though 1 well
knew, that this House and the country would rally sound His
Lxcellency, in carrying out the useful measures which are to
be proposed. Hon. Gentlemen, when 1 stated it to be essen-
tially necessary, that a fair and bona fide legal tender should
be made to our French Brethren, of a full and fair participation
in the Government, I qualified the assertion by saying, that if
those persons to whom this tender had been honestly made,
still refused to accept office, it was a right due to this House, to
His Excellency, and the country, to require from those indi-
viduals what it was they did want. Hon Gentlemen, I am glad
that we have escaped from such an embarrassing situation, for
certain I am, that this Province can never be united, unless
there is an unreserved communion of fellowship and interest
amongst its members. His Excellency baving exercised the
atmost discretion in the composition of his councils, it is of
little moment for us to inguire into the means which have been
employed. 1t is enough for this House to know, that the af-
fairs of Government will' not be impeded. 1 am not ealled
upon to say, nor is it mecessary for this House to know, why
these offers were not made at an earlier day. 1t is no answer
to say, that becanse the offers were not made sooner, they are
now tobe rejected. I contend that His Excellency has pur-
sued a consistent line of conduct ever since his assumption of
the Government, and therefore, it matters not whether the
offers were made to-day, or a month ago. Under these cir-
cumstances I do not deem it necessary to ask for the information
which I otherwise should have done. 1 do not see that this
House is called upon to express any further opinion on the
subject, but to proceed with the general business.

STANDING ORDERE.

On motion of the hon. Mr. De Blaquiere, it was resolved
that the proceedings of the last day of each session should not
be entered on the Journals, until first having been revised and
signed by the Speaker.

To the Legislative Couneil from the Right Honourable the
Earl ‘'of Mountcashel and others, Members of the North
‘American Committee of the Colonial Society, praying for
the adoption of such legislative measures by the Provincial
Parliament as may best promote the most intimate union of
Interest between Great Britain and her North American
Colonies.

To the Honourable the Legislative Council of Canada in Pro-

vincial Parliament assemble

We, the undersigned members of the North American Com-

mittee of the Colonial Society, having recently addressed a

memorial, of which the annexed is a copy, to the Right Honour-

able Lord Stanley, Her Majesty’s Principal Secretary of State

for the Colonies, setting forth the importance of a Free Trade

with Great Britain in the Agricultural productions of British

North America, and of a protection to those productions from

the competition of foreigners in the Colonial and Home Mar-
kets; humbly entreat the consideration of your Honourable
House to the importance of such protection, so that objections
may no longer be urged to the admission of thoke p,oductions,
free from any duty, in the Home Market, and that there may
be but one imperial interest between the British American
Provinees and the Mother Country.

The memorial hereto annexed contains the opinions of the
petitioners on this very important subject, and in submitting
it to the consideration of your Honourable House, the object
of the undersigned is to pray for the adoption of such legislative
measures in the Provincial Parlisment as may be deemed best
adapted to promote the most intimate union of interests between
Great Britain and British North America, which the under-
signed consider particularly deserving of attention at this Bme,
when a very extensive emigration is taking place to Canada-—
Tt appears to the undersigned that the only certain means ©
enabling this large population to establish themselyes in Canada
with advantage to themselves and the Province, and of insu-
ring a fall stream of emigration to the Colony hereafter, is t0
give every possible encouragement to the cultivation of the soil
by the measures recommended in the annexed memorial.

To the Right Honourable Lord Stanley, Principal Secretary
of State for the Colonies.

My Lord,—The North American Committee of the Colonial
Society considering the extensive emigration now progeeding
from this kingdom, which has existed for many years past, and
which may be expected still to increase, in consequence of the
superabundant population beyond the means of employment,
and considering the infinite importance to the Empire that this
surplus of its population should be so directed as to increase its
general wealth and prosperity, have ascertained the amount of
emigration in the last two years, and the different countries to
which it has proceeded, by referring to the Parliamentary Re-
turns for the years 1840 and 1841; from which it appears that

a very large proportion, amounting to 156,116 out of 209,335
persons who emigrated in 1840 and 1841, procceded to North

America, of which 85,659 went to the United States, and 70,~
457 to the British Provinces. |

