A BASIS FOR PEACE NEGOTIATIONS.

KA St. Petersburgh correspondpnt professes that
the following isbut an echo of opinion iniufluential
circles :—* The Russian Government has solemnly

romised to annex no territory in Europe, and will
probably be obliged to recoguise the independence
of Boumania. Assoon as Roumania becomes an
independent State Russin is completely shut cut
from the Dalkan Peninsula, and can no longer exer-
cise the influence she ought to posse€s among the
Southern Slavs, The only way in which she can
effectually recover this influence is by gaining the
command of the Black Sea, which is at present in
the hands of the Turks. Ifshe possesged the com
mand of the Black Sea, not merely in virtue of dip-
Jomatic documents, but also by the material guaran-
fee of a powerful flect, she might abandon ler in-
fention of demanding the free passage of the Darda-
aelles. In this arrangement there is nothing incon-
sistent with the received principles of international
w. The victor has always the right to demand
compensation for war expenscs, and Tuorkey cannot
poseibly pay o large sum in money. The floct wonld
be for us what the five milliards were for the Ger-
mang after the Franco-Prussian war.”

THE SUICIDE OF THE RUSSIAN GEN-
ERAL HARTUNG.

The St. Petersburgh correspondent of the Jourual
dis Debals gives the following particulars regarding
the suicide of the Russian General Hartuog, which
was aunounced a few days ago. General Hartung,
who wae married to a daughter of Poushkine, the
pet, had borrowed large sums, at the rate of two
hundred per centum, from a Moscow monsy lender
mamed Sanftleben, wbo appointed him onc of his
executors. At the latter’s death General Hartung,
who took possesion of all his papers, destroyed all
the ®ills bearing his own signature, and, this fact
baving become known to Sanftleben’s widow, she
8t once instituted procedinga against him. Count
. Lanskey, son of one of the Czars former Ministers,
. wag also accused of complicity in thae fraud, but the
jury acquitted him, whilo returning a verdict of
guilty against Genmeral Hartung. The General,
who, in nccordanco with the Rre ian custom, wa3
not in court when the verdict was returned, but in
an adjoining room, blew his brains ou!l as soon as
le was informed of it, and there was fouud upon
him & letter in which he efirmed in the most
solemn terms that he was innocent. His suicide
created & great sensation in Moscow, and popular
opinion, which had at first been very much against
him, underwent a complete revulsion. His funeral
was atiended by an immense concourse of people,
and balf the people of Moscow believe that he was
the victim of a miscarriage of justice,

We have said this is nota
plensant fact 1o contemplate, for while the rettle-
ment upon our land of a Catholic family, brings to
us much needed bone and sinew, and often industry,
frugality, and perserverance, it is an almost uo-
erring sign that the daysof the Yankee community
in that ncighborhood are numbered. For some
reason the Catholic and the New .England Prot-
estant do not make plcasant neighbors, They dc
not fraternize, and from the start there is a maiked
line between them, and in the end one folds bhis
teats nnd deparisto seek more congenial nelg .bors.

CATHOLICITY IN ENGLAND.

