RDEAL

Rescued Men Were Kept
{ Alive by Boot Leather and
Rain Water Until Found by
U. S. Revenue Cutter Yes-
terday—Several Succumbed
to Burns and Others Perish-
ed From Exposure —Rescue
Deemed Almost Miraculous.

HALIFAX, N. 8, May 17.—After
thirteen . days of terrible suffering in
an open boat, four survivers of ' the
freight steamer Columbian were picked
up'in the North Atlantic by the Unifed
States revenue cutter Seneca today.

Eleven others of the boat’s 'crew
which left the Columbian when  she
was burned just south of Sable Island
on May 3 had succumbed to injuries
and . privations and- their bodies' were
thrown overboard. The death. roll of
the lost freighter now stands at fif-
teen,

Twenty-seven other members of the
crew were saved by the WCunard lner
Franconia and the steamer Manhattan
after two days of e€Xposure.

‘ The men snatched from death by the:
Seneca today were the first officer.
Robert Tierce; Seamen Oscar Kendal
and Peter Belanger and Firen.an
Michael Ludwigsen. The Seneca re-
ported that she was hastening to Hali-
fax and expected to reach there to-’
morrow, ; : '
Hope Long Abandoned.

The survivors had lived. on only a'
few ship's bisouits and a cask of water,
which had long since heen exhausted.:
They had gone the Itmit of human en-
durance. Hope for the x‘écovery ottﬁe
third boat haa long 0gzo been uban‘-‘
doned.  To seafaring men it seemed
impossible that u smail poat couid pasp
thru the gerles of gales that has since
swept these waters, 4ad the news that
the Seneca haa picked up suk\‘l\'ors
was received .almost with incredulity
here. '

Altho the survivors were too weak

completely, the revenue cutter’'s officers
#athered that some of the sixteen who
’had hastily piled into the third boat had
{béen 30 badly buFned that they dfed
| Within the first few days. Tt was de-
jcided to lighten the boat by casting the
{ bodies overhoard at onece. Some who
fhad tumbled from their bunks at the
first explosion and had rushed on deck
half clothed succumbed to the culd.
Others, weakened. by starvation and
thirst, graduully sank into iethargy that
was scarcely to be distinguished trom
death.

Died One by One.

presentable and efficient men, Unless
a man has been thru the ranks he will
never undcrstand the magic of esprit
de corps, and unless he has marched
on parade and felt that the reputation
of the whole regiment depended upon
HIM and on no one else, he will never
understand what public spirit is.
