ONTREiAL, JURE 30, 1882,

T1E~ ELECTIONS AND TIIEIR CON-
I3EQ¯ENCES.

There vere few peinons acquainted with

lhe state of public opinion in Canada who

bd any doubt as to the result of the

receuntappeal o the pecopleon the question

Of protection te native industry. Th

mosb sanguine of the supporters of the
Opposition only ventured te claim a small
majority, and this it was anticipated would
have been obtained by means of a con-
sidetable majority from the Province of
Ontario. Looking te the general interests
of the Dominion, it would have been un-
fortunate if there h1ad been even an ap-
pearance of the Province of Ontario being
subjected te the domination of the other
Provinces, and especially Quebec. 'The
electors of ail the Provinces have pro-
nounced their deliberate opinion that the
fiscal policy of the Canadian Government

is te be baseci pn the principle of prQ-
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tecting native industry. Tiere were of
course a number of side issues, espe-
ciaily in Ontario, but the main question
was whether the present fiscal policy was
to be maintained. It would have been
strange if any other verdict liad been
given by the electors, when the utterances
of the leaders of the Opposition are taken
in to consideration. Mr. Blake throughaut
the campaigri, gave no clue whatever to
the fiscal policy which ha would have
recommended, if successful, and during
the last session his policy seems to have
been to attack special items in the tariff
rather than the principle of protection,
We have more thian once pointed ont that
there are no advocates of free trade in
Canada, using that term as it is imuder-
stood in England. The favorite expres-
sion of those Who concur in opinion svith
Msr. Blalce is "incidental protection," the
meaning of which term is that duties
may be im-posed, avowedly for revenue,
vhich will nevertheless afford protection to
Canadian industries. Nothing of the kind
is knovn in England, as the practice is
to impose excise duties on all articles
manufactured at home, to an equal
amount vith the import duty on th e for-
eign articles. No such principle has ever
been advocated by those whostyle tbem-
selves free traders in Canada, so that the
import duties are in reality protective,
though said tobe so incidentally. Notwith-
standing the mnuch higher duties inposed
in the United States, British manufac
tures are still largely introduced into that
country. The impdrts from Great Britain
into the United States may be placed in
round figures at $200,000,000, and these
are chiefly manufactures, the duties on
vhich might be described as incidentally

pro tective.
It la quite clear that Mr. Blake and bis

supporters have talcen up e position that
is %holly at variance with public opinion,
and that has had the effect of detaching
fron their party many of their old sup-
porters. It will ha long before they will
ha able to recover the ground that they
have lost. The principle of free tracte, as
understood in England, would find fev, if
any, supporters in Canada, owing ta the
conviction that, situated as tse Dominion
is in regard to the United States,it wousld
be most dangerous toadopt a fiscal policy
that would enable that great country
with twelve times our population to send
ail its manufactures and other products
into our markets free of duty, while all
our exports are excluded from theirs by
prohibitory duties. Free trade, as the
term la understood in England, is hardly
possible in America, and moast assuredly.
bas neyer been advocated by the present

Canadien Opposition leaders lit~niile
affirmed with safety thai, if Gréat Britain
liad been situated as America is ta ay,
fvee trade would never have been adop tedt
as its.national policy

We lad occasion in Our last issue in
noticing Dr. Goldwin Smitlh's article on
Peel andCobden, to direct, attention to the
seltilsh motives by vhich the advocates
of free trade were actuated, and it is not
irrelevant to remind our readers that pre-
cisely similar motives are ascribed to our
Canadian manufacturers by the Opposi-
tion for their advocacy of protection. The
old fiscal policy of Great Britain was pro-
tective. Duties were imposed on in ports
af every description. The manufacturers,
vhen they found that there was a ne-

