Twenty-Eighth Annual Exhibi-

‘tion Opens Nov. 16 in
Madison Square
Gardens.

NWW YORK, Oct.' 20.—The, entries for
the twenty-eighth annual exhibition~ at
Madison Square Garden next month of
the National Horsée Show ‘Associaion;
closed on Thursday last, but until al] the
mails are in totals cannot be computed.

The 623 entries for the opening show in
1883 have been trebled for the coming fix-
ture, which begins on Nov. 16, and it is

expected that the 2051 entries of last year

will be equaled or exceeded. 2

There were 187 exhibitors at the first
show and 204 lgst year, a ratio of increase
indicating - that owners keap  larger
strings of show horses. There have been
two blank vears, but the aggregate value
of the premiums pald up to 1911 foots up
to $713,075. Thé banner years were 1908
and 1909, when the premiums pald amount-
ed to $35,145 and: $37,18. - The value of the
premiums fortlre coming show is about
$32,000. There will be a stronger repre-
gentation in the mijitary classes from
Europe and Canada than at.any previous
show. The leading American exhibitors
in every type of harness and gaddie horse
have sent 'in their -nominations, and the
home-bred drivinz and riding horses will
be better represented than -ever -before.
American-bred hackmeys and balf-hack-
neys - will be a factor in all' the heavy
harness clasSes.

Holland will' be represented -this year
in the international contests by three offi-
cers and six horses. - The three officers
have been hére before, and three of the
horses, tbo, have competed at the Garden.

CHURCH PLAYS
"I B

Controller Goes Down to Otta-
wa Without Warning and
Will Be Called to Account
On His Return.

Controller Charch's anxiety to stir
the Borden government up to a sense
of Toronto’s wrongs has brought con-
siderable trouble upon his own should-
ers, and he will be called to account
when he returns home. :

The controller was ‘“called” to Ot-
tawa from the midst of the fray on
Wednesday night, ard yesterday morn-

ing the mayor was made aware of the
fact that he had arrived safely at Ot-
awa by the receipt of three somewhat
lengthy telegrams within an hour, os-
tensibly informing him that the whole
cabinet was bestirring itself on behalf
of Toronto.

The first telegram stated that the‘

econtroller had -obtained an appoint-
ment with Colonel the . Hon Sam
Hughes, for the purpose of discussing
the occupancy of the Garrison Com-
mons and the pavement of the street
running beside the armories. This
convinced the board of control that it
really is necessary to put Controller
Church back in his place when he re-
turns.

The second. telegram was considered
a large order by the mayor. It stated
that the mayor was to ask to have
the corporation counsel dratt an
amendment to the Railway Act with
a municipal consent clause requiring
the Bell Telephone Co. to secure per-
missiép for its street work, Other
requests were submitted of equal im-
portance.

The third telégram rececived stated
that 50 municipalities would be repre-
wsented at the conference and that the
eontroller was trying to get the To-
ronto members to accompany the city
representatives = in laying their de-
mands before the government.

Mayor Hocken only saw fit to ac-
knowledge one of his telegrams. He
asked  the controllers to. cancel his
appointment with the minister of mili-
tia, on account of the exhibition autho-
rities not being able:to go down.

SUBNORMAL CHILDREN
IN TORONTO SCHOOLS

(BY LILIAN CARRUTHERS)

vt

_Justhow many children in the publie
schools of this elty are subnormal men-
tally is a-question of vital importance,
not only to parents, teachers and board
L of education, but to the citizens gen-
| erally.
proximate to the percentages found in
other large cities is matter  for con-
jecturé. Therefore the result of the
tests now being made thruout the city
by thé staff of school medical inspect-
ors will be awaited with interest.

In the United States wherever the
standardized tests have been given by
properly qualified persons, it Has been
found ‘that 17 per cent. of the echool
population are subnormal. This 17 per
cent. {8 made up of 15 per cent. who
are more or less curable and 2 per cent.
who suffer from permanent mental de-
fects. In Toronto, therefore, ‘with a
school population of forty-seven thou-
gand we- shaould have nearly 8000
childrén ' who ¢ -~ subnormal mens
tally, the estimated 2 per cént. giving
us 940 défectives and the remaining 15
per cent.’of pogsibly  curable cases,
showing a:mental’ retardation of two
or three years, numbering 7050. It is
difficult ‘to realize that we have eight
thousand children in our schools who
are mentally defective in ‘some degree.
We prefer to think that conditions in
our city dre o much ‘superior to those”
of the large” American cities that 'we
shall not have nearly that number.

“The Backward. Children. = |

Thi&%&gg _ eight thousand of
course ‘does’ not . include the normal
children ‘wno are backward in their
studieg. The tests used hy psycholog-
{sts take’ céghizance only of the re-
tarded ‘intellect,
tion being someéthing quite different. It
is often: difficult for the layian to un-
derstand this difference. Take, for in-
stance, a child of nine years with' the
intellect “and sapacity: of an ordinary
child of tliat age.” That child is normal,
it matters not what his school stand-
fng may be. He miay bein the second
book or he may be lower down in the
school, and according as he is. behind
his grade we speak of his pedagogical
dackwardness. T 'have fouhd ;Lust stich
& nine-year-old child in the lowest class
of thesjunior first 'grade}utterly un-
ahble to make any advance in her stu-
dles, while her intellect rerhained whol-
ly unimpaired. Under intelligent spe-
clal class teaching  this: child made
wonderful progrégs. ‘Being a-normal
child she was not transferred from her
school .to the school for defectives, as
was erroneously stated in the papers.
8he Temained in her own schaol in the
mornings and came to wie in the after-
noons for special coaching. Such cases
of courge woeuld hot be ' reported in
making purely psychological tests.

Physical Defects.

To discover the causes of such peda-
gogical backwardnéss ' lieg ~with™ the
teachers and, the' mediéal department.
There are matters of attendance, fre-
quent change of ‘school, unwise promo-
tions,  physical defects and malnutri-
tion. It has been found that lack of
proper nutrition, with consequent ab-
sence of normal energy, is a frequent
