Paris, Jan. 27.—Herbert Hoover, 
director- general of the international 
relief organization, gave out» the fol­
lowing statement today :

“The dpqainating food problem in 
the U.S. fit this moment is a very 
much 'bigger problem titan the Chi­
cago packers: It is a problem of the 
American farmer.

“If the packer's profit of two or 
three per cent, on his turnover is too 
high, it is the duty of congress to tax 
it out of 'him. It' the farmers' prices 
threaten to fail below the level of a 
fair return, it behooves the country 
to do some quick, clear thinking.

“Thç perplexities arising out of in­
ability to demobilize totally the food 
situation of the world in the period 
between the armistice and peace make 
the farmers’ position in the matter of 
much more immediate concern than 
the future of the Chicago packers.

American Exports.
“Taking it broadly, before the Eur­

opean war began we exported about 
five million tons of food a year. This 
year we are prepared to export at the 
rate of from fifteen to twenty millions 
of tons. The increase represents the 
patriotic service of the' American 
farmers, plus the voluntary sacrifice 
of the average American under the 
stimulation of the pleas from the al­
lied governments that without an 
enormous increase in our food supply 
their very lives would be Enenaced.

This arrangement acts more as 
an Incentive to economical manage­
ment on the part of dealers 
than a check on high prices, it is de­
clared.

It was explained yesterday that 
there would have been 'a big drop In 
Toronto prices long before this had it 
not been for the fact that the dealers 
here are overstocked with anthracite 
substitutes and with coal of a size not 
used by householders except Iri cases 
of dire necessity.

The Inquest was held 
by Coroner Hopkins Into the death of 
Alice Holloron, a 16-year-old girl, 
recently committed to serve an In­
definite sentence in the refuge by 
Magistrate Denison, and who was 
killed bÿ a fall while attempting to 
escape from the institution on Jan. 19. 
Mr. Greer pointed out that girls were 
committed for an indefinite period, 
and unless an effort was made by per- 
sens outside of the convent, the girls 

ot were. subject to being detained for a 
period of years. Sister Mary St. Rose 
Lime, who Is ln charge of the 
girls committed by the courts, was 
unable to give the length of time a 
young girl on indefinite sentence 
served. , She had been in charge of 
the class of between 36 and 38 girls 
for three months, and to the best of 
her recollection three of this number 
were serving indefinite sentences. 
Questioned by the crown, the witness 
said there were three ways by which 
girls were released, namely, ln the 
event of a girl being sent to the refuge 
to serve a definite sentence, the pri­
soner was released at the expiration 
of her term; the other two ways, as 
explained by the sister, was that of 
indefinite sentences, by which girls 
could only be released by an order 
from the court or thru the representa­
tions of a Mrs. O'Connor, of the 
Catholic Board of Charities, who visits 
the home regularis".

Examined cmeely by Mr. Greer, tlhe 
and : witness admitted that there was no 

compulsory educational training for 
girls admitted over sixteen years of 
age. Mr. Greer remarked that some 
of the girls who have been inmates 
for over seven years, were given no 
other training than the teaching of 
ironing. The sister testified that girls 
sent from the court were taught re­
spect for order and virtue, also an ef­
fort was made to get the girls ln a 
right line of thinking, but there was 
no sectarian education.

ditions. A large number of workers 
<?n the Clyde are striking for a forty- 

» ihour week, while the shipyard work­
ers at Belfast quit because the em­
ployers would not grant them a forty- 
lour-hour week. The shipivorkers on 
the Thames, on the other hand, went 
out" today for a general increase of 15 
shillings a week. The -workers at 
Leith, Scotland, like those on the 
Clyde, are striking for a forty-hour, 
week.

Belfast also is faced with a strike 
of munition workers which would re­
sult in the closing of gas and elec­
tric plants. Glasgow is threatened 
with a similar situation.

Other industrial disputes which 
may result in strikes unless the de­
mands of the men are granted are:

If the roads cannot compete as to 
rates, and they have not been allowed 
so to compete tor many years on this 
continent, and if they are permitted 
by law to pool their receipts and ex­
penditures, and thus do away with any 
incentive for competition in service, 
what remains? Why should iprivtvte 
corporations run public utilities if they 
are not to compete among themselves? 
If competition 'be undesirable then 
unification must be the one chief 
goal. Certainly we can hope for bet­
ter unification under one ownership 
and management than under the 
ownership and management of two, or 
three hundred,different corporations.

The amusing thing about all these 
proposals is the eagerness with which 
the roads hold out their arms and ask 
to be handcuffed. They want the 
government to restrain them by law 
from doing wrong, having evidently no 
faith whatever in their own virtue. 
If the roads had behaved more de­
cently when they had their freedom 
they might again be trusted.

As it is, the public fear the execu­
tives and their Wall Street backers to 
such an extent that they do not want 
to see them around the premises at all. 
It may be reassuring to have an un­
trustworthy servant submit to be 
bound, but the ordinary man does not 
want that kind of a servant. He would 
rather run Tthe shop himself than 
leave it in charge of a clerk who could 
not be left alone With the till unless 
he were haridscuffed.

Paris, Sunday, Jan. 26.—The Japa­

nese delegation will, in its attitude on 
questions conning before the peace 
congress, be inspired by sentiments 
expressed, by Viscount Uchida, ithe 
Japanese foreign minister, on the 
opening of the Diet at To-klo, Japan’s 
senior delegate, Baron Makino, said to 
tihe Associated Frees today. The 
Japanese will, first of all, contribute 
in every way possible to the conclu­
sion of a just and permanent peace 
and neither expect nor desire any 
territorial expansion in China, or Si­
beria, ihe said.

While declining to- discuss with the 
press any questions likely to come '.be­
fore the congress, Baron Makino said:

“Our minister of foreign .affairs may 
be regarded as having expressed the 
views of the peace delegates in out­
lining the 'broad policies of Japan. He 
disposed of any question as to Japan’s 
relations with Russia by declaring 
that she neither intends or desires to 
interfere with Russian affairs, but is 
willing if solicited, to aid Russia in 
restoring order, ~

"Viscount Uchick gave ample as­
surance that Japan 'hag no territorial 
ambitions in Chinà,” said Baron 
Makino. “On the contrary we have 
solemnly engaged to respect the poli­
tical and territorial integrity of 
China. Our country proposes to dem­
onstrate she is a sincere friend of 
China by using every endeavor to pro- 
hioite good will and the common wel­
fare.”

At the 
close ot a tour that took him thru a 
dozen razed villages, ending in the ruins 
of the historic cathedral at Rheims, he 
made this comment:

“No one can put into words the im­
pressions I have received amongst such 
•cenes of desolation and ruin."

That was Mr. Wilson’s only expression 
of his feelings after a trip that every 
Frenchman has "been hoping he would 
make before he takes part in deciding 
what Is :to be exacted from Germany for 
the devastation of northern France. The 
PreMdent and party returned to Paris 
at 9.30 o'clock last r.lght.

Changed Overnight.
“The situation changed overnight
