the city, consider the operation of a pro-
per system of passenger cars of the Metro-
politan Railway from the city limits and
retufn them to the city limits. Mr. Keat-
ing, in short, admits the whole case. The
‘convenience of the public demands an in-
terchange of cars between the two systemns.
It rests with the Leglslature to declde the
terms upon which such interchange of traf-
#ic shall take place. With this end in view
the Legislature should appolut a board of
elecitic rallway commissioners to adjudls
cate ¢his and all similar questions that may
prise in“any, part of the province. Such a
board would consider the respective rights
of the parties interested and declde ac-
cordingly. . If the Metropolitan  Rallway
uses’ the tracks of the Toronto Railway
‘Company, 1t ot course ought to pay an
adeqna_'é reutal, It must not rest with the
Toronto Rallway Company to decide -vhat
‘thal ventnl shall be. Otherwise that com-
pany will exercise a monopoly not only
of the city system, but of the entire suburb-
an traffic. Such a monopoly was never
sanctioned or Intended by the city nor
ratified by the Legislature. Every inde-
pendent suburban company must have tl;q
right to deliver passengers and freigit into
the centre of the eity. The Legislature
must protect them in this right by creating
some machinery for determining the condi-
tions upon which one road shall have run-
ning rights over anotper. There seems to
be no difficulty between the city and su-
purban lines of ‘other cities. There need
be none. here. The pretensions of the To-
ronto Railway to a monopoly of both city
and suburban systems are absurd, and the
1.egislature should so declare them by un-
dertaking to provide a court to determine
the question of running rights between con-
tiguous electric systems.
THE WATER RATES,

The city should not try to make a profit

out of the Waterworks Department. Citl-

+yens should be supplied with water at

exactly cost price, not a cent more, not a
cent less, Whatever reduction is to be
made should be baséd on the department
leaving no
charges of any sort to be met by genera
taxation, Practically it makes very little
difference to, the citizen whether the pres-
ent avater rates are maintained or a
lower schedufle is adopted, Nearly all
taxpayers are water consumers, and, view-
ing the city as a whole, there is nothing
saved or gained by making the reduction.
As a matter of bookkeeping, however, It
is very desirable to have each account kept
separately, and to convey as much informa-
tion as possible to the payer. By re-
duecing the water rate to cost price the
ratepayer will be apprised of the fact that
the profit of the city’s waterworks has
had the efect of reducing his tax bill by
a mill or so on the assessed value of his
property, If water rates go down, taxes
will go up. An increase of a mill in the
tax rate will cause ratepayers to scrutinize
more closely the various ciylc expendityres,
and In that,way the change in bookkeeping
will, tend to make the people and tbeir re-
pr tives more ical,” The pro-
‘posed reduction in the water rates to a
eost price basis will also give citizens an
object” lesson in the virtues of the muni-
cipalization of public services, ' No such re-
duction as is proposed would be possible
if the service were owned by a private
corporation.

PROGRESS OF THE BEET SUGAR
INDUSTRY,

The United States Bureau of Statistles
has colilected some valyable figures, show-
ing how the production of sugar has been
transferred from the plantations .of the
tropies to the farms of the temperate
zone. The information is very thmely,
in view of the efforts that are.being made
to establish the beeit sugar industry in
Canada, The statistics show that 95 per
cent, of the sugar crop of the world was,

{ in 1840, supplied by sugar cane, ‘a tropical

product, and but 5 per cent, from beets,
a produect of the temperate ‘zone, while in
1399 only 24 per cent. of the world’s sugar
supply was from cane and 66 per cent.
from heets. How much of this is due to
the disappearance of slave flabor which ex-
isted in all cane-producing territory at the
beginning of the period under review is
left to the consideration of economists and
sociologists; but it is a fact that the
world’s cane-sugar crop of 1899 would littie
more than supply the demands of the
United States alone, after deducting the
home consumption of the countries in
which it is produced.
