• Aid. Dunn took a strong stand in 
favor of putting the abattoir on a busi­
ness basis without delay, 
with municipal politics," he said.

‘ If this is the worst moment, it is 
because Russia has stepped out and 
Amer.ca is only proper,ng 
in. Every hour that passes will see 
the gap formed by the retirera ,nt of 
the Rusa.ans filled by the gallant 
of the gpeat republic, 
knows it and Austria knows it, hence 
the desperate efforts that they are 
making to force the 
Amer.ca Is ready.”

Germany’s victories were emblaz­
oned to the world, the premier said, 
but her troubles did not appear In 
bulletins- Something was known of 
that, howewejj The deadly grip of 
the Br.tish navy, was having its ef­
fect and the valor of the tree os was 
making an impression which would 
tell in the end. He said those who 
during the past fortnight were 
izing a nervous breakdown in 
nation were the same as those who 
recently wqre organizing an hysteri­
cal shout over the Flanders victories.

Argument With Wilson.
Mr. Lloyd-George said that he was 

glad to understand that Lord Lans- 
downe's recent, letter had been 
understood, and that Lord Lansdowtie 
was in_ agreement with President 

-tWileon.

"agree with President Wilson, and 
do not desire to, force a controversy 
where none exists.

*1 warn the nation to watch the 
man who thinks there is a half-way 
house between victory and defeat,” 
the premier admonished. “These are 
the men who think you can end the 
war mow iby some sort of what they 
call peace—by setting up a league of 
nations. That is the right policy af­
ter victory; without victory it would 
be a farce.”

Continuing his discussion of a 
league of nations, Mr. Lloyd George 
said it could not be had by a negoti­
ated peace at this time.

“It is Idle to talk of security to be 
won by such feeble means,” he 
esserted. “There is no security in 
pay land without the certainty of 
punishment. There is no protection 
in a state where the criminal is more 
powerful than the law.

"To end a war entered upon to en­
force a treaty without reparation for 
the infringement of that treaty, 
merely by entering into a new, more 
swc;ping and comprehensive treaty 
mould be a (farce in the setting of a » 
tragedy.”

Victory, declared the premier, was 
a question of tonnage. Germany was 
gambling upon America’s failure to 
transport her army to Europe. The 
future of the world depended upon 
tho efforts Great Britain and America 
make to increase their output of 
ehips next yea*, he declared. The 
food imports next year, he said lr. 
this connection, must be reduced 
thiee million tons by increased home 
production and economy.'
