There's going to be a big siump in
the “sucker list” market. Brokers
| with “inside information” of the top-
heavy condition of the market are
quietly getiting 10d of thelr wares. A
“sucker @iet,” in the vernacuiar of the
financial underworld, is a list of namesg
and addresses of investors in stoicks,
but especialiy of those who haye bitten
at the bait flung out by get-rich-quick
charlatans. For ‘“‘good, fresh nhames'’
the market has been very steady late-
ly around $20 a thousand. For names
“only worked once,” as the Pphrase
goes, higher prices have been ashked,
while .well-worked lists have been
selling as low as $1 a thousand. But
prices are going to smash. The court
of appeals has broken up the
‘“momnopoly” that has held up prices in
the «“'sucker list*’ market, and pnices
will hereafter be flxed by the natural
Ilaws of supply and demand. It ds be-
i lleved that under the libergl corpora-
tion law of New York, as recently in-
tarpreted by the wcourt of appeals,
“sucker lists”’ will soon be selling as
low as $1 a thousand for “prime, fresh

From Vancouver to
Duluth or Chicago thru the Yellow
Head Pass the grades will not exceed
26 feet to the mile, and the distance
will be less than from any other Paci-
fic port, save over the Great Northern’s
Cascade route. But all the American
rallroads have grades of 126 feet to
the mile crossing the mountains, and
Great Northern, St. Paul, and the
Harrimans have three mountain
ranges to overcome. . The Vancouver
lines using the Yellow Head Pass or
the Peace River passes, have only one
mountain to cross and that on easy
grades, where one locomotive will do
the work of five on the American lines.
