{and-China, Small Yorkshire and Suf-
| folk Dbreeds. The Chinese hog is re-
markably prepotent, as is shown by the
-tendency of the modern breeds to re-
ivert to the original type. This is doubt-
{ess owling to the many centuries of in-
breeding which have so firmly fixed its
characteristics. One of the most im-
portant of these is its propensity to
fatten under the most adverse circum-
stances. This superabundance: of fat
prevents the flesh of this breed being
highly esteemed in this country, but it
has had a most valuable effect in modi-
fying the lean, gaunt hegs of England,
while the Neapolitan has added dellca-
¢y of flavor. The original Chinese hog
is a-very peculiar shape. It has a
long body, with short legs, very heavy
jowls, small prick ears, short head,
neck and snout and the eyes wide
apart. In eolor it'is white or: black or
a mixture of both, with the white pre-
dominating.

Dominion Iron and Steel Com-
mon is Considered a Weak
Subject.
(Montreal Witness.)
While the Dominion Iron and Steel
. bonds are selling around 85 to 86, inclusive|
of dividend, and the preferred at eround
* 75 “o 77, tire common stock is being *boost-
ed’ close to. the 30 mark, with bull vapor-
ings to the effect that 50 will soon be at-
tained. It must be apparent that those
advocating such a price for Dominion Iron
apd Steel common, must be either inter-
ested or irresponsible parties. The stock
as is thoroughly well known to the cost of
many people, is practically outside the
pale as an investment issue, and only the
expectation of a very long pull that would
take years to materalize, could justify a
purchase at the present range of values.
The public should, however, nob be at-
tracted by the spectacular movement now
in mprogress, Other booms in this sbock
have eucoseded excellently .in leaving
holdens high and dry‘at top priges.' This
time, ‘those who have been waiting for a
reasonable chance to ‘get out’ will no
doubt seize the opportunity tc sell. ‘Lhere
can be mo ‘doubt of the progress now be-
ing made in the manufacturing end of the
Dominion Iron & Steel Company, or of
the ‘excellence of the nagement, The
necord of production récently issued by
. the management shows that there were
182,000 tons of pig iron produced during
$he past year. The open hearth steel fur-
naces were respomsible for 160,500 tons.
Over forty thousand tons ¢f eighty-pound
steel rails were also turned out, although
operations in this connection were not
_ started until Jate in the year. If is sabd
that four thousand men were employed
during the height of the season, and that
the pay roll for 1905 amounted to over
$2,000,000. In face of this proeperity is the
indisputable fact of a heavy liability on
account of the capital stock of the com-
pany. . b .
It has been frequently pointed out in
these columns that the preferred stock is
now a fairly good speculative purchase,
there being over twenty per cemt due the
stock in the shape of deferred dividends.
‘With the increased earnings of”the com-
pany there is a favorable chancg of pre-
ferred stockholders at last getting into
line for profits. The amount required,
however, to pay off all preferred indebt-
edness already reaches the enormous
amount of over $1,050,000. Before a single
dollar. can’ e .paid on thé common stock
this amount will have to be met by the
company. Then there is $20,000,000 of
common stock, which, at the rate of, say,
four per cent, would take $800,000 of any
surplus that night be left after paying
the interest on the preferred stock. It
is dlear, therefore, that a rise in Iron com-
mon could only be in the nature of a
gamble pure and simple. Reorganization
cannot be an excuse for higher vallue, as
there will obviously be no change in t.he
financial position of the company wlnl‘e
the market price of the common stock 18
3o far above the imtrinsic value of the is-
sue. It is contended that a rise in Iron
Sommon will improve the market condi-
%ions here, but if the market has to de-
pend upon a stcek of its record and ca!l-
bre for public support, the support will
be. a- dangerous one. In the winter of
1902-3 .the stock advanced to 6234, and
in seven months dropped to 8, and before
the end of the year 1603 had fallen as low
as'612. From 6234 to 612 in less than
twelve months, is a pretty—good record,
even for Iron- common{

It was One of Boundless Activity
Ain the United StatF.

(Bradstreet’s).

"Nineteen hundred and five was a year
of ‘almost boundless activity in trade, in-
dustry and speculation. It, was a perfod

as is the ebb and flow of the tides in the
sea. A six per cent rate would check in-
dustry in London and the 125 per cent
rate had practically no effect heére and
was confined to Wall street alcne, which
indicates rather clearly where the trouble
lay.

