It is a remarkable cirenmstance, first
observed by John Hunter, and referuble to the same
principle, that the gastric juice will, when the indivi-
dunl dies, dissolve the very stomach thet hus secreted
vhis powerfullnolvent, and had resisted its uction when
fising.
