of the Germans against several points on the allies’ lines everywhere failed,

“The fighting, which continues today in even greater intensity,

by the continuous cannonade heard in Belgian villages, shows the Germans
still are determined to gain, by a desperate effort, at least one notable position
occupied by the British, but if they continue to sacrifice troops in the same lav-

,ish manner as during the last two days, in the region of ‘Ypres and Labassee,

their losses will be very heavy and not commensurate with any possible advance
‘Although strong artillery attacks during the last days of last week gave

them possession of two ruined villages

previously had been occupied by the allies’ outposts, for six weeks, there was a

GERMANS BREAK THROUGH RUSSIAN LINES TO
TRENGHES BUT DRIVEN BACK WITH BAYONET

Petrograd, Jan. 28—In a stubborn fight in the vicinity of Sochaczew on the
Bzura River, the Germans on Tuesday broke through into the Russian trenches,
from which they were repulsed only after bayonet charges. At Atlanka, two
miles north of Sochaczew, in a battle lasting thirty minutes, the Germans lost

500 killed.

" The battles in Galicia appear to be developing on a broader scale along the
Carpathians, for a distance of 300 miles. Both sides appear to attach great im-
portance to the outcome, The Hungarians, it is said, have been concentrating
in the Carpathian passes since December, awaiting the arrival of Bavarian re-

You accomplish excel-
lent things and I read your articles very
gladly. Your reports have a high patri-
otic tone and it is of great value to our
men in the trenches, when we can send
them such matter.

“And now one thing more, and note
this, Gentlemen, my principle—and it
applies to this war also—is the word of
old John Knox, the reformer in Scotland
that ‘one man with good is always in
the majority.”

The Emperor’s birthday was observed
at headquarters yesterday with a sim-
ple divine service held in the field. The
auditors included Prince Oscar, the fifth
son of the Kaiser; Prince Freiderich
Leopold of .Prussia, Prince Waldemar,
eldest son of Prince Heney of Prussia;
General Falkenhayn, the chief of staff;
Chancellor Von
Admiral Von Tripitz, the commander-
in-chief of the naval forces, and other
officers.

MUST TAKE THANN-
AT AL GOORS

Kaiser’s Order to His Troops—
Emperor’s Son in Command—
Hurling 5.00? Shells a Day

Paris, Jan. 286—By order of the Kaiser,
Thann has to be taken at all costs, and
Wilhelm II. has sent his second son(
Eitel Friedrich there to see that it is
done. That probably accounts for the
extremely heavy fighting taking place.
First came the German advance from
Uffholz and Steinbach and point 425;
and, secondly, the advance on Hart-
mann-Sweiller Hill, which would enable
them to approach Thann from the rear.

Both the French and the Germans at-
tach sentimental as well as strategical in-
terest to the possession of Thann. It
was here that the former set up the
first administrative institutions in the
“New France,” (and now the Kaiser has
set his heart on getting back the little
provincial town just as he did on get-
ting Paris and Calais.

Although not dominated, as it would
be if the Germans held Steinbach or
Point 425, Thann is within reach of Ger-
man guns, posted in front of Cernay,
and it is said that on some days recently
the Kaiser’s artillery men fired as many
as 5,000 shells a day at the disputed
town.

First Budget With Revenue From
Drink Elminated

No Difficulty in Making it up is Forseen
—Greater Efficiency of Laborers Ow-
ing to Enforced Sobriety

Petrograd, Jan. 28—An official report

made by the ways and means committee
of the Duma indicates that, despite the
war, the government estimates of its or-
dinary income from' direct taxes during
the coming year will exceed that of last
year by 66,457,000 Publes, ($83,228,500).
The direct taxes will be approximately
842,465,000 rubles, ($171,282,500).
. This is the first budget in which the
income from alcoholic drinks will be el-
iminated. From nearly a billion rubles,
(500,000,000) from this source the gov-
ernment revenue will drop to a few mil-
lion rubles, which will accrue from the
sale of industrial spirits.

The government anticipates 'no diffi-
culty in raising by indirect taxes a suf-
ficient amount to.cover the deficiency
due to lack of revenue from the sales of
liquor. Notwithstanding the great per-
centage of laborers in the ranks of the
army it is pointed out that the effici-
ency of those remaining, owing to en-
forced sobriety, has been increased from
fifty to one hundred per cent.

