MAY SEND CUSTOMS 
OFFICIALS OVERSEAS

London, July 2—The House of Com­
mons last night carried a government 
motion presented by Thomas J. Mc­
Namara, approving the government pol­
icy with regard to the convention adopt­
ed by the Washington labor conference. 
The vote was 164 to 58.

Mr. MacNamara said the government 
was prepared to ratify four out of the 
six conventions drawn up, principally 
those relating to the eight hour day and 
maternity benefits. Considerable debate 
developed.

J. Austen Chamberlain, government 
leafier in the house, declared that the 
Washington conference, from which some 
of the greatest industrial nations were 
absent, could not legislate for the world. 
He added that the U. 9. was not bound 
by any of the conference’s decisions.

Lord Robert Cecil interrupted Mr. 
Chamberlain to deny that the utility of 
the labor organisation was destroyed by 
one countries absence.

Mr. Chamberlain maintained that ab- 
stentation by the United States present­
ed an insuperable barrier to realization 
of the original ideas brought forward. 
He repudiated any suggestion that the 
government desired to wreck the League 
of Nations or render futile labor conven­
tions arising from it.

) Pea CoalTHE ENGLISH-SPEAKING PEOPLE
The expression of a desire for close 

eo-operation among the English-speak­
ing peoples, given by the Dominion pre­
miers in London, Was not more strong 
or earnest than that of Mr. Lloyd 
George, whose words are worthy to be 
quoted and remembered. He said:

“We look confidently to the govern­
ment and people of the United States for 
sympathy and understanding. Friendly 
co-operation with the United States is 
for us a cardinal principle, dictated by 
what seems to us the proper nature of 
things ; dictated by instinct quite as 
much as by reason and common sense. 
We desire to work with the great re­
public in all parts of the world. Like it, 
we want stability and peace on the basis 
of liberty and justice; like it, we de­
sire to avoid the growth of armaments 
whether in the Pacific or elsewhere; and 
we rejoice that American opinion is 
showing so much earnestness in that di­
rection at present. We are ready to 
discuss with American statesmen any 
proposal for limitation of armaments 
which they may wish to set out, and we 
can undertake that no such overtures 
will find any lack of willingness on our 
part to meet them.”

This declaration of sentiment and of 
policy by the British premier cannot but 
attract attention in the United States. 
Mr. G. H. Thomas, the labor leader, 
who has just returned from the United 
States to England, bears this testimony 
to sentiment there:

“Despite all attempts to sow discord 
between America and ourselves, every­
one who matters in America is not only 
desirous, but is genuinely anxious for a 
complete understanding on all matters 
between Britain and America."

Mr. Thomas advocates a conference to 
consider co-operation in world-recon­
struction and stabilizing the pressing 
economic position. He has no doubt that 
the United States will willingly partici­
pate.

AMENDMENT TO 

FOOD REGULATIONS.

No meat, breadstuff, cake, pastry, 
fruiL fish, candy, confectionery or 
other article whatsoever, whether 
solid or liquid, intended as food for 
man, shall be kepL sold, or offered 
for sale either without or within any 
store, shop, warehouse or other 
bùihting, or in any street or public 
place, or on any ship, unless such 
article of food shall be kept properly 
covered, so that it shall be protected 
from dust, dirt, and flies or other 
hurtful contamination; and all vehi­
cles used for the delivery or con­
veyance* of any article intended as 
food for man shall be kept dean, 
and all such food so conveyed shall 
be covered as to be protected from 
detriment, so far as may be, by the 
weather or other atmospheric in­
fluence, and from contamination by 
flies, dust, dirt or other detrimental 
matter.

veloping the water powers of New Brunswick now going on under the 
direction of the New Brunswick Electric Power Commission, com­
paratively few people realize that so'much has been accomplished in 
the short time that has elapsed since the commission was created. It 
was only a year ago, for instance, that C. O. Foss, chief engineer of ^ 
the commission, found that it was possible to divert the water of the 1 Crystal L- 
west branch at Musquash to a power house on the east branch and 
use a single set of operators. Today a great number of men are 
rushing to completion two huge dams, one on the east branch, the 
other on the west branch, to cay nothing of numerous smaller dams 
at different places in the area of supply, and the contracts which were 
let for the generating station with its complex machinery, the surge 
♦■anlrtt, the hydraulic turbines, the Wçod stave pipe, the steel towers 
and transmission cables, the receiving station at Fairville and for vari­
ous other equipment, call for completion and delivery before the end 
of the year. All this work, the chief engineer says, is well in hand, 
and he expects no delay whatever in getting' the whole Musquash 
system connected up.

A PROGRESSIVE POLICY.