Phe fact of the great number going to North America
amounting altogether to three-fourths of all those who emi~
grated, and that, without public assistance, serves to show that
North America is considered to offer greater advantages to
British emigrants than any other part of the world, which may
be ascribed to its vicinity, the cheap and easy communication
with this country, its soil and climate so well adapted to the
health and enjoyment of the inbabitants of this kingdom, and
the identity of its language. It appeare also that the propor-
tion of persons who proceed to the United States is mu.ch
larger than of those who establish themselves in the British
American Provinces, and as this proportion consists in great
degree of the class of persons having capital, the Committee
have been anxious to ascertain the causes which lead to a result
8o injurious to the best interests of the Empire. There appears
to be no reason for supposing that the government, Jaws or
manners of the United States offer any temptation to Britons,
or that the elimate or goil have any advantages over those of
the British Provinces. They have taken every pains to ascers
tain whetlier any real causes exist in Her Majesty’s North
American Colonies to prevent the introduction and settlement
therein of emigrants, particularly those having capital. ;

In pursuing this inquiry they find that great dissatisfaction
has long existed in Canada on a subject which appears not to
be correctly understood by the British Public. 1In the Address
to Her Majesty from the Legislative Assembly of Upper
Canada dated 4th January, 1340, reasons are assigned for the
depression of Agriculture, which, if well founded, as we believe
they are, deserve the most serious attention. It appears that
not only the principle of protection extended to the growers in
Great Britain is withheld from the Agriculturalists in Canada,
but that whilst the market in Canada is open to the whole
world, including the neighbouring States of America, for the
importation of Agricultural productions, free from any duty,
the produetions of Canada are subject to a heavy duty on im=-
portation into the United States, and into the Mother Country,
being the only markets upon which they can depend, as tley
are deprived of the advantage of the iutercolonial markets,
particularly that of the West Indies, which was formerly of
great importance to Canada, by the alteration of the Colonial
duties of late years. The natural advantages of situation
possessed by the United States, for supplying the British West
Indies, were always greatly in favour of the United States,

which added to the alteration duties, will destroy the Trade of
British North America with those Colonies.

In 1833 the Commons House of Assembly of Canada ad-
dressed the Home Government, praying for relief, and among
other reasons assigned for the free admission of their products
in the markets of Britain, were the great distance of the wheat
growing Districts in Canada from the Sea, and the bigh price
of transportation, always affording a nataral and certain pro-
tection to the British grower, which is fully borne out by the
annexed statement marked A. showing the expense to the
Canadian grower of the transportation of Wheat to this coun-
try to be 26s. 2d. Currency or 23s. 7d. Sterling per quarter.
A further expense attends the transmission of wheat from the
western parts of the United States, and this natural protection
the inhabitants of Canada are desirous of inereasing by impo-
sing a duty on American Grain, and other produce on their
frontier, so as to protect their own Home growth in their own
as well as the British markets. Strong expressions of this
opinion have been made recently in Canada, for which reference
may be made to the Petition from the Merchants of Montreal
and to that from a very large body of Agricalturalists in Wes-
tern Canada, recently forwarded throngh the Canada Company,
the sentiments contained in which have been brought under
sour Lordship’s notice very recently, and similar addresses and
representations have been repeatedly sent home of late years,
all tending to shiow the importance attached by tlie inhabitants
of Canada to an open trade with Great Britain, and to protec-
tion in their own market from the competition of the rest of
the world, and of the United States in particular, who them-
selves protect their home growth by Dauties.

The Committee believe, that the great objection entertained

in this country to the admission of the Agricultural productions
of Canada into the home market free of duty, is the fear, that
it would not be limited to the articles grown in the Colonies,
but that the grain and other productions of the United States
would be introduced throngh the Colony, as if they were
Canadian. To obviate this, and to protect their own Agricul-
ture, the Colonists are willing to impose a sufficient duty on
their frontier forthwith : but doubts have been expressed
whether this Trade would not be conducted by smuggling across
the frontier, notwithstanding any regulation of the Canadian
Ports.

The Committee have made inquiry into this question, and
they believe that no smuggling would take place, for the fol-
lowing reasons.

1st. The inhabitants of Canada whose prosperity depends
entirely on Agriculture, are very anxious for a protection which
a duty levied on their frontier would afford them, and they
would unanimously support the execution of a law for that
purpose.