Three centurics have now elapsed since 1578
whea for the first time, with the full authority of
the law, it was made penal for any priest to cele-
brate Mass in Eogland, Cuthbert Maine being the
first martyred ecclesinstic there and then solemn.
Iy put to death for so doing. From ihat date
during two Lundred years a systematic effort was
muds to stamp out Catholic reJigi~n. By a most
determined and most desperate cudeavor, which
lasted without intermission fer exactly two centuries
the goverament of the land strove to root out and
utterly destroy the Catholic priesthood, Through-
out the whole of that persecution Catholic ecclesi-
astics were huated down like vermin. The foxes
bad holes and the birds of the sir had mnests, but
the Cathiolics butween 1577 and 1777 had nowhere
ts lay their heads in peace except upon the block.
They were habitually in hiding. They moved
hither and thither ia disguises, For fifteen years
togetler one of them travelled to and fro in Hunt-
ingdonshire, Leicestershire, and Bedfordshire, dress-
ed as a pedler, concealing an altar-stone among the
wares in bis wallet,and with the altar-stone the
gacred vestments, clad in which he was cnabled at
rare opportuuities to offer up the Adorable Sacrifice
for the consolation of the faithful. It used to be relat-
e 1 by Bishop Milner in regard to one of these itinerant
migsionarier, by name Father Houyhold, that upon
oue occasion while he was engaged in saying Mass
to a small congregation collected together in a pri-
vate apartment at Grantham, on the constables en-
d.a-oring to burst open the door of the house, find-
ing that he would not have time to take off his
vestments and cffect his escape, he borrowed from an
old woman present her cloak and bonnet, arrayed
in which, and kneeling in a corner he cscaped ob-
servation. Drring the wholeof those two centuries
of persecution the Catholic priests in England ware
subjected to imprisonment, to torture, to execution
and to banishment, Stowe relates in his ¢ Annals”
how upon ouc occasion “ twenty massing priests
were shipped off at the tower Wharf to be carried to
France by virtue of a commission,” and how upon
another ¥ thirty two priests were embarked at Col-
chester, by order of the Council, to be transported
to the coast of Normandy.” Camden, in the some
way, makes mention of eighteen others all priests
but one, who were sent away from northern prisons,
some of them being sixty, some seventy,and one of
their number eighty yearsall of whom bad fora long
time boen subjected to incarceration. The design
of this perzecuting Government wad to strike the
ghepherd, so that the flocks might be dispesed.
It was once remarked by Dr. Lingard, that when
the extraordinary intensity and the prot acted con-
tinuance of the Elizibethan persezutions is borne
in mind, it is one of the greatest narvels in the
history of the world, how any body of men could
bave survived it, Those two terrible centuries of
blood and torment having run out, however the
time at last came, in 1777, ¢xactly one hundred
years ago, Parlinment rescinded its penal legislation,
Catholic priests being henceforth allowed to be
educated in England, and being permitted again,
in the face of day, fo discharge their sacred duties
without imminent risk of death and imprisonment
—AMizrror,

He has now been at hoadauorters scventeen
days, and hitherto he bas done notking but retreal,
retreat! Thelute commander-ic-chief, the Armen-
ian informed me, had paid his visits though searcely
able to spesk for pain, which, however, lie was un-
willing to betray. Ilis friends described him as in-
ured to ull kinds of hardships. “If you could only
speak with his servant, he could tell you wonders,
For forty-five days during the late campaign Mehe-
met Ali, never took his boots off, justas before
that, in Montenegro, ho lived thirty-five days ou
biscuit nnd water, unwilling to fare better than hig
men. His merits have long been distorted by envy,
It was he who infused order into the Ottoman army
though his initiative is presed over in silence, e
knows every inch of ground, and shapes his plaus
accordingly; but yct hein commanded to executo
others that are worthless.”

THE EFFICT OI' THE CHINESE LAROYUR |
CALIFORNIA, ™

Thero can be no doubt that the first efivet of ex.
teasive Chincse lnbour in an American city is the
lowering of wages of white workers, cvsn to gtarva-
tion rates. We nrenot of those who favour pro-
tection; we want free trade and tho free immigra-
tion of all civilised races. Dut the question of
Chinese immigration amd cheap labour is unique
and must be treated according to its own condllion’
Chincsu labour is “ degrading our women,” 8ays
the San Francisco Fuening Post. Theronre thc;usands
.of white women in the clty unable to earn o living
Mr. Beechgng, ngont of the San Francisco Bene-
volent Society says " Working women, whom we
know to be honest, sober people, are famishing in
large uumbers. They come to us diy by day.
One case is very bad indeed. We visited and found
ons woman mnl}ing underclothes, She was em-
ployed on chomises, made elaborately, with ruffles
and lace, for 26 cents each—and it takes an entire
day to complete one. Another case §s even worse.
The husbnm} is out of work, and hagboen for a year;
the poor wife doing her utmost and making at
least twenty cents a day by necdlowgrk, Her hus-
band is willing and able to do whatever he can find
but there is no work for him. Itcomes,” says Mr.,
Deeching, “hard upon many widow women with
familica who dopond upon their washing for their

bread. Many have been cmployed bv families
for a day or two each week, but haive
been crowded out by Chinese. Thero
are respectable women who arc  worthy