cessity of obtaining large quantities of
food fron abroad, on which duties wvîre
exacted, organized themselves into a
league to procure the abolition of all taxes
on food. It is a metter of notoriety that
they subscribed enormous sums to the
anti-corn law league, which Cobden
termed investments, which they expected
to be repaid them, and which were re-
paid them a hundred fold. This is vhit
our manufacturers are charged with cloing
to support their interesta. The landed.
interest in England desired protection1
and the manufacturers free trade, both to
promote their own advantage. The man-
ufacturers gained the battle and the
duties on food were abolisied, after whiclh
the manufacturera were unable to main-
tain protection on their own products,
and all manufactures were admitted
free. In America the case is reversed.
The United States and Canada, being both
exporters of food, have no object in trying
to raise its price. On the other hand, the
price if vages is higher in America tian
in Europe, and the meaning of free trade,
in the true senseof the term, is to expose
American manufactures to a competition
with countries where ivages are much
lower than they are here. 'Chose engaged
in the various domestic industries.
whether employers or operatives, are in-
terested.in obtaining protection from for-
eign competition, and it is clîiefly in view'
of the interest of the agricultural classes
that free trade is advocated, It is pre-
tended by, the free traders that, inasmucli
as America exporta food, the price is
regulated by the foreign demand, and
that the agriculturisis are interested 'in
having all manufactures free or at very
low duties, This bas been a prominent
question in American politics for a great
number of years, but there i as yet no
indication that any serious reduction of
itpOrt duties will be made. If the
United States were to reverse its fiscal

policy, and ta reduce. its import duties,
nowv fer higher than our own, to rates
mueli loiwer than ours, it would become a
matter of grave consideràtion whether it
vould not b expedient to imitate their
example. There is, liowever, no graund
for anticipating any>such change,'and we
therefore feel assured that the present
tarif ivill b maintained in its integrity
It by no means follows that there wili not
be alterations in particular items, and it
is well knon that, in regard to specific
items there are considerable differences of
opinion anong the warmest supporters of
the National Policy. .It may be hoped
that after the victory vhich it bas ob-
tained the Government will ha disposed
to act with moderation, and to remove
any defects in the tariff whicli may bè
satisfactorily provéd to exist

TUE BANK STATEMENTS.

The banik statements, an abstract.af
which will h fouhId belowv, show an n-
érease in the liabilities and assets of more
than twvo millions, caused chiefly by an
increase in the deposits. The circulation
bas decreased by nearly a million. The
discounts are about $37,000 000 in excess
of the corresponding period of last.year,
but the circulation and deposits have in-
creased in proportion' The amount due
by the foreign agencies is considerab.i
less tian last year, and the specie and
Dominion notes about two millions more
The Goverriment circulation of large notes
bas increased by about $400,000 during
the month, and there is a slight decrease
in the small notes. On the whole, there is
nothing in the statements to cause anxiety,
unless it be the increase of the deposits
and tIse uncertainty as to thir being
called for. It seemas far from imprbabl e
that there ust be a considerable amount
of money lying in the banka waiting in-
vestment, and, if so, it augura well for the
prosperity of the cout try

THE NEW YORK STIKE.

Very serions inconvenience hcas been
experienced in New York by the str'ike
af the freight iandlers employed by the
raîihvay companies, wio demand thrcee
cents an hour extra wages, whici their
employers have refused ta grant. There
seems ta be a good deal of' sympathy with
the strikers, oving ta the serious advance
in price af nea'ly all the necessaries of
life. In the case ofi the recent strike it is
alleged that not only bas the trade of the
city been seriously disarranged, but like.
wise Chat of a large portion of the country.
Losses of considerable amount have been
incurred, owing to the non-delivery and
retention of freight. In such a city as
New York the quantity of perishable
goods arriving hourly must be enormous,
and the contracta with railroad companies
do not provide l'or the recovery of damages
In such an emergecey as has occurred. IL
is said that one ground on which lithe rail-
road companies rei'fuse ta accede ta the
demanda of the strikera is hat they would
be immediately exposed ta similar claims
on the part of heir yardmen, trainmen,

and shop mechanics, and the journals
Chat are most favorable t the strikers
admit Chat there is foundation for the
apprelhension that is entertained. The
complaint of insufficient wages is said ta
he general among the railroad employees,
and even the locomotive engineers are
said ta be contemplating a strike.