PROSECUTION CLOSES
IN FRANCESS ORR CASE

Hempton, N. B,, Jan, 10—In the Fran-|
ces Orr case, for concealing the birth Ofi
her child, Norman Goddard, the reputed
father of the child, testified today. that he
kept companv with the prisonér for two
years. On Lrecemoer 14 he drove her from
Apohaqui to her nome in Sussex. She
caid she was sick, but all right, and did
not need a doctor. He asked her if ehe
was enciente, and ehe rephed that she did
not think so. Her grandmother was away
from home and he left the girl with Mrs.
Emeline Howley. /

Mre. Emeline Howley stated that on
December 14th the prisoner came to her
showing signe of being in trouble. She
saw indications of childbirth, but no baby.
The girl rémained in bed all next day and |
until 10 o’clock Saturday morning. She
did - not ask if she had . given birth to 'a|
child. Croes-examined by Mr, Fowler, she
admitted that she did nothing to assist or

her business, but would have done what
ghe could if the girl had asked her.

Dr. D. H. McAllister testified to his at-|
tendance on the prisoner at William Smi-|
ley’s house at Apohaqui from December |
17 at the request of Coroner Pearson. She|
‘denied having given birth to a child or of|
any knowledge of a child found in_the|
closet of the house where she stayed at
Sussex, He found on examination, sufhi-
cient evidence to convince him that she
had given birth to a child. He madeja|
postmortem examination of the body ofj
the-child. It was a male with no marks
of violence upon it. The lungs did mot
fill, the cavity showing that it had breath-
-ed but a very short time. The heart and
brain were normal.

Dr. MecAllister said that if the girl had
received careful attention the child would
probably have lived, although there was[
no certainty. The girl certainly did not|
have the attention and care her condition |
demanded. Asked the cause of the child’s
death, Dr. McAllister said he was of the
opinion that it succumbed from weakness|
or exhaustion. i

Dr. G. N. Pearson testified that the|
child was a good healthy baby. He said|
no responsibility could rest upon the pris-|
oner for any act immediately after chud-|
birth, as she might have been in a eemi-|
comotose condition, If Mrs., Howley had
acted the part of midwife, that would
have been “reasonable assistance.”

William McLeod, Sussex, town marshal,
testified to the finding of the'body of the|
child and the arrest of the prisoner, whose |
age he knew to be sixteqn years, She was!
born April 1, 1889. |

Other witnesses were: Michael Howley, |
Undertaker Wallace and George H. Mor |
ash, whose testimony closed the case for
the crown, and the court adjourned until
tomorrow morning at 10 o’clock.

In other words, the United States has
sent Ohina this year $50,000,000 worth of
goods, as compared with $13,000,000, in
1903, and Japan $47,000,000 worth as gom-
pared. with $16,000,000. two years ago.

This growth in’ exports to those two
Oriental countries bas occurred in copper,
cotton cloths, /flour, sewing machines, lo-
comotives, paper, canmed beef, fobacco,

The late Dr. Harper was probably the
most successful college president in the
world, For years he was widely known
among scholars and literateurs by whom
he was held in the highest esteem but it
was not until he accepted the presidency
of the Univemsity of Chicago that he be-
came generally famous. Upon his entrance
into the.big western university he at once
set about increasing its endowment and|
equipment and 80 's was he ‘:haftl
‘he speedily lifted t}le university to a posi-
tion among the great educational imstitu-
tjons of the world.

“Who’s, Who” co‘fains the following
brief biographical sketch of Dr. Harper:

Chicago was born in Ohio, July. 26, 1856
and was the son of Samuel anfl gauen
Elizaheth Rainey Harper.

University 1876-1879, Principal of same,
1879-80, Professor . of Hebrew aszd cog-
nate languages Baptist Union Theological
Seminary 1880 to 1886; principal of Chat-
angue College of . Liberal Arts, 183591
Principal of System 1891-98;
professor of the itic' Languages, Yale
University 1886-189), Woolsey professor of
Biblical literature (ibid) 1889-1891. He
was the author of many books:. dealing
with the Hebrew language and varwous
studies in the classics. :

The big paper mill of the St. Croix
Paper Company, located at Woodland, a
short distance, above the city on the St.
Croix river, George ¥. Hardy, engineer,
Frank B. Gilbreth, contractor, is begin-
ning to loom up in all the magnitude and
grandeur characteristic. of an immense
structural work. ;

The large -amount of labor expended
at Woodland since early spring, when the
&pot was a dense forest, has been produc-
tive of great results. The forest has dis-
appeared, cottages and. stores: have found
places among the stumps, macadamized
streets have been laid, erailway sidings
fonstructed, the main line of the Warh-
ington County Railway turned aside and
up river, necessitating the removal a half
mile up-stream of a steel bridge, the build-
ing of coffer dams, the blasting of river
rock bed, entailing some of the very heavi-
est of rock excavation, and about half
the construction work involved in build-
ing an entire paper plant, including ground
wood mills, pulp mills, sulphite mills,
steam power plants, electric power plants,
and a concrete dam 2,000 feet in length.

It ie somewhat inspiring to watch the
progress of work on a mill that is to turn
out sixty or more tonms of paper each
day. é

From almost every angle and corner
on the paper mill job, and from many
points in the town that nestles over the
brow of the 'hill, picturesque views lie
before the visitor. Here is a group of
recently completed cottages, occupied by