Unofficially it is/ learned that at a

THER DEBT 10 BRITAIN

C. W. Eliot of Harvard Declares
It at Pilgrims’ Luncheon

Civil and Religious Liberty and Example
« of Efficiency Under Free Rather 1 han
Autocratic Rule

New York, Jan. 28—“All of the early
practice of liberty and the teachings of
John Milton about civil and religious
liberty; the assurance, finally, that
national efficiency can be developed to a
higher degree under free than autocratic
institutions. Such, in the words of
Charles W. Eliot, president emeritus of
Harvard, speaking at the annual
luncheon of the Pilgrims in the White-
hall building yesterday, is the debt the
United States people owe to England,
the reason for American sympathy with
her in her present struggle.

“I have received many letters,” he
said, “expressing displeasure at my stand
in favor of the allies. They ask me if
I am an Englishman and where I was
born, and what the British pay me,
and what, also, we owe to England. So
I have thought about our debt to Eng-
land.”

This debt, he said, lay in her practice
and teachings of civil and religious lib-
erty; in her example that a nation could
be more efficient under free than under
autocratic rule.

A memorial was read by Doctor
Manning of Trinity Church, expressing
the sorrow of the society at the death of
Earl Roberts, and conveying “to Count-
ess Roberts and the members of the
family the deep sympathy which they
fell with them in their great loss.”

Chauncey M. Depew said that a.con-
certed effort was being made by hyphen-
ated Americans to drag this country in-
to war, and that the chief lesson to be
taught by the Pilgrims was the duty of
neutrality.

BRITSH CLNNER
S SUPERIOR

London, Jan. 28—There is given out
in London a further recital of conditions
attached to the British general staff. It
is dated January 19, at the British gen-
eral headquarters in France, and a syn-
opsis of it follows:

“The work of the artillery, particular-
ly on the British right, is discussed, and

and it is related that weather conditions
are improving.

“The continuous artillery combat al-
most takes the form of a game in some
parts of the field.

“An alleged German _official report
declares that a certain German prisoner
in the British lines says that on several
occasions he was forced to ascend in a
British aeroplane in his shirt sleéves to
point out the German positions and drop
a bomb. This whole story is a fabrica-
tion, but it presumably would not
have appeared unless it was likely to be
accepted asgtmie in Germany and in
some neutral countries. The absurdity of
taking up a private soldier who neves

ade an ascent in order to ascertain the
position of units of which he knew
nothing is sufficient refutation. = More-
over we would be hardly likely to make
his task more difficult by inflicting the
needless hardship of exposure.

“Immense efforts and a great amount
of material’ are being expended to keep
the roads in repair under the motor fraf-
fic.

PORTUGESE ISLANDS

Mystery Surrounds Uprising--Pres-
ence of German Minister

London, Jan, 28—The Daily Chron-
icle’s Lisbon correspondent telegraphs
from Badajoz the news of a serious up-
rising in Portugal—not a mbnarchical
uprising as was stated by the govern-
ment of the republic on January 20, but
a revolt ‘of the republican officials, some
of whom took part in establishing the
republic.

The Chronicle’s correspondent was not
permitted to send the news from Lis-
bon. He went to Badajoz to evade re-
straint.
The violent upheaval . was due, he
says, to dissatisfaction with the admin-
jstration of War Minister Icas. A large
number of officers, including the gener-
al commanding the Lisbon garrison,
were in sympathy with the revolters.

A possible*key to the trouble in Por-
tugal is found in the curious circum-

stance, that although Portugal is at war W
with Germany, the German minister re-'

mains at Lisbon and the Portuguese
minister tarries in Berlin. :
England’s naval patrol of the so-called
“strategic triangle” of the Atlantic form-
ed by the Cape Verde Islands, the Can-
aries and the Azores, is serving a double
purpose since Portugal became a party
in the war.

August to September 12, and in which
the French fought with a bravery that
has not been surpassed in the war.