But the efforts of the commission are by no means confined to the Musquash, 
giving dose attention to the falls on the Tetagouche, Shogomoc, Magagu- 

<*^5, Tobique, St. John, South West Miramichi, Upsalquitch, Kennebeccasis and 
Lepreàu rivers, and on other streams. The policy of the Foster government 
is to develop the water powers of the province wherever it is possible and in the 
interests of the people to do so, and as rapidly as the work can be carried on. 
This year the Musquash power plant is being constructed, and the public will 
watch the results with keen interest, for it shows that the policy of water power 
development for reducing the cost of power and at the same time conserving 
coal for other and more necessary purposes has been well established in New 
Brunswick. For the present the Musquash supply will be disposed of in St. 
John and vicinity, but it may well folllow that before long the power from the 
Lepreàu will be linked up and a transmission line constructed from St John 
to Moncton, supplying Sussex and other towns on the way.

who was at that time chairman of the 
New Brunswick Water Power Commis­
sion, a commission appointed by order- 
in-council June 5, 1918, for the purpose 
of investigating water power possibilities 
in the province, discovered a possibility 
of diverting the west branch of the Mus­
quash to a power house on the east 
branch at the head of tide, which will 
handle the water of both streams with 
one set of operators. The New Bruns­
wick Electric Power Commission was 
appointed on July 6, 1920, consisting of 
Hon. C. W. Robinson, chairman; Reid 
McManus, secretary, and C. O. Foss, 
chief engineer. Up to this time Mr. Foss 
explained to The Telegraph yesterday, 
ail the work of the investigating com­
mission in this section had been With a 
view of developing the Lepreau first, but 
on discovering the possibilities of tlie 
Musquash it was decided to take that up 
first, and the chief engineer was instruct­
ed to have a careful instrumental survey 
made to see if his impressions gained 
from walking over the possible diversion 
would prove correct. The survey proved 
the possibility and feasability so he was 
instructed to submit the whole Musquash 
scheme to Mr. Holgate, of Montreal, for 
his examination and report. This 
done and after a personal examination 
Mr. Holgate fully approved and recom­
mended that this development be made 
first. All this careful and highly im­
portant preliminary work took some time 
and the first call for tenders for con­
struction work was not made till Sept. 
21. These tenders were for the con­
struction of earth dams on the east and 
west branches.

“About this time,” Mr. Foss added,
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runoff of the two branches is practic­
ally the same, and that with the stor­
age we. are providing we shall be able 
to regulate a minimum runoff of 180 
cubic second feet.

W. H. The drainage area of the two 
branches is practically the game and is 
estimated at from seventy to eighty 
square miles each. We have used the 
smaller in all our estimates, though now 
that we have the runoff records for 
nearly six years on the Lepreau it does 
not matter whether we have the correct 
drainage area or not From the Crown 
Land plans we have computed the area 
drained by the Lepreau to be ninety 
miles and the two Musquash streams 
seventy miles each or 7-9’s of the Le­
preau and assumed that each branch of 
Musquash runoff to be 7-9’s of Leperim, 
and now that we have practically a 
year’s records of the west branch we 
find our assumption very closely cor­
rect If we had been able to start our 
plant on January of this year with the 
storage reservoirs empty, and had 
drawn 180 feet per second as provided 
in our present estimate of power, the 
surplus runoff would have filled the re­
servoirs we are at present providing 
and forty percent of the surplus would 
have gone to waste up to the first of 
May, which proves conclusively that we 

increase the estimated power con­
siderably by increasing the storage. The 
runoff for the four months above named 
is the lowest for that period of any at 
the six years’ records we have.”

Hon at the necessary wood stave pipe. 
On April 1 a contract was signed with 
the Maritime Construction Company for 
clearing the transmission line right-of- 
way and for constructing the foundations 
for the steel towers. On AprU 8 a con­
tract was signed by the Canadian 
Westinghouse Electric Company for the 
switching and metering equipment for 
the generating station at Musquash and 
the receiving station at Fairville. On 
May 10 a further contract was signed 
with the New Brunswick Contracting 
Company for the construction of the gen­
erating station. On May 11 a contract 

signed with the Canadian Chicago 
Bridge Company for the necessary surge 
tanks. In addition to the foregoing con­
tracts orders have been placed with the 
Canadian Bridge Company for the steel 
towers and with the Northern Alum­
inum Company, for the transmission 
cables and other orders have been given 
for small incidental requirements. All 
these contracts and orders are for com­
pletion and delivery before the end of the 
year, and the work is fully up to 
schedule requirement to meet these dates.

Royalty will be in attendance at the 
spectacle. The objects for which the 
fund is being established include the 
building of a monument, the establish­
ment of places of education for the chil­
dren of airmen and assistance for of­
ficers and men of the force during sick­
ness. Of the 400,000 pounds sterling 
needed, about one-third has been raised.

The fund was started on the initia­
tive of Air-Marshal Sir Hugh Trenchard, 
to commemorate the services during the 
war of the Royal Flying Corps, to which 
all Canadian airmen were attached; the 
Australian Flying Corps, the Naval Air 
Service and the Royal Air Force.

To my personal knowledge there are 
traders in Austria at this moment who 
have been offered credit—this was before