2d. The growth of wheat in the United States, the chief
article respecting the introduction of which through Canada
any anxiety exists, is confined to that part of the country bor-
dering on Canada to the West, where the boundary line between
the two countries is formed by the Lakes; and the produce
must necessarily therefore be shipped and landed on the Cana-
dian ports or shores. If in the former, which are few in num-
ber, the duty would always be Jevied ; and if attempted on the
latter, which would be difficult, the expense of transportation,
the landing in boats and taking up the country would be at-
tempted with such expense, as to render it worth while to the
parties to pay the duty at the ports in preference.

Canada has now become an exporting country, and will be
capable gradually of supplying Great Britain with any quantity
of Corn that may be required, if the British market is open to
her productions, The Committee are desirous of drawing your
Lordship’s attention to the importance of encouraging the
importation of Corn from a country which will assuredly re-
ceive payment for it in British manufactures, and to the great
advantage to this country of such an exchange ; particularly
considering that the cultivators in Canada are persons settled
there, who were unable to maintain themselves at home, but
have now become growers of food enough for their own support,
and a surplus to exchange for the labour of their fellow coun-
trymen at home ; and every part of this trade, from the culti-
vation of the farm to the navigation of the Atlantic with the
produce home, directly supports the British manufacturer and
mariner.

The Committee would, therefore, strongly recommend that
the Agricultural productions of the North American Colonies
should be admitted to the Home Market free of duty; that the
Colonists should be encouraged to impose such duties on foreign
productions as they think desirable for the protection of their
own growth, and the British Agriculturalists; and that the
intercolonial duties should be so regulated as to give an advan-
tage to the Colonists in the intercolonial I'rade over the inhabi-
tants of the United States and other foreigners. Canada and
{he British North American Colonies would then really become
an integral part of the British Empire, and rise rapidly in
wealth and importance, and the most beneficial effects be pro-
duced; perfect confidence would be reposed in the future
prosperity, peace and welfare of those valuable Colonies, and
every British subject seeking a new settlement in North
America, would at once decide upon establishing himself in the

British territories.

The present system of duties never gave satisfaction to her
Majesty’s subjects, either in the colony or the mother country ;
their continuance must inevitably direct the attention and
energies of the colonists to encourage manufactures for the pur-
pose of creating a home market for the produce of their soil ;
this can only be effected by imposing increased duties on our
manufactures, and must lead to the establishment of the same
adverse interest which exists in the Eastern States of America,

If taxes were imposed by the colonists on foreign productions
imported, particularly wheat and flour from the United States,
for the purpose of raising revenue to defray the expenses of the
local government, the taxation on manufactured or other articles
imported from home might be reduced in & proportionate degree,
and the coasting trade of Britain might be more casily extended
to the utmost limits of Canada, without other restrictions than
those which exist between London and Dublin or Edinburgh.

Not only would the colonists receive their supplies of manu-
factured goods from the mother country, but the inhabitants of
the great western country of the United States would find it for
thieir interest to obtain their supplies of goods by the Canadian

frontier : and for all purposes of commerce this country would
derive thie same advantages as if that great western land con-
tinued to be a colony of the Empire.

Instead of the continued doubt and uncertainty which pre-
vail in British North America, every inhabitant Wwould be made
to see and feel, from the increased value of his products, and
the diminished cost of the articles he consumes, as well as from
the rapid extension of their internal trade, the full value of his
connection with the mother country, and a far more certain and
permanent reliance might be placed on the connection of those
valuable colonies by such measures, than by the expenditure of
millions in the erection of fortifications and the maintenance of
troops, as every man’s hand and heart would be engaged in sup-
porting the interest of the Empire; and the colonies would set
at defiance all the efforts of foreign opposition or ambition.

Your Memorialists, considering the whole subject of the
greatest possible importance to the welfare of the Empire, and
entertaining the most sanguine expectation that the measures
they have recommended would promote the mutual interests of
the mother country and the North American colonies, have
transmitted a similar represcntation to the legislature of Canada,
urging them to adopt the measures herein recommended, and
your memorialists humbly pray that your Lordship will be pleased
to take their opinions into cousideration, hoping that you will
think it right to recommend their adoption to the cabinet so
soon as in your Lordship’s opinion & favourable opportunity
arises for the purpose.