objects. Ono man we have assisted—an American
who hag been at work for seven years in oue pluce'
has been turned out and Chinamen putin his place:
Nioety-six casca of oatrene distress have been
investigated and relieved. Wehave altogether the
Iast aix months relieved 1,121 cases. There seems
no remedy at all ; the womon are beaten down to
the lowest rate of wages, and if they murmur the
answer comes, ‘ Do as you please; we can get a
China boy for five conts less. : .
But how, asks the theorist, is this state of things
to be avolded ? The Chinaman has as much right
to come hero as any. other immigrant ; and he also
has the right to work for wages ag low as he plerses.
This sonuds well; aud ie, indeed, unanswerable if
the Chinaman takes his place in the lJabour market
on -the same conditions as the wkite labourer,
But thematter assumes another aspect upon in-
vestigation, The Chinese immigrntion in not like
that of the Europesn races, It Is purely selfish
and its tendancy is un-American. .The only immi.
grant who iaa lasting benefit to the country is he
who comes hers' to remalin, to bring up a family, to

Columbus, Vasco de Goma, Magellan, Cop-
ernicus, Tasso, worshipped at her shrine,
Vesalius preceded Harvey as an Anatomist.
St. Augustine, the learned, St. Thomas, who
was the Superior of Seneca, Ploto, Pytho-
goras and Socrates, was taught in her schools,
‘Che Catholic schools preserved the literature
of the world at Rome, when Omar and
Cteleph burned the great libraries of Ptolemy
and Alexandria. The Cutholic schools pro-
duced Angelo and Tition. The Medici rose
under their influence. We do not know
whether to attribute it to ignorance or hatred
that men will persist in charging the Chureh
with being the friend of ignorance. Any ome
who ever read Church history knows that it
is not true. Why, as early as the nioth cen-
tury, in the Pontificate of Eugeniug II, we
thiok, it was ordained that schools should be
established throughout the world at cathedral
and parochial churches, The Council of
Mayence, the Synod of Orleans, and the Coun-
cil of Metz, all in the same century gave the
same advise, and did all in their power to en-
courage education, but 1t was religious as well
as secular. Nay, carlier still, sometime in the
sxth century a Council that was held at
Vaison strongly recommended the erection of
schools, Then the general Council of Con-
stantinople urged the promotion of learning in
the seventh century, and in the 12th century,
during the ¢ dark ages,”” the third Council of
Lateran convened by Alexander III., obe of
the greatest of Portiffs, ordered that the poor
should be educated gratuitiously,a good ex-
ample which Protestant countries took cen-
turies to imitate. Will the Witness deny that
Free ScuooLs were established throughout
Christendom by this much abused Catholic
Church, and that in such places as the Mon-
asteries of Clany, Clairaux, Carbil Bee, Fudda
zud Bilbio, all the learning that man could then
acquire was to be found. In these schools,
Music, Mathematics, Poctry, and the Greek and
Hebrew, and Arabic languages were taught.
Latin, Arithmetic and Christian works were not
forgotten. Prayer formed part of a young man’s
education then, and it would be well if it did
so still, Here is what Iallam, a Protestant,
says ;—

Padua, Naples, Pavia, Perugia, Bologne and
many other places bonsted of flourishing Uni-
versities, while England had Oxford and Cam-
bridge founded in the ninth and tenth centuries
ascollegesbut grew into Universities in twelvth,
because the encouragement given to learning
by the “ignorant” priests of the *dark
azes,” 'We could quote from the Universities
of Salamanca of Jalladolid or Aleola and of
hundreds of others all of which should shame
men of reputed learning when they talk of the
¢ papists” “encouraging igmorance.” But
the Witness may tell us thatit did not write of
the past, but that it wrote of the present state
of education in the Province of Quebee, Well
let us see how the Educational Question stands
here.

As Dryden
apologetically remarked, *those who live to
lease must please to live”” The most mar-
ketable commodity in contemporary journalism
is gossip. It falls to the lot of few to * come
near the courts or the mansions of the great.”
The many console themselves with accoa_nts in
the public prints, of the personal habits of
eminent men, their homes and home life, and
are hugely interested in the more prominent
incidents of their private history, from the
oradle to the grave. Hence one of the most
salient characteristics of the ncwspaper of the
day, ond, in our judgment, 2 regretable char-
acteristic, It it extremely difficult for the
journalist to * senson his discourse with per-
sonal talk,” without, at the least, = touch of
vulgarity. And it is no small evidence o.f t't}e
high standard of cultivation which prevails in
the press, that those of our c-ontexr'l-
poraries whose specialite it is to deal in this
perilous stuff, en the whole surmount the
difficulty so well. )

It is not, however, our wont to discourse
upon such topics, and we feel that some apol.ogy
is necessary for our touching upon the subject
of this article.