Sa far the strikers have not manifested
any disposition ta commit violence. Tiey
have held at least one meeting and have
committees organized ta watch at the
several depots, and iave marched in pro-
cession througi the city. The railroad

companies seem t have abLained lie
services of a considerable number of what
are terned green hands, including Ital-
ians, Germans and Irishmen. It is alleged
that these raw and inexperienced men
are causing more damage thon their wages
will amount ta. A gang of Italians tumbled
a dozen barrels of flour into the river and
broke dazens of barrels of eggs. The
freight handlers seem confident that they
are masters of the position, and Chat their
experience vill enable them ta command
the lobor cnarket in the particular line in
vhich they have been long employed.
We shall watch vilh interest the progress
oa the contest betveen capital and labor.

We may add that the latest news is that
ihe strikers are getting more violent, and

that there is a probability of the move-
ment extending and being more serious.

THE TURNPIKE ROAD QUESTlON.

A most repreiensible letter has been
publisied in tic MontreaI WVitncess over
the signature "Javoleits " on tice subject
of the recent decision of the Judicial Com-
mittee of the Privy Council, reversing a
judgment of the Supreme Court of Cana-
da, which condencned 1er Majesty the
Queen, or, ta put the matter more plainly,
the tax-payers of' Canada ta satisfy the
claims of certain Quebec turnpike road
bondholders for a large anounlt of princi-
pal and interest, for which the trustees of
lice turnpike roads near Quebec were in
arrear. The anonynous letter, with the
rather singula fn drplnc, l evidently
tlie production of a lawyer. It isnotvery
uncharitable ta surmise that it mcay be
the production of the lavyer who advised
and conducted the suit of the bondhold-
ers. On the nerits of the claim ive do
not propose ta say much at present. IL
most assuredly was ncever contemplated
wlen the Quebec Turnpike Rolad Trustees
were allow'ed ta issue bonds Chat the
Province inccurred any liability in. tie way
of guarantee, and we do not imagine that
any.suci clain was preerred on account
of the Montreal turnpike roads,

We presume from the fact that a ma-
jority of .the Supreme Court judges
decided in favor of the bondholders
that something must have occurred to
create a doubt, the benefit of which a
majority of the judges of the Supreme
Court gave to the bondholders, although
two at least dissented from the judg-
ment. Under such circumstances
the Dominion Goverment could have
tsken no other course then ta obtain a
reference to the highest judicial tribunal
in the Empire. The anonymous carres-
pondent of the Witness throws no lighlt
on the merits of the question at issue, but
complains most bitterly of lier Majesty's
action in granting ta herself " a special
"leave to appeal to herself from the judg-
t ment of the Supreme Court rendered
cagainst her." No one reading the letter
in the Wiitess would imagine for a
moment that the ceal parties to the case
were the tax-payers of Canada on the one
aide, and, on the other, the assignees of
certain bondholders, who, some 40 years
ago, lent money on the security of tolls to
be levied by the trustees of turnpike
roads. The Supreme Court judges, not
having concurred in the juigment ici
favor' of the bondholders, the Dominion
Government most properly procured a
reference ta tie judicial committee of the
Privy Council, and cvhich tribunal vas at
least wholly unbiassed.

The writer of the letter endeavors to
create a hostile feeling regarding what
he termus nu imnproper exercise of the Im

perial prerogative in reversing a judg-
ment of hlie Suprene Court, but he could
not venture Io omit citing the words of
the Canadien Act, prescribing thaI the
judgment of the Supreme Court shal be
final and conclusive, Ilsaving any right
I whicli er Mcjes.y nay be graciously
"pleased ta exercise by virtue of Her
"Royal prerogative." In the case under
consicleration Her Majesty was advised
by the luiinisters of the Crown in Canada
acting in the interest of the tax-payers,
ta refer ta theJudicial Committee of the
Privy Council the question at issue, and
we feel assured that Canadian public
opinion will sustain the reference. As to
the merits, the legal luminary who enjoys
the confidence of the WVitness proposes
" to deal with the matter in its legal and

ethical aspect, and with authorities in
baund," sa acon as the judgment is

enrolled. Wlien Cat limes comes we
may have more to say on the subjecl.