Every hillside, every fleld, every vil-
lage, from Bayon to St. Die still bears
the marks of that gigantic struggle. It
was here that some of the most dramat-
ic scenes were enacted. There was a
moment when the batile raged flercest
at Envieur, whither my route has led
me. i :

A Meeting in Battle

“Look at that ruined factory,” said my
guide to me as he pointed to the vest-
iges of four brick walls near the road.
Here, I believe, one of the most thrilling
incidents of that struggle took.place. I
was given the names of the two officers.
They were both natives of Alsace. One
had served thirty-six years in the
French colonial army and had risen to
the rank of major, His brother was an
officer in the German reserve, also with
the rank of major, and on the outbreak
of the war he returned to Germany.

It was near this factory that the two
brothrs met, each in command of a de-
tachment. The battle was'at its height.
They were hardly 800 yards apart when
they recognized each other. The German
officer stood tall and defiant on the hill-
side; his younger brother, the French
officer, was below urging on his men.
Suddenly one of the officers ordered his
men to cease firing. They refused to
obey in the heat of the battle, and he
thereupon held up his handkerchief. It
was struck out of his hand and he was
arrested in the presence of his men. Two
days later a court-martial was held, and
the officer who had offered to surrender
to his own brother was shot in the pres-
ence of the whole battalion.

A strange thing that two brothers
fighting on opposite sides should meet
in such circumstances. Stranger still that
the factory around which the battle was
raging was their own.

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THE WAR NEWS

A considerable degree of the interest
in the war will now be centred upon
the fighting between the British and the
Turks. The British army moving into
Asiatic Turkey has dispersed a Turkish
force near Karna with heavy loss. A
Turkish\arm'y has invaded Egypt, and
a cable from Cairo says that its advance
guard 'was dispersed by the British.
Turkish troops have been sighted at
several points to the east of the Suez
Canal. The assurance is given that the
British have a strong force with which
to guard the Canal

The birthday of the Kaiser was not
celebrated by any unusual event. There
was heavy fighting at Ypres and La-
Bagsee yesterday but the French and
British were able to repulse the German
attacks with heavy loss. There was also
severe fighting at several other points
along the line.

The Russians are reported to be at-
tacking vigorously both in East Prussia
and Northern Poland, while the Ger-
mans are renewing their attacks in
Central Poland, and an Austro-German
force i3 showing renewed activity in
Galicia. Roumania has’ just placed a
loan of $25,000,000 through the Bank of
England. Currency is again given to the
report that the Austrian Emperor is ar-
ranging to abdicate.

The following paragraph copied from
Shipping INustrated appears in a Hali-
fax paper without comment:—

“The loss of the steamer Navarra at
Tusket Islands, Bay of Punday, is the
second which occurred last year in that
vicinity. Im January, 1914, the R. M.
§. P. liner Cobequid was totally lost on
Trinity Ledge, and unfortunately there
was serious loss of life. To go further
back, in May, 1918, the Gerald Turn-
bull was wrecked on Gannet Ledge, and
in March, 1912, the Bonavista came t
grief at Brier Island. So that in less than
three years four fine steamers have been
wrecked in the bay.”,

trouble to po'int out that Shipping Illus-
trated has made a false gtatement. Tus-
ket Islands are not in the Bay of Fundy.
It is necessary to go out of the Bay of
Fundy and down the Nova Scotia coast
below Yarmouth to!reach the Tusket
islands. Disasters in the Bay of Fundy
Jdo sometimes occur, as they occur every-
where along the Atlantic Coast or any-
other coast, but it is grossly unfair to
charge the bay with disasters which oc-
cur elsewhere. |

CARDINAL MERCIER'S PAS-
TORAL.

The attempt of Germany to suppress
the pastoral of Cardinal Mercier to the
Belgian people will result in giving that
historic document an infinitely wider
circulation than could otherwise have
been hoped for. Not only will it be cir-
culated throughout Belgium, but the
Catholic press throughout the world,
outside of Germany, will publish it, and
the Protestant press will at least publish/
portions of it and direct attention to the
splendid courage of the Cardinal, and
the personal and indisputable evidence
he gives of the wholesale slaughter of
priests, as well as of women and chil-
dren, and of the destruction of Belgian
towns The pastoral is published in full
in the London Tablet, and also in the
Catholic Record of Canada. ardinal
Mercier in opening his pastoral tells of
the news that came to him in Rome of
the sacking of Louvain, and of atroci-
ties committed by the Germans in his
diocese, and refers to his visit to the Bel-
gian, French and English wounded at
Havre, and his journey to Malines
l.ouvain and Antwerp. Referring to the
Belgian soldiers he says:—