A
small, and until of Iate years a much-oppressed
minority, it hes been too much our habit to
look for rules of conduct and standards of ex-
cellence outside our own body, Many an 1n-
stance occurs to the mind of young men
in the leading Catholic fimilies in Eng-
land, who, carried away by the tide of
dominant fashion, powerless to resist the
evil influence of the Protestant society in
which they have learnt to seek their friends
and companions, have made shipwreck ot life,
and, alas! sometimes of the Faith too, The

As a matter of course, it must depend largely on the
charity of the faith{ul, and in nid of this meritorious
work his Grace the Archbishop preachied on Sunday
evening, when a considerable amount was renlised.

His Grace quoted Iargely from the Old
and New Testament showiog the heavenly fruits
and benedictions which assuredly follow wnostenta-
tious churity,snd gave a grapkic account of & similar
institution in Rome, commenced by a mechanic and
patronized by His Holiness Pius IX, who, when a
student cheerfully superintended the establishment,
and has never forgotien it to this day. The Italian
Government, with a spirit worthy only of lhievcn'
seized or stole £3,000 the eavings of the poor in-
mates for years. IIe rapidly sketched the numerous
houses of & similar kind founded by St Jerome, St.
Vincent de Paul, St. Camclins, St, Nicholas the
Ven, ds La Salle, and others,and coucluded a lucid
and interesting discourse by showing that the case
of the widow and orphan is ouc of the charges en-
joined to the chicf Pustor of n Ciocese by his oath
before consecration. All the choirs of the city

MISEION AT THE CENTRAL PRISON.

His Grace the Archbishop has visited frequently
the Ceatral PIrison within the last tbreo montbs.

Last week St. Patrick’s Church was crowded with
a congregation of from 800 to 900 people assembled
to hear a concert dnd 'a specisl lecture and- at the
same time aesiat in contributing to the: charitable
funds of the St.. Vincont de Paul Socinty, which i3
establishing a home for aged persons. In every
respect was the entertainment & success and it re-
flected great credit upon all concerned. Among
those who were present wera the Rev. Fathers
L-pnon (Parish Pricst), Maddigan, Forster and Mc.
Guite, of this city, and Rev. Father Cleary, of Cale-
douin. His vordship the Bichop was absent in
Toronto. The concert was exceptionally fine, and
ag tho full round notes of the sicgers and of the
excellent piano, used for the accompaniments, re-
souudod through the loftyand handsomo building
the eflact was really grand. The acoustic proper-
tles of St. Patiick’s Chorch have now been thorougk-
ly tested and found most satisfactory. - The pro-
gramme of vocal and instrumental music compriacd
“ Andes,” a piano solo by Mies Miounie Filgiano,
very ercdiiably rendevred indeed ; Salva Maria? a
solo by Mr. Power sung. with vigor and taste and
very well; “"Avo Maria,” & solo by Mirs Egan who
acquilted herself with more than usual ability ;

Filgiano was omitted owing
to the sudden indisposition of Miss Filgiano the
lady accomuyanist and organist for the Church and
tle programme somcwhat shortened. The feature
of tke evening was the lectureas announced above
which wus delivered by Rev. Fatber Pious, a Car-~
melite Friar gtationed at Clifton. The sulject was
“The Crusades of the 12tn Century.”