TH1E BANK OF TORONTO.

It is highly satisfactory to notice that
this year it has been found possible to
transfer a stili larger amount than I8 t



year from the contingent fund, which is
proof that the debts of a doubtful charac-
ter have been found to have been liquid-
ated more advantageously thn had been
at one time anticipated. This has enabled
the directors not only to pay the usual
dividend of 7 per cent., but to add to the
the rest an amount sufficient to raise it
ta 81,000,000, or 50 percent. on the capital,
the proportion at which it stoor prior to
June, 1879. The bank had held a con-
siderable amount al! bonds of the Toronto,
Grey and Bi-uce Railivay which have been
disposed of advantageously. Alldoubtful
accounts have been liquidated, and the
bank is in a highly prosperous condition.

AN IMPROVED MONEY ORDER

SYSTEM,.

i'. Carling has inaugurated his acces-
sion lo office by the promulgation of a new
money order system, which, howev-er,
must have been under consideration for a
considerable time, as it must necessarily
have involved much correspondence with
the British and United States depart-
ments. The changes made are in the
charges for orders in the United Kingdom,
the United States and Newfoundland. It
has been decided that in future all orders
will be given in dollars and cents, and the
rate of exciange will be'about 10l, which
for small sums is as low as could possibly
have been expected. The old rates were
about 12 per cent. premium. The newv
form of mone' order will be printed
both li English and French, and will be
in universal use from British Columbia to
Prince Edward Island on the lot proximo.
The money orders given in England on
Canada will be in dollars and cents. The
maximum order will in future be $50, the
equivalent of £10 5s. 4d. sterling. There
has been a .considerable improvenient
made in the mode of rendering accounts to
the department and in recording money
order transactions.

ONTARIO BANK.

We have observed with much pleasure
that at the annual meeting of this bank
there seemed to be entire concord among
the shareholders, and that the old direc-
tors were unanimoüsly re-elected. The
reduction of capital by 50 per cent. was
satisfactorily effected, five shares of $40
each having been converted into one of
$100. The aggregate capitaldis now$1,-
500,000, and the net profits for the yeai
were fl81,459, or over 12 per cent. A
dividend of 6 per cent. has been paid and
$125 ,000 added to the rest. The circulation
and deposits exceed $5,000,000, and we

learn from the report that the oredit and
connections of the bank ani its earning
power have been retained unimpaired.
The shareholders canot fail ta observe
with much satisfaction that themanage-
ment bas been able to realize the sum of
$35,000 fron the contingent account of
$92,952, provided for in the statenent
issued last October. The value of the
stock in the market is upwards of 25 per
cent. premium, so that Sir William Ilow-
iland and his friends have had the satisfac-
tion of finding their anticipations at the
time when the reduction was proposed,
fully realized.

INSOLVENCY.

Under our present law what benefit
creditors obtain from their insolvent
debtors it is hard to imagine. Our pro-
ceedings here are so costly that these
mnatters are better settled outside of our
courts. Now vhat benefit the debtor
obtains is a question whichmay be answer.
ed thus :-Your creditors have taken
judgments against you, these judgments
stand for thirty years; you need not try
to go West for you will be capiased you
cannot go into business here for your
earnings will be seized at once. You may
get a partner and go in with him, but you
may possibiy find some creditor that v'lli
try to define your interest in the concern.
In fine you may sit down for thirty years
of your existence and contemplate Vhe
prospect; all the time the interest at six
per cent is running on these judgments,
In this space of time your interest repre-
sents your capital neatly twice over
With such prospects you are supposed by
the law to be happy. Are ye to have
any legislation to change this? Is not
thirty years ton long for a judgment on,
a chirographie debt (i.e. ordinary debt) to
last ? Should we not have some manner
of discharging a debtor as well as winding
up his estate at the least possible
cost ?