“A first time at Liege they saved
France; a second time in Flanders they
arrested the advance of the enemy on
Calais. France and England knew it;
and Belglum; stands before them both
and before the entire world as a nation
of heroes. Never before in my whole
life did I feel so proud to be a Belgian
as when on the platforms of French sta-
tions, and halting awhile in Paris, and
visiting London, I was witness of the
enthusiastic admiration our allies feel
for the heroism of our army. Our king
is in the esteem of all at the very sum-
mit of the moral scale; he is doubtless
the only man who does not recognize
the fact, as, simple as the simplest of his
soldiers, he stands in the trenches and
puts new courage by the serenity of his
face into the hearts of those of whom
he requires that they shall not doubt of
their country. The foremost duty of
svery Belgian citizen- at this hour is
gratitude to the enemy.”

It required courage to make this'
statement, but Cardinal Mercier did not
hesitate. On the contrary he went on
to give a detailed description of the hor-
rors of which he has certain knowledge.
He sets out clearly the facts and figures
to illustrate not only the destruction
wrought by the Germans in the towns
and villages, but the barbarity with
which the people were treated. We quote
some extracts:—

“Hundreds of innocent men were shot.
I possess no complete necrology, but I
know that there were ninety-one shot
at Aerschot. and that under pain of

.

death their fellow citizens were com-
pelled to dig their graves. In the Lou-
vain group of communes 176 persons,
men and women, old men and sucklings,
rich and poor, in health and sickness,
were shot or burnt. In my diocese alone
1 know that thirteen priests or religious
were put to death. One of these suf-
fered 1 believe a veritable martyrdom.
We can neither number our dead nor
compute the measure of our ruins, and
what would it be if we turned our sad
steps towards Liege, Namur, Audenne,
Dinant, Tamines, Charleroi, and else-
where? I have said that thirteen ec-
clesiastics had been shot within the dio-
cese of Malines, There were to my\ac-
tual knowledge more than thirty in the
diocese of Namur, Tournai and Liege”!

Cardinal Mercier condemns the war
begun by Germany and says:—

“The rigidity of antique morals and
the despotism of the Caesars suggested
the false principle, and modern militar-
ism tends to revive it, that the state is
omnipotent, and that the discretionary
power of the state is the rule of right.
Not so, replies Christian theology. Right
is peace. That is the interior order of a
nation, founded upon justice; and just-
ice itself is absolute, because it formu-
jates the essential relation of man with
God and of man with man. Moreover,
war for the sake of war is a crime. War
is justifiable only if it is the necessary
means of securing peace.”

Referring to the treaty which guar-
anteed the neutrality -of Belgium, Card-
inal Mercier says:

“Belgium was thus bound in honor to
defend her own independence. She kept
her word. The other powers were
bound to respect and to protect her
neutrality. Germany violated her oath,
England kept hers. These are the facts.”

Germany would have been. glad to
suppress the. crushing indictment made
in the pastoral of Cardinal Mercier. In
her attempt to accomplish this end,
however, as in practically everything
else she has attempted since the war
began, she has’not only blundered, but
failed. Cardinal Mercier’s statements
go to the whole world, and the sympathy
of the whole world goes out to Bel-
gium. :

Strange Situation Traveler From

Chicago Tells Of

1S NOW ¥ ST. 10

Wamed Not to Come For Fear
of Arrest and Perhaps Being
Shot—Secures Citizenship De-
claration Before Leaving Home

L

A plain ordinary business trip from
the United States’to Canada is regarded
as a most daring venture into the jaws
of danger by many citizens of the Unit-
ed States these days. Owing to’ the re-
ports which have been circulated re-
garding the conditions in the country,
due to the fact that the empire is at*war,
it seems to take a man of more than or-
dinary courage to make the venture.

The. man who mentions to his friends
that he is ,contemplating such a step is
_urgcd not to be so rash. If he persists
in his intention he is warned to settle up
his business affairs and get his life in-
sured.  Then he goes through the com-
plicated proceedure connected with se-
curng a passport from the Unted States
government, After he has kissed his
weeping family good-by, he takes his life,
in his hands and, with his nerve braced
to meet any possible danger or disaster,
he proceeds towards the border. When
he_ does manage to cross the boundary
without any trouble and finds that he
can travel through Canada just as free-
ly and as comfortably as he can in his
own home town he nearly dies from
shock.