Rev, Father Pious in bis opening remarks said
it would be appropriate before dealing with his
lecture proper to make a few prelimicary observa-
tions as to the condition of things worldly anteced.
ent to the period when the crusades from Europe
to the East were begun. When Christ came into
the world Ho found men so reduced by vice and
Paganism that intsilectually and physically they
wera lower than the beast creution. He preached a
new religion, shed a new light abroad and in time
the temples of the idolators were overturned that
upoa thoir foundations might be erected churches
in His houor. 7he Christian religion flourished so
gunerally that in the course of three hundred years
thews were no longer any powerful encmies with
whom to struggle for supremacy, 'The lecturer
said strife was very often a goud thing and that it
wag iograined in buman nature, $o lony as there
is a well-organiz:d enemy s> long will the oppon-
outs af that ezemy keep themselves ia an effective
condition to attack itor repel its assaults. When
the enemy is vanquishud and no opposition is any
longer ofivred, thin is one naturally cowpelled to
become less careful of bhis defences ard means of
warfare. Perbeps, even more, hemay lovk among
his fellows for an antagouist. So it was with tle
Early Church, So long as she had opposed to her
compact hostile forces go long she maintained ber.
watchfuiness and presented a united fromt. DBut
when she becams sipreme and met with no power-
ful outside foe, her people turnecd against each other
and she was eplit up into factions and was rent
asunder by internal dissentions. Heresy sprang up
and g0 bigh did violence ruu that bloodshed was
only narrowly escaped. False doclrine was taught
and believed in and schism prevailed. I consequ-
eaco of this the Church in the East became demor-
alized through theologlcal strife Nor were relig-
fous matters much better at Rome in the West, but
from a different cause. Th-re the prople had be-
come corrupt and had detrriornted through the in-
fluence of sensuality. DBoth the Churches in the
East and West, there, had forfeited the favor with
which God regards His chosen people. In the
East too, a new religion had leaped into life.—
Mahomet had introduced a species of worship sav-
oring of the Cliristian, Jewish and Pagan rites ard
doctrines. He excited his fanatical people beyond
all bousds auvd in resistlesa hordes they poured
westward towards Europe sweeping everything b:-
fore them, rically, Palestine fell and the holy
places where Chuist had lived were profaned by the
infidels. The time had arrived when both the East
and West deserved chustisement and at each other's
hauvds, But out of the chaos which prevailed every.
where tho old Church which was founded on a rock
nroge again in her might. Good materials were at
hand and they were moulded into tho proper form.
A better state of things was looming up once mere;
new churches were erected everywhere; the grand
old chauts were heard again and the approved
docttiner of the true taith were again preached
throughout the length and breadth of Ewurope.
Religious fervor aud enthusiasm were awakened
and the action became irresistible, The holy land
was in the possession of infidels and when the In-
telligence was conveyed to the East that the Turka
were destroying Christian churches everywhere,
persccuting Christisns and profaning the holy
places in Jerusalem with their ubominable origies,
there arose throughout Europe a cry for vengeance
coupled with the demand to le led sgainst the
Moslems. At this point, the lecturer glanced at
the origin of the crugades, the spirited conduct of
the Popes from about the year 1000 to about 1095,
when by their vigorous example, their unbending
resolution and the mighty assistance of Peter the
Hermit and othercloquent preachers the people be-
came clamorous to Le permitted todrive the infidels
out of Palestive. He deseribed the first crusade
which, afler enduring dreadful hardships by the
way, captured Jerusalem, after which a kingdom
was {here established. He nlso related how the
Turks again tock the city, how it was retaken by
other crasaders, and-how 1 fell back inte the pos-
sesslon of the infidels, In brief, he referred to these
and other maiters which bappened between 1696
and 1207, which are, howerer, to be found inscrib-
ed on the glowing rage of history and familiar to
the student thereof. Father Picus then proceeded
to dizcued the results of the crusede, which have
been condemned by some becauge Jerusalem, after
all, was held by the Turks and is so to this day.
Hu argued that the zeal which incited the valorous
crusaders gladly to undertake tho herculean task of
marching through strange and unhiendly countries
to the relief of Jerusalem and dying for its posees-
sion was proof of their deep fuith and strong reli-
gious convictions, The first crusade was a. grand
tribute to the power of the Pope whose single volce
was able to infuse such enthuingm into the breasta
of the noble youth of Europe. Six hundred thon-
sand armed men marched in that host and many
of them were accompanied by their wives and
families, so that no fewer than one million persons
sct out for the holy land in that mighty religious
expedition. They suffered indescribable hardships
and at the siege of Antloch there wera left but
220,000 fighting men and when Jerusalem was
‘takon two yeara after the crusaders started for
home there were only 20,000 scldicrs left alive, yet
to the Iast they were resolvcd to conquer and urged
ag they wero achieved superhuman feats of valor
and bore bravely up through everything. In order