At least this is the way a Chicago
man now at the Royal Hotel describes
his experiences. As evidence of the pre-
cautions regarded as necessary he pro-
duced a most formidable document de-
corated with red seals and other insignia
bearing his detailed description . and
photograph, with the official guarantee
that he is a citizen of the United States.
“And to get that,” he said, “I had to
take an oath that I did not intend to
remain in Canada more than thirty
days.”

The fean of entering Canada is par-
ticularly strong among citizens of Ger-
man or Austrian descent, but Scandi-
navians are almost as nervous and he
says that even some of those of British
descent are none too sure that it would
be wise to cross the border. There is
a widespread impression that all aliens
will be detained and -those whose names
suggest German or Austrian blood would
be shot on sight.

When this particular traveler was
speaking to a Norwegian friend about
entering Canada and urged his friend to
accompany him the latter looked him
over with cold suspicion, “What do you
take me for?” he asked, “Do you think I
have any ambition to act as a target for
British bullets?” And he was in earnest
about it, too.”. --

On every hand the traveler received
the most urgent warnings not to venture
across the line. He had to come, 80 he
consented at least to get a passport and
that required a three days delay. When
he did get it he was told by the govern-
ment official that they were issuing
more passports for Canada these 'days
than to_any other country. He also was
warned that, although it would keep him
from being shot or imprisoned for the
duration of the war, he could expect to
be detained for a few hours at least
l;whlle inquiries were being made about

im,

This was the attitude of everyone he
met and it was only urgent business that
made him come at all in spite of the
warnings of his friends,

The extent of these ideas is such that
it may interfere with business between
the two countries and make a serious
difference in the tourist business next
summer unless publicity is given to the
fact that no citizen of the United States
has any reason to expect any different
treatment on this side of he line than
he would receive in his own country.

Our readers will have read the reports
of the arrest of Cardinal Mercier; the
denials of the German military authori-
ties; the dignified but emphatic protest
of the King of the Belgians to Pope
Benedict against this gross outrage
which he asseverated was a fact despite
official denials.

been to secure the instant publication of
new editions of this great moral instruc-
tion in French, Flemish, English, and
Spanish—in all the languages that count
—and effective arrangements for their
distribution throughout the world. This
brutal attempt to gag the freedom of
the Catholic pulpit, and to put a muz-
zle upon the mouth of the representa-
tive of the Belgian hierarchy, shall have
only this result, that ten men will read
the forbidden pastoral for every one who
would have heard of it in ordinary cir-
cumstances. The German troops may
threaten as they please, they may set
sentries in the churches, they may im-
prison priests, and they may drag others
from the sacristy and even from the
confessionals, but the cardinal’'s winged
words are afloat on all the winds, and
will pass_jo the ends of the earth.

THe pastoral may be read in the
churches of Belgium, perhaps only by
stealth, but, thanks to the Germans,
every private soldier now serving in the
Belgian army will receive a separate
copy for his own use.

And why should these vivlators of the

neutrality of Belgium be so frightened
at the appearance of this eloquent but
simple exposition of elementary Chris-
tian truths? Here and there comeé pas-

sages which may make the invaders
wince, but they tell us nothing that is
new. “Germany,” exclaims the cardinal,
“yiolated her oath; England kept hers.

‘| These are the facts” Quite so. The

Germans may wince—but could they
deny? Again, in ringing words the car-
dinal says to his sorely tried flock: “I
hold it as part of the obligations of my
episcopal office to instruct you to do
your duty in face of the power that has
invaded our_soil and now occupies the
greater part of our country. The au-
thority of that power is no lawful au-
thority. Therefore in the soul and con-
science you owe it neither respect, nor
attachment, nor obedience.” The Ger-
mans know all that as well as we do,
and so armed men must be set around
Catholic pulpits to prevent and inter-
cept this message from a bishop to his
flock.