For instance, a murderer was made an outcast, he
bod {o wear an"iron chain’ about bis neck, and had
to fast three days every week, he was forbidden to
enter a church, and not only thus was he com-
pelled to do penance all his life'Iong, but when he
believed derih was ‘approaching he was, in .addi-
tion, forced to set out for Rome to secure nbsolution
from the Pope himself. Bnt this changed en-
tirely during thecrusades. Indulgences were issued
tolthose who would make pilgrimages to Jerusalem
to 1escue tbhat city from the Turks,and upwards of
100,000 persons who had been condemned to pen-
ances joined the crusade.” This was a great tbing,
for these wrefched outcasts were restored to . the
bosom and to the sacraments of the Church and to
society, and they were given an opportunity to be.
come good men. From this sprang the germ of
the practice now observed in the Church in having
the Jstations of the. gospel depicted in the chapels..
DBefure the crnsades these were nut known, but
when. the soldiers visited Palestine and saw the
boly places where Christ Lad soffexed and died they
brought represeutations ofthem home, and in time
it came to pass that the Pope granted indulgemces
to thoge who visited stallons in the churches, ths
sama as if thep had gone to and seen them at Jer.

Indeed, bad it not been

for them the world to-day might have been far

behind her present advancement, It waa true that

for.the first time small-pox, the plague and the

chelera were brought from Asia to Europe and that

some disadvantages seemed o result from the

crusades, but whatever they amounted to they were

far excceded aund over-balanced for good by the

benefits wkich had been enumerated. In closing

his l.cture, Father Pious said God Bad used the

crizsades to chastise both tbe East and the West

and as suoa as that was accomplished tho struggle

was stopped. He regretted to have to say that

Jernsalem is still in tho hands of the infidels who

compel pilgiims to pay to sec the holy places and

defile them with dinbolical practices, but the time

would come when these things would no longer be

and when the holy city would be restored to the

Catholic Church. He believed another crusade should

be pren hed but not such as thosed of olden times

for they hed passed away but n crusade of prayer

and interceesion for the relief of Jerusalem. It was

difficult to foresee what the result of the present

war will be but it was possible it will prove a step

Tne Wnits Owe axp Mice.—The white owlisa
deedly enemy to mice. Ifany one should want a
confirmation of this fact, he has but to examine the
breeding-hole of this bird, and it will be found to
contain even bushels of the skeletons of mice, com-
monly known as ow] pellets. The bird will bringa
mouse to its young ones about every seven minutes,
and it will often hunt in broad daylight.

Tae Braziuiax Nur Treg—The Brazilisn nut
tree, a nalive of the conntry the name of which it
bears, grows to an average height of seventy-five
feet, The fruit resombles a cocos-nut, and is about
a third larger. Each ball containg from twelve to
twenty nuts, three-cornered in shape and bicely
packed together, During the senson of their fall-
ipg it is dangesous to enter the forest withouta
shicld, as the force of their descent is sufficient to
knock down the strongest man.

A Goop Worp ror TuE Crow.~Let us speak for
the crow. Lastyear,as I was bharrowing corn with
a vibrating barrow, having teeth (you know it is

a noisy thing), 1t uncovered a great number of white
grubs, which you can see all about the ground,
They aro very destrnctive to vegetables of all
kinds. They ate or destroyed thousands of hills
of corn that year. You could sce the track of the
grube as they travelled to get something to
ea*, for they travel when in scarch of food.—
You could see the rurfuce of the greund a little
cluvated and checked when the surface is hard and
dry. Well, you see, when I was harrowing ae soon
asthe crows heard the harrow work, they would come
aud light on the ground that was being hariowed,
and tho frecher the better they liked it; when
going one way they would alight after I bad
pas:ed along; when I rcturned and came within
8ix or cight rods off them; they would rise gently
and circle around thoe rear again, I bave counted
as many a8 seventecn grubs that one crow has pick-
ed up at one alighting. They take any aud every
thing, large and small—that is, wonine, grubs, and
beetles. Crows can’t pull corn when planted with
a machine; we have no fear of them from that
source, Finally, wherevercivilisation is, there are
rooks and crows.—L.E.