And one thinks the German authori-
ties might well have been grateful to
the cardinal for the extreme care and
circumspection he observes when he is
dealing with the wholesale atrocities
committed by their troops in Belgium.
He speaks only of what he knows and
of what he has been able personally to
verify. ‘Hundreds of innocent men were
shot. I possess no complete necrology ;
but I know that there were ninety-one
shot at ‘Aerschot, and that there, under
pain of death, their fellow citizens were
compelled to dig their graves. In the
Louvain group of communes one hun-
dred and seventy six persons, men and
women, old men and sucklings, rich and
poor, in health and sickness, were shot
or burnt. In my diocese alone, I know
that thirteen priests or religious were
put to death.”

He will not speak of the massacre of
priests which took place in the dioceses
he has not visited, but adds: “There
were to my own actual knowledge more
than thirty priests shot in the diocese
of Namur, Tournai, Liege.”

It is surely well that these things
should be known, and therefore that the
futile attempt to suppress Cardinal Mer-
cier’s words by force should have been
made. One result is that the pastoral
will be read aloud in every Catholic
church in the diocese of Westminster.
That the German authorities should
have done their best to intercept cor-
respondence between Cardinal Mercier
and Cardinal Bourne at least shows an
intelligent anticipation of what was like-
ly to happen.

BERLIN RAGES OVER
THE NAVA DEFEAT

Copenhagen, Jan. 28—According to

private reports, Berlin has been driven
into almost ungovernable fury by the
British success in the North Sea. The
most rosy construction the newspapers
so far put on Von Behnoke’s report is
that the fight ended in a draw, with
honors divided, but the official uncer-
tainty as to the supposed loss of a Brit-
ish ship generally is interpreted as in-
dicating a German defeat in the face of
a numerically stronger force.
. Admiral Beatty’s victory, reading be-
‘tween the lines of the German newspa-
per comments, has had an enormously
demoralizing effect on Berlin.

The feeling against England has in-
creased beyond all bounds. The Ger-
man people were expecting some victory
{to celebrate the Kaiser's birthday on
Wednesday, and it is understood the
German squadron was making another
dash to bombard the English coast as a
birthday plan.

England’s answer to the Zeppelin raid
has shown the German military and
naval critics the futility of following
wild schemes of no military value. The
news that the German defeat was hailed
with cheers in places of amusement in
London on Sunday evening lashed Berlin
into a wild fury.

On his side the
family has perhaps established a record
for longevity. Mrs. McDougall’s grand-
fataer lived to be but a few months
short of the century mark, while her
father was ninety-three and her mother
eighty-five years of age. She has often
expressed the desire to live to see her
hundredth birthday and only a few
hours now separate 'aer from the real-
ization of her desire.

“On May 18, 1844, Mrs. McDougall—
then Miss Watsop—was married in the’
Germain street Baptist church, this city,
and with her husband went to live at
Wickham. After residing there for six
years, they moved to Port Hope, Ont,,
where taey spent three years, returning
to Wickham and from there they came
to St. John forty-six years ago. They
had four children, Norman, who died
in his sixteenth year; Mrs. Annie Dun-
ham, the only one surviving, who has
cared for her mother 'iere during her
declining years;. Mrs. Jessie Hall, who
was well known in the city through her
activities in the Associated Charities,
and who died about three yearsago, and
one who died in infancy in Port Hope.

“Mrs. McDougall, in recalling old
times in the city, spoke of the section
known as York Point being in the early
days the principal residential portion of
tae town. She remembers the time that
communication between St. John and the
town of Portland was possible only by
means of a boat. “This means of trans-
portation was folowed by the building
of a bridge and it'in turn gave way to
the establishment’'af a roadway. She
spoke of the 6ld mifls that were situated
at this point, latér giving Mill stret its,
name. She also Spoke interestingly of
the old water wells in the King Square
and is ablé to point out the location of
them. She is remarkably active for a.
woman of her age and is able to move
about her room wita the aid of a chair
without a great deal of difficulty.

“Mrs. Dunham said that her mother!
was wonderfully strong in the arms and
had never known what it was to have
a pain in her back. ‘Up to about a year
ago,” she said, ‘she was able to sit up
straight in aer chair at all times and
never once was she seen to rest her el-!
bows on her knees. That her back is.
straight and strong she attributes to the
fact that while she was a girl she row-'
ed a great deal and even during her six-!
ties it was no hardship for aer to row;
or paddle eighteen miles in one day.)”