SAvED FROM BTARVATION BY A CAT.~—The Suflolk
(Va ) Herald relates the following incident : “ Some
time agothe wife of Mr, Alfred Davis) who was
drowned with his twosons last Friday evening in
Nanesmond River, was confined to her room with
protracted sickness, and such was tlie poverty of the
poor man that he was unable toobtain the necessary
nouriskhment for her ; indeed, a8 Mr, Davis related
the case, the waunts of the family must Lave been
of the severest and most trying nature, the family
subsisting for several weeks on potatoes and salt
alone. During the sad indisposition of Mrs. Davis
and her pressing want for delicate fuod, a common
house cat wunt into the ficld and caught a young
hare and brought it to house, Mr. Duvi: took the
hare and madc it into soup tor his suffcring wife,
which caused arapid improvement in her condi-
tion. The day fcllowing, the same cat agaln sot
out on its misclon of charity, and succecded in
catching a partidge, which was likewise brought to
the house, and delivered as was the hare; and thus
it was, through tho instrumentality of this cat, the
life of this unfortunate lady was saved from absc-
lute starvalion. The facts of the above can be sub-
stantiated as correct, and are given ag related by
Mr. Davis in person.”

EamiBouakes—Mr, Vennor, in his almanpas
for 1877, says: ‘Creat earthquakes seem to
have occured for some centuries past at In-
tervals of about ome bundred ycars, and
groups of fifty years. Hitherto during the present
century there have been none of very extreme in-
tensity, but they may perhaps b¢ look-dfor before long.?
The italics are Mr. Vennor's) 1'ncre appears to

ave been an 1nterval of about a centuary between
each of tho very greatest paroxyems; and a like
period may be traced between those of the mext
importance in ench century, following the former
at aninterval of from thirty to forty years. It also
appears that, pear the time of the great par-
oxysms, & number of smaller, but still important
oncg, have been crowded into four or five years
while, near those of tho second imporlance, a
number also large Is thickly spread over ten or
twelve years, As the record of the grentest dis-
turbances is of course more likely to be found in
history than that of the smaller ones, it seems
further worthy of remark that the firat, fifth, ninth,
twelfth and eighteenth centuries of the Christian
cra seem to have been those when the destructive
force of enrthquukes has exercised the largest in-
flvence over the human race in civilized countries;
while the first and secoud A, D, and the tbird
ssventh, tenth and fourteenth B. C., of our era
were times of comparative rcpose. A short
time before, namely townrds the end of 1662,
a very brilliant meteor bhad been seen both at
Quebec and Ville Marie, at which latter place the
gpectators beheld it like a great fisry orb passing
above and Dbebind Mount Royal. These
wonderful sights were followed, later in the
year 1663, by a great eclipsoe of the sun., The
earthquakes of 1663, were more alarmiog occur.
rences. They were, it is related, so violent as to
change the surface of a great part of the couuntry
through which the 5t. Lawrence flows—altering
the beds of smaller streams, producing hollows in
some places and elevations of land in others. Itis
even faid that hills and mountains were Mfted up
and thrown down in & mass, Yet, wonderfal to
relate, no human being or animal is reported to
have been loat or injured. But the unnsual sights
and sounds which accompanied the earthquakes are
recorded to have occasioned very great alarm. The
celebrated Superior of the institution founded by
Madame DeLapeltrie gives a particular account of
effects at Quepec. Sho says : # The first shock oc.
curred Feb. 5th, 1663, in the evening, when the
weather was serene. A great noise was heard, a
humming sound, resemLling that of Leavy carriages
rolling swiftly over paved ways. Then we heard,
coming from above the earth, and from below, and
on all sides, a confosed sound like the rushing of
waves, which caused horror, There was a thick
dust spread around, doora opening and shutting of
themselves, the bells of all our churches and clocks
ringing of themselves, steeples and walls shakiog
like trecs in & great wind, domestic crentures how
ling—in a word, cvery personr sod animal so terrl
fied thai it was judgcment. These things, so un.
common, made different impressions on our minds.
One lay sister was so frightend that her body trem.

others retired as if to diein frontof the altar, In
the interval between the first and second shocks,
we were all ranged in our stalla, Weall expected

atany moment. The writer algo said, *A priest
bas assured me that he alone. rececived more than
800 confegsions,” Although the earthquakes were
most violent -at thecommencement, yet they
continued ' from- time to time, during the
greater  part of the year - 1663,
in the *Jesuits Relations” says they. extended
over a surtace ot 25,000 square leagues.
